CARE OF BOILERS.

Editor World: Replying to the ques-
tion re laying up of steam boilers, I
may say that it all depends on circum-
stances as to which is the proper way
to lay up a steam boiler thuc is to be
idle for some time.

If boller-room is quite dry, then open

up the boiler, clean thoroly, and wash
out with a good hose and leave boiler
open and dry. 4

Ii boiler-room is damp, or wet, then
after cleaning boiler as above make
hand hole and man hole joints perfect-
ly tight and fill boiler full of water up
to the top and put in about 10 lbs. of
sal. soda.

In either case, all soot and ashes
should be cleaned out thoroly from un-
der and back end of boiler; all heat-
ing surface should - be scraped and
brushed off clean and tubes thoroly
cleaned. If boller is to be laid up in-
definitely, then after scraping and
brushing off the tube sheets it is well
to give them a good coat of paint,
made with red lead and boiled oil. This
is the procedure adopted by the “Bri-
tish admiralty” in laying up boilers,
and I have found it correct practice
during my fifteen years’ experience in
inspecting steam boilers. -

I would remind “Enquirer” that the
informatigmgiven by the average steam
fitter. regarding the care and opera-
tion of steam boilers is not very reli-
able, and from the plumber it is still
lesg so, but any engineer who is cap-
able and thoroly understands his busi-
ness should be able to give sound ad-
vice, and will, I feel sure, endorse
what I have said in regard to this mat-
tos.

Saturday by prominent Englishmen.

Lord Avebury gave a luncheon in hig
honor ‘'at noon, the other guests includ-
ing Lord Kelvin, Sir Archibald Geikie
and Sir Charles Lyall, but the most in-
teresting function was last night, when
Mr. Clemens was the guest of the
evening at .a dinner at the Savage
Club, where he was welcomed by a
large gathering of distinguished peo-
! ple. He wore his white flannels for the
first time ' in England. He spoke for
25 minutes and his remarks were re-
ceived with the greatest enthusiasm
and followed with the keenest atten-
tion and interest.

The club had previously presented
him with a replica of the Ascot Cup,
and in reference to this Mr. Clemens
remarked humorously that he would
not be able to sell this replica because
he had given such publicity to the fact
that he stole it.

The matter of the Ascot Cup was a
practical joke by some ‘of the members
of the Savage Club, who sent in a
note purporting to come from a con-
federate of Mr. Clemens, declaring he
was returning the cup as he was not
able to dispose of it. Accompanying
the note was a bulky parcel contain-
ing an, exact fac-simile of the cup, ex-
cept that the acorn on top was re-
placed by a rhiniature bust of Mr.
Clemens.
