Mr, John-
ston was incllned to accept this sugges-
tion, with the proviso that the Winter-
bourne meeting be taken up, which he con-
sidered still stronger. Their Lordships
agreed,
The agreement between counsel and court
should read ‘‘As pertaining to this class of
charges and not as to others.”

Engineer Reports.

The Board of Works will meet to-day
to consider the fortnightly report of the
City Eaogineer, which was placed in
their hands yesterday. In it he states
that the cost of constructing a perman-
ent track allowance pavement on Bloor,
from Lansdowne-avenue to Dundas-
street, would be about $8,653. The cost
of protecting the level crossing over the
northern division of the Gmand Trunk
would be annually $800. which he thinke
should not be borne by the city.

SLEEPING CAR RATES.

The Canadian Pacific has for some
years admitted the necessity of afford-
ing the traveling public reasonable sleep-
ing car rates es far ag its tmans-con-
tinental line #8 concerned. It has in
use, on its through traing, what is
known os tourist cars, which are at the
disposal of the second-class passengers.
The rate from Toronto to Vancouver
for a benth in one of these cars is
$7.50. Similar accommodation in the
Pullman costs $18, In addition to the
$18 it is mecessary that a passenger
should have a first-class ticket, which,
on a Toronto to Vancouver ticket,
costs $10 more than the second-class
ticket. The difference in the two styles
of accommodation s therefore $20.50,
for a five-day trip. :

If the C.P.R. can pro-
vide sleeping accommodation for trans-
continental : s at $1.50 per day,
it ought to be able to furnish a similar
service on one night trips in Eastern
Canada. If such a service were put on
between Montrenl and Toronto and
available for second-class passengers, ut
says 756 cents a berth, we venture to
say that ome or more cars would be
filled every night. As for first-class
passengers, if it pays the company to
furnish this splendid accommodation for
second-class passengers at $1.50 per
day, it ought to pay them handsomely
also to sell berths in the Pullman cars
at half the price they now -charge,
One dollar per night for a berth . is
ample. It is all the service is worth
and all the ordinary mnn and woman
can pay. Let the rich and those who
like to blow themselves have the ex-
travagantly-built and high-priced palace
sleepers; give the common people who
travel at night the common comfort of
a plain bed. :

ADVERTISING TORONTO.

The advertising of cities has de-
veloped of late ¢nto @ fine art. To-
ronto has made spasmodic efforts to ge-
cure the holding of conventions and to
induce tourigts to visit the city, but
we have done very little in this diree-
tion, compared with many American
cities. The city of Des Moines, Iowa,
is making an effort to secure the next
convention of the Brotherhood of Loco-
motive Firemen. In order to get - this
convention the City Council had a book
of ample proportions, specially prepared
to influence the delegates in Toronto in
favor of Des Moines. The book is
liberally illustrated and sets forth ‘the
attractions of the ecity, tells dn plain
terms just how the city would treat
the convention, and makes the best
possible case in favor of Des Moines
being selected for the convention.

A gentleman from Milwaukee has also

been in the city for some time past
pushing the claims of that place for
the holding of the convention. He
carries with him an ample supply of
literature of all kinds, descriptive of the
advantages of Milwaukee, not wonly as
a convention ecity, but fn every other
respect. It is said that thig gentleman
is employed the year round to further
the interests of Milwaukee in securing
conventfons ard inducing douripts to
visit t¢hat placee. He makes the state-
ment that he has been successful this
season in inducing 98 different bodies
to visit Milwaukee during the course of
next year. Whether this is so or not, it
is a fact that he has done a great deal
of good for the city of Milwaukee, and
that any expense connected with his
mission will be ten times repaid by the
influx of visitors to that city,
Toronto gets a fair share of conven-
tions and toumist tmaffic without much
special solicitation. This year especially
have we been favored with a large num-
ber of visitors, particularly from the
Southern States. An article in another
column will show how much the visit
of these people this summer has been
appreciated by our business men. They
all state that the business dome with
these American visitors was very con-
siderable, and they all agree that an in-
telligent effort should be made to secure
a repetition, or rather en increase, of
the same class of traffic next year.

