LEMIEUX MANIPULATED THE CASH.

Mr., Herbert Took $10,000 of the
Bank's Funds to Speculate
With and Lost It

Montreal, Deec. 18.—(Special.)—Startling
evidence came out at the trial of Account-
ant Lemieux of the defunct ville Marie
Bank. The ex-president, Mr. W. Weir,
was sworn and sald that on the 30th of
August, 1808, an amaunnt of $21,040 had been
taken from reserve and placed in the tell-
er's cash. This had been done to supply a
shortage which had peen found in the in-
side vault. Mr. Lemieux had admitted

To the court: Before the safe had been
examined Lemieux had not spoken of the
shortage. He had admitted it afterwards.

E‘f notes had been placed to Mr. Lemieux's
cpedit and of course ‘it balanced.
Examined Teller’s Cash.

©On the 26th of September, 1898, Mr.
Weir had again examined the teller’s 2ash.
Mhe teller was Mr. Herbert. Mr. Weir had
first told Mr. Lemleux of his intention to
examine the cash, when Mr. Lemieux had
asked him to wait until the following day.
Mr. Weir, nowever, had said that was
against the rules. Lemieux had not then
waited for the cash to be counted, as he
cught to have done. The cash on that
day should bave been $218,010; $49,000 had
been found, and a memorandum for $173,-
000, which Herbert had told witness was
in the vault. The vault had been checked
a few days before, and witness knew the
money was not there.

Lemiecux Went “on His Holidays.”

Meantime Mr. Lemieux had gone “‘on bis
holidays,” leaving a note that he would be
back in time to balance his books at the
end of the month. In about a week it
was discovered that Mr. Lemieux had gone
to New York. Witness had gone to New
York and seen Lemleux, who had told him
that it was absurd that there could be a
shortage of $173,000. As a matter of fact
the sum of $173,000 had disappeared and
the bank had to redeem the notes. Le-
mienx had returned to Montreal and re-
entered the service of the bank, vut un-.
der different circumstances. He had failed
to ever effectively explain the shortage of
$173,000.

Herbert Took $10,000 and Lost It.

At the afternoon’s investigation Mr. Weir
further stated that since the bank suspend-
ed it transpired that in August, 1897, Her-
bert had taken $10,000 out of the funds
o? the bank and had lost the same in spe-
culation.

Wheat and
Halligan were arrested.

Such pro-Boer papers
as The New York Sun and 'World, and The
Chicago Tribune and Record, are now do-
ing their best to demoralize the markets of
their own country, just as Cleveland did
in 1804. These journals have been going
on the theory that their anti-British polley
would work to «the detriment, of Great
Britain. It may be admitted that their
work has done the Empire no good, ‘but at
the same time they have done much
greater injury to their own country than
to Great Britain, In no small measure
have The New York Sun and World con-
tributed to the ruin of the hundreds and
thousands who were swallowed up yester-
day in the Stock I¥xchange vortex.

HUMAN LIFE V, DIVIDENDS,

The principal budness of the management
of the Toronto Railway Company fs to
‘earn a dividend on its six-million-dollar
cnpitallzatlon The greater part of this is
pure water. Still, the manager has to
make the railway earn the customary ‘divi-
dend or someone’s head will drop in the
basket. In order that dividends may bel
paid on all this watered stock, the greatest
economy is necessary. For this reascn we
find that many of the cars are mounted on
rickety, wobbling trucks, cheap useless fen-
ders are made to do duty as life-savers,
and brakes that should be discarded as in-
efficient are kept in use. It is time for the
City Council to demand that a more sub-
stantial car be adopted by the company for
service in this city. The trucks on many
of the cars are so small and shaky that
the car wobbles at an alarming rate when-
ever the car is running rapidly. With this
wobbllng motion fenders of any kind would
be useless. The public safety demands a
superion and more substantial style of car.
The trucks should be larger, or, better still,
there should be two sets of trucks on each
car. The cars would then run steadier and
the fenders would be more likely to be of
use. When employed in connection  with
cars that wobble in a way that mnkes it
difficult for the passenger to hold his
seat, fenders do more harm than good.
They crush and margle the victim instead
of saving him. Air brakes have been
adopted by many electric companies. Why
shenld we not have them In Toronto ?
With properly built and properly equipped
cars we would have fewer fatalities, but
the dividends on the watered stock would
not be so certain. The question for the
City Council to decide is whether the lives
and limbs of citizens should be protected
or whether the company should be encour-
aged to increase its dividends on several
n:illion dollars of watered stock. That Is
the plain issue,

‘- Heard No Gong.

When the crash came the sleigh was over-
turned. It was struck in the centre and
knocked clear of the raus. Kinsella was
thrown from his seat and received a severe
shaking up. Witness did not see what
heppened to Mrs. Rogers, He aid not hear
the gong sounded or any warning given of
the approach of the car. Kinsella add
that he had worked as a hackman for 25
or 30 years and never met with an accident
before.

Sober on Saturday Night.

To Mr. Bicknell witness denled that he
had been drinking during the day. He
added that he commenced working at 7
a.m. and remained about the barm till he
was called to drive Mrs. Rogers. e ad-
mitted taking a drink once in a while, but
was perfectly sober on Saturday night.
Witness could not remember whether Mrs.
Rcgers gave any alarm before the crash
ceme.

Motorman Fewster’'s Evidence.

Robert Fewster of 37 Buchanan-street, the
motorman on the car, kaid he left Rosedale
at 9.15 p.m. The first stop was made at
Bloor and Sherbourne-streets. He had no
particular Tecollection as to how many
times the gong was sounded on the down
trip. He was positive, however, about ring-
ing the bell opposite the Granite Club,
above Wellesley-street.

Sounded the Gong.

He first saw the horses when they were
at the border of Church-street. He then
sounded the gong and reversed the car,
After the crash Fewster applied the brakes.
He saw the deceased thrown ont. ' The
force of the collision bent the fender up
abeut 18 inches and Mrs. Rogers rolled un-
der the guard. Witness put sand on the
rails and
jolts, as If the car was passing over the
body. The car stopped soon after the last
jolt. He found the hody lying clear of the
back wheels, the head being on the east
rail of the west track. Fewster added that
| the rails were in a greasy condition all
n.ght.

Going About 7 Miles an Hour,

The time occupied in making the round
trip of five miles and 1264 yards was abont
45 minutes. He thought the car was going
at the rate of 6 or 7 miles an hour when
the accldent opcurred. Fewster had 21
mcnths’
previous to that time, was employed on a
farm. In answer to a juryman, witness
sald that if bhe lost time on one trip he
would be compelled to make it up on an-
other, unless otherwise ordered by a road-
m.aster.
