London, BSept. 5—(4.15 a.m.)—To-day's
despatches from Shangbal and l& T'sn

management of the Chinese telegraph sys-
tem, which may possibly account in part
for getting no' news from Fekin. An-
other reason for the delay, doubtless, 18 the
anxiety of the Chinese authoritics to pro-
cure the evacuafion of the capital. Nof
effort 1s beilng spared by thém to bring
this about. Thelr idea Is that, should the
foreigh Ministers in Pekin be alltowed free|
communications with #heir Governments,
the full extent of the complicity of the
Chinese Government In the anti-foretgn out-
rages would be revealed, and wonid lead
the allles to decide to remain until retri-
bution had been exacted. A'l telegrams
have to be conveyed by courier by ‘I'sinantu
to Pekin and probably all cipher despatches
have been stopped.

Li Would Persuade England.

According to- Shanghai advices LI Hung
Chang wired the Chinege Minister in Lon-
don, Sir Chih Chen Lofengluh, as follows :
~ “Our St. Petershurg Minister has per-
suaded Russia to leave Pekin. You are
'uleleu if you cannot persuade Kngiand."

Offers a Sop to Russia,

It is asserted that Earl L1 has promisea
Russia three Manchu provinces /it she ge-
cures the withdrawal of the &illes from
Pekin and favorable peace terms trom the
powers. oth the Empress Dowager ana
Li Hung Chang are sald to be iavishing
moriey to obtain these objects.

What Made the Empress Angry.

The Empress Dowager's anti-toraign
frenzy In June, according to a spectal de-
spatch from Shanghal, was due to ' the
presentation to her by Prince Tuan of an
uitimatum, which is now known to have
been forged, In which the powers demana-
ed her abdication In favor of Kmperor
Kwangsu, the removal of the seat of .iov-
ernmept from Pekin, the placlag or
Chinese finances under Kuropean eontrol,
and other sweeping concessions.

T'he correspondent adds ¢ *‘'This order
reads llke a free warrant for the massacre
of any Chinaman whom the Cossacks may

SHE GOT AWAY IN THE.BIG. CROWD,

But was Recaptured Some Hours
Later in New Clothing—Who is
““Reésponsible ¥
Minnie Lessard, a notorlous young woman
who was in the castody of the police on
a charge of vagrancy, selzed an opportunity

and escaped from the cells in the Police
Department at the City Hall 5

The woman only enjoyed’ liberty for a
few hours, however, for she wasrecaptured
about 5 o'clock and taken to the Court-
streat Station, .

Minnie wag arrested late last Saturday
night because the police belleved that she
was not a fit and proper person to ‘be as-
sociating with Exhibition visitors, who are
plentifui in the city this week. BShe spent
the night at the Court-street Station, and
the foilowing morning was taken to the
jall to await her trial, which wase fixed tor
yesterday morning in the Police Court. She
was being brought up from the jail .xlou;i
with 18 others In the headquarters patro
wagon, and reached the courtyard leading
to the cells a ‘ittle before 10 o'clock.. After
leaving the waﬁon the prisoners were lined
up and marched into the corridor iy charge
of four policemem When Inside the door
Minnie Lessard, who was the last to enter,
noticed that"there was nothing to prevent
her running away, and she quickly turned
her steps and fled. Once out Into the court-
yard she mingled with the crowd and easily
escaped thru the Jaines-street entrance to
the City Hall. While hurrying”away, the
police matron, who was on her way to the
Police Court, saw the woman and gave the
alarm. Minnle had by this time reached
Queen-street, and she was soon lost In the
crowds.

After the prisoner’s escape became known
Deputy Chief Stuart notitied the police in
the down-town streets to keep a sharp look-

capture. Late In the afternoon Comstable
Olver Snell, the station duty officer at the
Court-street Station, while on his way to
the City Hall, ran across Minnle on the
sireet, and took her into custody. Durlag
her few hours’ freedom the woman had pur-
chased a new hat, which cost $8.50, and
donned a new dress in the hope of con-
cealing her ldentity. ‘The police maintained
the greatest secrecy over the e¢scape of the
woman, and there were very few outside of
the intérestad partles who kpew anything
about it last night, "

A searching inyestigation will be made
to-day by Chlef Grasett to learn who was
responsible for the woman's escape. Minnle
Lessard is the only prisoner 'who hag man-
aged to get out of the hands of the Torouto
police in'a long period. The last prisoner
was Jack McLean -the notorious safeblower
who escaped from the Court-street Station
while , waiting “to be taken to Barrie for
trial. McLean fled at the time of his es-
cape, and turned up two years later in the
Ohlo State Penitentlary, where he was
committed on several charges of burglary.

DEATH OF WM, MACDONALD, Q.C.

Well-Known Lawyer Succumbed
as the Result of Hemorrhage
of the Brain,

WHY MISSIONARIES LEFT.

