Centre Bruce furnishes additional

Briefly sketched, Schafroff’s record is 
as follows: In 1386 he was a Sub-In- ' 
specter of-police in Moscow on a salary 
of 45 roubles per month. He had ho 
prlrate means, but lived at the rate of 
10,000 roubles per annum. A couple of 
years later he was made Inspector, at 
75 roubles a month, and increased his 
style of living to the rate of 20,000 
roubles a year, and became Indebted 
to tradesmen and shopkeepers to the 
amount of 26,000 roubles.

The whole of this income, boti as 
sub inspector and Inspector, was deriv­
ed from blackmail Jevied in a variety 
of ways on all sorts and conditions of 
people. His peculations becoming too 
notorious In the old capital, he was 
asked to resign, but was given some 
kind of recommendation by his com­
plaisant chief, who had no doubt a fel­
low feeling for his subordinate’s de­
linquencies, and with this document he 
obtained a sub-inspectorship in the St.

"Of course Manitoba is ahead of us 
aa a cereal producer Just now, but this 
can’t last long. For instance, last year 
Manitoba produced some fifty-two mil­
lion bushels of -wheat, while the Terri­
tories followed with fifteen million 
bushels of wheat. This year we will 
have an increase of at least seventyi- 
flve per cent in all cereals. Now a 
vast improvement in railroad facilities 
will be necessary to move this colossal 
bulk. We want it to go to its (in­
mate destination over Canadian lines, 
but of course it must be moved, Yan­
kee promoters are in that section, and 
only too anxious to construct railroads 
thru there, and the people insist on 
means of transportation. If the grain 
can't be moved over Canadian lines, 
naturally it will go south via other 
highways. This is inevitable, and af­
fords food for serious thought.

Sees G resit Future.
“I believe that if the Grand Trunk 

Pacific or any other line was put thru 
Canada it would secure enormous traf­
fic as rapidly as It was completed. 
With the rush of settlers Into that 
country the, rails 
enough for them. They would spread 
out over ally section that is pierced 
with a railroad. In fact I believé in 
time that part of Canada will support 
half a dozen transcontinental rail­
roads.

"The inquiry for lands has been very 
active thru

Diversified farming is the rule there, 
and everything runs to big farms.

strained the Metropolitan Gradonatch- 
ainik ..to ask for Schafroff’s resigna­
tion, but no specific charge was brought 
against him. Apparently, thru the col­
lusion of his. superiors, he was made, in 
181)7, police master of Cronstadt. There 
he appointed his own creatures to in­
spectorships and sub-inspectorships, 
taking from 1000 to 2000 roubles for 
each appointrhent.

Even from the ordinary policemen and’ 
firemen he collected tribute in the shape 
of Caution-money, which was never re­
funded. If it were demanded the ap­
plicant was dismissed from the force. 
But these were trivial offences in Scha­
froff's record.

The Introduction of M- Witte’s li­
quor regie gave him a new opportunity. 
Every disorderly house in Cronstadt 
was permitted to sell drink at all hours 
of the night under Schafroff’s control 
and tribute. Under his patronage a 
great number of the demimondalnes 
and procuresses were imported from the 
capital, and half the gilded blackguard­
ism of St. Petersburg disgraced the 
neighboring Neva port.

The conduct of some of the New York 
police In the old days with regard to 
private and public disorderly houses 
was quite trivial as compared with the 
state of things under Schafroff at Cron- 
sthdt. There were complaints, but 
without result.
