Ottawa, May 16.—(Staff Special.)--As
a result of to-night’s meeting of the
city council, indignation meetings will
probably be held in every ward of the
City of Ottawa, and a determined ef-
fort will be made to recover some of
the ground that has been lost. The Ot-
tawa Electric Company seemed to hold
the council in.the hollow of its hand.
Against the figures of experts, which
showed that the city could do its own
street lighting for $38 per lamp per
ycar, the city council to-night gave a
ten years’ contract to the Ottawa Elec=
tric Company, under which the lighting
is to be done for $52 per lamp. per year.
This means that the citizens of Ottawa
are to be bled to the extent of at
Jeast $8000 a year, or $80,000 over the]
ten years which the contract is to run.

Ald. Hastey, who proved to be one
of the city's strongest champions, as
& last resort gave notice of a motion
for reconsideration. This means that
the action of council will remain in-
cperative for two weeks, during which
time the people may be able to briig
scme aldermen to a sense of their Jduty
to the city’'s interests. It was a dis-
graceful exhibition of aldermanic sub-
serviency to corporate influence, per-
baps the most pronounced that has
ever been witnessed in the Ottawa city
council,

GAN BREED 00D HORGts
OPINION. OF AN EXPERT

Official Report of W. 8. Spark, Emi-
minent Authority, to Hon.
Sydney Fisher.

Regina, ‘N.-W.T., May 16.—(Staff Cor-
respondence.)—Here is the official 1e-
port of W, S. Spark, the eminent Eng-
lish authority on  the horse. Mr.
Spark is in the west judging horses.
He acted at Calgary, and to The World
said the prospects of the standard bred
horse in Canada were excellent. “Can-
ada has now got the thin edge of the
-wedge in,” he said. “The English gov-
ernment has now ordered 300 remouats
from here. This is/the first instalment
and means much, as it will be lncreasi
ed annually, That means a minimam
of 15.2 high for the remognt services,
and the west is full of this class. On-
tario ought to profit largely by this
new policy.” Mr. Spark goes to Buenos
Ayres July 12 to judge horses in a
great South American contest.,

Mr. Spark’s Report.

Report of W, S. Spark on the pros-
pects of hoirse breeding in Canada:
“To the Hon. Sidney Fisher, Dominion
live stock commissioner: ‘Ha 7ing
traveled as far as St. John in the east
and Calgary in the west and delivered
over 50 addresses at various conv2n-
tions, it may be .interesting to you to
hear my opinion regarding horse breed-
ing in Canada.

“Draught horses are the best the
average farmer can breed,for these rea-
sons: (1) That fewer mistakes are
made in breeding them; (2) that they
can be put to work earlier in life, and
(3) that they. can be turned into cash
sooner.

Demand for Horses.

“There is a very good demand for
horses suitable for haulage in the cit-
jes and for farm work, whether they
are of the heaviest type, the mediam
strong backed “big little” sort or the
express van kind- Seeing that most
farmers are certain to use one of these

rieties in order to do the work of
t‘.‘Eei farm, it is satisfactory to znow
that the surplus ones will find a ceady
sale, and surely the breeder has tlLe
advantage in as. much as he can mar-
ket the four and five year olds £nd
fill up the gaps 'with the youngsters
which are coming on-year after year.
There is no reason why the farmer
should not work this ‘system, if he
breeds at all, and if he does it is well
to aim at the heaviest kinds that his
mares are capable of producing; by
which I mean that blocky mares with
.substance should be mated with the
weighty stallions, and it is usually bet-
ter when breeding draught horses to
select a sire on the larger, rather than
on the smaller side of the mare.

“Horse breeding commends itself for
this reason, that the work of the farm
has to be carried on with horses, and
their presence is indispensable; ‘here-
fore, those which are fitted can be
made to answer the dual purpose of
workers and breedérs, which must pe
better from a financial point of view
than if geldings are purchased and
worked out with no prospect of re-
newals except by clipping into the bank
for a fresh supply. When embarking
in horse breeding it is well—and the
only way to be successful—to keep an
end in view and breed constantly for

INVASION OF INSECTS.

