unjustly and unfairly.

When asked by The World on Sat-
urday if he had any statement to
make as to his view of the attacks on
the power policy of the government
in The Montreal  Star and Montreal
Gazette, on Thursday last, Sir James
Whitney said:

Certain Interested Men,

“Why should the government make
reply to the attacks made upon it by
fnterested men in Toronto?
There is not a Toronto newspaper that
will have anything to do with them.
There is no question before the pub-
lic which calls for any deliverance on
this subject from me. It is true that
these men are—not for the first time—
making a great outcry over an Ontario
statute, which they desire to have dis-
allowed fat Ottawa,

“We have received from the Domin-
fon Government copies of all the pro-
tests and documents sent in, and in
due time we will furnish our reply. But
we will pot, in the meantime, subsidize
a lot of brags bands in our interest., We
are not concerned as to the outcome.
We stand upon the impregnable foun-
dation represented by the rights and
powers of the people of Ontario thru
the legislature, and therefore we fear
no attacks from any quarter.

Stupid, Wicked, False. .

“But,” continued sir James,
“ag an illustration of the me=~
thods employed by the men who are
prompting and paying for the cam-
paign of slander and falsehood against
the government, let me show Yyou the
following: Up till a few days ago no
reputable newspaper . anywhere hal
lent itself to the purposes of these
men, but The Montreal Star and The
Montreal Gazette have entered the
lists in thelr behalf, and have adopted
their accusations. For sheer, stupid
wickedness and falsehood, some of the
accusations made by these two ‘direc-
tors of public morality’ cannot be sur-
passed. ° :

MONTREAL, July K 11,—(Special).—
The man who defied the English Tory
party’ machine in the recent Sheffield
election, Muir Wilson, and ran on his
own account on the tariff reform plat-
form, with a lot more Dreadnoughts
thrown in, is now in the city making
a trip round the world.

Prospects Good for Rain To-
day in Ontario—Drought

The outlook for the Twelfth ot July
in Ontario is for unsettled weatlier,
with scattered showers and thunder-
storms and high temperature.

Rain occurred late ¥kriday night
northern Onfario and extended to
southern and eastern portions of
province during Saturday. It was
heaviest on Saturday in the neighbor-
hood of Toronto, where 8-10 of an inzh
fell dufing Saturday night and early
Sunday morning. .

.. Downpour Not General,

Reporta from the other districts
around Toronto indicate that the scat-
tered showers of Saturday brought
some relief to the parched land. The
heavy rain which fell early Saturday
afternoon developed into a boungiful
downpour between this city and Belle-
ville. Train despatchers stale they
had considemable trouble with the wires
in that direction owing to the heavy
precipitation of moisture.

FAMED ASTRONOMER DEAD
K CANADIAN BY BIRTH

Pref. Simon Newcombe Passes
Away at His Home in Wash-
ington, Aged 74,

WASHINGTON, July 11.-=Prof, Si-
mon Newcombe, the famous astrono-
mer, mathematician and world travel-
er, died at his home in this city early
to-day, at the age of 74 years. He will
be buried with military honors in Ar-
lington Cemetery next Wednesday.

High officials of the government will
attend and the honorary pgllbearers
will include many prominent men in
public life. The body will lie in state
Monday and Tuesday at the family
residence. .

Prof. Newcombe ig .survived by his
wife, a daughter of the late Dr, Hass-
ler, sugeon U. 8. N,, and three daugh-
ters, Mrs. Anita Newcombe MoGee
of Washington; Mrs. Francis Wilson
of New York, and Mrs, Edward Whit-
ney of New York. :

He was born at Wallace, N.8,, March
12, 1835, During his distinguished ca-
reer Prof. Newcombe had been the re-
cipient of many honors from leading
sclentific socletiées and from royalty.
He was a member of the Institute of
France, the Royal Astronomical So-
ciety of Great Britain and the Ameri-
can Aesociation for the Advancement
of Sclence. During his seryice. with
the United States Government he con-
ducted & number of parties to foreizn
lands to observe eclipses. He publish-
ed the tables' of the motions of the

stars, the planets and the moon, NOw |

used by astronomers in their compu-
tations, and which are the basis of the
navigation of vessels of the world.
His astonomical researches cover more
than 300 papers and long list of books.

