15 ih
antiquarian and a voluminous wri.er sm
antiquities. He seems quite satisfied
that he has added to his collection a
fing of the’ time of Rameses 11, who
flourished about 1300 years beforz our
era. The ring was acquired from o
family of Grenoble, in whose posses-
sion it had been for long years, and
the former owners produced documents
which satisfied M. Guimet as to the
authenticity of his acquisition. Tre
ring bears hieroglyphic inscriptons.
showing that it- graced the hand of
Nefritarimeri Mout, one of the wives
of the once powerful monarch of Egypt.

The ring is of thick gold, carrying a
cornelian stone, rectangular, large and
fiat. The stone is inclosed in gold, ‘ard
the ring itself is ornamented with a
fillet of gold.
