Hon. Mr.. Pugsley introduced a bill to 
amend the act granting aid to certain 
railways. He said: I feel quite sure that 
this bill will commend itself to the favor 
of the house. In 1903 the legislature au­
thorized the granting of aid to the Resti- 
gctiche & Western railway, Bow named 
the International railway, by guaranteeing 
its bonds to the extent of $5,000 a mile 
for fifty miles. It also was to receive'a 
subsidy of $2,500 a mile for its entire 
length of 110 miles. The cost of build­
ing this railway has been much greater 
than anticipated, owing to the increased 
cost of labor and material, and I am as­
sured that it will cost at least $5,090 a 
mile more to build the railway now than 
it did three or four years ago. The cost 
of this railway has been greater because 
the government insisted on a road of the 
highest character, suitable for a trunk 
line and first class in every respect. This 
railway crosses through from east t6 west 
and will give a shorter road to the mar­
kets of the United States for the pro­
ducts of the North Shpre. A short time 
ago. the members of the government went 
over the thirty-three miles i of railway 
which is now completed, and their opinion 
of the work done was that it was most 
satisfactory. In that distance there are 
seven steel bridges on concrete founda­
tions. The steel rails weigh seventy 
jjpunds, instead of. fifty-six originally 
agreed upon, and the cuttings are wider.

It appears from the carefully prepared, 
report of the chief engineer^ of govern­
ment railways, Mr. Collipgwood Schreiber, 
that the cost of the railway will be $27,- 
339 a mile. This gentleman is an engineer 
of wide experience, and his. report and 
estimate can ha relied on. The govern­
ment found that the company were get­
ting along slowly with their line, being 
hampered financially. ■ The company pre­
sented a memorial -to - the, government 
through their agent and contractor, Mr. 
Malcolm, which I shall read- The attor­
ney-general then read; the memorial, to 
which was attached |he agreement with 
the dominion government giving the 
pany a double subsidy of $6,400 a mile.

200,000,000 feet of lumber which cannot ; 
be got to market without this railway. 
This land is lying dormant and the gov­
ernment is getting no revenue from it. 
These are good reasons why this line 
should be built as soon as possible.

In mating provision for this we thought 
that the members of the house would ex­
pect us to see that province got some 
benefit from that transaction. I think the 
time has gone by when we should, graht 
by way of < gift subsidies to railways, or 
at all evenj», no subsidy should be given 
until its reasonably sure that the railway 
will pay.

The agreement1 provides that 
the company shall begin to pay the gov­
ernment interest to the amount of four 
per cent on the subsidy in seven years 
after the completion of their line so that 
if this railway is taken over by some gi4at 
company the province ' will get all its 
money back.

Before the bonds are guaranteed the 
company must give security for the pay­
ment of interest during the time while 
the road is under construction.

Mr. Hazen—I have listened very atten* 
tively to the speech of the attorney-gen­
eral and I am sure one cannot help con» 
trusting it with speeches which were made 
in 1903 when $5,000 a mile was we were 
told the most that this line, then known 
as the Restigouche & Western but since 
changed to the International, would ask 
the government for. We are now asked 
to increase this amount to $8,000 a mile 
and this not only for the first fifty mijcg 
of road as yet unbuilt but for the entire 
length. •

We were told that the road had such 
conspicuous merit that there would be no 
difficulty in completing it withaut any 
further assistance from the government, 
But it soon became apparent that was 
not the case by any means, that it was no 
good as an investment and the capitalists, 
who hgd been expected to put their money 
into it, were very shy of the undertak­
ing.

When in 1903 the government asked the 
members to guarantee $5,000 a mile for 
fifty miles the bon. member for Charlotte, 
Mr.'Hill, said that they had been given 
to ' understand that there would be an im­
mense traffic in lumber over this line but 
hq .had never known a railway which de­
pended on lumber, chiefly, to pay. They 
had .built a lot of railways but had they 
resulted in increasing the population tq 
any great extent? He considered it to be 
the robst dangerous measure ever intro­
duced in the house. That was extremely 
strong language coming from Mr. Hill but 
subsequent eventg- had amply justified it.
I said then that not $250,000 but $550,- 

000 would be wanted but this house 
assured that nothing of the sort would 
occur. I was told I was misleading the 
house, that I assumed that the guarantee 
needed for the company was just twice as 
much as it was written down in the bill. 
The company we were told assured the 
government that they would be able to 
complete the road if the assistance then 
asked for was given without coming to 
ask for more. Either the promoters had 
assured them of this or they had not. If 
they had so assured them of this what , con­
fidence could the attorney-general have in 
them now? They started with a guarantee 
of $5,000 a mile and npw want it increased 
by an additional $3,000, making a total 
with the subsidy of $10.500 in'all for 110 
miles. The attorney-general has said that 
the first 20 miles of the road has cost $25,- 
000 a mile. What did he say in 1903? i 
He said a road must cost $21,000 a mile 
before it can receive the doubly subsidy 
from Ottawa. Then he said it costs $17,- 
500 a mile. If in 1903 it was costing $17,- 
500 a mile how is it that it is costing $27,- 
000 now?

The attorney-general—They receive a 
subsidy of $6,400 from the dominion gov­
ernment.* How can they do this if the 
line is only costing $17,000 a mile?
' Mr. Hazen—By some process of necrom­
ancy which I am quite unable to explain. 
The honorable gentleman talks about the 
value of the railway. Take the Canada 
Eastern for instance, 120 miles long and 
sold to the dominion government for $6,- 
500 a mile. This International line runs 
through a very sparsely settled country, 
where for many years to come there will 
be only a very limited amount of traffic, 
and it is costing us $10,500 a mile, while 
the Canada Eastern, which runs through 
a fairly populated district, was sold for 
only $è,500 a mile.

What aid will this road get? In 1993 
we were told that the first few sections 
were the most costly and it was only the 
first fifty miles that would be the most 
expensive. If the first fifty miles were to 
be the most expensive, why ask for an 
increase now? The second fifty miles run 
through much easier country. What does 
this request amount to? The province 
will have a lien upon the road, but it will 
nof get any interest for years to come.

$35,000 a mile. The Canadian Northern 
is-bonded to the amount of $20,000 a mile. 
l’Ss last was authorized -by tile Ontario 
government of Mr. Ross, and since Ifr. 
Whitney came into power he (las entered 
into a contract with > the company to 
carry out this act. The government of 
Nova Scbtia has lent the South Shore 
line, frein Yarmouth to Halifax,. $11,000 
a mile in addition to trie provincial sub­
sidies. The Canadian Northern railway’s 
bonds are guaranteed by the dominion 
government for the prairie section to the 
amount of $13,000 a mile, so that a bond 
issue of $8,000 a mile for a road of this 
class is a very small one.
