Dostun Lights,.—The new lanthorn which we have
already described, is now in operation at the Boston
Light House—and we learn, fully equal«the expecta-
tions of those who devised the undertaking.— The
light is of great brithancy —and bursts upon the sea
at the distance of twenty miles, with surprising effect,
insomuch that in some instances the wondering mari-
ner has hardly dared to trust to the evidence of his
sendes—bnt hus feared that he was deceivad by some
brilliant pvrotechnical experiments on shore, until
the regularity of the revolutions, and the uniformity
of the flashes, convinced him that it could be no other
than Boston Light astovishingly improved. A few
evenings since we saw it [rom the summit of Bunker's
Hill, (not Breed’s Hill, where the monument is situ-
sted) and was much struck with the singular and
Leautiful effect produced, when it flashed through the
darkuess which prevailed aronnd.  This was at a dis-
tance of ten or eleven miles from the Light-House.—
Boston Light now, prolably approaches nearer to the
intensity of the lights in the British Channel, and
some other parts of Europe, than any other light on
our const.  T'he next step is to impro-e the lights on
Sandy Hook and Cupe Cod, and to erect a light
house on Cohasset Rocks. — Boston Merc. Journal.
