Verdun region, advancing west and south of the fortress of Vaux, according 
to the official announcement issued this afternoon by the French war depart­
ment. One hundred Germans were made prisoners.

German artillery, the statement adds, is violently bombarding Chenois 
Wood and Fort Douaumont, which wer e captured by the French in their sur­
prise attack on Tuesday.

In the region of the Somme last night, French artillery destroyed a Ger­
man munition depot near Ablaincourt.

Portuguese Victory
Lsbon, Oct 27.—General Gill, com- 

mi^pkg the Portuguese troops in East 
Africa, reports that his column encoun­
tered the opposing troops, at Nakatala on 
October 21 and that after a prolonged 
combat the enemy retreated precipitate;- 
ly, abandoning a quantity of arms and 
ammunition which fell into the hands 
of Portuguese.

Berlin, Oct. 27—Russian troops In the 
district west of Lutsk, in Volhynia, 
made a heavy attack at midnight on the 
Austro-German lines in the Kiselin sec­
tor, after prolonged artillery prepara­
tions.

Rome, Oct 27.—A fight between an 
Italian dirigible airship and an Austrian 
aeroplane at a height of more than three 
miles over the Albanian coast, resulting 
in the aeroplane being shot down and 
the dirigible afterward being destroyed 
by its own officer inside the Austrian 
lines, was told yesterday when King 
Victor EmSanud conferred medals for 
valor on three members of the Italian 
air corps.

On the morning of Oct 12, while off 
the Albanian coast an Italian dirigible 
piloted by Captain Ercole, with Captain 
Corbelli and Captain Albino as observ­
ers, was surprised and attacked at a 
height of 16,000 feet by an Austrian aero­
plane.

The aeroplane, on obtaining a favor­
able position, turned its machine gun on 
the dirigible, mortally wounding the ob­
server and disabling Captain Erotic's 
left arm. Ercole, however, succeeded in 
overcoming the aeroplane and In killing 
the pilot but the dirigible was obliged 
to land thirty miles wi\in the enemy 
lines.

Captain Ercole destroyed the dirigible 
and after two days of wandering and 
suffering from cold and hunger, man­
aged to elude the Austrians and, re- 
crossing the mountains, finally reached 
an Italian camp on the River Voyusa.

King Victor Emmanuel conferred a 
gold medal for valor on Captain Er­
cole and silver medals on Captains Cor- 
belli and Albino.

neTHE MAYOR IS RIGHT
The suggestion of Mayor Hayes that 

a compreliensive plan of. street work for 
next year siiould be considered and ap­
proved as soon 
mend itself to the council, 
great need of improvement of 
her of important streets, where the work 
should he of a permanent character. The 
city cannot afford to pursue a patchwork 
policy. If the money wasted on the 
streets for the last thirty years had been 
put into permanent paving 
now be in a far more satisfactory posi­
tion ; and the least the council can do 
is to profit by past mistakes and get 
value for future expenditures. A vqry 
good beginning lias been made in the 
central part of the city, and tfyc citizens 
are proud of the work that has been 
done around King Square and on some 
other streets ; and each year should see a 
substantial addition to the mileage , of 
paved streets. The vexed question of 
the payment of a portion of the cost by 
abuttors should be taken up and settl­
ed in such a way that the city would 
not have to wait to be asked to do cer­
tain work, but would itself have author­
ity to go ahead, and levy the proportion­
ate tax without being questioned or held 
up by any individual or group of indi­
viduals owning property along the 
street. The people of cities in the west 
demand good streets and cheerfully pay 
for them. St. John people should be 
equally progressive. Some of our prin­
cipal streets are yet a disgrace to the 
city, and there is no valid excuse for the 
continuance of such a condition. If 
each year a substantial programme of 
permanent improvement is carried out, 
we shall soon have every great thorough­
fare paved and the minor streets put in 
fairly good condition» The mayor’s 
suggestion with regard to plans for next 
year’s work should therefore be taken 
up at once by the street department, 
with the cordial co-operation op every 
commissioner.

POLICEWOMEN

Following up a suggestion made by 
The Times yesterday, the Young Wo­
men’s Patriotic Association last even­
ing endorsed by resolution the policy of 
appointing policewomen, and will take 
the matter up with the chief of police. 
Theyx must do more than that. Chief 
Simpson cannot get enough men for his 
regular force, because the city council 
has not been 
and has not- 
the appropriation provided the chief 
has produced a police force concern­
ing which the citizens have only good 
words to say, and he really should have 
more men. The city council must there­
fore be approached by the Young Wo­
men’s Patriotic Association, and urged 
to make provision for policewomen, to 
deal with the case of young girls whose 
parents permit them to go about the 
streets at night without escort and with 
a growing disregard of the proprieties 
and their own moral safety. Last .even­
ing two little girls, evident/ not more 
than thirteen years old, were sitting 
with young men in uniform on a seat in 
King Square, and it was quite apparent 
that the young men were not their bro­
thers. Everywhere about the city in the 
evening the observant citizen may see 
girls who are mere children conducting 
themselves with a lack of modesty and 
demeanor that is great!yi to be deplored. 
The Children’s Aid Society and some 
other institutions can tell what the re­
sult of childish folly is in many c^ses, 
and by its failure to nip the evil in the 
bud the community merely places later 
burdens upon its own shoulders. Police­
women, under the wise direction of 
Chief Simpson, could do an Immense 
amount of good In St. John at the pres­
ent time.

apportionate it among the provinces in 
proportion to the population, the tax 
to be raised by the municipal authori­
ties with their regular taxes and remit­
ted by them to the provincial treasurer, 
who would then pass it on to the Do­
minion. Any inequality of'assessment ’ 
could then be left to the provincial and 
municipal authorities, the Dominion 
would not need to appoint a single new 
official, neither would the province nor 
any municipality. The other advantages 
are so obvious to our readers that it is 
scarcely necessary to refer to them, but 
chief among them is the fact that such a- 
tax being confined to land values would 
have a most important effect on making 
speculators everywhere relinquish their 
holdings on much more favorable terms 
to the would-be producer than they now 
demand. This would add greatly to pro­
duction and also by making access to 
land more readily attainable, it would 
go a long way toward attracting popula­
tion to our country and only thus will 
we be able to carry our debt burden and 
improve' the economic position of our 
people.”

