London, May 14—Sir Edward Morris, 

premier of Newfoundland, was taken ill 
yesterday.

Hon. Charles Marcil, interviewed regard- 
the regulation requiring immigrants to 
possess $25 before entering Canada, sajd 
it would prevent an inrush of undesir­
able class.

.Christiania, May 14—By a great majority- 
the Odelsting has voted to grant universal 
municipal suffrage to women over twenty- 
five years of age. The new legislation will 
become effective at the next elections and 
will increase the present women electors 
from 270,000 to half a million.

The Odelsting is the cootroling legisla­
tive body of Norway. The general as­
sembly, the Storthing, is elected by popular 
vote and upon convening annually divide» 
itself into houses, the Lagting and the 
Odelsting. The former is composed of 
one-fourth of the total members of the 
Storthing, and the other of the remaining 
three-fourths. The revision of the gov­
ernment belongs exclusively to the Odel­
sting, in which house all new legislation 
must be first considered.

Except in matters in which it has ex­
clusive authority the laws adopted by the 
Odelsting pass to the Lagting to be ac­
cepted or rejected. If the two houses do 
not agree they hold a common sitting and 
the final decision is given by a majority 
of two-thirds of the joint body.

The royal vote may be exercised twice, 
but if the same bill passes three Storth­
ings formed by seperate elections it be­
comes a law.

Since 1907 women have been allowed to 
vote under the same conditions as man, 
only when they, or the husband when the 
couple have the property in common, have 
paid an income of 400 kromer in the coua- 
try districts.

princes are not emancipated, but it is for­
bidden to call them slaves. They have 
long enjoyed educational and other privil­
eges, although still bound to their heredit­
ary masters. The household slaves of the 
Manchus are also refused emancipation but 
their status under the law is improved. 
They are to be regarded as hired servants, 
but their services are due for an unlimited 
term of years, so that they are in reality 
perpetual slaves.

Under this rescript the immemorial prac­
tice of selling children in China in times 
of famine is abolished, although they may 
be bound for a specified term, but never 
beyond the age of twenty-five years. Con­
cubinage is still to be-permitted, but there 
is to be no bargain and sale. Such concu­
bines are to be married with proper legal 
farmalities and they will enjoy the protec- 
tinon of the law, but in reality they will 
be no better than perpetual slaves to the 
principal wife.

The rescript is said to be a compromise' 
measure, but it will eventually give free­
dom to millions of human beings and is 
declared to mark a distinct advance in civ­
ilization.

The suggestion made by a clergyman to 
this paper yesterday that St. John’s mem­
orial to King Edward should take the form 
of a children’s playground is one that ought 
to be hailed with enthusiasm. Why not a 
King Edward Park at the entrance to 
Rockwood Park, on the fourteen acres pur­
chased by Mr. Joseph Allison and pre­
sented to the Horticultural Association 
some years ago for playground purposes? 
It is an ideal place, can be made perfectly 
level, and lies under the shoulder of the 
hills and protected from the winds. A great 
pavilion could be erected there, with 
shower baths provided with water from 
Lily .Lake. Provision could be made for 
all kinds of sport. The objection that it 
is some distance from the centre of the 
city would apply to any plajrground, but 
as the city grows and extends its borders 
that objection will not apply. It would 
be possible now by civic grant and public 
subscription to raise ample funds to con­
vert this place into one of the finest play­
grounds in Canada, open to all the people. 
Springfield, Mass., has a great park and 
playgrounds some distance out of the city, 
and reached by the street cars. Here are 
found tennis courts, base ball grounds, 
picnic groves, a zoological collection, lovely 
walks and drives, free to every citizen. A 
fine playground at the entrance to the 
drive-way would be a most desirable sup- 
lement to Rockwood Park, and would be 
a boon to thousands of children through­
out the summer season. It would be a fit­
ting memorial to the late king, and could 
be entered through a King Edward arch 
of substantial and artistic construction.

HOUSEHOLD HINTS
When washing fine china or cut glass, a 

heavy Turkish towel on the bottom of Xhe 
dishpan will often keep the dishes from 
chipping.

To keep the floor very white, scrub* it 
with a mixture of three parts sand and 
one part of partly slacked lime. This will 
remove all grease spots as well as destroy 
all insect life.

Sifted coal ashes, wheat flour and sand 
mixed with water make an excellent mor­
tar for patching holes where the plaster is 
broken. It becomes as hard as stone and 
can be put on by hand with very little 
trouble.

To prevent antique brass from tarnish­
ing, first polish with a good paste and 
then apply a solution of a quarter of an i 
ounce of shellac to a quarter of a pint1 
of methylated spirit. Before doing this J 
heat the brass if possible, and again af-1 
ter painting over with the varnish.

