given and Mr. Spinney, who waS 
in his house, was warned of the ap-' 
proaching torrent. It is said that in­
stead of making for safety he insist­
ed on going into the ham to gave a 
horse. He was last seen alive entering 
the barn, and in a few moments later 
the entire barn was swept away, tak­
ing everything with it.

Mr. Spinney’s hoiise was also a prey 
to the on-rush of water. as were also two 
iiouses in the same locality. He was 
a man of about sixty years, and leaves 
his wife, two sons and one daughter.

1887 
prevailing in New Brunswick and Maine today according to 

reports received from all over the province. Transportation 
facilities' are at a stand still so far as through trains are con­
cerned. and it will be several days before things are back to nor­
mal. C. P. R. trains are being routed over the C. N. R. lines. Con­
ditions on the Maine Central Railroad are reported bad. A wash­
out is reported from Enniskillen. The C. P. R. is running a special 
suburban service as far as Westfield and back this evening. There 
are no trains over the Valley railway. There is a flood over the 
rails of the C. N. R. at Dorchester which is said to be holding up 
through trains from Halifax. The loss ty flood at Woodstock is 
placed at $150,000. Word from there today was that the water 
was dropping. From Chatham comes word that the people are 
undergoing the biggest freshet in a generation. At Port Greville, 
N. S., the high tides carried a range light out into the channel and 
severely damaged the breakwater.

The first loss of life as a result of the floods of the last few 
days was reported this morning from Musquash when. it. 
learned that Charles Spinney of Musquash had lost his life in an 
effort to save some of his stock when his house, barns and out­
buildings were- carried away sometime through the night. The 
abnormal rainfall of the last thirty-six hours together with the flow 
of water from the hills into the feeders of the Musquash resulted 
in the failure of the earthen dam which formed the eastern wing 
of the West Branch head dam of the N. B. Electric Power Com­
mission plant, and it went out in the night. This resulted in one 
of the three turbines being put out of commission although there is 
sufficient power left to supply /the immediate demand. Three 
houses with barns and outbuildings were carried away and much

The power house is at the mouth of 

the East Branch, and the dam which 
failed is on the West Branch, so the 
power house is not In danger or af­
fected at present. It was impossible, 
he said, to place an estimate on the 
damage done. There is a private tele­
phone line to the power house at Mus­
quash, and communication could still 
be had over that, though the regular 
telephone Unes were out of service.
Three Inches of Rain.

According to records at the power 
house, more than three inches of rain 
fell from Saturday night to yesterday 
at noon. To this there was to be add­
ed the water from the swollen streams 
which feed the Musquash, and the fast 
melting snow.

. Over Tomorrowl '
It is expected that the freshet wiU 

reach its peak tomorrow. So far little 
damage has resulted from the freshet, 
although some goods were damaged in 
the steamer Hampton warehouse last 
night. The ràpid rise of the water 
caught the men unawares and their or­
dinary precautions were not sufficient 
to cope with the unusual conditions. A 
feature of the freshet this yea* was 
the sudden rise of the water. Usually 
during the freshet season the water 
rises slowly and steadily, but this year 
it is coming very quickly.

Yesterday’s sunshine was greeted 

with the greatest possible relief bjr 
thousands of people throughout the 
province as it pushed, for a time at 
leas*-, the dark rainy clouds into the 
background, not however before the 
storm had left in its wake property 
damage which is placed well over $1,- 
000,000. Last night from various parts 
of the province, especially that section 
in the valleys of the St. John, St. 
Croix, Kennebecasis and their tribu­
taries, came word of destruction and 
loss of property by the week-end 
floods, caused by the htavy rain and 
the subsequent melting of snow and ice 
in the woods and on the hills.

The centre, which suffered the most, 
is that in and about Woodstock and 
Milltown, where the dam of the Wood- 
stock Light and Power Company was 
carried away with an approximate loss 
of $6,000. The Imperial Packing build­
ing was also destroyed with 1,600,000 
feet of logs of the Smith Lumber Com­
pany gone.

