AUTRALIA'S NEW TARIFF,

Rates- on Beer, Spirits. and Tobacco
Have Been Much Raised,

Rates of duty on beer, spirits and to-
bacco products_have been increased' by
Australia. These alterations affect the
customs fariff which went into operation
on March 25'of this year and which/'is
now being diseussed by the Parliament
of that country. The changes so far re-
ported were put into effect on last Fri-
day. \

’¥‘he rate on beer in bulk has been in-
creased to 8 shillings per gallon and that
in bottle to 8 shillings 6 pence per gal-
lon. The former rate was 6 pence for
both. The duty on spirits has been rais-
ed from 38 shillings a gallon to 81 shil-
lings on brandy, 83 shillings on whiskey
and 82 shillings on gin. On manufactur-
ed tobacco will be levied 5 shillings 4
pence a pound instead of 8 pence, and on
cut tobacco 5 shillings 7 pence. Cigar-
ettes and cigars now have to pay 12 shil-
lings a pound. :

‘Church Union Favored.

Religously, things were said to be in
much the same condition as in this coun-
try, the church having her own difficul-
ties in returning to pre-war conditions in
the matter of attengance and church life
generally. There is a strong tendency
in the direction of ehurch union, especial-
ly in Scotland, where a determined at-
tempt is being made to re-unite all the
‘churches - of the Presbyterian family to
form one, great United Church of Scot-
land. The non-conformist churches -in
England are looking in the same direc-
tion of union and much had been hoped
along this line from the great Lambeth
Oongenmcet Considerable ijisappofinty

 ment was expressed as to the result of

.I'the conference as effecting church union

and the rather meagre concessions ad-
vocated by that great body-.

As to emigration from Britain to Can-
ada this would be immensely stimulated
if governmental means could be provided
for aiding young men and women to
come over for settlement on the land.
Ther is a great desire on the part of
many to come to Canada, but funds are
lamentably lacking to bring them over
and enable them to get a start in' this
country. If some-scheme could be de-
vised to provide such funds there would
be an influx of respectable young Bri-
tishers, not by the thousands, but by the
millions. .

A few words were said by Dr. Reid
in addressing the children of the con-
gregation by the way of contrasting the
dogged determination of the Belgians to
regain their pre-war prosperity with the
discontented, uncertain attitude of the
Dr. Reid
gtated that the Belgians were indulging
in no conversation about an 8-hour day,
but, by cbntinual diligence were rapidly
repairing the hovac wrought by the war.

FROM THREE CITIES
OF THE DOMINION

The following comment on the market
situation.as regards food stuffs appeared
in Canadian Grocer last week. ;

Some declines and some ad ; are
noted in the market reports from Mon-
treal, and in Toronto prices are for the
most part steady with a slightly easier
4endency in some directions. The sugar

situation is still unchanged, but some
second-hand lots are being offered be-
low refiners’ prices. : .

Montreal—Prices in some instances are
ower in Montreal this week. Quota-

ons on nuts have taken a decided
slump, and dealers are anticipating a
lower market in coffee. The black tea
market is weaker and prices are inclin-
ed to be dull. Higher prices have been
named on canned salmon, and dried
fruits, particularly raisins apd currants,
are stronger. In Montreal the new
freight rates have affected the price of
sugar somewhat, and dealers are figur-
ing the added charges in the quotations.
Potatoes and vegetables are all inclined
to be easier.

Toronto—The markets are generally
steady with a slight shading on some
lines. The sugar situation is unchanged,
second-hand sugar is offered at several
cents per pound less than refiners’ prices
and the fact that American sugar can be
laid down at a lower figure than quot-
ed by Canadian_ refiners may have a
tendency to force down Canadian prices.
The syrup and molasses tharkets are

of the easier condition of the grain mar-
ket. Number one and two breakfast
food has declined during the week.
Shipments of new pack canned tomatoes
have been made but prices remain open.
One line of strawberry jam is reduced,
also prepared coffee, marmalade and beef
cordial. The spice market is ruling easy
with a slight decline on celery seed.
Shipments of new crop Spanish raisins

are not yet nag:ed- The currant mar-
‘| ket is strong afid the crop estimate has
been considerably reduded, this coupled
with the increagsed demand in the United
States for wine purposes tend to tmake
prices highér. Opening prices on new
crop Tarragona®almonds and filberts in

than last year while: new crop shelled
almonds and walnuts are'five to six cents
per pound higher than last year. Noth-

mary markets for coffee is wegk with
lower prices on futures; these lower
prices will not affect this market until
the end of October. The new chop Hon-
duras and Blue Rose Texas rice opened
at fully three cents per pound.under
last year’s opening quotation. The first
car of Jersey sweet potatoes have ar-
rived. Other vegétables are in abund-
ance and -prices are- fairly maintained
with the exception of potatges which are
in a weak market: Peaches are arriving
in large quantities and are moving free-
ly. Elbertas will begin about the latter
part of next week. Plums are in heavy
receipt and prices are lower. Oranges
are holding firm and likely to remain so
for the balance of the season. - Coincid-
ing with ‘the increased freight rates flour
advanced 25 cents a barrel and millfeeds
$2.50 a ton. |

Fresh ‘meats are easier with lower
quotations on beef cuts and spring lamb.
Barrel pork is a shade higher while
smoked meats are unchanged. The but-
ter market is steady with a large de-
mand for the better grade which is ra-
ther scarce; lower grades are not in de-
mand, with prices of the same uncertain.

