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function of the silo; and to that end it should 
be constructed to exclude the atmosphere. 
To do so requires the use of building material 
of adequate strength. The fastening of the 
parts, at the foundation and at the corners of 
the silo, should be secure. I have found one 
ply of sound, 1-inch lumber, tongued and 
grooved and nailed horizontally on the inside 
of studs 2 inches by 10 inches or 2 inches by 
12 inches, to be sufficient.

A clay or earthen floor is most economical 
and is as good as any that can he put in.

If a field with a drained, warm, loamy soil 
be convenient to the silo, aud can be used, it 
should be selected in preference to a heavy 
clay or wet soil. In all cases, the land should 
receive a liberal dressing of manure, be plough­
ed in the spring, and be harrowed to a state 
of fine tilth before the seeds are planted.

Time to plant.

The time at which Indian Corn for fodder 
may be planted with the best results, is the 
best time at which to plant or sow these seed8 
also. In most districts that period is during 
the last ten days of May, or late enough in the 
season to escape frosts at night, and early 
enough to give the plants the advantage of as 
long a season for growing as is practicable. 
The Horse Beans and Sunflowers are less 
liable to injury from frost than Indian Corn.

How TO PLANT.

The Indian Corn and Horse Beans (which 
have been mixed) are to be planted in rows 3 
feet apart, with from 2 to 4 grains per lineal 
foot in every low. A horse-power Corn 
planter or seed drill may be used for that 
purpose. Or they may be planted in hills 3 
feet ajmrt both ways, with from 6 to 10 grains, 
in every hill. A horse-power or hand Corn 
planter may be need. If none of these im­
plements and no other suitable planter be 
available, furrows 2 inches deep may be 
ploughed 3 feet apart. The seeds may be 
put in them and covered, after which the 
field should be lolled.

The Sunflower seeds are to he planted by 
themselves, in rows 3 feet apart with not more 
than 3 or 4 seeds per foot in the row. They 
may be planted with a small hand planter, or 
by a method similar to the one which is used 
with the Indian Corn and Hoise Beans.

Depth of_ planting.

All the seeds should be planted to a depth 
of from 2 to 3 inches.

Fredericton, N. B., April 5. Farm Horses.

At this season of the year the roads are 
muddy, and many horses have scratches. 
Here is some timel advice from the agricul­
tural department of the New York World on 
the care of horses at this most trying of all 
seasons for them : “Remove all dirt from legs 
and feet before stabling the horses for the 
night. If any case of gvea.se or scratches oc­
curs, wash sores carefully in tepid water and 
white castile soap. Dry thoroughly and anoint 
with carbolated ointment that may he made 
from lard 15 parts and carbolic aci«l 1 part. 
Very likely the muscles of the horses aie more 
or less soft owing to lack of exercise during 
the winter. If such be the case, let them In­
put to work gradually in the spring to avoid 
galls and stiff limbs.

“Be sure that the collar fits properly 
before you begin the plowing. Parts un­
der the collar from which the skin be 
comes easily abraded may be calloused 
and hardened by daily bathing them 
with cold water, to which a little salt and 
vinegar has been added. If a possible thing, 
give each horse a good, roomy box stall in 
which he can readily recline, and that too, at 
full length. Great care is needed to regulate 
the diet of horses to the work they do. When 
hard work is required, we must feed liberally, 
and in periods of idleness the rations must be 
cut short or trouble will follow. For farm 
horses in full and regular labor 12 quarts, 
half oats and half, cracked corn, will be found 
none to much. Hay is best fed in moderate 
quantities. Most farm horses get too much 
hay, so their bowels become permanently dis­
tended, and we call them * pot bellied.” Ten 
pounds per day per horte is an abundance. 
The farm needs for its work stout, chunky, 
“low dawn” horses, that can draw fair loads 
and move with some facility and agility. The 
fast walker is a great treasure where loads pci - 
elude for the most part the possibility of 
trotting much.

A thin layer of uncut corn stalks should be 
put between the “Robertson Mixture” and 
the other conteuts (if any) of the silo, in order 
to mark the exact place in the ensilage.

After the silo is filled, the surface should 
be levelled and thoroughly tramped;aud after 
the lapse of not more than one day, it should 
he covered to a depth of 6 inches with cut 
straw or cheap fodder. If this be tramped 
occasionally, and a foot of cut straw be put on 
top of that a few days later, probably no waste 
ensilage will be found on the opening of the 
silo for feeding.

The silo has no power to add any nutriment 
to the fodder which is put into it for preser­
vation. Its contents may become more di­
gestible and palatable by the changes which 
proceed slowly under the action of ferments, 
or they may become less pleasant and whole­
some if fermentation goes too far.

Fodder which is deficient in nutrients be­
fore it is put into a silo, will experience no 
regeneration there. Degeneration into offen­
sive material is the only and constant ten­
dency.

The Ca*kel Carried From Ike Boise by Her 
Four 800».

