IS Came Upon the Villager* Almost Un.
and Swept Everythin* 

Before It—List of Killed and Injur­
ed—Many Narrow Escape*.

Lincoln, Neb., June 4.—The most dis­
astrous cyclone that has visited the 
West for years struck the 
town of Bradshaw, York county, about 9 
o’clock last night. This morning there 
is not one building left standing and 
hardly one stone upon another. The 
fury of the wind that wrought this ter­
rible devastation must have been appall­
ing. The shapless wreck, the country 
laid waste, the village in ruins and the 
bodies of the dead that have been recov­
ered, together with the many wounded 
and suffering, formed a picture of horror 
and despair. The storm came from 
the southwest and with scarcely a 
moment’s warning. The roar of the 
Whirlwind was the first notice the ter­
rified people had. The tempest struck 
the town fairly and there is left not 
a single building. Every business house 
was made a total wreck and the principal 
street was filled with the ruins. In the 
extreme west part of the village a few 
houses are left with the semblance of 
their former appearance, but they are 
without windows or doors, and their 
contents
over the prairie. The depot building 
was crushed into kindling wood, and 
every car standing there was wrecked 
except one that was loaded with stock, 
and which was blown, without leaving 
the track to York, a distance of nine 
miles.

The dead and injured were quickly 
found by the people, and a courier was 
dispatched to York for assistance. By 
the time the relief trains arrived from 
York the people had collected together 
and found the following killed and 
wounded: Killed, the young son of John 
Bromaey. Injured, Mrs John Bromsey, 
back broken, fatal; the aged father and 
mother of John Bromsey, seriously hurt; 
Dr. Orville Moore, arm broken, head 
bruised and leg cut, serious; child of 
Station Agent Vance, bad cut in liver, 
sliver in cheek, probably fatal; Mrs. 
Alexander Miller, bruised about the 
head and body; Carrie Miller, arm and 
leg broken and braised; Lula Miller, arm 
broken and head cut; Mr. and Mre.,John 
Miller, parents of Alexander Miller, both 
badly injured; Mrs A1 Walrod, cut and 
bruised; Miss Lucy Whelan, arm hurt, 
Mr. Colby, hip and shoulder bruised.

Today, the work has been extended in 
searching for the results of the storm to 
the surrounding country, and five miles 
southwest of Bradshaw it was found that 
the house of John 6. Cott had been direct­
ly in the centre of the storm, and that in 
his family two children were killed.

RECENT RISE IN SILVER.

How European Markets ore Affected— 
Mr. Glffee’s Views.

London, June 2.—It is difficult to exag­
gerate the widespread effect throughout 
Europe of the recent rise in silver. For 
instance, telegrams from Berlin today re­
port that cheerful accounts of the Ameri­
can iron trade raised the price of German 
iron, thus promising increased 
prosperity to German industrial 
companies. Nearly all European 
markets are similarly affected through 
the prospect of silver legislation, and the 
extent of the probable rise in silver if the 
bill passes. Mr. Robert Giffen of the 
board of trade, who is the highest 
authority on the subject in England, says 
that the rise cannot exceed 52 pence per 
ounce, and he considers that the Amer­
ican people mean to have the gold stand­
ard, but in any ease a collapse in silver 
must come, leading to serious widespread 
confusion.

that there must have been an intention 
to stab and for that purpose the knife 
must have been held in a peculiar posi­
tion, so peculiar that no person using it 
could have forgotten that he had the 
knife in his hand. The confession of 
Watt,therefore; as far as it related to the 
manner of stabbing must be set down as 
false and untruthful. Whoever inflicted 
the wound of which Torry died, did not 
do it by accident but with an intention 
to cut him if not to kill.

There is something really grotesque in 
this sentence when contrasted with 
others pronounced upon offenders at the 
same court, and by the same judge. Al­
bert Morgan for indecent assault, was 
sentenced to twelve months imprison­
ment and twelve lashes; Frederick 
Damen, who was convicted of wound­
ing a sailor with a knife without intend­
ing to do grievous bodily harm, was sen­
tenced to six months in the jail, while 
Watt who killed hie man handsomely 
with a knife, got one month’s imprison­
ment. As a well known barrister re­
marked after hearing this extraordinary 
sentence, “To make the farce complete 
the judge should have told Wattt 
to go and apologize to him for the in­
convenience he had been put to by his 
detention.”

2. Every trader, manufacturer and owner of 
weights, measures, and weighing machines when 
payingmoneys to Inspectors or Assistant Inspect­
ors of Weights and Measures for verification fees, 
is entitled to, and is specially requested to de­
mand from the officer who makes the inspection, 
an official certificate ("Form 0,6” with the words 
"Original for the Trader” printed at the head 
thereof) properly filled out and stamped, and also 
at the same time to carefully ascertain whether 
or not the stamps attached to such certificate 
represent exactly the value the amount of cash 
paid. Traders are requested to bear in mind that 
certificates of verification are of no value what­
ever unless stamps covering the full amount of 
fees charged are attached.

3. Owners and holders of these official certifi­
cates are specially requested to keep them care­
fully for two years, and in order to secure their 
safe keeping it would be advisable to placard 
them in their places of business in the manner 
in which ordinary license certificates are done, 
for it must be distinctly understood that all trad­
ers who are unable to produce their properly 
stamped certificates, when askedlto do so by an
