hThis over, the procession started, the 
Prince having with him in the state 
carriage his Excellency Earl Grey and 
Lord Annaly. From the moment he en­
tered the carriage until he reached the 
citadel the Prince was the recipent of 
a continued ovation from the throng­
ing multitudes.

The British fleet moored off Quebec 
was the first to have official cognizance 
of the royal arrival. The first Canadian 
to be permitted officially to approach 
the Prince of Wales was Canada’s rear- 
admiral of the royal navy. This was 

1 Admiral Kingsmill, who accompanied 
his fellow officers of the Atlantic fleet 
on board the Indomitable as soon as 
the royal salute had been fired.

After this new dignitaries succeeded 
one another in order of precedence at 
intervals of ten minutes or so, each 
group being taken out to the Indomit­
able on one of the vessels of the Do­
minion marine department, sometimes 
known as the Canadian navy.

The first were his Excellency the 
Governor-General, the immediate re­
presentative of the royal power in Can­
ada, and Lord Roberts, whose status 
at these fetes appears to be that of per- 

I sonal envoy of his Majesty as represen- 
I tatlve of the British military arm.

Quebec, July 23.—The great day to 
which Quebec has looked forward for 
months, that of the arrival of the 
Prince of Wales to grace with his pres­
ence Quebec’s celebration of her three 
hundrdth anniversary, will go down as 
one of the memorable in her history. 
When H. M. S. Indomitable, with her 
escort the cruiser Minotaur, arrived up 
the river, the available spots on Que­
bec's heights and the lower town were 
occupied with a dense swarm of hu­
manity. As the “mystery ship” entered 
the harbor the assembled fleets of 
Great Britain, France and the Ulnted 
States boomed forth a welcome that 
shook Quebec as she had never before 
been shaken.

Thousands of troops lined the streets 
from King’s wharf, where the landing 
took place, up as far as the citadel. At 
4 o’clock the Prince left the Indomit­
able amid another salute, and in a few 
minutes was on terra flrma.

After inspecting the guard of honor 
he took his stand under the pavilion 
especially erected, surrounded by a 
large number of distinguished guests, 
and was then presented with an ad­
dress of welcome by Sir Wilfrid Laur­
ier in English and French, His Royal

been sent away. from home in the hope 
that she would cease to love and for­
get her sweetheart, a young man said 
to be a resident of San Francisco, Miss 
Catherine Dot Holley, 16 years of age, 
a girl of much personal charm, stood 
in the home of her brother, Lou W.

Victoria will, in the near future, have 

an abundance of cheap power both for 
lighting and manufacturing purposes 
if the present plans of the B. C. Elec­

tric Company go through, for the com­
pany’s investigations of the possibili­
ties of the Jordan river as a source of 
power are proving more favorable to 
such a project than was- anticipated, 
and are almost certain to result in th“ 
company abandoning Goldstream in the 
near future and locating • its works 
there. It is understood. that these in-

com- 
and

15,000 horse-power ffom the Jordan 
river, wberfeas all that, it can obtain 
under the present conditions from Gold- 
stream and from the steam plant on 
Store street' is 2,000 horse-power, and 
even that is uncertain, as was shown 
by the giving out of the ‘ Goldstream 
water supply last year. If the change 
is made the company will have an 
abundance of power for extensions of 
its street railway, for supplying elec­
tric light to its customers, and also for 
sale 'for manufacturing purposes at as 
low a rate as that at which power is 
now supplied in Vancouver. This, it is 
pointed out. would be one of the great­
est possible factors in the upbuilding 
of the city from an Industrial stand­
point.

company, as in the other case, for the 
minimum of water used, except when , 
it .would have occasion to call upon the 
company to operate the plant, when it 
would pay for the amount delivered.

In addition to the B, C. Electric Com­
pany’s desire for more power it has 
also another reason for desiring to get 
away from Goldstream, and that is the 
terms off its agreement with the Esqui­
mau company regarding the payment 
for water ' used. According to it the 
highest amount used in any one’ day in 
a month Is taken as the average for the 
month. .This is felt as a hardship at 
times. For example, if the company 
used .only 5,006,000 gallons per day for 
30 days in a month, but used 15,000,000 
on the 31st, it would have to pay for 
thirty-one times the latter amount for 
the month.

The p. C. Electric Company has been 
looking around for some time for an­
other source of supply, and have in­
vestigated the possibilities of the 
Kokstlah river and Shawnigan lake, 
and are now looking carefully info 
those of the Jodran river. These last 
investigations have been under way fÿr 
some time, and the company has sev­
eral gangs in there now securing rec­
ords, etc. These are turning out much 
better than was expected, and show 
that b tween 14,000 and 16,000 horse­
power can be secured there.

The difficulty of the company going 
ahead with this undertaking is the 
move on the part of the city council to 
secure power from the legislature to 
embark in the power business in op­
position. to the company. This, it is 
feared, Would adversely affect the sale 
of bonds by the company to secure the 
money to carry on the work. What the 
company Is anxious for is that the city 
should abandon the application for the 
right to go into the power business, 
which event the company would und 
take to go ahead with the Jordan river 
proposition, and would agree to supply 
power at the same rate as is charged 
in Vancouver, and would also light the 
city streets at the same rate as Van­
couver now pays, which is much lower

Prince Rupert, B. C., July 19.—Meagre 
details of a murder committed at Port 
Nelsdn cannery on the Naas river, by 
which an Indian named Ben Croghan 
lost his life, were brought down by the 
Union steamship Coquitlam, which ar­
rived here on Saturday evening. Patsy 
Croghan, step-father of the murdered 
man, is now under arrest at Mill Bay 
cannery, charged with the crime arid 
awaiting,the arrival of the police.

The only particulars obtainable be­
fore the Coquitlam left Port Nelson 
was the finding of Ben Croghan’s- body 
on a sand bar a few miles distant from 
the cannery, with several bad bruises 
on the head, apparently inflicted with 
a dull instrument, and which no doubt 
caused his death. *

From inquiries made it was found 
that Patsy Croghan, a white man, anh 
the deceased, had been drinking heav­
ily together the night before and after­
wards left for their home in a canoe. 
On the w;tsr a dispute evidently arose, 
and in the quarrel which followed, the 
white man being the stronger of the 
two, is supposed to have grabbed an 
oar and clubbed the Indian to death.

July 22.—The President’s 
yacht, Mayflower, while on her way 
from Oyster Bay to Newport with the 
President on board, in a dense fog last 
night ran into and sank the lumber-laden 
schooner Menawa. All on board the 
schooner, consisting of the captain and 
five men, were taken on board the May­
flower. The President’s yacht had her 
bowsprit and one anchor carried away, 
but the jar of the collision was so slight 
that none of the President’s party knew 
ot the accident until they arose this 
morning.

She placed a forged 
will in her own favor on his desk, to­
gether with a note of good-bye, also 
forged, saying that he feared to lose 
her love through the revelation of a 
dishonorable llason. In addition to 
these papers the young girl also left 
behind a package of forged letters pur­
porting to come from a woman in Italy 
accusing Preffler of desertion and 
theratenlng to tell Grete everything.

The forgeries were so skilfully done 
that they successfully deceived the po­
lice and coroner. Grete fell under 
plelon a month after the crime through 
a letter to an unworthy man hinting 
at what she had done. This letter was 
found wherf the man was arrested for 
a dismeanor.

Washington, July 21.—In the Buck
stove and range case, Justice Anderson,

The citation is based on a petition? 
of the Buck Stove & Range Company,, 
of St. Louis, which alleges that an or­
der issued by Justice Gould, forbidding!

Federation of Labor, has been violated! 
by the public utterances and addresses 
of the three labor leaders named. IC 
also is stated that Mr. Gompers caused, 
to be published in the Federationlst,’ 
the official organ of the federation, a 
certain article reflecting upon the1 
court's decision, and in alleged open 
defiance printing the name of the Buck 
Stove & Range Company in the "We: 
don’t patronize" list.

