FLOOD IN PROSPECT.

The Ohi¢ ‘River is Two Feet Over the
Daxger Mark.

Cincinnath, March 26.—To-night the out-
look for a great flood in the Ohio river Is
almost disheartening. . The river at noon
to-day passed the 55-foot mark here, two
feet above the danger line. A light rain
this. affernoon, transformed to-night into a
Wedvy rain, has caused apprehension of a
flood record above the disastrous one- of
1884, All depends upon the exteut and
severity of this rainstorm now coming from
the southwest. Street railroads are tiooded
between Newport and Dayton, and between
Covington and Ludlow, Ky. River navigu-
tion is embarrassed here, because of a flood-
ed  landing.. The only place fof landing
goods is at the riversand railway-transfer
station in the west end. As predicted in
these dispatches list might, the Grand Cen-
tral depot has been flooded so that no trains
have entered siice noon. Trains entering
that depot all have emergency stations out-
side, which they ‘are using.

The railroad sitvation is much the same
as reported last night, allowing for im-
provement.

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KETTLE RIVER RAILWAY.

Sir William C. Van Horne has written
a long letter to the Toronto Globe in re-
ply to the ‘editorial which appeared in
that newspaper regarding. the application
of Mpr. Corbin to the Dominion Parlia-
ment forr a gharter to build a railway in
the Boundary district. They are mistak-
en who indulge the belief that a man of
figures _and hard practical facts like Sir
William cannot wield the pen like a lit-
terateur;. even like a Sgturday Review
critic for vigor and intensity. He ‘“goes
for” the Globe like a Trojan; his open-

ing sentences affording a capital example 1

of what is to follow. Here they are:
“Sir,—I am astonished beyond measure
at the editorial in'the Globe of yester-
day, on the Kettle er railway. The
responsible editor = must have been
abroad, for the fairness and good busi-
ness judgment; and the  patriotic senti-
ment, which "usually characterize the
Globe, seeg to me to be all wanting.”
Sir William then declares ‘that the
C.P.R. is a national institution rather
than a private commercial enterprise
paying dividends to its shareholders and
operated wholly for their benefit and
profit. He declares the C.P.R. do not
intend to ask for any subsidy for the line
they intend to build from Columbia river
to ‘Boundary -distriet, which will be done
at great expense, through the mountains,
instead of zig-zagging agross the interna-
tional boundary line, “whijch would not
suift the C.PR’s. purpose.” - Sir William
says he has not'a word to say against
Mr. Corbin personally, but immediately
afterwards refers .to that gentleman as
a ‘lon who  devours Canadian lambs.
Haying put forward the C.P.R’s. deter-
mination to ask for no subsidy in respect
of the Kettle River, or Boundary district
extension as a magnanimous and patriot-
ic’ act on the part of the C.P.R., Sir
William thus refers #0 Mr. Corbin’s simi-
lar determination:, X
“It is no meMNt that. Mr; Corbin has
. asked no subsidy. *To have asked Can-
ada for a subsidy to énable foreign rail-
way lines to take away her business
would have been insolent.”” ™~ ;
Which is, at least, not handsome of
Sir William to his opponent, and a trifle
contradictory besides. Sir William then
quotes. the freight charges on Mr. Cor-
bin’s Nelson branch road—one dollar a
" ton on oré to Northport, Wash., two dol-
lars, twenty-five cents a ton to Nelson—
but he does not mention Mr. Corbin’s
statement, that the building of the Ket-
tle River line would -engble’him to equal-
ize the rates, nor does he.give Mr. Cor-

‘“Enormous sums of public and private
money. have gone into it and it has be-
come the greatest commercial arm of the
Dominion. It cannot efficiently " serve
the purpose for which it was created
if its strength is sapped continually for
private ends. To be potent it must be
kept strong. Every line permitted to
enter Canadian territory from the south
is a weappn in the hands of the com-
petitors of the Canadian Pacific, and we
-have at this.time #n illustration of the
use which is. made of them.” 4

