Cougne was transferred from the port
of Richibucto and placed under the sur-
vey of the port of Moncton on Sept.
Ist, 1883. All exports: for sea after
that date were credited to Moncton.

The shipments of the above ports for
1881 were 15,641,063 s. f. and for 1882
they were 13,829,660 s. f., so that there
was an excess for the past year of 5,549,-
097 s. f. over 1881 and of 7,260,500 s.f.
over 1882,

Many millions feet of lumber manu-
factured in Kent County are shipped in
barges to the Miramichi whence they
are exported from Newcastle, the credit
thereof not being given to Richibucto.
The same remarks apply to nearly all
the canned fish put up in Kent, which
are shipped to Halifax, P. E. Island,
and St. John, where they are exported
to the United Kingdom and foreign
countries, the credit being also given to
the final ports of shipment in the Domi-
nion. Many cargoes of lumber have
been forwardéd toP. E. k. and Nova
Scotia and thence shipped to ports out
of Canada, the credit invariably being
all made to the last port of shipment:

The export of hemlock bark to Nova
Scotia and P. E. I. has footed up fully
8,000 cords by water, besides hundreds
of cords sent in barges to the Miramichi
and largershipments by rail via  Weld-
ford.

Kent County exports are, therefore,
much larger than they appear to be,and
when fully explained they show that
that important County is advancing in
the quantity of its productions—even if
crelllt be not given to it officially or
through the Blue Books.

Lord Lorne and Home Rule.

The Marquis of Lorne has written an
article forfthe Contemporary Review,in-
tended to apply to the subject of home
rule for Ireland and the confederation
of the Australian colonies, based on his
knowledge of the Canadian constitution
and its workings. The distinguished
writer does not appear to have been
successful in presenting anything very
new or profound for the elucidation of
his subject, the full play of the article
‘being directed towards the point that
the political' managers who confederated
the British American provinces suc-
ceeded in so framing the Deminion con-
stitution as to render it impossible for
any one of them to obtain anything
which the others were opposed to its
having. There is not much balm far
Ireland in the article, for it shows'there
is not sufficient similarity in the situa-
tion andgcondition of the two countries
to make the measure of home rule ex-
isting in Canada, applicable or satisfac-
tory to Ireland, while it is a warning—
though not intentionally so put—to the
members of the prospective Austrahian
confederation, to guard against the
mistakes of the smaller British prov-
inces in taking so much as they did on
trust when they consented to the Union.

Another Chance for the Great
" American War Screamer.

It will now be in order for the papers
of the World stripe to find out who the
editors of the Montreal Shareholder and
Insurance Gazette are and aitack their
characters in the muck-rake style. On
8th inst. an ADVANCE article character-
ised the Pacific Railway guarantee by
the Dominion Government as a huge
stock-jobbing operation, by which the
Government or its friends pocketed
large sums of money. On the following
day the Montreal paper referred to—a
journal devoted to business affairs and
entirely free fromn party bias—con-
tained the following article,—

“ The principal just introduced, o1
assumed to have been introduced—for
as yet official proof of its introduction
continues wholly wanting—is certainly
far from meeting with general accep-
tance. That those journals which are
professedly in opposition should oppose
it, under the circumstances, carries of
itself very little weight. Had the
course alleged to have been taken by
the Government in this matter been
exactly the reverse to that which is now
attributed to it, the denunciation of it
at their hands would have been equally
certain and not less severe. Butitisa
fact which has attracted general remark
that that portion of the press which
usually finds perfection in every action
of the Government—as its opponents,
under the same circumstances, always
reach a reverse conclusion—have sud-
denly cooled off very perceptibly from
their usual and expected enthusiasm.
They duly earned their official salt (and
sugar) at the start, but have since eased
off remarkably.

¢ Later developmen's have establish-
ed the fact that ic interests had,
after all, but little to do with the guar-
antee proposmon as originally present-
ed for the consideration of the Govern-
ment, and that the furtherance of private
interests was really and solely at the
bottom of it. To speak plainly, it is
nothmg more or less than a vast, well-
conceived, dack—;obbmgoperatwn,plmmod

