Sober Cavada.

The American Bureau of Statistics
has lately published a report on the
production and consumption of
spirits and malt liquors, which shows
an enormous increase in their use in
the United States, and demonstrates
the exceedingly favorable position
among nations held by Canada from
a temperance point of view. In the
former, the average consumption per
head of malt liquors in gallons actu-
ally increased from 1.36 to 12.40 be-
tween the years 1840 and 1888, The
consumption per capita in different
countries is given as follows, the
figures denoting gallons :
Countries Spirits. Wines,
United States 1.28  0.59
United Kingdom, 0.98 0.38
Germany, 1.09 Sr
France, 1.24 26.74
Denmark, 4.23 Vi
Canada, 0.84 0.10 3.50
These figures show conclusively
how unnecessary is fanatical insis-
tance on arbitrary enactments tend-
ing to weaken personal responsibil-
ity, and to cripple the freedom of
action which is the birthright of
every citizen of a free country. It
also suggests the idea that the Unit-
ed States affords an ample field for
all the temperance advocates that
country has, and that it is only the
lazy and ease-loving class of Ameri-
can prohibitionist lecturers—who are
looking for fields in which there is
little or no work to do—that have
the impudence to come into Canada
and tell its people what they ought
to do in temperance matters.

After us Again.

The Advocate is still seeking occa-
sion to slay the Apvance, and has
discovered a new reason why we
should not continue to live. The
outrage of which we are guilty, this
time, is that of publishing Dominion
government  advertisements. . It
calls these advertisements ‘“pap for
government papers” and attributes
the expression to the ADVANCE, al-
though it, of course, knows we never
made use of it. It says it is strange
that we should receive these ad-
vertisements, especially as the Ap-
VANCE is “a most unscrupulous de-
tractor of the government” and then
1t “freezes” the government out
with this paragraph:—

““What the Dominion Government
expect to gain by giving aid and assist-
ance to a virnlent opposition paper is
best known to themselves, but to life-
long Liberal-Conseratives it is difficult
to understand why the Government
should lend its aid to maintain and keep
up a paper second to no other in the

Dcminion for the misrepresentation of
their policy and acts.”

All this must be a terrible reve-
lation to the government, as it is
very fresh information for us. The
ADVANCE’S idea of itself is that it
has always beem a very moderate
and respectable weekly newspaper,
quite independent of all political
parties, but supporting the Liberals
and their general policy as against
the nondescript factions which have
been marshalled under Sir John A.
Macdonald. The ADVANCE has al-
ways had a greav admiration for the
good old Liberal party whose name
is identified with all that is re-
cognized as progressive in the public
affairs of New Brunswick, and it
has regretted that so many men of
thai party, in whom the public con-
fided, have thought proper to desert
it for the sake of what the Advocate
The ADVANCE, how-
ever, in expressing its views on this
subject and in discussing the acts
of the government, has
aimed at the avoidance of ‘““detrac-
tion” and * “virnlence.” We prefer
to leave that kind of thing to our
If the Government, in
its desire to have its advertisements
properly circulated, sends them to
us, we look upon it as evidence that
they know a good advertising
medium when they see it, and are
not to be intimidated by the jealous
protests ot such papers as the Ad-
vocate from giving the people the
advantage of it, The Government,
we assume, knows, as well as do
most of the people of the Miramichi
whose judgement in such matters is
of any value, that while our ad-
vertising space is for sale, those who
buy it do not establish thereby any
claim or control by which they can
improperly influence the paper's
course in respect of political matters,
and it is to the credit of the Gov-
ernment that it has, in this little
matter of advertising patronage,
shown that it appreciates a public
journal, whose criticisms of its acts
and policy have always been fair and
undoubledly in the public interest.
The Government’s advertising patron
age may be a very great thing in
the estimation of the Adupsate, but,
to ue, it is just the samte as any
other business that seeks our office.
It is appreciated when it comes, and
we endeavour to give our patrons
value for their money. If the Ad-
vocate would pay more attention to
making its own columns interesting
and respectable, instead of a re
flection of much of the tittle-tattle
and childishness, jealousies and tea-
party politics of the community, it
would stand higher in public esteem,
and the Government it supports
would not be obliged, perhaps, to
come to the ADVANCE with 1its ad-
vertisements, in order that they may
reach the sensible and business
portion of the community, who are,
no doubt, amused over the position

of a paper which has so little to do
thatit has time to intrude itself be-
tween another journal and its ad-
vertising patrons. ‘We are accus-
tomed to hearing of the Advocate
people runing to our patrons when
they see their advertisements in the
ADVANCE and similar
patronage—a thing which no self-
respecting publisher would do—but
the business is run even below that
when the Advocale scolds its friends
and abuses the ADVANCE because of
the advertising business we receive.

