The grain elevator, which
is in almost constant demand during
the winter season is owned by 'the
Grand Trunk railway, by which cor-
boration it was- built, the oy of
Portland liberally assisting in its con-
struction. The elevator charges, too,
are a matter of private contract be-
tween its owners and the steamship
lines and just what rate is fixed de-
pends very largely on the circum-
stances attending each particular
transaction.

The Grand Trunk railway has made
Portland what it is in a commercial
sense.

Out
of the 31 steamers with a total of 71,386
tons, 30 totalling 70,271 tons, sailed un-
der a foreign flag, and of the 109 sail-
ing vessels, only 27 were American. In
1392, ’93, '94 and ’95, not a single Ame-
rican steamer engaged in trans-Atlan-
tic trade entered the port, as against

{166 British' steamers of 378,685 tons. Of

the sailing vessels that entered from
forelgn ports in these four years, there
were but 215 of 28,293 tons flying the
American flag as against .330 British
and other foreign vessels of 62,710 tons.
In 1895 (this is during the fiscal year

i-ending -June 30th) there were entéred

at Portland from the United King-
dcm 25 steamers of 68,743 tons and only
one sailing vessel of 964 tons, the lat-

| for the United Kingdom in the same

reriod two sailing vessels of 1,778 tons
and 32 steamers of 70,774 tons. _

The volume of Canadian’  imports
and exports handled at Portland is
a most important factor in- ¢he busi-
ness of that port. In the year ended
June 30th, 1895, that is, in the winter
of ’94-95, there were $4,538,474 worth
of Canadian products sent across the
ocean via this port, and the ifigures
of the season now about to close will
largely exceed that amount. In the
year last mentioned, according to the
United States trade returns,there were
$19,385,447 worth of Canadian products
sent through the United States, of
which -Boston handled fully as much
as Portland. The imports into Can-
ada through the seaports of-the re-
public run well up to the export fig-
ures, so that it is safe to say that the
United States handles some $40,000,000
worth of our trade that could be large-
ly conducted through the ports of St.
John and Halifax.

The labor question is one that pos-
Sesses no terrors for  Portlanders or
the steamships that frequent this
port. Some years ago there was more
or less friction, but whatevér troubles
then existed have been threshed out,
and employe and employer now work
tcgether- in harmony. Thirty cents
per hour for day time ard 5 cents
per hour for night labor is the scale
of remuneration that now obtains,
with extra, in/fact, double pay for
Sundays, and the uhion is content
with these figures. There -are no
vexatious regulations as to hours and
parts of hours, the number of men to
be employed at a time, etc. These
things are matters of agreement and,
as one of the most prominent mem-
bers of the labor society said to the
writer: “We have to work hard while
we’re at it, but the pay is good and
it’s right in ‘your fist.” The supply
of labor is fully equal to the demand
at the busiest season and at other
times considerably in excess of it.

Theé warehouse arrangements on the
Grand Trunk wharves are such as to
afford the speediest handling of car-
goes. The warehouses are in tiers or
rows, with door-ways opposite each
hatch of the steamer, and with rail-
way tracks bi-secting each warehouse,
they being\in double rows.

'SPRUCE IN GREAT DEMAND.
(Timber Trades Journal, April 11.)

The stocks of spruce in Liverpool
are worked down to a degree lower
than has been known, and it is with
the utmost dificulty that orders for
special sizes can be carried out. The
importations of Messrs. Watson &
Todd by the St. John, N. B., line of
mail steamers are snapped up as soon
as they arrive, if they are not sold
before the vessels arrive. Beyond
these arrivels the imports of spruce
deals in . Liverpool and the neighbor-
ing ports have been nothing during
the past week, and we know of noth-
ing on the way excepting one ressel,
which will probably have sailed by
the time this appears. There will be
but little of this shipment -available
for outside buyers, as most of it is
already arranged for. Shippers of
spruce have already made extensive
sales to the outports, especially to
the Bristol Channel and Ireland
at prices “better than are obtainable:
in this neighborhood, and they are
holding an extremely firm  attitude
with regard to prices. So far from
any relaxation taking place in mar-
ket values, we think the tendency is
in the other direction.

NATURAL HISTORY SOCIETY.

The interesting lecture last evening
by Dr. Cox on Extinct Birds was well
attended and much enjoyed by those
present. The doctor gave a brief ex-
planation of the organs used in sSwim-
ming, tracing their evolution from
lower to higher forms.

The early types of birds were of the
multiple type, that is, they united in
one bird characteristic, which now are
specialized in separate Species. of
this type were the wingless birds gen-
erally as the Dodo and Solitaire,which
have now become extinct.

The first referred to which has be-
come extinct in historic times, was
the Great Auk, of which the last spe-
ciment was killed in Iceland in 1844.
It used to be very abundant along our
shores from Newfoundland to Vir-
ginia, and was referred to by Jacques
Cartier and other early explorers.
These birds had only skimpy wings
and had the fet set very far back.
They were very strong swimmers, be-
ing found as much as 100 leagues from
land. They were very clumsy on land
and were destroyed by gunners, who
destroyed both birds and eggs. Very
few specimens have been preserved.
Another bird which frequented our
shores has disappeared from the
earth. This was the Labrador or Pied
Duck. It was exposed for sale in
the Halifax markets for food during
this century, but the last one was
killed on Grand Manan in 1871. It was
.never very abundant, was a good
flier, swimmer and diver, and was
very wary of hunters, so it is almost
inexplicable how it should have be-
come extinct in such a.manner.

The Dodo, which existed on the is-
land of Mauritius up till the sixteenth
century, has so utterly disappeared
that all there is to show that it ever
existed is an old oil painting said to
be a very good representation of the
bird and a few bones which have been
dug up on the island.

The Solitaire, a close relative of the
Dodo, existed on a neighboring islang,
but has also disappeared, leaving less
testimony behind it .than the Dodo.
These two birds were killed for their
flesh was said to be very good eating.
These extinct birds, with the excep-
tion of the Labradcr, Duck, were all
wingless, or rather, stumpy winged
birds, unable to fly and escape from
pursuit by man. They generally only
existed on oceanic-islanas, where they
were safe from the pursuits of their
| enemies until man appeared on the
scene.

It -has beem generally: supposed’
that Sir Mackenale ‘Bowell ‘would ‘ré-
sign the premiership before fhe .eclec-
tion, and the natural inference .was.
that the change in : “leadership
would take place gt the' time of the
dissolution. The liberal” conservative
party looks to Sir Charles Tupper as
the next premier, ‘and’ expects with |
this reorganization éther: ‘important !
changes in the administration,
The general 'opinion has.: been that
two men not now in. political life
ought to be in the néw  ministry if
they could be got.” Ft is nio disparage-
ment of the present ministers ‘from

Ontario to say that the government :
would be immensely. strengthened in‘

that province by the return of Chief
Justice Meredith to active politics as
a member of Sir ‘Charles Tupper’s ad-
ministration,, and the 'ministers from
Quebec are no dqubt. prepared ‘th ad-
mit that their party in. the province
turns to Lieutenant’ Goveenor IChap-
lcau as the man for the presenttime.
Mr. Meredith, ‘when "leader of ' the
opposition in the Ontario: legislature,
was associated in. the mind of the
party men with Sir‘John A. Macdon-
ald in the command.of theiliberal con-
servative party in’’ rovince. His
high charaeter, gpIenﬂid ability and
remarkable popularity, would - make
him an acqulsitldn't‘oc any premier who
covets earnestly the best gifts. Mr.
Chapleau is the most popular public
man in Quebec. No man -of his time,
not even Mr. Mercier, before the ex-
posures of 1891, has more. power over
an audience than MT. Chapleay, and
there is no other who can so well re-
store the prestige which has been lost
in recent by-eléctions in the Montreal
district. s

Those who suppose that the’Manitoba
question will be the chief issue in the
campaign do not give the 'people cre-
dit for a proper semse of proportion.
‘We shall be surprised. if the govern-
ment loses many seats m Ontario and
the west, or gains many in Quebec on
account of the remedial bill. There
are other more tmportant and more
distinet issues between the parties,
and now as at other times, the deci-
sion will go largely on' the. question
of the capacity of the two parties to
govern.

