THE KING AND INSURANCE.

NEW YORK, June 25.—In the event
of the death of King Edward VII,, the
insurance companies of England will
suffer the most staggering blow known
in the history of that branch of finan-
clal Jnvestment. It will cause a loss of
tens of millions of dollarg to the re-
gularly organized life insurance com-
panies alone.

A much greater loss will fall
financial companies of various other
kinds, which have taken heavy risks
on the King's life at high rates of in-

upon

terest. American life insurance com-
pamies will suffer no loss, because, in
this country, to obtain life insurance
policies the applicant must establish an
insurable interest in the person insur-
ed. King Edward carries the enormous
sum of $3,600,000 placed with English
companies. This is on personal policies,
upon which he pays premiums out of
his private purse. The total risks on
his life, on policies by business men, is
placed at $21,000,000.

YESTERDAY'S OPERATION.

The King’s doctors belleve that His
Majesty would have been dead before
now except for the pperation. His
condition became go alarming last
night that at one time it was feared
death might ensue before the surgeon's
knife could afford him relief. Intense
swelling of the extremities, accom-~
panied by alarming symptoms of mor-
tification, opnstituted the emergency
which demanded an immediate opera-
tion. To the last the King tried to
avoid this, and he was willing to be
carried to the abbey for the coronation
ceremony in order that it should occur
as arranged. The influence pf Queen
Alexandra was enlisted, however, and
at an early hour this morning the
royal patient was prepared for the
operation which, even in the skilful
hands of England’s best surgeons, was
fraught with grave danger.

Shortly before 2 o'clock this after-
noon His Majesty was moved from his
couch to the operating table and the
anaesthetic was administered. Sir
Frederick Treves made the incision
near the patient’s groin and carried
it upward with an outward slant for
nearly four inches. The obstruction
was removed and a tubing was placed
in the affected intestine.

King Edward's first word when
returned to opnsciousness were to
ask for ‘“George” and the Prince of
Wales, who was waiting in the next
room, was immediately admitted to
his father’s presence.

While the operation was being per-
formed the great central courtyard of
Buckingham Palace, so lately the
scene of such brilllant gatherings, was
utterly deserted and an impressive
silence reigned throughput the build-
ing. The equerries talked in whis-
pers; servants tiptoed about and the
tension grew almost unbearable, Then
the word was passed around: “All had
gone well.”

Sour Cre:m Biscuit,

Three tablespopnfuls of thick, sour
cream (all the spoon will hold); put
tals into a quart measure and fill it
ip two-thirds full ‘with sweet milk;

leaspoonfuls of cream of tartar and a
leaspoonful pf soda. Stir into this en-
sugh flour to make a dough which will
toll very soft; cut into small biscuits,
drush well with melted butter and bake
ibout twenty minutes in a quick oven.

Breakfast Cream Cakes,

Beat three eggs separately, add half
1 cup of sour cream and a cup of
sweet milk. If the cream is not very
sour use baking powder only, but if
thick use half a teaspoonful of soda
ind one teaspoonful of cream tartar
ind flour to make a thin batter. Bake
n cups like pop-overs, i a quick oven.

Cream Drop Cakes,

Measure two large cups pf sifted
four; add half teaspoonful of salt,
{hree-fourths teaspoonful of soda and
iwo-thirds of a teaspoonful of cream
{artar and sift to mix thoroughly. Stir
n a cup of sour cream and one well-
beaten egg and beat to a smooth bat-
fer that will drop from a spoon. Drop
into buttered biscuit pans and bake
in & quick oven for twenty minutes.

New England Johnny Cake.

Put a cup pf white cream meal in &
bowl with a ocup of sifted white flour;
add a teaspoonful of salt and a tea-
spoonful of cream of tartar and sift
all together; add a tablespoonful of
sugar and mix well, Dissolve a tea-)
spopnful of soda in a cup of sour milk,
beating it a minute, then add half a
cup of sour cream and stir all the ma-
terials together and give a good vigor-
ous beating for three minutes, Add a
wéll beaten egg and turn the batter
into & shallow pan and bake about

City Save Money.

