NOW
Port Arthur has surrendered. Ex­

hausted by months of almost constant 
fighting, decimated by disease and cas­
ualties and hopelessly sealed in its 
rooky fortress, the gallant garrison has 
yielded to its gallant besiegers and the 
end is now written of the most dram­
atic war incident of modem times.

At nine o’clock last night, General 
Nogi, commanding the Japanese army 
of investment, received from the Rus­
sian general, Stoessel, a note saying 
that he found further resistance useless 
and asking for a meeting to arrange 
terms of capitulation. The note was 
simple and direct, and the Japanese 
general immediately named commis­
sioners to confer with representatives 
of the Russian commander. They met at 
noon today to arrange i 
surrender. The nature 
agreed upon fca not yet known, but de­
spatches from Токіо Indicate that they 
would be of the most magnanimous 
character. The Emperor of Japan him­
self, through the chief of the imperial 
staff, has given public expression: that 
•‘General Stoessel has rendered comr 
meedable service to hie country in thé 
■midst of difficulties,” and that it is his 
Wish "that military honors be shown 
him.” A despatch from Токіо quotes 
military opinion as believing that the 
entire garrison will he allowed to march 
out under arms and may be sent to 
Russia on parole. Late despatches from 
Japan have shown that the gagent de­
fence of Stoessel and his men has no­
where been given a finer appreciation 
than in the land of his toe, and it is 
•more than likely that Japan will em­
brace this opportunity to show her ad­
miration and magnanimity for the gal­
lantry of Peart Arthur’s defenders by 
allowing them all the honor which vic­
tory permits a victorious army to be­
stow upon the vanquished.

nothing is known about the terms or 
conditions proposed. The fall of Wan- 
tai, popularly known as Signal Hill, 
following the loss of Rihlung, Sungshu, 
H Fort, and New Pan Lung is regard­
ed here as a clear indication that the 
Port Arthur garrison has lost its pow­
er of serious resistance.

The facts do not reveal it, hut it is 
probable that the back of the Russian 
defence was broken when 203 Metre 
Hill was captured. The Russians des­
perately sought to re-take that emin­
ence and sent Infantry and marines 
against it in a series of counter at­
tacks fruitlessly losing thousands of 
men. Following that, the extension of 
the Japanese right compelled the Rus­
sians to fight over an extended front 
and made concentration difficult. De­
spite the lack of knowledge of the con­
tents of General Stoeesel’s letter, it is 
confidently believed that there will be 
no hitch and that there will be prompt 
capitulation, ending one of the most 
remarkable sieges in history.

11.20 a. m.—Токіо is wildly joyous 
over General Nogi’s telegram announc­
ing that General Stoessel has sent a 
letter relating to the surrender of Port 
Arthur. Newsboys crying extras were 
the messengers who carried the news to 
the holiday crowds in the Streets. The 
people grabbed the papers and repeated 
the cries. Thus was the news carried 
throughout .the city and within a few 
minutes the firing of ari&l bombs and 
daylight rockets began in various parts 
of the city. Bands appeared and a score 
of small processions formed and surged 
through the principal streets, 
has paid a heavy price for the Russian 
fortress. The prospect of Its early pos­
session cheered the people as no other 
event of the war has done. The em­
peror’s New Year reception and audi­
ence to the army and navy officers and 
civil officials continued this morning. 
The news from Port Arthur gave ad­
ditional cheer to the general exchange 
of congratulations.

MIKADO COMPLIMENTS STOESSEL
ТОКІО, Jan. 2, 2.30 p. m.—Marshal 

Yamagata, chief of the general staff, 
under orders from the emperor, has de­
spatched the following cablegram to 
General Nogi:

“When I respectfully informed his 
majesty of General Stoessel’s proposal 
for capitulation, his majesty was pleas­
ed to state that General Stoessel had 
rendered commendable service to hie 
country in the midst of difficulties and 
it is his majesty’s wish that military 
honors be shown to him.” ’

The cotton manufacturers and opera­

tives in Fall River appear to be una­
ble to reach any common ground. 
their negotiations for the settlement 
of the strike which has been In force 
there for nearly six months. Last July 
about two thousand employes resisted 
a decrease In wages and struck, the 
vote in favor of the strike being 1,510 
to 896. Last week, after being twenty- 
three weeks out of work and having 
suffered many hardships during that 
time, the employes voted on a proposi­
tion to surrender. Only 420 cast their 
ballots In favor, f bowing that practi­
cally all that approved of the begin­
ning of the strike are determined to 
keep up the struggle till they win their 
point.

