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Captain Starkey Gives His VérSion of the
Drowningof John Runciman.

It gon'tradicts in Some

Essential Respects. the|

Evidence ot Oliver Simpson.

OROMOCTO, Aug. 1.—The coroner’'s
inquest into the drowning of the lgte
John Runciman at this place on Thurs-

day last was resumed at 10 o’clock this
merning. In addition to Mr. Slipp, re-
presenting the -company, Mr. Mullin,
representating. the relatives. of the de-
ceaged, A. W. Baird was present, stat-
ing 'to the coroner that he appeared
on behalf of the estate of Geo. W.
Baird.
CAPT. STARKEY.

Capt. Starkey was the first witness
called. He testified that 'he was a duly
certified eaptain. On Thursday, July
27th, he was master on board the
steamer Victoria on the trip from
Fredericton to ' St. John. 'When just
below Wilmot's landing he gave the
usual signal for the boat at Oromocto,
this being the usual signal when the
steamer does not purpose to land at
the wharf. When the steamer got
nearly to the Oromocto wharf he ob-
served Mr. Bryson approaching ' the
steamer in his small row boat, he be-
ing the ‘regular attendant upon the
steamer. He had with him a lady ana
two children, a barrel and some other
small parcels. He came alongside the
steamer and put his passengers and
freight on board. Capt. Starkey ithen
noticed another row bhoat coming out
of the Orompcto strean: and containing
three men. One of them was waving
an umbrella and signalling for the
steamer to stop. The captain said that
he eame out: of the pilot house and
went - aft . upon the hurricane deck,
leaning over with his hand upon the
davit and@ watchiag Mr. Bryson put his
passengers ‘on the stzamer and take
others aboard. The captain called out
to the purser, Thos. Allen, to not start
the steamér as he was to wait for the
oher boat. He observed that the men
in the boat were rowing every way,
and’ it took them mome time to ap-
proach the stéamer, which was drift-
ing with the curreat. After some min-
utes the row boat came up to the
steamer, the bow being a little behind

the steps. -Mr. Bryson had left with '

his$ boat before this time, The manon
the steos ‘reached his foot' out and
pulled the boat up to the steps; then
they reached the beat-hook-and hauled
her up to ‘the usual place. fDhe cap-
tain was looking on all the time and

As soon
as he got Mayéx' atténtion he left and
went te elear the boat away on the
port side, this being the side opposite
to that om which Runciman fell over-
board; but @impson was picked up on

the port side. The crew came up as

He saw the two men, and
Simpson appeared as if he was going

did not think that the men. had to
move the boat much in order!'to take
up  Simpson. ‘Seeing  Ruhciman . sink,
as stated, the captain saw that he
could 'do no more, and he walked to
the centre of the steamer. His feel-
ings were not  very pleasant at the
time.

Juror Gilmour inquired of the cap-
tain why, when he called to the crew
to lowar the boat, were orders not
given to throw a life preserver or. a
buoy to the men in the water.

The captain replied that his atten-
tion was taken up with lowering the
boat.

Juror Morrow asked if a life ore-
server would not have been  of as
much use as the boat.

Capt. ' Starkey—'‘Yes, .if it had
reached him.”  He also stated that it
would have taken much less time to
have thrown a life preserver than to
have. launched the boat. He explain-
ed that his crew had been called away
to lower'the boat ‘and that the  life-
‘belte are tHere for- anyohe to throw:

Juror Gilmour observed 1hat it seem-
ed to him that a life presérver might
have been thrown even before at-
tempts were made to lower the boat.

The captain replied that a life belt
was a good thing if it reached the
man in the water; that it was a fine

boat was a sure thing when it reach-
ea the man.

To Juror Ward, Capt. Starkey said
that it was after the man on the steps

~that Simpson caught the steps with
. His hand. Ordinarily the boat will cut
away herself, because the steamer is
but ‘in ‘this instance the
steamer and the boat were alike drift-
ing with the eurrent.

To Juror "Wilmot, Capt. Starkey
stated that the purssr is the man who
r.rgs the bell to start the steamer, as
-he is usually at the steps, and that he

rings the ‘beil ‘without the ptain’s
orders. In this cdse Purser Aﬁm;n rang
the bell to start as soon as Geo. Run-
ciman was on the steamer, and the
captain called to him to stop the
steamer as soon as he noticed that
John Runciman wanted to come on
board. He did not knew whether or
not the purser heard his' order. but
he heard the bell .ring to stop the
steamer.

This concluded Capt. Starkey’s di-
vect testimony' and adjournment was
.nade for dinner.

He thought
he was in reach of the man-in -the
water. The crew of the steamer com-
sists of four deckhands, washer, pur-:
ser, mate, enginecer; 1st and 2nd, stew-
ards, stewardess, two cooks, four to
seven 'waiters, and fireman, besides the
captain.

In putting on . and off passengers from
a small boat one man stands on the
lower part of the steps, one man at
the head of the steps, ome man with
the hook to eatch the boat and an-
other aft of that to assist in holding
the boat. The reason assigned by the
captain for going ito lower the boat on
the pert side was because it was light-
ér than the ome +n - the side’ ‘where
Runciman went Jverboard.
