The ceremony took place in the Shel- 
donlan Theatre, where for three cen­
turies and more, It has been the cus­
tom to hold the encoenlal exercises, 
the annual commemoration of the 
founders and other official assemblies.

Thrusts at Ancient Tra­
ditions in Oxford Speech

LUXURY GREAT DANGER

Pays Respects to Socialism, 

Which He Calls Softness of 

Head—Form of Government 

Only a Tool.

Ijondon, June 7.—Col. Roosevelt 
found n defense for British and Ame­
rican imperialism In the "Biological 
Analogies in History” on which ho 
spoke at Oxford University today.

"The all-important factor in na­
tional greatness is national charac­
ter,” was his final analysis.

He described the chief dangers 
threatening England and the United 
States as "the growth In luxury, in 
love of ease, in taste for vapiil and 
frivolous excitement,” and in "the 

', a dlminu- 
great that If it continues for 
t century all the more highly 

civilized people will be stationary."
He closed a discussion of modern 

social problems, in which he attack­
ed socialism, with the statement, that 
"though hardness of heart is an evil, 
it is no greater than softness of 
head."

"The ethnic makeup .of our people 
Is slowly changing, so that constant­
ly the race tends to become more 
and more akin to that of those Ame­
ricans who, like myself, are of the old 
stock. Yet I think that, as time goes 
by, mutual respect, understanding 
and sympathy among the English 
speaking peoples grow g re 
not less. Common heirshi] 
things of the spirit makes a closer 
bond than common heirship in the 
things of the body.

"Studying the history of life on this 
planet, we see strange analogies in 
the phenomena of life and death, of 
birth,

which we designate as species, forms, 
races, and the highly complex and 
composite entitles which rise before 
our minds when we speak of nations 
and civilizations.

“It is this study which has given 
science its present prominence. As 
reeards that attitude which would 
treat history as merely one branch 
of scientific study, we must of 
course cordially agree that accuracy 
in recording facts and appreciation of 
their relative worth are just as 
sary in historical study as in any 
other kind of study. The fact that a 
book, though interesting, is untrue, of 
course removes it from the category 
of history. But the converse also 
holds, at least to the extent that a 
book which is written to be read 
should be readable. This 
vlous fact seems to have 
gotten by some of the more zealous 
scientific historians.

“Now I am willing —that history 
shall be treated as a branch of science 
but only on condition that it also re­
mains a branch of literature. We 
need a literature of science which 
shall be readable. So far from doing 
away with the school of Polybius. 
Tacitus, Gibbon and Macauley, we 
need merely that future writers of 
history, without losing the qualities 
which have made these men great, 
shall also utilize the new facts and 
methods which science has put at 
their disposal. Dryness is not of it­
self a measure of value.

"Of course there is no exact par­
allelism between the birth, growth and 
death of species In the animal world 
and the birth, "growth and death of so­
cieties in the world of man. Yet. there 
is a certain parallelism. There are 
strange analogies; it may be that 
there are homologies. He who would 
fully treat of man must know at least 
something of biology, and especially 
of that science of evolution which is 
Inseparably connected with the great 
name of Darwin.

He quarrelled with the 
aristocrats while generally refusing to side with the 
multitude. lie, with John Stuart Mill, and a few other 
leading writers, defended the North in the civil war. 
while the leaders of both parties and the whole ftristo 
cratlc element were with the South. He, with Herbert 
Spencer, and Mill were among the leading writers and 
two of them leading speakers in favor of prosecuting 
Governor Eyre of Jamaica, for the summary execution 
of the revellers, when Carlyle, Charles Kingsley, Tyu 
dall and Ruskin were fiercely declaiming in favor of the 
governor. In this country he has been a persistent 
advocate of annexation when almost every man whom he 
met socially spoke of this policy with scorn and Indigna­
tion.

Harry p. Whitney, of New Haven, 
millionaire hunter and literary man, 
but famous chiefly for having 
dered valuable assistance to Dr. Cook 
in the frozen north, some time prevl- 
ot» to the explorer’s alleged discov­
ery of the pole, passed through here 
last evening en route to Sydney, C. B., 
from where he will sail In the steam­
er Boethic on a hunting and fishiug 
trip to the Arctic ocean.

he expected to sail from Sydney on 
the Boethle in a few days. The steam­
er sailed last Tuesday for Boston 
where she will be equipped for the 
voyage, and he expected her to ar­
rive In Sydney by Saturday at least. 
The crew will be composed principal­
ly of Newfoundlanders. They will 
take In 900 tons of coal at Sydney.
