Seem Anxious,

Considering the way in which the
old government treated the electors
and withheld all information concern
ing expenditures the anxiety which
opposition speakers express for in-
formation is now amazing.

This
yvear he is densunced because he has
returned to the methods he pursued
under the old administration in mak-
ing up some of the accounts. The
change was not that of the govein-
ment but ofi the auditor general, Ac-
cording to the statement he made be
fore the committee of accounts he
was pressed for time and summariz
ed the expenditures of the public
works department and of the provine
cial hospital, No fault has been found
with! the Provincial Hospital expendi-
ture, in fact they were entirely
satisfaciory to the accounts commit-
tee, but the expenditures of the Pub
lic Works Depariment are the cause
of dally grief 1o the opposition.
They had planned (o extract much
campaign material from these  ac
counts, but up to the present time
they have been unable to show that
a single dollar has been wrongfully
expended.

There has been no eruption of
Chiriqui Peak and Panamans are at a
loss to know how sych a report origin-
ated.

The report of the eruption and loss
of life was brought to Mobile, Ala., yes-
terday by Captain Olsvik, of the
steamer Fort Morgan. He said the
eruption occurred on April 5th and
that he had witnefse? flames shooting
from the peak. He added that the
reports of the large casualty list were
brought to Bocas Del Toro by refu-
gees,

Chief Commissioner Morrissey's
gpeech was one of the most important
that has been delivered in the House
for many years and revealed condi-
tions which do not make It difficult
to account for, att least some of the
over expenditure of three-quarters of
a million which the old government
added to the permanent debt on ac-
count of public works.

Mr. Morrissy produced letters writ-
ten by various goveérnment supporters
in the House demanding that the chief
commissioner of public works should
settle all sorts of claims, one of which
was the killing of a horse on Tabus-
intac Bridee. In instructing the sec-
retary of the department to pay this
claim Mr. LaBillois located the Ta-
busintac Bridge in Gloucester county,
whereas it was in Northumberland.

Comparing these methods of the old
government, Mr. Morrissy stated that
all the c’aims settled by the present
administration were thoroughly in-
vestigated before they .were handed
to the auditor general for payment.

New York, N. Y., April 11.—A dele
gation of 90 members, uninstructed for
any presidential candidate but bhound
by the unit rule, was chosen to repre-
gent New York state at the Democti-
tic national convention in Baliimore
at the spring convention of the Demo-
cratie pavty iu this state here today.

The proceedings were marked by
complete and unbroken harmony, there
heing only one note of protest -sound-
ed-—that of Mayor James K. Sague, of
Poughkeepsie against the resolution
providing for the unit rule. This, he
declaved, “bound the New York dele
gation ‘hand and fool and was un-
democratic in principle. There was

Philadelphia, April- 11.—The sub
committee of miners and operators,
appointed at the runfe-rvm'e vesterday
to take up the work of
reactl an agreement on a vew work
ing arrangement for the anthracite
mine workers, held a three hours se
sion here today and at its conclusion
gave out a brief statement that pro-
gress had been made. The commit
tee will go into, session again at 10
v'elock tomorrow morning and will
probably hold an all day meeting

No statement as to the result of
the committee's labor will be made
until a report is ready to be present
ed to the full committee off operators
and miners, but both operators and
uilners tonight expressed themselves
as satisfiedl with the progress maide.
One of the members of the commit-
tee said: “There was a general dis-
cussion of tie differences between us.
it took a wide range. We touched
on almost every point of difference
and we cannot tell when, we will get
through. We have hardly begun.”

Tt was learned tonight that the three
main points touchéd npan were wages,
Tecognition of the union, and the
board of cenciliation. So far as it
could be léarned, theré wete no defin-
ite propositions offered by either gide
but it is fully believed that conces-
ions by both sides will be made. An
nere in wages is looked for by
the men, The general impression still
prevails that a ten per ‘cent. advance
will be finally offered if the miners
recede from all, or mosi of their de-
mands.

Some of the members of the min
executive board are said to be will-
ing to waive the check-off demand
provided the operators will permit a
closed shop or be willing to sign an
agreement as between the operators
and the United Mine Workers of Am-
erlca. This sort of a contract would
not bind the coal companies to grant
the same wages and conditions ot
work to the non-union men and would
have the result of forcing unorganized
men into the miners’ union. The opera
tors still stand on their statement,
however, that they will not grant any
more recognition to the union than
it has at present

chell, former president of the miners’
union, made his appearance. Mr. Mit
chell came here today to make an ad
dress to the Jocal car men's union and
said he had no other business in this
city.

ier Asquith,

The official title of the bill is
Government of Ireland Bill." British«
ers have become inured to political
upheavals in recent years, so that the
crowded chamber which Mr, Agguith
faced today was a special tribute to
the historic importance attached to
the occasion, The galleries set apart

Six months ago the electricity committee of the
alarylebone (London) Borough Council equipped the cater-
ing department of the Marylebone Lane Power Factory
with a complete electric cooking plant. The kitchen is
now used for preparing dinners and teas for the staff of
about 400 employees, but the catering is not done by the
firm itself, but by an independent company, the London
Home Delicacies Association, which had to make its
profit out of dinners supplied at from eight cents to ten
cents per head The problem offered was therefore
whether electrical cooking could be Introduced and allow
a sufficlent margin of profit to be earned. After six
months' trial the caterers are satisfled with the result,
