Eleven bodies 
had been found there and it was ex­
pected that many more w'ould be wash­
ed ashore along the coast.

From Shippigan the report was that 
thirteen livres werq known to hase 
been lost but It was expected that the 
total would be greater. Communica­
tion with other places along the coast 
could not be established but from re­
ports received at Shippigan it was evi­
dent that the loss of life had been very 
great.

As the com­
mittee which had charge of the bill 
brought in a unanimous report it is 
likely that the discussion on the second 
reading of the measure tomorrow will 
not be prolonged. In the next house 
there will be 234 members, an in* 
craese over the present house of 13, 
Quebec, which provides the unit ot 
representation will h%ve 65 members;

TO ARBITRATION SILENT ABOUT
THF EMPRESS

* London, June 10.—Miss Sylvia Pank- 
fciurst was not even permitted to ap­
proach Westminster tonight to inter­
view Premier Asquith. The proposed 
Visit to the prime minister was ar­
ranged for some days ago by Miss 
Fanfchtirst and other militant leaders, 
end It was decided last night that she 
Mhould be carried shoulder high in the 
procession, as she was not considered 
strong enough to bear the strain of 
what promised to be an arduous 
Journey.

Before the procession had gone a 
tnlle Miss Pankhurst was arrested for 
the eighth time since she was sen­
tenced to six mcnths’ imprisonment, 
find taken to Holloway jail.

The procession struggled on with­
out a leader, but by the time it 
reached the Strand it had been dis­
persed by the police. Under the 
leadership of George Lansbury, form­
er Socialist member of the House of 
Commons, a deputation of women pro­
ceeded to parliament, where they were 
received by P. H. Illingworth, the chief 
Liberal whip, after having been re­
buffed In all attempts to see the pre­
mier.

Ottawa, June 10.—tProgragtion of 
parliament Is fixed for Friday unless 
there should be a hitch in pulling 
through the redistribution bill tomor­
row as expected. The last of the es­
timates were put through at an early 
hour this morning. There are & few 
odds and ends on the order paper still 
to be cleared off but nothing of a very 
contentious nature. The only remain­
ing legislation of any importance is a 
government resolution petitioning the 
Imperial parliament to pass an amend­
ment to the British North America 
Act enabling the Canadian parliament 
to Increase the senatorial representa­
tion from the western provinces by 
nine. It has been agreed between the 
two leaders that this resolution shall 
go through without debate.

The British house will pass the en­
abling act next session and the Can­
adian parliament will then be in a po­
sition next year to provide for the 
new eenatorships.

Reports

Halifax, N. 8., June 10.—Charles 
Akins, and Basil Doucett, two Nova 
Scotians, but who were members of 
the crew of the Gloucester fishing 
schooner Teaser, arrived here today 
from Sydney on the Plant liner Hali­
fax tonight for Boston on their way 
to Gloucester. These two men are 
alive, but Captain P. Dumsky, master 
of the Teaser, and the rest of crew no 
doubt think they have been lost, as 
since early last Friday morning they 
have not seen their vessel.

Doucett stated that last Friday 
morning at six o'clock he and his mate 
put off from the schooner In a dory to 
trawl. The weather was fine and they 
got a considerable distance from the 
vessel. Suddenly and almost without 
warning a heavy snowstorm envelop­
ed them and they were unable to see 
more than a few yards from their open 
boat. The thermometer continued to 
drop as the storm raged and both were 
soon shivering with the cold.

During the whole twelve hours 
which the snow lasted they had the 
greatest difficulty In keeping the dory 
to; the wind and the high sea that was 
running, in order to keep their little 
craft from swamping.

For thirty-six hours they struggled 
for life in the storm. They had a 
compass, but there was no water or 
food in the boat, and Doucett stated 
that the danger of the heavy seas up- 
setting the boat did not leave them 
much time to think of food or drink, 
but Just before they were rescued off 
Point Fame, Que., by the steamer 
Bastlscan Saturday morning at eleven 
o’clock they began to feel a dryness 
and a griping In the throat.

The two men suffered severely from 
the cold and their clothing was almost 
frozen to their bodies and for the 
whole thirty-six hours their feet were

Ottawa, June 10.—The house spent 
the morning and afternoon sittings in 
supply and many millions were voted 
with comparatively little discussion.

London, Junve 11—The crowd ot 
journalists who sought to obtain the 
stories of the survivors from the Em­
press of Ireland disaster, when they 
arrived at Glasgow by the Corsican, 
found that speech was silvern.

There will be a great deal of inter­
est throughout the provinces in the 
announcement that blue foxes are 
breeding this year and that they are 
giving very large litters. Last season 
these animals did not breed and as 
the same care had been taken of them 
as was given to the blacks and cross­
es an impression was created that this 
species would never breed In the east. 
As a result, a few ranchers who had 
bought blues became rather disgusted 
with them. Now, however, there need 
be no further uncertainty. The first 
two litters ever born in this province 
arrived a few weeks ago at the Pro 
vtneial Company’s ranch at Renforth 
and consisted, one of them of nine 
pups, and the other of eleven. These 
pups are now running about and ap­
pear to be strong and healthy. In 
view of the large litters it is believed 
that these foxes will eventually proVe 
very profitable to fur farmers. They 
are now worth roughly about one 
thousand dollars a pair. Percy Alla- 
by, caretaker of the ranch, expects 
several other litters of blues in the 
near future.

