With the British Army in France,
Sept. 5, via London, 3.40 p. m.—De-
spite their determined counter-attacks
yesterday, when they advanced 1
waves, shoulder to shoulder, in de-
fense of this chosen strategic point,
the Germansg had to yield Falfemont
Farm this morning, The British had
closed around it in the darkness, and
dawn found the survivors of the gar-
rison raked with machine gun fire. In
the hopeless situation, plastered with
mud after a night of cold and heavy.
rain, and having gone two days with-
out sleep, they put up the white flag.

Meanwhile a British battalion, find-
ing little opposition, on its own inita-
tive, pressed on through the mud and
the small craters and gained the edge
of Leuze Wood, which carried them
past Ginchy where the Germans are
fortified amid the ruins with nests of
machine guns.

The British gain since Sunday is
more than a mile in depth.

The Irish troops of the new army,
enlisted through the efforts of Mr.
John Redmond and other Nationalist
leaders, distinguished themselves by
taking Guillemont. They rounded up
numerous prisoners in dugouts, and
swept forward toward their objective
with characteristic dash.

As a result of two days’ work the
British, in case they decide to make
no further advance this year, command
all the ridge of battle front from
Thiepval south except around Ginchy.
This means, as one British officer
said, that “the Germans would have to
dance to our tune through the win-
ter.”

British Report.

London, Sept. 5—A British official
statement issued this afternoon, re-
porting military operations in the Sa-
loniki war theatre, says:

“puring Suhday night the enemy
turned on searchlights .and opened
rifle fire on our troops south of Orl-
war on the Struma front.

FIRE IN PLANT

WHERE MUNITIONS:
ARE BEING MADE

Damage to Extent-of $20,000
in St. ?Tboma: Construction
' Company Last Night.

St, Thomas, Ont., Sept. §.—A fire
supposed to have originated in the fur-
nace room of the St. Thomas Construc-
tion Company, makers of war muni-
tions, partly destroyed that plant to-
night, entailing a loss approximating
$20,000. The fire broke out at about
930 during a meeting of directors.
That portion'of the building used as
storage rooms for oils, paints, gasoline,
etc., was completely destroyed, but the
fire was checkeqd before it reached the
upper story, where mare than 1,000
shells were being finished.

About 120 men were at work when

the fire was discovered. All escaped
uninjured.

It
was learned afterwards that nine were
for conviction and three for acquittal,
The case Was put over to the fall
assizes, but whether or not there will
be a second trial of the charges of
conspiracy rsts with the attorney-
general's department. A charge of
destroying documents which rests
against Sir Bodmond Roblin also was
lald over. The ex-ministers, who have
not been in qstody at any time, con-
tinue at libety on their bail bonds
of $50,000 ead.

The jury reurned first at 2.45 and
reported to tiy eourt that they could
not agree. Tordship sent them
back for a hour. Just before
4 o'clock they ame in again.

“We cannot agree,” sald Foreman
Webb, speaking for the twelve men.

“Is there any hope of reaching an
agreement?” asked the judge.

“Absolutely no hope,” replied the
foreman.

His Lordship thereupon discharged
the jury, and for the first time in six
weeks its members were free from the
guardianship of court officials. Sir
Rodmond, Mr. Coldwell and Mr. How-
den were warmly congratulated by
their counsel and by many friends in
the court room and corridors.

It was arranged that the assizes
should continue in existence, and that
at some later date Contractor Thomas
(Kelly will be called into court so that
the crown may move that sentence be
passed upon him, following his recent
conviction,

BOAT HASED
ENEMY SHIS

Copenhagen, via London, Sept. 5.—
The captain of an incoming ship re-
ports that he observed, outside of
Stockholm Skaergard yesterday, four
German destroyers in an engagement
with a big submarine. Suddenly the
Germans fled southward, and 15 min-
utes later returned with four torpedo
boats. But no submarine was then
visible.

Gradually the lines of the Fntente
Allies aro drawing mwore closely about
Combles and toward Peronne, and far.
ther snd farther their wedges are be-
ing driven into the German lines both
north and south of the River Somme.
On a front of about 25 miles the
Frenclhi and British troops, supported
powerfully by their enormous artfllery
arm, are steadily hammering the Ger
man positions and sustaining unflinch-
ingly heavy counterattacks.

North of the Somme, to the east
and southeast of Forest, the TFrench
have driven forward their lines, cap-
turing the ouiskirts of the Anderlu
Wood, Hospital Farm and the Rain-
nette Wood and part of Marrieres
Wood and a position on the rcad lead-
ing from Bouchavesnes to Clery.

