There was not a single ship of the fight­
ing American fleet at Santiago that was 
not struck half a dozen times or more, 
and Sampson’s ships are supposed to have 
had no fight at all. 'Hie Enquist cruisers, 
after Admiral Train spoke them, steamed 
at the rate of fifteen knots an hour, which 
no seriously damaged ship could do.
The Russian Story.

The Russian story from Manila is illu­
minative, read between the lines, and it 
is the first authentic report from a Rus­
sian source. This is part of it:

“Admiral Enquist says that his squadron 
was complete when it entered the fight on 
the morning of May 27. He exchanged 
shots with the enemy at 10,000 yards. He 
attempted to pierce the Japanese line and 
make a dash for Vladivostok, but he was 
attacked by cruisers, and toipedo boats and 
forced to make a running fight.

“The main attack of the Japanese was 
concentrated on the Russian battleships. 
•His own flagship was sunk and he trans­
ferred his flag to the Aurora. He was 
ultimately forced to flee to the southwest, 
taking the course at 10 o’clock 'Saturday 
night, and succeeding in making his escape 
with three of his ships in the darkness.

“He headed fo*-Shanghai. A heavy sea 
was running, which threatened to swamp 
the vessels, owing to their injuiies below 
the water line, and in order to keep them 
up as much as possible, he headed to the 
south. He saw nothing of the enemy and 
sighted only a few merchantmen until he 
encountered the formidable American 
squadron off Luzon.
Couldn’t Withstand Jap Fire.

“The admiral added that the battle was 
fought all day Saturday during misty 
Weather. The high sea caused the war­
ships to roll and pitch heavily, exposing 
their hulls below the water line to the 
shells of the enemy.

“The Russians did not know that the 
fight had continued Sunday, and they were 
dumbfounded when they received the news 
of the result. The officers state that the 
crews served their guns heroically, but 
could not withstand the terrific fire of the 
Japanese, and the torpedo attacks. Opin­
ions vary as to the presence of submarine 
boats in the battle. The warships here are 
so badly damaged that they are forced to 
keep their pumps going continually.

“The ships appear to be reasonably clean. 
All the damage they sustained was caused 
by shells. It is not believed that they were 
tonpedoed.

“The Oleg had f en holes in the starboard 
side, three of them immediately over the 
main battery, and two on the port side. 
The -Aurora has six holes on the starboard 
side, one being four feet in diameter, and 
two on the port side. Her funnel is de­
stroyed.

“The Zomtelmg has no visible hits except 
in her funnels, but she reports that she 
-has a large hole in her hull. Her ward­
room is flooded, and she has a slight list 
to starboard. Her pumi>s are working to 
their 'full capacity.

“The cruisers have black funnels, and 
their hulls are painted a glaring yellow, 
which made them good marks for the Jap­
anese.
Togo’s Fleet Made Short Work

New York, June 5—President Roosevelt 
decided today that the Russian cruisers 
Aurora, Oleg and Lemtchug, which have 
found refuge in Manila harbor, must dis­
arm at once and be interned till the close 
of the war, or else depart within twenty- 
four hours.

This decision need not be construed as 
a hardship to the Russians. As a matter 
of fact it is an act of kindness, and prob­
ably will be1 hailed with delight by the 
wretched Russian sailors and the vener­
able Admiral Enquist, whose request to be 
allowed time for repairs need not be taken 
seriously.

Japan has known since Saturday of the 
whereabouts of the three cruisers, and 
for the United States to let them refit and 
sail out of Manila would be sneer cruelty 
to animals, even though the Czar should 
insist upon having a few more of his sub­
jects butchered. So, now that Admiral 
Enquist has “saved his fame” by the for­
mal request for “time to repair,” he and 
his meh and ships can rest comfortably 
at Manila and wait for the dawn of peace.

Laurier announced in the house today 
that the autonomy bill would be taken up 
on Thursday and that the minister of jus­
tice would be present.

Ottawa, June 5—(Special)—In the house 
today, Mr. Foster asked for a statement 
from the minister of militia concerning the 
proposed reduction of militia establish­
ments.

Sir Frederick Borden answered that he 
would be prepared to give the house a full 
statement on the subject tomorrow. The 
so-called reduction to which the newspa­
pers are now alluding, applied only to 
what are known as the training establish­
ments. The actual strength of the militia 
force of the country was not affected one 
way or the other.

