The French law, it seems, 
compels the employer to pay a pension 
to the family of a workman killed or 
injured in his service. But this condi­
tion has been deemed too onerous by 
employers, end they recoup themselves 
by refusing to engage married work­
men, the financial responsibility with 
unmarried workmen being very much 
less. Another trouble that confronts 
the backers of this measure in France 
is the fact that manufacturers and con­
tractors have dismissed the fathers of 
families they formerly employed, be­
cause a few accidents happening to 
parents would make a great hole in 
their profits. The Paris correspondent 
of the London Standard writes that in 
the case of a married workman being 
killed, the law passed on April 9 last 
year enacts that the employer shall 
lodge a sufficient capital In the Caisse 
de Depots et Consignations to furnish 
the pension stipulated by law to be paid 
over to the widow and family.

The Former Trying to Drive the Small 
Power to Desperation.FIFTY YEARS AGO.

Montreal, April 26.—Fifty years ago 
last night witnessed the burning of 
the parliament buildings in Montreal 
by the mob which was dissatisfied. 
The then governor-general, Lord El­
gin, had signed the rebellion losses 
bill.

It is an open secret among the for­
eign population of Siam that France 
has been unceasing in her attempts ap­
parently to drive Siam into despera­
tion. The French officials, with good 
intentions from their point of view, and 
in many cases with benefit to the peo­
ple, have carried on a system of se­
curing Siamese subjects, labeling them 
French proteges, and providing them 
with French registration papers. If 
these proteges were drafted solely from 
the ranks of the slave population it 
would not be an unmixed evil; but hu­
manity does not seem to figure largely 
in the distribution of these documents. 
The people who receive them (at a 
nominal price) occasionally look upon 
them as licenses to break the laws of 
the land and defy the Siamese author­
ities. This condition of affairs is not 
confined to the 25 kilometer zone, but 
obtains throughout a large part of the 
kingdom of Siam. In some parts of 
the zone, where a few years ago there 
were apparent peace and prosperity, 
today there is a pitiable spectacle of 
ruin. Whole towns are practically de­
serted, and the general appearance of 
this long ribbon of territory suggests 
"No Man’s Land" as an appropriate 
name for it.

In the meantime the Anglo-Saxon 
watchdogs pretended to be asleep. The 
British Government, however, is evi­
dently keeping Siam on her list of dif­
ferences with France. British inter­
ests—and. let us say, the interests of 
the United States, which are increas­
ing every year—demand that Siam shall 
have fair play. Siam is struggling 
against the firmly established customs 
of past centuries. The king and many 
of his generation are making a brave 
fight, with somewhat deformed ideals, 
let us confess—endeavoring with com­
mendable success to better the condi­
tion of their country and people. The 
internal difficulties are certainly suffi­
cient, without those unwillingly im­
ported from Paris. Those who deal len­
iently with the pranks of the Siamese 
Government are the false friends of 
Siam. The United States, by her firm­
ness and judicial impartiality, so suc­
cessfully carried out by Minister John
