COMMON SENSE WAYS TO KEEP WELL..

TYPHOID FEVER

BY DR. R. H. BISHOP,
Typhoid fever is another disease that
can be prevented by vaccination.

It is a serious Infectious disease that
lasts from four to eight weeks or longer.
There are often serious complications,
such as ulcers, hemorrhages or perfora-
tion of the bowel.

It is fatal in about one out of ten
cases.

Yet it can be prevented by good sani-
tation, personal cleanliness and by vac-
cination.

Typhoid germs cannot live outside the
body except as they are kept moist in
their protective covering of mucus which
surrcunds them as they leave the body.
It is of the highest importance, there-
fore, that all mouth and nose discharges
from a typhoid patient be burned and
that other waste matter from the body
be kept for half an hour in a solution
of carbolic acid or chlorinated lime be-
fore being emptied. Especial care is
needed when the sewer flows into the
same body of water from which the
water supply is taken.

People who have had a typhoid at-
tack are almost certain to be ‘‘car-

riers” for years to come. They should
never feel free from spreading the dis-
ease, and should take every precaution
to safeguard others.

‘We usually consider that the greatest
danger from typhoid lurks in drinking
water. Fortunately most citles are pro-
tected by careful, regular inspection.

Greater responsibility rests upon the
individual in the rural communities
where there is no water department.
The supply  should be tested several
times a year, and if there is thought to
be any danger it should be treated in
the following manner: Make a solution
by dissolving 15 grains of pure, fresh
chlorinated lime in a quart of water.
Put one teaspoonful of this solution into
each quart of drinking water, letting it
stand for 15 minutes before drinking.

This is an excellent plan to follow on
camping trips when there is the slight-
est danger, for the water is then abso-
lutely safe as far as typhoid and simi-
lar infections are concerned.

‘When one is doubtful as to the purity
of his drinking water or as to his im-
munity against the disease it is well
to be on the safe side by being vac-
cinated.
