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Immigration After the War.

What immigration will there be after the war? is
a question which is being much debated in Canada
and the United States. The statesmen and business
men are divided into two schools, one holding to the
view that there will be an immense increase in the
number of newcomers from Europe, while the pther
holds diametrically opposite views.

Mr. Frederick C. Howe, Commissioner of Immi
gration of the Port of New York, ruc in many re
spects an authority on the subject, discusses the
question in a thoughtful, disinterested manner in the
Chicago Tribune, and comes to the conclusion that
“the process of nation building which will be carried
on by the warring countries after the conflict is over
will tend for a time to check emigration, especially
in Germany and England, which countries are bet
ter organized politically and industrially than
other nations of Europe.”

30, 1914, while for the eight months of the pre
sent immigration year from July 1 to March 1
