STRUCK THE WRONG MARK.

The attempt of the Ontario fanatics to
prevent the Catholic religion from being
taught to Catholic children in localities
which are almost entirely Catholic is
being met by the Catholics of the locali-
ties concerned by the establishment of a
number of Separate schools with which
fanaticism cannot interfere. This is one
of the results of the onslaught made by
Messrs, Craig, French, Meredith and Co,
upon the Catholic religion, under pre.
tence that they are only desirous of in-
troducing the Eaglish langusge into
schools where French is the prevailing
tongue., As a consequence the few Pro-
testant children in those localities are
ohliged to go to the Catholic schools, or
to stay at home., It is not for this
object that the Catholics in the loealities
referred to establish the Separate
schools, but to protect themselves from
the obnoxious interference of intolerant
bigots with their freedom of action in
regard to religious education,

It has undoubtedly happened in & few
cases that owing to insufficient acquaint
ance with tbe law, the Catechism has
been taught within school hours, in some
of these locslities, but there was no
injury inflicted on any one thereby, nor
was there any attempt to oblige Protes.
tant children to learn the Catholic Cate.
chism. In most cases, however, the law
was carefully observed, and Catechism
was taught after school hours, Still the
Catholic parents in many cases have
thought that they would be more free
under the Separate school, and have
established Separate schools accordingly.
Thus it appears that the fanatical agi.
tation has had an effect quite contrary
to that which the agitators intended,
since it has increased the number of
Separate schools, instead of resulting in
their abolition.

All concerned may learn from such
facts that the Catholics will have Oatho.
lic schools, and even if the Separate
school system were abolished to-morrow,
they would establish private schools, as
they doin the United States, so that
the cry for the abolition of Separate
schools is simply a piratical scheme to
tax Catholics doubly for education, and
this is what the fanatics call Equal
Rights for all,

On our side we have no objection to
any plan whereby distributive justice
will be observed. This is done under
the present school system, whereby all
taxpayers pay for the support of the
schools to which they send their chil-
dren,

The ecbool system In Eagland, though
differing in detall from that of Oatarlo,
recogniz:a the eacred rights of parents,
which the fanatlea of this province wish
to et aslde ; and in order to find a aystem
under which they can infllct injustice to
Cathollcs they look to the United States,
But it s to be hoped that the Inlquitous fea-
tures of the United Btates’ school system
will yet be removed. The eystem would
be an excellent one, if only this were done.

Meredith candidates, If this is true, I

conrse of his address Mr, (ladetone,
referring to an appeal that had been
maie to bim to join in a request
to the Britlsh government to remon-
strate with Russia, said ; “I should be
very glad if it were in the power of Her
M:thy’l government to make any
friendly overtures to the Russian Gov
ernment to the extent of pointing out
the painful results that are produced in
the minds of observers not unfriendly
and not prejudiced against Russia, of
whom there may be some among us, I
speak of those who probably take a
friendly and impartial view of her aftairs,
and who feel that she is only dishonor-
ing herself and weakening her influence
by tolerating cruelty, I should be very
glad, as 1 say, if the Government did
feel themselves in a position to expostu.
Iate with the Russian Government,
Bat shall I tell you one of the consid-
erations that restrain me and vend to
indispose me to urge Her Majesty’s
Government onwards in that source ?
I will tell you what it is., The
Romian Government has agents of {ts
own, clever enough and pretty well ac.
quainted with circumetances that take
place in this country, aud if the present
Government were to come before the
Czse and bis anthorities with a representa.
tlon of this kind, I am a little afrald of
retallation—1 am a little afrald of very
dlsagreeable observatlons that might be
made—I am & little afraid that it would
be in the power of the Rasslan Givern-
ment to say, and they woul!d say when
spproached, that only three years have
passed eince at a place called Mitchels-
town, in Ireland, three lnnocent Irish cit.
izans, engeged in the

of dlscussiog Irieh affairs in a legal and
peaceable public meeting, were ruthlessly
shot down by the Irish constabulary,
Some of us may be apt to forget those
thinge. They are mot forgotten in Ire-
land, At the spot where eech of those
men was shot down there {s a stone placed
to keep alive the recollection of It in the
Irish people, and the Irish people placed
that stone and cherlsh that recollection
and foster the affectionate memory of
those men as martyrs to the canse of thely
country. I want to know what would be
the position of the Britlsh Government
if they went before the Czar to com-
plein of these transsctions in Stherla
and received the crusbing retort: 'You,
I think, some time within twelve months
or two years of the time of these
transactions in Stberls, you in Ireland
bave been shooting dowa your own people,
not convicts, but innocent men, citiz:ns
engaged in a lawfal occapation, and you,
forsooth, undertake to preach to us, to
act before us the part of the Paarisee, and
thank God you are not like us.

I was all the more de-
lighted with this good news, becsuse I saw
my plans about to be accomplished, and
found myself in the happy necemsity of
exposing my life for the salvation of all
these tribes, and especlally of the Illino!
who, when I was at Polnt St, Espzit,
begged me very earmestly to bring the
word of God among them.”

The outfit of the travelers was very
simple, They provided themselves with
two birch canoes, and a supply of smoked
meat and Indian corn ; embarked with
five men, and began thelr voyage on the
17th of Msy. They had obtalned all
possible information from the Indians,
and had made, by means of it, a specles of
map of thelr intended route, ‘‘Above
all,” writes Marquette, “I placed our
voyage under the protection of the Holy
Virgin Immaculate, promising that if she
granted us the favor of dlecovering the
great river I would give it the name of
the Conception.”

Thelr courss was westward ; and, plylng
thelr paddles, they passed the Straits of
Mlchlllimackinac and coasted the northern
shor2s of Lrks Michigan, landing at even-
ing to bulld thelr camp fire at the edge of
the forest, and draw up thelr canoes
on the strand, They soon reached the
River Menomonle, and ascended it to the
village of the Menomonles, or Wild-rice
Indians. When they told them the object
of thelr voyage they were filled with
astonishment, and used thelr best ingenu.
ity to dlesuade them. The banks of the
Mlsslsalppl, they eald, were inhablted by
ferociouns tribes who put every stranger to
death, tcmahawking a!l newcomers with.
oat cause or provoestfon, They added
that there was a demcn in a certaln part
of the river, whosa roar could be heard at
a great dlstance, and who would engulf
them in the abyes where ha dwelt ; that its
water were full of frightfal mounstars, who
would devour them and thelr canoe ; and,
fiaally, that the heat was 8o great that
they would perlsh Inevitably, Marquetts
set thelr counasel at naugat, gave them a
few words of instruction in the ruysteries
of the falth, taught them a prayer, and

water and the languid woods basked
breathless in the sultry glare.

Oa the 17th of June saw on thelr
right the broad meadows, unded in the
distanes by rugged bills, where now stand
the town and fort of Pralrle du Obien.
Before them, s wide snd rapld current
coursed athwart their way, by the foot of
lofty helghts wrapped thick in forests,
They found what they sought, snd
“with » joy,” writes Marquette, “which
I canmot express,” they steered forth
thelr canoes on the eddies of the Missis-
sippl.

