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« GERMS IN MILK.,

' Aceording to the latest experiments
in France it has been found that when
mﬂk 1' uken trem from the cow, and

le with compress-
ed oxygen md finally stored in. 25-
‘gallon cans at a pressure of
two atmospheres it will travel for
months in perfect condition, It is
sald that milk thus treated and sent
from Lyons to London develops neither
germs nor ferments, while it will
stand a temperature almost up to the
boiling point witheut coagulating. It
is claimed by M. Villon, who has ex-
perimented in this way with milk on
a large scale, that when so treated
it is freed from the germs of tubercu-
losis. But this has yet' to be con-
clusively proven, and tne plan has, of
course, not yet been adopted fer general
use, This would prove a great boon,
as the distase is on the increase. Sir
James Grant, before the medical conven-
tion at Kingston, dealt with the ques-
tion of tuberculosis in cattle, and said
the general public who went to market
and bought meat had a right to know
whether it was free from disease or not.
The same with milk. Much Wwill be
gained if a practical method can be
found of preserving and shipping milk
without injury to its flavor, so that it
can be warranted sweet and free from
harmful germs when received by the
consumer. At present the only -gener-
ally approved “plan is by careful heat-
ing,! which kills the germs but does not
preserve the milk from souring. The pro-
cess ' is called pasteurization. The sim-
plest way to pa.ﬁwuﬂn milk is to placa
e
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kettle until the water reaches the level
of the milk in the bottlés, and close
the mouth of each bottle with a plug
of clean white cotton fibre. The kettle
and contents is then heated to 155 .de-
grees Fahrenheit. The bottles are then
removed frem thesfire and covered with
a woollen cloth to keep from cooling
gﬁ once. T are left half an hour and

en the bottles are taken out and kept
in running water or in a cool place and
left stopped with the plug of cotton.
Milk, carefully treated by this process,
may be warranted free from disease
germs, and it will keep sweet about 24
hours. Many milkmen couid get up a
fancy trade at advanced prices for milk
treated in this way. For shipping milk
Icng distances none of the methods, ex-
cept by ice or compressed oxygen, have
been yet sufficiently tested to be recom-
mended.

Those who persistently declare that Mr.

Wherever
he goes, whether dn Toronto or Mont-
real, in Winnipeg or Three Rivers, he
tells” the people the same home truths#
reveals the gross corruption that has
characterized the Tory regime and holds
out the light of hope to a despairing
electorate. That Mr. Laurier is the lion
of the hour cannot be successfully de-
nied. When compared with the pigmies
on the other side, fighting with each
other, and united alone on the one point
of cpntinuing to draw -their salaries, his
real talent is discovered, the broadness
of his view and his deep-seated patriot-
ism. Mr. Laurier cannot see too much
of the voting element between now and
the general elections. *The closer he gets
to the masses the better they like him
and the more they appreciate sturdy
qualities that appeal to good mien - and
women and which go to the making of
individual and national greatness. When
light-weights of the size of Dr. Montague
or John Haggart have been consigned to
the oblivion from which they mnever
should have issued, Wilfrid Laurier's
will be.a name td conjure with, for it
represents all those qualities, except
cheek, which are so lacking in most of
his leading opponents. Mr. Laurier fears
no more to face Ontario audiences than
he does Quebec ones. Why should he ?
He represents not one section of the Do-
minion alone, but all parts and is im-
bued with the desire to maintain Can-
ada's prestige as the most powerful of
the colonies. The efforts of the Conser-
vative press to traduce Mr. Laurier and
minimize his attributes are evidences of
his wondrous power and of the intensity
of the affection he has inspired in the
hearts of the majority of his country-
men. When he becomes Prime Minister,
surrounded’ by trusted lieutenants, the
golden days when honest Alexander Mac-
kenze reigned will return and Liberal-
ism will prove once more that it is dom-
inated by lofty principles and pure gov-
ernmental methods.

A CLEVER DIPLOMAT.

Sir Julian Pauncefote, who is now in
_to discuss ters with ' tl. po—
Govermment, 14 61 yoars 10

is considered oae of the ablest men ln
the British diplomatic service. He has
not always been in this line .of work.
He was originally intended for the
army, and a cadetship in the Madras
Light Infantry was obtained for him.
The army was scon given up, and in
1852 the future ambassador exchanged
the military uniform for the legal wig
and gown, and Mr. Pauncefote—as he
then was—joined the Oxford circuit. In
1562 he went to Hong Kong, and in a
few years became Attorney-General for
the settlement. The year 1872 brought
him an appointment as Chief Justicé of
the Leeward Islands, and in 1874 he re-
turned to England upon being - invited
to take the position of legal assistant
to the Under Secretary of State at the
Colonial Office. Both political parties
vied in doing him honor, for Lord Bea-
consfield, having induced him to accept
the post of legal assistant in the For-
eign Office, made him a Commander of
the Bath and K. C. M. G., and in 1882
t* Mr. Gladstone, having assumeéd the
reigns of office, made him permanent
Under Secretary of State for- Foreign
Affairs. Earl Granville, the Liberal lead-
er in thé House of Lords, recommended
him' for the position of delegate to the
Suez Canal Commission, and later on it
was Earl Granville's political opponent,
the Marquis of Salisbury, who recom-
mended him for the Grand Cross ¢f the
Order of St. Michael and St. George. Sir
Julian?in 1858 married Selina, daughter
of the late Major Cubitt, of Catfield,
Norfolk. Sir Julian has been very
suave and pleasant with the Canadian
reporters, but none of them have got
anything out of him.

PRAISE FOR BRITISH COLUMBIA.

The Montreal Star, 4 paper which is
usually in sympathy with the Conserva-
tive party, says: ‘“British Columbia has
succeeded in securing a three per cent.
loan on the London market at 95. Our
late lamented Paris loan, it will be re-
membered, was floated by the Taillon
Government at the tremendously lower
rate of 77. This shows ithe difference be-
tween having a.Government that serves
the Province, and suffering from one that
serves indlviduals., Some one made with-
in sight of half a millign out of our loan.
Who was it?” Referring to this the St
John Telegraph remarks: ‘“The Taillon
Government, which is thus openly accused
of robbing the Province of Quebec, is-a
Conservative administration. Assuming
that the credit of Quebec is ds good as
that of British' Columbia, a cool 18 per
cent., or ,000, out of every million,
was simply stolen and divided between
the Quebec Conservative Government and
their accomplices.” British Columbia
would seem to be a bright and shining
light among the Provinces, due to the
fact that it is wisely and economically
governed.

The London Financial News of the
19th Sept. last, contains a full report eof
the proceedings held the day previously
of the Lillooet, Fraser River and Cariboo
Gold Fields Mining Company. R. M.
Horne-Payne presided and made a
lengthy, elaborate and painstaking speech
in which he dealt concisely and above-
board with the affairs of the company.
From the report we learn that F. 8.
Barnard, M. P., has been appointed man-
aging director for this Province, with
headquarters in this city, at a salary of
£1,000 sterling, equal to $4,860 per an-
num. The capital of tne company is to
be increased to £300,000. The original
capital was £50,000. Of this sum about
$35,000 has been expended in prospecting
and acquiring desirable properties, whilst
the balance paid in.is on deposit, bear-
ing interest, in the bank. Of the new
stock, the directors have taken up £90,-
000, “whilst a well-known Paris banking
firm has guaranteed the disposal of an-
other £100,000. Amongst the names the
new directors appears that of Hon. F. G.
Vernon, of whom the president in his
speech made very favorable reference,
claiming that he will be a valuable ac-
quisition in consequence of the practical
knowledge he possesses concerning min-
ing and other matters in British Colum-
bia. The jist of the original sharehold-
ers is not published, but with Mr. Ver-
non the others are Jules (Baron de) Ma-
chiels, of the Anglo-French Exploration
Co. of South Africa, at Paris, and Dr.
Jules Goldschmidt, geologist, of Paris.
Mr) Barnard is at present in "he Koot-
enaly and upon his return it ‘s probable
more will be heard concern ng this or-
ganization and the advantages its suc-
cessful operations are likely to confer on
the Province.

Someone acquainted thoroughly with
the facts should reply to the following
from the New York Sun: In the con-
ference ‘of Sir Julian Pauncefote with
the Dominion Government, at Ottawa,
the Canadian sealers are presenting
claims to the amount of $750,000, which
was the sum they originally sought to
obtain-instead of abiding by the $425,000
which Mr. Gresham arranged to pay, or
even the sum of $542,169, which appears
to have been all that the British Minis-
ter consented to file. If we rightly read
the documents on the subject, Sir Julian
Pauncefote presented over $200,000, or
more than one-fourth less than the seal-
,ers now demand, so that the chances of
their obtaining §750,000 would be very
unsafe to bet on. Indeed, if they get
one-half of the $425,000 which Mr. Gresh-
am conceded, as a round sum, for the
sake of avoiding the expense of a com-
mission, but which Congress has not
paid, they will, perhaps, be Ilucky.
Strong evidence was brought before
that body last winter, not only that Am-
erican citizens held a large part cf the
interests in many of the vessels, but al-
so that the actual value, and even the
actually registered tonnage, of nearly or
quite all the ships had been doubled of
trebled in the claims.

Cecil Rhodes and his company have se-
cured ownership of land which is regard-
garded as the greatest térritorial mono-
poly in history. It is ruimored that Colo-
nial Secretary Chamberlain will not con-
sent to their peaceful possession. The
South African magnate will doubtless be
forceéd to let more than a small group of
speculators into the territory, at par.

