Shades and Varieties,

Will it ever stop? With the ap.
pearance of any new catulogue 1t will
be generally noticed that sowe stamp
or stamps wilt appeac catalogued in
some new shade or vuriety, which
has heretofore not b-en mnoticed.
Take for example the 10 cent stamp
oft he 1859 issus of Canada. Io the
55th edition of his cataiogme, Scoté
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prices the above stamp in only one
shade, vig; violet, while in the preéent
edition 1t is oatalogued in three
distivet shades, the violet, red lilao
and black violet, the latter color being
valoed at a much higher price than
the other varieties. -

It is only during the past few years
that the Canada 1859 5cent vermilion
was koown to the collecting publicin
more than the one simple way, bat
at last they bave found & variety
which is valued at $15 00; the differ-
ence in the two stamps being known
{o very few,

So we could go on with an endless
number of shades and varieties which
are described and priced as distinet
kinds.

Already we have a small litt which
miutely describes nearly every known
variety of stamps, incluoding the
“outer lines" and other differences in
the Ubited Staies envelopes; and-bow
long it will ho before a regalar cat-
alogne will appear, pricing and des-

. oribing all varieties and shades, no
‘one knows, bat at the rate we are ad-

vancing at present the time does not
seem s0 very far distant.

‘> go farther Into this interesting
subject there ure the varieties of per-
{oration, these being very noticable in
the isenes of Prince Edward Island.

 For exawple, tue =, 2d 6 pence

atemps of 1861 are perforated 9; the

1870 issue is perforated 12, and [the
remainder in the same way.

Some of the Nova Scotia aud other
stamps axe also catalogued with var-
ious numbers of perforations, but no
stamps of British North America axe
8o noticable in this lie as those of
Prince Edward Island, )

We now come to the numberless
shades of certain stamps; brain
puzzlers to any but the expert. Such
colors as red, crmson, vermilion,
eto. all bave a marked similarity to-
ward each other; while such colors as

- are similar to buff and straw are

somewhat dificult to distinguish; the
latter being mcst noticable in the
paper on which the wrappexs of Can-
ada sre privted.

If you wish to know more about
all the little varietics and thadex
80 common to many stamps, get
“Minor Varieties” by Crawtord Capen.
ard a Color Chart; and thus eqmpped
youcan a.r:an;;e your stamps in any
way wittout difficnlty.

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The Pence Issues of

Canada.

BYW. A, BEATTY.

uch has been written in regard
to the pence issues of Canada
that my remarks are of little
use, but, as there has been no

reliable records of just how many of
these stamps were received and given
out to postmasters, I will enlighten
them on the subject.

On May 2ist 1849, a notice is
mentioned in the Legislative Assem.
bly of Canada, refering to the estab-
lishment of a general Post Office. On
tho following day a resolution was
brought that postage stamps be en-
graved and putmto use. Thig passed
the Assembly on May 25th, and re-
ceived the assent of the Legislative
Couacil on the 26%h.

The,‘Cana&ian Post Office was trans-
fered to the Provincial Government
by the Imperial Authorities on April
6th 1851, and ‘stamps of the values of
8 pence, 6 pence and 1 shilling hav-
ing in the meantime been distributed
to postmasters,

The rates for letter postage was 3d
for lotiers mot exceeding half onpoce
in weight, more than half ounce but
not over one ounce 6d, one and one-
half ounce 9d, and two ounces one
shilling.- - The rates to U. S.--was 6d,
or 94 if to California or Oregon.

The first 1ot of stawps were pro-

cured from Rawden, Wright, Hatoh
& Co. of New- York, and consisted of:

250 000  8d stamps
100 400  6d stamps
51000 12d stamps

In 1854 the Postmaster.-General
recommended the issuing of the 74d
and 10d in order to correspond with
the changes in the packet letter
charges.

The 103 was issued first, then the
1-2d and 74d, the 12d baving been
withdrawn,

Many think that the twelve pence

was especially intended for letters to -

the United Kingdom is not possible,
as therate to those countries was
1/2 aterling, or equal to 1/4 in Canad-
ian currenoy, and that rate could not
have been made up by this stamp, It
was intended for heavy Provincialand
United States letters. The writer
himself has often come acroes letters

sentin Canada before stamps came -

into nse where they were marked
“Paid 1247, so:it was more intended
for homse than abroad,

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Tuo ahove taiie mcludes all the
peuce issues, perforated and unper-
forated. Only the one.half, three
ard six pence were perforated officially
The 1.2, 8,6, 10 and 12 pence were
printed in sheets of 100, and the 7id
in sheets of 120 stamps. The follow-
ing.are the exaot dates of iesae of
each denomination:

3d, 64end 128  April 6tk 1851
10d  Dscember 5th 1854
1.21 and 73d Auvgust 1st 1857

The 1.2d having been used for
aewspaper postage and oity lettexrs
shculd uot be catalogued at itspreseut
price, and the 74 or 10d beng sent out
of the country should be vexzy plenti-
ful in England, where the bulk of
them went.

Empire Exposition to be held in
Montreal from May 24th to Ootober

the governmeut to issne a uew set of
stamps with the portraits of Canada's
noted men, sach as Macdonsld,
Brock, Wolfe, Abbot, Thowpson or
Cartier with .he Queen in widow's
weeds, printed in two colors, about
oue and one-half inches wide by two
inches in length., It would be a good
advertisement for Canada if these

' were issued at the time of the Ex-

position to enable visitors to take
home 28 a memento of this oceasion.

This issue would not be for the
S. S.S. 8. to take hold of,as it
about time that wu shonld bave a new
issue.

A marked copy of this will be sent
to onr Post-Master-Genceral to see if
he cannot do something to enlighten
us on the subject. The Canadian
Dealers and Collectors should petit-
ion the Government to get 1t to act
in this matter, aud to get the respect-
ive members of the Svpate and the
Hounse of Commons to do the same
thing. Letus hear from you about
this matter, aud at once.
