Intelligence little calculated toraise the spirits
of the Jacobites awaited him upon his arrival at
Dilstone Castle, the seat ot the Euarl of Derwent-
water. He there found theear]l and all his adher-
ents in the utmost consternation at the death of
Louis the Fourteenth, and the refusal of the Re.
gent to assist the chevalier with arms, men, or
money, or to do anything which might be consider-
«d an infraction of the treaty of Utrecht,

The Earl of Mar, although not yet provided with
a legul commission as general, bnd set up the stand-
ard of King James, nnd had gathered around it at
Bracmar three hundred of his own followers. They
had all advanced too far to retreat ; bat the maost
sanguine were dismayed and dispirited at the nn-
favorable state of affuirs.

Lord Nithedale alone did not appear atlvcted by

the sovereign that nation rejects. In that case we
are traitors, and we must abide the consequences !

It wes not long, however, before the success
which at first attended the Earl of Mar's strenuous
excrtions elevated the drooping spirits of the Eng-
lish Jacobites to ns high a pitch of cxultation as
they bad before sunk low in despondency.

" He had actually raiged an army of ten thousand
men ; he bhad at length received, and read aloud, at
the head of each regiment, his commission as gene.
ral-tn.chief of the Scottish forces ; and he had dis-
patched to the chevalier o numeronsly-signed ad-
dress, urging the necessity of his immediate arrival
inScotland,  Mr, Forster and Lord Derwentwater,
with Lord Nithsdale, had proclaimed King Jumes
at Warkwort, Morpeth, and Alnwick, They ad-
vanced into Scotland as far as Kelso, where they
were joined by Viscount Kenmure with two hund-
red horse, nud the Earls of Carowarth and Win-
toun, who had aiready sct up the chevalier's stand-
ard at Moffat,

But these temporary successes could not blind
Lord Nithsdale to the clements of discord which
were found in the very union that gave the nssem-
bled forces n somewhat imposing aspect ; and which,
had they with one accord proceeded towards Dum-
frics, and made themaclves masters of the town,
tbus forcing a communication with the main army
under the Earl of Mar, might have ennbled them
to furnish themselves with arms and ammunition
at Glargow, nnd finally to dislodge Argyle from
Sterling.

THE McENTYRE CASE.

Yetter and enclosures from St. Patrick's Congreyation in
Connection with the McEntyre Caae, lo consider which,
the Governors of the Montreal General IHospilal ap-
pointed the Conmitiee on 8th Feb., 1876.

To the Governors of the MoxTtrEAL GENERAL HoSPITAL :
GENTLEMEN,—We have the honor of addressing

you in our capacity of a Committee appointed ata

meeting of the St. Patrick’s Congregation; held on

Sunday, the 16th January last, to take into con-

sideration certain grave difficultics connected with

the McEntyre case. In the view ofarrangiog these
difficultics a correspondence was opened with the

Committee of Munagement early in the past month,

which, however, failed to attain thedesired object,

and left the whole matter in & rather worse coudi-
tion. This remark will explain to your Board the
cavge of the meeting mentioncd above, and the
spirit of the resolutions unanimously adopted by
that meeting, a copy of which we ‘beg to enclose

with this statement. (Sec Appendix 1)

We address ourselves to your Board, as the high-
est authority of the General Hospital, in aspirit of
conciliation, and with the confident hope that our
application will be received in the same spirit, and
all further trouble and excitement prevented.

To satisfy your Board . that a grievous fault has
been committed in tlie case of McEatyre- we place
before you,exact copies of & number of affidavits
(See Appeadix 2) which we belicve establish, even
to cvidence, what were the wishes and intentions
of the deceased, and, consequently, the violence
done to his conscience by the action.of Doctor
Cameron. This evidence was not placed before
the Committece of Management, for the simple rea-
son that the Committee could not be regarded as
an impartial tribunal,.as. some of the gentlemen
<umposing it had already compromised themselves
on the question, by giving urders to Doctor Cameron
to prevent the priest or any other person (Catholic,
of course) from seeing the patient. We may re-
mark here, that this sworn testimony fully supports
every fact and every conclusion drawn from facts,
advanced in the correspondence of the Rev. P. Dowd
with the Committce of Management,

The testimony we produce establishes uncon-
trovertibly the following [acts: That McEntyre
intended, long before bis last sickness te become a
Catholic ; that he was resolved not to die a Protes-
tant ; that ho kept company. with. & Catholic girl,
and engaged to marry her, on the express condition
that he would become & Catholic; that, since hbis
arrival in Montreal, over two ycars, he never enter-
ed a Protestantchurch and thal he frequently, if
nat regularly, attended a Catholic church ; that he
wished to rent a pewin.St.. Patrick’s church, as a
regular attendant in that church; that he even
practiced the dlscipline of tke Tatholic church in ab-
staining from the use.of meat on . Fridaye, and by
bléssing himself befBte ‘and "after meals, Theao
facts wereall anterior. to- his -last sickuness, and
show clearly what his- intentions were, when in
the exjoyment of health and in possession of per-

Guire). That, on the fourth day after the priest was
‘prevented - from seeing him, (during which four
days he-was visited by the minister) he complained
that the priest did not como to see him according to
promise, that he was watching for him two days;
that, when the dying man was told that Father
Leclaire was not allowed to see him, he said:
# Xather Leclaire knows my mind—he is the first
man will lay hands on me when I leave the Hospit-
al ;" that, seeing himself deprived of the coneolations
of religivn he longed for, and feeling that the
Hospital people, who suspected his intentions, were
watching him, he drew a long breath, and then
expressed the bitter anguish of his soul in these
words: ‘“I am surrounded by a crowd of serpents.”
(Sce Testimony of Mary McGuire and of Thomas
Sheehan.)

This, Gentlemen, is a fair sammary of the evi-
dence which makes linown the wish and intention
of the deceased McEntyre to become a Catholic, be-
fore bis sickness, and duriog the time he was in
Hospitsl, up to three days before his death. Four
days of the attendance of the Protestant minister,
and of the exclusion of the priest from the bedside
of the sick man are included in this period. .

We shall now state briefly the factsof the evi-
dence relative to the exclusion of the priest from
visiting McEntyre ;—

On the 26th December McEntyre expressed his
wish to see the priest, this wish was cunveyed to
Father Leclaire noxt morning, when he, without
delay, visited the patient. The ministry of Father
Leclaire was freely accepted, his instructions at-
tended to and his direction obeyed by McEntyre.
Whilst thus engaged in rendering the scrvices of
his ministry to the sick man, on the demaud of that
sick, man the priest wasinterrupted, first by anurse
of the Hospital, and then obliged to desist attoge-
ther by Doctor Cameron. In this interruption of
the priest in the discharge of his solemn duties to-
wards & dying man the doctor was notobeying any
rule of the Tustitution, according to his owan ac-
knowledgment ; on the occasion of the priest's in-
terruption he simply made up his own mind that
it should be so ; the following day when he repeated
hisrefusal, he alleged be bad orders. The doctor
did not venture to allege as & reason for interrupi-
ing the ministry of the priest, that the patient did
not wish to see him, or had not demanded bis at-

understand these distressing. expressions, " I don’
watt hirn” (the minister). : They (the people of the
Hospital) seeing his helpless condition, and suspect-
ing his intentions, were watching him, /1 am sur-
rounded bya ¢rowd of serpents,” ¢ Father Leclaire
knows my mind, when I getatound he is.the first
man will lay- hands on me.”

