1 do not believe there exists a scene
more dlSU’AA‘lAth, and at the same
time more farcical, than the inspec-
tion of the passengers’ luggage at
Charing Cross on the arrival of the
5.15 mail _in the evening of even
day except Sunday.

only Trust Company in Canada. Now, we have seven trust companies in On-
tario, three in Manitoba (with another seeking incorporation there), two
in Quebee, with agencies all over Canada, and two in the Lower Provinces
I —in all fourteen companies. Some of these trust companies were establish-
ed by chartered banks, and are practically being carried on by them, inas-
much as the directors of such banks are also on the board of the trust

companics, thus throwing the whole weight of their influence, which is very

reat, in favor of the trust companies so affihated Moreover, a loan
company in Western Ontario has also establisbed a trust company with the
same directorate on both boards

Many of these new companies undertake every varicty of financial work,
yromoting industrial organizations, underwriting bond issues, aud in many
nstances competing with the banks, inasmuch as they 1eceive depe and
wceept cheques drawn against them in the same manuner as chartered hank
with the exception that they pay a bigher rate of interest. Not only this

but guarantee companies have practically entered the fleld, and their bonds
are accepted by Surrogate Courts, which enables estate to be wound up
either directly or indireet] under their supervisior

I do not wish it 'to be understood that I am finding fault with this
greatly enlarged scope of trust companies in Canada. In this respect the
Governments of the Dominion and the Provinces, in  granting such wide

charters, are simply copyving the methods in existence in the United States,
!under which trust companies in that country practically are banks with the
control of enormous accumulations of capital, out of which they earn enor-
mons profits.
