I goo, and at the hour of half-past ten o'clock in the 
forenoon, which place and time the Presbytery of London met and was 
constituted with Divine worship.

The report was, on motion, received and adopted and ordered to be 
engrossed in the minutes.

Mr. W. J. Clark addressed the house in the interests of 
the Century Fund, urging the vigorous prosecution of 
the canvass, especially in behalf of the Common Fund.

Opportunity was given those present who desired to unite by profession of 
faith, and as none offered the above was declared the communion roll of Mc­
Bride’s Church.

It was moved by Mr. Drummond, seconded by Mr. Currie, that Messrs. 
Robert McMillan and James McArthur of Dutton, and Mr. J Lachore. of St. 
Thomas, be the interim Session of the congregation.

Mr. Currie moved and Mr. Steven seconded, that the election of a Board 
of Managers be deferred till a subsequent congregational meeting and that in 
the meantime the Board hitherto acting be continued.

It was moved by Mr. Colin Campbell, seconded and agreed, that the name 
by which the Church has hitherto been known be retained, viz.—McBride's 
Church.

It was moved by Mr. A. Turner and seconded by Mr. Henry Killen. that 
action on the Presbytery’s request that the congregation forego their claim to 
the manse property at Fingal and ask it to be paid instead to Dr. Sutherland, 
lie deferred to a subsequent meeting of the congregation.

It was moved by Mr. Colin Campbell, seconded by Mr. Henry Killen, that 
while expressing sympathy with the Presbytery’s request that Dr. Suther­
land’s salary be paid till the end of the year, the decision of this matter tie left 
for the future, as no meeting of the congregation bad been held to consider the 
matter.

Conference was then held with the congregation ami the representatives of 
Chalmers Church, Dunwich. who were present. After lengthy and friendly 
discussion with regard to the proportion of salary to be paid by each congre­
gation, arrangements regarding the manse and hours of service, it was agreed 
to leave these matters to a joint meeting of the managers of both congrega­
tions. The Commission then adjourned to meet in Fingal in the afternoon at 
3 o’clock, and was closed with prayer.

Licensed. Nico* Nicol with a view to license. Mr. Nicol read a popu­

lar sermon from Hebrews xii., 1, and an expository dis­
course ou Gen. xiii., 6-13 ; also, instead of criticals, he read two essays, the 
first on “The Messianic Element in the Psalter—its truth and development 
the second on “Dying with Christ—its significance," based on Horn. vi„ K. 
The committee recommended that his trials lie accepted and that he be licensed 
to preach the Gospel. The recommendation was adopted. Mr. Nicol was 
then called to the bar of the Presbytery and answered the prescrilied 
questions as put by the moderator, who then by solemn prayer and the right 
hand of fellowship, did in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ and by the 
authority of the Presbytery, license Mr. Nicol to preach the Gospel. The 
Moderator then counselled him in suitable terms, and the Presbytery instructed 
the Clerk to give him an extract of license.

J. Clark, J. Lindsay, ministers, and Mr. Jas. Patterson, elder.

The edict was returned certified as having ..,en read on 
two consecutive Sabbaths. Dr. Johnston read the usual 
proclamation to the assembled congregation. No ob­

jections having been offered, the Presbytery repaired to the church and pro­
ceeded to the induction. In the absence of Mr. D. R. Drummond, Mr. J. (). 
Stuart entered the pulpit, and after conducting devotional exercises preached 
an appropriate sermon from the third chapter of Malachi. After the sermon 
the Moderator briefly narrated the steps that had been taken towards filling 
tbe vacancy. The usual questions were then put to Mr. Watson by the Mod­
erator. Satisfactory answers having been given, he did by prayer, in the 
name of the Presbytery induct him into the pastoral charge of the congrega­
tion, after which the brethren gave him the right hand of fellowship.

In thu absence of the Moderator, Mr. Jas. Little was, on motion, duly 
caUed to preside, and constituted the Presbytery with 

Sederunt. prayer. Sederunt—Messrs. J. Little, Moderator />ru Inn,
A. Henderson, Clerk,.las. Wilson, J. Currie and J. G. Stuart, ministers, and 
Elliott Grieve, elder. Dr. McCrae was also present. Messrs. E. H. Sawers 
and E. Ballantyne were invited to take part with the Presbytery. The Clerk 
laid on the table an extract minute of the Presbytery of Barrie translating I)r. 
McCrae to this Presbytrey. The edict was returned as having been duly 
served. At the request of the Presbytery, Mr. Stuart made public proclama­
tion to the congregation that the Presbytery was in session and would bear 
objections to the life or doctrine of Dr. McCrae with proof thereof, if any were 
to be offered. Mr. Stuart reported that no one appeared to offer objection. 
The Presbytery appointed Mr. Stuart to address the congregation after the in­

duction. in the event of Mr. McGillivray not being pres­
ent, and then repaired to the church. Mr. Jas. Wilson

prescribed (|uestions to Dr. McCrae, which were satis­
factorily answered. The Moderator then, after solemn 
prayer, did, in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ, 

induct Dr. McCrae to the pastoral charge of the congregation, The brethren 
present extended to hint the right hand of fellowship. He was then 
suitably addressed by Mr. J. Currie. Mr. A. J. McGillivray being now 
present addressed the congregation and the congregation was dismissed with 
the benediction.