Strong Native Faction Objects to
American Methods and Asks for
Restoration of the Queen.

San Krancisco, Sept. 22.—The steamship
Alameda arrived yesterday from Honolulu,
bringing news up to Sept, 14. The Con-
gressional Commissioners were then finish-
ing their work and expected to leave f‘or

Washington on Sept, 23.

The Commi:sioners are being deluged with
petitions and memorials from the native
Hawalians. One faction desires the res-
toration of the Queen, while the other ac-

The natives who favor restoration, at a
mass meeting ‘on Sept. 12, adopted a
memorial, which was presented to the Com-
missioners, alleging that the annexation
treaty had failed and that the joint reso-
lution was ineffective because it was not
passed by the people of the Hawallan Is-
lands or the representative Legislature.

The memorial asks that the constitutional
Government of Jan. 16, 1896, be restored
under the protection of the United States.
Among the speakers was Robert W. Wil-
cox, the revolutionist, who a few weeks
ago took the oath of allegiance in order to
qualify himself for a full pardon for past
misdeeds,

the Government building, he said: “It is
useless to say that the flag over there will
not come down again, It was up before
and it came down. It will be shown that
the annexation vote was carried through by
a handful of foreigners. If America loves
us, why were not Hawallans placed on the
commission? The next thing we shall not
be able to vote.”

The other faction of Hawallang have pre-
sented a memorial asking for a territorial
form of government, with full rights for
the natives, and permission to make appro-
priations for ex-Queen Lilluokalani, Prin-
cess Kalulanl and Queen-Dowager Kapio-
lani,

Mr. Jar-
dine speaks in flattering terms of the wany
improvements he noticed in the American
railways, by which he traveled, partictularly
the CUhicago and NOrtawestern, runudug
from Chicago to Omaha. Among the latest
{mprovements he noticed that speclal smok-
ing and lounging cars have been added to
the Pullman section of the through trains,
freeing the sleeping cars entirely of smoke,
which s considered by many travelers as
a nuisance. If one wishes to smoke he
simply goes to this car, where he tinds
every convenlence for indulging his weak-
ness. The sleeping cars are thoroughly up-
to-date, all of them being Iit by electricity
and furnished most handsomely. The ser-
vice and attendance is all that could be
wished for. Their trip from Omaha to
Denver was made by the Union Paetfic,
which runs in connectlon with the Chicago
and Northwestern. The equipment here is
equally as good as that on the latter. If
any Canadians are contemplating a visit
to the exhibition, or out West, by com-
municating with Mr, B, H. Bennett of the
Chicago and Northwestern Ratlway,Omaha,
thelr wants will be personally looked af-
ter.

BARRISTER DROPS DEAD

Alexander Ford Dies Suddenly by

Some of Mr. Spence’s Alleged Argu-
ments Considered—Where is He
.To Get His Revenue From?—

Whiskey Exists Because There
.is & Demand For It—The Weekly
- Sun on Prohibition.

Ot all the childish arguments that have

which appeared in The Globe yesterday
morning is about the worst. Moderate peo-
ple look upon the personal kberty feature
of this campalgn as the one of most impor-
tance, but just to show how utterly the
prohibitionist fails to realize the meaning
of true personal ilberty Phe Globe’s ‘‘cor-
respondent”” says that the man who values

personal liberty Is opposed to all laws that
restrain him from doing just what he

I desire under any circumstances, for
instance, the liberty to murder, bribe, tiye
bulidings and spread contagious diseases.
Could any argument be more ridiculous?
Imagine placing the temperate man who
thinks he has a right to a glass of ale
when he wants it in the same class as the
murderer, the briber and the incendiary!
But, then this is a very fair sample of
prohibition ‘‘argument.”

Some of Mr. Spence’s Arguments.