They Believed Their Property in
China Would Be Safe During

Their Absence. ¢
The following letter from the Rev. O. L.
Kilborn, M.D., of West Cm;a, has - just
been received at the Methodist Mission
rooms, which explains the situation up to

the time of the departure of the mission-
aries from Cl:lentuﬂtoxa.‘hulg:l‘nsc;m&
“Chentu, Szchua; a Chung! -

¥ ¢ ol “July 20, 1900,
“Rev. A. Sutherland, D.D., Toronto.

“Dear Doctor,—1 snatch a few goqentl
to send a line by the last mall from Chen-
tu before we all leave. The -order of the
British consul at Chungking reached us
about three days before he recelved and
forwarded to us your cablegram. His or-
der arrived July 15; your eable was come
municated te us the-night of July 18, ana
repeated again to-day. It was with dimi-
culty and great reluctance that we at last
felt compelled to obey the consul’s orders,
All our mission and all the M.E. mission-
arles expect to leave Chentu (D.V.) in the
early morning of July 23, We shall be
escorted from our misslon premises to the
riverside outside of the city by soldiers.
The boats have been engaged for us by
the officinls, and at least 80 soldiers, per-
haps more, are set apart to embark with
us as far as Chungking.

“Within the walls of Chentu there i yet
no disturbance, but we feel that we are
liring over a powder magazine. The cdiin-
try ronnd about is hecoming more disturbeq,
Between 10 and 20 Romnn CathoMc chapels
in smnll out-statlons have been destroyed
by mobs. and already several conflicts have
taken place between officials and rioters,
A number of the latter have been sum-
morily beheaded, but a r?ort reaches us
{o-dgy of an occurrence 5 few mile: away,
which, if true, is of grave import. An
official of high rank sent by the Vicerow
to pun'sh rioters and restore quiet In a

- But we belteye 1t
w!ll more lkely remgin safe after we have
gone. We are makl the bhest arrange-

Two large cannon  rescued from the har-
bor at Loulsburg, have been presented
to the Canadian Club by Mr. Samuel Coul-
son, the well-known manufacturer of Mont-
real.

In 1860 the total exports of manufactures
from the United States were $40,345,802,
In the same year those of the United
Kingdom were $013,358,262. In 1800
United States exports of manufactures had
increased to $68,270,764, while those of Ahe
United Kingdom were $900,168,224. Ia 1850
exports of manufactures from the United
States were $102,859,015, and those from
the United Kingdom: were $970,681,400; in
1890 exports of manufactures from the
United States were $151,102,876, and those
from the United Kingdom were $1,089,155,-
787; in 1000 exports of manufactures from
the United States had reached $432,284,306,
while those from the United Kingdom in
1809, the latest available year, were prac:
tically the same as in 1896, being $1,002,-
563,092. Thus it will be seen that United
States exports of manufactures are now 10
times as much as in 1860, while those of
the United Kingdom are but one and a
balf tfmes as much as in 1860,
" These figures have a world of meaning
for this country as well as for Great ‘Brit-
ain, They show that protection Is the
most potent force in the world for the dex
velopment. of a mnation’s resources, - The
United States, .the . leading protectionist
country in the world, ts running “Away
from every one of its competitors, Great
Britain, the apostle of free trade, is fail
fng to hold its own,
has got such headway as a manufactur-
jng natiop’ that Great Britaln will soon be
out of the running altogether, unless that.
country experiences a sudden conversion.
It looks as if the conversion is coming all
right, but it will not be effective until the
British nation gets deeper into the mire,
The wonderful progress of the TUnited
States ought to appeal to the intelligence
of Canadians, especially at the present
time, when a general élection is imminent,
We have had but a limited experience of
protection In this country, but everyone
witl®admit that whatever advances we have
made as a manufacturing nation have been
owing almost wholly to protection. All the
prosperity that the Liberals are now
claiming as their own had its origin In the
National Policy that was -introduced In
this country in 1878. Let the electors of
Canada never lose sight of that fact, Let
the workingmen not fall to remember it.
Fe'w of the big factories in Toronto would
he existing If Hom, Alex. Mackenzle's
policy of free trade had not been sppersed-
ed by the protectionist policy of Sir John
Macdonald. But Canada has prospered only
moderately, compared with what might
Have béen the case If we bad had the
courage to put up our tariff fence as high
as the United States had ralsed its fence,
But, moderate as It has been, our tariff
has worked wonders,and it may accomplish
much more for Canada If it is ycientifically
and intelligently handied, As between
the two parties we know that we can ex-
pect no further encouragement to home
industries from the Liberals, They do not
believe In protection. They have been com-
pelled by force of public opinion to leave
the tariff pretty much as they found it,
but they are continually apologizing for
their inability to bring it down to a free
trade basis, The Conservative party, on
the other hand, makes no apology for pro-
tectlon. It belleves in the principle, snd
realizes that its extension In the future
will work for the great and permanent ad-
vancement of the Dominion. Protection v,
Free Trade Is still the leading Issue In this
country.