London Invested by Hordes of
‘Winged Pests,
London, May 16.—The superabund-

ance of insect life that is now paia-
fully in evidence in many outlying.
suburbs of London is fast developingi
from a nuisance into a positive plague.

Mosquitoes in swarms made a flank
attack yesterday on some volunteers
who were practicing at Bisley, and a
squad of riflemen from a kilted regl-l
ment had their morale severely shaken
and their score sheets spoiled by the on-
slaught. ’

Hdrrow was the first to report the in-
vasion. Bright new paint is plentiful
at this time of the year, and ianumer-
able insects regard a newly grained
and painted door as especially prepar-
ed for them as a suicide club, Hhar-!
row's particular plague is a spotted
variety of gnat. In places where the
roads dip between two hills they cone!
gregate in millions. One gentleman said
yesterday that he ran into a swarm/
of them while cycling. From a dis-|
tance they appeared like a brown cloud,
Once in the midst of them, eyes, nose,
ears, mouth, .collar and sleeves Wware
filled with the pests. Cigar smoke did
nothing to alleviate matters, and their,
bite left little red spots,* which, tho
uncomfortable, disappeared in twenty-!
four hours.

Other districts, however, report the
mosquito proper, whose bite causes an'
unsightly swelling, as well as a cer-|
tain amount of pain. Victims must re-
member that rubbing increases the avil,
tho it requires some self-control to ab-
stain from this. All that can be done
is to apply liguid ammonia on & rag,
which brings speedy relief., !

The most reasonable explanation of
the plague seems to lie in the late ar-
rival of the martins and swallows, who
make war on such insects.

TORONTO SIXTY-FIVE YEARS AGO
CAPTAIN McMASTER REMINISCENT

Recalls May 17, 1839. When
—~Times Have Changed Bu

If you go to Leader-lane and count
five fwindows back from King:street
on the east side you will know the

| very room wWhere Captain McMaster

lay sick of ship-fever sixty-five years
ago.

To-day'is the anniversary of his ar-
rival in Toronto, and there is perhaps
as little change in that particular
building as there is in any remaining
part of the city in all that, period.
Captain William F. McMaster was
born on Sept. 1, 1822, near Omagh,
Tyrone, Ireland. Inspector Hughes' fa-
ther is a contemporary, and comes
from Fintoni, Tyrone. Captain Mec-
Master was not 17 when he landed in
Toronto on May 17, 1839. At that time
Toronto was a rural town, with two
or three wharves, wooden erections on
o Recollections of Toronto.

“Coming up from the wharf,” says
ﬁe captain, “the first thing I saw was
a garden on the west side of Church-
street, where the Bank of Toronto now

stands.”
Turning the corner of Church on
i 5 11
King-street the buildings were a
brlcﬁ along to Leader-lane, and were
cceupied by the principal storekeepers
of that day.

First came a clothing store, Denham
& Co., Bryce & Co., subsequently
Bryce, McMurrich & Co.; then Peter
Badenach, who stood behind a little

old desk with three jars of snuff, con-
taining the classic varieties McEvoy,
Lundyfoot and Irish Blackguard, »ut
of one of which jars visitors dipped a
congenial spoonful. Next to this was
Scobie’s book store, where was pub-
lished the first Canadian almanac, and
thenr Mrst Dunlop’s refreshment-
rooms.

“Light refreshments, of course,” re-
marked the captain, ‘“but you could
get anything you wanted.” A aard-
ware store stood next to the corner,
which was then occupied by Robert
Cathcart & Co., the dry goods house of
which Senator McMaster afterwards
became chief.

The building to-day is the same that
was then occupied by the wholesale
department on the King-street front
and by the retail in the rear.

Captnin Took to Bed.