Prof. Newcombe held many import-4
ant posts, including that of professor of
mathematics at Johns Hopkins Univer-
gity. He held the degrees of LL.D.
from Yale, Harvard, Columbia- and
other universities. He first entered tha
United States navy as a professor of
mathematics in 1861, after his gradua-
tion from : the Lawrence Scientific
School of Harvard, He was retired
with the rank of rear-admiral in 1897.

Restrictions to Immigration Are
Very Quietly Remeved by Can-
adian Authorities

VANCOUVER, B.C.; July 11.—(Spe-
clal.)—Acting upon the request of the
Chinese of Vancouver, the fon
government - has, by order-in-council,
approved on May 4, 1909, removed many

of restrictions imposed on Chinese im-[

meiration.

According to adyices recelved to-day
from Ottawa, the scope of exempt
class, that is those Chinese who are
not called upon to pay the head tax of
$500, has been greatly widened. Tm-
mediately the order was appromed, its
terms were forwarded to all Canadian
jmmigration and customs authorities,
but_so quietly that the public till to-
day never received an intimation of the
change in regulations. In a word, the
new order widens the scope of the
Chinese immigration act of 1006, with

 the amendment of 1908 in regard to the

privileged class of Chinese, that It
practically leaves only Chinese labor-
ers to pay the head tax, with paupers,
lunatics and sufferers from infectious
diseases still prohibited. The new Or-
der puts even ‘students of manners
and customs” in the student and mer-
chant c¢lass and’exempt from the pay-
ment of head tax. ]

COSSACKS LOSE BRISK FIGHT

Fail to Dislodge Persian Nationalist
Force.

TEHERAN, July 11.—Persian Cos-
sacks, commanded by Russian officers,
and other troops of the shah, number-
ing altogether 1200, this morning made
an attack upon the United Nationalist
forces under Sipahdar and Sarrarasad,
at a point 15 miles from Teheran.

Altho the rolaylists shelled the Na-
tionalist position with four suns for
two hours, they failed to dislodge the
enemy.

of the Gentiles be fulfilled” (Luke xxi, 24.)

NEW ORLEANS, La., July 1L.—Pas
tor Russell of Brooklyn Tabernacle
prucheld here to-day. He sald:

As the City of Babylon represented
the empire of Babylon, so the City of
Jerusalem represented the Jewish na-
tion. The Scriptures refer. to. th'e fact
that centuries before our Lord’s day
the Jewish kingdom had been over—
thrown—had passed to the control of

'the Gentiles—and in our text our Lord

declares that this subserviency would
continue until certain times of the
Gentliles, certain years or periods of
their control, would pass away. When
we read. that certain ftimes will be
fulfilled, we are justified In thinking
that these times have been foretold.
And in looking for the statement of
the matter in Holy Writ, we notice
the facts of the case as follows:

God established the Jewish nation
as His representative nation, or king-
dom, in the world, with the under-
standing that in some manner and at
some time that nation would be the
channel of divine blessings to all the
families of the earth, in harmony with
the original oath-bound promise made
to Abraham. After a precarious ex-
istence of nearly six hundred Yyears,
the star of Jewish empire set, and it
has not re-arisen since, The particu-
lar date at which the typlcal king-
dom passed away is clearly marked In
the Scripturés. The solidarity of the
empire in the hands of King David,
and his. son, King Solomon, was lost
in its division in the days of Solomon's
successor. Nevertheless, in harmony
with the Divine prediction, the royal
line continued in the tribe of Judah;
as it 18 written, ‘“The sceptre shall not
depart from Judah, nor a law-giver
from between his feet, until Shiloh
come” (Genesis xlix, 10).