The believers in the land tax realize 
that the present is an excellent oppor­
tunity to press their views, and it is 
clear, as the Toronto Star observes, that 
this whole question is coming into poli­
ties in the very near future.

ST. JOHN, N. B.THE PROPOSED LAND TAX

In reference to the proposed tax on 
land, to which allusion was made in The 
Times yesterday, the following are the 
resolutions adopted at the single tax con­
ference at Niagara Falls, and which will 
be pressed upon parliament by a dele­
gation from the Canadian Committee for 
Taxation of Land Valutjftt

“Whereas the national debt of Canada 
already exceeds a half billion dollars, 
and at the present rate of expenditure, 
will, in all probability, reach one mil­
lion dollars at the close of the war;

“And whereas the requirements for 
the Pension Fund for our disabled sol­
diers and their dependents will undoubt­
edly add many millions to the Canadian 
national expenditure;

“And whereas this prodigious debt 
and pension expenditure will necessitate 
an enormous increase in Canada’s na­
tional revenue, which must be raised 
through taxation;

“And whereas no material increase in 
revenue can be derived through cus­
toms duties without seriously increasing 
the cost of living, crippling trade, and 
adding greatly to the burden of the Can­
adian people ;

“And whereas the land values of Can­
ada are a national resource, created by 
the community at large, which may be 
taxed without interfering with industry, 
crippling trade, or increasing the cost of 
living, but on the contrary, would have 
a reverse effect of forcing idle land into 
use and promoting enterprise and busi­
ness activity ;

“The big consolidation of all the 
farmers’ organizations in Western Can­
ada is about to be completed. At the 
recent meeting of tha representatives of 
the several organisations of the three 
prairie provinces in Winnipeg, all points 
were agreed upon and the final action 
is about to be taken by submitting to 
«1 the shareholders of al lthe organ iza- 
tions for % vote, the issues involved. A 
meeting of the representatives of each 
organisation will take place early in 
November, and thereupon a vote will be 
ordered and taken when, with a ma­
jority in favor, the greatest grain mer­
ger of the world will have been effect­
ed.

“The organisations involved are the 
Grain Growers’ Company of Manitoba, 
the Alberta Farmers’ Co-operative Ele­
vator Company, the Grain Growers’ 
Association, the United Farmers of Al- 

the Saskatchewan Co-operative 
Elevator Company, and the Manitoba 
Grain Growers’ Association. The Can­
adian council of Agriculture is a party 
to the move, and the other provinces al­
so have signified their intention to join 
in« e *rcat merger.

“The scheme embraces a system of 
transferring of shares of the Alberta 
sad Saskatchewan organisations for 
shares of the Grain Growers’ Grain 
Company of Manitoba.,

"A subsidiary company of the Grain 
Growers’ Company, the New York Ex­
porting Agency, also will 
in the gigantic plan.

“Thus, with one stroke, if the final 
consummation takes place, the leaders 
of the farmers of Western Canada will 
effect a stupendous farmers’ organisa­
tion. It will comprise membership of 
more than 100,000 farmers, with the 
good-will and support of twice as many 
more. It will be a potent factor in Can­
adian politics and finance, and will in 
the end do much of its own manufac­
turing, importing, building of towns, 
hospitals, roads, elect its own men to 
office, and in fact enter as an octopus 
with the interests of the grain growers 
at heart into the public life of the Do­
minion.

He said 
he had no assets. His largest creditor 
is his father, Joseph A. Robertson, of 
Galveston, whom he owes $11,600 The 
remainder of his liabilities is represent­
ed by debts contracted by his wife for 
jewelry, gowns and lingerie.

Mrs. Robertson’s first husband was 
Charles Miller of Ohio, who (died leav­
ing her an estate estimated to be worth 
$1,000,000. She married Dr. Robertson 
in October, 1911. Before her second mar­
riage she had been trading in stocks 
through the brokerage firm of J. 11. 
Williston & Co., and later” at the solici­
tation of a friend, she opened an ac­
count with H. Content & Co. When 
she testified in the latter’s suit in April, 
1916, she said that the plaintiffs had 
guaranteed her handsome profits without 
risk.

About the time the suit was begun 
Dr. Robertson and his wife quarreled, 
and Dr. Robertson notified the public 
in an advertisement that he would not 
be responsible for his wife’s debts.

Caribou, Oct. 96.—Aroostook county 
is enjoying one of the most prosperous 
fall seasons on record, a season favor­
able from the opening of spring. There 
was fair weather for planting, seeding 
and hoeing with fine weather for secur­
ing one of the heaviest crops of hay in 
the history of the county. There was 
good weather to harvest the grain crop, 
which is an average yield, and one of 
the most favorable seasons in years for 
harvesting the potato crop which is a 
fairly good yield.

Potatoes could lay out on the ground 
throughout the time of digging without 
being frozen. Prices have steadily ad­
vanced from the first, from $1.50 to $8.25 
per barrel, the present price.