When heating flatirons it is a good plan | 
to lift and wipe them after being on the ■ 
stove a few seconds, as the moisture j 
caused by the first heating causes them to ! 
become rusty if they are left until they j 
are thoroughly heated. This will also save I 
the labor of cleaning when ironing.

Place all cakes to cool on a wire sieve 
and never put them away in tins until 
thoroughly cooled.

When frying the stove is often splashed 
over with grease. To prevent this sprinkle 
-i little salt in the frying pan before put­
ting in the fat.

the earth at 11 o’clock next Wednesday 
night, when we sideswipe Halley’s comet.

Following a report from the University 
of Dijon, France, tp the effect that quan­
tities of deadly cyanogen gas had been 
noted in the comet’s tail by Prof. Desland- 
res, with th'e aid of a spectroscope, Prof. 
S. A. Mitchell of the astronomical depart­
ment at Columbia, today made experiments 
with cyanogen and human Subjects to de­
termine how dense the gas in the comet’s 
tail would have to be to efface life.

Up in the big chemical laboratories of 
the university hoods were tilled with the 
noxious gas in different density, and vol­
unteer students were placed in first one 
hood and then in others in which the 
amount of cyanogen was increased. '

It was found that the gas would have 
to be very dense to wipe out life, the tests 
merely causing temporarp collapse or sev­
ere headaches.

Encouragement is given by the fact that 
Prof. Deslandres of Yerkes observatory 
has been unable to find a trace of cyano­
gen since February. Dr. Robert W. Wilir 
son of Harvard bps also reported that the 
only cyanogen he could discover is near 
the head of the comet, millions of milts 
from the point in 1 the tail the earth will 
pass through.

Mr. Squires is a man in the prime of life; of spare figure; with pale, thoughtful 
face, anrl wearing a moustache. He dresses clerically. His voice is not powerful ; 
hut ran be well heard. Iiis manner in the opening service is subdued. As he be­
gins his sermon, too, he speaks quietly, and the unaccustomed hearer feels that 
there is an absence of that fire usually associated with the Methodist ministry. But 
as the preacher proceeds with his discourse, he grows more animated, he turns upon 
the people an earnest fact, and his hands in their vigorous movements, help to en­
force the uttered thought. His preaching is of a philosophical cast, and is more top­
ical than expository. He takes his text as embodying certain principles, and those 
principles he states in the form of propositions, which he unfolds and applies in an 
interesting fashion. Through the sermon there are numerous references to histori­
cal personages and events. There are also indications that the preacher has a wide 
acquaintance with literature. This imparts brightness to his discourse. If the style 
has a fault, it is that of diffusiveness. It is like a widely spreading stream, rather 
than a deep, direct current. The expression of the thought is not closely com­
pacted ; yet there is thought—good thought, and Mr. Squires keeps before him a 
well-defined end. which he eventually reaches. We do not, for a moment, suggest 
that there is any lack of preparation; for there are certain signs that the sermon 
has been carefully prepared. The matter is solid; the teaching is strong, though it 
seems to us that the ethical is more in evidence than the 'evangelical. But the 
ethics are those of Christianity, with all that they involve of self-renunciation, and 
is shewn that the true finding of life is in sacrificing it for worthy ends. Mr Squires 
sets before bis people a noble standard of conduct, both for private and public liv­
ing. #He believes that righteousness is at once the glory of an individual and the 
exaltation of a nation. He applies his subject, with admirable earnestness, to /the 
practical needs of his hearers, and his evident aim is their uplifting, to a higher 
plane of life and labor. Happy the community and country where such lessous 
are laid to heârt, an exemplified in the character of the people!

Of course, 
if a woman prefers sand or starch sprinkl­
ed over the apple sauce, to nutmeg or 
cloves, why, she will ]>ersevere until she 
comes to tlie cheap package and congratu­
late herself on being economical.

“There is one thing which every house­
wife can do. in order to assure herself 
that she is obtaining the pure material, 
or, at least, that which is certified pure. 
She may look at the labels on bottles or 
boxes to see if they are marked ‘pure/ 
‘mixture,’ or ‘compound.’ It must be borne 
in mind that in many cases a compound 
is an entirely useful and legitimate article.

“ As a prominent firm has remarked : 
‘We feel that one of the most important 
safeguards in the matter of preventing 
fraud is truthful labelling and the strict 
enforcement of a label regulation.’ The 
public has a right to know what is be­
ing bought, and it is a woman’s duty, as 
purchaser for the household, to acquaint 
herself with the various substances used 
as food stuffs and to examine the pack­
age, with a view to discovering the quality 
of the contents.