At Milltown the new weave shed of 
the Canadian Cottons, Ltd., was par­
tially destroyed with a loss of $200,000.

One thousand feet of logs of Sayre 
tc Company were lost at Hartland. A 
highway bridge .was carried away at 
Jacksonville.

Reports from Fredericton say that 
the Marysville covered highivay bridge 
was carried away while the Marysville 
steel highway bridge was shifted sev­
eral feet by floating logs.

The dam at Rockville was reported 
last evening as having been carried 
away with a loss placed at $26,000.

’ The highway bridge at the depot at 
Weis ford has been carried away with 
a like occurrence at Durham, Penniac 
and Barony, York county. At Bloom­
field a horse was swept off its feet and 
drowned, the driver being saved. At 
Dorchester a half mile of the railway 
track is reported under water.

The international bridge over the 
St, Croix River between Upper Mills, 
N. ‘ B., and Baring, Me., was carried 
away last evening by tin 
er in the river. Wateyii 
the Calais end of the St. Stephen bridge 
and traffic is reported suspended.^" 
Telephone Co, Troubles.

In the face of the floods the New 
Brunswick Telephone Company is 
struggling to keep up its service which 
was particularly hard hit in the west­
ern and northwestern sections of the 
province. In many plaies the serviœ 
has been entirely cut off while in some 
others service is being retained at the 
greatest difficulty. The electric light 
station at Woodstock was closed down 
last evening owing to the flooding of 
the power plant, consequently there 
was no current to operate the bafc 
teries in the telephone plant there.

Reports from Woodstock last night 
were that there was only enough cur­
rent left to operate the batteries for 
a few hours. Similar reports were re­
ceived of telephone headquarters from 
Fredericton and St. Stephen.

EGG LAYING RECORDS
The Record of Performance for puqp 

bred poultry like the record perform­
ance for pure bred dairy cattle is car­
ried on bv the Live Stock Branch of 
the Department of Agriculture at Ot­
tawa. The tests on whicli the poultry 
are judged are conducted by the breed­
ers on their own farms. The birds are 
leg banded and trapnested and eggs laid 
are credited to the respective birds. 
An official of the Live Stock Branch 
makes irregular, unannounced visits to 
the flocks under test, to prove the ac­
curacy of the records. Two kinds of 
certificates are issued Record of Per­
formance “A" and Advanced Record 
of Performance “A". The former is 
granted to birds that in fifty-two con­
secutive weeks lay 150 eggs. To win 
the advanced certificate 225 eggs must 
be laid within the full year.

Fredericton, May 1.—The annual re­
port of H. C. Rutler, Chief of the Fire 
Department for the year 1922 present­
ed to the City Council, showed a total 
insurance loss of $54,713.85 of which 
$31,193.30, was on buildings and $23,- 
620.55 on contents.

The total insurance carried in the 
fires was $203,800 of which $112,000 
was on buildings and $91,300 on con­
tents.

Over a period of thirty-nine years, 
the average insurance loss was $10,- 
315.54 per year.

The annual report of building in­
spector G. W. Ross shows that build­
ing operations to be a value of $288,- 
197 were carried on. Thirty-nine new 
buildings were constructed and twenty- 
seven were remodelled.

While she has been practically fin­
ished for some considerable time, due 
to Irish labor troubles which affected 
the yards of the builders, particularly 
in the upholstering and furnishing sec­
tions, she is now sufficiently complet­
ed to leave her dock and proceed to 
carry out the speed trials.

Captain Davies,, the famous late 
commander of thfe Steamship Canada 
is now at Biyabt and, as announced 
recently, will take the Doric out on 
her maiden trip. Providing everything 
is satisfactory, the Doric will now 
leave Liverpool on June 8th, sailing 
from Belfast the next day for Quebec 
and Montreal.