It
is said that Toronto’is now being made
the chief centre of propaganda in Can-
ada. It is well to be on the alert.

MOUNT ROYAL.

Few cities have within their limits
stch a natural beauty as Montreal with
its great Mount Royal rising 700 feet
above the sea level. It is today one of
the finest mountain parks within city
limits to be found on the continent;
annually it is visited by thousands from
all parts of the world who are enchanted

prepared upon its summit. The parky
with its wonderful trees came into the
possession . of the city in 1875. Since
that time it has been held as a perpetu-
al playground for the citizens. /

Ages ago it was a burning mountain.
At that time the ocean may have rolled
between the Laurentian and the Appala-
chian hills. In its bed a mass of shells
and other marine formations- accumulat-
ed to a depth of probably two miles re-
sulting at length in the filling of the
gea bed. Then came the earthquakes
and the upheavals that thrust hill after
hill‘ high above the plains surrounding
Montreal. i

Mount Royal is supposed.to have had
its beginning in a great vent torn in the
surface of the earths en? It may
have been very near the middle of the
Paleezoic era, a period characterised by
very low forms of life. This burning
mountain poured forth its fiery flood un-
til the crest rose from five to ten thou-
sand feet above the level of the sea, This
has entirely disappeared with the excep-
tion of seven hundred feet which pro-
bably formed the inner core of the vol-
cano. The base of the original hill was
probably six or seven miles from that
of the present mountain. The fiery tor-
rent poured down the slopes and into
the river in dykes. One of {hese streams
as it cooled formed the batrier that re-
sults now in the Lachine rapids 'on the
St. Lawrence. |

When the eruption was ended there
sprang up vegetation on the slopes-of the
hill so that when the first European ar-
rived on the site of Hochelaga it was to
find a thriving Indian villa&g where once
the lava had flowed red hot.

YOM KIPPUR

September 22 is observed as Yom
Kippur, the Day of Atonement, by the
Jews throughout the world. This is the
greatest fast of the Jewish year. From
sunset of the 21st till sunset of the 22nd
the observant Jew neither eats mnor
drinks, but devotes the day to fervent
worship. Yom Kippur is distinctive
among Jewish holidays, for it is not as-
sociated with nature or with history. It
is a day for the searching of the heart
to find peace with God.

The fast orlgmatEd in Biblical times,
and is described in the sixteenth chap-
ter of the book of Leviticus. In those
days the people fasted and ~afflicted
themselves while the high priest made
atonement for the entire house of Israel.
This atonement was made in ancient
fashion by sacrifices, and especially by
the symbolic rite of driving theiscape-
goat into the wilderness to bear away
the sins of the people,

Now prayers take the place of sac-
rifices. In modern Judaism prayer is the
right form of approaching God. Jews

devote the Day of Atonement to pray-
ers for the forgiving of their sins. pl‘hzy
avoid all ordinary and sordid interests
on this Sabbath of Sabbaths. The fast-
ing is abrogated, however, for children,
old _people and the sick, or in times of
fam.me and pestilence, or such conting-
encies as are incident to the deprivations
of war.,

The aim of Yom Kippur is atonement
through prayer and repentance.

A feature of Yom Kippur is the me-
morjal service. Men and women think
of their dear departed and of the great
and good who served mankind.

IRON, STEEL; .
METAL AND |
. MACHINERY|

In its summary of the iron, steel, metal |
and machinery markets for week ended !
Sept. 16, Canadian
Manufacturing News, Toronto, makes
the following comment:

Where and how the new railway rates
will fall is one of the topics that the
market discusses at length this week. In
some cases it will make no difference in
prices quoted, although the difference
will come when the buyer pays for the
haul from the present location of the
material to his own premises. Much
material in the steel trade has already
felt the total cost .of haulage increases
because the United States freight rates
cover the case. Considerable of the con-
cern is that the purchaser shall pay
only the increase granted to the roads.!

Although there is nothin, official to
warrant the belief, the e seems to
feel that there is bound to be a move

{that will do away with the dual stecl

market that exists now, viz, the selling |
schedule of the corporation and of the
independents, between which there is a
diffefence so great that it cannot .be
reconciled. Most of the deliveries that
are finding their ‘way into this “territory
now are coming from the independent
mills, and as a result the prevailing prices
are very high.

Machinery houses report in several
cases that they have had a number of
very interesting inquiries during the past