The funeral of the late Lady Allen took 
place at 10.30 a. m. Monday, and was largely 
attended. The casket which was entirely cov­
ered with beautiful flowers, was carried from 
the house to the hearse by Lady Allen’s four 
sons—T. Carletou Allen, W. K. Allen, M. P-

York, aud six grandsons, Dr. T. D. Walker 
aud Dr. Arthur Akerley Judge Fraser aud 
Hedley E. Bond, of Toronto, followed tbe 
hearse to the cathedral as mourners.

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TEACHER’S COLUMN.FRANK ALMY HANDED.

A Beagling Exeeellee—TMe Crime.
Concord, N. H., May 16.—George H. Ab­

bott, alias Frank C. Almy, the murderer of 
Christie Warden, wa> hanged here at 10.14 
a. m.

Tne execution was a bungling job. Hia 
feet touched the floor when he went through 
the drop, and he wa* strangled to death. At 
five o’clock this morning he rose and after 
cheerily greeting the watch, dressed himself, 
smoked a cigar, seeming to enjey it greatly. 
Then he read for a while. He ate heartily. 
Chaplain Wilkins went te the prison earlx 
and he was with] Almy until the end. A 
large number of citizens came from Hanover 
on the early morning train to witness the 
hanging, among them being Bert Warden, a 
brother of the murdered girl, and C. F. 
Hewitt, the student who shot Almy in the 
Warden bam before he was captured. Almy 
said but little, and paid no attention to the 
chaplain’s final instructions; in fact, he de­
clined absolutely to hear anything about re­
ligion. As the hour for the execution drew 
near he became perceptibly nervona, getting 
up aud pacing the room. At 10.13$ o’clock 
the death march was taken up from the 
matron’s room, Almy being in charge of the 
sheriff and deputies, and accompanied by the 
chaplain. In half a minute the scaffold was 
reached. Almy was without a collar, and 
had a sprig of geranium in the lapel of his 
coat and a red silk handkerchief showing 
from hia pocket.

After the noose was fastened 
aronud hie neck Almy appeared to want to 
speak, but the cap was hastily put over his 
face and he said nothing.
^Sheriff Huelbert, after the cap was fixed, 
placed the hangman's knot under the left ear. 
He then said; “I now proceed to execute the 
sentence of law and may God have mercy on 

"your soul." At 10.10 o’clock he touched the 
spring, the drop fell heavily and Almy’s body 
went through the trap. To the horror of the 
spectators hie feet struck the floor below, his 
knees bending under him. The rope was 
evidently too long, as it did not stretch any. 
Tbe body bent to the right and slightly for­
ward. Inside of a. minute the officers on the 
platlorm of tbe scaffold swung the rope and 
pulled the body up several feet, strangling the 
miserable man.

RATHER WARM.

A Beil I'nlfh#» Flrr au«l Burn* a Sleeping 
Woman.

What might have been a .very serious fire 
occurred at St. John, at a house kept by Mrs. 
R. Melvin (Perry) out the road on Sunday 
last. It appears that one of the inmates of 
the place in some way upset a lamp that eat 
on a stand near her bed. The clothes were 
burned from the bed and from the body of the 
woman who narrowly eecaiied with her life.

Frank C. Almy’s Crime.
There are two sides to the story of the 

murder ol Christie Warden, of Hanover, N. 
H., almoet two years ago, for which Frank 
C. Almy suffered the severest penalty of the 
law to-day. One is tbe brutal story of the 
murder as told by the state at tbe trul of tlfe 
young man, and frequently reiterated there­
after. The other is the claim of the man as 
to why and how he happened to kill the girl 
he professed to love so devotedly that he had 
no desire to live after she wae dead. At his 
trial in Plymouth, over a year and a half 
ago, Almy told his version of the affair, and 
he has not materially changed. He died un­
der the assertion that he did not mean to kill 
the girl when he first spoke to her the night 
of July 17, 1891, when hd first called to her in 
the Vale of Tempe to come into the field with 
him wherejhe could talk with her. He declar­
ed,as he declared at his trial, that the fitst shot 
he fired was accidental, and then, when he 
found what he had done he realized how 
grevionsly she was injured, he could not re­
sist the impulse to fire a fatal shot There is 
a vast difference between the claims advanced 
by the state of New Hampshire, and shown to 
be true according to the decision of the court. 
According to the story alleged by the pro­
secution, and supported to a certain degree by 
the evidence submitted. Almy committed a 
crime of passion, the result of a bestial nature 
and a hatred of the the girl because hia ad­
vances had been refused. It was pointed out 
in the evidence that tbe fact that he had a re­
volver the night he wanted to see the girl, 
and the way he held it when the bullet aped 
on its fatal course, were evidence enough ot 
hie intention and the passionate nature which 
inspired it. So the court rendered a verdict 
in accordance with the allegation of the state, 
that Almy sought the death of the girl by one 
of tbe meet brutal methods ever known in 
criminal history, and rivaled only.