Mr. Gompers is quoted as saying to 
several newspaper men: “So («* t- ;

When it comes to a choice t«*£Xeen 
surrendering any rights a* a. vree Am­
erican citizen and violating the injunc­
tion of the courts, I do not hesitate to 
say that I shall exercise my rights as 
between the two."

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FIRST STEEL SAILER
LAUNCHED IN CANADA

“James William” Name of 
Schooner Turned Out in 

Nova Scotia.

Further particulars of the first steel 
sailing ship built in Canada, the launch 
of which took place the other day at 
New Glasgow, N. S., are contained in 
mail advices from Halifax.

The new steel schooner is named the 
James William, in memory of the 
late Senator James William Carmich­
ael. She is a three-masted schooner, 13l 
feet keel, 37 feet beam, 14 feet 6 inches 
depth of hold, and 146 feet over all, 
with a tonnage of about 490. The ves­
sel is practically an entire Nova Scotia 
product, the large quantity of steel 
used in her construction almost alto­
gether the product of the Nova Scotia 
Steel Company. All the rivets, some 
40,000, are from the Starr Manufactur­
ing Company, of Dartmouth, and were 
made from Nova Scotia steel. The sails 
are from Yarmouth, the ropes from the 
Consumers Cordage Co., Ropewalk, 
Dartmouth, and block from Parrsboro. 
The spars are of pine, brought from 
Oregon, but all the rest of the wood, 
except a little West Indian tèek, which 
is required in all steel ships, is the 
product of Plctou county.

& Co., iron founders, under contract 
for J. W.

“BOBBY” KERR WINS
TWO HUNDRED METRES

Olympic Games Proving Im­
mense Success—Results 

in Various Events.

■NEW ALARM SYSTEM
IS BEING INSTALLED

All Complaint About Ringing of 
Alarms Will Then Be Done 

Away.

“Fire alarms are rung primarily for 
brigade purpose and not for the in­
formation of thé public" was the re­
mark of Chief Thomas Watson when 
asked about complaints about the fre­
quency with which alarm No. 27 Is 
sounded. Continuing, Chief Watson said 
that No. 27 Was the central fire hall 
number and all alarms sent in by tele­
phone or made direct to headquarters 
in any other way were sounded on it 
to give members of the brigrade who 
happened to be off duty at the time 
notice that there was a fire. In which 
case their services might be required. 
People apparently did not understand 
this and thought that the number al­
ways represented a call from a cer­
tain section of the business centre as 
well as telephone calls. It was neces­
sary to give notice to the firemen off 
duty when a fire broke out and with 
the present alarm system nothing bet­
ter could be done than at present. 
However, the contract had been let 
for a new Game well automatic system 
and when It had been Installed all 
ground of complaint on this score 
would be removed, for the department 
would then be able to sound the number 
of the box nearest the scene of the fire 
instead of 27 the central number.

The present system was a one-cir­
cuit one and was all right for the city 
when It was installed, but now that 
the city had grown much larger a bet­
ter one was required. In addition to 
other difficulties such as the ringing of 
No. 27 for ail alarms sent to the central 
office otherwise than through one of 
the boxes, there was the danger of a 
break in the wires which put the whole 
system out of business until discovered. 
The system, was so arranged that when 
a break was once located a portion of 
the city could be served by means of 
switches until repairs were effected, but 
it sometimes took a day to locate it.

With the new system, the city would 
be divided into six districts with a 
separate circuit for each, so that if 
a break did occur it would affect only 
a comparatively small section. In ad­
dition the proposed new system would 
be so arranged and so delicate that in 
case of a break its location would be 
shown within a hundred yards or so 
and the repairing of it would thus be 
an easy matter. It would also be pos­
sible for a man at the central office 
to tap any one of the six circuits and 
sound an alarm from any box he chose 
so that all telephone calls could and 
would be announced in this way, thus 
doing away with the present complaint 
about this matter.

The new system would be automatic 
he said and could have many other ad- 
vantq4ej exfypple. at present only 
one alarm can be sent in at À time 
whereas under new plan it would be 
possible to ring In an alarm from each 
of the circuits and each be indicated 
and called in Its turn. The danger 
from crossed wires would also be re­
moved, for there would be a device on 
the central apparatus which would 
regulate the wires in case a wire, 
more heavily charged than the alarm ■ 
wire, happens to drop across it or in : 
else one with less current comes in 
' intact with it, in which event the 
.«suit under the present system would 
be draw away the current from the 
alarm system. This in itself would 
mean a much m

In the new system the present alarm 
boxes and the present wiring would 
be used except that the latter would 
be divided into six circuits instead of 
one as now. One improvement that 
would increase the efficiency of the 
system to a still greater extent would 
be the installation of non-interfering 
boxes, which would allow of several 
alarms being turned in on the one cir­
cuit at the same time but this was 
not thought necessary just yet.

The central system now in use was 
a storage battery one and was installed 
abput three years ago, replacing a 
gravity battery, which had been in use 
from the time that fire alarms were in­
troduced into Victoria. This gravity 
battery system was an expensive one to 
operate, requiring constant attention 
and costing a couple of hundred dol­
lars a year for supplies, etc., whereas 
the storage battery now in use was in­
stalled for about $300 and cost from 
fifty to seventy-five cents per -month 
to operate and required very little at­
tention. The storage battery had thus 
more
as good as ever and could be sold at a 
good figure.

A central Office for the new system, 
the cost of which would be $2,547,50, 
would be fitted up in a room over 
the central fireball 
building. This would be used not only 
for the fire brigade but also for the 

police patrol system. The ap­
paratus being automatic it would re­
quire very little, if any, attention. The 
new apparatus was to be shipped with­
in sixty days from the receipt of the 
order so that within a few months the 

system should be in working order 
when it was hoped that all ground of 
complaint would be removed.

than what it now costs the city to op­
erate its own' system. In additidn the 
Company has pointed out to - the city 
that the securing of an abundance of 
power from the " Jordan river would 
enable it to extend its car lines in dif­
ferent directions, ' sdmething it, cannot 
do now on account 6f lack of power, 
and also give a better service all 
around.

withdrawn with either portions of the 
amendments to the law asked for • by 
the city. What the company wants is 
that the city should agree to drop this 
matter and enter into an agreement 
with it regarding a power supply..

The company's abandonment of Gold- 
stream would mean that the Esqul- > 
malt Water Works Company’s only 
customer was gone. Under the agree­
ment between the two companies the 
water works company, is bound to sup­
ply the electric company with any 
amount of water from 4,500,000 to 15,- 
000,000 gallons daily, the latter being 
bound to pay for the former amount 
whether it uses it or riot. At the pres­
ent time the electric company is taking 
the full 15,000,000 gallons daily, and 
even that is ’totally inadequate for its 
requirements. From the sale of this 
water to the electric company the Es­
quimalt people at present derive their 
Revenue, which the reduction of the 
amount of water paid for by the elec­
tric company from 15,000,000 to 4,500,000 
gallons per day would very materially 
affect. The B. Ç.. Electric Company 
figure, it is said, that, after the devel­
opment of power, at the Jordan river, 
it would be able, to its interest, to pay 
for this 4,500,090 gallons per day and let 
it run to waste. Whether the company 
would dismantlé its plant at Gold- 
stream or hold it as a reserve in case 
of accident is one of the things the fu­
ture must decide. In the latter case, the 
Esquimalt company would be required 
to hold itself in. readiness to. supply 
water to the electric company at a 
moment’s notice.

The development of the Jordan river 
power by the B. C. Èlectrfc Company 
has a direct bearing en thé purchase by 
the city of the Gojdstreâm property of 
the Esquimalt Watqr Works Company. 
It has been pointed out. by sojne advo­
cates of the purchase of Goldstream as 
a source of waiter supply for the city 
that the proposition would be.made easy 
for the city by reason of the fact that 
it would have a large annual revenue 
from the sale of water to the B. C.