That is, all competitioh, Canadian or
‘American, is to be sternly put down that
the C.P.R. may be ‘“kept strong so that
it may be potent’; potent. what for? That
its shareholders - may reap greater pro-
fits?  British Columbia is peculiarly at
the mercy of the C.P.R. - Many of the
very Victorians who voted agagnst the
Corbin charter send their goods to the
Okanagan and Kooteffay country by way
of the Awmerican lines rather than pay
the exorbitant C.P.R. charges. In this
province we want railvhay competition if
we want anything. The Kettle River
road beyond question would prove™a boon
to the whole of southern British Colum-
bia by affording cheap transportation and
by breaking down monopolistic rates. We
have no animus against the C.P.R.;
when it is the C.P.R. against the United
States lines we back the home line; but

the present is far from being such a case. |:

The C.P.R., according to Sir William: C.
Van Horne, wants the Canadian people
{0 nurse and coddle it perpetually. and
prevent any competition’ “blowing ‘with
frosty breath upon. its high rafés: but we
hope ‘the Canadian geople through their
representatives. at Ottawa will not 'hin-
der healthy competition.

Notwithstanding repeated attempts of
certain contemporaries to twist the re-
marks we made regarding the Ntikine
route into an attack upon that routc,', we
are quite as much pleased as they to
learn that affairs there -have -taken a
more favorable turn..

IN THE FAR EAST.

New York, March 28.—The Sun pub-
lishes the following from its corres-
pondent to-day: ‘“The correspondent of
the Sun is informed by a good authority
that the sailing of the British fleet
from Hongkong northward will open up
an entire departure from the policy
England has hitherto followed in the
Far East. Great Britain will no longer
attempt to maintian the status quo or
resist the partition of China, but will
berself take a hand in the game. The
orders given for the mobilization on’
Tuesday of the British fleet at Hong-
kong followed a prolonged meeting of
the cabinet on Friday, when it was de=
cided, as a counterpoise to the recent
acquisitions of Russia, France and
Germany that England should seek a
new naval base in China. It is thought
that the island of Chusan in the pro-
vince of Che Kiang is the likeliest to be
chosen for this purpose. If this is the
entire scope of the mission the warlike
preparatiens at Hongkong . ‘séem: 1o be
¢éxaggerated unless they aim to  soften
British  disappointment by demonstra-
tion of naval strength and readiness in
the presence of English ‘rivals in the Far
‘East. The nef resnlt otherwise is that

This anfiouncement was receiyed by -the
Spanish government with an appreciation
of the friendly character of the visit of the
Maine and with the: notifica
witentionsto. retura thecourtesy. by sending
Spanish ships to the principal ports of the
United Staftes.

Meanwhile, the Malne entered the port
of Havana, on the 25th of January, her
arrival being marked with no special inci-
dent besides the exchange of the customary
salutes and ceremonial visits.

The Maine continued. in the harbor of
Havana during three weeks following her
arrival, ' No appreciable excitement attend-
ed her stay, but, on the contrary, a feeling
of relief and confidence followed the re-
sumption of the long interrupted friendly
intercourse.

So noticeable was the immediate effect
of her visit that the consul-general strong-
ly urged that the presence of our ships in
Cuban -waters- would be kept up by re-
taining the Maine at Havana, or in the
event of her recall, by sending another
vessel there to take her place.

At 40 minutes past 9, in the evening of
the 15th of February, the Maine was de-
stroyed .by an explosion; by which the en-
tire forward part of the ship was utterly
wrecked,

In this catastrophe, two officers and 200
of her crew .perished, those who were not
killed - outright / by the explosion. being
penned between the decks by thé tangle of
wreckage and- drowned by ‘the immediate
sinking of the hull.

Prompt assistance was rendered by neigh-
boring ‘vessels apehored in the harbor, aid
belng especially given by boats of the Span-
ish cruiser Alghonso XIII and the Ward
line steamer Oity of Washington, which
lay not far distant.

The wounded were generously cared for
by the authorities of Havana, the hospi-
tals being freely opened to them, while
the earliest recovered of the bodies were
interred b{ the maunicipality in the public
cemetery in that city. Tributes of grief
and sympathy were offered from all official
quarters of the island.

The appalling calamity fell upon the peo-

for a brief iime intense excitement pre-
vailed, which, in a community less just and
selfishly controlled, must have led to hasty
acts of blind resentment.