Jor the enrichment of a few influential
wire-pullers. These will make enor-
mous fortunes under original cover of
advancing the interests of & project to
which the country has already enor-
mously committed itself, and for which
it has made great material and financial
sacrifices. All that is now plain and
apparent, but the hocus-pocus behind
for some days was quite as well con-
cealed as could have been hoped. It
was, however, sure to come out sooner
or later, and already the great ¢ bull ”
movement on the London and New
York Exchanges and elsewhere has beén
exposed. Too late, however, for any
purposes of practical utility, as the con-
spirators have already thoroughly well
feathered their nests and ensured for
themselves abundant affluence for life.
If the entire conspiracy had not been
so suddenly sprung upon the public and
the trap so readily fallen inte at Ottawa,
the fact that private aggrandisement
only was at work and public interests
not at all,would have been soon detect-
ed. It does notrequire much reflection
to perceive that the apparent sacrifices
the Syndicate was about to make in
ruising the millions involved could
never be recouped by the mere fact of
obtaining a nominal Government guar-
antee. This, as events proved,operated
admirably as a pretence, but the real
design was to be in a position to ‘‘bull”
the stock and thus to allow those behind
the scenes to take in profits literally by
the million. They cast a sprat to catch
a whale—and have landed their levia-
than.

¢ It will be quite in course now for
any and every other corporation, insti-
tution, or trading firm in the land to
follow suit, and to _approach the Gov-
ernment for a similar guarantee on its
own behalf. They are certainly equally
entitled to it—many of them infinitely
more so for direct or incidental real
services rendered in developing the
material progress of the country. But
the late K:cky operators have no such
claims to advance. They have ever
hitherto been only steady and greedy
recipients of the public bounty, render-
ing pothing in return but promises
which may or may not gmve etnpty, as
time only can show. But should the
ontcome of their work prove ever so
advantageous it will in no way affect
the guarantee principle under consider-
ation./ That is, on the surface of it,
unfair, partial and unjust, and it is to
be hoped that party considerations will
not prevent a large Parliamentary
majority from so branding it, for it is
in no proper sense a party matter at
all.”

If the imported article in charge of
the World has not been again sat upon
by his employers for his blackguardism,
we shall expect a repetition of the dis-
gusting language with which the Ap-
VANCE article of the same tenor as the
above was greeted. We shall have the
‘“‘puscavities”’opened up afresh,the sew-
er metaphors will again be marshalled,
the scullery poet’s inspirations will be on
undress parade and the American war
paint put on in all its dirty colors.
L. We shall hear the American eagle
scream a defence of the immaculate spec-
ulators,as he flaps his wings and throws
the congenial muck over the offending
Shareholder—that is, unless some
¢ Shareholder ” nearer home strangles
the wretched animal, in the intgrest of
the community at large.

¢ Standard Time.”

The Intercolonial Railway is abous
to adopt standard time, which is coming
into general use quite rapidly and will,
no doubt, soon be, alone, observed all
over the Provinces. That to be adopt-
ed by the L. C. R. will be of the 75th
meridian, which is just 31 minutes slow
of Chatham mean time. The standard
has s0o many excellent features to re-
commend it and time has been always
80 uncertain a thing in our country towns
that people will fall in with the new
system very readily. As the subject is
to be brought practically before our
readers, they will be desirous of under-
standing it as fully as possible. We,
therefore,place before them the follow-
ing explanation of the system given to
the American press by its author, Mr.
Sandford Fleming, F. R. S.C.E.—

¢ The standard time project which is
being discussed all over the country isa
comparatively new question. Yet is is
one which would have commanded no
attention had it been brought forward at
any other period in our history. The
marvellous progress which we have, of
late years , made has forced the question
upon the public. Itisan outcome of the
great social and commercial changes which
have been effected in the community
through the agencies of steam and elec-
tricity, the graad civilizers of the age in
which we live,

LONG AGES BACK,
before artificial time measures were in-
vented or needed, the human race had
only the rising and setting of the sun to
govern them in their daily avocations.
The Greek and Roman civilization divided
the interval of daylight between sunrise
and sunset into two parts. This estab-
lished noon, and for ages it was the only
period publicly noticed by the Romans,
Noon was proclaimed by a sound of trum-
pets and manifested by the sun’s shadow
in a particular direction along the forum.
This led to the introduction of sun-dials
and the arbitrary division of forenoon and
afternoon into hours, but the nights re.
mained undivided for many centuries.
This is the origin of the system of chron-
ometry which we have inherited. It so
happens that at the hour of noon at any
given place the sun is south in the heav-
ens, and as every individual place on the
surface of the earth
HAS ITS OWN NOON