The Jesuits’ Estates Matter.

While a portion of the audience in
Masonic Hall on Tuesday evening may
have been in full sympathy with the
statements and views presented by
Rev. Messrs. McDonell and Burns,
we venture to say that, although the
intentions of these gentlemen
doubtless good and in accord with their
ideas of duty, the results of the me«ting
were mischievous. Mr. McDonell was
not as fair,historically, in regard to the
position of the Jesuits’ estates in Cana-
da, or of the order in Europe, asa
gentleman of his wide reputation and
admitted learning and ability ought to
have been. If he had been so, how-
ever, it would have materially weaken-
ed his case. Heis an able mnd very
plausible special pleader ; and we could
not help thinkmng that his frequent
reiteration of his unbiased position and
his absolute freedom from prejudice,
was of itself calculated to suggest the
idea that it was necessary for him to do
this in order to keep up the delusion
even in his own mind.

Rev. Dr. Burns made the mistake of
quoting the most bitter accusations
that have been made against the Jesuits
by their worst enemies, as if the verity
of the charges were established by his-
torical fact. If he had only stated the
well-known truth, that these accusa-
tions have been indignantly denied by
the Jesuits themselves, and that unbias-
ed history has, at least, exonerated
them from the most grave counts of the
indictment, those of the audience, who
were informed in the matter, would
have had a better opinion of the rever-
end gentleman’s desire to be fair.

It was the intention of those who
were managing the meeting to offer
resolutions which would have commit-
ted those voting for them to inter
ference in this question, which is, clear-
ly, the business of the Province of
Quebec only ; and we think it was un-
fortunate that the manifestations of
disapproval of the speakers’ position
were such as to discourage the intend-
ed action. If such resolutions had
been offered, further discussion and an
amendment would have followed, and
the advocates of New Brunswick inter-
ference in thelocal affairs of a sister prov-
ince would have learned that the peo-
ple of Miramichi, at least, fully under-
stand this to be the latter end of the
nineteenth century and that they can
find ample employment in minding
their own business.

Sound Doctrine.

We have read with wuch pleasure
and entirely concur in the sentiments
expressed in a leading article in the
Chronicle last Satnrday. Our endeavor
has ever been .to point out the worse
than uselessness of the continual ascrip-
tion of unworthy motives to political
opponents. We, for our pait, decline
to oelieve that either the Dominion
Government on the one hand, or the
Provincial Government of Nova Scotia
on the other, are the ‘‘swindlers,
ignoramuses or fools” they are too often
respectively called, We believe that
both are in the main actuated by higher
motives. The abuse goss far beyond
what is merited by their general
courses of action. It is only reasonable
to suppose that if their course of action
were really such as is so continually
ascribed to them, there would soon be
a change. Moreover the tirades in-
dulged in are out of all proportion to
the importance of interests involved.
The Chronicle’s plea for at least a truce
has also this advantage, that even a
temporary cessation from exaggerated
invective might break the habit, and
when real party warfare should demand
the resumption of their weapons, the
partisans might possibly renew the
fight in a higher spirit of courtesy and
forbearance.—Halifax Critic.

Sir Leonard Tilley is quoted as say-
ing at the opening of the St. John
Carnival onJMonday :

“Little did I dream when 1 visited the
Mayor of Vancouver a short time ago that
he would be able to fire the opening gun
of our exhibition from Vancouver; but
such is the progress of electricity. Iam
saguine enough that the day is not far
distant when we will be able to sail
through the air as we do now over the
ocean,”

Sir Leonard always was a sanguine,
dreamy sort of an’individual, and it did
not, therefore, require any great stretch
of imagination on his part to picture
people sailing “‘throngh the air as we do
now over the ocean.” He wasin a
figurative mood in 1878 when he de-
nounced the expenditure of the Mac-
kenzie Government, and declared that
he and Sir John and Sir Charles could
govern the country for §22,500,000,
To-day he might take up his parable
and say: “Little did I dreamn in 1878,
“that in ten years a Tory Governmant
“would add $13,000,000 to the public
‘“‘expenditure, and increase the taxation
““of the people by $11,000,000.”