The name of St Matt-
hew's is perhaps a substitute forrath-
er than a corruption of the original
title, “Mather’s church,” by which for
the first gixity-five years of its existence
the Halifax soclety honored the mem-
ory of Cotton or Increase Mather. The
roll of pastors of this old Presbyter-
fan church is an additionai element of
interest. The first pastor, Rev. Aaron
Cleveland, was borrowed from @ New
England, and had previously been dis-
missed from two pastorates because
of his heteredox religious views. . In
Halifax also he failed to please all, and
after three years he went to England,
took orders in the church, and went

1% Pennsylvania to propagate the Gos-

pel. In the United States the chief dis-
tinotion that now attaches to his name
gomes from the fact that
his great great grandson is
president. Grover inherits a
capacity for failing to please all
sections of his flock. So does his
brother, whose separation from the
congregation recently under his pas-
toral charge is now one of the topics
of the New. York papers. Another pas-
tor of St. Matthew’s was Dr. Andrew
Brown, who returned to Edinburg to
succeed Dr. Blair as professor of rhet-
oric in-the university. At a later day
the church prospered under Rev. G.
M. Grant, now Known as Principal
Grant of Queen’s college, Kingston,
who is one of Canada’s unofficial pub-

MR. ROSS AND SEPARATE
: SCHOOLS.

One of the most encouraging an-
ncuncements that the grit press .is
ablé’ to make is contained’in the re-
port that Mr. G. W. Ross, Sir Oliver
Mowat’s minister of education, pro-
poses to leave provincial politics and
seek a seat in the federal parliament.
If Mr. Ross should do so, and his
party should win, he would become
the. Ontargo leader of the party. In

these: circumstances some interest at-
taches to the position of Mr. Ross on

the school question. Light is threwn
on this subject by his recent declar-
ation. that the:school system af On-
tario,  which-is a separate school sys-

tem, “is the best in the world.” More:

light may be obtained: from a book
published by the Appleton’s of New
York, ‘“The School System of On-
tarie, Its History and Distinctive Fea-
tures; by G. W Ross, LL. D.,, Minis-
ter of Education.” In this volume Mr.
Ross sets forth the merits of the On-
tario system, the strong points of
which he summarizes in ten clauses.
The last clause commends the system

{ because, “It permits the establish-

ment of separate schools for Roman

Catholics subject to' the same stang-

ards of efficiency as public schools.”
PREFERENTIAL TRADE.

In the last congress of British boards
of trade the most animated and by
far the largest discussion was on the
subjeot of preferential trade. The re-
solution in favor of an imperial tariff
preference was defeated by only a
moderate majority ef the boards re-
presented. In the three years that

+ have passed since the theme has been

much _discussed. The colonial congress
at Ottawa adopted a resolution in fa-
vor of preferential trade, and the Can-
adian parliament has given its en-
dorsement to the principle. Mr.Cham-
berlain’s recent speech,’ while favor-
ing the theory only under conditions
which are impossible to this country,
shows that the subject is now an
open question, within the range of
practical statesmanship. It is im-
portant that the Canadian boards of
trade and chanber of c¢ommerce
sbould instruct their delegates on the
question. At least one representative
from "Canada at' the last congress
voted contrary to the view of his con
stituents. 3
e

-HE REPENTS.

Twelve trips were made to'St. John dur-
ing the winter by the Beaver line boats and
these with the trips of the Donaldson and
Furness line steamers established beyond
doubt the claims put forfth for the past 20
years, - that St John was the real winter
port of Canada, and if the conservative gov-
ernment had only favered St. John half as
much as it did other places the trade would
have 'been here years ago. However, even
at this late day there is a chance of recov-
ering some of the trade which an unpatri-
otic management has kept away from St.
John 'by subsidizing steamboats to make
their terminus on this side of -the Atlantic
at a foreign port.

The above from the St. John Globe

is a proof that nothing succeeds like
success. For twenty years Mr. J. V.

It Iis
the greatest empire the world has
ever known. It is four times the size
of ‘the ‘ancient Roman empire. It is
three times the size of the United
States. It has one sixth of the land of
the globe, and contains one-fifth of
the whole population. More than half
of the ships on the seas fly our flag.
But her size is not her chief glory.
No country can boast a purer or nob-
ler literature. Shakespeare stands out
by common consent unique and pre-
eminent in the literature of the world.
Recently a leading Italian journal in-
stituted a vote as to the best books
in the world. As a result, after several
hundreds of subscribers had given their
views—out of the first eight books, one
being the Bible, no less than four were
English. Then in the history of inven-
tion and discovery there have been
none more famous than Waitt, Stephen-
son and Arkwright. In medicine the
circulation of the blood was discovered
by Harvey, vaccination by Jenner, and
if possible more important still was the
application of chloroform as an anaes-
thetic by Simpson. In science there are
no greater names than Bacon, Sir Isaac
Newton, Darwin, Sir Humphrey Davy,
Professors Farraday, Lyell, Herschell
and many others. On the Palace of In-
dustry at Paris I read with the great-
est pleasure nearly all these names
that I have mentioned, and more, in-
scribed in letters of gold among the
names honored by the whole world. So
it is no mere prejudice which leads me
to mention them. Now why has ,all this
honor been bestowed upon our coun-
try? Because-upon the whole our- pow-
er has been well made use of, and our
rule has been beneficent without ques-
tion, far beyond that of any other
nation. We' paid (in far less pros-
perous days than now) $1,500,000 to Por-
tugdl and 32,000,900 to Sqain to. induce
‘those countries to give ‘up the slave
traffic. Sir John Lubbock estimates
that our efforts to put down this ab-
ominable traffic must have cost our
country about $500,000,000. But that was
some ‘time ago. I believe, I know that
God diverted judgment from our land
because of that grand deed. But it is
a dangerous thing to rest on our fore-
fathers’ deeds. We must do something
to ennoble our own generation or share
the fate of Greece and Rome. We truly
are in a “splendid isolation,” or in
other words ‘““There is none other that
fighteth for us, but only Thou, On
God.”

Ottawa, April 23.—The house met
again this morning at 10.30 o’clock as
yesterday.

At the very outset Mr. Martin com-;

plained@ that the accountant of the
house had refused to pay his indem-
nity befort the prorogafion unless he
produced a pair.

Sir Donald Smith made an urgent
appeal to have the vote put through,
but Mr. MecShane was obstinate, and
being backed up by Mr. Laurier, the
vote was reduced to $10,000. The re-
mainder of the supplementaries were
concurred and the supply bill passed
at six o’clock. &

THE SENATE.

The senate met at noon today and
disposed of a number of bills. On |
the second reading of the bill, allow- !
ing the members to be paid their in- !
demnity for twelve absent days dur- |
ing the session, Hon.Mr.Power thought i
it highly discreditable that a bill -of !
this kind should be passed every ses-
gion. 1If it was thought desirable that
members should receive their indem-
nity for twelve days during the ses-
sion when they were absent, perma-
nent legislation shculd be enacted to
that effect. He also thought an amand-
ment should be made to the law pre-
venting members who attend only. a
few sittings during a session from
drawing a large portion of their in-
demnity. The bill was passed through
its ‘'various stages and finally disposed
of. ; :

On the ocean steamship bill, Senator
Scott trusted that as the imperial gov-

Lty smised. aid, fHe. . Toaf,
Atlantic line weuld soon be establish-
ed. The treaty with France had stim-
ulated the export trade in woods and
it was hoped that a further tra.dg
would be developed in butter and
cheese. He was in favor of a direct
line of steamships to France, so that
this trade might be stimulated by our
coming in under the minimum French
tariff.

Senator Drummond thought that an
eighteen-knot service was good enough
Canada, as it would enable. vessels
from Liverpool ‘te reach Montreal in
about the same time as the fast Ame-
rican steamships made the trip from
Liverpool to New York.