A Former Member of the Leeds City |
Council Talks of Their Street
Railway, Gas and Eleotric Light
—The Council May Yet Become a
Great Landlord.

(Toronto Globe.)

An interesting visitor to Torontb this
week s Charles Myers of Leeds, Eng.
The corporation of Leeds within recent
years has taken over the control of a
mumber of important public utilities
and has even gone 80 far as to prac-
tise the novel plan of sanitation and
beautification by purchasing and re-
novating an unseemly quarter of the
cli.. Mr. Myers has served on the
council board of this interesting cor-
poration, and as information as to the
practicability of municipal eownership
is attractive just now what he had to
say to a representative of The Globe
wlill doubtless be found useful to many
persons,

Leeds is a very old oity, and the
buildings and surroundings of one of
its oldest sections, a block of about 60
acres, are particularly offensive to per-
scns used to modern conveniences, The
Streets are narrow and the houses run
in long rows. There are no sanitary
arrangements, and the sunlight never
reaches some parts. In this section,
rent being cheap, the working people
live huddled together in great numbers,
and such conditions for the propagation
of disease are a menace to the whole
city, Mr., Myers sald that the corpora-
tion had undertaken to tear down these
houses, to widen the streets, and, if
necessary, to actually rebulld and be-
come munlicipal landlords, They do
not wish to rebulild, preferring rather to
sell the land to private persons who
would build as an investment. The
greatest difficulty is the fact that the
houses in their present condition rent
very cheaply and that investors re-
building upon the same ground space
would want a.yearly. return of at least
6 per cent of the money Invested, which
would mean a higher reatal. If the
corporation were to rebulld they would
be satisfied with 8 per cent., so it will
be seen that the question of properly
houeing the poorer working people may
yet be settled by the municipality be-
coming the landlord, and, of necessity,
a most charitable landlord. The popu~
lation of this unseemly district is so
large that the authoritles at London
will mot allow the corporation of Leeds
to tear down all of the houses at once—
they must do it so gradually that at no
time will housing of the former occu-
pants, according to their means, be im-
possible, It is worthy of note that
should private capital be mnot forth-
coming to rebuild this section the cor-
poration would be bound to undertake
the work. The outcome, therefore, will
be closely watched by students of mun-
fcipal government,

Mr. Myers drew attention to the suc-
cessful manner in which the corpora-
tlon of Leeds had conducted their street
rallway. About ten years ago they in-
stalled their own electric plant, stretch-
ed their owh wired and lald their own
ralls, and an American company con-
ducted the business, supplying the cars.
But the arrangement did not work sat-
isfactorily, and in time the American
company removed their cars, leaving
the corporation with their plant, thelr
wires and thelr tracks. But the cor-
poration took the matter in hand, and
now they have, according to Mr. Myers,
a highly satisfactory service. It is a
cheap scrvice, too. If it were placed in
Toronto, for instance, all persons liv-
ing within a radius of two miles from
the corner of King and Yonge streets,
and that would embrace the bulk of the
business and the working people, could
ride to the business portion for a pen-
ny. Of course, any person living out
four miles would have to pay two fares,
of four cents, The gratifying part of
the Leeds system is that for ordinary
everyday purposes the great mass of
people have to pay but a penny a trip.
The lines radiate as from a hub, and
there is no such thing as a transfer.
Mr. Myers sald that, even without the
transfer, the residents of Leeds, owing
to the o!d feshioned lay out of the
streets, are as well served with cars
as are those of Toronto, with all their
intersecting lines, Probably the most
commendable part of all that Mr. My-
ers had to say of their system was
that last year the surplus stood at

The people of Leeds supply their own
gas, electric light and water, The
water is dearer and the lighting cheap-
er than in Toronto. For instance, gas
costs but 62 cents a thousand, and at
that rate the system now shows a sur-
plus of £30,000. Water costs about $10
& year for a medium-sized house, owing
to the expensive plant required to sup-
ply it and the distance it has to be
pumped. But that does not .seem a
hardship, when it {s known that a neat
cottage rents, with plumbing conven-
fences, for $6 a month, rates included.