This would not be the case unless the 
laborers were thoroughly sincere in 
their demands and unless the demands 
were to a great extent just. They 
claim, and back their claim by convin­
cing figures, that they have been un­
fairly treated; that the profits are by 
no means equitably divided and that 
the mills can operate at a good profit 
vnder the conditions they propose. The 
manufacturers,' on the other hand, as­
sert that though they are losing thou­
sands of dollars every day the mills 
are closed, they would lose almost as 
heavily and waste more money in the 
long run If they operate them and pay 
the wages demanded by the strikers. 
They point out that the mills In the 
South, their great competitors, can em­
ploy labor at so low a rate that the 
northern mills found great difficulty 
meeting them In the market even with 
the reduced wage scale and would be 
utterly unable to compete with them 
under the scale demanded.

So the fight has gone on. Each side 
denies point blank the assertion of the 
other and each declares that surrender 
means practical ruin. Meanwhile two 
thousand operatives are loafing and 
living on their unions while the busi­
ness of Fall River is almost ruined for 
lack of the thousands of dollars In 
weekly wages which the closed mills 
used to pay. If ever thei*e were an 
excuse for governmental Interference 
and compulsory arbitration of private 
disputes, it exists in Fall River to­
day.

VICTORIA RINKFREDERICTON, N. B., Jan. 1.— 
In the probate court yesterday after­
noon letters of administration were 
granted in the estate of the late E. 
Byron Winslow to two of the sons of 
the deceased, Jasper A. and J. Fraser 
Winslow. The estate was sworn at 
$47,000, of xvhich $35,000 is personal 
and $12,000 real. The latter includes 
the family residence on Chinch street, 
the stone building used for offices on 
St. John street, and other property 
scattered over the city. As stated 
some time ago, Mr. Winslow left no 
will and his. valuable estate will be 
divided according to law among his 
widow and eight children.

The value of goods entered for con­
sumption at the port of Fredericton for 
1904 was $372,765, as compared with- 
$358,000 in 1903. The free goods am­
ounted to $224,232, and dutiable goods 
to $148,442, as compared with $210,439 
and $147,561 the previous year.

from New York, in which a youngster 
two and a half years deliberately 
smashed the skull of his baby sister, 
has, not unnaturally, received some 
attention both In the medical and lay 
press, and It appears that the occur­
rence is not without parallels.

Destroyed by Fire Last Night—■Pa­
tients Had Narrow Escape.

The wild man was apparently young, 

with long and matted1 hair and beard, 
and covered with a profusion of hair all 
over the body. He ran like a deer 
through the seemingly impenetrable 
tangle of undergrowth, and pursuit was 
uttérlÿ Impossible.

It was three or four years ago that 
Mike King came across the strange 
creature, which, according t<{ his de­
scription comes as near to the missing 
link as anyone could Imagine. Mr. 
King was at the time making one of 
his solitary tramps, .prospecting the 
timber country inland from the head of 
Campbell river, his Indians having zeal­
ously refused to go beyond a certain 
land mark which they referred to as 
the boundary of the man-monkey’s 
country.

It was drawing toward evening, and 
the man-beast was surprised in the act 
of bending over a little water-hole 
washing certain edible grass roots, 
which he had disposed in two neat little 
piles—the one cleaned, the other await­
ing cleaning.

At the sound of Mr. King’s approach 
he uttered a very huhian cry of mingled 
terror and de fiance,/ran up the hillside 
half-way and then stood to curiously 
regard the lonely Intruder, who kept 
him covered with his rifle.

Mr. King’s description was very sim­
ilar to that given now by the Qaall- 
cum quartette, and their meeting place 
with the wild man is in virtually the 
same territory.

As soon as he got his nerves togeth­
er again Mr. King made an effort to 
Join the remarkable creature, which at 
his approach dashed through the un­
derbrush exactly as a terrified deer 
would. He did not see him esaln, a>- 

-rtroOgh his extreedinajOE cries were 
heard at intervals during the night, and 
Mr. King, who sat the night out by a 
big fire, rifle in hand, was thoroughly 
convinced that the wild man slipped 
back silently to inspect him at distant 
range during his vigil.

He says that the body was covered 
with reddish-brown hair and that the 
arms were peculiarly long and used 
freely in climbing and bush running, 
while the trail showed a distinct hu­
man foot, but with phenomenally long 
and spreading toes.