William Black, who was one of the 
fathers of Methodism in Canada, prea­
ched the first Methodist sermon ever 
heard In Nova Scotia at Halifax 132 
years ago today, June 11, 1782. Black 
was afterward known as the Metho­
dist ‘ bishop" of Nova Scotia, and he 
was one of the most eloquent and 
powerful of the clergymen of the Brit­
ish America of that period. The first 
Methodist meeting was held In a pri­
vate résidence, and it was attended 
largely by seekers for excitement, but 
within a few days those who came to 
scoff remained to pray, and Metho­
dism was firmly established in Hali­
fax. A few years later a wealthy Hali­
fax man, Philip M archinton, built a 
church for the Halifax Methodists, but 
he retained the title and when he was 
disciplined for Irregular conduct he 
locked up his church and told the 
Methodists to meet elsewhere. In 
1792 the Halifax Methodists built a 
church of their own, in Aryl© street.

"Old Zoar" chapel, and for 
nearly half a century It was the only 
Methodist edifice in the city, and the 
cradle of British American Methodism. 
Ai the period this church was built 
William Black wrote that Halifax had 
"one large English church ; one small 
Dutch church ; one Presbyterian meet­
ing house; one Roman Catholic chapel 
besides a small society of Quakers ;

Another factor in the fight, which 
may affect some seats in Eastern On­
tario, is the attitude of the Govern­
ment party on the bilingual question, 
the Government holding that English 
should be the only language recog­
nized by the province. Even allowing 
for all that the Liberals can possibly 
gain through their advocacy of prohi 
bition it is unlikely If there will be 
much change in the relative standing 
of the two parties.

CORPUS CHRISTI TODAY

Corpus Christ!» one of the most 
i flendid of Roman Catholic festivals, 
will be celebrated today by all Chris­
tians who look to Rome as the source 
of spiritual authority. Especially in 
the Latin countries of Europe and Am­
erica is this feast generally observed, 
and it is distinguished by magnificent 
processions. In France It is known 
as the Fete Dieu, and in Germany as 
the Fronlelchnamsfest. In Mexico and 
other Spanish-American nations the 
festival is one of the most spectacular 
of the many fetes of the religious câl­

in Rome and throughout Italy Cor­
pus Christ! is a general holiday for 
those who retain their allegiance to 
the church. Perhaps the most inter­
esting observance of the day Is that at 
Torre del Greco, near Naples, where 
the Feat a del Quattro Altari, or Feast 
of the Four Altars, a patriotic "fest,” 
is coupled with the religious celebra­
tion. The Four Altars festival com­
memorates the abolition of feudal do­
minion in 1700, and, like so many oth­
er Italian holidays, it Is characterized 
by many features which originated in 
the pagan feasts of ancient Rome. In 
many ways the feast is reminiscent 
of the Florealis festival In honor of 
Flora, the goddess of flowers. Four 
altars are erected in the principal 
squares of the town, and decorated 
with flowers. A floral procession is 
held and the altars are blessed by 
priests. The Corpus Chrtsti euchar­
istie procession, In addition to Its re­
ligious significance, serves as a 
thanksgiving demonstration to com­
memorate the city's freedom.

Some years ago Dr. Thomas Hum­

phry Ward, the famous English art 
critic, editor and author, attended a 
banquet, during the course of which 
the lady who sat next to him remark­
ed, "Some ancient peoples declared 
that it was possible for men to render 
themselves invisible."

"That is still quite possible/ de­
clared Dr. Ward.

"But how can a man make himself 
invisible?" asked the mystified lady.

"By marrying a famous wife," was 
the critic's explanation.

Certain it is that, although the name 
of Humphry Ward is not without 
prominence, it is best known with the 
"Mrs." prefix. Mr. Humphry Ward, 
famed throughout the world as the au­
thor of "Robert Elsmere" and many 
other novels, was bom in Hobart, Tas­
mania. sixt>-three years ago today, 
June 11, 1851. Dr. Thomas Arnold, 
her father was distinguished as an 
author and educator, and was the son 
of the famous Dr. Thomas Arnold of 
Rugby, and the brother of Matthew 
Arnold, the poet, critic, and "Apostle 
of Culture."

Mary Augusta Arnold became Mrs. 
Humphry Ward in 1872, and It was 
not until eight years later that she 
wrote her first book, a story, for chil­
dren. Her first novel, "Mis* Breth- 
erton." of which Miss Mary Anderson, 
the actress, was the prototype of the 
heroine, was published thirty yeara 
ago, and "Robert Elsmere," one of 
the most talked of novels of the cen­
tury, followed four years later.

Mrs. Ward, for all her advanced 
views in some directions, is a pro­
nounced "anti" in regard to woman 
suffrage, although she has been one 
of the prime movers in a scheme for 
a "women's parliament," an unofficial 
advisory body of ten women who 
would "consider and press forward 
needed legislation on behalf of women 
and children."

The aparrows and plgeone that make 
their abode In the Union station are 
quite indignant on account of the 
treatment they have received recent­
ly at the hands of bridal parties that 
have passed through the station. 
Several indignation meetings have 
been held by the little feather folk and 
there Is liable to be a strong protest 
lodged by them. The chief grievance 
is that confetti instead of rice is be­
ing used for the showering of bridal 
parties, and there ia likely to be a 
delegation sent to the people In charge 
of the I. C. H. The birds from points 
of vantage on the structural beams 
of the train shed roof have for up­
wards of thirty years watched the 
bridal parties come and go, and up to 
this year they have pro fitted by the 
showera of rice that scattered the 
floor after the members of the differ­
ent wedding parties had disappeared.

Hartland. X. B.. June 9—There has 
been considerable talk about the great 
quantities of potatoes that would be 
left on the hands of the farmers of 
Carieton and Victoria counties to go 
to rot or be thrown into the St. John 
river in order to clear the cellars, and 
it was predicted that grim ruin stared 
the farmers in the face because there 
was no market in Upper Canada and 
the United States had effectually pro­
hibited the importation of our stock 
within their borders.