Near Ginchy, to the north of Guil-
lemont, the British have made further
progress, winning all the territory be-
tween the Falfemont Farm and Leuze
Wood, and between that wood and the
outskirts of the town of Ginchy,
which they captured and have held
since the fighting of Sunday.

South of the Somme, the French
have taken the town of Chilly, situated
one mile west of the railroad leading
from Chaulnes to Roye, a line of
trenches east of Soyecourt and numer-
ous isolated positions between Ver.
mandovillers and Chilly. Since Sun-
day the French alone have taken c¢n
the Somme front 6,650 prisoners and
86 guns, 28 of them being of heavy
calibre.

On the eastern front violent fignting
continues from the Pripet marasn
region in' Volhynia, through Galicia,
and up in the Carpathian passes, witn
the Russians reporting successes near
Vladjmir-Volynski and a continuance
of the advance toward the plains of
Hungary through the Carpathians.

“On the Somme fromt, despite the

progress, and during the day secured
important advantages, North of the
river, following a series of brilliant é@c-
tions, in which our troops gave proof
of irresistible spirit, we pushed our
line into the district east of Forest. We
reached the west outskirts of Anderlu
Wood, took by storm Hospital Farm
and Rainnette Wood, capturing part of
Marrieres Wood and occupied, to the
northeast of Clery, the extremity of a
bill traversed by the road from Bouc-
havesnes to Clery.

‘“We also strengthened our positions
north of the river, connecting them
with the southern bank, and taking the
village of Ommiecourt, which is en-
tirely in our hands.

“The war material taken since Sep-
tember 3, in the morth sector, includes
32 guns, of which 24 are beavy guns,
two bomb throwers; two trench guns,
an impontant stock of 150 millimetre
shells, one captive balloon and a large
vumber of machine guns. We have
not yet counted the prisoners captured
on Tuesday.

Germans Attack Furiously But in Vain,

“South of the Somme the battle pro-
ceeded the whole day with extreme
violence. The enemy multiplied his
counter-attacks, laucching in mass at
a great number of poiats along our
new front, notably southwest of Bar-
leux and southeast of Belloy. Not-
withstanding the repeated efforts of
the enemy we maintained our lines and
inflicted sanguinary losses on him.

“Between Vermandovillers and Chil-
ly we carried a salient and numerous
isolated positions held by the Ger-
mans.

“East of Soyecourt an attack by our
troops gave us. a line of German
trenches and enabled us to reach the
outskirts northwest and south of Den-
fecourt Farm.

“The total nunrber of prisoners tak-
en since yesterday south of the Somme
has reached 4,047 including 556 officers.
in the same southern sector four
heavy guns and a hundred machine
guns full into our hands.

“The total number of prisoners
taken since Sunday on the French
front of the Somme, north and south,
is 6,550 and the number of guns 36, in-
cluding 28 heavy guns.

An examination revealed no
hope of saving the limb, and amputa-
tion had been decided upon, when the
next ambulance brought in a machine
gun operator named TillHette. He,
also at Verdun, had had his right leg
shot away. A hasty amputation had
been performed in one of the hospi-
tals at the front, and Tilllette had
been rushed to Paris for final treat-
ment. With the removal of the dress-
ings that had been hurriedly placed
on his leg at the field hospital, it was
found that rmture, in her usual effort
to heal wounds herself, was supplying
a goodly quantity of living bone to
the end of the stump. Dr. Laurent at
once had the idea of effecting a trans-
fusion of this to the limb of Rouselot,
where the lesser quantity of bone was
missing. Tilliette, although still weak
from his own operation, consented
with all the alacrity that usually fol-
lows a simple call for a transfusion
of blood, and was at once mounted on
the operating table by the side of his
companion in arms. His amputated
stump was grafted to the leg of Rou-
selot, and the bony growth which na-
ture was so lavishingly furnishing

Were a
census to be taken of the men who are
subject to their wives' dictation, even
unconsciously, we should find possibly
that the condition is not confined to
the household of the Greek king, Venl
zelos, the Greek statesman and pro-
ally, was in authority in the Grecian
Parliament, but King Constantine dis-
missed him at this crisis and called
another in his stead. He summoned
the army, moreover, and thus he had
matters in his own hands. Not until
the allies took the bull by the horns
and threatened to turn their navies
against vulnerable Greece did the pro-
German monarch realize that he could
not play fast and loose.

From the moment Bulgarian treach.
ery manifested itself the allied pow:
ers banished the soft glove in Balkan
affairs and they are reaping the fruits
today. Constantine has been largely a
figurehead in Greece for many a day.