As compared with the establishments of 
1904 there was practically no change at 
all. Two or three years ago the train­
ing establishments were cut down upon 
the recommendation of the new general 
officer commanding. So far as the city 
corps were concerned there was really no 
reduction this year.

The opposition consented to the passage 
of the only two items that remained of 
the supplementary estimates for the cur­
rent year, one to provide for the operation 
of the Intercolonial, and the other for the 
operation of the Prince Edward Island 
Railway.

The house then passed into concurrence 
in the estimates that had already passed 
committee of supply. Sir Wilfred Laur­
ier observed that as there was no pros- 

f pect of prorogation being reached before 
the first of next month the government 
had thought it better to arrange for the 
vice-regal assent to a special supply bill. 
This will enable the government to pay 
for obligations that have been al­
ready incurred and to pay up 
arrears of salaries in departments 
where the funds have already been ex­
hausted.

Mr. Foster consented to the passage of 
the government railway votes referred to 
above upon the understanding that full op­
portunity for discussion will he given when 
the supplementary votes for next year 
are reached. The premier promised that 
the supplementary estimates for next fiscal 
year will probably be laid before the 
house within the next fortnight.

Russian Ships Must Intern or 

Leave Manila.

London, June 5—Accounts of President 
'Roosevelt’s interviews with Mr. Takahira, 
the Japanese minister at V\ ashington; 
Count -Cassini, Baron Speck Von Stern­
berg and other ambassadors, which are al­
leged to have been along the line of efforts 
to bring mediation, are receiving much at­
tention here, but in diplomatic circles it is 
not believed Uat they will result in 
ing peace. The belief is firm in all char­
ters that Russia will continue the war.

At the Russiam embassy it is declared 
that tlie war will be continued, and at the 
Japanese ombas.-y it is said there is no ex­
pectation of peace, while the foreign office 
states that it does not know of any move­
ment towards peace.

As far as can be ascertained, the British 
government has made no attempt to bi ing 
about intervention, though it is undoubt­
edly acquainted with the terms Japan will 
accept and is in a position to take up nego­
tiations with prance, Russia’s ally, im­
mediately, it is understood that such a 
movement will not meet with a rebuff.

Among the many advocates of peace in 
this country probably the most active is 
-Sir Thomas Barclay, who was largely in­
strumental in bringing about the Anglo- 
French entente. Sir Thomas, who led a 
powerful effort for mediation between the 
combatants a few -months ago, said to the 
Associated Press tod .yi—

“ three months ago the Japanese would 
halve agreed to-these peace terms :—- 

“First, the evacuation of Manchuria by 
the Russians and its return to the control 
of China under Japanese supervision.

“Secondly, a Japanese protectorate in 
Korea.

“Third, the surrender of the lease ot 
Port Arthur and also the surrender of the

“Authentic Russian accounts of the bat­
tle show that the Russians entered the 
tight in -thiec lines, the battleships to the 
left, the cruisers to the right, and the 
transports and colliers to the middle, 
morning was gray and misty.

June 7, 1905. ARussians had courage of a sort; but their 
eominauder was guilty of fatal errors of 
judgment. These gave the Japanese an 
immense advantage at the outset. The 
Japanese gunnery was wonderfully accu­
rate, while that of the heavier fleet was 
wretched in the extreme. The Japanese 
thought only of sinking the enemy’s ships. 
The Russians appear to have thought most 
about escaping to Vladivostok, whereas 
their only chance lay in sinking or disabl­
ing the Japanese Vessels.

One result of the battle will be a greater 
expenditure for target practice by all na­
tions which deem it necessary to have 
effective fleets. The same lesson was 
drawn from the Spanish-American war. 
Spain knew little of target practice, less 
of discipline, and very little about the 
proper care of ships of war, particularly 
as regards the engine room. Russia now 
stands convicted of the same slovenly 
methods and the same fatuous ignorance 
of the enemy’s power and skill.

The Russian plan, the world is now in­
formed, is to build another navy, to com­
plete within fifteen years ” two or three 
times as many ships as have been lost in 
the present war. Money will do that, if 
the patient people will produce it. But 
even if these ships be built they will not 
necessarily mean the restoration of Rus­
sian power. In the recent battle Russia 
did not lack ships, but the qualities which 
make them formidable. The construction 
of a new navy, difficult as it will be, is 
easy compared with the task of manning 
them with gunners equal to the Japanese. 
That cannot be done in fifteen years, or 
in thirty.