FROM FRENCH HOSPITALS — THE
PATIENTS IN MISERY — WHAT 13
TO BE EXPECTED FROM HIRED
CHARITY,

A wrlter In Murray's Magazine de-
scribes some of the results following the
dlsmlesal of the nuns from the hoepitals,
and the subetitution of lay nurses, Not.
withetanding the energetic protestations
of the physiclans and surgeons, many of
them by no means imbued with so called
“clerical” opinions, the Siaters of Charity
bave been turned out of the Paris hos-
pitale; in spite of the earnest petitions of
the Jmlont-, snd thelr eloquent grief on
partieg with their kind nurees, Even in
cases of private foundations, like the Hos

ital Cochin, where the condition of the
uest was that the management should be
in the bands of the Sisters, the Municipal
Coundll, in defisnce of all right and jue-
tice, declded that they were to be re:
moved ; without any complaint or pre.
text, save that they “clerical” views,
The result is what might have been ex-
r«cud. with half-tralned nurses and the
mmortality of the Parisian lower classes,
Dz, Despres (though himself & free.
thinker) bheas addremsed an eloguent,
though, we fear, a useless appeal, protest.
ing sgelost the mismanagement of the
secular nurses, thelr ignorance, rapacity
and carelemsness. We have taken down
the testimony of & young servant girl, re.
spectable but by no means purgcnluly
religlous, who fully confirms the state
ments of Dr. Despres. She was taken to
the Hospital——, In consequence of a
severe sccident, and was admitted on a
certificate of urgency. The hour of the
medical vieit having passed, she was put
to bed, and left without sny further
notice Lelng taken, or anything being
given her, even so much as a grop of
water, till the next morning, when the
visiting physiclan came round, His pre-
scriptions were followed, so far as medl.
cines were cencerned, but there was no
care and no atteation, “I was better off
than the others, for I had a little money,
and could glve the nurses a fee,” said our
informant, “for nothing could be ohtained
without this; but the nureee, all youug
women coquettishly dressed, were too
much engsged in flirting with the students
with many lsughe and jokes, to attend to
the wants of the patients. Nothing was
volunteered, and every asslitance atked
for bad to be followed up by a gratuity.
The llnen, so well cared for by the
Slsters, was crumpled and torn, with bat-
tons and stringe deficient. In the dead of
the night the nurses would creep round
the beds, and examine the articles lald on
the tables by the patients; if anything
suited their fancy it would disappear in
many caes, and, of course, was never
heard of again.” Wine was ordered for
our informant ; it was given for a couple
of days, and then suddenly was seen no
more; on belog asked for, the careless
reply was that the doctor did not consider
its continuance neceesary, leaving room
for etrung suspicion that the wine went
cliewhere. In the case of paupers, un-
able to fee the attendants, they were left
to die like dogs, comme dee chines, Our in
formant told us that a wretched woman
died next to her, uncared for, unattended,
without even the water that she begged
for piteously in her last agonies being
given to her. The girl from whom we
obtained these harrowing particulars told
us that she could not endure the sight of
such misery, and, although forbldden to
move, she rose to aslst the poor dylog
creature. On belng notlced, she was
ecolded and put back to bed ; but no one
took her place by the poor woman's slde,
and no one proffered the water for which
the begged so earnestly. The account
given by Dr. Despres of what he had him-
self observed would seem to vindicate
our informant from sny susplclon of ex-
aggeration, And yet such horrors are
tolerated because the Municipal Councll
of Paris will have no ‘*‘clerical” influence
by the side of dying paupers!

He spoke of his many
personal friends, and his alluelon to those
of them who do not worship at the same

altar was a fitting tribute to his many
Protestant friends.

AN IMPOSSIBLE UNITY,

If we may jadge by the past,all the
plans that bave been suggested of late for
securing unity of bellef and concert of
actlon among the Protestant churches will
end io failure, For they have never from
the beginning taken a position on this
subject that was not toon found to be
untenable,

Luther doubtless thought at first that
the certainty and divine suthority of re-
vealed truths would be a safegusard agalnst
any coxfllct of opluion about them among
his followers, But this initial deluelon of
Protestantlsm was quickly dlspelled.
Those who rejected the Charch’s author-
ity soon found themselves engsged in
angry dlsputes about the true meaning of
the Bible. Aud Inetead of recognizing
this dlscord as the natural reeult of their
claim to the right of private judgment,
they made the grievous miatake of trying
to remedy the evil by & furtber applica-
tlon of the very same principle which
bad produced it. They resorted to
the fatal expedient of virtually putting
the meaning of the Divine Revelation to
the vote. It was agreed among them that
if they were all of the opinion that & par.
t'cular doctrine was taught in Scripturr,
it was to be regarded as a divinely certaln
and authoritative truth. Their unanim.
ity about it proved it to be an *‘essentlal.”
But if the vote on a doctzine was divided,
it might be believed or not as each person
preferred, And then they claimed that
the prayer of our Lord that His
disciples might be one was answered in
them because they were & unit as to the
estentials,

Bat this was evidently a mere com.
;romile, and & most dangerous one 100,

'or it was based upon the idea that the

only final way to decide any question
about the Divine Revelation was to
apply to it the principle of universal
suffrage, It was rationalism pure and
simple, and to expect it ever to bear the
fruit of Obristian unity was like sowing
thistles and hoping to gather figs from
them.,
This mistake led them into a no less
fatal error of omission, If, as they said,
belief in the essentials was necessary to
salvation, then, of couree, knowledge of
what was an essential was equally neces.
sary, Their first and most imperative
duty, then, as teachers of the Christian
religion, was to tell the world exactly
what it must believe to be saved. Tney
should not have lost a day in laying
down clearly the line between the essen-
tials and the non-essentials, But this
would have required the taking of a full
Protestant vote on each separate doc:
trine, 8o as to see whether there was
that unsnimity of opinion about its
truth which was required to make belief
in it a matter of obligation, This being
obviously impracticable, they simply
neglected this most vital matter alto
gether, And to this day the Protestant
churches have never been a unit a3 to
what men must believe, and what they
may believe or not as they please.

Restrained by no llne of demarcation
bstween them, private jadgment is in our
dey makiog as free with the essentlals as
it has heretofore done with minor matters,
It is undermining faith even in the inspir-
ation of Scripture. And now, when it is
too late, our separated friends are calling
upon each other to come together and
make a united and effective atand agalnst
the inroads of unbelief.