It Will Contain No Adam—A New‘ Wo-
man Scheme.;
. Dr. Mary Walger, who, 40 years

preached the gospel of® dress reform to.
the women of the United States/ and

who was arrested in many  citles for

dressing and appearing in public in male
atiire, is the apostle of a scheme for the
bloomer girls. Through Lawyer Henry
C. Benedict, of Oswego, N. Y., Dr. Mary
‘Walker has bought a farm containing
135 mcres of land seven miles west of
the city, and proposes to form & colony
in which' man shall have no part. Only
females who will bind themselves to a
life of celibacy while members of the
community and to wear bloomers for
life are to be eligible. They will work
the farm in all its detalls, plant and
harvest the crops, dispose of them in
market, and take care of the stock,
“We will all live in a large, commodi-
ous farm house, for which I am having
plant prepared,” Dr: Walker said. ‘‘ Ev-
ery member will have her own room.
Portieres will take the place of doors.
Steam will be employed for heating pur-
poses, and there will be bath-rooms and
every convenience to be found in a well-
regulated “and modern house, Each
member will have a share in the pro-
fits after the expense for board and
clothing has been deducted. The re-
mainder will go into & general fund for
betterments and the purchase of ad-
joining lands, if it is deemed necessary
and the community grows as rapidly as
I believe it will. I have not decided
whether it would be wise to exact an
initiation fee or not. If it is so de-
cided it will be comparatively small. Any
member will, after three years in the
community, be eligible to retire, taking
with her the amount of the initiation
fee, if one has been chuxed. and seven~

men term them. They will be women
who haye governed themselves, I ex-
pect lots of politics in the community,
and the members will soon be able to
hold their own, I warrant, with some
of the so-called statesmen of the pres-
ent day. Besidés it will not be farm
work. There will be many hours each
day for study, and the curriculum will
be as broad and extended as that in any
of our lectures in a large assembly room
that I propose to have, and current lit-
erature, politics and questions of the
day will be  discussed. ' The members
can ride bicycles, and a number will be
kept for their use.

Several acres of the land have
been used in raising the famous Oswego
county strawberries. There is a fine ap-
ple orchard, several hundred pear trees
and four acres devoted to a vineyard. It
is a beautiful place, and unless all my
plans fail it will be a perfect garden of
Eden, but without an Adam. What will
it be called? On January 1st next, I
hope to be able to announce the name.
It has not yet been selected.” TH doc-
tor is enjoying good health, and her
plans are being carefully made.

HE DEFENDS CANNIBALS.

The Advance of Civilization Not Always
a. Benefit.

A dweller in the quiet British town ol
Ipswich, the home of Samuel Pickwick,
Mayor Nupking, Samuel Weller and
Mary, listening to the members of the
British Association at their recent meet-
ing there urging the ' desecration of
graves, defending cannibalism, attack-
ing civilization and the efforts of mis-
sionares and advocating the teaching of
the customs and habits of savage na-
tions in the schools, may have wondered
deeply if their words were not used in
a purely Pickwickian sense. Prof. Flin-
ders Petrie’s address against the level-
ling and destructive tendencies of our
so-called civilization, was a natural pro-
test against interference with the mate-
rials with which his profession deals,
and, in' a measure, will meet with sym-
pathy from many. We must all regret,
for instance, the almost total disappear-
ance in Europe of national costume, of
quaint superstitions and local usuages,
of the picturesque individuality of many
towns and districts swept away by the
coming of the railroad and other inven-
tions. One need be no follower of Mr.
Ruskin to lament the change. FHideous,
ill-fitting black silk gowns have taken
the place of the gayly colored Sunday
dress of German and Italian peasant wo-
men; an elevator is to be put into the
Jungfrau, Venice's canals are filled in,
an asphalt road with electric lights
takes the place of the beach at Naples,
rack railroads run to the top of Snow-
don, of the Rigi, of Vesuvius, Paris and
Lcndon fashions are adopted in Japan,
all things that jar on our gense of ar-
tistic fitness. To the anthropologist and
the ethnologist. studying man as a pro-
duct of nature, trying to make out what

‘manner of beast he is, and has been in

the past, apart from his pretence to be
lord of creation and the messenger of
progress, the efforts of civilization are
merely hindrances, impairing existing
evidence of development., A polygam-
cus, man-eating African {iribe convert-
ed to a semblance of 'Christianity is a
distinct loss to science. The potsherd
with which the patient patriarch be-
guiled his afflicton on his dunghill,
would have for the anthropologist no
religious or human or historic interest,
but would serve as a starting point from
which to reconstruct the characteristics,
the degree of civilization, and the origin
and development of the Jewish race. But
the search for knowledge has not before
so frankly exposed itself as to the ideas
and deeds with which it serves the
cause of science. An American ethnolo-
gist was adoptcd as a son by an In-
dian chief, and intrusted with the sacred
religious secrets of the tribe, which, of
course, he made known. One person at
Ipswich proclaimed that he.had married
a native wife to enable-him to .gain effi-
ciency as a missionary, and to acquire
knowledge of the 'aboriginal tribes of
Central India. Prof, Flinders Petrie
himself, in common ‘nth all Egyptolo-
gists, has rendered great service to
science by - violating the sepultures of
the dead. ‘He earnestly urged that, as
the Jews are a pure race, the old Jew-
ish cemeteries of Europe be rifled in or-
der to compare the measurements of the
skulls contained in them with those of
living Jews. The Indian mounds in our
country are looked upon ds fair prey of
the ethnographer. English. graveyards
are ransacked for British and Celtic
skulls, and cremation seems to be the
only means by which the remains of our
poor historic dead might have secured
them from scientific curiosity. Capt.
Hinde, who has travelled in the Congo
region, furnished the chief sensation of
this notable Congress. In reading an in-
teresting paper .on the prevalence of
cannibalism, he said that “in the coun-
try of the Baletela, one sees neither
gray-haired persons, halt, maimed, nor
blind.'" Even parents are eaten by their
children' on the approach of the least
sign of old age. Under such circum-
stances the Baletela are a splendid
race.” The native camp followers of his
expedition invariably ate up all the
dead. "“In this way they undoubtedly
saved the expedition from many an epi-
demic.” In the discussion that followed,
one member thought there was some-
tking to be said in favor of ‘cannibalism,
for underlying it was tha idea that the
body imbibed the properties: of that
which it ate. ‘ Upon - that : idea is
founded one of the most sdlemn of
Christian rites.”. Another told a story
frcm the French, that the Caribs had

The sixth married Cap®. Wilson, of the
Life Guards, the edldest son of Sir Sam-
uel Wilson, an Australian millionaire
created a baronet for his big donations
to the Tory panty funds. It should be
added that in every case these u ns
have proved happy, and no lead'mg tiiled
family has given less material for
society gossip.

HOW NORTH FELL.

An interesting story comes across the
Atlantic by way of explanation of Col
North’s fail fromf grace so far as the
Prince of Wales and other members of,
the royval family are conceéfned: It seems™
that after a series of successes.on the
turf Col. North gave an entertainment
to celebrate his victories, and among his
guests were the Prince of Wales and the
Duke of Cambridge, at the time com-
mander-in-chief of the British army.
Champagne flowed freely and all present
imbibed until their condition “was quite
happy,” as one of the party put it. While
in this state and while everything was
going Col. North essayed to tell some
stories appropriate to the occasion. Next
to him sat the Duke of Cambridge, who,
between the wine and old age, was so
stupified that it was with difficulty he
could be kept from slipp/ng out of his
chair and sliding under the tahle. This
condition of affairs dawned upon the nit-
rate king just as he reached the climax
of one of his yvarns and he did not thin¥
the duke appreciated the point of the nar-
rative sufficiently. With a view to rous-
ing him Col. North did not hesitate an
instant but slapped the Duke of Cam-
bridge on the shoulder in the most vig-
orous manner. As he did so he remarked
that His Grace did not seem to hear what
had been said and he wanted to call his
attention to a good thing. This act of
familiarity recalled the wandering sense
of the duke and his companions and there
was a dignified and chilling silence for a
few moments. Finally the Prince of
Wales, taking the duke by the arm, led
him from the banquet hall, neither
deigning to cast a look in the direction
of the astonished king of the nitrate
mines. Subsequently word was passed
along the line that Col. North would be
persona non grata in the ‘royal circle.
To show his contempt for the*whole out-
fit Col. North at once opened negotia-
tions with the King of Beigium for the

*acquisition of a piece of land in his do-

main, which is intended to rival in equip-
ment the famous establishment at Monte
Carlo. Gambling of every description,
horse racing and prize fighting will be
the principal attractions at the new re-
sort, and Col. North declares that the
Prince of Wales and his crowd can
go to the bow-wows so far as he is cor’
cerned. Ever since he has been in Eng-
land Col. North has basked in the sun-
shine of Albert Edward’s presence, but
that slap on the back sustained by the
Duke of Cambridge was more than the
indulgent Prince of Wales cou:d stand.
Furthermore, it is said instructions came
from Windsor Castle that the intimacy
between the Prince and Col. North must
be ‘discontinded under pain- of- serious
punishment from the Queen.

‘When the party returnsd to Fort Steele
some delay was ocecasioned in dividing
the properties located, in whi¢ch each
member of the partuership claimed a
quarter, and C. Farrell left before the
necessary papers were made out. Since
then C. ¥Farrell conveyed th: whole
claim to Alex. Hogg. The presaat action
was to have the court declare that Hogg
held three-quarter interest in the Lake
Shore in, trust for C. C, Farrell, Ole
Jehnson, and Thomas Rader. The case
went before a special jury.. The jury
found that Hogg held in trust for the
other partners and a decrce was given
accecrdingly.

From our own correspondent,

Montreal, Oct. 5.—The General Mission
Board of the Methodist church, in Can-
ada convened here yesterday. Rev. J.
F. Betts is here as delegdte from the
British Columbia conference.