We hegitate not to affirm.that two offences are
here brought home to Doctor Cameron, and to all
who participated in his act; proselytismand a vio-
lation of liberty of consclence, both under a most
cruel form, because the victim was a’ dying man.
Even could it be shown that McEntyre did change
his mind subsequently, these offences remained
proved ; nor can any afterchange of sentiments on
the part’'of McEntyre, excusc In the least the vio-
lence that prevented the priest of his choice from
administering to him the cousolations of religion
which he demanded. - "

After this statement of the facts connected with,
the McBntyre case, snd which are based upon
solemn and legal cvidence, 8 few remarks will
suffice to correct some errors which appear in the
resolutions of the Committee of Management of
the 10th of January. )

In the second resolation we find the following:
«The Committee caunot recognize any othsr mode
of procuring the services of & minster of religion
thao through the officials at the Hospital.” This
rule is not found in the Constitutions or By-laws of
the General Hospital ; it was fever known to exist
before the 10th of last January. We are clearly
justified in calling ita new rule, made post factum,
to cover the McEntyre case. Hitherto the rule on
this point has been & uniferm usage, according to
which our priests attended a patient in the Hos-
pital—or Ly a relative or friend at the request of a
potient. OQur pastor, Father Dowd, who has an
experience of the Hospital during the last twenty-
eight ycars, assures as tuat more than half his calls
to that institution came through relatives and
friends of the patients. Can this ruie of usage,
hitherto followed without complaiat, and to ‘the
great consolation of the sick, be now repcaled as
meuns of escaping out of an awkward ditficulty ?
Does your Bomrd see no inconvenience in culling
the visits of a priest#irregular and unwarraunted ”
when these visits have been requested by a father
for his sick child, a husband for his sick wife, a
friend for a sick friend?

A Cathalic patieat, though in na dauger of death
may have many reasont for desiring the visit of hia
pastor, these reasons me freely communicated to the
ear of relative a or friend, but would not be entrusted
to an official of the Hospital. We cannot believe
that the Committee of Nanagement took these in-
conveniences into consideration, before promulgat-
ing their new rule, ‘

The third resolution, using the new rule just men-
tioned a8 & basis, goes on to say : “that the visits of
the Rev. Mr. Leclaire to the bedside of McEntyre
for the purpose of rcligious ministrations and of
baptizing him into the Roman Catholic Church
without the knowledge of the Hospital authorities,
were ¢ irregular and unwarranted.!” We rogret to
find the Committee of Managementin the position

tendance; the silence of the doctar on these two
points isa sufficient admission that he, the doctor,
kknew that the patient McEntyre had demnaded the
priest and dgsired his att2ndance, and this presump-
tion is raised to evidence by tho refusal of the doc-
ter to accompany Father Leclairs, Father Singer,
the regular Catholic chaplain,and two witnesses of
his own choice, to the bed of the sick man, to ask
him the simple question, whether he desired the
priest or not. If we suppose that the doctor was
ignorant of the real dispositions of McEantyre, his
conduct in refusing this just and ‘most reasonable
proposal of Father Leclaire cannot be explained on
aay principle of common-sense or propriety. The
tirdy excuse given by. the doctor for refusingan
interview of a’'word with McEntyre, that the patient
was too weak fo bear excilement, cannot be admitted
for a moment. We have evidence, which from a
motive of delicacy we withold for the present, that
a Protestant lady was the same evening . permiited
to make a prolonged visit to the patient, and that
she tried hard to engage him in a rather exciting
form of prayer, which, however, he declined to do.

These remarks fully sustained by the evidence
we produce bring home to Dr, Cameron the serious
charge of having interrupted a priest engaged in the
fanctions of his ministry in faver of a dying man,
who had demanded his epiritual care.

The evidence goes yet further, when on the morn-
in; of the 28th December, the doctor would not al-
lo v Father Leclaire to return to McEntyre, alrendy
under bis care; the doctor eaid, McEntyre must
see his mioister first, and he, the doctor, teok
twenty-four hours for the purpose, dismissing
Father Leclaire during thattime. In this con-
duct of Dr. Cameron we find two grievons of-
fences ; the one is that of proselytism, the
other is & direct violation of liberty of con-
science. Let ustake proselytism. McEatyre asked
for the priest, accepted his ministry, desired to enter
the Catholic Church in order to have the spirituul
benefits of her sacraments, and bad already made
bis preparation for this great change, Doctor Camer-
on appearg, and says no, I will not permit yon Me-
Entyre, you must wait my good pleasure; fixes
twenty-four hours, which time, he, the doctor, em-
ploys to operate, either mediately or immediately,
on the mind and on the wishes of the dying- man,
in order to change his resolution, and to sattle him
back in a church-which for years he had determined
to abandon, A mimster McEntyre did not ask for,
did not wish to see, (“ I don't wanthim,”) is brought
to his bed, and the priest he did ask for, under whose
care he placed himself with confldence, is excluded;
the poor dying may strain his longing eyes during
two days in vain, he will not'be permitted. by this
official to see the priest of his choice, he will not be
permitted to taste the consolations of that religion
in which for years he had resolved to die; Is this
not proselytism? -~ = ° .
Now let us see‘the other offence, & direct viola-
tion ‘of the rights of conscience, Take the evidence
in hand. McEntyre'is prepared to make his con-
fession, and the priest comes to receive that con-
fession ; this is Tuesday morning, the 28th Decem-
ber. Doctor Cameron steps in and forbids the
priest to return to the sick penitent, and thereby
forcibly prevents the sick man from performing a
religious act he desired to perform, and which ac-
cording to his actual belief was of the most vital
importance for his spi:itual welfare. The doctor's
interdict must be obeyed for twenty-four hours. At
the bidding of this official a dying man must inter-
rupt and suspend all his acts of preparation to ap-
pear before God, and during twenty-four hours he
must sucrender his wishes, his liberty, and his con-
science to the fanaticism of Doctor Cameron. What
right had the doctor to invade the dearest and
holiest possession of a dying man’s soul, even' for
twenty-four hours? Could the ‘doctor guarantee
his life for that period of time? What right had
he to trammol the libery of a conscience on tho very
eve of rendering its account to the Supreme Judge 7
Doctor Cameron took away - from poor McEntyre
all liberty of conscience for twenty-four hours, ard
McLEatyre died without having that liberty again
restored to him. .

‘We have clear and positive evidence thaf the
deceased did-not ‘change his mind; but that, find-
ing himself in his weakness watched and suspected
by the people of the Hospital, he made itp his mind
to yield to necessity, and, encouraged by the hopes

The rule of usage, the only one known to exist as
we have already shown, made the visits of Father
Leclaire to the beside of McEntyre both regular and
warranted ; and we presume that it will appear to
your Board, as it does to us, that no good reason de-
mands the cancellisg of that rule, and that both
necessity and reasor demand its maintenance. We
have to add that this ancient usage has never em-
barraseed the admivistration of the Hospital, except
when, as in the case of McEntyre, the officials of
the Hoespitalimproperly interfered with the ministry
of the priest, and the 1eligiousliberty of the patient.
The visgits of Father Le :Iaite were not hidden fiom
the authorities of the Hospital ; on the contrary,
when the proper time came, and before the formal
sdmission of McEntyre into the Church, Father
Leclaire requested the Doctor to change his card,
as he, McEntyre, now professed to be a ' Oatholic.
The evidence before vour Board tells the result of
this polite request, and must counvince the Board
that Catholics cannnot and ought not allow their
religious liberty to be trammelled orinterfered with
by the caprices or prejudices of any official,

The fourth and fifth recolutions are amply re-
plied to in the evidence before your Board.

In the sixth resolution, aliusion is madeto “im
portunity having been addressed to the patient to0
induce him to change hie religion,"—on this we
have to give a word of explanation. This * impor-
tunity ” took place only on the day after McEntyre
had demanded the attendance of Father Leclaire,
and consequently could have no influence whatever
on the religious change of the patient.