F. 8. Spence argues that the whiskey
manuiacturers aua seuers are Wringiug
$40,000,000 out of the people every year.
What nonsense! The distillerfes, brewerles
and hotels exist because there is a demand
for whiskey, wines and ale. They could
not exist unless the demand existed and
they will cease to exist the minute the de-
mand ceases, To speak of wringing $40,-
000,000 out of the people every year is a]
poor compliment to the character of the
Canadian people, who are not so easlly
“wrung” as Mr. Spence imagines. ‘Lhey
know what they want, they get it and they |
hope always to enjoy personal llberty.

Mr. Spence will perhaps argue that the
whiskey sellers wring the $40,000,000 out of
“the unfortunate slaves of strong drink.”
As a matter of fact nine-tenths -of the
whiskey, ale and wine sold is consumed by
moderate drinkers, who use it but do not
abuse it. But they have no rights—accord-
ing to Mr. Spence.

The Revenue Question,
The same gentleznan says that even un-
der prohibition a ¢ lerable amourt of
revenue would be raised from liquor made
and sold for ‘“permitted purposes.” Wul
Mr. Spence please inform a benighted pub-
lic how much revenue s raised now from
Liquor used for other purposes than bever-

raised from liquor collected om spirits sold
for- purposes other than a beverage? And
yet the prohibition legislation which Mr.
8pence and his friends are fighting for Is
framed for the express purpose of prohi-
biting the manufacture, importation or sale
of spirits, wine, beer, ale, cider and all
otker alcoholic liquors, as beverages. Now,
it Mr. Spence’s brard of prohibition is -go-
ing to allow ‘“‘a considerable revenue to
be raised from liquor manufactured and sold
for “‘permiited purposes’—and among ‘‘per-
mitted purposes’’ he, no doubt, includes the
medicinal use of liquor—it is not the kind
of fprohibition that many of his friends
think it Is. Mr. Spence appears to realize
that under prohibition this country would
be full of people who would require:liguor
for their health, or at least who cdould easi-
Iy find a doctor who would prescribe a lNt-
tle good whiskey, as a tonic and stimulant
but of course not as a beverage. The ques-
tion of how many teaspoonfuls make -a
beverage will have to be left to Mr. Spence
and his friends, for they intend to run the
whole show. Arguing along this lime, Mr.
Spence has of course come to the conclu-
sion that ‘‘a considerable revenue would be
raised from liquor manufactured and sold
for “permitted purposes.”” He no doubt
realizes that many of the best physicians
regularly prescribe whiskey and wine and
that a good many more, perhaps not quite
s, prominent, would do so if prohibition
were enforced. Many new diseases have
been discovered in the past decade, but new
and very fashionable ailments would come
into existence very shortly. after a proal-
bitory law was enforced; aflments which
cculd only be treated successfully with
good whiskey or wine, elther for internal
or external use—principally, no doubt, {n-
ternal. Should there be only one physician
fn the district who prescribed whiskey,
wine or beer, he would have a big practice,
the drug store would do a big business and
Mr. Spence would raise a lot of revenue.

And, indeed, if this 1s the way M.
Spence looks at it he is not far astray, but

The source of some crime, chiefly of a
violent kind, liquor unquestionably is. T'he
source of all crime, or anything like ali,
it certainly is not. The sources of crime,
as well as those of poverty, which is like-
wise- said to be traceable to drink are In
reality -very various, and incapable of be-
ing extinguished by a single measure of
any kind. Spain, which is notoriously tem-
perate, is by no means free from crime;
nor is Turkey, where strong drink is for-
bidden by Islam. Neither in Maine nor
in Kamsas does it appear that ordinary
crime has been annihilated or even dim-
inished by prohibiiion, while special Kinds
of crime have been called into existence
by the violation or evasion of the prohibi-
tion law. Scotland, on the other hand,
which consumes a good deal of whiskey,
and Germany, which consumes a good deal
ot beer, are mneither criminal nor poor.
COrime has sensibly decliued in England,
where there is mo prohibitory law.