Captain McMaster landed on a Sun-
day, and tcok to bed at once, with Dr.
McIlmurray in attendance. The Cath-
carts were kind to him, but no man
was kinder to him than James Beaty,
proprietor of The Leader newspaper,
which was printed upstairs on the
other side of the lane, where Sullivan's
saloon is, and gave its title to the
present passage way.

‘“Not a day but he visited or enquired
for me for the five or six weeks I was
lying there, and I would give him
credit with my last breath for his fa-
therly feeling and kindness.”

When
Captain McMaster was vice-president
of the exhibition long afterwards the
old chief came down with some of the
tribe, and they were ranged in front
of the grand stand and loudly cheered.
The chief, who remembered the cap-
tain quite well, was very much pleased
and grunted his satisfaction. Yonge-
street ran then, as now, thirty miles
or more north, and was a great chan-
nel of trade.

There were times when you could-
n't get along on Yonge-street for
wagons,”” says the captain. ‘“Tha
wagons were lined along the street, the
horses in the stables and the farmers
laying in their supplies. Walton and
McIntosh did a big business in oats,
bran and shorts.”

James Stitt, the first chief constable,
owned a house on Yonge-street, the
old jail being on the Esplanade.

Some O0ld Churches.

Besides St. James, which has ‘wice
been burned since Captain McMaster
came to Toronto, he remémbers the
Presbytérian Church on Richmond,
where the Howland family used to go;
Knox Church on Queen-street and the
Methodist Church on Adelaide and To-
| ronto-streets. ¢

The limits of the town were from the
Don to Brock-street, most of the busi-
ness section being eomprised from
Queen down Yonge to Market-square,
and up Jarvis to King. Pine trees
grew all along the way to Brock-street
and it was a long walk thru the woods
to get to .the old fort. Two deer were
shot on College-street near the head
of Beverley since the captain came
here. Up Yonge-street north of Bloor,
across to 'Avenue-road, was the Pot-
ter’s Field, where many ‘were buried.
The remains were afterwards disin-
terred and removed to Mount Pleasant,

“Old Man Bloor, after whom the
street is called, lived and owned prop-
erty on the south side east of Yonge,
and died, I think, in Oswego.”

S§till Active at 82,

Captain McMaster attends his office
daily as assistant secretary. of the de-
partment of agriculture, and in spite,
of 82 years writes a clear and steady
hand and possesses the eyesight that
has never seen the green hills of Ire-
land since 65 years ago.

“I wasn't able to go when I had the
time, and when I was able I was too
busy to get away,” he says, and there
seems to be a long memory and a ten-
der regret in the words.

SKY SCRAPERS AND SMALL HEADS

An interesting medical theory is now
going the rounds. Dr. Warner has ex-
amined 100,000 London children, and he
finds that the heads of children, espe-
cially girls, are growing smaller.

It is true that for
several centuries Mexico has produced
men of noted educational attainments,.
but these were educated either private-
ly or in the church schools. In fact,
until recently the only schools in Mexi-
co were those ¢conducted by the church.
After 350 years of these schools more
than 90 per cent. of the people were
illiterate, :

The revolutionary wars and the cori-
stant unsettled condition of the country
for three-quarters of a century told
strongly against the education of the
masses in Mexico. Several rulers madé

an educational system, or at least to
make some provision for educating’the
beople: But these efforts proved futile
owing to a number of causes. One of
these was the constant revolutions al-

try in a perpetual state of confusion'
bordering on anarchy. Naturally the |
church threw its influence strongly

The government of President Porfi-
rio Diaz has done great’ work for the
education of Mexico. Now there 18
scarcely any part of the republic where
a publl‘c free school is not to be found.
‘When ‘we take into consideration the |
material with which the government |
has had to work these schools reflect
credit on the country, and they ars
getting better steadily. -

The schools of Mexico are divided in-
to primary, advanced primary and pre
paratory. The work of the primary
covers from four to six years, the ad-
vanced primary two years and the pre-
paratory school six years, making in
all from twelve to fourteen.years. Of
this only the work of the first primary
is compulsory, but those desiring to
enter the preparatory school must take
all the work below that school. The
work of the first primaty comprises
arithmetie, grammar, composition,

e duties of a citizen, physics,"Mexican
history and gymnastics, :

The advanced primary begins where

‘| the first primary leaves off. It carries

on all the subjects of the latter. If'

istry, zoology, botany, mineralogy, geol-

ogy and physiology, political econamyl

and topography, all of which are com-
pulsory to those who wish ta get cradit
for having done the work of these
years.