Of the last king of Judah, Zedeklah,
the Divine declaration was, ‘“And thou,
profane and wicked prince of Israel,
whose day_is come when iniquity shall
have an end, Thus saith the Lord God,
Remove the dladem, and take off the
crown; this shall not be the same. * *
I will overturn, overturn, overturn it;
and it shall be no more until He come
whose right it is; and I will give it
Him"” (Bzeklel xxi., 25-27). That state-

.ment was made just prior to Israel's

captivity to Babylon, B.C. 606. And
the crown and sceptre have been over-
turned since then, and will coatinue
80 to be until Messiah himself, at His
second advent, shall take the throne as
the antitypical 8on of David,

The interim of time between the
overthrow of the crown in the days of
Zedekiah and the establishment again
of the crown in Messiah’s Kingdom at
His second advent 1is (Scripturally
termed fthe ‘“‘times of the gentiles’’—
that is to say, the years of the Gentiles:
the years in which the Gentiles would
bear rule over Israel and all the earth:
the period in which God would have
no representative nation In the world.
Some may enquire, Were not the Is-
raelites restored from the Babylonian
captivity? Yes, we answer, but they
did not receive back the kingdom;
they were thereafter subject to thé
great dominant kingdoms of the world,
First, they were subject to the Medo-
Persian Empire, whose emperor, Cy-
rus, restored them to their own land
as a subject nation, Subsequently
they were subject to the Grecian na-
tion. And in the time of our Lord they
were still a subject nation to Rome.
Pilate represented the Roman - Gov-
ernment, and so dild Herod, the king
of Galllee, Anyway, the Herods were
not Israelites, but Edomites.

While it is true that an outward
form of Jewish kingdom was main-
tained subject to the Roman emperors
for a time, the last vestige of this au-
thority passed away with the destruc-
tion of Jerusalem by the Roman army
in A.D. 70, and the Jews have never
been able to re-establish themselves in
their own land up to the present time.
Now, in harmony with the Scriptures
which foretell Israel's restoration to
Palestine, and thelr re-establishment
as the earthly representatives of God's
kingdom, the Zionist movement Iis
coming forth with good hopes of soon
effecting a Jewish sub-kingdom. We
may be sure, however, that the declar-
ation of our text will come true to the
very letter—‘'Jerusalem shall be trod-
den down of the Gentiles, until the
times of the Gentiles be fulfilled”—or,
filled full.

The Scriptures very particylarly
draw to our attention King Nebuchad-
nezzar of Babylon. Very carefully
does the prophet explain that Nebu-
chadnezzar had a vision of deep inter-
est to-him, but the particulars of
which he could not recall, He de-
manded of the wise men of the empire
a statement of the dream, as well as
an explanation, arguing that If they
had any supernatural power by which
they could explain a dream, the same
power could rehearse it. Then it _was
that Daniel, the prophet, was brought
to the notice of the king, and by Di-
vine power not only rehearsed the
dream but explained {t—a dream of
much more interest to all Christians
than it possibly could have been to
Nebuchadnezzar himself,

Many of this audience doubtless re-
call the dream and its interpretation,
yvet we will briefly rehearse it. In his
dream Nebuchadnezzar saw. a great
image of wonderful height and grand-
eur; its head was of gold, “Its breast
and arms of silver, its belly and thighs
of brass, its legs of iron, and its feet
of iron mixed with clay. While it
stood erect, a stone was taken from
the mountain and hurled at the image,
striking it on the feet. Forthwith the
fron, the clay, the brass, the silver and
the gold were crushed t3 powder and
became as the chaff of a summer's
threshing floor, and the wind carried
them away. By Divine {llumination,

aniel, the prophet, explained the vi-

|slon thus: The head represented Neb-

uvhadnezzar's own universal empire,
Babylon. The breast and arms of sil-
ver represented the kingdom which
would succeed his as a unlversal em-
pire; namely, the kingdom of the
Medes and Persians, Upon ‘the fall
of Medo-Persia, the Grecian Emplre
would become universal, to be succeed-
ed.in turn by the Roman Empire,
whose great strength was symbolized
by the iron., This is the empire which
ruled the world in the days of our
Lord. Thus we read that our Lord
was , born at Bethlehem, whither Jo-
seph and Mary had gone at the com