“The government form of warranty reads* 
‘We hereby warrant the contents of this 
package as manufactured by us, to be pure 
and unadulterated in accordance with the 
warranty provided for in the third sched­
ule to the Adulteration Act., Chap, 133 
of the Revised Statutes.’ ”

3D5ate playgrounds, lie in the heart of three 
of the densest polyglot populations in Am­
erica. Poles, Hungarians, Slavs, Russian 
Jews, Ooatians, Germans. Italians, Greeks, 
Spaniards, you will find them all there any 
day you may care to call, learning to play 
American fashion and incidentally being 
taught over again the dances and games 
of their native lands.

The original Chicago parks .dedicated a 
little less definitely to scientific recreation 
and a little more broadly to open air and 
green grass and sunshine, are more fa­
miliar. They have been with us a good 
many yeari now." but'if you are à sfaÿ-ât- 
home and have not taken the air, say, for 
five years,, you would not know them.

Every here the wonders of scientific 
landscape gardening and die newer idea of 
giving the people what they want have 
been working their transformations. This 
is true particularly on the West and North 
sides.

'Perected to sene as a centre for the various 
recreations and activities that were plan­
ned. Architecturally they expressed a sort 
of unity and were designed in themselves 
to serve as a factor in educating the peo­
ple of the neighborhood. Built of dull 
gray cement, with heavy overhanging 
eaves and broad veranda-*, they were un­
like anything the neighborhod had ever 
seen.

In the tieldhouses. as they are known, 
provision was made for indoor gymnasiums 
for men and women, assembly halls for 
neighborhod use. clubrooms,reading-rooms, 
lunchrooms and emergency hospitals. On 
the grounds outside outdoor gymnasiums 
were built, swimming and wading pools 
constructed, baseball grounds and running 
tracks installed, and gardens set out. Ex­
perts in the science of play did the work, 
and the result was a series of recreation 
centres and beauty-spots such au the cre­
ator of the gardens of Babylon might have 
envied.

This, remember, was in districts that be­
fore had lacked even a respectable - tree. 
At first the i>eople were shy; they could 
not believe that such luxury was intended 
for them and was free. Soon, however, 
they “caught on,” and a,month after the 
first of the small parks was opened, boys, 
girls, men and women fought for placets 
in the lines that were waiting to get in.

Now they are neighborhood institutions 
—far more so than the larger parks with 
their spacious boulevards and drives. Each 
of the small parks has its staff of woikers, 
and each of the workers Knows his “cli­
ents,” for the most i art,, by name. ,1E 
Jimmy goes m swimming too often he gets 
a friendly warning, if Mike lords it over 
his fellows because of his prowess on the 
parallel bars he gets a call-down.

"Nov look here. Herman,” I heard a 
husky gymnasium instructor protest to a 
blond-haired giant, “you ain’t the whole 
show here.

And within the last few years improve­
ments made by honest and enthusiastic 
administrations have given Chicago fche 
most elaborately equipped park system on 
the American continent.

The story of the parks is a refreshing 
one, and one, withal, that the average Chi­
cagoan knows very little about. An occa­
sional Sunday afternoon walk, a glimpse 
of a playground from a trolley car 
dow, and that is about all he knows of 
the way his money is being used to devel­
op the cheerful science of recreation.

“It is a curious thing that the people 
know so little about the parks,” said one 
of the park officials the other day as he 
looked, a bit proudly, out of his office 
window. "They will wander through one 
of them, perhaps, once in two or three 
weeks, and admire a flower bed here and 
there, but of what is actually being done

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The West Park commissioners, with 
their new and proposed bond issues of $1,- 
500,000, have begun' a work of rehabilita­
tion that, wljen it is finished, will change 
the entire face of the West Side park sys­
tem. The greatest single feature of this 
work is the enormous new Garfield conser­
vatory, built in 1907 and said by its build­
ers to be one of the largest buildings of 
its kind in the world. This covers a floor 
area of 68,055 square feet and includes a 
palmhouse, showhouse, New Holland 
house, conifer-house and economic-house. 
Its towering glass ddpies overshadow ev­
erything else jn the big park, and already 
they have begun the custom of. holdi 
nual flower shows in the building.

Sheer Sylvan Beauty
Throughout the broad stretches of Gar 

field, Humboldt and Douglas parks 
gardens have been laid out, new buildings, 
retreats and benches have been built, 
scores of notable bits of statuary have been 
installed, and scenes have been created 
which, for sheer sylvan beauty, exceed 
anything in the descriptions of the famous 
gardens of the Roman emperors. The la­
goon in Humboldt Park lias been narrow­
ed to a brook and is filled with water 
lilies and other aquatic plants.

In the latter case th^ 
buildings were condemned and tom down.

In each of these tracts a building was