• The Doric will, it is stated, be a 
unique addition to the St. Lawrence 
fleet of steamers, inasmuch as she will 
be equipped exclusively with electric­
ally driven service apparatus, with the 
exception of her turbines which will 
be driven by steam.

The electrical installation of the 
Doric will be supplied with power 
from three main turbo generators, hav­
ing a codibined B. H. P. of 1,125. In 
addition to this ' plant there will be 
two diesel emergency acts situated well 
above the water line for supplying of 
power to the ship’s installation if the 
main set should be out of order.

To meet the abnormal climatic con­
ditions of the St. Lawrence route and 
to provide for the very cold weather 
on the Canadian side of the Atlantic 
during the winter months, a number 
of special fans have been arranged to 
supply heated air, and by means of a 
suitable arrangement of valves the 
temperature of the various state rooms 
can be regulated according to the de­
sire of the occupants. In addition a 
special electric heater is provided ln 
each cabin, entirely under the control 
of the passenger.

Other electrically operated appara­
tus includes seventeen electric winches 
installed for dealing with cargo, hoists, 
elevators, sounding machines, "Ice 
rocker, dotlgh mixers, potato peelers, 
knife cleaners, coffee grinders, bacon 
slicers ; while the elaborate printing 
press with which the Doric is equip­
ped will also be electrically operated.

The 
Turk feels responsible for this the 
largest city in his homeland, and has 
thrown out what he considers the 
greatest menace to public safety.

None of the arguments which ap­
plied to the passage of prohibition 
in America would apply to Turkey, 
said this advocate of total abstinence.

Just what are business conditions in 

Canada, and what of the future?
Always there is doubt of what the 

future will bring, but to that uncer­
tainty is added some doubt as to the 
immediate conditions, for things are 
"spotty.” In certain districts, where is 
located one of the class of industries 
which now rides on the wave all is 
bright. In a place but a few miles 
away the business atmosphere may be 
depressing: Moreover, retail business
generally has been disappointing to 
date this year, and of course the farm­
ers are still suffering from low prices. 
With hogs selling as low as $7.60, the 
farm optimism of the day of $22 hogs 
cannot be expected. „

Yet, taking these and many other 
factors, favorablé and unfavorable, into 
consideration, it does appear that con­
ditions in the Dominion as a whole 
are improving—improving substantial­
ly. In the United States something ap­
proaching a boom period is being ex­
perienced. Will that soon come to us, 
as come many things, good and bad, 
from our southern neighbors? Broadly 
speaking the boom hasn’t struck Can­
ada yet. A>me there are who think the 
U. S. activity will affect us adversely, 
taking from us many workers. There 
is something in the argument, and yet 
Canadian factory doors Are opening 
wider. Canadian manufacturers are 
selling abroad in many lines which 
formerly had only a local market. 
Lumbering is active. The mines are 
booming. Labor is in great demand. 
The farmers are at least favored with 
plenty of moisture, and while they cer­
tainly will be late getting on the land, 
they did get an unusual acreage in 
shape in the fall so that the Canadian 
farm of 1923 should be at least as 
great in extent as in 1922.

There does seem a good year ahead, 
yet in many lines things are quiet now.
- A peculiar feature is the lack of fin­
ancing. With money available for in­
vestments—available at a lower rental 
than for years—it has been expected 
that plenty of Industrial issues would 
be brought out. Not so. Still there is 
said to be much of this financing “in 
sight,” but very little is actually being 
arranged.

Snow has tied up business to an un­
precedented degree this year. Retailers 
have been selling snow shovels when 
they should be selling rakes. Farmers 
have been kept off the land and In 

districts will be off for weeks. 
Travellers have been unable to move 
freely in some districts. The reduction 
in retail business has caused collection 
problems. Goods bought with April 
dating usually are paid in part with 
the proceeds of certain March sales of 
these goods. There were practically ' no 
such March dales this year; hence the 
retailer has had to finance those April 
payments in other ways. Lumber camp 
operations have been retarded because 
of the snow in the bush.