Ladysmith, July 20.—The city council 
had nothing of very great Importance 
before it at the meeting to-night.

His pled was that, though he 
had ho Intention of acting contrary to 
the orders of the council, the well on 
his lot contained nothing but the purest 
water. The people round about, even 
from the houses where the water was 
laid in, came to his well for all their 
drinking water. There were trout in 
the well, had been for the last two 
years, and the fish would never have 
lived and done as well had there been 
impurities in the water. The reservoir 
from j which the waterworks company 
got its water he characterized as a 
frog pond, and worse, and he only ask­
ed for an analysis to be taken of the 
water In his well, and of that supplied 
to the city. He thought it would only 
be common fairness on the part ef the 
council to prove thé water in the wells 
impure before compelling the owners to 
close them down.

“O, men, but if we Scotsmen had the 

country you have here in British Col­
umbia we’d make the feathers fly," ex­
claimed William Bray, a Glasgow 
chemist who has come on a long holi­
day to'Canada after thirty years in 
the drug business in the big Scotch 
city, where he has a very large circle 
of friends. Mr. Bray was not a little 
astonished at the great material pros­
perity of the country, especially of the 
western provinces and of British Col­
umbia.

“Were X a young man again," said 
Mr. Bray, “this would be the country 
for me. I can't for the life of me make 
out why more Scotch capitalists don’t 
come out here to Invest their money 
where they are pratcically assured of 
good returns. The Americans are sharp 
enough to see the advantages of this 
country and are very heavy investors. 
Why some of those Wall street men 
will own the world yet.”

Mr. Bray was very much struck with 
the neat and respectable way all 
classes dressed here. The Old Coun­
try might well take an object lesson 
from the colonies in this respect.

To drtok Mr. Bray attributes the 
great amount of poverty among the 
working classes in Scotland. "The 
greater part of the wage» of the labor 
classes," said he, “goes into the low- 
ciaas pubs and dives. Some laborers 
would rather go on one slim meal a 
day than mise their bottle. The au­
thorities are keeping a closer watch 
on the saloons now and restricting and 
cancelling licences, but the best they 
seem able to do is to reduce the li­
cences.

“Glasgow’s largest "Industry is her 
ship-building trade,” continued Mr. 
Bray, "and recently there has been a 
great depression along that line. When 
the government voted some years ago 
*250,000,006 for augmenting the fleet, the 
shipyards had their hands well em­
ployed. Now the shipyards have to 
handle a lot of small craft and there 
has had to be a general laying off of 
employees, especially owing to the re­
duction of expenditures for the n*vy.

"You have some very fine stores in the 
west here, as well as In Vancouver and 
Winnipeg," observed Mr. Bray, "but I 
think the rents are outlandish. I was 
shown one store in Winnipeg which 
rented for *200 a week, which would 
have rented In Glasgow for $200 a,

Up to to-day thirteen, fine shade frees, 

most of them mafllrs, stood on the 
north side of CorifiOrBrit street, betwèen 
Douglas and Blanchard streets, but 
apparently the number carried with it 
for them its unlucky significance for 
bright and early this morning they 
were all cut down by employees .of.-the 
works department In order to allow of 
the construction of a permanent side­
walk. There was no injunction in this, 
case, for the trees were down before 
anyone knew what w*s happening.

The trees in que at top were well grown 
averaging about a £ot>t In diameter. 
With a few exceptions all were maples 
making an exceptionally well-shaded 
Street. Some time ago the council pass­
ed on the work of bqHding permanent 
sidewalks along botb ytdes of the street 
but apparently the property owners 
cither did not realise -that the trees 
were to go. in the carrying oat of the 
work or knowing of* it did not care. 
No steps were taken to protect them 
anyhow and this morning when the 
sidewalk gang started work the first 
thing they did was to cut them dbwn 
and by the time that the people of the 
district were on the strfeet bn their way 

weak they were lying across the 
road. The work was done expeditiously 
and the remains were removed with 
eo.ual dispatch.

In this case there was no excuse that 
the trees would Interféré with the -side­
walk construction nor yet with the 
roadway, but the reason given is that 
it was found that in the construction of 
the sidewalk the grade would have to 
be towered and to do this the roots 
of the trees would have to be cut and 
(hat they would be certain to die as 
a result. In view of this fact the works 
department considered it better to re­
move them at once and be done with it. 
When the street was fixed up some 
years ago the grade was cut down some 
feet but the sidewalk was left at its 

level, thus protecting the trees for 
the Time being. Now, however, that a 
new sidewalk Is being put down it is 
necessary to reduce the level to that of 
the street. To do'this the works depart­
ment found that the cutting of the 
roots of the trees could not be avoided.

This is slightly over that 
of last year, hut not equal to the général 
average of the past seven year», which 
was 2,967,438 cases. On the other hahd, it 
Is stated that stocks never reached, 
within the period mentioned, so low a 
mark as they did this spring.

In the estimate given for the, present 
season only slightly over half the num­
ber of traps in the various parts of Puget 
Sound and British Columbia are taken 
Into account.

From Mr. Deaville, a Victorian, who 
has Just returned from Puget Sound, it 
has been learned that of the ninety 
traps located in those waters there are 
at present in operation: Six at West 
Beach, one at Strawberry Bay, six 
Salmon Point, four at Lopez Island, 
seven between Sand Point and Blaine, and 
si* at sundry other places, while around 
Point Roberts some twenty are catching 
fish. In northern waters there are no 
traps used so far, that Is in Canadian 
territorial waters, the Dominion govern­
ment having declined up to date, as is 
well known, to issue trap licenses for 
those waters, although the reverse Is the 
case within Alaskan jurisdiction.

One feature that snters into the matter 
upon which calculations are fqrmed this 
year is, what is regarded an "otf” year 
for humpbacks (pinks, as they are called 
when canned). These fish run every other 
year only, the pack of then* for last year 
having been 448,730 cases. Consequently 
no allowance is made for a pack of hump­
backs this season. Indeed, nbt until the 
year 1SU can it be expected that a full 
pack of humpbacks will be obtained, for 
in 1909 many, if not the major number of 
trap men say there will be no time for 
the packing <ù humpbacks, that being the 
year when the big quadrennial pack of 
sockeyes is expected, so-called, as those 
know who in any way ate acquainted 
with the industry from the treat jHentl- 
fuJnees of the fish every four year*.

The twin screw passenger steamship 

Cariboo, of approximately 1,060 toe a, 
reached -WilHam Head quarantine sta­
tion at 8 o’clock last night and, upon 
receiving orders from Donald Lament 

local agent of the Union Steamship 
company, proceeded without delay to 
Vancouver arriving there at an earl 
hour to-day.

Ninety-seven days was occupied by 
the Cariboo, which was brought out 
from Ayr, Scotland by Capt. Folking- 
horne, in making the long trip from 
Barry, where she coaled for the voyage 
to Vancouver, which is to be her home 
port. On the way fine weather was ex­
perienced for the greater part of the 
voyage. The Cariboo put into River 
Plata, Coronei and San Francisco te 
replenish her bunkers.

The Cariboo is a modern steamship 
especially designed for the coast pas­
senger trade on the Prince Rupert an* 
Northern B. C. run which she will taki 
in company with the steamship Cstmo- 
sun which has been in service for à 
year.