-aH facts bearing upon their administra®
tion of the affairs of the country, . es-
pecially so when their conduct is to be
questioned by a motion, notice of which
has been given: Be it resolved that
Messrs. Higgins, Helmcken and the
mover be a committee, with power
to send for persons and papers to in-
quire into the cause of such neglect, and
to ascertain the name or names of the
person or persons who are responsible
for the gross delay in complying with
the terms of the said ocder of this
house, and to report to this house.

Hon, Mr. Turner asked whether notice
had been given.

Mr. Williams ‘replied that it was a
question of privilege and that notice was
not required. He said he considered it a
great breach of privilege that the govern-
ment did not comply with the orders of
the house for the returns of papers. The
orders to which "he referred had been
made on the 12th of the present month
and yet the house had no intimation that
any attention would be paid to sueh or-
der by the government. He thought that
there had been a deliberate attempt on
the part of the government to prevent
the matter from coming up in the house.

The speaker said that he could not see
any difference between the motion of Mr,
Williams and the motion of Mr. Sword.
They were matters of which notice could
have been given and there was no reason
why notice should not. have been given.

Hon. Mr. Turner again moved that the
house proceed to:the orders of = the'day.
In doing so, he said, he could not but re-
mark upon the extraordinary proceedings
which the members had just witnessed.
He 'said that Messrs. Sword and Wil-
liams ‘had moved preposterous resolu-
tions, expressly for..the object of inter-
fering with the business of:the house and
confusing the minds of members of the
house.

Mr. Williams said that he would like
to discuss the matter with the premier.

Hon. Mr. Turner replied that Mr. Wil-
liams had been exposed, but he assured
him that he would get it a little more.

The motion that the house proceed to
the orders of the day was then assented
to.

Hon. Mr. Turner then delivered the
budget speech.  After a few introduc-
tory remarks, he said: :

If we turn to the estimates, I have no
doubt that members on all sides will all
be gratified at the disclosures made. They
may, however, be disappointed at being
unable to take up their old cry—that the
bad government -of the province is
steadily reducing the revenue. As we
all know, at the last election they were
entirely committed to that cry. They
ridiculed my statements made in 1894
at Vancouver and New Westminster,
that in a few years we should, through
the help of liberal expenditure in opening
up the country, see the revenue probably
increased by fifty to seventy-five per
cent. I admit that this has come sooner
than I then expected. The revenue at
that time was $877,000, whilst for 1898
it will at least amount to $1,400,000, an
increase closely approaching seventy-five
per cent., in four years. Failing this,
however, they will have to take up the
thread-bare argument of the member
for Dewdney, that the conversion of the
debt was muddled, and that although
it ‘has given us cheap money, it was a
mistake; or the still older cry, that the
government is going to expend largely
in public works in order -to buy up con-
stituencies; or, as they say, bribe the

Wat have hitherto been paid under the
temporary vote have been placed on ‘the
permanent lise. Administration of jus-
| tice salaries is increased by $69,000. Of
i this $18.000 arises from the necessity ot
adding largely to thée police force, partie-
alarly for the new districts of the pro-
vince. A new jail has been opened at
Nelson, and the jail at Kamloops largely
inéreased in size. Lockups have been
provided for in Cassiar on the Stikine
river, and on Lake Bennett. The great
increase under this head is absolutely
necessary in_ order to meet the rapid
change in the province. Public institu-
tions maintenance appears for $16,000
more than in 1897. This is particularly
accounted for by the large increase for
the hospital for the insane. There is an
increase of $38,000 under -education
which shows rather more than the regu-
lar raite. It appears that there are some
3,000 more children in the province than
Tast year. TUnder miscéllaneous appears
an_ increase of $14,000, arising from the
increased business of the province.
Liarger grants to agricultural societies
have also been placed on the votes.

I do not propose to go into every de-
tail of expenditure, as when we get into
committee every ‘line hag to be consider-
ed and voted separately. I will call at-
tention, however, particularly to the
large vote in the estimates for public
works. = This amounts to $250,000 more
than has ever before been voted, and it
is . only the confidence I have that such
an expenditure will not only tend greatly
to- advance the progress of the province
and add. to the advantages it already
posssses, but also be reproductive anq
very soon largely add to the revenue anq
thus pay for itself that makes me pro--
pose such a sum.