except in the same meridian, there are no
two places with the same noon. Theoreti-
cally, there is everywhere a difference in
the same State, in the same city, and even
in the same street. It is only by a com-
promise that the inhabitants of the same
large city can use the same time, they
wmust mutually consent to use the time of
some one point within the limits of the
municipality. As the railway system has
practically brought all cities into contact,
a compromise on an extended scale is
called for. At present we find every-
where more'or less confusion. The trav-
elling public are often greatly inconveni-
enced and they are continually exposed to
an element of danger. Fifty years ago
THE INHERITED SVSTEM

answered all ordinary purposes, but the
conditions of the presentare widely differ-
ent and the exigencies of the hour demand
some modification. No question is becom-
ing more important to the masses of peo-
ple, continually ebbing and flowing over
the land in all directions, than the regula-
tion of time. Every person in the com.
mnnity' is more or less interested, but the
railway managers are the first to come
face to face with the difficulties which
present themselves. In the interest of the
corporations they represent and in the
pablic interests they are compelled to con-
sider the means of averting the evils
which have sprung up and which are
every day increasing. The regulation of

time for railway and civil purposes gener-

ally has fof several years engaged atten.

‘tion,

THOUGHTFUL MEN

and scientific societies have examined the
question. The American Society of Civil
Engineers has, among other societies,given
it careful consideration. Nearly two years
ago this society determined to consult all
persons and associations especially inter-
ested throughout the United States, Can-
ada and Mexico, and invited their co-
operation in an effort to effect a satisfac-
tory and speedy solution of the problem.
This actiou led to a general expression of
opinion and the maturing of a scheme of
standard time, the essential features of
which have beea favored and adopted by
the railway authorities. This scheme,
which has been accepted with almost per-
fect unanimity, is
MARKED BY EXTREME SIMPLICITY.

““It is proposed that the whole contin-
ent shall be regulated by time standards
coinciding with the 75th, the 90th, the
105th and the 120th meridians. If, asit
is proposed, the railway managers take
the lead in giving effect to the scheme,
they will undoubtedly confer a lasting
benefit on the whole community. Stand-
ard time will be first known as railway
time, but there cannot be a doubt that
railway time will speedily beeome the re-
cognized time in every State. The mo-
ment the people became alive to the ad-
vantages of the new system and are pre-
pared to adopt it for all civil purposes
the change may be made generally or in
localities as may be determined on. If
all the clocks and watches in the country
were on any one night made a few minutes
faster or slower to bring them to the new
standard

THE PEOPLE WOULD AWAKE
in the morning without the slightest con-

i of any change. They would
only be surprised to discover that every
individual carried the same time. Ifa
person travelled northerly and sputherly,
stopping at a thousand places, say be-
tween Winnipeg and New Orlefns, he
would find the hours, minutes and seconds
everywhere in complete harmony. If he
travelled from Boston to San Francisco he

certainly would find a difference with re-

gard to the hours. He would find Chica-
go an hour slower than Boston, Denver
an hour slower than Chicago, and San
Francisco an hour slower than Denver,
but he would find also that the minutes
and segonds on his watch were in agree-
ment #ith the minutes and seconds on
EVERY CLOCE AND WATCH

from the Atlantic to the Pacitic. It is
evident that the scheme of standard time
referred to is as complete a solution of
the problem as we can hope or expect to
reach. Introduced generally, as we hope
it speedily will be, it will prove of inesti.
mable benefit for all time to come to the
people of this continent. But its advan-
tage will not be confined to America.
The principles upon which the scheme is
based are of general application. Qther
nations are certain in the long run to fol-
low the example of America. It will
thus be practicable to secure uniformity,
simplicity and harmony in reckoning
time the world over. The times of places
widely differing in longitude will ditfer
only' by entire hours. In all other re-
spects standard time in every longitude
and latitade will be in perfect agreement.
In theory every clock in the world will
strike some one of the twenty-four hours
at the same instant, and there will be
perfect synchronism with the minutes and
seconds everywhere around the globe.”

Finuanp LumBErR TRADE.—Some of
the large Finland lumber houses have
succumbed to the adverse elements pre-
vailing in the trade of \the past season.
Axel Hornborg of Helsingfors has failed
for about $600,000 and two concerns at
Uleaborg and ome at Wyborg are in
difficulties. The cause assigned is the
fact that the business of the season has
been steadily against shippers, the
prices obtainable in the English mar-
ket leaving no profit to them. Late re-
ports show that much uneasiness in
reference to the future of the Finland
trade prevails.