In the last budget speech he made in
Parliament—in 1889—Sir Leonard pre-
dicted that in 1890 our national debt
could not exceed $203,000,000, that it
would be reduced by the sinking fund
to $175,000,000, and would in all prob-
ability be reduced by the sale of North-
west lands to $100,000,000. The vet-
eran dreamer and the sanguine prophet
might well take up his parable and say:
““Little did I dream in 1882 that in six
“‘years Canada’s public debt, instead of
““being-reduced to $100,000,000, would
$‘be increased to $235,000,000 net, or
$¢§275,000,000 gross,” Tho old*‘saw’’ has

But Sir Leonard Tilley was not the
only dreamer among Canada’s Tory
statesmen. In I878 Sir Charles Tupper
also denounced the expenditure of the |
Mackenzie Government. At Charlotte- |
town, P. E. L., that year, hesaid: *We
“governed the country for less than
“‘that raised in taxes by the present
“‘Government, and we cau do so again
““without taking any more money out
“of the pockets of the people than at
present.” H® will probably be willing
to admit that $24 000,000 in 1878-79
and $37,000,000 in 1887.88 indicates a
rather striking increase in the expen-
diture; and that as regards taxation,
$28,000,000 in 1887-88 is a very con-
siderable increase—$11,000,000. in fact
—upon the taxation,” $17,000,000, in
1877-78. He will also probably admit
that the increased taxation must have
come out of the people’s pockets, unless
he can show that he and Sir John and
Sir Leonard and Sir Hector and Mr.
Chapleau and A. W. McLelan magnani-
mously paid the amoum out of their
own pockets. It is, of course, open to
Sir Charles to explain that in 1878 he
was dealing with fancies, not with facts
—he always had a healthy contempt for
facts. The point to be considered by
the people who pay the increased
taxation is, why the political prophets
whom they entrusted with place and
power, so egregiously deceived them.

Iasurance.

We learn from the Journal of Com-
merce that according to the report of
the Superintendent of Insurance for the
year 1888 the total expenditure m
excess of income by the Canadian Fire
Iusurance Companies has been for that
year $2,897, as against $72,612, iu 1887
and that for every $100 of income there
has been paid out $100,08; Moreover
that, for the past 14 years, the expen-
diture of the companies amounts to
$48, 425,498, as against an income of
$47.329,447 of a net deficit of $1,096,051
It appears from this statement that the
public manage to secure insurance at
a rate less than its cost and that, con-
sequently, Canadian Fire Insurance
Stock, as a whole, is unserviceable as
an investment. The expenses of the
business seem to be extravagant.

Edison’s Eome Lifoe.

A MAN WHO HARDLY -EVER SLEEPS MORE
THAN FOUR HOURS A DAY.

Thomas A. Edison, while in Pittsburg
recently, was interviewed by a Dispatch
reporter, to whom he revealed spme of the
characteristics of his mode of living :

Yes; I am a hard worker. T hardly
ever sleep more than four hours ber day,
and I could keep this up for a year.
Sometimes I sleep ten hours, but I don’t
feel well when I do. If I could sleep
eight hours as most nfen do, I would wake
up feeling badly. My eyes would hurt
me, and [ would have a tough time to
keep awake. I inherit this from my
father. He is a remarkable old man, eat-
ing little and sleeping less. I'have often
known him, when I was a boy, to sit up
all night talking politics to a triend or
swapping stories.

I eat about a pound a day, and my food
is very simple, consisting of some toast, a
little potato, or something of that kind.
You know when I am working on any-
thing I keep at it night and day, sleepiog
a few hours with my clothes on. I never
take them off ; don’t even wash my face;
couldn’t think of such a thing, and in this
condition I take my meals. If I were to
remove my clothes when I slept, I would
get up feeling out of shape and with no
desire to go to work. ¢‘No. 6” is my den
in the laboratory, and I shut myself in
there and hustle.

I sleep from 1 to 6 in the morning, and
then I jump up and go to work again as
fresh as a bird. This is all the sleep I
need.

But Itell you we have lots of fun in the
laboratory. Some time ago I had forty-
two men working with me on the incan-
descent lamp in a big building. I hired a
German to play an organ for us all nmight,
and we worked by the music. About 1
o’clock a farmer brought in our lunch, and
we ate from a long _table. At first the
boys had some difficulty in keeping awake,
and would go to slecp under stairways
and in the corners. We employed watch-
ers to bring them out, and in time they
got used toit.