Senator Wod hoped that a condi-
tion would be placed in the contract
for a new fast Atlantic service that
the terminus on this side of the water
should be a Canadian port all year
round. He did not think that a sub-
sidized line of steamers should be al-
lowed to run for any part of the year
to an American port.

Premier Bowell was astonished at
the statement of Senator Drummond
that an eighteen-knot service was
good enouga for Canada. He believed
that we should have vessels as fast
and as good in every way as the
ocean grevhounds plying to New York.
If we cculd not have that he thought
the subsidy would be wasted, as the
main object of the fast line was to
captare from American lines the traf-
fic to the great Northwest of Ame-
rican and - such entrepots by
Chicazo by saving twenty-four hours
over the vessels running to New York.
In faect, he had strongly favored a
twenty-two or twenty-three knot ser-
vice in the hope that the régular ser-
vice would be twenty or twenty-one
knots. He trusted that before next
parliament died, Canada would have
a service equal to or better than that
of the United States. One of the con-
ditions in the contract for a fastline
would be that the vessels should run
from a port ir England to a port in
Canada and no where else. The Can-
adian terminus would be Halifax in
winter, with the option to the con-
tractors to call at St. John and Que-
bec or Montreal in summer. The bill
passed the third reading..

{ Travellers by rail have just to add one
! hour to the figures of the time /table,
. and are not bothered with any calcu-
lations as to the minutes.

The provincial legislature, now in

{ session, offers some peculianities ‘to
those accustomed to the legislatures
| and’ parliaments elsewhere. Here are
: two bodie sitting and voting together,
¢ wiho "are elected together for an equal
i term of four years. Both the “‘assem-
bly. men” and the “councillors” have
equal ‘powers’ in legislation, but are
elected by different classes of voters—
the former by almost universal suf-
frage and the latter by qualified’ pro-
perty ‘holders. Of the nine members
of the government -only three have
portfolios, the afttorney general, the
commissioner of public works and the
commissioner of public lands, who is
also provincial secretary. But the at-
torney genemal, and not the secretary,
makes the budget speech. This fact
adds to the importance of the leader,
Mr. Peters, who is regarded in oppo-
sition circles as “the one man govern-
ment.” The opposition are few in
numbers, but confident of a large in-
crease when the néxt appeal is made
to the people. Their criticisms run
i largely on financial lines. The Peters
i government have had a succession of
| deficits every year since their. advent
i to power, though they came in on a
platform of economy. Then there are
grave charges as to the mismanage-
ment of public services—either that
their cost is‘too great, as in the ferry
services, or that they are inefficiently
managed, as is alleged of the provin-
cial stock farm, the poor house and
the lunatic hospital. Premier Peters
has admitted that the provinecial poor
house ds “not creditable to the prov-
ince,” and as to the lunatic asylum
 the percentage of cures to admission

! ‘one-fourth of what they were in form-
er times. This appalling record is
: probably due to over-crowding and the
| fact that the institution, from false
i economy, has only a visiting, instead
{ of a resident miedical superintendent.

Euﬂu:HundnulThothﬁleﬂati
for Dredging the Barbor, :

So That Vessels Drawing Twenty-nine
Feet Can Lie at Twenty
More Wharves.

-

The City Corporation Does Not Own any
Wharf Property — Might be a Great
Summer Resort —The i’eoplo
Who Live There.

(8pecial Correspondence of The Sun.)

Portland, Me,, April 21.—Were not!
the people of Portland, Me., possessed
of the true Yankee spirit of business
enterprise, they could fall back on the
attractive merits of the town as a
summer resort, for Portland is with-
out doubt the most beautiful of all
easily. accessible spots on the North
‘Atlantic coast. With its salt water
fishing in front, its trout fishing and
mountains to the rear, added to the
great natural beauties of the town
itself and the picturesqueness of its
spacious harbor, dotted with pretty
islands, Portland is far superior to
either Newport or Saratogda,and should
today have had many of the palatial
private dwellings and caravansaries
with which those resorts of wealthy
Americans are enriched. The town
rises to the height of 176 feet towards
its western end on. Bramhall’'s hill,
where the reservoir is situated and to
the east 160 feet on Munjoy’s hill, and
its strets, lineed with umbrageous
trees to an extent that has won for it
the name of the *“Forest City,” pre-
sent a grateful sight to the visitor as
he sails up the harbor. The time may
yet come when, outstripped in the
struggle for cemmercial supremacy by
more energetic and more highly fa-
vored competitors, Portland will blos-
som forth as the American Mecca for
all who ' seek nature’s great health-
restorer, sea hathed and forest-
cleansed air.

It is in relation to the bandling of
the winter-trade between western
Canada and Great Britain that Port-
land possesses the greatest interest to
the people of the maritime provinces.
For years the Allan line, ‘which has
received a dominion subsidy for carry-
ing mails to and from Canada, has
made Portland its winter port for
freight purposes, to the injury of St.
John and Halifax, andin conjunciion
with the Grand Trunk rallway has
acquired such an equipment of ter-
minal faecilities' as induces them to
endeavor to make it appear to the
Canadian government and the Cana-
dian people that Portland is the one-
and only port through which this vast
and growing trade can be carried c¢n,
while the St. Lawrence is closed to
navigation.

No man at all acquainted ivith the
facts will deny that the harbor «cf
Portland is ons of tlie very best on
the North Atlantic coast. It 'is ‘arge,

well sheltered and easy of access.

Unlike that of Liverpool and  some
other of the world’s greatest shipping
centres, it hds no bar at its mouth to
‘detain vessels at low water. Money
has been liberally spent by the United
States government in the past to in-
crease the mnatural facilities of  the
port, and the preseat grants are cn
@ scale of magnitude worthy of = the
cause they are seeking to maintain.

' But there is a great Jifference in
the relation of the city governments
of St. John and Portland. to their re-
spective harbors. Portland doés nct
own a foot of wharf ani derivea 1o
revenue whatever from the business
done along the /water front. The
wharves are all private property. The
total appropriation for harbor pur-
poses last civic year, according to
the city accounts was but $200 and of
that only $108.3¢ was expended in
changing harbor buoys and breaking
ice, while $200 more was paid under
direction of the harbor commissioners
for ‘keeping the harbor clear ‘of ice
and other obsfructions. ‘The - harbcr
master, whose salary is $425.00, is ap-
parently not a hard sworked man. In

1 his report for 1894-95 (the last &avail-

able civic vear) to the mayor and
council,- he says: :

“I would respectfully report that
during the past year I have removed
from the channel to a safe anchorage
three hundred and twenty-eight ves-
sels; consisting of three steamers, three
barks, three brigs, two: . hundred and
eighty-six schooners,  ~twenty-one
yachts, four barges and two steam
dredges and their scows; thirty-three
of these vessels were removed from
the course pf the ferry boats, and
eighty-two from the course of  the
island steamers, Have moved five
steamers, two lobster cars and two
yachts from wharves; quarantined and
inspected thrée steamers, four ships,
six barges, five brigs and sixteen
schooners, ouftiside of the regular lines
of steamers running to this port.
‘“Have boarded sixty-four vessels from
foreign ports, all of which have shown
a clean bill of health, consisting of
ten steamers, one bark, one brig, forty-
eight schooners and four barges. Have
placed three humdred and eighty cop-
ies of the ‘Rules and Regulations’ on
board vessels. )

‘“The port has been visited by two
men-of-war only, namely the U. 8.
Monitor ‘Miantonomah” and U. S.
dispatch steamer ‘“Dolphin.” No for-
eign man-of-war has been in the har-
bor during the past year.

‘““Have placed one new harbor buoy
and replaced several which have drag-
ged from their proper position. Paid
$50 for breaking ice prior to the fire
boat going into commission, since
which have employed her for this pur-
pose ten and a half hours, which would
have been an expense of $105 had tug
boats been employed.”

Ag above stated, the city gets no
revenue from the wharves, the use of

which is a matter of private bar-'

gain between the owners thereof and
the vessels that have oceasion to use
them.