The Indians ail through the Northern, 
Vancouver Island shun what they have 
set apart as the wild man’s country, 
and no money or persuasive art will 
induce them to go into it with hunter, 
trapper, timber cruiser or prospector.

Their story, which Mr. King wormed 
from an old native with much difficulty, 
is to the effect that at the coming of 
the Spaniards to the West coast, an 
immense monkey (presumably an ape 
or ourang-outang) escaped from one of 
the vessels and took refuge in the for­
est wilderness; several months later it 
appeared suddenly at a West Coast vil­
lage, and the Indians, running in ter­
ror, it caught and carried away with it 
a girl of fifteen. The natives allege that 
two wild children resulted, but that 
one was found dead in a hut beyond the 
headwaters of Campbell river years ago. 
leaving the other lonely creature to 
dominate the woods. Mr. King himself 
saw in the unexplored country shunned 
by all Indian tribes, a hut that seem­
ingly had been built for shelter by 
«оте semi-hum an del sens of the woods.

The Ouallcum men eay that several 
times during the past few years re­
ports have come to the settlements of 
such a creature being seen, but as the 
truth of the encounter depended upon 
one or at most two witnesses they have 
been universally scouted. Mike King Is 
a man whose werd la absolutely good 
throughout British Columbia. He 
knows the wilderness thoroughly, Is not 
at all Imaginative, and Is a strict tee­
totaller. On the subject of the wild 
man he is ready at any time to make 
sworn attestation to the exact truth of 
his report, but he has been reluctant to 
discuss the matter In view of the ever 
ready Joke.

There is a new theory evolved at 
Qualicum, which connects the wild man 
with remembrance of the fact that nine 
years ago a child was lost from the 
settlement, disappearing in the forest 
and never again emerging. They In­
cline to the opinion that this child ha* 
lived, succoured by the beasts In Mow- 
gll fashion, and Is the wild man of to­
day.

THE EARTH’S DEPTHS.

A suggestion was recently advanced 
by Charles A. Parsons at the recent 
British association meeting, that deep 
borings should be made into the earth’s 
crust for the purpose of investigation 
of the earth’s interior.

Another scientist has pointed out 
that the pressure of rock at such a 
depth represents some 40 tons per 
square inch and would render the task 
impossible, owing to the inward viscous 
flow of the rock material, 
the Hon. C. A. Parsons suggests an 
experiment to solve the problem. He 
points out that the crushing stress re­
quired to make hardened steel flow 
lies between 120 and 300 tons to the 
square inch, while for tough brass or 
cartridge metal the flow is at about 80 
tons per square inch pressure. His ex­
periment would be, says the Scientific 
American, to take a column of granite 
or quart* rock and carefully fit It into 
a steel mould, 
then be bored through its centre and a 
pressure of 100 tons per square inch 
then applied, to observe what shrink­
age would, result. Such a pressure as 
this would correspond 
tered at a depth of 38 miles.

A visitor at Chubb’s corner last Sa­
turday, while an auction sale was In 
progress expressed astonishment at the 

’fact that without exception those who 
made bide did not open their mouths, 
but intimated the figures at which they 
would become purchasers of the thing 
offered for sale by a mere nod of the 
head. .

An auction sale In St. John Is cer­
tainly a happening likely to arouse the 
curiosity of a person who is not a re­
gular attendant. At Chubb’s comer In 
particular certain customs seem to be 
recognized, which probably tor the 
most part are peculiar to that auction­
eering stand. The auctioneer, of course, 
never" starts the bidding by naming a 
certain figure, and saying that shall be 
the basis of the bidding, and then ask­
ing tor advances, 
hardly proper and yet apparently he 
often does this. The bidding sometimes 
gets under way without a person in the 
crowd having spoken. The auctioneer 
from bis raised position has, while nam­
ing some figure, received- a nod’from a 
by-stander, and-off he goes: “Any ad­
vance, etc.’’ His eye travels the faces 
before him, he catches a nod, and Im­
mediately raises the figure $5. He 
keeps on in this way until no more 
nods are forthcoming and then knocks 
down his stock, property, or whatever 
he is selling.

The auctioneer, of course, knows his 
men, and they know him. There Is a 
sort of a secret understanding ' between 
them. So far-as the bidders are con­
cerned an auction at Chubb’s Corner is 
usually silent. A strange bidder gen­
erally Infringes the custom by shout­
ing out his figure, but time will cure 
him of this.