The official tone at St. Petersburg is 
warlike. That is to be expected. The 
Russians—the bureaucrats—do not dare 
openly admit that they have shot their 
bolt.

Lord Lapsdowne’s words in regard to 
the extension of the Anglo-Japanese al­
liance will assist the world in measuring 
the mighty strides Japan has made since 
the beginning of the present war. Not 
only will both political parties in 
England be ready to continue the 
alliance, but both will seemingly 
be ready to give it u wider 
scope. ‘An understanding with the United 
States, if that could be had in addition 
to the Japanese alliance, would make lip 
the greatest possible influence for the peace 
of the world. In all quarters outside Rus­
sia, Japan's victory is regarded as won. 
The (world wonders what is to happen in 
Russia. Formerly an alliante with the 
Czar was regarded as in many ways the 
greatest triumph diplomacy might win. 
But Russia without a fleet, and hopelessly 
handicapped in the race of naval construc­
tion, is decidedly a horse of another color. 
The Czar, as a highly prized ally, has been 
eliminated, temi-orarily at least.

And many journals of weight are dis­
cussing the probab.lity that, not only as an 
ally but as a sovereign, the Czar may be 
eliminated. The Russian press, iormeriy 
muzzled and abject, displays a surprising 
amount of freedom as the empire’s fututre 
become» more and more threatening. The 
St. Peteiaburg newspapers, which a year 
ago published only the most guarded or 
most flattering statements about the Czar 
and his advisers, now demand the down­
fall of the bureaucrats. Following the 
naval battle, the Russ, for example, says: 
‘Those guilty of Russia’s disgrace should 
be overwhelmed with shame. {Sfiba-Topol 
struck the shackles from the serfs, and 
Port Arthur, Mukden, and Tsu Island 
should free Russia from the bureaucracy.” 
Grand Duke 'Michael’s journal, the vSlovo, 
in an inspired article, uses this plain langu­
age: “The -bureaucracy has had its say, 
and has crowned its work of national 
shame and humiliation. From this mo­
ment a convocation of the people has be­
come as necessary as the air we breathe. 
If the bureaucracy this time .‘•lands be­
tween the Emperor and the nation, let it 
beware.”

MAINE AND THE RIVER
The Washington refusal to refer the St. 

John River question, to the International 
'Waterways Coanmission is now said to be 
due to the opinion of the attorney-general 
of the United iStatcs, who says the scope 
of this commission’s work does not include 
-waters other than the St. Lawrence and 
-its tributaries. That is not the Ottawa 
view ; and the difference of opinion may 
prevent the commission from reporting up­
on an important matter that may lead to 
continued friction. The Bangor Commer­
cial, which discusses the river controversy 
with -becoming moderation, holds that the 
international character of the stream .has 
impaired its usefulness, for:—-

‘The consent of the two nations must 
be obtained in case of proposed improve­
ments or control of its waters, which is 
likely to be a matter of long standing be­
fore the opposing interests- can be har­
monious and the two nations brought to 
agree on the proposed plans lor develop­
ment. This lias been true in regard to the 
River 'St. John. We have the statement 
from lumbermen interested in sending logs 
down that river that in some years the 
entire drive has (been hung up for two or 
three months, above Fort Kent, on ac­
count of low water, when it has paralyzed 
all business intereste on the river for the 
time being. Had it not ibeen a treaty river 
lumbermen would have united to have 
erected dams, controlled the storage of 
water and used the same when needed to 
send the drives to the mills. Being a 
•boundary river no such action could be 
had, while business and internal improve­
ment suffered in consequence.”

But the fact -that it is a boundary river 
did not prevent one or more companies 
from building piers and booms which ob­
struct navigation, and these companies, 
while operating on the Canadian side, did 
not consider it necessary to secure the 
permission of the Canadian authority.

Of the Canadian west he is particularly 
enthusiastic, and does not hesitate to ac­
knowledge tliat hundreds of American 
Westerners are coming across the line 
every few months. He has many personal 
acquaintances who have taken this step.

Montana is not altogether an ideal farm­
ing district, he says, beeahse of its ex­
pansive dry tracts, where irrigation is 
necessary, but in the valley sections it 
yields handsomely in agricultural products, 
the tenderest fruits abounding. Its defici­
ency in this regard has had a great deal 
to do with the exodus to Canada.

Mr. Harper knows many eastern Cana­
dians roundabout his home, and in Mis­
soula and Butte they are quite numerous. 
All seem to be getting along comfortably.