That this is impossible for them is
clear from the wildness of the schemes
proposed to secure the unity they so
much desire, The Christian Intelligencer,
“in order to brand the disorders of the
times,” endorces a creed which ‘‘shall
protest vehemently against all who
erect their inferences from Scripture
into articles of faith,” This is simply a
suggestion that Protestantism shall
commit suicide. For its life’s blood is
the principle that every man has a right
to make his opinions about Scripture
articles of faith, if he chooses to do
so, Every founder of a Protestant
church bulit it upon the very foundation
which this creed now proposea that all
Protestants shall unite in overthrowing.
(olng to the other extreme, the pastor of
the Madison Square Presbyterian Church
{n New York would put the authority of
the private religlous opinions of each
ind:vidual upon » level with that of
Scripture itself. He sald iIn a recent dis
course : “There are moral instincts within
us that are as divine as the Bible, and as
valuable as anything it can teach us. The
meaning of the Bible is to be tested by
them,”

Between these extremes there are many
schemes proposed, all involving the
formulating of “a simple, thoroughly
Seriptural oreed” as the basis of union,
But this is obviously a visionary im-
practicable idea, For the trouble all
along has been the impossibility of
agreeing upon such a creed. It is
indeed amazing that men should still
propose to make the Bible the umpire
to decide their disputes when the de
cisions of their silent umpire are the
very thing they have been disputing
about for three hundred years, That
they should at this day seriously suggest
such a plan of union, and believe in its
efficacy, seems little short of religious
insanity.

Surely our separated brethren ought to
see by tils time that the theory of private
judgment is one that must lead any
soclety that adopts 1t lnto contentlons,
divielone and final dlsintegration, If it
was ever hoped that by reason of the
promised guidance of the Spirit of Truth,

Protestant'sm would be an exception, that

horo ought long ego to bave heen dls-
pelled by thelr expertince. The voles of
God can mever epesk to tacm  wib
elther the certaluty or the authcrity
walch alone can bind them together in a
sapernatural unity of falth as long as
each of them s allowed to decide fur bim.
self what that volce speaks. Bat this self-
evident truth ssems to ba hidden from
thelr eyes, In the face of it, they go on
pn{lng and hoping for unlty, while in-
slating that the corner-store of thelr relig
fous itberty Is that principle of discord
from which all thelr divisions and conten-
tions have arisen.

Thelr only hope of coming to real unit:
of faith lles in thelr admitting this trut
—once & need for an infallible lving
teacher, always a need for such a teacher.
By denylirg it thelr forefathers ralsed an
fssue which the inexorable logic of events
s making more and more evident, It is
the fssue between a divine certainty of
faith and ever-sbifting, uncertain, ard
contradictory “religlous opinions.” The
world will one day come to see that in
the doctrime of an infallibly certain tradi-
tion of the true meaning of Scripture,
the Catholle Church offers it the only
basls for sure knowledge and faith,
and therefore the only real basls fir
the unity of Christendom. For the con.
viction is belng forced upon it that while
Protestantlem cffers it, under the guise of
religlious llberty, the freest licence of
opinion concerning the contents of Revela.
tion, the boon can be accepted only upon
conditions that those contente shall b2, not
a matter of divine certalnty, but of
perpetual doubt and dispute—N., Y,
Catholic Revicw

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PROTESTANT DENOMINA-
TIONAL SCHOOLS.

The Rev, Dr. Langtry has taken ocoa-
sion from a statement made by the Hon,
O. F, Fraser during the debate on the
Separate schools, to introduce into the
Anglican Synod a resolution affirming
the necessity of extending to all Protes.
tant denominations the rights emjoyed
by Oatholics to establish Separate
schools, in order that each Protestant
denomination may be in a position simi.
lar to Oatholiocs in this respect, and may
have the same assistance from Govern.
ment as is extended to the Catholic
Separate schools,

Dr. Lingiry’s resolution ssserts that
the Hon, C. F. Fraser and Hom, O,
Mowat are mistaken in supposing that
Protestant denominations have tbis
right already, and tbat they can estab-
lish denominational schools where they
see fit. It is a question of law, and
though Rev., Mr, Langtry may esteem
himself to be a very competent judge of
the position which the Pope occupied
in the Church sixteen hundred years
8g0, we submit that it is scarcely modest
for him to assert that in the ability of
interpretation of the laws of the Pro
vince of Oatario in the nineteenth
century, the Commissioner of COrown
Landsand the Premier of the Province are
entirely mistaken, and Rev. Dr, Langtry
is alone correct.

Tae Hon, Mr, Fraser, in his calm and
digunified defence of the Oatholics of this
Province, anawered the question of the
Equal Righters : “Why should the
Roman Catholics bave any rights which
we have noti” He said “he did not
read the law as saying that Protestants
cannot establish Separate schools, He
read quite the contrary. As a matter of
fact there are nine Protestant Separate
schools in this Province, and as he read
the law they could be established in
every city, town and village to-morrow,
and established by far more easy
methods as to control, as to the giving of
notice, and as to all that concerns the
machinery of the schocls than can
Roman Catholic Separate schools,”

He quoted from the Protestant Sep.
arate School Act,

‘‘Upon the application in writing of
five or more heads of families resident
in any township, city, town, or incorpor.
ated village, being Protestants, the
Municipal Council of the said Township,
or the Board of echool trustecs of any
auch city, town, or incorporated village
shall authorize the establishment therein
of one or more Separate schools for Pro.
testants . , ., . and in every such
oase such Council or Board, as the case
may be, shall prescribs the limits of the
section or sections of such echools.” It
is added : “In any city or town the per-
sons who make application, according to
the provisions of rection 2 of this Act
may have a Separato school in each ward
orin two or more wards united, as the
enid persons may judge expedient,”

There is one reatriction in the Pro.
testant Separate Schools Aot, the mean.
ing of which Rev. Dr. Lantry seems to
have entirely mistaken, The Anglican
8ynod will scarcely 8o stultify itself as to
pass Mr, Langtry’s resolution with so
glaring a blunder, as to fact, as the reso.
lution contains, Dr, Langtry’s resolu-
tion declares that the evident aim of
both speakers, namely, the Commis-
sioner of Public Works and the Premier,
“‘was to convinoe their audience and the
country that any denomination of Chris.
tians might establish schools of their
own and seoure the school taxes for
their support,” but this, he adds, “is an
altogether misleading inferenoce, and no
such right exists except in school sec.
tions where the teachers of Public
schools are Roman Catholics, and that
even then there is no right to establish
either Methodist, or Presbyterian, or
Caurch of England schools, but only the
non-denominational or secular schools
of the land,”

There is & clause in the Act, which
limits the establishment of Protestant
Saparate schools in rural sections, to
sections wherein the Public school
teachers are Roman Oatholics, The
olause is as follows: “No Protestant
Separate echool shall be allowed in any
achool section, except when the tescher

Roman Catbolie.” But is is perfeetly
well known that the term ‘‘scbool seo.
tion" refers to rural school sections, and
it is only 10 rural sections that this clause
applies. Mr, Fraser pointed this out in
bis speech, He remarked that “this is
the only restriction oontained through-
out the Aot as to the general power, . .
but the restriction applies only to the
ease of rural school sections, not to the
oase of cities, towns and villages, and
there might have been a very good
resson in the minds of those framing
this law why there should mot be a
second Protestant school in a rural
school section where already there was
one taught by a Protestant teacher,”