The general secretary, Dr. Sutherland,
informed the board that he had been
notified by cable from Japan of the elec-
tion of Rev. F, A. Cassidy, as represen-
tative on the board from Japan. Rev.
Dr. Briggs, Rev. 8! F." Huestis, Hon, J.
C. Atkins and Dr. Inch were appointed
a committee to consider on the matter
and report. »

Rev. T. G. Williams was appointed
minute secretary, and Dr. Ryckman and
Messrs. W. H. Lambly and A. J. Dowley
as journal secretaries,

The committee on the Japanese cable-
gram reported that on reference to the
discipline they found that each foreign,
mission council had the right to é€lect
one of its members as representatives on
the General Board. Mr. Cassidy should,
therefore, be admitted, provided he was
a member of the Japanese Mission Coun-
cil.

In the'afternoon the question of
Cassidy’s mission was considered, d
the chair ruled that as he was not at
present. a member of the Japan coucil he
was ineligible for membership.

Hon. J. C. Aikins, the general treausr-
er, read his report, which was discussed
at length. The total income of the so-
clety .for 1893-4 was 496, arising from
the following sources: Subscriptions and
collections, $162)069; juvenile offerings, $23,-
939; legacies, $10,144; Indian department,
$20,251; miscellaneous, $21,091.

The board then resolved itself ‘nto a
cummittee of the whole fo} the ©

prese!

The publlc ‘meeting held under the aus-
pices of the Methodist Board of Missions"
in St. James' church in the ‘evening was
well attended. ' Mr. Gurney oceupied the
chair; and Rev. Dr. Carman, Rev.! Dr.
Sutheriand, Rev. Dr. Rose, Hon. J. C.
Aikin; J. A. M. Aikin, Q, C., and Dr.
Stevenson were upon the platform.

The opening exercises were conducted
by Rev. Dr. Rose, and reports were read
by the secretary and treasurer.; Dr. Car-
man, the general superintendent, deliver-
ed an address.

Dr. Stevenson, .a medical missionary
from China, gave some particulars relat-
ing to the late anti-Christian riots, and
the progress of his work in that coun-
try. He did not blame the people of Chi-
na for the recent outbreak. What would
the people of Montreal do if they were
persuaded that there were a class of peo-
ple come among them who would boil
their children for the sake of the oil pro-
duced? These were the stories which
the corrupt officiais of China were telling
the people. Up to the present the officials
who expressed anti-Christian sentiments
were advanced. What the missionaries
in China wanted was not revenge, it was
the remedying of this evil

The meeting was brought to a close
by the singing of the doxology, and the
pronouncing of the benediction.

It may be added that the statistical
abstract shows that there are 26 domes-
tic mission, with 23 missionaries and five
assistants in British Columbia. In the
same Province there 21 Indian missions
with 12 missionaries, four assistants, 12
teachers and five interpreters. There are
also four Chinese missions with three
missionaries, two assistants and two
teachers. The total number of paid agents
is 577, of whom 427 are in the work of
domestic missions, 108 in Indian missions,
and 34 iff foreign missions. The number
of members is 40,121 in domestic mission
stations, 4,786 in Indian mission stations,
264 in French, 236 in B. C. Chinese mis-
sions, and 2,970 in the Japan conference.

‘When the committee from the Women’s
Foreign Missionary Society were present
the Japanese matter was again taken up.
There are a number of returned mission-
aries present whose statements will be re-
ceived during the course of the investi-
gation. Among them is Mrs. Large, Miss
Hargrave, Miss Lizzie Hart, Miss Mor-
gan, Miss Blackmore, Miss Alexander and
Miss N. G. Hart. The method of pro-
cedure will be that the board hear the
statements of the parties concerned.

Rev. Dr. Eby was called upon first to
give his position in the matter, He said
he was present not simply as a returned
missiondry but as a Methodist. minister.
He wasf here not seeking for victory. He
found himself to-day without a transfer,
without a  circuit, with health broken
and without a dellar. He was not free
to act, was hedged up on every hand un-
til he was freed by the action of the
Board of Missions and of the church.
The atmosphere in which he found him-
self to-day was diflerent to what he had
left 10 years ago. There now seemed to
be a ban upon him and before God he
knew not why it should be so. So far
as he could find out this state of things
had emanated from the Missionary Socie-
ty. He was under censure. Directly or
indirectly his reputation had been at-
tacked. Statements concerning the self-
supporting band and the tabernacle had
gone abroad which had impeached his re-
putation. He wanted to meet those
statements in a brotherly way. He
brought no charge against the board,
he wanted to know why he was a dis-
graced missionary. He asked for a full
statement of the whole situation and he
would be willing to meet it. He left
himse!f in the bhands of the board so
that he could meet the things which
were against. him. His health to-day
was better and he wanted to meet the
charges against him in the light of day.

J. J. Maclaren, Q. C., said that the
discipline of the church was perhaps re-
sponsible for the anomalous position in
which Dr. Eby found himself. What we
wanted was to get at the root of the
matter. Dr. Eby had a grievance against
the executive, and it was due to the board
to find out what that grievance was.

Rev. Dr. Ryckman said he wished to
know why the relation of Dr. Eby and
Mr. Cassidy to the Japan mission should
terminate. He (Dr. Ryckman), had tried
for a year to find out what these griev-
ances were but had hitherto failed. Mr.
Cassidy did not know why his connection
with the board should cease. What the
board wanted to know were the reasons
why these men should be detained. The
missionaries did not know the charges
that were against them,

Rev. 8. F. Huestis, said he would give
no vote on this question until he knew
all about it. There were two parties
there, they were all of one mind that
the matter must be settled in the fear of
God.

Rev. Dr. Sutherland wanted the mis-
sionaries to make the statements to the
board which had been made in the public
press. A missionary might be recalled
wnhout any charge being made against

Ministers. had been recalled pre--
viously, but they had never dreamed
that the recall meant disgrace.

At this stage it was moved and second-
ed that Dr. Sutherland, the general sec-
retary of the society, be heard on the
matter and make his statement, which
was carried. ¥

Dr. Sutherland begs.n his statement as
far back as 1888. Owing to pressure of
work he had been unable to prepare him-
self as he would have llked. He wished
the matter to be discussed without pre-
judice or passion. Silence on the ques-
tion would not be unjustifiable. Dr., Su-
therland then proceeded to'read a his-
tory of the whole controversy.

Montreal, Oct. 5.—In my last I led up
to where Dr. Sutherland opened his story
of the missionary trouble in Japan. The
venerable; gecretary traced the origin of
the present trouble back to the estab-
lishment. of the mission council in Japan.
This council began in the association of
the missionaries for the purposes of con-
sultation.- It developed into a council
composed of the foreign missionaries and
was approved by the general board. This
was in 1886. Certain powers were given
to it, such as the stationing of the for-
eign tmissionaries; no money, however,
appropriated by the board for specific
purposes in Japan, was to be diverted.
The council could elect'its own chairman,
but the appointments must be approved
by the board. This mission council, Dr.
Sutherland regarded, as the initial mis-
take. After the council had received its
constitution, it addressed several memo-
rials to the general board, in which it
dealt with /matters beyond its control.

THE FEDERAL CAPITAL.

Ottawa, Oct. 10.—It is expected that
the proclamaﬂon'declarlng the French
treaty to be in force will appear in the
Gazette of Saturday. The matter was
under the consideration of the Cabinet
yesterday and the order was passed.

A delegation of the commanding offi-
cers of the city corps waited upon Min-
isters Dickey and Foster yesterday with
the object of urging that city battalions
this year be paid the full 12 days drill
allowance. Colonel Gibson, of the 13th
Hamilton, was the principal spokesma.
Both ministers gave assurance that the
representations would be carefully con-
sidered.

Ottawa, Oct, 12.—Representations have
recently been received at the Customs
department urging that an export duty
be placed on natural gas, as the quan-
tity which is being piped into Buffalo
from Canada every week is very great
and fears are expressed that the supply
will run out.

Hugh John Macdonald's name is men-
tioned in connection with a portfolio
and meets with great acceptance, al-
though it is felt to be exceedingly
doubtful that he will take office.

‘The post-office’ department will shortly

issue a new stamped envelope of the de-’

A copy of the Imperial order-in-council
will appear in the Canada Gazette de-
fining the zones agreed upon with Russia
within which British vessels may not
catch seals.

The fact that British Columbia has ac-
quired a new Provincial coat of arms
strengthens the agitation for a new Dom-
inion flag.

The Post-office department is being
strongly urged by some ef the cities to
attach letter boxes to street cars. Dep-
uty White states that the system was
tried in England and was not a success.
The towns are so well supplied with let-
ter boxes, and collections are so frequent
that there is no urgent need of the ad-
ditional faciiities afforded by the sys-
tem.

Although the annual returns of the rail-
way companies .should reach the Gov-
ernment by Oct. 1st, only 55 out of 140
are yet to hand. The department threat-
ens to prosecute some of the dilatory
companies.

At the request of several banks the
Post-office department has dectuéd to is-
sue letter cards of the denomination of 2
cents. It has also been decided to issue
a one cent letter card for use in towns
where there is no delivery by carrier.

Winnipeg, Oct. 12—W. C. Van Horne
on his arrival 'yesterday said the com-
pany did not contemplate building a new
station here or constructing any branch
lines in this Province for some time yet.
Neither was there any likelihood of a
reduction of freight rates or interference
in grain buying or elevator business. The
company would not encourage the build-
ing of flat warehouses for storing grain.
Mr. Van Horne endorsed the Govern-
ment’s action on the grain mixing busi-
ness. He declined to express an opinion
on the advisability of the farmers hold-
ing wheat for, higher prices, but ex-
pressed confidence in the ability of the
company to move grain as fast as offered.