The girl from whom "the importunity complained
of came was the sister of the intended wife of Mec-
Entyre, who, seeing him in dangev of death, wished
to induce him not to delay lounger to give effect to
the resolution he had so often expressed to her
whilst in healtb, of becoming a Catholic.

The approbation given in the seventh resolution
to the Lady Superintendent for interrupting Father
Leclaire in the functions of his ministry, and to
Dr. Cameron, for refusing to allow that clergyman
to proceed with his daties, is quite natural.  Some
of the gentlemen of the Committee having already
compromised themselves by giving certain “orders,”
the resolution was simply an act of self-defence.

The resolution states, reagonably enough, that
the Doctor required to know the real sentiments of
the patient, but surely twenty.four hours were not
required for that purpose; a few moments would
have been suficient for a visit to the bed of Me-
Entyre to ascertain his wish, as was rcquested by
Father Leclaire, but twenty-four hours were re-
quired to bring to the sick bed of McEntyrea Pro-
testant minister for whom he did not ask,

The eighth resolution is fully met by the evidence
before your Board,

‘We appeal to the good taste and sense of justice
of your Board to cancal the ninth regolution. The
insult it offers to Father Leclaire affects us all;and
can do no good.- His accusation against Doctor
Cameron is proved to be well-founded by sworn
testimony ; and, besides, the Rev. gentleman has
rights, protected by the laws of the country which
he will not forego when called to exercise his mia-
istry, in the General Hospital or out of it.

In regard to the tenth resolution, we have to re-
mark that, whilst glad to aclnowledge the general
good management of the Hospital, and the invala.
able services it renders to the commuuity, we can-
not admit the claim-advanced by the Committee
* that its management 'has been characterized by
complete freedom from -all -religious distinctions.”
It may be unknown to your Borrd, but truth ob-
liges us to demur to that item of praise, ns not de-
served. We do not wish to enlarge the present
difficulty by adding to it others of the same kind ;
we are, however, in a‘position to assure your Board
that Catholics have occasion to complain of at-

tempts at proselytism, andiof other acts of religious’

Then as to ministers of religion, besides the law of
humanity, there is alaw of religion, whick not on-
1y authorizes them to attend to their flock underall
circumstances, but makes that attendance a solemn
obligation. The minister of religion must surely
bave a right to do what the law of God obliges him
to do. Again, it will not be seid thata patient
forfuits his religious liberty by entering the Gene-
ral Haspital, if not he has & right to the presence of
his pastor, whenever that presence ig necessary for
the discharge of hisreligious duties. Here then-we
find at least two rights when the Committee of
Management says there is none. If visits to the
-Hospital are “not of right. but of suferance” the

Rights do not usvally conflict in this manner, so
that weare inclined to think that all the rightsave
on one side and a mere assumption of arbitrary

Gentlemen, we conclude this unavoidably long
statement by cxpressing the hope that we have
satisfied your Board thata grievous wrong hasbeen
committed in the McEntyre case.

The poor young man bas passed to his Judge,
with the long-cherished wish of his beart uusatis-
fied, through tho conduct of the officials of the
General Hospital, of which you represent the high-
est authority. McEntyre is beyond your reach, you
can not repair the injury done him; but his trusted
pastor so unworthily treated still survives, you can
make some amends to bim, and you can protect
from any injury, similar to tbat inflicted on Mec-
Euatyre, other patients who in their need may seek
the advantages of the Hospital, and may thiek it
for their eternal interests to use their religious
liberty, as he wished to do.

We are willing to forget the past if your Board
will give us what is asked for in the 2nd resolution
—*' an ample guarantee that perfect freedom shall
be given toall patients in the General Hospital to
ask for the clergyman of theirchoice,and toall
Catholic priests, when called for, to attend without
obstacle or hindrance of any kind from any official
of the institution, to the spititual care of all ,those
who may choose their ministry,” Wae disown al-
together every attempt at proselytism,but we claim,
ip the largest sense, liberty of comscience. Our
priests have always carried their respect for this
liberty of conscience, in regard to the patients in
the Hospital, even to the extreme of delicacy,~—Lhey
challenge accusation, or even reasonable suspicion
on this point. Should some further precaution be
judged necessary, the doctor can ascertain for him--
sclf the wish of the patient, only however, in the
presence of the priest, or at lsast of some trust-
worthy Catholic,~any different arrangement can-
not iospire confilence. Nor shonld this demand
appear unreasonable to your Board, since neitber
on the Committee of Management nor amongst
officials of the Hospital have Catholics a single
representalive.

In the love of peace,in the interest of the General
Hospital, ard in a spirit of justice, we respectfully
request your serlous and enlightened consideration
of our demand.

thing could bLe done with £3 from rcach of about
1,050 parishes, if they all contributed ; but as the
support and expense of each student during even a
ten month’s course would be sbout £50, it would
form a slender and slow provision for training the
thousands of masters over the Catholic schools.

Oncarization 1¥ Unster.—It is highly gratifying,
writes the Dublin correspondent of the London
Tablet, to witness the spirit and union shown by
the Catholics of Ulster, and the admirable steps
being taken for their social and political emancipa-
tion in that province, The Catholics of Belfast,
who were 55,675 in 1871, and who are now litlle
short of 60,000, have just erected a magnificent Ca-
tholic hall, which was opened a few days ago by the
Bishop «f Down and Connor, who delivered the in-
augural lecture. On Monday ovening the Very
Rev. Dr. O'Brien, Dean of Limerick, who may be re-
garded as the father of Catholic Young Men's
Socicties and Cathbolic Unions, delivercd a lecture
there, the Lord Bishop presiding. In all the dio-
ceses in Ulster cfforts arc being made, in various
forms—Ilocal branches of the Catholic Union, a
Catholic press, Catholic colleges and intermediate
schoolr, religions houses, parochial iibraries Jand
reading rooms, and registration associations—to
unite, promote, and strengthen Catholics intercsts,
The social and political aspect of the question was
crowned by the formation, last week, in the city of
Derry, of an Ulster Catholic Asrociation, for the
mutual defence and promotion of Catholic intereats
in the province, representntives having attepded
from tha sevural counties. An admirable resolution
was arrived at, without which succeas would be im-
possible, namcely, total exclusion of factious politics,
and the unbroken unicn of Cutholics assuck. Bishope
priests, and flock can thus unite for mutual support,
respecting at the some time the autonomy of local
opinion, whether diocesan, county, borough, Poor
law union, or parochial.

Afterwards, however, he received another ordin-
atiou, He was ordained Deacon, by an American
Methodist Bishop, in the morning of a certain day,
and in the evening of the same day he was made a
full minister, Capellini is now the head of the
Evangelical Military Cbhurch in Rome, which is
maintained at the cost of tho Committee of the
American Methodist Church, the paymaster Leing
a Mr, Vernon. While these scctariaus abuse the
liberty extended to them by a revolutionary Gov-
ernment, they are opposed to the concession to
others of similar tiberty. One of their newspapers,
the Corriere Evangelico, combats vigorously the
cforts made by Catholics to obtain freedom of Edu-
cation. These *“ apes of France, " it says, ' want
liberty in teaching, and by this what do they
mean? They wish to preparc another generation
more eorrupt and depraved than the present, which
they are educating by violence, agitation, and
bribery.” This journal is filled with vile abuse of
Catholics, and with persistent misrepresentation of
Catholic doctrines.

There are at present in Remi» two Bishops whose
names are mentioned with reverence all over the
Catholic World. They bave bad an extraordinary
similarity of career, both have been raised to the
Episcopal dignity at the specinl request of Em.
perors, aed both have just issued from prisons into
which they were cast by their patrons. Those pre-
Intes are the celebrated Ledochowski of Posen,
and Mgr. Vital of Olinda, in Braazil.