The National Preparatory School is
the highest institution of learning of
the public school system in Mexico. It
is not a university, for the reagon that
its courses comprise nothing but th

¢ work; ‘but’ so fan as’this cour:
it is quite complete.” * :

The curriculum of studies of the pres
paratory school is intended to be a pre-

L paration for entering upon the work of

the professional schools.

But the order of
studies is somewhat surprising to one
who ds 'used to \the universities of
The first and
second years are devoted almost exclu-
sively to mathematics. Spanish and
French.” Then follow, in the remaining
four vears, rhetoric, gymnastics, Ger-
man and Spanish and Mexican litera-
ture, all of which are compulsory. One
thing that calls attention is that no-
where do either Latin or Greek appear
upon the curriculum of the National
Preparatory School. This is the more
curious, as the history and progress of
the Spanish language is so intimately
bound up with that of the Lain lan-
guage and the learning of the latter is
so comparatively easy for people speak-
ing a Latin tongue.

Mexico possesses the nucleus of @
good university in the National Pre-
paratory Schocl and the many techni- |
cal colleges of the capital, if these could |
only be brought to work together. But
so far they have all pursued independ-
ent lines, and the pupils of one college
very seldom know those of another.

both agreed 'that a certain horse had
a spavin, but they were informed that

;the official veterinary surgeon nad ex-
amined the horse at the requsst of

the president and passed the animal
sound. So they considered that they
had no power to hold the prize on what
they were certain was an unsound
animal. 5

“I have found that there is a great
demand for carriage and saddle horses
in the large -e¢ities, and for draught
horses weighing from 1500 pounds up-
ward, all oveér the Dominion, at prices
which must be very profitable to the
breeder.

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Bﬁssians Did Not Resist and Are Now
Retiring Before Little
Fellows.

St. Petersburg, May 16.—The Japan-
ese evidently are determined that thers
shall not be any further rail communi-
cation between General Kuropatkin und
¥ort Arthur. Official advices received
to-day by the general staff say the Ja-
panese have destroyed fifty miles of
the railroad north of Kinchou.

No resistance.was made by the Rus-
sisng, who are gradually abandoning
it, on the Japanese approach. Col
Spiridoroft is seeking to render the rail-
road as useless-as possible to the ene-
my by >rémovlng the switches and
otherwise disabling it. The Russians
are retiring because of the approach
of the Japanese columns sent westwurd
by General Kuroki immediately af-

‘ter the occupation of Fengwangcheng.

Experts who discussed the military
situation’ to-day expressed the opinion
that General Kuropatkin will not re-
main at Liaoyang. Their view seems
to be borne out by reports from Liao-|
yang announcing the departure of Rus-
sian families from that point. It is’
said that General Kuropatkin is not at
all discouraged by the advance of the
Japanese, Telegrams received here to-
day from Liaoyang report him as being
“perfectly satisfied”” with the outlook.

It was announced to-day that the
tenth and seventeénth army corps will |
Jeave May 18 for Manchuria. This force,
includes the Orenburg division of Cos-|
sacks and artillery, armed with the new|
model rapid-fire field guns. Grand
Duke Nicholas left St. Petersburg to-
day to join the emperor. He will make
8’ careful inspection of the cavalry to
be sent out to the far east.

MAY ACT AGAINST ANNEXATION.

Council’s Resolution to Be Coastru-
ed as Attempt at Force.