{manr! of Caesar-Augustus, the Roman
| emperor,

who sent forth a decree that
all the world szhould be taxed. The
civil Roman Empire lasted for several
centuries after Christ, and was fol-
lowed by the ecclesiastical Roman Em-

o e

the representative heads. This em-
pire, partly civil and partly ecclesi-
astical, was represented by the mix-
ture of the iron, representing civil
power, and the clay, representing pa-
pal religious power; and-this phase of
Danlel’s image,still exists in the king-
doms of Europe as represented in the
ten toes of the image which stand for
the divisions of the territory of the old
Roman Empire in Europe.

When God subsequently gave His
servant, the Prophet Danlel, a visicn
of these same Gentlle governments
that would bear universal sway OVer
the earth from the time of the removal
of the diadem from Zedekiah until the
establishment of Messiah's millennial
kingdom, the pledge was a differant
one. Instead of a glorfous image of
towering height and splendor, Daniel
saw four great, terrible wild beasis.
‘The first, llke a lion, corresponded to
the head of gold of the image—repre-
senting Babylon, The second, ke a
bear, corresponded to the breast and
arms of silver in the image, .and re-
presented Medo~Persia. The third, like
a leopard, corresponded to the brass
of the image, and represented Grecia.
The fourth beast, great and terrible,
found nothing in the animal kingdom
to represent it. It corresponded to the
legs of iron, which represented the
Roman Empire; while the ten horns of
the latter beast  corresponded to the
ten toes of the image, representing
papal Rome and the present subdivi-
sions of imperial Europe. The differ-
ence between these two visions repre-
sents how differently present insti-
tutions, ¢he kingdoms of this world,
are viewed from the human stand-
point and from the Divine standpoint
From the .worldly standpoint and es-
timation, the kingdoms  of the past
have been majestic, grand; from the
standpoint of God, and those who have
iHls spirit, they have been begstly,

The sequel to both of these dreams
showed the overthrow of the earthly
governments by the heavenly govern-
ment. As it is written, “In the days
of these kings shall the God of heaven
set up His kingdom, and it shall breai
in pleces and:consume all of thase
kingdoms, and it shall stand forever.”
The kingdom of God was plctured in
the stone which smote the image on
its: feet. That stone prefigured Christ
and the church, and shows that it will
be the power of God thru the church
that will ultimately work the wreck
of all earthly governments. Do not
misunderstand - me; nothing in the
Word of God teaches anarchy, Or au-
thorizes God's people to fight with car-
nal weapons; rather they are exhorted
to. seek first the kingdom of God and
its righteousness, and to leave all else
to the Lord, assured of His willingness
to make all things work together for
their good. J )

As Christ in the flesh lifted neither
hand nor tongue to smite the earthly
empire, nor ‘opposed Caesar and his
representative, Pilate, so His followera
are to raise no opposition to the pow-
ers that be, but are strictly enjoined to
“be subject to them,” and to recognize
that they are ordained of God. It wiil
be after the glorification of the church
with her Lord that, invisibly to man-
kind, thls power will be exercised.
Gentile governments will be over-
thrown. and the whole world will be
brought into submission to the reign
of the kingdom of righteousness and
its earthly representatives, Thus our
Lord taught in His last message that
in due time He would take unto Him-
self His great power and reign, and

With Christian children, properly
trained, spiritual life should develop
naturally, but the regeneration would
be the fruit of the quickening influence
of the Holy Spirit,

dependent on a renewal of the spirit of
the mind, that was of the will The
familiar hymn contained the appeal,
“Renew iy will from day to day.”