The: difference in the consumption ol 
coal to the kilowatt-hour is largely de­
pendent upon the size of its producing 
units, qnd varies from as much as eight 
pounds to the kilowatt-hour to as little 
as one pound and a half.

'The steam turbines built to drive thi 
huge modern generators are economica 
both of fuel and of space. As a genera 
rule, the larger the turbine, the lest 
coal it needs for each horsepower, ant 
turbines take up only about one-fonrtl 
as much floor space as reciprocating 
steam engines of the same capacity.

The 52,00,000,000 kilowatt-hours o 
electrical energy distributed by th< 
central stations ,of the United States ii 
1922 established a new record. Of this 
total, 30,200,000,000 kilowatt-hour 
were produced with fuel. This wa: 
an increase of seventeen per cent, 'ove 
the 1921 fuel output, whereas the in 
crease in fuel consumption was onlj 
8.2 per cent.

The investment in the electrical cen 
tral station industry has passed thi 
five billion dollar mark, and it is este 
mated that in 1923 $600,000,000 
will be spent for new plants and equip 
ment, or for the extension and im 
provement of existing systems. Tb 
installation of consistently larger gen 
era tor units Will be an outstanding 
characteristic.

56 Increased efficiency in the manage­
ment and equipment of central stations 
generating electricity by steam has re­
sulted in a steady conservation of coal 
in the last three years, according ti> 
figures compiled by the Power Re­
sources Branch of the United States 
Geological Survey. This increased effi­
ciency was such that for the total 
electrical energy generated by the cen­
tral stations of the country in 1922 
there was shown a saving of 10,500,000 
tons of coal in comparison, with the 
rate of consumption in 1919. In that 
year the average consumption of coal 
to the kilowatt-hour of electrical en­
ergy produced was 3.22 pounds. Last 
year it was only 2.52 pounds. This 
represents a money-saving of about 
$50,000,000.

Larger and larger generators, with a 
corresponding increase in economy, 
have been the chief item in this fuel 
conservation at a time when the nation 
was suffering for coal, says the New 
York State Committee on Public Util­
ity Information.

Forty years ago a generator with an 
outjmt of fifty kilowatts was large. To­
day there are generators produdng>60,- 
000 kilowatts each. When the first 
central station was started in New 
York in 1882, its generators had a pro­
duction capacity of about fifty kilo­
watts apiece, and were known as 
“Jumbos” because of their size. Fifty 
kilowatts was only current enough to 
light one thousand of the standard 
lamps of that period.

Brain and 
hand must work as one and at top 
speed. And there must be no slips— 
one “stick” of type “pied" can hold 
back a page and delay an edition, 
meaning mails missed and the whole 
complicated chain of events which 
brings a newspaper to one’s breakfast 
table in a mess.

“President Harding is one of the 
fastest make-up men I’ve ever seen,” 

the opinion of The Tribune's fore- 
Mr. Bardsley. The whole com­

posing room force of The Tribune, 
crowded around the make-up table and 
watching like so many expert critics 
for a blunder, ratified surprise a good 
many Americans who do not know just 
what being a country editor means.

As a matter-of fact, if any other 
business involves as varied a training 
as that of getting out a small-town 
newspaper we don’t know what it is. 
Becoming an expert printer is but one 
part of a labor that extends all the 
way from running one’s own errands 
t(> editorializing about the state of the 
nation. When Mrs. Harding reached 
the Tribune mail room she remarked 
that she felt especially at home there, 
for that was the part of “The Marion 
Star” that she had run. That, is typi­
cal too. Being a Ben Franklin in Am­
erica caUs in the whole family, just as 
it brings into play every sort of men­
tal and physical ability of the “owner 
and editor.” Is there a better eituc 1- 
tion for the Presidency, we wonder?