She was built by the Alisa Shipbuild­
ing company, at Troon, Scotland, and 
all the requirements of the Board of 
Trade, Lloyd’s and the Canadian 
Steamboat Inspection Laws were com­
plied with in building her. Her length 
between perpendiculars is 167 ®e*t; 
overall, 178 feet; beam, 36.2 feet; depth, 
16.6 feet; and her draught with full 
stores, bunkers and water tanks full, 
is 7 feet » inches forward and 11 feet 
3 Inches aft

The steamship is fitted with twin- 
screws, turning outboard, with cylin­
ders 18)4 and 21x36x20, and has two cyl­
indrical marine boilers fired at the for­
ward end by Moneon furnaces. Her 
speed is twelve knots but, at her steam 
trials, she exceeded tbre-hy one knot. 
In. view of the fact that oil Is becoming: 
a common fuel for steamships on this 
coast the Cariboo’s furnaces and bunk­
ers are so arranged that she can be 
transformed Into an oil-burner at short 
notice and without heavy expenditure.

The interior fittings are very hand­
some, specially designed in view of 
the fact of-the Cariboo being placed ig 
the passenger business to the North, 
The dinning room seats fifty, and ip 
lined with mahogany, with finishing* 
in, white. She has accommodation for 
eighty first-class passengers, and *09 
second-class. A music room for the 
ladies, also handsomely fitted, and a 
first-class smoking room is on the boat 
deck for the gentlemen. The second- 
class smoking room Is on the mal» 
deck and is the complete width of the 
ship, the bar, being placed adjoining. 
This is a very large room and will give 
sitting accommodation for all

It is expected that the Cariboo wtfl 
go into commission shortly making 
weekly calls at this port on a similar 
schedule to the Camosun. The Unto» 
'Steamship company has new another 
fine steamship, the Chilcotin, building, 
which will augment its total fleet to 
seven vessels.

Ottawa, July 21.—The following was 
the speech from the throne delivered 
yesterday in connection with the cere­
mony of proroguing parliament:

Hon. Gentlemen of the Senate, Gen­
tlemen of the House of Commons: I 
am glad to be able to relieve you from 
further attention on the long protract­
ed session, and thank you for the assi­
duity and care you have given to the 
unusually large number of Important 
subjects that have been submitted for 
your consideration. It is satisfactory 
to note tfle many excellent measures 
that have been passed, and which It is 
hoped will prove beneficial to the peo­
ple of Canada.

Among other acts, attention may he 
called to the Manitoba Grain aefT and 
the Grain Inspection act, which, while 
protecting the high standards of west­
ern grown grain from inferior mixtures 
secure to the farmer the value attach­
ing to these standards.

In response to an advanced public 
opinion, appointments and promotions 
in the civil service will be made hence­
forth only after a competitive exami­
nation, in which those who excel will 
receive the reward of merit, and, while 
the application of the act is limited to 
the inside service of the government. 
Its provisions may later on be extended 
to the service, throughout the Do­
minion.

The act revising and consolidating 
the laws and regulations affecting the 
disposition of the public lands will, it 
is believed, meet with the hearty ap­
proval of the western provinces more 
immediately interested. One of the 
principal features of the act is the per­
mission to take up a second homestead 
within a limited area, and also the per­
mission for a homesteader to acquire 
by purchase the adjoining quarter sec­
tion. It is intended that the proceeds 
of the sales shall, in the first place, be 
set apart as a fund for the construc­
tion of a railway to Hudson's Bay.

The amendments to the Bank act, 
allowing, under certain restrictions, an 
expansion in the circulation of notes 
of the banks during the period of the 
year when the crops are being moved, 
will, it is considered, facilitate the 
quick movement of the crop from the 
farm to the markets of the world.

Important amendments have been 
made to the act respecting elections, 
which it is confidently believed, will 
more effectively protect the rights of 
the voters, apd guard against the exer­
cise of undue influence in electoral con­
tests. ,

The proposal to make free grants tb 
lands to the volunteers who rendered 
valuable service to the Empire In the 
South African war, will meet with 
hearty approval.

The reduction of the postage on 
dropped letters in cities and country 
towns and the enlargement of the area 
within which the postage on certain 
classes of newspapers may be carried 
free, will, I feel sure, be appreciated.

Amendments have been made to the 
Inland Revenue act, whereby the dis­
crimination against Canadian grown 
tobacco, created by distinctive labels 
used on cigars and tobacco, will no 
longer exist. It is confidently believed 
that these amendments to the act will 
have the effect of improving and en­
couraging the home-grown tobacco, 
and prove of great benefit to that por^ 
tion of our agricultural people engaged 
in that industry.

The increasing demands for improv­
ed transportation facilities in a coun­
try so widely Extended and so sparsely 
settled as this Dominion, warranta 
public aid in the construction of rail­
ways, and the experience 'of the past 
imply justifies the liberal subscription 
in the act that has been assented to.

The placing of the telegraph and 
telephone systems under the Jurisdic­
tion of the railway commissioners will 
meet with the hearty approval of ai! 
classes in the Dominion.

The rapidly increasing number of 
applications to the board of railway 
commissioners involves the necessity 
for the appointment of additional mem­
bers on the board.

The extension of the time for the 
payment of a bounty on lead ores, and 
the enlargement of the conditions of 
which the bounty may be earned, will, 
it Is believed, stimtflate the growth of 
an Important industry in the province 
of British Columbia.

The physical and mental degrada­
tion following from the too free use 
of opium have long been ^recognized, 
and efforts have been made in all 
countries boasting of advanced civiliz­
ation te stamp out its use, except when, 
prescribed for medical purposes.

W. C. Thomas, who has just severed his 

connection with the Dominion Copper 
Company, of Greenwood, B. C., and who 
is spending a few days in Victoria with 
his wife and children before returning to 
his old home in Salt, Lake City, Mad a 
few remarks to snake to a Times reporter 
at the Driard torday concerning the min­
ing situation in the Greenwood district.

“The low prices pf copper and the high 
wages demanded by the men were the 
principal causes of the shut-down in 
Greenwood last fall,” said Mr. Thomas. 
“Mine owners were paying as high wages 
as had been paid in Butte, and when the 
price of copper dropped something had 
to be done.

“Since then all the companies have been 
making extensive improvements for more 
expeditious and economic development, 
and have thus been able to reduce the 
labor, cut down wages, and put them­
selves in a position to make a Uttle 
money, so that the situation is now con­
siderably improved.

“No work has yet been done by the 
Chicago company, which was formed with 
the object of undertaking tunnelling 
operations between Greenwood and 
Phoenix, though Dr. Peabody, of Chica­
go, and other mining experts, have been 
over the ground and pronounced the pro­
ject a feasible one. Greenwood has an 
elevation of 2,454 feet, and Phoenix of 
4,677 feet. The company intends to push 
a tunnel through the 4| miles of rock and 
earth separating the two places in order 
to discover 
deposits in t 
to any considerable depth. Some shafts 
have already been sunk from the surface 
fnd it te thought from indications that 
veins both of silver and lead go down 
for quite a distance, and are not merely 
shallow deposits.’*

While unable to quote figures upon the 
probable cost of the undertaking, Mr. 
Thomas ventured the suggestion that it 
might average $60 a foot This would 
mean an outlay of $816,800 a mile, bo that 
the whole job at that rate of reckoning 
would cost at least a millioji dollars.

“Of course if no signs of ore were met 
with after the tunnel had been pushed 
some distance,” commented Mr. Thomas, 
“the enterprise would probably be aban­
doned and all the money embarked upon 
It would be lost.

Of course if. this, tunnel scheme is adopt­
ed and proves a success, it will mean a 
great thing for the people of Greenwood 
and Phoenix, as a large field for employ­
ment will be opened, both while the con­
struction of the tunnel is in progress and 
afterwards, when the company will re­
quire a large number of men to work 
their mines.

Although returning to his home in Utah, 
Mr. Thomas will keep in touch'-iwlth 
affairs in British Columbia, as he has 
several .

Hedley, July 20.—The geologicalSubsection 26e provides that the

No 
person shall permit or suffer any dog 
owned or harbored by him, and which 
is known to be vicious, to be upon the 
streets or public places of the city, 
unless muzzled and led by some one 
over the age of 21 years.”