The great increase in the expenditure
required under the administration of jus-
tice salaries is abnormal, arvising from
conditions already . explained. I mig%’
add that a very large part of what i~
treated as fixed expenditure might with
fairness go to public works. For exam-
ple, such sums as those devoted to agri-

settlements, assistance to hospitals, phy-
sicians, ete;, as these are all directly “for
the comfort of these people and advance-
ment of the province. ‘I'hay amount to
at least $100,000 more. Treated in

for running the machinery of the province
amount to $1,270,000, while our revenue
is $1,453,389; and as I have said before,
these charges are abnormally high at the
present time, much beyond what they
will be within the next five years unr
doubtedly amount to two- and three
quarter millions, or at least two mil-
lions and a half.

Now, sir, it will be seen as a result ot
this the special appropriations. for pub-
lic works for the coming year require
an expenditure over revenue of nearly
$5640.000. To this has to be added the
overdraft on the 30th June next, which
after -allowing for revenue to come in
will amount to about $260,000. This will
have to be provided for by loan, but
owing to the high position of the credit
of the province, there will be no difficulty
in obtaining the money necessary at a
most reasonable rate and small cost
price. This points to. the great value ot
the policy that was introduced by the
governtfient of 1891 with respect” to the

ciers, such as the late Mr. Currie, ‘of
Glynn. Mills- & Currie, the advisers on
Indian affairs to:the imperial goveru-
ment, or of Mr. King, the well known
actuary. -

Theywr‘iter in' the Times got very
much muddled over the investment of
theisinking fund. HHis view is evident
ly “thet, trustees are not reguired, but
whether investors in our ‘funds would
think so is rather doubtful. Some years
back, the  opposition, represented by the
Times, held that the_Bntxsh'_Columbm
threes were at too high a price. They
were then about at 90. It was asserted
that such a price was ﬁctxt_xous——tha.t it
was brought about by investing our. sink-
ing ‘funds in our own stock and coald
not be kept up. We do not hear much of
this now. as our stock has steadily risen
antil it is at 103 or. 104. If, however,
we' find that the standinz of the pro-
vinee in respect to its credits should de-
cline, it would be-time enough to re-
commend the Londun ‘trustecs and
financiers to seek advice from the sage
of Dewdney, .

In this connection I will quote the
opinfon of a very high authority in Lon-
don: “Having estimated the rcredit .of
the province on''a superior basis by is-
suing its loan in the form of inscribed
steck, ‘bearing 'a lower raté: of Jnterest,
it. béeame possible 'to. still further ‘en-
hance it credit by consolidating its eut-
standing debts, as far as possible, in
that’ form.” The same authority says:
“And inasmuch as the larger the amount
of an issue the more free the market will
be, an inscribed stock bearing a lower rate
of interest which is a part_ of a lar-
ger issue, will always command a higher
price than the same security in the same
form. which is part of the smaller is-
sue.” Accordingly. following again the
example of other colonial gzovernments,
it was of importance to consolidate the
debt “of the province by the converson
of the debertures into the inscribed
stock.” y

But neither is this all. Having estab-
lished' the  credit. of .the previnee -on: 2
superior bas’s by issuing its loans in
the form of inscribed stock bearing =
lower rate of interest 'and having en-
hanced its credit: by consolidating its
debt as far as possible, in that form, it
remaijned to further enhance its credit
by investing the sinking funds in such
stoek. It should be obvious that the
purchases of inseribed stock were not
ouly ipso facto cancellation of debt, bnt
by inecreasing the demand for the stock
they :intended to raise the price of it
and so benefit the province in_ the case
of fuoture borrowing. But this matter
has grown threadbare in discussion. One
thing, however, the houvse, and I am sure
the province. does know about it, is that
the policy adopted has placed British Ce-
lumbia in the fore front of credit and
has ensbled it to obtain 1its money at
the very lowest rate of in terest, and at
the very smallest cost, and that, 1 think,
is _very satisfactory to the province.