To CorrESPONDENTS.—In writing to
the AbDvaNcE for publication we would
be obliged if correspondents would
endeavor to express their ideas in as
few and brief words as possible. A
good many couuntry correspondents, par-
ticularly, seem to imagine that nothing
short of the most ponderous verbiage
should be sent to the press, the result
being that one may scan whole pages of
their manuscript and- fail to discover'a
fact or idea worth the space it would
occupy even if properly and tersely ex-
pressed. A good rule for these amateur
writers would be to-put down, in the
plainest and simplest language, what
they mean and leave the rest to the
editor. The ‘‘fine writing” sent to the
press at times is hardly fit for the waste
basket. We are always glad to receive
news items from all quarters, however
poorly they may be written, but we
have no patience with people who enter
into disputes with their neighbors,
chiefly for the sake of appearing in
print.

 Startling News from Egvpt

A Cairo despatch of last Thursday says
the afmy of Hicks Pasha was destroyed
by the forces of El Mahdi, the False Pro-
phet. The intelligence was brought to
Kbartoum by Coptic officials. The fight-
ingis said to have continued from the
third to the fifth instant, and to have re-
sulted in the complete annihilation of the
Egyptian troops. It is stated that a
European artist is the only person who
escaped. The forces of El Mahdi are
estimated at 30,000 men, and included
dervishes, bedouins, mulattoes and regu-
lars. The battle waa near El Oberd. El
Mahdi first sent forward dervishes declar-
ing they would vanquish the enemy by
Divine aid. Subsequently, the regulars
joined an attack and the engagement be-
came general. The army of Hicks Pasha,
which early in the battle was diviedd into
two bodies,subsequently reunited and form-
ed into a square which the false Prophet
broke after three day’s desperate fighting.

A council of Ministers washeld and it has
been decided to concentrate at Khartonm
what troops remain at Duem Goba and
other places in Sondan, The force under
Hicks Pasha comprised 25,000 men. He
had with him ten British officers. Mr.
O’Donovan of the London Daily News,
and an artist connected with a German
illustrated paper, also accommpanied his
army. Itis understood that Sir Evelyn
Baring has advised the Egyptian Govern-
ment to abandon Sondan and establish a
strong frontier line from Khartoum in the
perth of Senna Province to Suakim on the
Red Sea. Itis reported that the recent
orders for evacuation of Egypt by British
troops has been countermanded.

Orders have been sent to the British
Admiral commanding the East Indian sta-
tion to support Egyptian interests in the
Red Sea. He will be re-inforced by gun«

boats from the Mediterranean squadron.

Le Temps says a Frenchman named

Soulier organized El Mahdi’s forces after
the bombardment of Alexandria. He
went to Khartoum without any definite
object and subsequently met El Mahdi
and gained his confidence.
In a recent letter from Major Sacken-
dorf, who was with Hicks Pasha’s ill-fated
expedition, he says: “If our cavalry
suffices for outpost duty success is possi.
ble; otherwise the issne will be disastrous.
If we are defeated not a soul will return
and the entire Soudan will be irretrievably
lost since all the natives will believe the
Mahdi is the Messiah.”

A Cairo despatch of 26th, says,—

The latest reports from Soudan confirm
tbe news of the defeat of Hicks Pasha.
The panic at Khartoum is said to be in-
creasing, owing to rumors that El Mahdi,
wilh a large force, is advancing on that
city and has cut off all supplies of grain.
Official advices, while they do not confirm
these rumors, admit that Europeans are
leaving Khartoum by boats. Two trans-
ports, with gendarmes, leave Suez to-
morrow, for Suakim. Baker Pasha will
probably command the expedition. Plans
are being prepared for the fortification of
Assouan, which is'on the right bank of
the Nile.

The Church of England Mission at
: Halifax.

(Halifax Recorder, 22d.)

Last evening, Rev. Mr. Osborne aeliv-
ered the closing address in connection
with this Mission, and the last of this
series of discourses on the story of the
““Prodigal Son”. During the week, he
had followed the story step by step from
the approach of his father, to the bappy
time—the general joy, which was his

claimed some attention—his feelings of
jealousy against the rejoicings for the re-
tarn of the prodigal. The Mission is
about: to close, he said and doubtless,
those who had attended it would be
watched, much of the elder-brother feel-
ing would be experienced towards those
who returned ; but it was their duty to
press onward in the path they hrad chosen.

There were always some, however,
standing by to criticise watching to
catch something to find fault and some
forgetting the mission and the good reso-
lutions made there. The Master did not
say whether or not the elder brother came
in; he was earnestly entreated, begged to
come in, and perchance he did. So with
the Church of to.day : she is calling,
begging you to come in ; some will not
come and be at rest—to be faithful and at
the last be taken to that eternal joy be-
yond.