awaited the arrival of the Queen from
her private apartments. The bridal party,
consisting of the Prince of Wales, Prince
Louise and Princesses Victoria and Maud
of Wales, left Marlborongh House at 11.40
o'clock for Buckingham palace. Notwith-
standing the rain, the route to the palace
was crowded with spectators. There was
a vast concourse of people opposite the
palace. The Priuce of Wales was enthusi-
astically cheered. On arrival in Bow
library of the Queen, accompanied by the
grand duke of Hesse, the procession to the
chapel was formed, It comprised the
Queen, members of the royal family who
had gathered (in the library, the king of
Greece, crown prince of Denmark and
other guests and officers. of the Royal
household. The procession on its way to
the chapel passed thromgh severel royal
apartments in which many of the guests
who had found it impossible to enter the
chapel were seated. Upcn reaching the
chapel the Queen was escorted to the seat
prepared for her, while the other royal
personages took seats on either sides of
the altar. The clergymen officiating were
the Archbishop of Canterbury, Bishop of
London, Dean of Windsor, the domestic
chaplain of the Queen; Rev. F. A. J. Her-
vey, domestic chaplain to the Prince of
Wales. and Rev. T. Leigmouth Shore.
The Prince of Wales gave away the bride.
The choral service was sung by the choir
of Chapel Royal, St. James, The feature
of the service was the singing of a special
anthem entiled O Perfect Love, composed
by Joseph Barnby. Many of the ministers
were present. Gladstone was also among
the the guests. After the benediction
the Queen kissed the bride and cordially
greeted the groom.

Bastrop, Texas, July 22- An incipient
race war has begun in Bastrop County. |
At the last election the negroes were 1n l
the majority and elected several of their
number to office. The overbearing con-
duct of these officials has been such as to
cause white people much dicomfort, all
of which was quietly borne, however,
until a few days ago, when a respectable
white man was shot and instantly killed
by a colored justice without the slightest
reason. The whites in the county be-
came enraged at the negroes and people
armed with revolvers and knives hastened
to the scene of the shooting. The wildest
excitement took place and in the fighting
which ensued four whites ard four negroes
were killed and five or six others fatally
wounded. Further trouble is feared.

While the Norwegian barque ‘“Kate
Carnie” was at Brunswick, Ga., last No-
vember, loading for Rotterdam, the mas-
ter, Capt. Lowarson, was married toa
lady of the place. Thereupon the entire
crew deserted, declaring that it was bad
luck to bring a bride on shipboard. An-
other crew was obtained and the vessel
sailed for Rotterdam. The ill lack fear-
ed by the sailors seemed, indeed, to fol.
low them, for on the voyage the vessel
was wrecked and abandoned. Her com-
mander and his bride, together with the
crew, were picked up and carried to New
York by a passenger vess¢l. The bride
returned to her home in Bruaswick, while
Capt. Lowarson sailed for his home in
Norway to obtain another vessel. In
this he was successful, and he expects to
be in Brunswick again in the autuwmn to
load lumber for River Platte.

The late Sunday School Convention in
London was a great success. Upwards of
500 foreign delegates were in attendance,
mostly from the United States, and they
were right cordially welcomed and enter-
tained by the Lord Mayor. 1t is not
necessary to give any account of the
speeches which were of the usual type.
The statistics given were very interesting.
In Great Britain the number of Sunday
Schonl scholars in 1818 was 477,000 ; in
1833 it was 1,548,000, and in 1889, 5,733,
000, or-one in five of the population. In
Canada the number was put at 476,000,
and in the States at 15 per cent. of the
population, or between nine and ten mil-
lions. It is difficult fully to estimate the
force of such statistics.

A writer in The New Review scouts
the story that Mr. Gladstone is habitual-
ly uncivil to the Queen, but admits that a
difference 1n tastes renders it difficult for
the two to converse pleasantly :—

The Queen, perplexed
and uncomfortable, seeks to make a di-
gression, addresses a remark to a daugh-
ter or offers biscuit to a begging terrier.
Mr. Gladstone restrains himself with an
effort, waits till the Princess has answer-
ed, or the dog has sat down, and then
promptly resumes :—*‘As I was saying—"

OtTAWA, Ont., July 18.—Mr. Joseph
Boivin who arrived in the city yesterday
on a raft of square timber from Upper
Ottawa, belonging to Caldwell & Co., re-
ports that six men were drocwned on the
way here. There were three different
accidents. The first occurred at Roches
Captaines, four men losing their lives
through the breaking up ef & crib
while passing through the rapids.

Ocunterfeiters Trapped.