Cyrus Farley, one of the commis-
sioners for the expenditure of - the
government grants in the harbor, and
one of the best posted men in harbor
matters in Portland (the mayor says
he is the best living- authority)  took
much pains to explain‘tothe Sun man
what was being done to deepen the
water in the channel and at the

wharves. Years jago, said Mr. Farley,"

‘we had a harbor capable of accommo-
dating all the vessels that wanted to
come to the wharves, but that was be-
fore the era of large and deep draught
steamers. Money has been freely spent
in the past to keep up with the march
of events, but it was not until recently
that anything like a comprehensive

and far-seeing plan was attempted. |

What we are doing now is being well
done.

At present a large area in front of
the Grand Trunk railway wharves has
been dredged to the depth of 29 feet
at low water; also an entrance or
passage thereto 500 feet wide from
the lower harbor. In other words the
Grand Trunk today has the only deep
water wharves in Portland, and it is
at these wharves that the steamers of

the Allan and Dominion lines lie. This |

monopoly will not, however, continue
much, longer. %

Mr. ‘Farley said that the river and
harbor appropriation bill as finished by
the comimittee of the national house
of representatives, gives Portland a
total grant of $842,000, of which $810,-
000 would be expended in the harbor

by what is known as the ¥rye contin- '

uous contract system, so named af-
ter Senator Frye, ltsoriginator. Under
this system tenders are called for from
contractors for dredging, the work to
be done from year to year, as the ap-
propriations are made by congress, and
until all the grant is exhausted. The
contractor is thus enabled to execute
his work more economically than un-
der ‘he old yearly or job way of doing
things, as he has his plant on the
ground, and moving dredging plant
from port to port is a very expensive
Job and forms a large item in the data
on which contrtactors base their es-
timates. Again, knowing that he is
sure of his money the contractor can
g0 on, if he so desires, when labor is
cheap and he has nothing else to do,
in advance of the annual appropria-
tion,' knowing that his money will
be. all right when the right time
comes. Then the government is also
a gainer, by the reduced figure at
which the work is done.

It is the present intention, said Mr.
Farley, to widen the 29 foot chanhel or
passage from 500 to 900 feet all the
way to the wharf line, which will
open twenty wharves more to the lar-
gest kind of ocean steamers, as far up
as the bridge towards the head of the

harbor. The wharves are from 500 to .

1,200 feet in length, and fully half of

them are capable of accommodating .

NOVA SCOTIA SHIPBUILDER
DEAD.

A New London, Conn., despa-:h cf
April 20th, says: ‘“James David$on, a
well known shipbuilder, died Monday
morning at his home, in this city. He
was seventy-two years of zge.

Mr. Davidson was a native of Nova
Scotia, but resided in New London for
half a century. He learned the trade
of ship carpenter in his native place,
and, after coming to the States, for
several years he made whaling voy-
ages from New London and New Bed-
ford.

THE CONSTITUTIONAL CLUB.

Speech of Hon. Joseph Chamberlain
{ in London.

The Duteh in Cape Colony as Loyal as the
French Canadians. o

London, April 22.—Right Hon. Jos-
eph Chamberlain, secretary of state
for the colonies, made a speech at the '
Constitutional club tonight containing |
many interesting references to the |
political situation. Mr. Chamberlain |
sabd that the whole policy of ILord!

Rosebery, the late liberal premier, was
a long record of unbroken failure. |
“Yet he never loses a chance,”” Mr. |
Chamberlain said, “of sneering at his'
successor’s effonts to preserve the
peace and maintain the honor and in-!
terests of the empire.”

With reference to the colonies Mr.
Chamberlain declared that there were
two governing factors in the situation
in South Afnica. The firse was ‘that
England must continue to be the par-
amount power and would at all risks
and costs resist any fordign interfer-
ence. The second was that owing to
the peculiar situation that the Dutch
were flikely for many years to be in
the majority, it was the duty of states-
men to do their utmost to maintain
the friendship between the Emglish and
Dutch. The Dutch in Cape Colony, he
sald, were as loyal as were the French
Canadians, but they sympathized with
their kindred in the two neighboring
republics.

With refer®nce to the anomalous
situation of the Transvaal refusing
the common rights of citizanship to a
majority of fte population, Mr. Cham-
berlain said that formerly the sympa-
thiies of the Dutch in South Africa,
even the progressive Dutchmen of the
Transvaal, were withl theUltlanders.
Lately a rewvulsion of feeling had oc-
curred, but he was confident that he
would ere long restore the situation
as it was before the invasion of the
Transvaal. He intended, he asserted,
to exhaust the resources of persuasion,
argument and negotiation, to attain
that object.

The Matabele rising, he pointed out;
was quite a separate affair. The gov-
ernment was alive’ to its gravity, but
they believed that the local forces
woould be able to suppress it, and they
therefore did not intend, unless in an
unexpeoted emergency, to send a large
detachment of the.

CHANNEL ISLAENEDERS TRUE TO
ENGLAND.

A correspondent of the London Times
writes to that paper as follows:

“It would appear at first sight that
it was reserved for-Jersey to strike the
first jarring not in the great chorus
of loyalty which is going up from
British colonies and dependencies all
over the world, by refusing to allow
the use of the English language in its
legislatuve assembly. The Channel is-
lands suffer somewhat from Béthg’ mis-
understood. In reality theére are no
places more devotedly loyal to their
sovereign—their own beloved ‘Duchess
of Normandy'—and to their connection
with Great Britain; and their refusal
to allow the use of English in their
‘states” simply arises from a fear lest
they should lose their autonomy and
,the privileges which they have enjoy-
ed for centuries under the protecting
aegis of the mother country. They
are neither French in ideaz nor feel-
inz; they would repudiate warmly any
proposal to hand them over to France;
their militias—the most ancient forces
under the crown—would shed the last
drop of their blood in defence of their
sovereign; while no greater insult
could be put upon a Channel islander,
even if he could mot speak half a
dozen words of decent English, than
to call him a Frenchman. At the same
time, I regret the action of the island
legislatures in neglecting the use of
the English language, as it is bound
to create a false impression, in both
England and France, and, I can as-
sure you, sir, that the most enlighten-
ed and progressive of our statesmen
are entirely in favor of allowing the
use of English, which is spoken by the
great majority of \ the islanders
(though retaining French as the offi-
cial language), but, unfortunately, we
are outvoted by the narrow-minded
selfishness of the life-elected bucolic
legislators, who form the majority in
our states—in fact, we are in much
the same position as the Uitlanders in
the Transvaal.”

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SHIP LABORERS’ WAGES.

Twenty Cents an Hour is the Rate in
Halifax.,

No Laborers’ Union for Working Purposes—
How the Work is Done There.

(Special correspondence of the Sun.))

Halifax, April 20.—The contrast be-
tween Halifax and St. John in regard
to the labor problem, so far as the
loading and discharging of vessels and
steamers is  concermed, could not be
more complete than it is. Here there
are no restrictions whatever imposed
by the laborers on the management of
steamships or sailing vessels in respect
to what men shall be hired or what
wages pald. ‘There is mno . laborers’
union for amy purpose other than the
mutual benefit of the members in case
of sickness or death, and the labor
market is as free to the ship owners
or agents as it is possible to imagine
it.

This has been the case for ten years
at least. Not long after the year 1886
the society of ’longshoremen, or the
laborers’ wunion which comprised the
men who worked upon ships’ cargoes
when in port, and which up to that
time had been a somewhat vigorous
organization on trades’ union lines,

. abondoned its combination to main-

tain wages, or present a solid front in
dealing with employers, and resolved
itself into a society called the Labor-
ers’ union, its sole object being to pro-
vide sick or funeral benefits for its
membership. Jolhn A. Mackassey, who
for many a long year had not made
his living by manual labor, was elect-
ed president, and under his leadership
on those peaceful lines the Laborers’
union, so called, has accomplished
much good. !

WHY THERE IS NO LABORERS’

UNION IN HALIFAX.