Pond Returns Up River.

Last evening L. W. Pond and his at­
torney, F. LaForest, returned up 
river. Yesterday morning Mr. Pond,
Mr. LaForest, and counsel, Hon.
A. 1. Trueman, with J. F. Gregory,
John E. Moore and Charles Miller, inter­
ested lumbermen, waited upon the attor­
ney general.

Mr. Pond presented his memorial ad­
dressed to the lieutenant-governor-in-coun- 
cil which narrated the facts in connection 
with the recent difficulties, the details of 
which are substantially as they have al­
ready appeared in The Telegraph.

Mr. Pond asked that the provincial gov­
ernment should send a peace officer for 
the purpose of seeing that he was permit­
ted to pass up the river with his boats and 
to remove obstructions where necessary 
in order to preserve the navigation.

After reading the memorial the attorney- 
general stated that the governemnt had 
already directed that proceedings should 
be taken against the St. John Lumber Co. 
by information in the Equity Court, which 
would determine the question of whether 
the obstructions in the river were a vio­
lation of the Ashburton treaty and there­
fore illegal and he would be quite willing 
to allow his name to be used of Mr. Pond 
furnished a relator against the Van Buren 
Lumber Co. for the purpose of determ­
ining as to whether or not that company 
was illegally obstructing navigation.
Will Send No Officer.

He did not think, however, that the 
provincial government would be justified 
in sending a peace officer for the purpose 
of defending Mr. Pond in the exercise of 
force. While it was quite within the pow­
er of the provincial government through 
the crown officers to proceed in the courts 
to compel the reinoval of obstructions of 
navigation, he did - not think that they 
would be justified in taking the law in 
their own hands and removing the obstruc­
tions by force. If any action of this kind 
were to be taken it would have to be 
done by the federal authorities in whom 
the control of navigation is vested by the 
British North America Act.

He called the attention of those present 
to the fact that in addition to taking the 
legal proceedings referred to, -the pro­
vincial government had forwarded to Ot­
tawa a very strong protest against the ac­
tion of the St. John Lumber Company in 
obstructing the navigation of the river.
This protest was forwarded in order that 
the dominion government might ask the 
imperial government to insist upon the 
observance of the Ashburton treaty.

In taking these steps, the attorney gen­
eral said that he felt satisfied that they 
would agree the provincial government 
had fully performed its duty.

L The large wooden house off Albion 
street near the York Cotton Mill was 
badly gutted by fire early Sunday morn­
ing. The alarm was sent in by Policeman 
Baxter from box 17 and the brigade 
quickly responded but the flames had made 
considerable headway and while the build­
ing will not be a total loss great damage 
has been done. The property, which is 
owned by J. L. McAvity, of McLean, Holt 
& Co.,City road, was insured in the Queen 
Insurance Co. for $1,000.

The building had been unoccupied since 
May 1 and the origin of the lire is un­
known.

The house, which is a well known land­
mark on Courtenay Bay shore, is one of 
the few remaining records of the days 
when the shipbuilding industry, for which 
this city was so long famous, was in its 
infancy. It was built in 1810 by the late 
James Smith, who, in 1837, established a 
shipyard on Courtenay Bay and laid in 
the same year the keel of “The Courtney,'” 
the first ship over launched from the 
yards which afterwards grew up along the 
shore.

The house in those days was surround­
ed by large gardens descending to the 
gravel beach of the bay and was built 
by Mr. Smith as a residence fur his fam­
ily. He resided there until his death, 
many years later.

Ilis family consisted of one son, James 
T. Smith, who afterwards went into farm­
ing, and three daughters, who subsequent­
ly married Samuel Parks, Albert Ven­
ning and J. L. Dunn. Mrs. Dunn is still 
living in St. John and Mrs. Venning is a 
resident of Queenfe county. On the family 
becoming scattered the house used for 
some time as a hospital for infectious dis­
eases and later was bought by charitable 
persons in the city as a home for fallen 
women, the first trustees being Hon. John 
Boyd, the lieutenant governor, and J. Mc- 
Moran. It was not found suitable to the 
objects of the trust, and in after years 
was rented, and the income from it de­
voted to other institutions, including re­
cently the Salvation Army Rescue Home.