Mr, Fraser showed clearly that in the
cities and towns and villages the law
fully provides for the establishment of
Separate schools for Protestants where.
ever the Protestants desire to establish
them, But if there is a restriction to
their establishment in rural sections, the
restriotion was made in order to meet
the wishes of Protestants themselves,
who have no wish to facilitate the erec-
tion of Protestant Beparate schools in
thinly peopled localities, where the
teacher is already & Protestant; but in
all this there is certainly no argument
against the reasonableness of affording
every facility to Catholics to establish
Catholio schools wherever they feel
themselves able and willing to support
them. And when this is the case it is
but just and equitable that the Catholic
schools should be fairly treated, and that
no obstscle be thrown in the way of
their cfliciency and practical operation,

Certainly, Catholics will throw no
obstacles in the way of Protestants
establishing religious schools if they
desire to do s0, provided always that in
mixed schools there be no tampering
with the faith of Catholic children by
the introduction of Protestant teaching,
It is one of the chief defects of the
Public school system that there is no
provision for giving a religious training,
and if the Protestant denominations
reslly desire to establish denomina-
tional schools, they should have full
liberty to do so. Yet it does not appear
that they do seriously desire it, for it
they did they would scarcely be so
strenuously opposed to Catholic Sep-
arate schools, Even most of those who
are willing to grant Catholics the liberty
of enjoying their Separate schools in
peace appear to be of the opinion that it
would be better that there were mno
Separate schools at all. Whether Ray.
Mr, Langtry’s resolution be adopted or
dropped by the synod, we are of
opinion that most of the opposi-
tion towards oarrying it into effect will
come from his own ©00.religionists,
who are not convinoced that religious
teaching should be imparted in the
schools. It is to be remarked, however,
that, notwithstanding the opposition
which the Protestant clergy generally
bave always shown in Ontario towards
Catholic Ssparate schools, the sentiment
is certainly growing amongst them that
there should be more religious teaching
in the schools, Dr, Langtry’s motion is
an evidence of this, and the recent de.
liverence of the Presbyterian General
Assembly of the United States is another
evidence of the fuct that they would not
oppose religious teaching in the schools
if they oould only force Protestant teach.
ing on Catholic children,

Thus this Committes of the General
Auembly, dealiog with the question of
education, strongly denounces the recent
declslon of the Supreme Court of Wiscon.
sln which protects Cathollc children in
that bdtate from belng forced to use the
Protestant bible as a text.book, Oa the
question of religlous education, however,
the Assembly clearly enunclates the
Catholle doctrine that hand in hand with
{atellectual tralning & ‘moral tralning
should be imparted. The Amembly Com.-
mittee adds that otherwise “the schools
Ay prove a curse rather than a blestlng ;
bat this moral training must be based on
religlon, otherwise its sanction will not
be strorg enough to grasp the consclence
of the people, or 1is utterances obligatory
enough to shape thelr character,”

Feom this they draw the inference that
the bible should “ba restored to its true
place in our system of education.”

Cathollcs malntaia that the mere Intro.
ductlon of the blble as a text-book, some-
times sccompanicd with Protestant com.
mentaries, sometimes even with Infidel in-
struction, {s not the kind of religlous traln.
Ing which s needed. But in any cate
King Jamee’ version of the bible cannot
be tolerated as the text.book from which
Catholle children are to recelve their re-
liglous {nstruction ; atill leas can ( ’athollce
eliher in the United States or Canada
accept the version of the Amerlcan Bible
Soclety which mutilates even King Jamey’
mutilated version,

Dr. Langtry portrays in strong lauguage
the evils which necesearlly follow from
the absence of religlous teaching in the
achools, His resolution says :

“This synod cannot but regard with
growing apprehens! the practical exclus.
lon of the teaching of that truth from the
Pablis_schools of tbis country ; they are

persuaded that the dally record of breaches
of trast, fraud, peculation, forgery and

of the Pablic school in such section is o !

other crimes, which godless education
would hm:o with whfeh the oolu‘:u of

o 5

of the sqeesticiem asd grovisy
ul
:llel are opreading ti'l?ui tlu‘ lsad,
bear ahr-l:fdm-uy to the dire con-
sequence which mere sseular education is
producing.” .

Surely with such testimonies as thess to
the importance of religlous teaching ia the
schools, the Protestant clergy of Ontarlo
would be more profitably employed In
endeavoring to secure religlouns teaching
for children of thelr own creed than in
attempting to deprive Catholles of the
froedom they at present enjoy to edneste
thelr children as good Chzistians and good
eltizons,

We fear that there is some cause for
suspecting that Dr, Langtry’s resolution
is intended more for the purpose of find-
ing some fault with Mr. Mowat’s govera-
ment than for the serious purpose of
.establishing religious teaching in the
schools on a firm basis, We must sy,
however, that we believe Mr. Fraser's
statement to be unassailable, that the
law gives the Protestants of Oatario all
the facilities they desire to establish
Separate Protestant schools, If they
do not make use of them, they should
ot least abstain from eflorts to oripple
the operations of the Catholic schools,

While the discussion on Rev, Dr,

Langtry's motion was prooeeding in the
synod, the Rsv. Dr, took ocoasion to say
that the encroachments of the Church
of Rome should be resisted, Such an
ineulting, narrow.minded statement
ought not to have been permitted ina
respectable body without being repro.
bated by the other members. 1t is a re.
production of all the falsehoods which
have been uttered by bigots during the
last twelve months, but it seems to have
been quite palatable to the members of
the synod, Wherein do these encroach-
ments consist ! We are not aware that
the most extreme fanatics have acoused
the Catholics of any encroachments upon
Protestant rights, in Oatario, excspt in
msintaining their right to freedom of
education, Yet this is the very thing
which Mr. Langtry is demanding now for
the Church of England. It would seem,
therefore, to be Mr. Langtiry’s opinion
that the Church of England has a right
to make encroachments, but that Catho-
lics must submit passively to every
tyranny. Rev. Dr, Langtry should have
lived two centuries ago,

The final action of the synod on the
motion was to lay it over until their next
meeting, when it will be considered as
unfinished business.

The city, bathed in splendor, stretches out
before him, 1'he sunlight, fisshing on
towers and gllded palacei—dancing om
hill and vale—forms a plcture which en-
trances his wondering gaza, Safely, by
yawning gulfs, under overbanging cliffs,
be may now chocse his path, and reach
the city.

1N like manner man, accompanied by
reason, stands before the city of God’s
mysteries, Vague and falnt murmurs of
thelr heavenly musle, as, with order and
measure, they revolve around the throne
of God, resound in his ears, but, restrained
by his impotence, he cannot pierce the
gloom that overshadows and thuts from
bis sight those secret: of the Almighty,
Faith, taking pity on him, lends him her
heavenly ald, and the mlsts are cleared
away and a vast horlzon of revealed truth
burets upon him.

Reason, though it faln must lean on its
heavenly sister, Falth, rerigns not {ts
glorlons prerogative of lnvestigating o
docteine, of seelng whether, without ay

prejudice to our reason, we may embrace
#ush or tach & trath, It saanot laderd
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inspect the emential parts of & mystery,
but, gleaning from revelation that such &
doctrine bas been revesled, it can show
the reasonablengss of our belleving it,

TRANSUBSTANTIATION.