Why? Because the money stays in the
locality and comes back through his
hands in many chaunels. In the other
case it stays in California or elsewhere,
where it does him no good financially,
The interests of the merchants and the
farmers, if not identical, are at least in
the same direction. Let them both try
to keep the circulation of money within

the Province or country. It could not

harm the business of the merchants of

Vernon to have a farmers’ market in

Vernon, where the farmers could take

 their wagons once a week with what
they had to sell and the townspeople
could buy. The money would never leave
the -town. The farmers would spend it
for what they needed from the shops.

Form a Farmers’ Association to pro-
vide convenience for meeting the local
demand for farm products and when you
have a surplus you may begin to export
with some profit. I recognize the market
difficulties which face the farmers of
the Province. I have no panacea to dis-
pel or rémove them, but I am going to
try and find a means whereby you can

solve them and overcome .  them your-

selves. 'We have suffered in a measure
from the fierceness of competition with
all countries. The building of great rall-
ways, the construction of huge steam-
ships, and the erection of telegraph lines,

! are all means whereby the ends of the
earth have been brought together, and
now farmers in Australia, New Zealand,
Denmark and India are our next door
neighbors in competitions. They play

I against us by sending ‘their goods
| to the markets we used to supply with
i products from our farms. We are thus
| worse off than we were in losing control
unless we make a com-
pensating gain in_ getting better control
of the cost of production. ILet me cite
one instance.. Two steers are being fed—
one a thoughtiess creature ill-bred and
brought up in the way it should not go.
1f yvou bring up even a steer in the way
he should not go he will not depart from
it. (Laughter.) The principle is from
the good old Book, although the imme-
diate application of it ia my own. You
cannot find a principle in the good old
Book which is not broad enough and
high enough to include instruction for
the whole range of experience or action
to which it may be applied. That one
steer fed on the best of food was being
improved, but every pound of gain in
weight which he made was made at a
cost of 11 1-2 cents, side by side, or close-
by, stood a better bred, well-behaved
steer fed in the same way, and every
pound he gained in weight was made at
cents.. Be-
sides the latter steer when fit to kill
fetched a better price by the pound than
the other. If the ill-bred steer had been
fed on unsuitable or expensive feed the
difference would have been all the great-
er in favor of the better animal and the
better management of which he was the
result, we can take control of the cost
of production of nearly all things and
reduce it. It can be applied to fruit cul-
ture, to animal husbandry, to dairying
| and all branches of farming.

‘ This Province is blessed with a fertile
soil where it is arable, but you must re-
member that continuous cropping and
the sale of the crops will exhanst the
fertility of any land. One ton of wheat

| carries from a farm more of the essen-
tial elements of fertility than 100 tons of
fine butter; and while a ton of wheat may
fetch $20, 100 tons of butter will fetch
$40,000. Therefore to protect fhe soil
against exhaustion, pack up what you
have to sell in small compass or in dain-
ty forms. That is the kind of farming
which pays; and we should all try to
leave conditions for living better for those
who follow us than we found them. No
man can rob the land and die in the larg-
est sense an honest man, unless he is
giving an equivalent of service to hu-
manity in some other way. It pays well
to provide comfortable quarters for cat-

tle and other stock. If a man keeps a
horse for speed, a cow for milk, a steer
for beef, a sheep for mutton or wool, it
will pay to keep them comfortable. If
you have sheep growing long wooi, or
short wool and partially starve them for
a fortnight during the winter, and put
the wool under the microscope, you will
find in the weakened fibre the tell-tale
evidence of the privation of the sheep.
The wool carries for the season a per-
manent record 40f the mischief done. It
is not so easily discerned by eye obser-
vation in the case of the other animals,
but I think it is no less direct. In all
animal husbandry the man who cares
for his beast best gains from it the
largest service and profit for himself.
The traveling dairy will be in Vernon
on Tuesday, 22nd inst., and all who at-
tend may obtain a practical lesson on
the making of butter from the separa-
tion of the cream to the finishing of the
butter for market. I examined some
excellent butter at this exhibition, but a
good deal of it had one small and yet
serious fault. I may be permitted to
point it out that it may be remedied.
Much of the butter was salted with salt
which is too coarse. The salt can be
felt by the teeth and tongue as well as
tasted by the palate. Fine dairy salt
only should be used. The butter will sell
better and it will keep better if it is not
consumed when fresh-made from the use
of fine salt rather than coarse-grained
salt. It is these little things that need

You have a chance here
to make the best of quality in dairy pro-

ducts and in fruits and in roots, carrots,

potatoes and other vegetables. I do not
like to be the spokesman of the faults
of what is seen on exhibition. Most of
the exhibits are surprisingly excellent. It
does not take any keen ability to find
fault. The critically analytical tempera-
ment which makes ene always see and

| comment on defects and deficiencies is

not one intellectually strong or nice. It
is only a common fault-finding disposi-
tion, readily ripened into an ill-tempered
one. One who can discover the excellen-
cies of everything is the one whose criti-
cal qualities are best and a remark may

| be made on the bad qualities only that

they may be remedied or avoided.

. One thing more, if you have an inten-
tion of starting a cheese factory or
creamery, as ‘has been spoken of for
Lumby, my assistant, Mr. Ruddick, who
is in charge of the traveling dairy, is a
practical man, who can give full infor-
mation on that subject. By co-operative
dairying you can find a way of market-
ing large quantities of products, and al-
so a way of lifting the taxing labor of
dairying out of the homes and out of the
lives of the women.

! ness and occupation into warfare for sur-

vival, 'To “fall in” is to succeed, to ‘fall
out” is to invite disaster and to fail.
The experimental farms are the product
of governmental action, or another form
of co-operation of the people for their
own benefit. Much information of a
useful sort is to be found in the annual
reports and any farmer may obtain a
copy on application. I am fairly aston-
ished and delighted in seeing the progress
you have made during the past five years.
I hope you will advance as much more
during the next five years, ‘“with patient
continuance in well doing,” believing
hopefully in yourselves and in your local-
ity. Thus you will make the mast of
yourselves; get good returns for your-
selves and we may all hold up both
hands in gratitude to the Giver of all
good.

Con-
sequently there is no room for suspect-
ing his entire sincerity i the fiscal erus
sade he is engaged !n. ‘But the moment
federation were carried it would have
the effect of combpletely reversing all
Mr. Rcid’s ‘“free port” policy. AH the
Australian colonies except New South
Wales. have declared themselves decid-
edly protectionfst. Queensland, Victoria,
Tasmania, South Australla and. West
Australia, the other parties to the pre-
posed contract, have declared them-
selves opposed to crippling Australian
industries for the benefit of English ex-
pcrters. Even in New South Wales it-
self =all' the country electorates are
staunch to protection, and it is thought
that a plebiscite, or an election turning
on the single issue of the tariff, would
result in a majority for a protectionist
policy. These facts being so, it follows
that the
federation being established ‘would be
the instant reversal-of the policy on
which Mr. Reid is now most eagerly in-
tent. It is difficult in .these circum-
stances to believe that the Sydney Pre-
mier is sincere in his federal professions.
Probably fcr the first time in his life Sir
Henry Psarkes meant what he said-when
he raised the flag 'of federation in the
late electioms as a party cry. But his
zeal for federaton at the last moment
is to be taken for granted only because
it was the last throw of a bankrupt po-
litical gambler. The contempt with
which the colony rejected him may not
unjustly be supposed to have been
meant as much for the cause he es-
poused as for its professor. If the othe:
colonies are really anxious for federation
—a matter on which taere is room for
serious ‘doubt—the Federation League
could easily discover it, and act inde-
pendently of the marplot of the cause.
It may be admitted at once that an Aus-
iralian federation, with New South
Wales left out of it, would be a good
deal shorn of its usefulness, But a fed-
eration of the five colonies of Queens-
land, Victoria, South Australia, Tas-
mania and West Australia would for
all that be an imposing achievement;
and the loss from Sydney's omission
would be more her own than anyone
else’s. For our part, we& see no reason
at all why we should wait for Sydney,
providing only the other colonies can be
got into line. When the mother colony
kas half ruined her farmers and her
artisans by the new spasm of folly that
Mr. Reid threatens her with in throwing
open Sydney to the unrestricted invasion
of European and Chinese competition
she will be glad perhaps to come to the
Australian Federal Dominion, as New-
foundland has recently approached Can-
ada, with a petition for admission. But
in the meantime it is pretty certain
that no action which Victoria can take
will expedite the federal sentiment in
Sydney; and as for waiting on Mr.
Reid’s good pleasure, as Mr. Turner pro-
poses, it would only be postponing the
federal cause without placating the chief
engineer of its failure. The good peo-
ple who are talking about a customs
union ag a prelude to federation are put-
ting the cart before the horse. The dif-
ficulty about the smaller measure would
be quite as great as about the accom-
plishment of the larger purpose, minus
all the eclat of the national event.
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THE PREMIER’'S RETURN.

British Columbia is Fast Growing Into
Prominence Abroad.