The Spanish Government is treating the Carlists
who snbmit with a wise leniency. All who come
in before the 15th of March are to reccive a complete
amnesty, except that deserters from the army will
have to complete their term of service, those who
deserted before the proclamation of the 15th of July,
in Africa, and those who have deserted since in
otber Spanish possessions. Those who deserted
before the 15th of July and have heea made
prisonerg, will be sent to servein Cuba with a
prolongation of term. And the Carlists who do not
accept the amuesty by the 15th of March, and are
captured subsequently to that date, will be sent to
serve in the aimy beyond tho seas or transported
a3 the Government may determine. Of these there
aro not likely to be many, for the Carlists are
accepting the amnesty in masses and fraternising
-with the Royal troops, aud those who bad crossed
the frontier arc being sent back in batches of two
-or three hundred. By a decrce of the 8th of March
(Wednesday) the Carlists who have trken refuge
in France since tie 1st of February have forty days
from _ the date of the decree given them to come
in ; their leaders will have to take the oath of
allegiance before a Spanish Consul, and those who
have occupied certain positions—such as Ministers
war delegates, judges, notaries, or civil servants are
excepted from the benefits of this decrce. The
provinces of Biscay and Navarre are to beocupied
by a force of 80,000 men under General Martines
Campos, and the reduction of the army has already
Jbegan. The soldiers of the class of18%0 have been
sent to their homes, and only about 200,000 men
are to be kept under arms, 30,000 of them being
sent as & reinforcement to Cuba, where the insur-

gents bave just suffered a defeat. - King Alfonso has’
been warmly received at Vitoria. After he has
vigited Santander.and Burgos, he is to make his
public entry into Mddridon the 15th, ‘with the 112
pieces of cannon taken from the Carlists, =

Mr. T. White in his letter to Sir Alexander
Galt says :—

which you secured to them at the time of confeder-
ation remain to this day intact. No suggestion has
ever been made looking to their abrogation. No
request made by Protestants have ever been refused.
A mere handful in the legislature, although nearly
three times ag many as, by the strict division of
Roman Catholic and Protestant, they could secure,
they had the most absolute and entire control over
every interest specially belonging to them, and
subject to the action of the legislature. Their
position certainly caunot be benefitted by any
attempt at political organization based upon reli-
glous opinions such as you suggest.

We may be permitted to allude here incidentally
to Mr. Huntingbon’s Argentenil Speech, and Sir
Alexauder Galt's letter, which form a part of the
recent no Popery Crusade. The Speech of the
former has been condemned in and out of Parlia-
ment, and the letter of the latter has been pro-
nounced a failure and a political bluuder on his
part, and the Defence Allirncs, as the above quota-
tions amply testify, has been denounced in terms
clear, and emphatic.

It is an old saying that out of evil comes good—

THE M'ENTYRE CASE.

Sincoour last issue we have taken the trouble to
took carefully into the pamphlet sent us by the
authorities of the Montreal General Hospital, enti-
tled “Documents and Evidence relating to the case
of William McEntyre,” We are happy to believe
that all the papers connected with that sad case are
faithfolly given. For this the authorities of the
Hospital are to be congratulated on their candour
at least. 'The wrong-doing of the Hospital officials
towards a dying man, established on evidence not
contradicted, and not admitting of contradiction,
and for which the Governors could find no reproofs
nor even preventive for the future, must place
these Gentlemen in a position before the public
both peinful and humiliating. Nor can it raise the
reputalion of the Hospital in public confidence
and esteemn, to have it officially made known that
in regard to Catholics neither justice nor ordinary
protection can be expected from its highest tribun-
al when the obtaining them requires the sacrifice of
religious fanaticism. The small Catlholic minority
on the Committee, if unable to do more, have at
least fully succeeded in demonttrating this ; for, on
every question and division, we find an intolerant
Protestant majority bear doxn every effort to obtain
impartial justice made by the Catholic minority.
Tho proceedings throughout make it evideat that
religions fapaticism, quite at home in its own
stronghold, wasdetermined from the beginning to
assert its supremacy, totally Tegardless of what wes
due, even tor decency sake, to the rights of con-
science, and to the charter of the institution as a
General Hospital. Proceedings conducted in this
spirit, far from being either fair or conciliatory, can
be regarded at best but as a grave mockery of jus-
tice. Nocomplaint of the St. Patrick’s Committee,
though proved on oath, was admitted ; no sugges-
tion of the Catholic minority was adopted ; nota
word of regret for the fatal evil done was expressed ;
not an honest effort recorded to prevent the recur-
rence of any similar evil in the future. The whole
proceedings were fitly wound up with a timid and
obscure admission of liberty of conscience in favor
of patients ; but then the exercise of this religious
liberty is so Jonded and crippled with conditions ;
so entircly placed at the mercy of every fanatical
house surgeon of the Cameron stamp, asto make
the admission of the principle a mere delusion and
gnare. As a complete bar to the froe exercise of
liberty of conscience in the General Hospital noth-
ing more cffectual could be devised than the Bye.
law rccommended by the Governors' Committee.
It wonld be honest to say to the patients at once,
~—the house gurgeon shall be the keeper of your
conscience during your stay in the Hospital ; but
thot would be rather odious ; so the Governors’
Committee, composed of astute men found the
means of doing the same thing without incurring
the odium. Indeed we are deliberately of opinion
that the new Bre-law, in the mind of the framers,
had for object, not the protection of liberty of con-
science, but the absolute prevention of any pati-
eot, how troubled soever in conscience, amnd
anxions to seek peace in the onesold br-
fore death, ever following the example of poor
William McEatyre. We would not willingly do
the gentlemen of the Committee an injustice, but,
knowing the arbitrary and intolerantspirit of exclu-
sive bigotry thatrules in the General Hospital, we
cannotread their proceedings in any other sense.

After these genera) remarks on the report of the
Committee, we have a few words to say on special
portions of that Report. .

On pages 7 and 12 of the Report, Father Leclair
is made to'reply to Mr. Peter Redpath in these
words :—* That he (Father Leclair) had no further
evidence or witnesses whatever to offer’ "This had
reference to the iavestigation of the Committee of
Manngement. .Now, this is incorrect both in sense
and in form. Father Leclairs reply will be found
on page 26, in these words: “ I would be 'happy if
the deliberation of the Committee should result in
some arrangement -that would give in future ample
protection to the spiritual rights of all concerned ;
but I must docline to produco witnesses befors the
Committee, Doctor Cameren has made the Com-
mittee a party to this sad case, by stating that in
his improper interference with me in the discharge
of my ministry, ke acted under orders.” This is quite
adifferent thing from the reply attributed to Father
Leclaj_; by the “Report.” He does not say that
“ he had no further evidence or*witnesses whatever
to offer;” but he declines to praduce any cvidence
or any witncsacs whatever before the Committee,
not because he had none to produce, but because
he regarded the Cominittee at a party to the ca.ie, and
consequently unfit to'be judges, being by the fact
totally-disqualified, and rendered unworthy of con-
fidonce, At the .time.it.wag not known who'

amongst the memibors; of the Committee gave the

orders refered to. The testimony of Doctor Cam.
eron lets ont-the secret. - The ordsrs were given by
Mr. Peter Redpath; President of the Eds’pita.l, and
& membor of the' Committee; and M. Alexande;
Chairman of the Committee, Pretty J udges indeed,
to invite the production of evidence against t.hem:
selves, which, in self-defence, they would be obligeq
to reject. These gentlemen showed better taste
and & more correct sense of justice, when, subge.
quently, they declined to sit on the Governory
Committee ; see page 8. The three letters of Fa.
ther Dowd were already in the hands of the Com.
mitiee. It cannot surprise any body that these
documents with their important facts were entirely
ignored.