They shot at us whenever they 
got a chance and we did the same.
The Indians did their best to cut us out 
and we had a very hard trip, as we had 
to keep clear of the river as much as 
possible. A number of our men were 
killed and wounded. On the way down 
we came across an Indian who stood on 
a rock and waved definance at us. He 
was shot by one of our men. When we 
got to China Bar we were exhausted 
for want of food.

“This determined action on our part 
was one of the real reasons why the 
war came to an end so soon. We taught 
the Indians to respect us and be afraid 
of us. At China Bar we fell in with 
Captain Schneider and his men, and we 
were glad to find them. When the In­
dian troubles began volunteer compan­
ies were formed at Yale. Captain 
Schneider was in charge of one com­
pany and Captain Grahame of the oth­
er, and they set out from Spuzzum, 
where a crossing was made by boats, 
one on the right and the other on the 
left bank of the river. At the Big Can­
yon Captain Grahame and McCormick 
were killed. I do not know just how 
many white men were killed during 
these fights, but there were thirty-six 
at least.

“The first notice which came of the 
trouble was one morning when nine 
déad bodies drifted down the river past 
Yale. The heads were severed and the 
bodies horribly mutilated. The expedi­
tions headed by Grahame and Schneid­
er set ont to find where the massacre - 
ing had been done. Captain Grahame’s 
men, after the death of the captain, 
passed up the canyon to Boston Bar, ft 
being thought that the miners had been 
slain there. Captain Schneider and his 
men, when they descended on China 
Bar, found five Chinamen there wash­
ing gold and suspicion arose that the 
Chinamen had something to do with 
inciting the Indians to the outrage, as 
there seemed to be» evidence suggestive 
of the Chinamen rather than of the 
Indian in the way in whieh the bodies 
had been mutilated. No proof, how­
ever, could be found of this and the 
Chinamen were allowed to pursue their 
work unmolested. We heard from the 
Klootchman on Thompson river that one 
Frenchman was killed at Bbston Bar 
and that at Mariners’ - Bar four miners 
were killed.

“Schneider’s men followed on up the 
Boston Bar and there met Grahame’s 
men. There was a warm dispute be­
tween them and the men nearly came 
to war among themselves. Grahame’a 
irien wanted to exterminate the Indians- 
root and branch, and Schneider’s men 
wanted to make peace. Finally it was 
agreed to make peace. My own conr 
victim Is,” said the old man, “that the 
Indians were not put up to this; it is 
the nature of the Red Man and that is 
all there is about it. They thought the 
white men were coming to take their 
country. Among the Indians, even at 
the present day, there is a great curios­
ity to know who the white men were 
who came down the river and burned 
their rancheries and salmon traps. So 
strong is the idea of revenge implanted 
in their nature, that I fully believe the 
descendants of the Thompson river In­
dians to-day would find some waÿ of 
killing any of the remaining members 
of that party. After peace was made 
with the Indians, every Siwash passing; 
the bars waved a. white flag. Before 
this the Indians called the white men 
‘Kloochmen,’ because they seeiped to 
show no fight and helped them­
selves from our packs and stores of 
provisions, but after the trouble was 
over, they had much more respect for 
us. About thirty-six whites were kill­
ed durlfig this little Indian war, as well 
as I can remember, but of course bodies 
may have drifted down the river un­
observed and been carried to the sea.
A great many more Indians, however, 
were killed, but there was no means of 
counting the dead, as their bodies were 
taken away by the Indians as soon as 
shot.” ' ; ,

This in substance is the miners’ side 
of the story. The portion of it with 
reference to the party coming down the 
Thompson river and attacking the In­
dians and burning their rancheries and 
salmon traps has never before, so far 
as I know, been placed in print. Ac- j 
cording to my informant, it struck ter­
ror into the hearts of the Indians, who 
saw a new phase of the white man’s 
character exhibited. If a few men 
could execute vengeance in such a dire 
way upon so many Indians, what would : 
be their fate if the thousands of miners: 
already on the river in the Vicinity of 
Yale were to follow their example. As: 
a matter, of fact, simultaneous action 
was taken by the miners at Yale under 
the command of captains already re­
ferred to, and the Indians, whose means ! 
of communication from tribe to tribe 
was excellent, as it was sometimes 
mysterious, soon realized the strength 
of the force that was to be opposed to 
them, and were willing to make peace. :
I shall now give the story of James 
Yates,. of Fort Hope, who has already : 
teen referred to in previous contribu-; 
tiens. His story is interesting because 
it takes the other side of the question 
to, some extent and sympathizes in a- 
measure with the Indians.

“I went with the party up the river, 
from Yale the time of the Indian trou­
ble. We went up through the canyon 
and I went as an interpreter. Mr.
Ellord (the Hudson’s Bay Company 
agent at Yale), could speak the Indian 
language, but he was an old man. The 
miners wrote to Mr. Yale asking him 
to let Mr. Ellord, and he wrote back 
stating that I could 

“We started from Yale, about 150 of 
us, with a white flag to give to each of 
the Indian chiefs along the river, 
guarantee not to bother the whites ini 
any shape or form. We got about Bl‘. 
mile and a half Below Spuzzum in the, 
evening. By this time we had picked 
up about 250 men. Captain Schneider 
then learned that an opposition party 
had gone by the old trail over the 
mountain, and that thgy were gsin^t

mHE TROUBLE with the In­
dians referred to in the last 
Issue has been much dis­
cussed under many versions. 
One side sympathizes with 

the natives as standing upon their 
rights and as being Incited to resist­
ance by a disregard of those primitive 
ethics so well understood and so rigidly 
observed by the Hudson’s Bay Com­
pany, and by the early miners, 
the other hand, the latter who came 
almost exclusively from the United 
States side of the line, where it Is popu­
lar to regard the only good Indian as a 
dead Indian, and where his rights were 
not a matter of much moment, did not 
take stock of sentimental considera­
tions. There was a country to possess 
and they proposed to come in and pos­
sess it. That there were Indians in that 
country who were natives of it and 
whose forbears had been in it for many 
generations, did not matter. So far 
a* that was concerned, the whole Amer­
ican continent had been originally pop­
ulated by Indians and had they count­
ed, the white man would never have 
obtained a footing. The whole ques­
tion was one of white man’s rights to 
come and go, explore, prospect, possess 
and dominate. He asked neither leave 
nor license. To his mind—I mean to 
the mind of the white miner—it was 
absurd to consider any claims on the 
part of the Indians, 
occur to him to look at the Red Man’s 
point of view. His attitude was one 
of absolute independence and freedom 
of action. He didn’t propose, so far as 
I can learn, to interfere with the In­
dian if the Indian did not come in his 
way. In the latter event so much the 
worse for the Indian. He even regard­
ed it as legitimate to traffic with the 
Indian women. With a seasoned miner 
there were no scruples on that score. 
Statements have been made that the 
first offence came from the miners; but 
the evidence on that point is very con­
flicting. In the case of Mr. Mclvor’s 
party of Hudson’s Bay Company men, 
one of whom was accompanied by a 
■quaw as his wife, the aggressors were 
undoubtedly the Indians. The mem­
bers of this party knew all the ethics of 
dealing with Indians, and their train­
ing and commercial instincts, as well 
a* considerations of self-interest, were 
all adverse to anything calculated to 
arouse the antagonism of the natives, 
end as the latter behaved badly to them 
fit is fair to assume, though there may 
bave been faults on both sides, they 
first behaved badly to the American 
miners.