It has been claimed in the house this
sesgipn that the expenses of govern:
went are increasing out of proportion to
the revenue, = This, if examined, will be
found to be an incorrect statement, as I
have many times before this proved. If
we turn to 1893, the revenue was $798,-
570, civil government salarice $150,000,
or eighteen and threc-ynarters per cent.
In 1898 the revenue is $1.453,389; civii
government salaries 145,710, or about
ten per cent; or, tn go back to 1892,
when we had ‘large land sales and: the
revenue was a millien, civil government
salaries: were $120,000; or. twelve: | per
cent.  As an actuslfact. howeyer, .the
decrease in the cost of salaries in pro-
portion to revenue is greater than this,
as the permanent subsidy from Canada
should be deducted from the : revenue,
This subsidy costs nothing to collect and
requires no labor.

Another membe, has stated that the
expenditure in public works did no
amount since in 1891 to as much as the
money borrowed. I have only to say to
this that $3.600.000 has been borrowed
since 1891, and that during that time up
to date $3.800.000 has been expended on
such publie works as roads, streets,
trails, bridges, bhuildings, surveys, etec.,
and in addition for such public works as |

‘seftleménts. hospitals—at least $350.000
more. ov considerably over = $4,000.000.
In addition to the general works of the
government as ecarried on until eight or
ten yedars ago. the government has taken
in hrnd assistance of agrieulture, fruit
growine. dairying and kindred indus-
ties. The introduction ‘of acts in re-
hy grants to agrieultural and other soeie- |
lation thereto have already proved their
value .by the great interest taken in
them by agriculturists- and. by the al-
ready considerable advance in the dairy-
ing and fruit growing - industries, and
now we find farmers’ institutes starting
into existence in many parts of the pro-
vinee, These. bv promoting co-onerative
effort, till no doubt assist in the wel-
fare of! our farmers.

At the present time we have taken up
the very important enterprise of dyking
many thousands of acres of Fraser river
lands, - The work on these is going on
most satisfactorily. and we have every
reagon to believe that a very large area
of “valuable land will be ready for the
work of,the farmer early this vear. We
hope to be able to extend still further
the plan of dyking operations.. When
these. works are completed T feel that
the gavernment ought to take into con-
sideration. ‘and an effort made to have
a report ‘on another verv imporiant sys-
tem of works to.aid the agriculturists.
I refer to the irrigating works for the
dry lands of the interior. (Hear. hear.)
If it is feasible to carry such works out,
they would, T believe. hecame maost re-
munerative and self-sustaining, There is
also the subieet of cold storage, combin-
od with abbatoirs, “to bhe ceonsidered.
Sneh works might prove to be of vast

advantage to our stock raisers of the in-

! terior, enabling them to ‘kill and keep
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agrietithre, communication 'with' remote |

their beef for a favorable time and mar-
ket. This aid to farmers would be an-
other and good form of cheap money,
and would help to further legislation in
this direction. Of course, such works
can only be carried out gradually, Our
first care should be by building rosds
and trails, and securing the construction
of railways to open up the country, en-
abling the farmer, the stock raiser and
the miner to have easy access to their
places of wark, and to be able to dispose
of their productions to the best advan-
tage. We have taken steps to ascertain
the feasibility and advantage of growing
flax. in this. provinee. ' If thé prodact

,ean be.successfully raised it ‘would add

considerably to'our resources. . Some at-
tempts have also been made with the
sugar bect: the results of the experiment
are, however, not fully known yet.

I had hoped to be able to announce to-
day the particulars of the arrangement
we are now pushing to insure large rail-
way works going on in the province
during the coming summer, I.am con-
fident, however, that the line from Pen-
ticton to Robtson will shortly he com-

ced, the line from Robson going on
silllultaneously, and a commencement
also made on the T'raser river for the
section to the coast, and that a line will
be rushed through in the north. Such
work as this will greatly add to the pro-
gress of the province.

Mr. Sword said that he had listened
with considerable interest to the remarks
of the finance minister, but he confessed
that he'did not expect that he was going
to bring up the old question of the con-
version of the debt, or he would have
refreshed his memory with respect to it.
He did not think that the finance minis-
ter’s remarks with respeet to the esti-
mates were as full as the finance minis-
ter was in the habit of giving the house
upon such oceasions. The house had heard
the statement of the amount whereby
the increase in the expenditure was
made uprand while every one would ac-
knowledge that the development of the
eountry necessitates a larger sum in re-
gard to the expenditures for administra-