After the sermon, Rev. Mr. Osborne
came to the pulpit and addressed the
people in relation to the vows they had
taken on themselves, ‘enjoining on them
to be steadfast in the faith. He spoke
particularly of baptismal vows—they may
have been taken for you in childhood, and
you have never taken the responsibility
on yourself, or you have taken them but
have forgotten and went astray. Now
make a resolution to do better for the fu-
ture—to renew your baptismal vows. He
then, read the baptismal vows, and the
congregation, with some few exceptio.s,
rose and gave the response to his question:

“Yes, verily and by God’s help I will”
Revs. Messrs, Osbsrne and Moffat then
approached Rev. Canon Patridge and
handed back the Church to him, asking
his blessing on their labours, which were
now ended.

Mr. Partridge pronounced a benediction
prayer, and the services concluded by a
short address from the Rector, who spoke
of the good work which the Missioners
had done, pointing out that it was only
the beginning of a long season of good,
zealous work in the Church. The Te
Deum was sung, and the congregation
dispersed.

A Olerical Thief

Bdéton, Nov. 24.—Rev. Wm. Mitchell,
the newly installed pastor of the West-
boro Congregatiofhl Church, was arrested
this morning on a charge of stealing books
from Clark & Carruthers’ store. He was
noticed in Lockwood, Brooks & Co’s, where
he purchased a cheap book and purloined
a more valuable one. He went to Clark &
Carruther’s and that firm being warned
by the other firm, a clerk watched him.
He played the same game and when about
to leave was arrested. He offered, itis
stated, $1,000 to have the matter kept
quiet. Itis affirmed by the employees
of the firms whom he robbed that the
Rev. Mr. Mitchell has been selling a
large nnmber of books in other stores of
late, and in consequence the trade was
warned to look out for him. Mitchell is
highly educated and an able preacher.
He has a salary of $2,000 from the West-
boro Church, and before he came to Mas-
sachusetts was pastor of St. Andrew’s
Presbyterian Church at St. John, N. B.,
at a salary of 2,500. He was also at one
time & Professor in the Montreal Presby -
terian College.—Bangor Whig.

& Libel Suit Ended.

The Montreal Witness has just passed
through the ordeal of a libel suit with the
Allan Line Steamship Company. ' The
Witness’ offence was the showing up of the
want of proper accommodation for steer-
age passengers and the wretched treatment
they received on one of the Company’s
vessels. The Witness of 21st inst. says,—

“ In this case, rumor said some days
ago that there was likely to be further
litigation in the form of either an appeal
from the jury’s tinding, or a motion for a
new trial on technical grounds on the part
of the prosecution. Yesterday, however,
the Messrs, Allan gave formal notice that
they had decided to abandon further pro-
ceedings, and, through their couusel, Mr.
Benjamin, requested the defendants to
present their bill of expenses. This the
counsel for the Wilness, Messrs. Maclaren,
Leet and Smith, were instructed to do.
We understand that the defendant’s bill
of costs taxable against the plaintiffs will
amount to about a thousand dollars,
Their own costs, it is said, will be five or
six thousand dollars, Throughout this
case it has been evident that the Messrs,
Allan have been more sinned against than
sinning. They were certainly under the
belief that the charges against their good
ship %ere all false, and even the captain
was evidently in utter ignorance of the
real condition of things, and no one was so
surprised as these gentlemen themselves
at the revelations of the trial. We have
no doubt that the stewards’ departments
of all the Allan ships will be thoroughly
overhauled, and where necessary, as it is
at least on some ships, revolutionized.
To this end we shall be ready to put them
in possession of such items of information
as have naturally fallen into our hands
and which are very important to them,
although irrelevant to the late trial. In

There will be a nice muddle soon over
the question of the issning of licenses for
the sale of spirituous liquors. The right
of the Provincial Legislature to make
laws respecting such licenses was recog-
nized up to last winter, when the Domin-
ion Government undertook to pass a
Dominion License Act, which will shortly
come into operation. As the Provincial
laws will still remain on the statutesbooks
there will be a conflict of authority.
Whether to act under the Dominion law,
or under the Provincial one, or under
both, will be a perplexing question. An
important case has just been argued be-
tore the Privy Council in England, the
judgment in which, when given, may
help to make the matter clearer. The
case, fknown as Hodge vs. the Queen,
raises the question of the constitntional-
ty of the Ontario license law known as
he Crooks Act.—Halifax Chronicle.