Dayron, O. July 18.—United States
Secret Service men captured $210,000 in
counterfeit money here to-day and had
a pistol duel with James Guoyon, a coun-
terfeiter, resulting in Guoyon’s escape and
Detective Dirello. receiving a wound in
the head. Nelson Driggs keeps the
United States Hotel, a road house near
the Soldiers’ Home. “About 15 years ago
Driggs and Guoyon were members of a
gang of counterfeiters in Illinois. Driggs
was arrested and served eleven years.
Guoyon escaped, carrying with him
counterfeit plates and $40,000 in green-
backs. Tiis money never made its ap-
pearnce till last February. Chief Bell,
of the Secret Service, came here in
March and made Driggs’ acquaintancr,
pretending to be an attorney named Me
Williams, of Hartford, Conn. A short
time ago Bell broached the subject of
counterfeiting to Driggs’ who offered to
get $40,000 counnterfeit for him. Bell
then summoned Detective Denunel to
aseist him. Driggs, went to Cincinnati
to get the ‘‘stuff,’”” but returned with only
$10,000, saying Gnoyon would come with
the balance. Guoyon came last night
and Driggs delivered §$21,000 of the bogus
money to Bell, receiving in return what
purported to be $7,000 in good money,
but which was really only $600. Driggs
was then placed under arrest and guard-
ed in his room. This morning an at-
tempt was made to capture Guoyon, who
was supposed to be concealed on Driggs’
premises. Bell, who had been reinforced
by five more officers, posted his men,
three of them at the edge of the wood lot
adjoining the hause with instructions to
close in at a signal, Guoyon, it proved,
was hid in some underbrush, and when
the officers closed in he passed between
them, but he had not gone far when they
saw him and opened fire on him. Ciuoy-
on dodged behind a tree and returned
the fire, putting a bullet through Den.
nell’s right ear and glaacing over his scalp.
Guoyon then took to his heels and was
soon lost to sight. The officers are scour-
ing the country, One of the officers
claims to have wounded Guoyon during
the battle.

At that hour Miss Lambert was awaken-
ed from her sleep by a loud koocking at
the door, and going down and peering
through an adjacent window she saw two
men and returning to the inside of.the
door she cried out :

The girl, greatly alarmed, ran
up-stairs, and having related go the pedlar
all that had happened, the Jatter gave her
a small purse containing # few dollars,
which was flung out of thg' chamber win-
dow.

Decision in the Hamiliton Will Oase.

Judge Palmer of the New Brunswick
Equity Court has delivered judgement in
the matter of the will of the late Hon.
John Hamilton of Dalhousie ag follows:—
The dwelling house and farm in Resti-
gouche, which in the second will are called
his farm, are devised to John Hamiltors
and all the rest of the first will is revoked.
The rest of the property is given as direct-
ed in the second will, viz: £1000 sterling
to Grace, his daughter, and two-ninths of
the rest to each of his children alive and
one-ninth to his grandson Hegan, (the
legacy of £500 to Hegan given in the first
will being revoked). The “farmn” com-
prises all lands that were situate at Eel
River as well asthe homestead. \The
trustees clearly have power tosell ‘the
rest of the real estate in NewBrunswick,
a8 otherwise the trusts could not be carried
out.

This judgement is delivered on an appli-
cation made by the executors for advice
and instructions asto what oourse they
should pursue in view of the confliciting
clauses of the will and codicil.

Death of ex- Judge Williston.

The death at a ripe old age, of ex-Judge
Williston of the County Courts of North-
umberland, Gloucester and Restigouche.
took place at hislate residence, New-
castle on Sunday morning last, after a
long illness. Judge Williston’s family
came to this province from the United
States soon after the close of the Revolu-
tion. The Judge was born in Glenelg, in
1813, and was called to the Bar in IS3S.
In 1855 he was elected to represent North-
umberland in the General Assembly and
sat until the union in 1867, when he was
created a County Judge, having previously
held the office of Solicitor-General from
April 14, 1866, in the Confederation
Cabinet. He was a man of good ahilty,
and was much esteemed among the people
of his native county. At his - retirement
a few years since he was succeeded in the
Judgship by Hon. Wm. Wilkinson, our
present County Court Judge.

The funeral on Tuesday afternoon was
very largely attended. The pall-bearers,
who appeared in barristers’ gowns and
bands,were Hon. Judge Wilkinson, A, A.

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A novel Freight Stsamor.
Referting to the new S. S. ¢‘Daventry”

| which is under charter to Mr. Snowball to

load deals at Chatham,the Scottish Am>ri-
cun 25th of July, under the heading,
‘A Novel Frieght Steamer,” says:—*The
Daventry, the first of an new line of
freight boats started by Sivewright,
Bacon & Co., of West Hartlepool, Eng.
land, arrived in New York harbour on
the 21st inst. Captain Galbraith, form-
erly of the Durham Castle, was in com-
mand, and she brought 4000 toas beet
sugar from Hamburg. The Daventry is
regarded as the foremost type of the
modern freight steamer. She has enorm-
ous stowage capacity, great breadth of
beam, and new devices for the expeditious
handliog of cargo. She is built of Sie-
mens-Martin steel, with patent cellular
bottoms, and a peculiar arrangement of
the frames that gives an unusually
roomy hold. Her decks ars of iron.
The cabin is under the bridge. It isa
round iron turret. The Daventry is the
first vessel to have a cabin of this shape.
Its advantage is that it gives no hold to a
heavy sea, which may wash over the ship.
The voyage of the Daventry was in a
measure a test of a new and important
improvement in marine gngines. Hither-
to ocean steamers have been obliged to use
' more or less salt water in their boilers, As
it takes more heat to make steam from salt
than from fresh water, there has been a
consequent waste of fuel. In the Daven-
: try the salt water is pumped into an
I evaporator supplied with steam from the
intermediate jacket of the boiler. By a
| patent appliance it is rapidly distilled in

The Jesuits’ Estates Act.