Some other labor and trade organi-
zations flourish in Halifax—why is it
that the Ship Laborers’ union has
thus abandoned the essential charac-

teristics of labor organizations? The :

answer is simple—the available supply
of workmen much exceeds the de-
mand. Not that the number of such
workmen in the city is so much out
of proportion to the number needed,
but because there is an almost inex-
haustible supply of suitable men in a
dozen fishing settlements within  a
radius of ten or fifteen miles from the
city of Halifax. The fishermen who
live in the many coves and hamiets
between here and Sambro, and who
are to bé found on the eastern shore
as well are capable, with very little
training, of doing the work of the ex-
pert ship laborer in loading or dis-
charging a vessel.. Ten years ago
there was a strike by the ship labor-
ers of this port, when they demanded
increased wages for night or Sunday
work. It was not a very protracted,
but it was a bitter fight, and the men
were beaten unconditionally. All the
labor needed, if it could not be ob-
tained in the city, was easily avail-
able at Prospect, or from a dozen
other similar fishing settlements ad-
jacent to the city. Organized ship
labor in Halifax found it could not
successfully fight with the employers,
who had not only unorganized labor
in the city but in the outports as well
at their command, on their own terms.
THE POLICY OF PEACE WORKS
WELL.

For ten years there has been peace
in Halifax between ship labor employ-
ers and employes, and there has been
mutual satisfaction as well. There are
no complaints on either side. The men
are paid wages upon which they can
live fairly well, and the employers feel

that they are getting their full money’s
worth in the work dene by the men. |

The employer is perfectly free to
select the best men he can find, and
the laborer has a reason for striving

to excel at his work; knowing that the

reward will come to him in steadier

and more frequent engagements. The

more efficient and industrious the
workman shows himself to be the
more certain he is of work when it is
going. :

THE SCALE OF WAGES. ;

Not much more than half is received
by the ship laborer in Halifax com-
pared to what is given to his brother
in St. John. Here a laborer engaged
loading or unloading a
whether the cargo handled be lumber,
merchandise or coal, by night or by
day it maitters not, is twenty cents an
hour. - The rate never eéexceeds that

amount, and it has been the same for!

ten years or more. The strike pre-
viously referred to was a fruitless ef-
fort to have the night and Sunday
rate materially raised. A hatch or ship
foreman on a steamer may receive
five or ten cents more per hour, but
this is not necessarily the case.

No ship labor:-3 in Halifax are per-
manently engaged. They work when
work is to be done ard are paid fcr
it twenty cents pa- hour When the
job is finished they earn nothing till
another steamer of sailing vessel
-comes in, when they again resume
work by the hyir The management
are at perfect 1liber'y 10 put as
many or as few men t> work, lischarg-
ing or loading a vessel as they see fit. If
the management think ten men can
do the work more profitably than
twenty, the ten will be hired and no
laborer in Halifax would for a mo-
ment think of objecting. In this re-
spect, as indeed in every other, the
employer is free to do as he deems
best in his own interest or in the in-
terest of the ship.

Up to a week ago there was one
slight exception to this rule furnished
by 8. Cunard & Co., who are agents
for the Allan line steamers. iThey
had several men employed on their
wharf the year round at weekly pay.
When one of their boats came in to
be loaded or discharged, those men
were set at work, their weekly pay
ceasing for the time being and the
twenty cents an hour rate coming
into force, or if they acted as fore-
men, thirty cents. :After the steamer
job was completed, they resumed
their work on the wharf at the weekly
wages rate, But last week those men
were discharged, and now the Messrs.
Cunard hire all the men for steamer
Wo rkon the Allan line, just as they
need them. They probably found
there was not sufficient work for their
bermanent men .on the wharf, when

steamers were in port and hence their
dismissal,

.4 pay the same rate for labor that is.

WEEKLY SUN, ST.JOHN. K. B.,

The Allan boats and the Plant line
are the chief steamers that areload-
ed or discharged directly by the agents
or owners. In other cases a contract
for the job is given to a master steve-
dore, who takes the work at so much
rer ton, who is responsible for loading
or discharging the cargo in good con-
dition. But those master stevedores

given by the agents who hire the
men direct. Usually each steamship
line gives all its work to one steve-
dore. For instance, ‘Coolen & Hector'
have all the Furness boats; T. Dixon,
a veteran stevedore, who has become
comparatively wealthy at the work.
looks after Pickford & Black's lines.
Another master stevedore has the
contract for the cargoes on the Do-
minion lne boats, These master ste-
vedores take the work from the steam-
ship owners or agents by contract,and
sometimes there ‘may be considerable
competition for the work.

WHAT THE MASTER STEVE-
DORES MAKE. ;

*he amount recelved by the master
stevedores varies, ranging from 25
cents as the very lowest to 40 cents
per ton as the highest rate for
discharging - cargo from a steamer
and piling it in the shed on the
wharf. At the deep water terminus
of the Intercolonial raiflway, . when
cargo is discharged from the vessel
and put on board the cars, a total
rate of from 45 to 50 cents is received
by the master stevedore, which is
raid proportionatelyl by the .steam-
ship and the railway. Master steve-
dores’ rates for loading lumber are
rroportional to these.

In the case of loading or discharg-
ing sailing vessels with fish or West
India produce, where the necessity for
rush that prevails on a steamer does
not exist, stevedores’ laborers are
sometimes paid by the day,when not
more than $1.50 is received by the
men. Such men are hired by the day,
however, and are not pernanent em-
ployes by the week or the year.
Should they be taken on by the hour,
the rate generally is the same as on
the steamers, but, except in the case ‘
of a foreman, never exceeds the stand-
ard, twenty cents an hour.

{ A Test to be Made at Moncton of a
; New Signalizing System.
! Rev. Father Devine, a Canadian
{ Jesuit, arrived in Halifax yesterday
‘and is at St. Mary's glebe. He leaves
‘ for Moncton tomorrow, where a test
is to be made by the railway authori-
ties in respect to an important inven-
tion which it is anticipated will revo-
. lutionize signalizing on all roads.
| The present system of signaling on
, freight trains is very defective, as
there are no means of rapid communi-
cation between front and rear train-
. men. The bell cord is a useless orna-
| men, and often owing to the want of
:some rapid means of calling for
. brakes, train and trainmen are hurled
; on to destruction.

Father Devine’s patent is a very in-
; genious electric train signal destined
| to do away with the bell cord on all
moving trains. The invention consists
‘ of three small insulated wires running
from end to end of a train, either as
a weather proof cable like the ordin-
ary bell cord, or coupled between cars
1 by tube-covered insulated: couplers.
The wires are connected with bell but-
tons and open circuit batteries in the
caboose and engine cab and are com-
bined in such a way that front and
rear train men may signal fore and
aft at any time while trains are mov-
ing. Another feature that will be ap-
preciated by railway companies is
that danger of collision between sec-
tions of broken freight trains may be
avoided by use of the new signal.

Up to the present the breaking of a
single, coupling link has always been
attended with great danger, involving
scme times the loss of thousands of
dollars’ 'worth of property. The new
invention gives alarms at both ends
automatically. Interlocking metallic
plates inserted in the coupling tubes
causes the wires to short circuit auto-
matically. Bell start a ringing im-
mediately in the van and engine cab
to warn the trainmen to reverse lever
and apply brakes.

The inventor has travelled over 30,-
000 miles during the past year over
the C. P. R. and other systems and
possesses a thorough . knowledge  of
rajlway organization.—Halifax Chron-
icle, Halifax.

iﬂmtrohh ‘Which _-u.ovq;;bok' erlooked
: by Many Dairymen.

“Certainly no one will deny that it is
wrong to fatten a dairy heifer,” says
& writer in Country Gentleman. “Is
it not wrong to starve them? Tb:
majority of farmers are not willing t.
pverfeed their calves, because it is cx-
bensive; but if they see an article saj-
Ing ‘calves must be kept thin, and fed
on coarse fodder to develop the d geos-
tive organs, surely they will have an
excuse for raising thin, weak calves
and cows having impaired constitu-
tions. ‘Do not think it is to be under-
stood that a highly concentrated ratio):,
strong in fat, is recommiended, as that
Is as wrong as the short ration. Tt
would seem, if the young ealf is re-
fuired to consume large quantities ot
toarse food to get the necessary quan-
tity of nutriment, some of the organs
will be overtaxed and others will “ be
tndeveloped. Regarding a calf having
% large stomach, or, what is vulgarly
termed a ‘pot belly, it will almost
Invariably be found to have a small,
poorly developed chest and heart girth.
In reference to this last your corres-
‘pondent surely has, in judging, over-
looked "this vitally important point.