Five or six years ago a small colony of 
Syrians commenced to reside in the house 
and continued there until May 1 last, 
when the building was sold to J. L. Mc­
Avity, who had previously purchased the 
free hold. The trustees at the time of 
the sale were John E. Irvine and Thos. 
H. Somerville, and owing to the house 
being a charitable bequest a special act 
of the legislature was passed to permit of 
the sale.
’This property was the subject of a com­

munication by Mr. McAvity to the com­
mon council at their meeting last week 
in which he asked permission to lay a rail­
way siding and mentioned that he intend­
ed removing his foundry business to the 
place and making considerable additions.

The fire Sunday gave the brigade a fight 
for three hours and it was 4 o’clock when 
the all out blow was struck. About 9 
o’clock the fire broke out again but was 
easily handled.

To Messrs. Harvey Mitchell, J. Frank Til­

ley, L. C. Daigle and Robert Ilobi rtson, 
Dairy Superintendents:—

Gentlemen,—On the 27th of February last I
M. P. MANCHESTER ROBERTSON ALLISON, LIMITEDwrote a letter to 13. F. Smith, Esq.,

P., in reply to one from him in which he 
made certain inquiries as to the government's 
management of the dairy interests at this 
place. From Mr. Smith’s letter I inferred 
that he proposed calling for an inquiry-into 
the government’s management of the cheese 
and butter industry, and that he wished sug­
gestions from me as to some lines on which 
I thought such inquiry might with advantage 
proceed. I therefore never supposed Mr. 
Smith would take from my letter as state­
ments of facts what were intended for mere 
opinions and suggestions, and as my letter 
was written with the view and for the pur­
pose stated, I never for a moment supposed 
Mr. Smith would make its contents public 
nor that he would read it from his place in 
the legislature.

I wrote the letter hurriedly, and upon 
reading it as published in the press reports 
of the legislature proceedings, I at once felt 
that the language went further than I in­
tended or, perhaps, would be able to justify 
and, such being the case, might do you gent­
lemen a wrong and injustice which I would 
not willingly do anyone, much less those 
with whom I have always had such close and 
intimate business relations.

I kept no copy of the letter that I wrote 
Mr. Smith, but in reading the Sun’s news­
paper report of the one purporting to he a 
copy of the one which I wrote to him, I was 
surprised and regretful to find that my 
language was calculated to convey that I 
was making very serious charges against the 
dairy superintendents and imputing to you 
matters which were my opinions only and 
founded largely on mere suspicion. I par­
ticularly refer to the charge “the dairy 
school I would say is not too bad when the 
instructors are not loaded too heavy.” When 
I wrote this I had in mind Mr. Daigle only, 
and as stated in my evidence before the com­
missioner, I thought that at one time Mr. 
Daigle had been drinking, but it was only 
from suspicion and because my attention 
had been called to it. And in view of the 
evidence adduced, I am convinced that I was 
mistaken, and I never at any time intended 
to imply that Mr. Daigle was by reason of 
this incapacitated to perform his work.

In view of this and wishing to be just 
with vou gentlemen, I with pleasure retract 
that part of my letter. I have never at any 
time had any personal knowledge that any 
of you were under the influence of intoxicat­
ing liquors during school hours, and I have 
reason to believe that Mr. Robertson is a 
strong temperance man.

I wish further to say that neither by my 
letter to Mr. Smith or in any other way or 
at any time have I intended to imply want 
of competency of any of you gentlemen as 
instructors or superintendents or to call in 
question the efficiency of your work.

When I wrote Mr. Smith I did think that the 
time spent by Mr. Mitchell in the cheese fac­
tories in his district would be inconsiderable, 
as stated in my letter, but this was mere 
matter of opinion, founded upon hearsay, and 
I am glad to be able to say that having 
heard the testimony of so large a number of 
cheese-makers given upon the investigation 
held here, I am now fully satisfied there were 
no grounds for adversely criticising Mr. 
Mitchell in respect to his work of inspection 
and assistance to the factories in his district.

As I feel my letter to Mr. Smith has been 
the means of doing you injustice, I am glad 
to take this means of correcting the wrong 
as far as possible, and you are at liberty to 
publish this letter or make such other use of 
it as you may think fit. In conclusion, I trust 
the friendly relations which have so long ex­
isted between us will continue. I have the

June 2—The C. P. R. cropWinnipeg,
report which was issued yesterday could 
be summarized in one word—excellent 
There is not a point on the whole of the 
C. P. R. through the wheat raising coun­
try from which complaint is made, and 
as for weather conditions the only varia­
tion noted from the word “favorable is 
the phrase “very favorable.”

Rapidly growing wheat varies from two