In reply to our comments on his former
letter, our esteemed correspondent,
Anglican, has written a secocd commun.
ication as follows :

To the Edstor of the Catholic Record :

Bir—I bave read oarefully
two articles dealing with my letter on
the above subject, but I thin my main
diffioulty remains yet without being
cleared away.

The ¢ of Pius IV, declares “a con.
version of the whole substancé of the
bread into the Body snd of the whole
substence of the wine into the Blood”
to take place, and since the notion of the
substance being a thing apart from all
the qualities is given up everywhere, and
the word “substance” is now taken to
mean all the qualities of any thing when
added together ; 50 that, as the weight
and color and taste and chemical pro-
perties of the bread and wine are ad-
mittedly unchanged, it follows that the
bread and wine are unchanged too,

The real question involved is as to the
annihilation of the bread and wine, But
this is nolonger held by Roman Catholic

ns, though they are no at lib.
erty to alter their terminology, The
tenet of transubstantion depends en.
tirely upon the “realist” view of sub-
stance, that it is something apurt from
all the qualities which sre discoverable
in physical bodies of any kind, as ¢ 9. the
iron in a red hot bar is something apart
from and over above the heat and red.
ness we observe, But the universally
received doctrine in philosophy now is
that “substance” is nothing more than
& ocollective name for all the qualities
or “‘accidents” of bodies, and the Romans
now grant that all the accidents of bread
and wine continue after consecration
snd are not mere delusive phantasms;
they thereby admit taat the substance
of brend and wine remain though they
are barred from stating this formality.

There is another minor point to which
1 would like to refer. Supposing the
outward species of the consecrated ele.
ments to be corrupted, should the Flesh
and Blood cease to be present and the
former substances be again restored 1

Before closing this letter aliow me to
state clearly my belief concerning the
Real Presence, 80 that you may not con-
fuse it with the Lutheran views. The
aucient teaching of the Church is that
the bresd and wine in the Holy Euchar
ist continue physically what they were
before, but become spirituslly what they
were not before, the Real Bidy sad
Blood of Cbrist verily present. The
mode of that Presence is and must ever
be on earth a mystery, but it is not a
presence which contradicts our senses
orour reason, Faith has always grounds
{0 go upon, and faith in the presence of
our Lord at the altar is not unreasonable
though it is above reason.

Oar Lord is & spintual yet most real
presence within us, Neithercan we see,
taste, smell or feel our souls ; we can do
this only with our bodies. Yet a body
which has no soul in it is not & man but
a corpee. The rcal unscen presence of
the soul makes all the difference be-
iween life and death, between a man and
& corpse, and 80 the unseen Presence of
our Lord Jesus makes all the difference
between certain things being only com-
mon bread and wine and being His Body
and Blood,

Such is the doctrine of the whole Angll
can Church (In common with the whole
Cathollc Charch for nine centuries) as set
forth in her authoritative stancard of
doctrlnti The Prayer Book, He is pres.
ent in the sacrament, as the article oays,
“ounly after an heavenly and spirfual
manner ;” and for the same reason “we
epiritually eat the Flesh of Christ and
drink Hls Blood,” and God “vouchsafes
to feed us with the spiritaal food of the
most preclous Body and Blood of our
Saviour Jesus Christ,”

The 28th article declares: “The Body of

Christ 1s gwen, taken and eaten, only after
& heavenly and spiritual manner.”
Hence your remark that my doe-
trine is  “only the doctrine of
the Tractarians or High Churchmen fs
erroneous, since our authorized standard
of doctrine plainly tesches the ¢rue Catho-
Ue doctrine of the Real Pressnce, whether
certaln parties or individuals accept it or
not.
The “Black Rabrlc” whish you quote
{s & protest against any gross or carmal
presence, and In no way affeots the doc-
trine as stated abeve.

Your quotations from the Fathers will
be found to be in perfect barmony with
the Anglican doctrine as stated above,

We must in the first place call atten-
tion to the fact that what our correa-
pondent now calls his main dificulty,
the philosophical theory which he
opposes to the Catholic doctrine of
Transubstantiation, does not appear in
his former letter as & main difficulty at
all, It is not surprising, therefore, that
we should have made but slight refer-
ence to it, Itis true, he asserted that
the dootrine of Transubstantiation is
founded upon a system of philosophy
which is “probably ‘false,” But as we
showed that the doctrine was held con-
stantly in the Church, that it is derived
directly from the words of Holy Serip.
ture, which indicate, not the presence of
bread after consecration, but the pres.
ence of Christ’s body only, and that it
was received by the ancient Fathers and
teachers of the Church, we conceive that
we answered fully the difieulty as he

proposed it. We remarked that the

.system of philosopby maintained by St,

Thomas is not the basis of the doctrine

of Transubstatiation, but the ' super.
Atrusbure, It is, thercfors, -mf‘:.

say tbat even it that philosophy were
proved to be erroneous, the dootrine of
Transubstantiation should fall with it.
The doctrine of Transubstantiation ex.
isted before St, Thomas applied to it the
terms of the Realistic philosophy, but
the Realistio system was remarkably
well adapted to its philosophical explica-
tion, According to this philosophy, ex.
tension and the other qualities of bodies
which fall under the cogunizance of the
senses are something distinot from

Henoe we can conceive of the miracle
whereby the substanceis changed, while
the sensible attributes remain,

Oan God cause substance to exlst inde-
pendently of the ordinary laws of space 1
8t. Thomas maintained that He can ; and
notwithstanding our correspondent’s de-
claration that the Reallst’s theory s
probably false, we venture to say that it
bas never been demonstrated that sub.
stance conslsts simply of all the quallties
or accidents of bodles, as our correspond.
ont maintains, This s a theory, bat
nothing more, and inssmuch as it s un-
deniable that man does not know wherein
the essence of substance conaists, it would
be extremely presumptuous to assert that
Omnipotence cannot change the sub-
stance, while leaving the sensible quali-
tlee unchanged. The senses do mot tell
us what subetance is, They tell us only
that they are varlously affected by the
qualities of which they are cognizant,