Hon. J. H. Turner is of the opinion,
after an interview with the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway authorities and govern-
ment officials, that the necessary dredg-
ing will be done so that the Empresses
can call in at the outer wharf, Victoria.
“I noticed when in London,”” said Mr.
Turner, ‘‘that whereas on my last visit
four years ago very lttle seemed to be
known about British Columbia, the Pro-
vince is now spoken about everywhere.
1 am quite convinced that if we can give
official particulars regularly of the out-
put from the mines, very soon as great
interest will be taken in British Colum-
bia’s mines &s is now the case with the
South African gold fields. The Govern-
ment will take up the matter and arrange
to publish in London official returns of
the monthly output of our mines. The
geat excitement over the South African
mines will not have a prejudicial effect
on this Province, but on the contrary, be
of real benefit to us. Four years ago in-
vestors did net care to put their money
into mines, but the success attending
the investments in South Africa has
drawn the eyes of the public to gold and
silver mining and they now understand
that other parts of the world offer ap-
portunities for this class of investment
as weil as South Africa.”
Mr. Turner is pleased that so many
substantially backed syndicates are in-
vesting here. If they are only -got to
invest in good properties they will pro-
vide plenty, of capital for development
and working. Mr. Turner says that he
thought of answering the outrageous
slanders written from this country 'to
London Truth, but he was advised by
Glynn, Mills, Currie & Co., and other
leading financiers, not to start a contro-
versy. The loan was issued at 95, which,
considering that the last went at 91 ,is
not so bad. Mr. Turner thinks Hon. Jos.
Chamberlain .is fully alive to the needs
of the colonies and desirous to protect
their interests.

flying machine. ‘“That is' not exactly
correct,” he said, ‘While I am greatly
interested in flying machines, and have
been making some experiments, I am not
construct‘ng any aerial machine., I am
merely working up tables which will
be of use to future inventors. I be-
lieve that [the idea of a flying machine
is practicable, but that balloomns and but-
terfly wings must be d‘scarded. I start-
ed on my experiment with the idea of
having a machine of' greater specific
gravity than the air. - I believe that is
‘the only correct principle. I have ex-
perimented with a French design made
of metal, and of s‘mple construction. I
have also been much interdsted while in
France by ,a machine called the Heli-
koptes, invented by M. Trouve, made of
iron and , and whieh screws itself
up into ithe air, 1 have not done any-
thing further with the radlaphone. 1t is
just as perfect as the telephone, but it
is jmpracticable at long distances, be-
cause of the rotation of the ‘earth. I
think, however, that it might be used
to great advantage in testing the fluctua-
itions of electric light. The development
of horseless carriages, electric railroads,
etc., has me to think of what is to
become the thorse. Man has invented
the ibi e to dncrease his powers of
propulsion, and while I do not say that
a horse cdould ride a bicycle, I am con-
fident ithat a mac¢hine could be built
wihereby fthe horse could be taken off the
ground and used as a motor power.
With a proper system of gearing great
speed could be obtaimed. I have recently
invented a machine for use on fisher-
men’s dories on the banks of Newfound-
land. The fishermen are frequently cut
off from itheir vessels by fog and lose
their lives as frequently by lack of drink-
ing water as by exposure. The in-
vention consists of a glass cyknder, or
botitle, through the mneck of which is a
rubber tube containing a smaller rub-
ber tube. The glass s submerged, and
a brass cylinder, acting as a fellows
through ithe rise and fall of the waves,
pumps the atmosphere into ithe sub-
merged bottle. There it becomes con-
densed, and a supply of fresh drinking
water is always to be obtained.”

LATE GEN. MAHONE.

The late Generdl Mahone, who died, at
Washington on Tuesday last, had a re-
markable career. He was born in South-
ampton County, Virginia, Dec. 1, 1826,
He graduated- at. Virginia Miliftary Insti-
tute in 1847 and until the beginning of the
civil war engaged In engineering and
was the construdtor of the Norfolk &
Petersburg railroad. He joined the Con-
federate army in 1861, took part in the
capture of Norfolk navy yard in April of
that year, raised and commanded the
Sixth Virginia regiment, was engaged in
most of the battles of the Peninsular
campaign, those on the Rappahannock and
those around Petersburg, where he won
the sobriquet of the Hero of the Crater,
and was throughout his career known
as a fighting commander. He was com-
missioned brégadier-general in March,
1864, and major-general in August of the
same year. He subsequently led a divi-
sion in Ambrose P., HilI’'s corps and at
Lee's surrender was: at Bermuda Hun-
dred. At the close of the war he re-
turned to engineering and became presi-
dent of the Norfolk & Tennessee railroad.
He also engaged in politics and -was the
leader of the movement thaf elected Gil-
bert C, Walker governor of Virginia, and
after failing to secure the nomination
for that office in 1878, organized and be-
came ledder of the readjuster party,
which advocated conditional repudiation
of the state debt. He was elected United
States senator in 1880, and served till
March, 1837, and was defeated at the
next election.  The continent will long
remember Gen. William Mahone as one
of the most picturesque. figures and char-
acters in public life during the last 30
years. Exceptionally slight in stature
and frame, he has been a marked man
in great assemblages. His peculiar style
of c‘]ress, and especially his hat, attracted
atténtion to him. This broad-rimmed soft
felt head-gear seemed to be out of pro-
portion to the tiny form beneath it. But
beneath this shade sparkled a pair of the
keenest eyes ever possessed by man. He
was best known of late years by his ef-
forts to secure the purchase by the Gov-
ernment for a printing office site, of a
square of ground owned by him. The
quaint figure of its owner was a.ways
seen in the lobbies of both heuse and
senate at the close of every session and
he was considered a great power in the
third house.!

A MONSTER FARM.

The largest farm in America, and prob-
ably in the world, is situated in the
southwestern part of Louisiana. It ex-
tends 100 miles north and west. It was
purchased in 1883 by a syndicate of
northern capitalists, by whom it is still
operated. At the time of its purchase its
1,500,000 acres was a vast pasture for
cattle belonging to a few dealers int that
country. Now it is divided into pasture
stations or ranches, existing over six
miles. The fencing is said to have cost
about $50,000. The land is best adapted
for rice, sugar, corn, and cotton. A
tract, say haif a mile wide, is taken, and
an engine is placed on each side, The
engines are pontable, and operate a canal
attached to four plows. By this arrange-
ment 30 acres are gone over in a day
with the labor of only three men. There
is not a single draught horse on the en-
tire place, if we excépt those used by
the herders of cattle, of which there are
16,000 head on the place. The Southern
Pacific railway runs for 36 miles through
the farm. The company have three
steamboats operating- on the estate,
streams on which 300 miles are navigable.
It has also an ice house, bank, shipyard
and rice mills.

AN ENDERBY BRBACH OF PROMISE.

This last expenditure
will be finished by the end of the year,,
and what remains will be the deepening
and widening and other improvements
necessary to the completion of the St.
Lawrence canals and rivers, which will
not cost a very large sum and will not
extend over'a very long period of time.
Therefore it is fortunate that at this
particular time we are nearing the end
of extraordinary expenditure for heavy
publi® works, and coming to a period
when our revenue must more nearly
equal our expenditures on consolidated
fund account, so that we shall have to
borrow less for the necessary capital
expenditure, which from time to time
will have to be made.” Since this was
uttered the figures have increased. On
the 31st March, 1894, the net debt was
240,189,000; at the end of the fiscal year
18%4-5 it had reached $252,999,473, an in-
crease of close on $13,000,000. But the
statement for the first three months of
the current year is bright with hope, we
are informed. Judging by the past we
cannot look forward to this with any
lively degree of expectation. Last
March the Gazette announced a surplus
of '$708,107 'up to ddte! ' This wads turned
into a deficit of over $4,000,000 in the next
four months. At the end of March a
surplus of over, three-quarters of a mill-
ion was assured and now we are told
that by the end’ of June, four months
after, a deficit of over four millions had
materialized. Our contemporary sees the
most discouraging aspect of the business
in the fact that our rulers proceed as if
none of these danger elements existed.
Offers of millions to railways pointing
towards the north pole, increased postal
subsidies, superannuations galore, indi-
cate the ideas of economy which prevail
at Ottawa., The carnival must be stop-
ped if ultimate disaster is to be averted.
It might have added that the Ministers
are too busy riding around Canada in-
their palace cars on junketing trips or
buying elegant mansions at the Capital
to realize the depths to which they have
ht the treasury, or to care very
what occurs after the deluge has
encompassed them.

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BURNABY NOTES.

The district counecil, which had pre-
viously to last Saturday’s meeting, $4,-
068 in the bank, has decided to expend a
further sum that will probably amount to
$700 on new road work in prosecution of
séttlement in the district. Contracts el-
ready in hand will probably demand fur-
ther payments of about $1,200 ere the
end of the year and interest and sinking
fund: call for $1,350 in addition. A jdarge
amount of taxes has yet, however, to be
collected, and the district finances will
be found on audit at the year’s end ‘to
be in very satisfactory shape, The Sta-
tute - Labor by-law has worked better
than most anticipated and a large amount
of good ‘“cleaning up” work has been
done on the leading roads, some new
work having also been undertaken. The
cost of statute labor supervision by road-
masters has, however, been rather con-
siderable, though there has been ample
received to cover this and leave a good-
ly margin available from money commu-
tatives of statute labor. 3

might with general advantage make the
conditions of the small holdings’ settle~
ment at Central Park somewhat easier.

RICHMOND.

Richmond’s second agricultural exhi-
bition, held at the township hall, on
Tuesday, was even a greater success
than was the one held a month ago at
Steveston. It is unfortunate for the
well-being of the municipality, as well
as the Agricultural association, that
there should be a diversity of opinion,
and the present acrimony exist between
neighbors., It is sincerely to be hoped
that a change will take place, the pipe
of peace be smoked all round, and a
general shaking .of hands occur. Had
there been no local troubles, great as
was the success of both shows, even
better results would have been attained.
Everything combined to make Tuesday’'s
exhibition a perfect success. The weath-
was all that could be desired; the roads
were good, and the bulk of the fall
work being over many had resolved
upon a holiday outing, the result being
that old and young of both sexes were
out in large numbers—greater in fact
than was ever known at any previous
show.