During two years Leforz his last sickness,
McEntyre never entered a Protestant Church ; gene
crally attended services in St, Patrick's Cliurch:

self, as a Catholic ; over and over again he declared
to his most intimate friends, that he would never
die a Protestant, in his last sickness he sent freely,
without control or suggestion, for Father Leclair;
to whom he declared his desire to enter the Catholic
Church ; be received instruction, and was prepared
to make his Confession, (a rather sharp test of
sincerity for a Scotch Presbyterian.) Father Le.
clair perfectly convinced of McEntyre's sincerity,
was ready to admit him nto the Catholic: Church

Then all at once Dr. Cameron declares that
McEntyre wished to remain a Presbyterian. Five
minutes conversation with the minister upsetthe
fixed intention of years ; annulled the promises so
often made to bosom friends, and belied all the pro.
fessions of sincerity made, only a few hours before,
in the most solemn mnanner, on the bed of death, to
the priest himself. Was this credible? Should
Father Leclair be expected to believe such a para-
dox on the word of any man? We say distinctly
no. And yet Dr. Cameron had the modesty tolook’
for this homage from Father Leclair.

On three different oceasions the Rev. gentleman
requested to be allowed to hear the truth from
McEntyre himself, in presence of the Doctor and of
two witnesses of the Doctor's choice. This most
reasonable and proper request was three times re-
fused! Shame Doctor! Such conduct obliges ns
to say what Father Leclair did not say—thke Doctor
must have known that McEntyre was not changed,
and that he only awaited the presence of his chosen
pastor to carry out the resolution of years, Thisis
the only supposition that can reasonably explain
the indecorum of such a refusal to any minister of
religion.

Thisis not all. As the minister was withdraw-
ing from the ward after his first visit to McEntyre,
the sick man said to his intended wife,—* That ig
the minister, I-don’t want him.” (See evidence of
Mary McGuire, "page 70.) Must Fathor Leclair be
sabjected to rude-and ipsulting treatment by the
authorities of the Hospital, because he preferred
the oath of 2 virtuous.and respectable young female
to the interested assertion of Doctor Cameron? Is

pected even from a Protestant revival. Ata mis-
sion given recently at Leeds, in England, by the
Bedemptorist Fathers, out of 20,008 inhabitants,
13,000 went to Communion, 2,500 were confirmed
and 162 gave up a religion of casé and comfort to
join the Church that bas a narrow path.

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BLESSING OF THE NEW CHURCE AT
- TRENTON BY BISHOP O'BRIEN. -

That Catholicity is gaining ground-in the Pro-
vince of Ontario ncne but the ignorant or bigotted
will attempt to deny.- This the frequent formation
of new pariches, clearly attests ; to this the incruase
in the number of our charitable and educational
ingtitations beais silent but cldjuent testimony ;
the annual census wherever taken, speake the same
thing, and proclaims nlond the fact that our holy
religion i8 not only advancing but even keeping
pace with the rapid growth of this young
Dominfon, Of the truth of what I am hers assert-
ing the villuge of Trenton furnishes at present
another striking and cndenjsble proof. Within
the laet twelve months the Catholics of this parish
have crecteda temple to the living God, which
would certeialy be a fitting ornament to any town
or city in the country. Formany years they wers
content to asgist at the Holy Sacrifice of the Masg,
in a very humble structure—in a church of small
proportions and with no claim whatever to archi-
tectural symmetry, Hallowed tho' this little build-
iog was to them by many fond associations, yet,
owing to their increasing numbers and wealth, they
determined todiscard it at the beginning oflast year,
and since then their Jiberality has enabled them to
replace it with the stately edifice to which I kave
Jjust referred. The site on which the latter stands
is in every way suitable for the purpose, being one
of the most commanding in the place, and crowned
with many venerable monarchs of theforest. From
it can be gained a beautiful bird's eye view of the
surrounding conutry, as well as of the enchanting
scenery of the far famed Bay of Quinte,

The new church isn frame building veneered
with brick o the outside. Itistwo stories high,
124x60 feet in size, and cost abont $8,000. The
exterior, owing to the side extensions, double roof
and towers presents o fine imposing appearance,
anq t!:c Interior is a perfect model of taste and
artistic wormanship, The whole of the latteris
finished in frescoc. This work is executed in pleas-
ing colors which blend harmoniously together, and
from which there is a complete absence of anything
opproaching the gaudy or fantastic. Throughout
it, in different placee, tiaras, crosses, mitres, croziers,
and other ecclesiastical devices arezatraduced with
charming effect. The pillars supporting the second
roof—10 in number—ore ornamented with statues
which look well on their bandsome pedestals; the
windows, tho' smal, are of very pretty shape; the
pews are strongly built and comfortable with cast
iron ends; and the main part of the edifice terminates
in an apse which forma thesanctuary, within which
nestles o richly gilt and beautifully modelled al-
tar. The appearance of this part of the Church is
much improved by two large representations of the
Resurreciion and Ascension of Qur blessed Lord
painted in flat oil on the wall on either side of the
altar. There is also a gallery for the choir, a bap-
tisterium, a vestry and in fact every convenience
that a Catholic Church should have. Taking it
all in all the building is something quite novel in
Canadas, unique in design, and really beautiful in
the chastc simplicity of its interior finish. It must
be scen, however, to be properly appreciated, as no
words can give cven a feeble idean of the reality.
Well indeed may the Catholics of Trenton, fescl
proud of it ; it is an honorto them in every sense
of the word; o standing monument of their piety ;
and an essurance that they have not proven re-
creant to the fuith transmitted to them through
centuries of suffering, persecution and bloodshed.

The joy which these good people experienced
on the completion of thefr new church was much
enhanced on the 30th ultimo, for on that day they
had the happiness of sesing it blessed and dedicated
to the worship of their Maker, This ceremony was
porformed by the Bishop of the Diocese, the Rt.
Rev. Dr, O'Brien, who, since his consecration, has

.been laboring most indefatigably in the vineyard

of the Lord. Assoon asthe doors were opened on
the above-named day the crowd began to pour in,
and at 11 o'clock the spacious edifice was comfort-
ably filled. High Mass was sung by Very Rev, J.
Farrelly, V. G. of Belleville, Fathers Brennan of
Picton, and Davis, of Hungerford, acting ns Deacon
and Sub-Deacon, and Father McCarthy, of Brock-
ville, a5 master of ceremonies, The choir perform-
ed its part in 8 manner that evinced carefal train-
ing and r correct kmowledge of the rendering of
sacred music, The singing of the three sisters
Mrs. Pelletier, Mrs. Humphrey, and Miss. Muorphy,
each of whom possessesa voice of singular sweet-
ness, volume, and flexibility, was very much adinired.
In the sanctuary were also noticed the tollowing
clergymen from & distance : Rev. Fathers Vincent
and Quinlan of St. Bazilt's College, Toronto; Mac-
key of Tycndinaga; and Browne of Port Hope.
After Mase His Lordship presented himself before
the assembled multitude, and in a few happily chosen
words congratulated the pastor and his congregation
on the successful termination of their labors of the
past year. He spoke in terms of the highest praise
of the new Church, which he designated one of the
largest, most beautiful, and best furnished in his
extensive diocess. Announcing his text he then
delivered a most impressive discourse which was
received with symptoms of the liveliest appreciation
by all present.