We must, however, be just to ’ the 
Indian and take into consideration his 
•attitude of mind and also his standard 
•of morals. The white men were the 
Invaders of a country for all time pre- 
triousiy exclusively their own. It is 
[true the Hudson’s Bay Company’s ser­
vants had for some time occupied the 
Indian territory by virtue of Imperial 
license, but the Hudson’s Bay Company 
were regarded not as usurpers, but as 
friendly traders who wanted nothing 
but what they wished to buy from him 
and pay for. The white miners were 
coming in as adventurers and exploit­
ers, wanting not furs but gold, which 
they extracted from the bars of the 
river, part of the eminent domain, and 
for which they offered no recompense 
to him and recognized no right of the 
Indian to assert sovereignty over the 
soil. The advent of this rough and 
ready band of strangers and foreigners 
boded no good to the Red Man, and 
brooding over the situation and natur­
ally of a morose ana suspicious nature, 
be grew ugly. He resented the intrus­
ion in the ill-mannered and effectual 
way in which an Indian can express 
his dislike and contempt. Most people 
know either by reading or by personal 
experience the general traits of Indian 
character and can readily understand 
how unwelcome the strangers were 
coming up the Fraser. Mr. Indian is a 
past master in the art of provoking by 
overt acts, hostility to a degree which 
would justify him In making reprisals 
and donning his war paint. He is cun­
ning in the extreme. No one perhaps 
knows exactly how all the fuss came 
about, but almost before they knew 
It, the miners had a fight on their 
hands. I have this story from an eye 
witness and I also have some particu­
lars not set down in Bancroft or Begg 
.which sheds new light on the subject.

In 1858, after having followed pros­
pecting and mining in California, a 
number of miners and prospectors came 
to Whatcom on a sailing vessel, the 
Live Yankee, and landed at Seaholme. 

’A coal mine had been operated there 
by the Hudson’s Bay Company, al­
though closed at the time. Some o? 
the men, however, half-breeds and their 
squaws, still were there, 
say again that all those who came 
eearchlng for gold In British Columbia 
in those days were from Oregon Terri­
tory, Washington and California. They 
were not all Americans, however; there 
were lots of Çornishmen, Scotch, Ger- 

French and English. "The

(From Tuesday's Daily.)
Aid. Hall’s by-iaw to amend the

Hall wanted to amend this portion of 
the by-law so as to merely make the 
owners responsible for any damage 
done by dogs while on the streets in 
company with their masters, but some 
of (he other members of the council 
held out for the provision of the by­
law in this respect as originally drawn 
and" the matter was left over until next 
week so that the aldermen may have 
fnore time to consider it. There was 
considerable discussion of the various 
clauses dealt with arid some minor 
changes were made, one of them being 
that the proposal to give the pound 
keeper power to search premises for 
dogs was struck out.

In moving the second reading of the 
by-law. Aid. Hall said that the object 

not to interfere with any one’s

Boo­
ties with 25 men to’ the Indian village, 
where Captain Grahame was with a 
party of about 50. They were going to 
attack the Indians. We told Captain 
Grahame that we were sent from Cap­
tain Schneider to tell him there was to 
be no attack upon the Indians, and to 
hold on until he came up to talk to 
him. Grahame said he was going to 
wipe the Indians out if he could. We 
expostulated with him, telling him that 
it was not the right thing to do and to 
wait until Captain Schneider came up 
In order to have an understanding. 
Before we got through talking Captain 
Schneider came. It was then nearly 
dusk. Captain Schneider got Grahame 
calmed down and told him to wait and 
that by being rash he was endangering 
the lives of all the white men by his 
proposed action. They stacked their 
arms and lay down for the night.

"The next morning Grahame and 
Schneider had a consultation by them­
selves. Captain Grahame then agreed 
to fall back and not to go ahead, and 
that if any depredation was commit­
ted by the Indians during the time they 
were going through the canyon he 
would bring his men up and join with 
Captain Schneider. We then had two 
canoes taken up the river about two 
miles to cross our party. When we ar­
rived ready to embark the canoes to 
cross the river, Captain Grahame and 
his party had crossed at the mouth of 
the Spuzzum to the opposite side. Cap­
tain Schneider saw him and called to 
him to halt, but he kept on going. He 
then sent me with a party of 25 men 
to follow him (Grahame) up and ask 
him what he meant by not sticking to 
his promise. Grahame told the head 
of my party to tell Captain Schneider 
that he was going to ‘hell’ and hoped 
he would follow him. We then sent 
back five of our party to meet Captain 
Schneider and tell him what Grahame 
had ’ said. We then watched their 
manoeuvres from our side of the river. 
The Indians hearing of these parties 
coming had all left the river and gone 
up the hills.

"It was then getting late, and Cap­
tain Grahame’s party camped on a 
large shelving rock close to the river 
and put out a guard on the upper side 
of where they were sleeping, and also 
a guard on the lower side. It was 
moonlight, but the moon was shut out: 
at times by clouds. About 2 o’clock la 
the morning we heard parties rushing 
down singing out that they were being 
murdered by the Indians. We got up 
and made inquiries about It.

"That night his men came running 
by Us like wild animals. Captain Gra­
hame was killed, a sad sequel to his 
boast. It was not known at the time, 
however, although he was missed.. His 
body was found afterwards. It was 
supposed, and I believe that his men 
were startled during the night by one 
of them moving about for some pur­
pose, and that they commenced shoot­
ing aong themselves in the dark. A 
month or six weeks afterwards over 
thirty bodies of white men were pick­
ed up in the eddy in the river below 
Fort Hope. There may have been fif­
teen or twenty men shot to death or 
wounded. It was hard in those days to 
know who were killed or how many. 
Some of the men came into Yale with 
wounds made by five-shooters and 
dragoon pistol balls, pointing clearly 
to the real cause of the disaster.

"The trouble arose something like 
this: The white miners were all say­
ing that the Indians were committing 
depredations on the miners going 
through the canyon. A meeting was 
called and it was agreed to send out a 
party to see each chief to show the 
whites coming along * that he was 
friendly to them. They wished to have 
an interpreter to state this to the In­
dians, and that was the reason I was 
sent along. We only went as far as 
Chapman’s Bar and returned back to 
Yale. Captain Schneider’s and Captain 
Grahame’s men were all miners. There. 
were no regular soldiers or anything: 
like that. Lieut. Shaw, who went with! 
our party, took up a ranch down at the : 
mouth of the river after that. I don’t i 
know whether he is alive or not. Some :

The next subsection of the section 
gives the pound-keeper authority to 
destroy a dog which he believes to be 
vicious or a female at certain times, 
even though they do carry license tags, 
which are not claimed within 48 hours 
after being impounded. If the owner 
does claim such animals he is reqiured 
to give an undertaking to in future 
keep such animal under proper 
so long as it remains in the city.

Section 4 provides a penalty of not 
less than $15 nor more than $50 for any 
person allowing a female dog to run 
at large at certain times.

Section 5 deals with the presence of 
dogs in the business section of the city. 
As introduced it read: “No person shall 
permit any dog accompanying him to 
damage or injure any public or private 
property of the city or of any citizens. 
And it shall be the duty of every per­
son accompanied by a dog so to con­
trol or secure his dog whilst passing 
through the inhabited streets of the 
city, that no injury to property. is 
caused. And particularly no person 
shall, within the fire limits, have with 
him or permit a dog to run on the pub­
lic streets unless the dog be attached 
by some sufficient means of secure­
ly, attaching and retaining the dog.”

Aid. Hall moved that* xthe last sen-* 
tence be struck out.

Aid. Henderson—We don’t want dogs 
on Government street at all.

Aid. Hall—I agree with you there. 
Other members of the council also 

expressed the same opinion.
Aid. Hall said he xhad been approach­

ed by a large number of owners who 
were accustomed to bringing their dogs 
to their offices and places of business 
with them. These people had said they 
would be willing to become responsible 
for any damage their dogs might do. 
He thought, however, that dogs should 
not be allowed to run loose on such 
streets as Government, Yates, Fort and 
Johnson, as well as some of the others, 
at least. No dogs were to be seen on 
the streets of Seattle or Tacoma, “but,” 
he added, “the number of dogs on the 
streets in Victoria makes the city look 
like a frontier town.”