-fion, -he thought it would have been

mwore satisfactory to the house and to the
country had the finance minister shown.
that despite whatever increase there had
been in the revenue, the administration
of affairs was conducted in such a man-
ner as to.secure full value for the money
expended. He said that some time be-
fore there had been an attempt made by
the government in this direction, when
the salaries of the civil servants were re-
duced a certain percentage.
sidered a penny wise and pound foolish
system of saving. It would have been
better economy had the finance minister
seen how wmany of the officials
could have been dispensed with altogeth-
er. True'economy was not to be obsery-
ed by cutting dewn the wages of the eivil
servants; bt in seeing those upon the list
. were fully employed. He said that the
finance minister always made the at-
tempt at misleading the country into be-
lieving that when the members of the
onposition desired retrenchment, that
they sought to cut down the vote for
necessary public works. He said it
would puzzle the minister of finance to
show a single instance in which neces-
sary publie works had not received the
assent of the whole house.” With respect
to the parlinment ' buildings. there was
not ane member of the opposition side of
the bouse who had not opposed the vote
for them, and there was not one mem-
ber who wished that he had not done so.
The result had heen that the exwvenses
of  government had been very largely
augmented. and the dispatch of business
not . facilitated. In short, in the new
buildings’the government had a white
elephant on its hands.

Several 'government members. pointed
out that Hon. Mr. Beaven voted for the
brildings, bnt Hr. Sword replicd thst
he was speaking of the present members
of the house. He said it was the regu-
lar statement for the government to
make, when any member of the house
complained of the discrepancy between
the expenditure and the revenue, to say
that he wished to cut down the vote for
necessary, public works and prevent the
development- of the country. What he
contended was that there was tog much
expended under the head of administra-
tion ‘and too little upon public woiks.

‘He had. prepared a statement of the ex-

traordinary revenue of the province for
the past ten years, including the: revenue
from' the K proceeds of Joans, land -sales,
subsidies from the . Dominion govern-
ment, and sums which the province had
received in trust, and also the amount
which had been expended upon public
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works, and it would show that after
everything had been taken into account
there was a large snm which hud sim-
ply gone in the way of expenses of ad-
ministration., He reminded the house
that in reckoning the proceeds of the
loans he had taken the net proceeds in
every instance, deducting ceommissions

{ and charges. For the year 1887 the pro-

| ceeds of loans were $975.398. In’ 1891
{ they ambunted to $792,616, and in 1893
$522,390.  This ‘latter loan was what
was known as the parliament buildings
. loan, and at the time the government

| ‘made the- loan. it was stated that the
1 sum  realized from the same ‘would be .
-sufficient  to ‘pay for the new buildings.

For 1895 the proceeds of loans 'were
. $1,862,544, and for 1897 $1,100,000, or
i a total for the ten years of $4,522,948,
{ To this amount was to be added the pro-
{ ceeds of the subsidies received from the
{ Dominion government. In the case of
the 8. & O. railway this amounted to
$163,200, and in the case of the Nukusp
. & Slocan - $118,4020, or a total of ‘$281,-
! 600. The pruceeds of the land sales for
i the ten years aggregated $1,404,082, and
i the amounts deposited with the govern-
ment on account of the intestate estates,
etc., amounted to $105,642. Under these
various heads there was therefore the
sum of $6,044,272, of what might be call-
ed extraordinary revenue of the province
to account for, exclusive of the ordinary,
revenue. The question was, where had
the money gong? The finance minister
endeavored to make out that it had been
expended upon public works. Such was
the answer which came naturally to his
lips and welled up whenever the question
was put, but such was not the case. In
accounting for the money it would be
found that there was an overdraft of
$353,170 to be. provided for in the year
. 1887; that at the close of the fiscal year
; 1897 there was cash in the bank amount-
1mmg to $266,680, and that there was
cash in the hands of agents amounting
to $21,711. Tn’ this way $641,561 were
accounted for, which left a balance .of
. $5,402,711. For the ten years the ex-
. benditure upom roads, streets, bridgesy
wharves and surveys amounted to $4.-
. 864,192, 'Of this amonnt he contended,
however, that probably one-half of the
, expenditure was in the nature ot repairs,

He held that if would
be more honest to credit such expendi-
tures upon repairs as simply the ordin-
ary annual expenses in regard to the
carrying out of the business of the pro-
vince.