Under arrangements made by & com-
mittee of the Presbytery of Miramichi,
consisting of Revs. N. McKay, W.
Aitken and Wm. Hawilton, a public
meeting was held on Tuesday evening in
Masonic Hall, Chatham, the object being
to afford Rev. D.J. McDonell, B. D. of
Toronto and Rev. Dr. Burns of Halifax
opportunity to address the public on
the Jesuits Estates Bill. There was & large
audience.

On motion of Rev. N. McKay, Rev.
Mr. Aitken was appointed Chairman,
who, after he had thanked the meeting
for the honor conferred, callel on Rev,
Mr. Thompson of Bathurst to open- the
meeting with prayer.

The Chairman made a brief address in
which he referred to the question of the

! guilty of a breach of trust,and had divert-
ed these moneys from purely educational
purposes to the general purposes of the
church. Referring again to the allegation
that the Pope had only acted as arbitrator
in & matter between two contending fac-
tions of a church of which he was supreme
head, tbe speaker emphasized the fact of
the pope’s claim of actual and absolute
ownership, If that were so, instead of
actiog as arbitrator in & case in which he
was one of the principals, he should have
called in an impartial and unprejudiced
third party. If this were true, no second
ground was needed for opposing the Act.
It the Pope’s interference in this purcly
civil matter was not objectionable and
disagreeaBle, he would like some one to
frame a bill that cou!d be made ebjection-
able and disagreeable to protestants.
New Brunswick was as much interested
in refusing to allow the improper inter-

ference of this foreign power in the affairs

of Canada, as any other section of the

Jesuits’ Estates Act as one of special im-
portance, although it had received little
attention in this part of the oountry.
This meeting’s ebject was to elicit greater
information on {the subject, in order that
the people might know what the line of
duty in the matter was. He claimed that
politics should be conducted with due
regard to christianity and that if chris-
tianity had nothing to do with politics,
neither had God himself. Without
christianity in politics scepticism? and
irreligion would soon exercise their bane-
ful influence in public affairs. Mr. Aitken
introduced Mr, McDonell at the close of
his remarks,

Rev.Mr. McDonell was heartily received
and amongst his introductory observations
said he was a New Brunswicker, born at
Bathurst while his mother was a Picton-
nian of Nova Scotia. He was spending
bis holidays in the maritime provinces
aud, although it was not entirely
pleasant to discues the subject of
the evening—as he had done in other
places—yet he was doing it ss a
matter of duty. He appeared partly
to show what had been done in the matter
in Quebec and Ontario, in order that
those whom he addressed here might
understand what their duty was. He felt
in good heart, for although many said this
was & western question, with which the’
Maritime Provinces had nothing te do,
yet in different places therein large
audiences had come together and so agreed
with the reasons he had given for what he
urged that they endorsed his position by
resolutions, If he did not to night give
good reasons in support of his position he
did not wan the endorsation of the meet-
ing. He was even willing, to hear the
other side of the question for he wanted
only a fair understanding of the matt

domini He admitted the importance
of maintaining provincial legislative
autonomy, but if we are to havea com-
mon nationality 1t is in New Brunswick’s
interests, as well as those of the other
provinces that the power of disallowance
ehould be exercised - when any local legis-
lation was had that introduced daugerous
principles into the country.

Mr. McDouell was proceeding to refer
to the dangerous character of Jesuit
teaching and to Mr. Mercier threatening
to hoist the tri-color when one of the
audience asked what about; Rev. Dr.
Wild of Ontario asserting that it would
be mo crime to shoot a Jesuit?

Mr. McDonell deprecated Dr. Wild’s
assertion, but intimated that it was,
probably, made in jest, although he ad-
mitted that such jests were very much
out of place.

The question had the effect of making
the learned speaker ‘‘forget where he
was” as he expressed it, and he closed by
saying that there are times when, in the
interests of peace and unity, it is neces-
sary, show a {ront against the dangerons
principles which the Jesuits’ Estates Act,
seeks to establish in the country. “The
Kingdom of God is rightenesness, peace
and joy in the Holy Ghost” and if the
people shut their eyes in this matter there
would be only a false peace.