“All animals are in the natural state
smaller than those which have been
fomesticated, and the tendency Is to
‘grow smaller in the Hands of breeders,
therefore, it seems logical to try and
keep size, health and constitution, but
ilways having production in view. An
txample might be made by taking two
heifers from the same class of dams,
both physically equal at birth; one to
be fed on a nitrogenous, properly bal-
inced ration, to grow fast, produce
bone and muscle to be fully developed
and able to produce’ a strong calf
Wwhen two years old; the other fed
dn coarse, non-nutritive fodder, to be
dlways weak and under-sized,  that
when two years of age would be of a
yearling size. Now the question 1is,
which will prove the better dairy and
breeding animal to reproduce her spe-
*ies, and also prove of value in the
flairy? Does any herd improve where
the young stock are neglected? Most
breeders have bred for an object, pro-
fluction, sacrificing size and constitu-
tion; the result being that soon their
i goal, production, is also lost. Go slow,
}and ‘breed for all .points; in the future
‘they will be required more than at
present.”

Cure for Scours in Calves.

We have tried pretty nearly every-
thing in times past as a cure for scours
in calves, which, try as we will, are
sometimes unavoidable, where it is not
possible for one person to do the feed-
[ng every time. Even one over-feeding
will sometimes cause the mischief to
start. TLast spring raw eggs were fed,
three or four times a day, to a calf
which everything else had failed to re-
lieve. She soon gained strength. She
tould not get up alone at first, and
the disease was checked. To-day the
calf is as strong as any. Very little
milk is fed while giving the eggs.—Col-
man’s Rural World.

How to Keep Swine Healthy.

A Country Gentleman correspondent
jays: According to our experience, both
Poland-Chinas and Berkshires have
proved healthy and thrifty; both take
a wide range if permitted and are busy
foragers. We have had no trouble with
pur hogs since adopting the plan of
keeping them altogether within our
own lines.

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THE IRRIGATION ACT

A SUBJECT BROUGHT INTO PROMI-
NENGE BY SPRINGBANK SETTLERS.

A Live Subject to all Intending Settlers
in the Canadian Northwest—~The Pro-
cedure and Practice in Canada Under
the N.W. Irrigation Act.

(Special Correspondence.) o

‘Canada has in the Northwest Irriga-
tion Act; passed durfng 1894, the neu-
cleus of an irrigation system. Beyond
those immediately and presently in-
terested this fact might have slumber-
ed for all time, so far as older Canada
is concerned, had it not been for the
recent telegrams concerning the ire of
the settlers at Springbank over griev-
ances, real or imaginary, in connection
with the working out of this law.
Briefly, it may be stated that under
the Canadian” gystem of irrigation
surveys in Southern Alberta it is pro-
posed to divert the waters from Elbow
River into the north fork of Fish
Creek, and from Red Deer River into
Rosebud River. Under the Northwest
Irrigation Act a charter has been
granted, I understand, to the Calgary
Irrigation Company for the purpose of

for irrigation purposes. According to
the telegraphic despatches of the other
day, the settlers at Springbank pur-
pose to make irrigation works of their
own, and in doing so use the waters
of Elbow River despite the charter
granted to the Calgary Irrigation Com-
pany. Indeed, one writer in the Cal-
gary Tribune defies the Dominion Gov-
ernment from estopping 'settlers from
using the said waters to benefit their
own farms.

With the merits of the quarrel we
have here no concern. What interests
us in Ontario is the fact that another
factor has been added to the already
long list that must be mastered if an
eastern man or his family would suc-
ceed in our new country to the west.

“water rights” in any stream no fur-
ther applications for ‘“rights,” except
permission to take water during high
water, are entertained. This is with,
the desire to protect streams and pre-
vent them being taxed beyond their
capacity to supply constructed ditches.
Thus the holder of a license has a de-
finite title to a certain quantity of
water at the “low water” stage of the
stream. The inspector is granted plen-
ary powers in the matter of cloging

@own and locking the headgates of .

any ditches taking water to which
their -owners are not entitled under
their license.

The law likewise provides for the
cancellation of water rights for aban-
donment or neglect to use the water
granted, and this without reference to
the courts by and through the inspec-
tor and Minister. Fine and imprison-
ment upon a summary conviction made
is provided for in cases of unauthorized
diversion of water, and arbitration
courts are provided to settle disputes
between companies selling water and
owners of the lands using it.

The law in conelusion duly provides
for the regulation by the Governor-in-
Council of the measurement and use

River Nile, and Persia, Spain, France, |

Italy, Britain for India, and the United

States fell into line as the centuries |

rolled by and the needs of the various
peoples developed. The Dominion has
followed suit, and already the legisla-
tion on this subject is to the fore as
a live question in which all progressive
citizens are interested.

Of irrigation itself it may be sald
that the value is hardly computable.
It places the raw producer of the
earth’s bounties beyond the dire ef-
fects of drought, and .the irrigated
farm has at its command water when
most needed and hence is independent
of rainfall. In the United States, an-
alogous to our own Northwest, the
average cost of bringing the water to
the land through systems of irriga-
tion has been $8.15 per acre: with an
added annual cost of $1.07 per acre for
water rights and distribution. The
value of the crops from such irrigated
lands in the United States, and they
aggregated in 1889 no fewer than 3,-
631,381 acres. was a yearly average of
$14.89 per acre. Thus from arid lands,
producing nothing, the first crop under
water supplied as wanted gave back
the initial cost, the annual cost of dis-
tribution, and an average of $5.67 per
acre profit to the farmer. From the

point in view, too, the subject is one:

that interests every patriotic citizen
who desires to see the wealth of the
Dominion increased.

The irrigation laws of a country,
therefore, are very important and de-
serve calm and careful deliberation in
all things appertaining to their enact-
ment and working out. A brief ac-
count.of the procedure and practice
under the Northwest Irrigation Aect
will be of value, and I condense the
salient points of the same for the read-
ers of this sketch.

The
soil is everything, almost, that could
be desired, and irrigation promises te
make up the deficiency caused by slight
rainfall during the growing crop sea-
son. - Fortunately the climate of this
“arid” district has so great a range
of temperature that almost any taste
in this direction may be gratified, the
extremes being 40 degrees below zero
in° midwinter, to 106 degrees in the
shade above In midsummer. SHll, in

LESSONS ON PRAYER. |

BECOND QUARTER, INTERNATIONAL
SERIES, MAY 10, -

Yext of the Yesson, Luke xviil, 9-17_
Memory Verses, 15, 1.—Golden Text,
Luke xvilf, 13—Commentary on the
Lesson by Rev. D. M. Stearns.

This is called a lesson on prayer, but
it might be better called a lesson un
how to enter the kingdom of God. The
kingdom is mentioned at least seven or
eight times in this chapter, and the
last part of the preceding one, The
;’harisees were told that it was among
them or in theip midst, not within
them (chapter xvii, 21, margin or R.
V.), for it could not in ahy sense be in
such Christ haters as they were, but
it was in their very midst, in the per-
son of the King, whom they were
watching their opportunity to kiiL
Chapter xviil, in' which our lesson is,

' tells us who can and who cannot enter

this kingdom, which is yet to be set
up on this earth. Self righteous Phari-
sees and rich idolaters, however moral,
and -all who love this present world
cannot enter this kingdom, but helpless
blind beggars,” and such as have the
spirit of a little child, they cam enter,
The condition of things on ‘earth will
become more and more and more like
the days of Noah and of Lot till the
Son of Man shall come.