As our correspondent admits that the
worde of Christ at His last supper, “this is
My Body, thisis My Blood,” imply the real
presence of His Body and Blood in the
Holy Eacharlst, 1t was sufficient that we
thould show that they equally imply that
the substances of bread and wine are no
longer there. Anglican 1s careful to In-
form us thet his ylew of the manner of
Christ’s presence must not be confounded
with the Lutheran views, namely, those of
Consubstantlation and Impanation. Of
those Lutheran views we already explained
the signification, Impanation signifies
the real presence of Christ's body iv,
with, or under the bread, which is also
supposed to remain in its proper sub.
stance, Oonsubstantiation supposes a
hypostatical union of the substances of
bread and the body of Christ. We showed
from the nature of Christ's words
that they imply only the presence of
his body, as He does mnot say “My
body is in, with, or under this bread.”
His words are “this is My body,”
which certainly imply that the substance
Which was bread before is now His body.
Anglican certainly maintains that both
substances are existent in the Sacra.
ment, This is, it seems to us, substan-
tially the same as Lutherans maintain ;
still we are willing to admit that in
some deiails he may possibly explain
the matter difterently from the Luther-
sns, But what will be the gain of such
an explanation? He will only succeed
in showing that he has a new view of
the subject which is not and never was
the teaching of the Church, nor even
the teaching of the Lutherans. His in.
terpretation will therefore be open to
the very objection which he erroneously
brings sgainst the Catholic doctrine,
that it is neither found in the words
of Christ mor in the teaching
of the doctors of the Church in all ages,
Now, as the comstant teachlng of the
Church is the guide to the meaning of
Christa’s words as impazted to His Apos-
tles, and by them lmparted to the whole
Cburch, it follows that Arglican’s Inter-
pretation ls quite allen from that of the
Church at the period when he acknowl.
edges that her doctrine was the doctrine
taoght by the Apostles. This period he
fixes in his present letter to the first nine
centurles. In his former letter he admitted
twelve centuries, It does not show ex.
cesalve confidence whereas he now reduces
the perlod to nine.

Bat let us see whether the doctrine of
the Church was what Anglican states it to
be durlog those nine centurles, We
already quoted several of the Fathers of
the first part of this perlod, who assert
plalaly that the bread and wine are changed
into Chrlet's body and blood, and even
that the bread and wine remain only in
appearance, Clearly as this expresses the
doctrine of the Cathollc Ohurch, our cor-
respondent says only of these testimonies :
“Your quotations from the Fathers will
be found to be in perfect harmony with
the Anglican doctrine as stated above,”
Such an answer to our quotations s very
insufliclent.

With due respect to our correspondent,
we must say again that the Anglican
dootrine is not that Christ is really
present in the Eucharist. We do not
deny that the doctrine was composed as
a compromise doctrine which would not
strike very hard against the opinions of
Eoglishmen, whatever might be their
belief on the subject ; and for this reason
all parties in the Ohurch extract their
own belief out of the Anglican standards,

but it is well known that the great bulk | I

of the Anglican body do not believe in
the Real Presence, nor did any consider-
able number of them profess belief in it
uatil the Tractarian movement grew
strong in our own generation, The
myjority of the Anglicans, eyen row, do

not believe In it, and for the most part

ing authority in the Church are sgainst
the doctrine.

The whole scope of the tesching of the
Fathors of the Church s in favor of the
change of one substanceinto another, Be.
fore Bt, Thomas spplied the system of
pbilosopby which he favored, thelr lan.
gusge may not have been at all times as
clear as bis language was, but there fs no
other doetrine in their view than that
which the Chuzch hasalways held, the doc.
trine of Transubstantistion, or the change
of substance, We will add a few instances
of what they sald upon tbis subject, but
we wiil state first In regard to St, Thomas’
philosophical doctrine that it is no part
of the doctrine of Transubstantiation,
which existed before 8t, Thomas pro-
pounded bis theory, Yet this. theory has
not been demonstrated to be erroneous,
and certainly other fancifal philosophical
theorles, which may be right, or may be
wrong, must not be taken as destroying
the credibility of a divine revelation.

Bat 1t is & mistake to aseert, as Angli-
can does, that modern pbilosophy, or,
mather, modern philosophers, have suc.
ceeded in demonstrating the impomibility
of the doctrive of Transubstantiation.
Speaking of extension as a quality, with-
out which matter is inconcelvable (to
map), Sir Wm. Hamllton says (Motapby-
sles, vol. ii.,, 404), “It s not competent to
argue that what cannot be comprehended
a3 possible by us is impozsible in reality ;”
and Lewes In his blatory of philosophy
says;

“It has been said that the Oreator
Himself could not make s body without
extension, ior such a body is impossible,
The phrase should be ‘such a body is
impossible for us to conceive,” But our
indissoluble associations are no stand-
ards of reality,. That we cannot con.
ceive a body without extension is true 3
but that because we cannot conceive it,
the contrary is false, is preposterous,”’

These are clear admissions, if we apply
the principles to the dootrine of Tran-
substantiation, that it involves no con-
tradiction to true philosophy, and that
the philosophy of S, Thomas is merely
supplemented, not overthrown, by these
theorists,

We will add here a few patristic testi-
monies to those already given, which show
that Transubstantiation, and not Consub-
stautiation or Impanatlon, in any of their
forms, was the doctrine of the primitive
Church,

St. Gregory of Nysea says: “We
rightly believe that the bread is changed
into the body of the Word of God, being
sanctified by the word of God ;" and
‘‘the nature of the things which are seen
is chauged.” ' (Oratio Catechetion 37.)

8t. Cyril of Jerusalem, whom we
quoted before, speaks in similar language,
and St, Oyprian says this change is mad e,
“not in appearance but in nature by the
Omnipotence of the Word,”

St. Jobn of Damascus says (Book 4
on faith): “The bread and wine are
changed supernaturally into the body
and the blood of Christ, and they are
not two but one,”

Venerable Bede speaks frequently of
thls miraculous change. Among other
things he says : “The form of bread fs seen,
bat the substance of bread is not there $
nor is any bread there but the bread which
came down from heaven.” The bread
which came down from heaven 1a Chrlst
Himself, (St, John vl, 41 51)

Pope St. Gregory I, says: “The creator
of our weakness, by that power where-
with He created all things from nothing,
and by the unspeakable sanctification of
the Holy Spirit, changed bread and wine,
while retaining thelr own Appearance,
foto His body and blood,”

Theee passages suffice to show that the
Wwhele current of Catholle belfef, within
the perliod mamed by Anglican, was in
favor of the doctrine of Transubstantia.
tion.

We may add here that Calvin in his
controversies agalnst Luther plainly stated
that the words of Obrlst in no way coun-
tenance the presence of bLread and the
body of Christ in the Eacharlst at the
same time, but that if the real presence s
to be admitted at all, Transabstantiation
must be accepted, and Consubstantiation
rejected. When also the Lutherans sent
the Augsburg Confesslon to the Greek
Schismatical patrlarch of Constantinople
for approval, the latter denounced the
doctrine thereln taught, adding : “In the
boly supper, after consecration and bless.
ing, the bread {s changed into the very body
of Jesus Chrlat, and the wine Into Hies blood
by the power cf the Holy Ghost,”

This judgment shows that the tradition
of the Greek Church was the same with
the Catholle teachiog, and, moreover, that
thls traditlon must have dated back to
long before the perlod of the Greek schism,
elnce it would not, otherwise, have been
retalned in the schismatieal Caurch,

all the visitors, “I want it to be under-

Dr. Herod, of Guelph, then mounted
the step and delivered an address that
caused some sensation. He sald he had
been connected with 8t. Joseph's hospital
in Guelph for thirty years, There was no
other hospital in Gaelph when it was
established by the Siaters of St. Joseph,
Its success had been extraordinary. The
same liberal splirit had been displayed in
its management as that which had been
indicated by Blshop Dowling in his ad-
dress. Der, Herod here digressed a little
in order to refer to the recent provincial
elections, in which, he said, religions strife
had been stirred up. Coming back to his
sutject, he said that everything in a
hospital depends upon the nurses. Hired
nurses were very d!fferent from the Sis
ters, The latter undertook the task of
nursing us as a sacred duty, and the result
was that there were no better nuraes
than the Sisters of St. Joseph, In all
critical cases he liked to see the patients
go to St. Joseph’s hospital, such confi.