All that was said in these columns re-
lative to Richmond and its capabilities
as an agricultural section, in referring
to the Steveston fair, so fully covered
the ground then that a repetition there-
of now is unnecessary. Suffice it to say
that in the inside building, the display
was a magnificent one. No matter in
what division it might be the most criti-
cal would find much to inspire him with
ccnfidence regarding the capabilities of
cur country. Better exhibits in roots,
vegetables, cereals, the products of the
dalry, and the handiwork of the ladies,
could not be found anywhere. In fruit
there were many displays that were
very creditable; but scarcely equal to
those seen by the writer at the Interior
shows. Nor should a reference to the
handiwork of the younger members of

‘the families be omitted, as they at an

early age are developing to be a prom-
ising race worthy their forefathers. The
building was packed full there being no
room for visitors to move about. 1t
will be necessary to erect a larger build-
ing to accommodate the show ere it is
held at Eburne again. The judges got
through their work at an early hour,
and this done, the president of the so-
ciety, W. 8. Abercrombie, in a few
pleasant words introduced Hon. Col.
Baker, who was to open the exhibition.
On coming forward he was received
with applause. Hon. Col. Baker ex-
pressed his pleasure at being able to at-
tend the fifth annual meeting of the
Richmond Agricultural exhibition. He
congratulated the district on the credit-
ble display made of stock and agricul-
tural products. He was much impressed
uﬁbn entering the hall with the nature
of the exhibits, commencing with butter
and ending\ with canned salmon, while
the intermediary contributions showed
that the district was not only greatly
favored as a dairy-farming country, but
it had at its very doors a splendid wa-
terway, teeming with piscatory wealth.
He wished, however, to remind the
farmers of Richmond, and the Fraser
river valley, that in placing their pro-
ducts on the market, they had not only
to compete against local competitors,
but practically against a large portion
of the civilized world. We are living,
he said, in an age of wonderful scienti-
fic discovery, and steamships, railways,
telegraphs and telephones have given an
immense impetus to competition
throughout the world, and as a conse-
quence, we see in British Columbia, but-
ter and fruit from Eastern Canada, and
from Australia, competing against simi-
lar products at our very doors. This
close competition has the effect of re-
ducing prices. Therefore, our farmers
and manufacturers, if they wish to keep
ahead in the race, and .to maintain a
fair margin of profit, must learn how to
reduce the cost of production. This can
only- be done by closely studying all that
is being devised in foreign countries, and
by taking advantage of any scientific
improvements that may be invented.
They had many advantages in the Fras-
er valley for improving their minds on
the scientific aspect of agricultqre. For
instance, there was the Experimental
Farm at Agassiz, under the manage-
ment of Supt. Sharpe, who was not only
able but willing to give them every in-
fcrmation and assistance in his power.
They had also the advantage of hearing
lectures from Prof. Robertson, and oth-
er able scientists, which would not fail
cof affording much useful and valuable
information. Col. Baker said he could
not too strongly impress upon his audi-
ence—especially upon the young men—

i the importance of studying scientific im-
| provements in

farming. For instance
we had now learned that just as ani-
mals require air, food and water, to be
kept clean, in-order to attain vigor ana
health, so also it is the same witn
plants. He gave some very interesting
illustrations of how economy ‘of produc-
tion may be brought about by careful

| attention to the feeding of plants, as
| well as of animals, and how important
i it is to select and to cultivate only those

whichbest assimilate the food given to

i them. The gallant colonel, in the course

of his remarks, made an amusing refer-

ence to the celebrated Colorado potato,
{ reported to weigh 84 1bs., and said that

if the expansion of that product went
on much further, instead of the pota-
to being put inside the man, the man
would have to get inside the potato. He
expressed the hope to be able to visit
them again, and to hear of the continued
prosperity of this highly-favored section
of the Province. He then declared the
exhibition open, and immediately the
doors were flung open, and the people
made a rush to witness the excellent
display awaiting their gaze,

Already we have said that the inside
display was an excellent one and a cred-
it to the people of Richmond. The same
lemarks will apply to the outside ex-
Libits. These embraced the live stock,
such as horses, cattle, sheep, swine and
poultry. Richmond is famed for the ex-
cellence of its herds of cattle, bands of
horses, flocks of sheep, and herds of
swine. In the horse line the turn-out
_was especially a remarkably fine one.
In the roadster class there was keen
competition. The same can be sald of
the draught and general purpose classes.
It was stated by those who should know

that in this division the exhibit was the
best seen in the Province outside of

Grauer was awarded the first and sec-
ond prizes for his fat cow. In grades
there, was a large exhibit, and a wide
rangeé of competition existed. All the
stock in this division were in prime con-
dition and presented a clean, slick,
showy appearance.

There wero a few pens of sheep, some
being choice animals. J. Whitside,
with but one exception, had the exhibi-
tion to himself. .

Berkshires, White Chesters and York-
shires filled the bill for the porcine di-
vision. Those on the ground were well
feed and carefully lqoked after ani-

The poultry -display was large and
varied. In quantity as well as quality,
the exhibits were a credit to their own-
ers. The writer was informed that it
pays to raise poultry in Richmond, in
consequence of the cash: market which
is to be found in the coast cities for
poultry and eggs.

The live stock was exhibited on the
grounds adjoining the township hall. 1t
is the intention to fence in the plot, and
erect suitable sheds and stalls for ex-
hibition purposes.

'McRaw, owned by Neil
McPhail, of New JWestminster, was
second although the decision has given
a great deal of dissatisfaction. J. M.
Steeves exhibited some good Suffolk
punches. J. A. Morrison, of Mount
Lehman had his beautiful Percheron stal-
lion on hand, which was a first prize win-
mer. H. Page was hardly up to
former years with his Percherons, yet
they were a good lot and won first thon-
ors. Dan Woodward was also a success-
ful exhibitor in this class. The general
punpose class was fairly weil filled, E.
J. Newton. L. Williams, H. Kehoe, H.
F. Page and Gilley Bros.,, weare success-
ful exhibitors in this class.

The shorthorns this year were out in
greater numbers than ever before. In
the herds exhibited there were many fine
cnes, representing the Bates and the
Booth strains of blood, and lordly.anl-
mals they were. The three-year-old
bull, the property of the Pemberton es-
tate, was a fine animal, and were it not
for an ovrsight on the exhibitors’ part
in not producing a properly certified
pedigree, it would have carried oftf the
first prize. W. H. Ladner's exhibit was
a creditable one, his bull carrying off
the first prize. H. F. Page, Matsqui,
and J. Reece, Chilliwack, had some good
Holsteins on exhibition, Mr. Page car-
ried off the bulk of the prizes in this
breed. The Kirkland estate showed
some good Herefords. It was awarded
the Lieut.-Governor’s silver cup for hav-
ing carried off the largest number of
prizes in the cattle division. Jerseys as
usual were largely represented, there be-
ing close to 50 entries. The exhibitors
were A. J. Street, J. S. Smith, A. C.
Wells & Son, and J. A. Evans, of Chilli-
wack, and E. Goudy, of Ladner. Mr.
Street was the most successful exhibi-
tor. His herd is headed by a magnifi-
cent bull bred by Mrs. Jones, of Brock-
vile, Ont. A son of his, which Mr.
Street sold to J. A. Evans, was winner
of the diploma for best bull of any age
in the Jersey breed. There were Very
good animals through all the classes of
Jerseys. Mr. Street also won first
prize for the cow making the most but-
ter in 24 hours. A. C. Wells & Son, of
Chilliwack, S. Knight, of Sardis, and
Mary A. Wolfenden, of New Westmins-
ter, were exhibitors of Ayrshires. A. G
Wells & Son captured the greater num-
ber of prizes for this breed. The Kirk-
land estate won the Lieutenant-Govern-
or's silver cup, as they were the win-
ners of the greater number of first
prizes on cattle. There were a large
number of grades shown of good quali-
ty. In this division there was a marked
improvement over former years.

The display, made by Major & Eld-
ridge, the well-known packers, Water
street, in this city, of cured meats, the
product of the hog, was one which
would have done credit to the Armours,
of Chicago. It was as complete an ex-
hibit as could be made anywhere, ana
was one of the attractions of the big
show, drawing comms:nts from the
thousands who beheld it. Nowhere else in
Canada could it be excelled, if even
equalled.

The exhibit made by the B. C. Fruit
and Canning Company, of this city, was
a creditable one.

The O'Kell & Morris Fruit Canning
Company, of Victoria, made a display,
which would have been a credit at the
World’s' Fair, two years ago, in Chica-
go. Nothing to rival it was ever shown
in the Royal City before. The exhibit
was awarded the gold medal, and it
justly earned it.

J. H. Falconer's display was a_  good
one, and carried off many prizes, His
preserved and canned fruits, Jellies,
vinegar, cider and other articles were
greatly admired. The exhibit made by
him was purchased for the Hastings
mill stores, of this city.

Not the least attractive in the manu-
facturing line were the exhibits of the
Standard Soap Works, of this city. Al-
though not long in existence, thrQugh
the judicious use of printers’ ink, well-
#sdirected enterprise, and the manufac-
turing ‘of a first-class article, Mr. Find-
ley has already succeeded in capturing a
very considerable trade.

The B. C. Cooperage, of this city,
made a fine display in its line of manu-
facture, such as barrels, tubs, pails, etc.,
the best undoubtedly ever seen in this
Province.