The proccedings of this ever-memorable day
were brought to a close by a grand lecture in the
cvening. The audience wasa mixed one, respecta-
ble, 'and go large as to ovcupy every available space.
It hasbeen my good fortune to listen to Bishop
Q'Brien's lecture more than once, but never did I
hear him speak to letter advantage, with more
flnency, power, and animation than on this occasion.
For an hour and a halt ke held complete sway over
his hearers, charming them by the beauty of hia
diction, tho precision of his reasoning, and the
lovlinese of the truths he so graphically set before
them. Onthe conclusion of what I must charac-
terize as a most able lecture, I am sure a hearly
 God bless him” sprung to many s lip, and thence
ascended to the throne of Grace. Yes, God bless
him we all say ! May his valuable life be preserved
for many years to the diocese which is so justly
proud of him ; may his labois in the causeof God
and his {fellowman be blessed with an ever increas-
ing fruit ; and may his magic tongue be long em-
ployed in defence of the dogmas of that grand old
Church of which he is atonce so distinguished and
brilliant an ornament ! )

This article, lengthened as it is, would be incom-
plete withoat s closing reference to the worthy par-
ish priest, This, I feel to be a delicate task ; it may
also be an unnecessary one ; but a sense of justice
compels me to undertuke it. I do not .imend. to
spenk nt length of the widespread reputation which
Father Brettargh has acquired for himself by the
productions of his graceful aud prolificpen ; I know
1 must not mention the virtues that adorn his every
day life, for these shrink inatinctively from the
public gaze ; nor shall I attempt to describe, in
fitting tevme, the fidelity with whieh be bas dis-
charged tlic duties of his sacred calling for the past
twenty-two years, I am well aware that personally
he does not care for the cphemeral breath of hu-
man commendation—that he secks a higher reward
than this for his labors in the ministry., However,
in writing about the new Church, I consider it but

March 3, appears a quotation from the Montreal
Witness to the effect that « at Bolegna on the 20th
Oct. 1553, their Romish bishops gave the following
written answer to Pope Julins IIl, when desired to
furnish their counscl as fo the best means of
strengthening the Church.”

means of strengthening the Church is a palpable
falsehood.  * The above document,” says the Wit-
ness, * is 08 important a testimony against Rome
and all Romanizers on the 20th Oct. 1875, as it was
on the 20th Oct, 1553 Exactly s0,—no testimony
whatever, No Catholic Bishop, no Catholic priest,
at the present day, Chiniquy and Gerdernan excep-
ted, could be found capable of endorsing so mons-
trous & testimony, That there exist many passages
in the Old and New Testament difficult of compre-
heosion, I readily admit; but they are difliculties
which all who accept the Bible as the Word of
God must be content to sharé in common. The
Catholic Church relying on the promised nid and
permarent guidance of the Holy Spirit is compet-
ent to deal with all those difficulties,and trusts toa
Uvely faith on the part of her children fora ready
acquiescence in her explanations and decisions. I
have been in the habit, Mr. Editor, of readiug the
Scriptures from my infancy; and hitherto I have
failed to discover that mighty discordance between
the doctrines and practices of the Itoman Catholic
Church and the written Word of God, The doc-
trines of the Trinity, tho Incarnation, the Real Pres.
sence of Christ in tho Eucharist, the power of Lind-
ing and loosing, the power vested in her priests to
forgive or retain sins—baptismal regeneration—the

.indissolubility of the marriage bond, one faith, one

fold—one shepherd,— are plainly inculcated in

the Word of God. Her practice of confussion, of
praying for the dend, of anointing the sick, of venc-
ration of relics, of fasting and mortification, of
voluntary poverly, chastity and self-abnegation, &e.,
practices which Protestants are taught to look

upon with horror, must be patent to the most su-
perficinl reader of the Bibie.

The Catholic Church go far from being the
enemy of the Bible, as the Witness insinuates, has

ever been its most devoted custodian and expounder,
The rcal cnemy of the Bible is Protestantism,
which by submitting its pagesto the feeble light
of private judgment, bas eventually ended in deny-
ing ite divine inepiration. A& a-proof of this we
have only to point to Germany where at the pre-
sent day, the Bible may be considercd as a closed
book. In the early period of the Reformation, that
country took the lead in Dbiblical discussion and

biblical progress. At the present hour I doubt if
protestant Germany contributes one cent to the
spread of the Bible at home or abroad. But why
travel to Germany to find in what light the Bible
is held by Protestants? We have here in this good
city of Montreal the Rev. Mr, Green pastor of the
Church of the Messinh, who in a series of lectures
delivered recently and reported in the Star, denics
in no doubtful Janguage the right of the Bibtle to
be condsidered a divinely inspired record. I do net
propose to cullghten the Rev. gentleman on the
numerous difficulties which beset his path from
Genesis to Revelations; but I will say that had
said lectures or sermons been preached in any
Catholic Church of this city or elsewhere, endless
would have been the indignant protests, and irre-
fragable the proof that Rome was the enemy of the
Bible. The Rev lecturer asks—* Why should we
reverence the Bible? Because our fathers and
mothers loved it and taught us to love and esteem
it.” But he immediately adds, * Qur fathers and mao-
thers may have madea great mistake:” Oh! yes
The Rev. gentleman would venerate the Bible, not
for any intrinsic value therein, but in the same
degree as he might be supposed to venerate his
grandmother’s old arm chair. Listen to the Bev.
Mr, Green’s opinion of the Bible, " This is my
test of the value of any book of the Bible: Does
it teach the truth? But who is to decide whether
it does or no? I am to decide for myeelf,—You
ought to decide for yourselves. You kuow that
Moses often enforces with a—thus saith the Lord
commands and sentiments that outrage every true
Ohristinn feeling,” With the ¢ korrid” CIX psalm the
game gentleman has no patience. 1f the Rev. Mr,
Green be not an iofidel, I would like to know what
an infidel means? . Lord Bolingbroke, Tom Payne,
&c., have adduced no stronger arguments against the
inspiration of the Bible than this fo called pastor
of a Christian Church. One thing is pretty certain,
—he must have had some experience of the soil on
which he was sowing. broadcast his infidel seed,
Protestant ministers, as a rule, do not preach any
doctrine distastefu! to their patrons and supporters:
hence we may readily infer that his audience drank
in with willing ears his three succestive lectures
on the failacy of the Bible,

Mr, Editor, it is recordedin the fizst book of the
prophet Samuel Chap. iv, that the Ark of the Lord
fell into the bands of the Philistines and great, no
doubt was the rejoicing on that memorable ozca-
gion. In lilke manner, at tha period of the Refor-
mation, the Ark of the Scripturcs was taken away,
and became like a plaything in the hands of man,
woman and child, But as in the former instance
the presence of the Lord did not accompany the

The suffragan Bishop Janiszewski, of Posen, -has
Tecoived a summons from Government to 1ay down
his office.

The Feuille Oficiclle (Berng) announnces that M,
Voncesch, the leading spirit in the establishment
of the heretic parish of Burg, solemnly retracted
his crrors before his death, and edified all his
family, relatione, and friends by the sincerity of his

The Liberte (Fribourg) points out that an impor-
tant centenary will be kept this year in Italy. In
1376, Pope Gregory XI. left Villafranca, and
travelled by way of Savoue to lome, there, after 70
years of sorrow for the Church, to re-establish the
Pontifical throne.

The name of Daniel O'Connell is much honoured
in Romo im having become the watch-word of a
society called *The O'Connell League.” The
object of this nssociation is the protection of
Catholic interests. The point they are at present
pushing is to obtain for Catholic Education a full
and perfoct freedom.

The woe of the good inhabitants of Witten is
reported to have been heart-rending when they re-
ceived the sad tidings that their only parish church
would immediately be handed over to the Dollin-
gerites, by order of the Ober-President of West-
phalia, Certainly the proverb “il y a encore des
Juges a Berlin” has become a grim satire.

The Pelerin announces that the Italian Catholic
pilgrims, after having made their visit to Rome,
intend to celebrate with great ceremony, the anni-
versary of the famous battle of Legnano, gained on
the 29tk May, 116, against the Emperor Frederick
Barbarossa by the confederated armies of the
Italian republics, who were blessed by Pope Alex-
ander III.