Aid. McKeown asked what was to be 
done about dogs which fallowed rigs in 
from the country.

Aid. Hep de r son replied that that was 
one of the things the council desired 
to prevent. Dogs running on the street 
were doing great damage to goods in 
the shops. The best bred-dogs were just 
as bad offenders in this respect as the 
worst mongrels. The area of prohibi­
tion, however, might be reduced. With 
this view several other aldermen 
agreed.

Aid. Cameron said this was one of 
the most important provisions of the 
by-law, and gave examples of damage 
donë by dogs running at large on the 
business streets. There was absolutely 
no excuse for dogs on the streets in the 
centre of the city. Many ck those whom 
Aid. Hall had spoken of as bringing 
their dogs down to business, then let 
them go wherever they chose until 
time to go home. These were the dogs 
which did most of the damage in the 
shops. In view of the Importance of the 
section it might be as well, however, to 
leave it over until next week.

Aid. Norman—Let us make a job of 
the thing when we are at it and put the 
by-law through as it stands in this 
respect.

Aid. Pauline suggested leaving the 
section over until next week, and it 
was accordingly agreed to let the whole 
measure stand over.

The by-law is an amendment of the 
Pound by-law, No. 352 of the city by­
laws, passed in March, 190L The first 
section consists of five subsections 
amending section 26 of the original by­
law. The first two of these, which 
read as follows went through with lit­
tle or no'discussion:

“(26a) Notwithstanding anything in 
this by-law contained 
ful for the medical health officer or 
sanitary^inspector at any time afteV 
impoundingnto order any impounded 
dog found to be suffering from an in­
fectious disease contagious to man­
kind to be forthwith destroyed.

“(26b) It shall be the duty of the 
pound keeper to make to the council, 
a report in writing, on the first day of 
September and the first, day of March 
in each year, of all residents in the 
city of Victoria known by him to own 
or harbor dogs.”

When the next subsection 26c came up 
Aid. Hall moved that the following 
portion of it be struck out, and his pro­
posal led to quite an exchange of 
opinion: “Whenever the pound-keeper 
has reasonable belief that a dog is kept 
on any enclosed premises (other than a 
dwelling house) in the city it shall be 
lawful for him to enter such enclosed 
premises at reasonable hours to ascer­
tain whether the regulations in this by­
law contained are being observed. And 
no person shall obstruct or prevent 
such entry.”

Aid. Hall sajd that bis desire was to 
remove anything that made the by­
law more objectionable than was neces­
sary, for he wanted a measure that 
would be as satisfactory as possible to 
all concerned.

Aid. Norman opposed the striking out 
of the portion of the section, which he 
said would have the effect of killing 
section 26 b.

Aid. Fullerton said this provision was 
the crux of the whole situation so far 
as enforcing the by-law was concerned.
Without it the measure would be an 
anomaly, for it could not be successful­
ly enforced.

Aid. Hall replied that the provision 
for a penalty for any one giving the 
pound-keeper wrong information re­
garding dogs owned or harbored by him 
met the situation.

Aid. Pauline did not believe that any 
one would be so inhuman as lock up a 
dog in a small enclosure in order to 
avoid paying a tax for it, but if they 
did the dog would soon make its pres-' 
en ce known by its howls.

Aid. Henderson objected to the 
pound-keeper being authorized to sneak 
around people’s premises in search of 
dogs. He could prosecute any owners 
who refused him the information he 
desired.

Revelstoke, July 20.—About one-half 
the tunneling work on the C. P. R. line 
between Field and Hector, which is to 
cut the famous Big Hill grade In half,

While struggling along with his loud- 
voiced burden the lady lost part of her 
clothing, and at that moment the Pres­
byterian church emptied itself upon the 
scene.

Donovan, the foreman in charge 
of the work, showed that Tonnelo had 
the most up-to-date appliances for - his 
work, and that the fuses he used were 
three inches longer than those in general 
use for a ten-foot hole.

He would have 45 seconds to. get out of 
the way after lighting the fuse.

W. Lawson Macdonald, the time-keeper, 
had been standing in the office when he 
heard the blast. He heard somebody yell 
out to call up the ambulance, and rushed 
outside to where Tonnelo lay. The man 
expired almost immediately.

The powder and fuses used were the 
best procurable. Tonnelo had absolute 
charge of this department of the work. 
He had been on- that particular Job about 
a month, and was reported to be an ex­
pert.

In 1879 the 
Colombian government, then, of course, 
paramount iii Panama, granted the fa­
mous Wyse Concession, which was pur­
chased for 10*000,000 francs, by the 
French company under M. Les- 
seps, of Suet canal fame. 
The career of this company furnishes 
one of the most striking Instances in 
history of maladministration and rogu­
ery, and brought ruin upon thousands 
of small investors in France when the 
exposures came and the concern had 
to be wound up.

Boot and Shoe RPowdersIn an interview with a Free Press 
reporter at the Royal Alexandra, Mr. 
Ross plunged at once into the ques­
tion of trade relations between Canada 
and Australia. A large portion of the 
trade, he said, was at present done 
through the shipping houses of New 
York and San Francisco. That had 
the unfortunate effect of making 
much of the trade appear as if it ori­
ginated in the States. Of course, said 
Mr. Ross, the < American shipping 
houses were the first in the field and 
it was difficult to divert trade from 
its wonted channels. Howêver, it was 
encouraging to note that the direct 
trade was increasing and several Can­
adian manufacturers now had repre­
sentatives in Australia.

“What about Canadian wheat?” Mr. 
Ross was asked. “Well,” he replied, 
“you must remember that. Australia 
has a large wheat crop of her own and 
I cannot see very much opportunity 
for expansion in Canadian exports of 
wheat except in seasons of drought. 
Ordinarily Australia has a wheat sur­
plus to export. At the sànje time a 
quantity of Canadian flour is regularly 
imported into Australia for purposes 
of mixing with domestic flour. Of 
otigt Canadian exports to Australia 
I plight mention lumber, agricultural 
implements, furniture, dry goods and 
quite a variety of small lines. I see no 
beacon why' the trade in these articles 
should not steadily increase.”

would be able to eh^er into an agree­
ment with Canada before the end of 
the year.

a ted very much the courteous treat­
ment which was bestowed upon him. 
Although the date is somewhat distant, 
Mr. Ross was encouraged to believe 
that Winnipeg would not be without 
due representation at the Australian 
gathering of the imperial chambers of 
commerce. This assembly will be the 
third of its kind ever held in the em­
pire. The first was convened in Mon­
treal In 1903, and the second in London 
in 1906. Australia is already preparing 
for the meeting of next year, and it is 
proposed to extend to the visiting dele­
gates a measure of hospitality which 
will not soon be forogtten.