144. This sum taken from the amount

bridges, etc. Against this he said the
goverrment would be justified in taking
credit for the difference in the amount of
sinking funds. In 1887 .fthese amounted
to $178,420, and in 1897 to $598,406, the
difference being $419,986. 'I'o this difs
ference might also/be added the amount
owing by dyking commissioners, prob-
ably $20,000, or a total of $439,986. If
this total were deducted from the sum
of $1,754,567, the difference which
would remain to be accounted for from®
the extraordinary revenne would be
$1,314,581. - He would like to call the
attention of the legislature to thig
amount and ask what the province had
got to show for.the expenditure of this
large sum: If the members of the house
would turn to page seven of the public
accounts they would see what was
placed to the credit of the province for
this amount. - Nothing more. than a
small number of -doubtful’ accounts
which were almost certain in some cases
to turn out debts. "“In other words the
annual revenue of the province had been
exceeded to“the extent of $1,300,000 of
borrowed money, for which theprovince
bad no asset whatever.

Sword, who, after looking it over said
that he had to thank the finance. mini-
ster for nothing since the prospectus
which he had brought down was that for
the loan of 1891, which had already ap-
peared upon the papers of the house.
What he wanted .was the prospectuses
of the loans of 1891, 1893 and 1895. and
the action of thd finance minister in not
bringing them down was a fair sample
of the way in which the government
complied with the ovders of the house.

Mr. Sword, in discussing the prospec-
tus of the loan of 1891 called the at-
tention of the house to the manner in
which sthe prospectus had been received
by the Bank of British Columbia in Lon-
don if§ looking after the interests of its
clientss He referred to the wording of
the prospectus with respect to the pay-
ment of unearned interest. The pros-
pectus” stated that the full six months
would be paid in January, while the or-
der in council provided for the payment
of interest only from the date wupon
which the stock was issued.

L. B. Hamlin, Civil Engineer, of This
City, Met Death in the
. Frozen North.

 With a Companion He Took Pa:t ina

Rusk 'to 'Reindéer CreekKand” '
Was Lost. L)

Spent a Night in the Mountains and
Died from the Effects
of Exposure,

L. B. Hamlin, civil engineer, of this
city, who was sent to the Yukon country
by the provincial government to report
on the corfdition of the rivers between
Teslin Lfke and Dawson, City, died in
the Klondike metropolis on February 18,
from the ‘effects of cold and exposure.
Mr. Hamlin and a companion had taken
part in a rush to Reindeer Creek, a
branch of Dominion Creek, and were re-
turning to Dawson to record the ciaims
they had staked, when they lost their
way. All night they wandered around
looking for shelter, ithe weathér ‘béing
bitterly cold. Just as  daylight was
breaking they reached ‘a cabin, but, by
this time Mr. Hamlin, Who was fully
sixty years of age, and physically. unfit
for such a trip, was thoronzhly exhaust-
ed, and soon after arriving at the eabin
he lapsed 1mto uncomsciousness. “Word
was sent to Dawson and the Mounted
Police dog team was sent out to bring
Mr. Hamlin in to the hospital. * The trip
occupied several days, and all the. time
the patient was unconscious. He arriy-
ed at the Dawson hospital on the morn-
ing of February 16, and John Piche, the
government courier, who arrived here.on
Saturday, went .in to,see Mr. Hamilin
a few hours before he started for the
coast. The doctor then said there wgs
no hope. On his way ouf Mr. Piche t
a trip up Henderson Creek. When he
returned to the Yukon river wgain  pe
met a miner who had left Dawson af;;r
him, and from him learned of Mr. I{a.xp-
lin’s death. b3

The deceased, previous to his trip .1
the Yukon, had for a number of yeg

a vesidént of Vietoria. He -was
a natiye of New Brunswick, and came
to British- Columbia in 1880 with"the
engineering corps engaged on the Onder-
donk sectivn of the Canadian Pacific
railway. On the completion of the work
he came to®Victoria and giving up the
practice of his profession lived a retire
life. Just before the collapse of Eg
real estate boom he was induced to enter
into partnership with Francis Bouchijer’
in the reil estate .hnsiness, and this ab-
sorbed his entire fortune. After the dis-
solution of the firm Mr. Hamlin again
entered upon the practice of his profes-
sion, and had almost continually been en-
gaged hy the provinecinl government,