Sub-

sequently Pope Clement XIV declared

that the peace of the church could only
be preserved by the supression absolutely

and forever of the Jesuit order. The
suppression of the Jesuits in Canada was

confirmed when this couuntry was ceded

to Britain by France and all the rights
and property of the Jesuits ware confis-
cated to the crown of Great Britain,

Now, the crucial point is whether the
British law, which said this property was
escheated to the crown; or the Roman
cagon law, which says this property is
escheated to the Pope—prevails in this
British country. Mr. McDonell read ex-
tracts from Premier Mercier’s correspond-
ence, written at Rome, with] Cardinal
Simeoui, in which the Pope gave per-
mission tosell portions of the' property,

on the express understanding that the
proceeds are set apart as a special fund
by the Quebec government and to be at
the disposal of His Holiness, If this,
said the lecturer, is harmless and inoffen-
sive language, he would like for somebody
to write something that would be harsh
and offensive to protestants and Britiph
subjects. He would give the Pope the
full spiritual direction of his people in
Canada, bat no civil power. If we don’t
prevent the entering of the thin end ot
the wedge of the Pope’s attempt to
exercise civil power in  Canads,
we shall regret it. The pro-
perty of the British crown in Quebec
was sold by the Pope's permission, subject
to the command of His Holiness that the
proceeds were to be retained on deposit
suhject to his digposgl. The act provided
that *‘the agreement was to be ratified by
the pope and the legislature of Quebec ;"
that His Holiness was to ratify the agree-
ment and make known his wishes in rela-
tion to the disposition of the money, etc.
Besides the $400,000 the Pope gets certain
domaijns ai J.aprairje gnd other finangia}
advantages, This, said the speaker, wag
calculated to make Protestants feel sensi-
tively. When the trust of this property
was handed over by the crown to the gov-
ernment of Quebee, it was provided that

Catholic country in the world, it had
been suppressed by numerous Popes, and
why should we welcome it in Canada
when its advance was opposed by Cardinal
Tascherean, the head of the Roman
Catholic church ? It bas been eaid that
this is a Quebec question, that the dis-
posal of its own fundsis solely within the
right of the Quebec legislatnre. The
speaker pointed out, however, that section
91 of the confederation ast vested in the
federal government the right, in the
interest of minorities in any province, of
disallowing certain legislation. Todd
declares that the B. N. A. act recognizes
and guarantees to every province in the
confederation the right of local self gov-
pment in all cases within the competency
of the provincial authorities, and it does
not contemplate or justify any interfer
ference exceptin regard to acts whith
transcend the lawfal bounds of provincial
jurisdiction, or which prefer & claim that
might injuriously affect the interests of
any portion of the dominion, as in the
acts which dimjaish the rights of
minorities in the particular province in
relation to education, conferred by law in
any province prior to confederation. The
Jesuits Kstates Act, he claimed, came
within the scope of this clause and should
be disallowed.

During Dr. Burne’ speech there were
some unreasonable interruptions, such,
for instance, as repeated d ds for the
name of the authority he was quoting,
and although he gave the name of Paul
Bert geveral times, the interruption was
coptinued, until the Chajrman was forced
to ask if there was a magistrate present
who would protect the speaker and Mr.
G. B. Fraser, J. P., warned the disturb-

Mr. M. Adams asked Mr. McDonell if
he held that the Protestant members of
the Quebec Legislature were so afraid of
alicnating their Catholic supporters, that
they wpuld sacritice the interests of the
Protesthnt minority in voting for this bill?

Mr. McDonell said that he had not,
all he had said, pretended to judge men’s
motives.

Mr. M. Adams: No—you kave acted
as a gentleman throughout.

Mr. McDonell continued, saying he had
claimed and endeavored to show that the
act was subversive of public rights and
interests,

Mr. M. Adams asked Mr, McDonell
whether he thought the righteousness and
peace to which he had made reference,
were to be premoted by the dourse taken

at this meeting? The Protestauts of Que-
bee had not refused the  $60,000 granted
to them. 'They had only asked for more.
He believed the matter was amicably set-
tled, so far as the people of Quebec was
concerned, and he deprecated the stirring
up of discord in other parts of the country
over the matter, especially as the matter
was a Quebec affair, exclusively.

Mr. McDonell said that in his remarks
already made he had - answered as to his
views of the peace and good-will element
involved, and he disavowed any desire to
stir up ill-wiil or discord.

Mr. R. B. Adams asked Mr. McDonell
if the gentlem=n on the platform took the
position that they knew better than the
imperial officers of the Queen whether
this Act was an infringement of DBritish
law and an atiack on Her Majesty’s
dignity and prerogative ?