9. “And He spake this parable unto
Certain which trusted in themselves
that they were righteous and despised
others.” The previous part of the chap-
ter speaks of the coming of the Son of
Man as a time when God shall avenge
His own elect—that is, His elect Israel;
for His elect church does not cry for
vengeance, but the redemption of Israel
is always associated with vengeanece
upon her enemies (Isa. xxxiv, 8. xxxv,
4; lviii, 4. In verse 8 He asks if there
shall be any faith on earth or the faith
when this time comes. The church
having been taken to meet her Lord
before He comes to avenge His elect
Israel, it will be a dark time. There
will be many trusting in their own
righteousness, but there will also be

afflicted and poor people who will
trust in the Lord (Zeph. iii, 12).
10. O men went up into the templa
to pray,

e one a Pharisee and the
other a publican.” The Pharisees trust-
ed in their own righteousness. It is
written of them in Rom. x, 3, that be-
ing ignorant of God's righteousness,
and going about to establish their own
righteousness, they di@ not submit
themselves unto the righteousness of
God. Our Lord said to them that they
would ses Abraham, Isaac and Jacob,
ell the prophets, and many from north,
south, east and west in the kingdom of
God, but they themselves thrust out
(Luke xiii," 28, 29). He also said that
uniess ine had more righteousness than
that of the scribes and Pharisees it
would be.impossible to enter the king-
dom (Math, v, 20).

11, 12. This is the record of the Phari
see’s so called prayer, as given by Him
who reads our hearts, whose eyes are
as a flame of fire. There iz not one
petition in it. He did not ask God for
a simple thing, but just told God what
a good fellow he was in his own esti-
mation, and how thankful he was for
it. He mentioned four things that he
did not do and two things that ke
gig. There were thus just six things in

little talk with God about himself, !

And six is the number of man, as 666
1s the number of. the beast, the man
who will be satan incarnate. There
was no humility, no sense of sin, no
knowledge of God nor of himself, yet he
thought that he prayed, and no doubt
went away feeling well pleased with
himself. He is a picture of multitudes
of religious people to-day who attend
church regularly, but are no more
savel than he was, In their own esti-
mation they are not sinners, never
were. They were born children of God
by natural birth, or if not then, they
think it wa8 all made sure by infant
baptism, and now they can tell you of
what they are glad they are not, and of
some good things which they do, and
vainly think that all is well. They are
followers of Cain, who despised God’s
way and loved his own.

13. “God be merciful to me a sinner.”
This is the substance of the prayer of
the poor, despised publican who would
not lift up so much as his eyes’ to
heaven, but smote upon a truly contrite
breast, as he stood afar off and ut-
tered these words from his heart, He
had no righteousness, and he knew it,
but he had plenty of sin, and he knew
that, too. He needed mercy, and he
asked for it, and the pleaded nothing
but his sin and God’s redemption. Hia
prayer might be rendered, “God be
propitious to me,” or “be reconciled to
me because of atonement.”

Bir—A very pleasant summer vaca-
tion, spent many yeare ago at Guern-
&6y, 'was recalled this morning by
reading your extract of a paper upon
the loyalty of the Channel Islands. 1t
is quite true, as the correspondent of
the London Times writes, that there
is no people in our vast empire more
; loyal to the British crown than gre

the inbabitants of this group of

islands, which lying in close proximity

to the codst of France, have been a
!'part of the empire of Great Britain

ever since the Norman conquest. In

fact, the channel islanders, when they
are in a facetiously boastful humor,
sometimes claim thait instead of being
{a dependency of England the latiter
‘ country belongs to them, and has been
in their possession ever since it was
| conquered by. the Duke of Normandy,

whilst yet the Channel Islands were a
| part of the Duchy, and that because
i the islands have never reverted to the
{ crown of France the relations of the
't conqueror of the conquered have not
| changed. But apart from that, the
; fact remains that the islanders retain
| their old Norman laws; and the Nor-
! man langwage and usages are still ex-
| tant in the courts of the islands. But
| the people, French in origin 'and
| Speaking;: as many of them do, the
{ French language are nevertheless
{ English in politics and even in re-
; ligion; the membe.s and adherents of
{ the Church of .England grea: tly out-
| numbering those of any other religious
! body. To the tourists approaching the
! island of Guernsey in the steamer from
Southampton or Weymouth, the rock-
{ bound coast presents a rather forbid-
;dﬂng aspect. There is no natural har-
| bor large enough to admit the steam-
jer, but a beautiful breakwater and
{ quay have been built on the side of the
{ island next to Sark, its closest neigh-
! bor, and when once you have landed
: the impression breaks upon you that
i the coast is a rough casket enclosing a
ijerwel indeed. This pleasant effect is
: Strengtthened wiith your stay upon the
island, whose rural scenery is a happy
blend of Freach and English land-
Scape. Here and there an old French
House 4is surrounded by ite unprotect-
ed fields, with tethered cattle pastur-
ing there; while in other places the
lanes are beautifully shaded with
hawthorn, wild rose and honey suckle,
reminding one of the delightful pas-
toral scenes of England.

The only place of any commercial
consequence is the port of St. Pierre,
a well-built comfortable looking town
facing the sea to the west, with its
front to a considerable extent along
the shore nicely laid out in gardens.
Near the left extremity, facing the
| pier, is the little harbor of St. Samp-
| son, which some of your readers will

doubitless remember as one of the
| scenes in Victor Hugo’s Tollers of the
; Sea.
i Standing on rhe citadel walls above
{ the town, the scene is a beautiful one.
{ If the weather should happen to be
fﬂne, and it is rarely otherwisc in sum-
i mer, a view of the ncighboring ie-
i lands can be obtaia=1; and cof the
| French coast farther away, while only
nine miles off lles the littlé fsle of
Sark, presenting ‘a peculiarlly charm-
ing appearance, which changes, cf
course, with the varying conditions of
the atmosphere, sometimes seeming
but a mile or two away; at other
times many miles farther than the ac-
tual distance. An interesting little
tale of war is told in the history of
this island. In one of the wars be-
tween France and England, I forget
which, the French had resolved to
take the Channel Islands and had ac-
tually possessed themselves of Sark.
The inhabitants of the. little island,
resolved, however, that the French
flag should not wave long over their
tiny island home and they detérmin-
ed to regain possession at all haz-
ards.” But how ? The island and all
its aproaches were vigilantly guard-
ed by the French, and there was no
English fleet or army then -available.
Piainly stragetem only could be re-
lied upon. So one day a vessel ap-
peared between the islands with the
flag of France at half mast. The gar-
rison on shore ascertained that the
only object of the mariner’s visit was
the burial of a comrade who had died
at sea, whise last request had been
that he might rest in the burial place
of his ancestors. After many objec-
tions, consent was at last givem, sub-
ject to the conditions that no military
arms, of any kind were to be carried
ashore; that the corpse should be
examined by the commandant of the
garrison, ' and ihat the party should
leave the island and its vicinity im-
mediately after the funeral. All this
was readily agreed to, but as soon as
the party reached the church, the body
became quizkly re-animated and
sprang from the cofiin, in the bottom
of which were concealed a surprising
number of swords and pistols, while
the solemn funeral party formed in
battle array and were soon again mas-
ters of the island.

The Channel Islands are much re-
sorted to/ by retired army and navy of-
ficers; the salubrious climate being
a great inducement to resid:nce there.
Then again the islands possess the ad-
vantages of good society and inex-
pensive living, being duty free of
many of the articles in which good
society likes to indulge.

Before the Secilly Islands entered
into competitior. with them, the Chan-
nel Islanders had almost'a monopoly
of the early fruit and vegetable trade
with London, and even now vast
quantities of fruit, vegetables and
poultry are sent to the London mar-
kets., - H. TOWN.

Deal of Information About
Geological Matters.