Mayor MoLellan said that so long as
the new hospital was conducted on the
lines laid down by His Lordship and Dr.
Herod it would be sure to prosper.
There was no reason why there should
be any jealousy or animosity between St,
Joseph’s and the city hospital,

Dr, Leslie was glad that the new hos.

ital had been opened on such a broad
Eﬂil. Such an institution was greatly
needed here, There was plenty of room
for both St. Josepb’s and the city hos.
pital, and they should go hand in hand
together,

Adam Brown, M. P, sald the broad and
liberal sentiments expressed by Blshop
Dowling muet have touched everyone who
beard His Lordsbip. Such words ought
to be conducive of great good in the com-
munity. The people of Hamilton shounld
rejolce in the consecration of the energies
of the good ladies of St. Joseph in the
nurslng of the sick and in other works of
charity, loving kindoess and mercy. He
hoped that the Bishop, who was consplen-
ous for bis broad and liberal spirit, may
be long spared, and also those sssociated
with him to carry on the good work which
they bad so suspiclously commenced.

Alex, McKay, M. P., said that the new
hospital was a credit to the city, It
need not interfere in the least with the
city hospital, There was a field for each
of the institutions, and each could be a
blessing to the community in its own
way. In saying this, he was sure he was
expressing not his own sentiments only,
but also the sentiments of the citizens
of Hamilton, irrespective of creed or
class, He wished the institution God-
speed,

T. H. Stinson, M. P, P., also expressed
his gratification at the broad and liberal
basis upon which the new hospital is to
be managed. Mr, Stinson mildly
resented that portion of Dr, Herod's
remarks anent the recent elections, and
claimed that he had very many warm
friends among the Roman Catholics of
the city,

Dr. Ryall was sure that the new hos.

pital would be a great blessing to the
city. Concerning Dr, Harod’s remarks
about the city hospital, that gentleman
had spoken some truth and much false
hood, No patient in the city hospital
had been neglected or been allowed to
suffer, as Dr. Herod intimated, Dr,
Ryall agreed with Dr. Herod that there
are no nurses better than the Sisters of
Charity.
Dr, Cockburn was sure that the ‘new
hoepital would be liberally supported by
the Protestants as well as the Roman
Catholics of the city. If there was to be
any rivalry between it and the city hos
pital, it should be a friendly rivalry to
see which could do the most good. He
could bear testimony to the wonderful
effectiveness of the good Sisters of Char.
ity a8 nurses, Protestant nurses usually
liked 4o put in & good time as well as to
work ; but the Sisters devoted them-
selves wholly to their sacred duty of
nursing the sick,

There was no more speaking just then,
The gentl were ducted through
the hospital personally by the bishop,

den everybody sai down io an eiegant
and bountiful luncheon, which had been
generously prepared by the Sisters for
their guests,
After the repast had been amply en-
joyed, Adam Brown, M. P.,in a happy
little speech, proposed the health ot
Bishop Dowling, and the toast was
enthusiastically honored.  His Lord.
ship’s reply was peculiarly felicitous and
eloquent. In the course of his speech
His Lordship said: ¢If I had my way,
love would prevail among all relig-
ious denominations 1n this city.
Next after the devotion I owe to the
faith which I believe to be the true faith,
and my affection for my own flook, the
warmest sentiment in my heart is love
for the Caristians of all denominationsin
our city. I hope that all citizens will
realize what the true Catholic spirit is,
as represented in this work of the good
Sisters.” His Lordship promised that
every physician would get fair play at
8t. Joseph’s,

Bishop D""'ﬂf then progooed the
health of Mayor McLellan, and His Wor-
ship responded briefly,

After luncheon the gentlemen all
entered their names in the register, and
then strolled through the benutifnl and
well-kept grounds and visited the large
conservatory.
THE NEW HOSPITAL.
It may be interesting to many readers,
especially at a distance, to have a short
description given of the hospital and its
surroundiogs. Of course Hamilton iteelf
is admitted by all lovers of art and nature
to be the most beautiful city in the
Dominion of Canads, its modern hand.
some bulldings and wide parallel streets,
its plcturetque locality, between the loom-
fug mountaln on the one slde and
the beautiful Hamilton Bay on the
other, certainly entitle this city to
be calted, not only the “Ambitions,”
but also the “Beaatiful.” 8%, Joseph's
hospital was formerly called “Under.
mount,” and, as this name indicates, it {s
tituated near the mountaln at the head of
John street and for many yesrs has been
pointed ont ss the finest residence in the
clty., The Prince of Wales occupled s
magnificent sulte of rooms {n this residence
durlog his etay in Hamilton many years
ago. The place originally cost something
over $40,000, but the Eplscopal corpora:
tlon purchased it for abont half
this amount and first Intended to wuse
lt a8 an l'l p 1 r 14 Riah P
Dowllag, finding the place too large
and too expencive to maintain, offered
the place for sale, and, not finding o
purchaser, determined to convert it 1nto
an hospital and sold it to the Sisters of
St. Joseph for $5,000, less than it cost
the dioceee, Besides this generous
donation of $5,000, His Lordehip also
handed a cheque for §500 yesterday to
the Lady Superior of the institution,
The building proper is a large, solid,
three story building, finished in the mosat
perfect manner from cellar to garret.
At the entrance is a massive stone
tico and balcony, and on the first
oor the visitor is struck with the wide
halls and high eeili the s;

reception rooms. and beautiful g‘hs&el,
which there is placed an exquisite

allar, the gift of Contractor Pigott. The
second and third stories are divided into
wardsand private rooms,well lighted, well
ventilated and well heated. The walls
and all the surroundings are of the most
cheerful character, while the bath. rooms,
closets and furniture are of the most
spproved modern style, and, in fact, no
expense bas been spared to make this
hospital as near perfection as possible,
and it certainly stands second to none
in the Dominion of Oanada for solidity,
location and finish, The magnificent
grounds are in keeping with the
buildings. They are separated from
John street by a solid stone fence,
with stone coping and fancy iron
finlsh sod a palr of huge iron gates. The
front balf of the grounds is decorated
with gravel walks, which allow the sun.
shine to penetrate the wildernees of shade,
and bere and there through the dark,
green follage are arranged in the most
artistlc manner beautiful flower beds,
which meke a wonderful contrast with
the huge trees which spring up on all sldcs,
In the dlsiance is & large and costly con

servatory which will keep patients sup-
plled with the richest flowers at all sea-
sons of the year, At the ecd of a
well-kept lawn is & high hedge
which divides the grounds, and in the
back portion of the property a magnifi

cent varlety of grapes, frult trees, etc.,
whose golden fruit will be a strong
temptation to the convalescent. Alto-
getber it {s & beautiful epot, from which
the patients can oversee the whole city,
can watch the boats flittlng up and down
the bay to the Beach, and on a clear day
a large portlon of Lake Oatarlo can be
seen from the upper windows.

the novices snawered in firm, strong tones,
After the chanting of the Litany of the
Salnts, the crowns of white immortelles,
the black vells and sllver ricgs were
blessed by the Archblshop. Waen Miss
Weismay and Miss Holden made their
final professlon just before recelving the
black vells, the scene was most impres.
sive, sad and awe Inepiring,

The following extracts from the recep-
tion service wili be of interest to the
general public :

The celebrant (Archbishop Cleary)
stepping to the grate, interrogated the
Novice.