The sheep pens have attracted con-
siderable attention. Lelcesters were not
represented. Southdowns predominated,
and J. T. Wilkinson swept the board

Dur-
ing the hours it !s in operation ithe hall
round about it {s packed. This institu-
tion and the gentlemen connected with
it are so well-known {n the Province now
that no introduction here s necessary.
Mr. Ruddick and his assistant, Mr. Mar-
ker, returned from ithe -Island on SBatur-
day where they have been hold:ng a series
of meetings since the Victoria exhibition.
They w:l be present at the Fair here
all week, giving practicable demonstra-
tions each day'in the ma‘n buildng. A
very wide-spread interest has been
awakened among the farmers and pub-
lic generally by the éffort thus put forth
to ¢mprove the condition of things in re-
lation to dairy work generally and but-
ter-making in particular. It is pleasing
to note that all the meetings which have
been held have been in every way suc-
cessful. Not only have the object les-
sons in butter-making and the lectures
thereon been valuable, but the assistance
and advice which a man of Mr. Rud-
dick’s experience is able to give the
farmers and others interested at this
early stage in the development of the
industry are bound to be of immense
value to all concerned. [Movements are
on foot in d:fferent localities with a view
to establishing creameries, and the visits
of the itraveling dairy have g.ven 4n
impetus to the industry and placed it
on a footing which would mot have been
atta‘ned in years, in the ordinary course
of events. Last year Mr. Ruddick, along
with others, was engaged in similar
work in Manitoba and the Northwest
Territories and if one looks for results
he discovers that there has been such
an increase ¢n the output of fine butter,
both dairy and creamery, that now we
find Manitoba butter quoted on the
Montreal market at prices which com-
pare favorably with the product of any
of the older districts, and henceforth the
supply from Manitoba is a factor which
must be taken into account in Canadian
dairy markets. There {$ every Teason
to believe that just as good results will
follow the work now being carried on
in this Province with the d:fference that
instead of having to look for,an outside
market our dairymen will be able to dis-
pose of all the fine butter that they can
make right at home.

The Governor - General and Lady
Aberdeen on the Grounds — An-
nual Meeting—Events To-Morrow.

‘Westminster, Oct. 10.—The steamer from
Victoria was late in arriving yesterday,
consequently Hon. Col. Baker did not
arrive in time to open the exhibition as
was expected. However, the president of
the association rose to the occasion.
President Trapp, in a brief opening ad-
dress, extended a most cordial welcome
on behalf of the society to the numerous
visitors present and those yet to arrive,
and heartily thanked the agrigultural
community and business men of the Pro-
vince and all others who had lent such
earnest practical ald and given so cor
dial support to the directors in making
this exhibit so complete a success. He
expected that the hon. the acting Pre-
mier, would have an opportunity during
the fair of addressing the people assem-
bled and declared the sixth exhibition of
the Royal Agricultural and Industrial So-
ciety open to the public, expressing a
hope that everyone would enjoy the cele-
bration. The Indian boy band played the
National Anthem while the assembled
crowd dispersed to various points in the
grounds. The home artillery, mention of
which was inadvertently omitted in our
last issue and which formed an impor-
tant and imposing part of the rather
war-like procession, was in command of
Lieut. Clinton, and the marching order
was often favorably commented upon,
and at the park they formed a guard of
honor with much credit to the city which
is quite proud of old number 1, now No.
4 company B. C. B. G. A.

In the evening the City band gave a
concert in the exhibition hall which, con-
sidering the other events in the theatri-
cal line, was well patronized. The band
never played in better form and was
highly spoken of by visitors.

COL. BAKBR SPEAKS.

The Hon. Col. Baker was presented
with a flattering address by the presie
dent of the R. A. & I. Society upon his
arrival and was afterwards dined by His
Honor Judge .Bole. Col. Baker after ex-
plaining the cause of the absence of His
Excellency the Governor-General from
the opening of the exhibition said the ex:
hibition here was the best he had evet
seen in this Province, which was a most
gratifying fact in view of the existing
trade depression and all the more so aft-
er the disastrous floods of last year. It
spoke volumes for the pluck and energy
of the farmers of this wvalley, Upon
what, he added, does the future of this
district depend? On the natural resour-
ces in it and on their skill in handling
them. They had in this valley over 400,-
000 acres: of very rich agricultural land
and they had an excellent climate. He
urged the need of starting home manu-
factures to consume and utilize the raw
products which they could grow. This
district was essentially a dairying re-
gion and it was also admirably adapted
for raising bacoh and hams. He pointed
to the magnificent exhibit of Messrs. Ma-
jor & Eldridge as showing what could be
done in this line, Fruit was also a lead-
ing crop with them, as was shown by
the fruit exhibit upstairs and by the pre-
served fruits exhibited on that floor. The
hop industry was growing in importance
and value, as our soil and climate were
admirably adapted for that crop. Flax,
he believed, could also be very successful-
ly grown, and while the linseed would
be of great value for dairy stock, the lint
could be used for the manufacture of
fine linens. Fish canning was a great
industry with themj) but now from fish
offal they were able to manufacture a
most valuable and useful manure. These
natural products, then, should all tend
to attract settlers to people their lands.
Coming next to the mining resources, he
eloquently speke of the immense wealth
to be found among our mountains. After
again briefly referring to the flood of
1894, he thanked them cordially for the
address presented to him and for the
opportunity he had of addressing them.

The Governor-General as he stepped
forward beside the Countess to reply
was given a rousing cheer that was
probably haif intended for the good-na-
tured lady by his side, who is a prime
favorite with everyone, and quite shares
with His Excellency the general popular-
ity. The Governor-General after acknow-
ledging in very earnest tones the warm
reception which was being extended to
himself and Lady Aberdeen, and thank-
ing the president and the society for
their kind address, spoke briefly of the
agricultural and industrial advancement
and the progress of art all over the Dom-
inion of Canada. He alluded to the deep-
rooted and whole-souled loyalty of the
Canadian people. He said the women of
Canada were everywhere making their
influence felt for good. The were ,re-
forming us slowly but surely even in
matters of dress, and we men were get-
ting the benefit of it. He alluded to the
triumphs of the Council of Women, and
briefly ‘of the interest the Countess had
taken in their great national work, and
cnocluded with an earnest wish for the
permanent welfare of Canada and Brit-
ish Columbia.

After luncheon Queen's Park was vis-
ited, and at the entrance to the exhibi-
tion building the vice-regal party passed
through a line of marines from
ships at present in the river.

In
the evening Lady Aberdeen presented the
trophies won by the “bicycle races to the
successful competitors during an arrang-
ed interval-'in the band promenade c¢on-
cert, with a few kindly words of congra-
tulation for each which will probably be
treasured as much as the handsome cups
and remembered with proud recollection,
even by the Americans, long after the re-
wards are forgotten. The band concert
was a success, their rendering of the
Railroad March, by special request, being
loudly applauded. A ball in honor of
Their Excellencies and the warships will
be given to-night in the dancing hall of
the Guichon, which has been gorgeously
decorated for.the occasion.

The bicycle races were well contested
yvesterday afternoon and conducted in a
thoroughly practical and satisfactory
manner. The track was heavy, but two
records were made, Dow doing the quar-
ter in 32 1-5 and Winesett the half-mile
in 1.07.

THE KENNEL SHOW.

Some three and a half years ago a half-
hearted attempt was made in this city
to get up a kennel club, but it remained
until last year for energetic Herbert
Brooke and others to so actively take
the matter in hand, and so successful
have their efforts been that the result isg
seen in the dog show held for the sec-
ond year in connection with the great
fair. Space would not permit of a more
extended notice of this important ad-
junct to the exhibition, but now the op-
portunity .is taken to append the prize
list. In all there were about 95 exhibits,
including puppies. The absence of sev-
eral of the larger breeds was very ap-
parent, terriers, spaniels and setters pre-
dominating. The English, Irish and
‘Gordon setters were a fine lot, Mr. Tur-
ner, of Victoria, showing a good bench of
four of the first-named type. In Irish
setters there was little to judge, many of
both sexes bearing relationship to each
other. Spaniels, though not so numer-
ous as one might have thought, showed
an excellent strain, while terriers were
of nearly all breeds, Skyes, fox, Irish,
Scotch, ete. A. Bunahum, of this city,
richly deserved the red ticket for his
mastiff bitch, a flne specimen of this
noble race. For dog and bitch pug pup-
pies Jarret and Burnes, of this city, took
both prizes, the strain being from old
dogs owned by the late Mr. Goldsmid.
Dr. McQuigan’'s dog was too young for
successful competition, but the judges de-
clared it to be a beauty and a likely win-
ner next year. Mr. Battiscombe’s terrier
bitch got a well-deserved first. The prize
list is as follows:

VERNON SHOW.

The third annual exhibition of the

Vernon Agricultural and*Industrial As-
sociation was held in Vernon on Wed-
nesday, the 9th inst. The weather was
exceptionally fine and the turnout of
visitors large. The exhibits were not so
numerous as it was expected they would
be, but in quality they were creditable
to those making them. The show
grounds and buildings of the society are
ample for a large exhibtion. The main
structure  is erected on a rocky bluff,
overlooking the flats. From this a fine
view of the country is obtained. Be-
yond the exhibition grounds is the race
track, one of the best in the Province.
For a sparsely settled farming district
the Vernon society 1s a live, go-ahead
concern. To President A. L. Fortune,
Secretary Barnes and Donald Graham,
M. P. P, the writer is indebted for
many personal favors relative to the ex-
hibits and information regarding the
district. The directors and others were
likéwise obliging and attentive in look-
ing aftér the duties of their respective
offices. The location of the grounds is
9 drawback to the pecuniary interests
of the Society, were they nearer the
city more visitors would assuredly be
found on the grounds, and the gate
receipts largely increased.
The city of Vernon in the past three
years has made substantial progress. 1t
claims a population of close upon 1,000
souls. It is beautifully situated, and
the site for a considerable-sized city is
all that could be desired. Abundance of
fine, pure, fresh water can be obtained.
A couple of good-sized streams flow
through the place. The streets are wide
and well kept. Many of the buildings
are very creditable erections, the public
school and the court house being especi-
ally worthy of mention. Many of the
residences are handsome, tasty villas,
whilst the business blocks would be a
credit to any city.