The congress advocating a generdl disarmament
is going to be held in Rome, and the presidency
has been offeved to Garibaldi, who has occupled it.
There are to be delegates from all mations, and

“their aim is good enough, namely, to substitute
an interaational arbitration, for the sword and the
gun, in the settiement of any differences between
nation and nation,

The Prussian Government begins todepose parish
priestg as well as bishops. The Rev. Rozanski,
parish priest of Gora, in Posen, who is still in pri-
gon, 1as been summoned by the Ober President, to
lay down his office. He brietly replied that, a Court
of Justice being incompetent to depose him, he re-
fused to comply with the Ober-President's request.

Several priests of the province of Posen had sold
their furniture when they were threatened with
actions for May Law offences. In this step tho
Government saw an attempt to defrand the Exche.

-quer and prosecuted the rev, gentlemen accordingly.
One of them has just been condemned to five days’
imprisonment. At the present time, the priests of
this much persccuted diocese lie under the threat of
fines to the amount of 139,221 marks.

During the Carnival in Rome, a most edifying
spectacle was presented by the true Romans, who
were occupied in the Church of the Gesue in an ex.
erclse which has received the name of the # Carni.
val sanctified.” Every day therc were sermons
preached, set prayers recited, and then the Holy
Eucharist exposed ; before which a silent multitude
of worshippers sngaged in earnest prayer, asa re-
paration for the folliea, and Bblasphemies, and eacri-
lcges that were going on elsewhere.

that Garibaldi is neither the life nor the soul.
They are down upon bim, too, for having a Royal
march played during his progress; but they forget
that the gencral getsa hundred thousand francs a
year from the king, and nodoubt they would them-
selves be glad to play a Royal march now and then
for a much less consideration.

The Pope’s Vicar-General, Cardinal Patrizi, con-
secrated the new Bishop of Nepi in the Church of
the Apolinare, assisted by Archbishop Howard and
Archbishop Senti, the Vicegerent. All the foster-
sons of the Papal Seminary attended at the function,
which was one of the most grand and imposing of
modern days. Inthe firm persuasion that the Gov-
ernment wilt refuse bim possession of his proper
episcopal residence, his connection, the Marquis
Sezzani, has placed at the disposal of the new
bishop a palace which le has, about a mile distant
from the cathedral church, and there the bishop
intends to take up his residence, and so avoid any
undigaified litigation about lodgings.

The distress of the Prussian priests begins to be
bqwerly felt by poor parishes ag well as hy immed-
iate sufferers themselves. What makes their posi-
tion the more painful is the necessity of keeping
offerings or collections secret; for whenever 2 man
is caught by the police giving his contribution or
advising others to do so, he is at once taken up,
brought before a magistrate, and invariably punish-
ed. Parishes are not even allowed to give what
you call in England testimonials to a priest, The
other day the parishioners of a poor little village
neor St, Wendel, in Rhenish Prussia, were anxious
to present their beloved pastor with a remuneration
of 309 thalers, but the government ot Treves for-
bado the payment, becauso the priest could bave
his ealary if he chose to acknowledge the May
Laws —Cor. of Catholic Times.

Thanks to the plans of M. de Moltke and to the
favours of M, Decazc, says the Univers, the invinci-
ble heroes Moriones, Loma, aud Primo de Rivero
have trinmphed, at the end of four years,nnd with
109,000 men ngainst the small army of Don Carlos,
The War Oftice at Berlin and cosmopolitan Free-
masonry have overcome the heroism of a sparse
population, armed to defend their rights and their
faith. Itis a victory worthy of the period, to which
will bo wanting no sort of applause. All the lib-
erals npplaud at the fall ofa cause which represents,
in o corner of Europe given over to contest, the
battle between Catholicism and the Revolation.
It is their own victory swhich they celebrate, for
the true conqueror is not Don Alfonso nor any of
his generalg—it is Revolutionary Liberalism which
now triumphs by force of arms in Spain, by univer-
sal suffrage in France,

A most extensive forgery has been committed by
means of bills of exchapge with no less a name
than King Victor Emanuel forged to them, The
signature deceived even the most familiar with the
King's subscription; and, on examination with a
microscope, there are faint traces of pencillings in
the letters, so that it appears to have been traced
against the light, from some renl signature of his
Majesty, and then inked over. But the cleverest
part of the forgery was the way in which the sig-
nature of the King's “"agpiordomo and his Majesty's
private scal becamne £i.cd to the documents. The
forger contrived to have an audience with the King,
and took his bills in with him. On coming out of
the King's cabinet he held the things in his hand,
boldly showed them to the officials who were in
waiting, and requested that the BMaggiordomo’s
counter eignature and bis Msjesty's seal might be
attached ; and this was most graciously doue, with
many bows and compliments to the bold and clever
villain.

Animated by the desire of raising up to a higher
life that land where for six years he had suffered
all the pains of cold and hunger that an unpitying
master could inflict, St. Patrick returned to [reland
to regenerate her people in the waters of Baptism,
to raise aloft the Cross.of Christ, and to substitute
for their pagnn worship the religion of the true
God. Nowhero in the whole world did the word of
the Gospel find heafts more fitted to receive it,
more eager to listen and ready to put it into prac-
tice—nowhete else was manifested so great a zeal,
or 50 great a love for heavenly things. St. Patrick
apeake, and kings, nobles, chiefs and people listen
and follow him, and testify for their apostlo that
respectful veneration and passionate love which
still we find in Ireland unextinguished and as great
after a lapse of 13 centuries, : '

Irish Bards, borrowing
their ingpiration from the heavenly choirs, gave
voice to such beautiful music that, an old writer
says, the angels hovered over Ireland tolisten to the
melody. ) : .

As Christianity developed itself o did learning.
The Irish monks became the worthy rivals of their
brethren in Gaul. TUndismayed by obstacles, over-
coming all the intricacies of the langunges of Greece
and of Rome, their boldness secmed to equal their
great faith, And soon an imperious necessity seems
to urge them to leave sheir island home, and bring
with them abroad the lights of science and of faith.
Henceforward this nation of monks becomes par
excellence & people of missionaries—and whilst from
every land students hasten to the Schools of Erin her
lcarned monks leave her shoresto teach in foreign
universities—so that to-day wherever the European
traveller goes he will ind ashrine where the peo-
ple still honcur the relizs of some of these early Irish
Saints. ’

But since this time, the Golden Age of Ireland,
she has traversed many centuries of glpom and
suffering. Betrayed, tending beneath the weight
of every woe, Buffering ;rom every evil that ingenuity
could impose, but a nation yet and unsubdued,
poor Ireland, alone inall her weakness, has ever
opposed a firmness, unknown among other peoples,
to the cruel policy and insulting fanaticism of her
prosperous oppressors, United however, beneath her
national flag, and kneeling at the foot ofher holy al-
tars, she has there fourd in her adversity that secret
of energy and perseversnce which has been transmit-
ted from generation to generution of her sons, and
that still is found there where you bave met an
Irishmen. And it will always be the glory of that
island of Hope to be able to shew inevery age,
alongside the names of innumerable martyrs for the
faith, those of her O’Conuells and (’Connots,
O'Neils and O'Briens, names that appear in her
history like blood-staized phantoms to darken and
cloud the glories of invincible England.

Ircland, bowever, hss not ceased to spread abroad
the bright light of faith, and the trials she has pas-
sed through have not destroyed the fruitfulness of
her apostolate. To England, steeped in the sin of
ungrateful heresy, she bas returned gocd for evil.
and has made the desert blossom with the fairest
flowers of faith—and Ireland, suffering though sbe
be,seems to have recovered much of her former
glory, conquering thus in the name of Christ.