The last subject discussed with Mr. 
Ross was that of state advances to 
farmers. “New Zealand and all the 
Australian states, except Tasmania,” 
said Mr. Ross, “have established land 
bank systems, under which financial 
aid is extended to farmers. The system 
varies in different states. South Aus­
tralia probably makes the highest ad­
vances, loaning sums up to $25,000 to 
one person at a time. The custom of 
raising the money in the different 
states is to sell debentures to the gen­
eral public. During recent years such 
money has been available in Australia 
at 4 per cent, per annum. At the end 
of 1907 over $26,885,000 had been ad­
vanced to farmers. Of this amount all 
had been repaid except a balance of 
$13,960,000. Taking the state of Vic­
toria, the records show that the amount 
advanced to farmers amounts to over 
$10,555,000, of which $4,300,000 has been 
repaid. At the end of the last Victorian 
financial year the accumulated profits 
of the Victorian government from such 
advances amounted to $310,000. These 
figures speak for themselves. I do not, 
however, insinuate that this system 
would be possible or advisable in Can­
ada.”

net hundred per cent on nothing. And 
yet my youthful ardor in their associa-, 
tion knew no bounds. The partiality, 
for poultry culture completely possess­
ed me, and the flame of love engender­
ed and still bums on warmly yyt. It- 
grew and developed and Systematized 
and is yet a pleasure that is past unjt 
derstanding. Its personal cares, sue: 
preme over everything else is the onf 
kind of labor I really love. Thus mats 
ters moved along until 1855, when af 
enterprizing Yankee from Massachuj 
setts emigrated west and settled in I1J 
linois. He brought amongst us th| 
most marvellous creatures that thg 
wild and tragic freaks of poetic dream! 
could picture. They were the most 
splendid specimens of the great in­
vincible and voracious Shanghai. They 
were from China, the home of the 
Light Brahma and the Langshan, and 
thus we are indebted to China for all 
our big breeds of poultry, for the art 
of printing and for the Golden Rule. 
I went miles to see these giant celes­
tials. At once they inflamed a furort 
all over the west that Wâs drtly equal* 
led in the eastern states when the# 
came and where the so-called “He# 
Fever” that had been raging for severMT 
years with all the force and dignity of 
an epidemic, until finally, as I have in­
dicated, it reached the wçet, until th4 
unsophisticated citizens or Illinois felt 
the infectious fever for the great fancy 
fowls. I need scarcely say we all fell 
down and worshipped this gloriodl 
bird of paradise. All offered any price 
for eggs, and soon pure-bred and high 
grade birds abounded everywhere. 
They were sent to relatives and friend* 
and thus the impetus and Improvement 
in poultry culture began and spread 
from Illinois all over the United 
States. The color of this early import­
ed standard stock was buff, and differ* 
ed from the modem Buff Cochin only 
in length of legs and block-shaped' 
body. In other words, the stately 
strong and sturdy Buff Cochin which 
I have bred as a specialty, is a lineal 
descendant from the far-famed Shang1 
hai. He is cut down from his origin® 
altitude, spread out and yet condensed 
in every direction, grandly glided and 
perfected in plumage and in short, 
bred up by a standard uniform rule 
to more consistent symetrlcal and use­
ful shape. Later the great Asiatic 
birds, the Light Brahamas, which I 
am breeding now to perfection, were 
introduced, and soon these Asia 
breeds, as they are still called, 
ed their blood all over the American 
continent. Their influence for good 
was felt at once In almost every flock 
of fowls, and thus there was awaken­
ed everywhere an extravagant excite­
ment over the new-born business of 
poultry culture.

f9fl stock. They were never feet They 
annually increased by hatching from 
eggs they succeeded in hiding in the 
wéeds and hedges, among briars ,0.nd 
underbrush,

smart-weed and dog-fennel, 
eggs were hunted by crows by day and 
by coons and other enemies by night, 
and thus these wild and wayward hens 
had a rough, romantic and cheerless 
chance.

Yet often, against all such odds two 
or thre^ came creeping and clucking 
out of copse and chaos with a few 
little lively chicks which they were al­
lowed to scratch for on the theory that 
her time wasn’t worth anything. But 
once in a while an old blue hen with 
educated cunning beyond her kind, 
would elude all opposition and shelter­
ed thus from the rapacity of all around 
her, this long lost, this ancient, earn­
est and finally forgotten old domin- 
ique would come out of her covert 
with a chick for every egg which she 
hazarded her life to hatch. In autumn 
when the weeds were thick, devoted 
thus to “nest hiding” and natural 
hatching, were the only serene, untar­
nished taste of pure repose and per­
fect peace that ever filled the soul of 
these energetic, earnest, guileless, 
goodly hens. Nowhere else on earth 
may We find such examples of self- 
sacrifice, such care and caution, such 
energetic honesty, such patient, per­
sistent fortitude and faith as these 
thus shut out from the world and self- 
concealed alike from friend and foe, 
was silently wrought out in worthiest 
life labors of this spontaneous, self- 
supporting barn-yard poultry of the 
past. They are all covered up by the 
ploughshire of civilized push and prog­
ress. Still for all the solace my youth­
ful innocense found in their society,
I feel I owe to their memory this re­
cognition, this fearful, tneder tribute, 
this sad $ut fond farewell.

Such of this ancient stock as sur­
vived by the wild winds of winter—^ts 
piercing cold and ice and sleet and 
show, and were not starved nor frozen 
on the roost, emerged in the spring 
with scaly legs and frozen comb, 'and 
with feathers full of vermin, and 
so out of order that seldom they -suc­
ceeded in dusting themselves into 
shape, and gathering from grass and 
garbage nutrition enough to bring 
back the abused system to vernal ac­
tion, to honest vital business before 
the first of April or May. These an­
cient farm fowls were much the same 
in every section all over the conti­
nent. They crowed and cackled an.l 
looked alike, they wore the same gen­
eral complexion and were character­
ized by the same essential habits 
everywhere all over the United States 
of America from Maine to Mexico, 
and from Oregon to the Atlantic ocekn, 
“One general slush of Nature’s brush,

Had made ithem all akin.”
Their average weight
months was three to five pounds. They 
carried surplus fat, they fought for 
every favor, they took care of them­
selves from choice from the force of 
habit, from instinct and from. neces­
sity. They combined all conceivable 
colors from the brilliant long sickk- 
tailed cock to the curious 
called tha “sreepy,” With very short 
legs, but above all, we had the sturdy 
old dominique. which finally 
the basis in building our present “Ply­
mouth Rock.” These birds were thus 
bred for ages, forward and backward,

Vancouver, July 22.—John Gunn, of 
John Gunn & Sons, railway contractors 
of Winnipeg, is here on business. His 
firm will shortly complete the contract 
for the masonry work of the C. F. R. 
high-level bridge at Lethbridge, Alta., 
on the Crow’s Nest line. The structure 
■will cost about $1,500,000. There are 
over 10C spans, the greatest height over 
the river being 318 feet, and the length 
one and one-quarter miles.

Mr. Gunn, who is a guest, at the 
• Hotel Vancouver, stated to-day that 
good progress has been made, consid­
ering that work was, not started until 
last October. A few biers remain to be 
built. This, however, was greatly Im­
peded owing to high water, the false 
work having been carried away, and 
seven engines lost in the bed of the 
river. The piers, however, will soon 
be ready for the steel superstructure, 
whose completion will occupy at least 
one year.

Mr. Gunn is also building the piers 
for the proposed Grand Trunk Pacific 
bridge across the Battle river at Hard- 
isty, Alberta. This structure will span 
the river at an élévation of 180 feet. 
It will be half a mile long and will cost 
*500,OOÇ.

The same firm is installing a gravity 
water works system at Calgary, at a 
cost of $156,000.

82Vanconvèr, July 22.—An effort will 

be made by the Dominion government 
to preserve the forests on the moun­
tains of' the Kamloops country, so as 
to conserve the water for irrigation 
purposes. With this object in view, 
B. K 'Campbell,' superintendent of for­
estry, arrivèd in Vancouver yester­
day and is a guest at the Hotel Van­
couver. Mr. Campbell will in a few 
days meet Mr. Lemy, the Dominion 
government’s forestry representative 
here, and the two will conduct a tour 
of inspection.

Mr. Campbell stated ‘ that though a 
great portion of the Kamloops dis­
trict is used for grazing, the land 
there is excellent for agricultural pur­
poses, provided the water could be 
properly conserved for irrigation. As. 
however, the indiscriminate cutting 
of timber is likely to ruin the moun­
tain-top forests for the conserving of 
water, the government has deemed it 
advisable to appoint a competent of­
ficial to manage the cutting of desired 
timber in a scientific manner. In some 
places it may be necessary to seed 
or plant, but whenever timber is cut 
in the future it will have to be taken 
in a manner as to leave sufficient trees 
for reseeding the soli and thus main­
tain the perpetuity of the forests.

Who will be- appointed to take 
charge of these forest reserves is not 
yet known.