Mr. McDonell said the question had not
been belore the law officers of the Crown.
Mr. R. B. Adams said it had been be-
fore Her Majesty's advisers in the form of
a petition from the Protestant alliance of
Ontario.

Mr. McDonell said that was not an
appeal to the Privy Council.

Mr. R. B. Adams said nevertheless,
those petitions had been sent to the
Queen and her answer through her advis-
ers was that the matter was one for the
Dominion authorities to deal with.

Mr- McDonnell said that meant that

-until the matter of Canadian appeal had

been exhausted the question was not in a
position to be pronounced upon by Her
Majesty’s law officers. Many who were
now urging disallowance would, no doubt,
be satisfied with a decision on appeal to
the Supreme Court of Canada on the law
officers of the Crown in England.

This point was further discussed until
it was ended by Rev. Mr. McKay moving
a vote of thanks to the speakers, which
was seconded by Rev. Mr. Hamilton.
Many voted yea, but more dissented when
Mr. R. B. Adams said there could be no
objection to thanking Mr McDonell, but—
The Chairman : ““Then it is unanimous”
—and, thus, the meeting ended.

The Destiny of the English-Speaking
Ragce.

The Rt, Rev. Bishop Fallows, D. D.,
of Chicago, according to announcement,
delivercd his lecture on the Destiny of
the English Speaking Race on the evening
of Monday Jast in Tempsrance Hall,
Chatham, The audience, although small,
was a bighly -appreciative one, The
chair was occupied by the Rev. Mr.
Crisp, who, in a few well-chosen and
appropriale remarks, introduced the lec-
turer Lo the audience,

Alfter referriug to God in history and
his dealiugs with pations, the lsctuier
alluded to and commented upon the belief
that so many entertain that the English
are the descendents of the children of
Israel. He nest spoke of the love that
the race had for civil and religious liberty
as well as their loyalty to law and order.
The English-speaking people, he said,
were of a composito race, a single stem
from many roots, Celtic, Saxon, Danish
and Norman. These races, after strug-
gling for centuries togain the mastery of
each other in England, at last quietly
settled down in their island home and,
in the course of a few more centuries, a
new race took their places which had all
the prominent and leading characteristics
of the different races from which it
sprung. This is the origin of the present
English-speaking peoples, and from that
time to this, owing to the maritime, com-
mercial and colonising spirit by which it
has been actuated, it has become one of
the most powerful and influential races
that the world has ever seen. | Some
three hundred years ago the race did not
number much over six millions and was
confined to England; Wales and Scotland '
—the combination of which it is the re-
sult; was not then half perfected, for
neither Wales nor Scotland was half
Auglo-Saxonised at the time, Now it
numbers 120,000,000 of human beings,
planted upon all the continents and
islands of the earth, and increasing every-
where by a great ratio of progression,
Its mission is to civilize, to pioneer, jto
cut down forests and to penetrate from sea
to sea over prairies and bush. Over all
the quarters of the world it has planted
the seeds of civilization and its ships are
in every port and visit every coast. It
carries science, literature and religion
wherever it goes, and is fast absorbing or
displacing all the sluggish races or barbar.
ous tribes of men that have occupied the
continents of America, Africa, Asia and
the islands of the ocean. If no great
physical revolution supervene to check ity
progress, it will number upwards of one
thousand million of human beings in one
hundred years from the present time—-all
speaking the same language, having the
same literature, tho most :nalienable
characteristicts, and each and all posses-
sing the = most liberaland advanced
systems of government to be fouund in the
world.

Thus the population of the earth is fast
becoming Anglo-Saxionised by blood, but
the lauguage is more self expansive and
aggressive than 'the blood of the race,
Everywhere it is growing upon the ,other
languages of the earth, aud preparing
those who speak it for this absorption, and
there cannot be a doubt that it has a -
tained such supremacy over every other
that, at no distant day, it will be the
cosmopolitan language of the world,

In this hasty and imperfect sketch it
is impossible to give anything but the
briefest notice of the manner in which
the lecturer referred to the present and
future relations of England and Canada
with our Amcrican brethern across the
border. He deprecated anything like
anncxation being advocated by either
people, and was most eloquent in his
advocacy of a grand union of the English.
speaking peoples throughout the world,
whicl he s4id would be in the interest
of religion; civilization and commerce,
These opinions, he said, were beginnin, g to

i

be entertained and expressed by the
ablest thinkers and statesmen in the two
countries, and referred at cousiderable
length to the address lately delivered by
Benjamin Butler who not only advocated,
but proved the benefit such a union