The Rhodesia Weekly Review, which
is a large and apparently prosperous
periodical, is printed in the town of
Bulowayo, now beleagured by the
Metabels hordes. The issue ‘of March
14th, which reached this coffice April
27th, contains no mention of the "p-
risirg, which seems to have develop-
ed suddenly. A column and a half is
devoted to an interview with Wallace
Broad, now a resident of Bulawayo,
who gave the reporter a good deal of
information gbout geclogical matters.
The article thén continues:

These remarks on geology are the
outcome of an interesting interview
with Wallace Broad, B. A, who has
been over five months in Bulawayo,
and who has already come to be re-
garded as a valuable recruit — amd
something more than a ‘“full private”
to the little army that is now engaged
in developing Rhodesia. ;

Mr, Broad is a native of Canada—.
that loyal sister colony of which we
are all so proud—and distinguished
himself in the department of ‘scienge
during his colléegiate course at the
University of New Brunswick. He was
prizeman in his junfor year, and Duf-
ferin goldmedallist in his senior year,
and graduate with honors in chem-
istry, geology, and natural science.
He subhseguently took a post-graduate
course at McGill college in assaying,
blowpipe “analysis, mining, and geo-
logy; .the last course under Sir Wil-
liam Dawson. After completing his
colleagiate studies, Mr. '‘Broad joined.
the geological sarvey of Canada,which
was first established under Sir Wm.
Logan and is today one of the largest

logical surveys:in. the world.: He Ye-
mained six. years on the field staff of
that survey, but left to engage in the'
manufacture of mining implements.
He did not, jhowever, wholly forsake
his “first love,” but has always con-
tinued to take a deep interest in
geéology, mineralogy, and mining. For
dome\stlc reasons, consideration of his
own health, and that of ‘some mem-
bers of his family, he came out to
Cape Colony in 1894. Tha attractions
of Rhodesia proved irresistible to
him, and last September he made his
way to Bulawayo; and as stated
above, has taken up his permaneat
residenc: among us. He is charmed
with the country and has great faith
with its mineral wealth. He brings
the highest testimonials
‘from his forruer scientific colleagues
.and from many cistinguished Cana-
~dians, who all certify to-his ability
and integrity; and we think we do
net overstate the fact when we say
that reither he nor those who ar: de-
‘veloping Rhodesia wijll have any cause
to regret that" he has thrown in his
Iot with us.

Liveliest Session New York Prasbytery
Has Had for a Long Time.

Should Pursue Their Theelogieal Stadies.

New York, April 27.— The meeting
of the New York presbytery for the
purpose of voting on the report of
the committee on the minutes of the
general assembly, proved to: be the
liveliest session. that that body has
had in ‘a long time. The matter was
up - bafore the presbytery last week,
but action was deferred until yester-
day. A year ago the presbytery asked
tke general assembly for advice in the
matter of receiving candidates for
the ministry. The general assembly
replied as follows:

““We recommend that .in accordance
with the provisions of the form of
government previously cited, and
presbytery of New York be instructed
and enjoined not to receive under its
care of licensure, students who are
rursuing, or puruose to pursue their
studies in theological seminaries re-
specti%g whose teaching the general
assembly disavows responsibility.”

The committee on the minutes of
the general assembly consisted of Rev.
J. C. Bliss, Dr. Waterbury and Geo.
H. Hyde. The gentlemen presented
their report last week. ;

“In the answer;”” the report states,
“the general assembly gives this pres-
bytery certain instructions for which
all due consideration should be given
by us as loyal Presbyterians, but' the
assembly further prevails to enjoin
the presbytery as to its action with
reference to the licensure of these
students. In thus attempting to au-
thorizatively control the presbytery in
this matter, it seems to us that the
general assembly exceeds its consti~

snstitution &s to the exereise o
its functions fn
eensure of candidates.”’

cock test; the determining of the per
cent. of butter fat contained in milk,
by the use of the Babcock tester, and
the oproportioning of dividends at
cheese and butter factories according
to the per cent. of butter fat deliv-
ered, which is admitted by the best
authorities to be the only fair method
of dividing proceeds at the factories.
Mr. Mitehell, who seems to be a re-
markably intelligent young man and
one whose heart is evidently in his
work, held meetings with the patrons
of the' Havelock factory on the even-
ings of the 20th and 21st inst.,, and
spoke of the advantages of co-opera-
tive dairying and paying for milk on
the butter fat pasis. At the close of
the meetings the patrons decided by
a unanimous vote to adopt this sys-
tem the coming season, and the fac-
tory will open on “Monday, the 27th
inst. Mr. Mitchell also met the pa-
trons of the Norton factory on the
22nd inst., and explained the system.

Halifax, April 26—Oland’s brewery,
Dartmouth, was totally destroyed by
fire this afternoon, and a loss is sus-
tained to the insurance companies of
$95,000. Oland’'s was one of the estab-
lishments of the ‘“Halifax Breweries,
Limitéd,” the name of the English
syndicate' that bought this and the
other loeal breweries except Keith’s.
The fire broke out with fearful sud-
denness.

PARTISAN RETURNING OFFICERS

In some cases the returning officer
in the coming federal elections will be
the sheriff of the county. Opponents
of the government maintain that the
sheriff should act in all cases. No
reason is given for the assumption
that only a sheriff can be & proper re-
turning officer. The work has no spe-
cial connection with the ordinary du-
ties of the sheriff. Nor does it appear
to us that Mr. Blair has any better
right than the federal government to
say who shall be returning officer in
federal elections. Local government
appointees to the position of returning
as likely to be partisa.ns, a9 federal
appointees to the office of returning
officer. For instance, Mr. Chapman
was sheriff of Westmorland. For
purely party reasoms he was dropped,
and a supporter of the provincial gov-
ernment got his place.

MANITOBA AND QUEBBEC MINORI-
TIES.

The Charlottetown Guardian quotes
Sir Leonard Tilley’s statement that
the dominion government at the time
Manitoba. bécame a province saw no
reason why the minority there should
be deprived of the privileges allowed
to the minorities in Ontario and Que-
bec.. If this‘were so, the Guardian
asks, why were not the same privileges
embodied in the Manitoba act as were-
contained in the terms of the British
North America act? We recommend
to the Guardian a careful study of the
speech of Hon. David Mills, the chief
constitutional lawyer of its own party.
It will find there the assertion
that the Manitoba act does give the
minorities the same privilégés that are
given by the British North Ameriea
act to the Portestant minority of Que-
bec and the Roman Catholic minority
in Ontario. Mr. Mills in a elosely rea-
soned argumeént contends that the
separate schools of Ontario and Que-
bec have no better status than had
those separaté schools which were
abolished by the Greenway government
in yanitoba. His contention is that
the’ government of Quebec could sweep
away the  Protestant dissentient
schools, and that the only relief would
be an appeal to the governor general
in councll, such as wés taken by the
minority in Manitoba. Such an appeal
could only be made effective through
remedial legislation. This is the view of
Mr. Mills, as set forth lq a carefully
prepared and well reasoned argument.
Whether he is right in his conclusion
will not be positively detrmined until
an Ontario or Quebec case arises and
is carried to the privy council. So far,
however, no .adequate .reply has been
fnade to this part of his speech.

Not only.has it left the
frontier without the splendid force
which followed him into the Transvaal,
but strained relatioris have ' been
brought about with the Boers, who are
the nearest white neighbors to  ‘the
people whose lives are ‘in danger, In
the midst of these troubles it is inspir-
ing to notice that the true British
dash and pluck have already been liflan-
ifested in two sorties against the
enemy.

A GOOD APPOINTMENT.

The appointment of Sir Denald Simith
to the position of high commissioner
is a happy inspiration. Sir Donald
takes rank among the first of Cana-
dian statesmen.. Jf he has not windi-
cated that claim by speeches in par-
liament he has sustaired it in a nobler
way by works that are worth more
than words. He: knows this country,
and understands as few others do its
needs and its problems. Especially is
he familiar with' our great western
heritage, on the progress of which dur
national destiny so largely depends.
Sir Donald is one of the most loyal
and devoted of Canadians, but he is
also an imperialist who has given his
best thought to questions of the closer
union: and more intimate co-operation
of Great Britain and her colonies. As
the representative of Canada in Lon-
don he will serve both the dominion
and’ the empire, for he cannot truly
serve one without serving both.