The other extracts come in at various
periods during the service,

Q —The time has come, my daughter,
when oasting aside every human con.-
sideration you are to declare what your
purpose is, Do you persevere in the
design of making profession in this
house and observing during your whole
life the Rales and Constitutions of the
Order ot 8t, Joeeph ?

A,—That is my design, my Lord, and
by the grace of God 1 shall peisevere in
my resolution,

Q —Your resolution, my Sister, is
great and your design generous, and as
the faithful observance of what you are
going to promise merits to be crowned
with immortal glory you should fear lest
becoming ungrateful to your promise you
may one day sufler the confusion of those
imprudent Virgine whom the Heavenly
Bridegroom disowned because they were
unfaithful to the obligations of their
state. Refleot again upon what you are
about to do, (After a short pause)—Do
you promise to observe perpetually
Poverty, Chastity, Obedience and the
service of the poor !

A —I am resolved to do #0, and I be.
seech God to grant me grace to fulfil it
faithfully,

Q —Do you then wisk to llve and dle
in tne sexvice of Jeans Uhrist and of the
poor, who are His members, and to be
coneecrated as His spouses,

A.—I deslre with all my heart and I be.
seech Him most humbly to grant me this
mercy, After this, the novice will pros
trate on the carpet between the grate and
her Pre.dlen, her head a little elevated
on a cushlon, a funeral pall shall be spread
over her, held at the corners by four
young professed. Nextthe young nuns read
thelr vows of profession ; and efier other
ceremonies the celebrant returns to the
altar and says : Placeat tibi Sancta Trinitas,
and gives benediction, The young pro-
fessed were conducted to embrace the
Slsters as at the reception. They then
took thelr tapers and went to their place
at the right of the Superior until the end
of the Te Deum.

After the ceremony Hts Grace the
Archbishop dellvered a beautiful sermon
on the life of a religious, and he congratu.
lated the young professed on having
chosen & life so replete with heavenly
graces, The life of a religlous 1s one of
self sncrifice and self denlal, but it is at.
tended by & peace and holy jry which the
world cannot give, We have the words
of our Divine Lord that Iis yoke {s sweet
and His burden light, The little chapel
was crowded with friends and relatives of
the two young ladles, and His Grace’s elo-
quent words created a deep impression on
the micde of all.

DIOCESE OF LONDON.

On Friday last, feast of the Sacred
Heart, n large congregation assisted at the
solemn ceremonies which are annually
celebrated in the Catholic Church at
Ingersoll. The sacred edifice bears the
honored title of Church of the Sacred
Heart and the members of the confeder-
acy under that glorious title are counted
by the hundreds.

rest to your souls.” Is not Jesus here
present {n the holy tabernacle— His Sacred
Heart aflame with love for every one of
you! His arms reached out to fold you
to His borom, to pronounce yonr pardon
aud lavisk on you His benedfctions and
graces, and whisper to you that the
angels rejolce at your conversion ! Our
Lord revealed to the Blessed Margaret
Mary, fouudrees of the devotion to the
Sacred Heart, that what glves Him most
pein {8 the cold indiffsrence and incon-
stancy of those who onceloved Him, He
could forglve them that crucified Him,
becauce they kuew not what they did ; He
could pardon the Roman soldiers who
pierced His elde ; but, oh! how could
He forglve those who were ead-
mitted to Hls love, who sat down
at His banquei and tasted heavenly de.

How
neceseary it ls that we ehould goard
against the sin of black ingratitude, and
never lose an occaslon of returning love
for love to ) esus, whoee heart i3 ever con-
sumed with love forus ! What & blessing
for thls parish that your beautiful church
{s consecrated to the Sacred Heart of
Jesus — that inexhaustible fountain of
every grace, that source of all mercy and
boliness, that safe and ablding refuge
where all you who are sorrow-stricken,
or wearled with life’s hardships, or wound
ed in the battle, may approach with con-
fidence, and find rest to your souls!

Most of the congregation and all the
school children who had made their first
communion, approached the Holy Table
wearing on their breast the badge of the
Society of the Sacred Heart of Jesus.
Before leaving the church the children
of the parish knelt in a body before the
altar-rails and repeated after Father
Molphy the Act of Consecration, after
which all joined in singing the following
hymn :

APPARITION OF OUR LADY.

THE MIRACLE THAT HAPPENED AT CASTEL
PETROBO IN 1888,

Castel Petroso is a emall village situated
upon the side of a mountain in the Pro.
vince of Campobasso in Southern Italy,
asnd is more than 2 500 feet above the
sea level, It is of very anclent orlgin,
and, as the name slgnifies, all the sur-
roundiog territory is rocky to a degree,
80 that the poor mountaineers who inhabit
it with great labor produce the necessarles
of life. The climate is also severe, the
snow often falllng nearly for five months
of the year. Thls obscure alpine spot,
scarcely known to mneighboring towns
which are themselves mere names beyond
thelr own Province, has, however, become
very famous throughout Italy the last two
years from the miraculous apparition of
Our Lady, and the sudden gushing forth
of a mineral spring whose healing powers
are sald to be miraculous, so that pilgrim-
ages to Castel Petroso are becoming very
frequent. The miracle hsppened on
March 25, 1888, Two peasant womer,
both about thirty-five years old, were
collecting thelr sheep after sunset, when
they were struck by a bright light shining
through the fissures of a steep cliff,
Curlous to discover the cause, they
scrambled up the rocks, and look-
ing through one of the cracks
saw the dead Cbrist Ilylng on the
floor of a cave and the Mother of Sirrows
kneeling b:side Him, her hands and eyes
raleed to heaven and her bremst plerced
with seven swords.

can boast that if he were tempted he
would not fall. I once read a story of a
judr. a wise, good man, who was exceed.
ingly lenient to all classes of criminals
brought before him, So lenient, in fact,
that at length he was considered not to
be a right administrator of justice, and
was deprived of his office. A friend
asked him why he had not been more
severe in administering the law, and this
was bhis reply : “Because, when I look
upon those poor creatures in their misery
and degradation I think to myself that
had I been subjected to the same temp-
tations I also might have fallen as low ;