Good roads lead to and from the city
into the surrounding country—an advan-
tage which tells greatly in favor of the
city as regards trade with the ranchers
and the merchants of the place.

His Excellency the Governor-General,
the Countess of Aberdeen and the mem-
bers of their family J. A. Mara, M. P,
Dcnald Graham, M. P. P., R. Marpole,
H. Bostock, and other prominent people
were on the ground during Wednesday,
and their presence appeared io be much
appreciated by the management. The
Vernon band was in attendance, and
discoursed appreciable music to the peo-
ple.

The outside exhibits were not numer-
ous, yet some creditable animals were
in the _ stalls and pens. Messrs. C.
O’'Keefe, Steele, Lavessere, Faulkner,
Postill & Carson and Megaw were the
exhibitors and prize-takers in the cat-
tle division.

In horses Messrs. Lawrence, Barnard,
Bonneau, Hurd, Lynn, Thompson, Daw-
son, Megaw, Faulkner, Fortune and
O’Keefe were the leading exhibitors and
the animals shown by them wore ex-
ceedingly creditable specimens of the
equine race.

The exhibit of pigs was confined to
Messrs. Mark Hill and Jos. Murray, who
with C. O’Keefe also carried off all the
honors in the sheep division.

In poultry there was a considerable ¢x-
hibit in the cages, by W. Middleton, T.

THE ARMENIAN TROUBLES.

Russia and England Likely to Fight Qver
Them—Refugees Leave the Churches.

Constantinople, Oct. 11.—Late yesterday
it became known that the Turkish Gov-
ernment would finally present to the ‘en-
voys of the six Powers a reply to their
collective note on the subject of the re-
cent disturbances here. This reply, how-
ever, is not satisfactory to the six am-
bassadors. The Porte, in answer to the
enumerated measures taken to preserve
order, declared the Mussulmans were not
the aggressors in the recent rioting, but,
on the contrary, the Armenians kilied in-
offensive Musselmans. The Turkish Gov-
ernment added that as soon as the Ar-
menian refugees leave the churches in
which they have sought refuge, the nor-
mal aspect of the city will be restored.
It .denies ordering that no food be sup-
plied refugees in the churches and urges
the ambassadors to assist in the work of
restoring order, claiming the Armenian
agitaters are intriguing to cause fresh
disturbances. The Turkish notes con-
cluded with the assurance that the Gov-
ernment is about to open an enquiry
into the recent rioting with a view to
discovering the guilty parties. In view
of the unsatisfactory nature of the Porte’s
reply the six ambassadors met to-day
to consider the matter. It is expected,
however, that the dragomans of the dif-
ferent embassies will assist the Turkish
officials in clearing the Armenian church-
es and installing the refugees in their
homes. The Sultan continues to be great-
iy disturbed by the presence of the Brit-
ish fleet off the Island of Lemnos, and
has sent again to the ambassador of
Great Britain, Sir Phillip Currie, to ask
for the withdrawal of the British war-
ships from the vicinity of the entrance to
the Dardanelles. Sir Phillip, it is under-
stood, persists in refusing to recommend
his Government to withdraw the British
squadron.

Advices received here from Trebizond
in Armenia, confirm the report that a
massacre of Armenians occurred there.
It is further reported that a general pan-
ic prevails in that city. The number of
killed is unknown.

Nothing definite has yet been heard
from Sivass, Van or Bitlis, where fur-
ther disturbances between Turks and Ar-
menians are reported to have taken place.

A consignment of 5,000 Manser rifles, or-
dered by the Turkish Government, ar-
rived here several days ago, but they
still remain on the lighters, to which
they were transferred, as the biil of the
manufacturers has not been paid, and
the agents of the latter decline to give
up the rifles until the money is forth-
coming.

Izzet Effendi, the celebrated Turkish
lawyer, has been arrested on the charge
of being the author of placards posted
in the public thoroughfares of Stampoul
advocating the Armenian cause.

The Armenian refugees who took refuge
in the churches at the time of the riots,
and who have persistently refused to
leave these edifices ever since, being fed
there with provisions by their friends
have been persuaded to return to thei:
homes. They evacuated the churches in
the presence of the dragomans of the
embassies of the different foreign Powers,
who were present on behalf of their em-
bassies to ensure the safety of the re-
fugees, and to report on their return to
their homes to their ambassadors.

Berlin, Oct. 11.—The Kreuz Zeitung has
a despatch from Constantinople which
says the Armenian controversy bids fair
to become the starting point of a strug-
gle between Great Britain and Russia for
paramount influence in the Bosphorous.
It Ts not impossible that Said Pasha will
be recalied to his old position of Grand
Vizier. Russlan diplomacy is now trying
solely to secure the removal of Grand
Vizier Kiamil Pasha in which Russia will
even support Turkey against Great Brit-
ain.

The stranger then asked
if Durrant was not interested in her
disappearance, in view of the Tact that
his name had been connected with the
case. Durrant replied that he was. The
stranger then sajd, “ Watch the ferries
this afternoon. That is my advice, She
will try to cross the bay.” Although
Durrant said he was overjoyed to get a
clue to Miss Lamont, .in reply to Dis-~
trict Attorney Barnes' question, he sald
he did not ask the man’s name, resi-
dence or anything about the source of
information he had received. Neither
did he ask for further information on
the subject. He simply watched a man
walk towards Dupont street, and then
Durrant went to a restaurant and ate
lunchecn. He then went to the ferry,
he ‘'says, to see if he could find Blanche,
Four of Durrant’s friends saw Durrant
at the ferry that afternoon, and by one
of them the prosecution - expects to
prove that Durrant went there, not to
meet Blanche Lamont, but Minnie Wil-
liams. Aaron Hoge, an old schoolmate
of Durrant, testified at.the preliminary
examination that Durrant met a woman
answering Minnie Williams’ description,
and boarding a Howard street car with
her, rode to Mission. Durrant testified
that he did not meet any woman at the
ferry, and that he went from the ferry
to the armory to pack up his blankets
preparatory to making a trip to Mount
Diablo next day.  To Frank Sademan,
whom he saw at the ferry, Durrant
said that he was looking for Blanche
Lamont. To Dodge and Dukes, students
at Cooper Medical College, he said he
was waiting for members of the Signal
Corps, who were coming over from
Oakland. When asked yesterday if he
told Dodge and Dukes that he was trac-
ing a clue to Miss Lamont, Durrant re-
plied that he did. The next moment he
realized that he had given a wrong an-
swer, and replied that he did not. He
attempted to reconcile the statements
by saying that he was looking for Miss
Lamont and waiting for members of the
Signal Corps at the same time. Dis-
trict Attorney Barnes asked Durrant
why he left the ferry at 5 o’'clock to
make preparatons to go ‘on a pleasure
trip if he was so much interested in
finding - Miss Léamont, with whose dis-
appearance his name had been so much
and so'unpleasantly connected. Durrant
replied that he did not think it neces-
sary to remain at the ferry longer. The
District Attorney then asked if he told
any one of Blanche's friends of the im-
portant clue he had received from a
stranger, and Durrant replied that he
had not, as he had not had an oppor-
tunity. After vigorous questioning Dur-
rant admitted that he attended the
Christian Endeavor meeting the same
night, where he met a number of Miss
Lamont’s « friends. Among others he
met Thomas Vogel, who Durrant testi-
fied a moment before was more. inter-
ested in Blanche’'s disappearance than
anybody else, except Mrs, Noble, her
aunt. ' Although he had a private con-
versation with Vogel, Durrant told him
nothing about the clue to Miss .

Durrant
was asked if after the disappearance of
Blanche Lamont he told Herbert
Schlager that she had probably been led
astray and had gone into a house of
ill-fame. Durrant said he told Schlager
that Miss Lamont might have been led
astray. Barnes asked Durrant what
there was about the manner or charac-
ter of Miss Lamont to induce him to
make that remark. Durrant said he
knew nothing against Miss Lamont, but
had heard detective, Anthony say that
she might have been led astray. With-
out a tremor Durrant handled Miss La-
mont's torn clothing, which was found
hidden away in the little creases of the
belfry, and denied that he secreted the
garments.

Ccnverts Destroyed in the Chinese Pro-
vinces=The Queen of Corea Killed.

London, Oct. 11.—A Paris despatch to

HOW STOKES DIED.

London, Oct., 14.—The Pall Mall Gazette
publishes an interview with Dr. Michaux,
the Belgian official who is said to have
been the only European witness of the
trial and execution by hang:ng of Stokes,
the English trader, who was executed
by: order of Capt. Lothaire, ithe Belgian
commander at Lind!, Congo Free State.
Mr. Michaux is quoted as sgying that on
January 15th., of the present year Stokes
was brought before the alleged court-
martial, Capt. Lothaire composing the
entire court, he and the doctor being the
only whites present. The only witnesses
were a few Arabs who etated that they
had purchased rifies from Stokes. ' The
trial lasted between one and two hours,
after which Lothaire announced that
Stokes was sentenced to death, and dhat
he would be executed the following day
Continuing, Mr, Michaux is quoted as
saying: “All my intercessions were fut-
ile. Lothaire refused to grant even a
few days’ reprieve. Five o’clock next
morning my servant called me and in-
formed me that Stokes was dead. I rose
hurriedly, thinking Stokes had been
strx'ﬁcken with apoplexy or had poisoned
himself. I was startled to find the gal-
lows and a new made grave. Stokes
had been executed and ‘buried while I
slept. As to his guilt or otherwise, 1
must be silent.”