Such is the great missionassigned to Ireland, and

such the grand spectacle that alike presents the |-

story of her prosperity,and glory of her misfortunes.
We Catholics are happy to proclaim her merit and
to speak aloud in praiss of that nation so great by
her faith, suffering on account of that faith, and con-
quering for the fuith, Descerdents of another race,
and soldiers of another flag, we claim together with
our Irish brethren to be children of a higher father-
land where our patron saint and theirs are united
in the brotherly love of Heaven. And on earth
there is a link that binds us to each other, we ac-
kunowledge the same sovercign Pontiff, for whose
defence in the hour of danger, the sons of Ireland
and of Canada offered the assistance of their arms,
Then let us wish you, our Irish brothers, a happy
St. Patrick’s day. Weapplaud your enthusiasm, and
pray to St. Patrick that Jreland may ever remain
what she isnnd bas ever been,—ezceptis cinculis,

manure well, and mulch with hay or straw during
the winter. But to those who are not particular
as to the size, and only want an abundaace, the
bed system is tho easiest attended to. Set out a
bed six feet wide and 20 to 50 feet long, put tle
plants a foot or nine inches apart all over the go:l,
then let the runners spread, and in the second
year you will have all ‘the strawberries you cin
take care of. But it is troublesome to keep the b. d
clean, and weeds and grass will grow in spite of
often pulling up. So at the end of the second
year it is easier to plough up the old bed, and set
out anew one, than take care of the old. This
might seem like careless culture; yet many prefer
an easy path to finit, rather than take much
trouble. It is, of course, well known that, if
rupners are allowed to grow, the pareat plant is
weakened, and berries suffer in size, quantity and
quality. But many do not mind the size, if they
can but get plenty to eat., *

StacgErs—IxDigesTION —A Hammonton (New

ork) correspondent writes: “I have a valuable

farm mare that is troubled with itching at the end
of her nose and a slight jerking of the head, asfrom
flies, scratching her nose against the ends of the
ghafts. Two woeksago she fell down in the plow
barness. To.day, after I had watered her in-the
& able, she seemed to havea kind of fit; but did
not fall, but staggered and stamped around badly,
lasting about a minute, then all right and went to
eating ; but still she appears a little stupid, and not
free to go around as usual.  Before this she has
always been well. Can you tell me what is the
matter and what will cure her?" Reply.—The
trouble is evidently what is known as “ staggers,”
or congestion of the brain, resulting from indi-
gestion and distension of the stomach and bowele,
It is often cailed “stomach staggers,” and frequent-
1y occurs when horses not subject to indigestion
are overfed with grain or green food. The only
proper treatment is to relieve the bowels by a purge
of half an ounce of powdered aloes in warm water,
or a pint of linseed oil, or an injection of warm soap
and water with a handful of salt. Afterwardsto
feed the horses very cautiously, giving only the
lightest and best food, viz.: sound timothy hay,
cut, moistened, and mixed with oats and rye ground
together; half a tablespoounful of salt and a tea-
spoonful of ginger should be given in each feed. A
dram of sulphate ofiron in each feed for a week
would be of use, : Care must also be taken to give
water in small quantities, but often, and always to
treat the horse so0 that the stomach may never be
overloaded or overworked. If this is neglected
there is danger that on some occasion a fatal attack
my occur.

SerTivg MiLk.—The following is the reportof a
committec appointed by a farmers’ ¢club in Bucks
County, Penn , to make a comparative trial of the
two plans of setting milk, viz, in deep and shal-
low pans,the trial being conducted in the dairy
house of Mr. Eastburn Reeder :—The pool for deep
cans is 36 inches long, 12 inches wide, and 20
inches deep, holding 36 gallons of water, The pool
is filled with melted icc-water, flowing from the ice-
box in the top of the refrigerating or cooling cup-
board, and when it is filled thesurplus water is con-
ducted in pipes to the drain, and passes out of the
building. The melted ice-water keeps this cool at
a temperature of fifty-eight degrees. Four deep
cans were expressly made for the purpose, eight and
& half inches in diameter and twenty inches deep,
capable of holding five gallons, or twen'y quarts,
of miik, if filled to the brim ; but eighteen quarts,
or four and a half gallons, fills them eighteen inches
deep, which is q iite as deep as they should be filled
for conveniencu in handliug. A * concical shaped
dipper,” of the approved pattern, was also made ‘or
dipping off the cream from the deep cans, and like-
wise & Jarge kettle, capable of holding ten gallons,
in which to mix all the milk used in the trial. On
account ofa scarcity of milk in the mornings, but
eight gallons were used at & time during the trial.
Four gallons of measured milk were put in one deep
can, filling it just sixteen inches deep, and weigh-
ing thirty-four pounds, The same quantity of this
previously mixed milk, by weight and measure, was
put in ordinary #in milk pans (four quarts to the
pan,) and filling them threec inches deep. This
wasg repeated for fourtcen milkings, one week,—
making a total of 486 pound’s, or 224 cans, and the
same amount in fifty-six pans three inches deep.
The water in the pool, as before stated, wasat a
temperature of fifty.eight degrees. When a can of
warm mllk was immeised in it, it raised the temper-
ature to sixty degrees, but by the expiration of ten
or twelve hours it would be lowered to fifty-eight
degrees again by the inflow of fresh ice-water. A
piece of ice was put in the pool after the third day,
80 a3 not to let the temperatuve be varied any more
than could be helped. The pans of milk were set
on actone floor wh :rethe tempe ature was sixty de-
grees. During the whole trial the tempernt ire
ranged as follows : In the pool, from fifty-eight to
sixty degrees ; in the milk room from sixty to sixty.
eight degrees. Great care was taken to preserve
the uniform temperature during the whole trial by
admitting coolair at nizht and excluding the warm
air during the day, which necessary feature is un-
der complete control. The milk in both cans and
poans stood forty-eight hours, when it wag skimmed.
The cream raiged one inch in depth in the deep
cans. The amount of cream obtained from the
deep cans was 46 pounds, from the shallow pans 57
pounds. The last skimming was done on Tuesday
evening, Aug. 17, when the cream was placed in a
cooling cupboard and the temperature lowered to
fifty-four degrees. The churning was done on
‘Wednesday Aug. 10, The 46 pounds of cream ob.
tained from the deep cans waschurned first—butter
came in thirty minutes, and yielded fifteen pounds
and tvn ounces. The cream from the shallow pans
(57 pounds) was churned immediately afterward—
butter came in fifty minutes, and yielded 21 pounuas
6 ounces. The result of this expertment, which
was conducted as fairly as possible, indicates a gain
of 5 12-16 pounds in favor of the shallow pans, or
over forty-five per cent, The milk used in this
trial was the product of three thoroughbred Jersey,
two Guernsey, and three grade cows, and averaging
over five pounds per cow, ifall the butter had been
obtained from all the milk, The difference in
time of churning is attributable to the churn being
over-loaded with cream from the shallow pans.
The butter from the deep cans was pronounced by
some to be a trifle the best, although both would
rank ag strictly first class. The dairy-house, in
which the experiment was conducted, has been so
fully described thot nothing more is necessary in
that particular. Itis especially adapted for con-
venience and the making of giltedged butter, being
both cool and dry. -The floor had been washed on
the morning of the 19th,and was perfectly dry by
eloven o'clock. The cooling cupboard under the
Ice-box is provided with slate shelves, on which the’
butter is placed to harden before being sent to mar-
ket, The pool before mentioned isa very suitable
place to keep the cream before churning, as it
should bs kept at a lower temperature than the
milk, It isnot built so much under ground .as te
make it tiresome in carrying the milk in and out
of it ; in fact we, after giving it & critical examina-
tion, are unable to tell how it could be improved.
