—The general traffic agent of the
C.P.R. at Winnipeg has notified the
grain trade that the C.P.R. will re-
ceive wheat for shipment to Fort Wil-
liam from all points in the west.

—It is officially stated that the an-
nouncement that the Dominion Govern-
ment has decided to grant a bonus of
$150,000 on arsenic is unauthorized. The
Government has not yet considered the
matter.

—It is stated at London, Ont., that
Mr. John White will bring his new roll-
ing mills from Guelph to the former
city. It is anticipated that the cost
of removing the mills, building the ad-
ditions and putting them into working
order will be $55,000.

—Prof. Robert Harcourt of the Agri-
cultural Coilege, Guelph, Ont., reported
that arrangements were being rapidly
completed for a test of sugar beets at
Brussels and Markham.

—TFire Insurance Decisions.—A policy on a creamery pro-
vided that it should be void if the creamery ceased to be
operated for ten consecutive days. On a former trial in
an action thereon, the owner and several other witnesses
testified that the creamery was shut down in September,
and was only used after that for the storage of butter, and
there was evidence that it was running on November 28
and December 2. On the former trial the owner testified
that he visited the creamery three times during the fall,
going on the train on two occasions, and driving with his
son on the other. On the trial of the present suit the
owner testified that he visited the creamery thirteen times,
his son driving him there each time, and that the creamery
was in operation on most occasions when he was there.
Held, that the evidence was not sufficient to authorize the
submission of the question whether the creamery was idle
for more than ten days to the jury, and a direction of ver-
dict for defendant was proper. Cronin et al. vs. Fire
Ass’n of Philadelphia, 86 N.W. Rep. (Mich.) 1028.—For-
feiture of a policy of insurance is waived when the insur-
er, being informed of the facts on which the forfeiture is
based, thereafter continues to treat the contract as bind-
ing, and induces the insured to act in that belief. Hart-
ford Fire Ins. Co. vs. Landfare et al, 88 N.W. Rep. (Neb.)
779.—The allegation of an incumbrance on the property in
answer in an action on a fire insurance policy is not ad-
mitted by the allegation in reply that “the defendant was
at all times in said petition and answer named fully advised
of the facts set out in the answer as to the incumbrances
on said property, so far as the same are in said answer
truly alleged”; and there being also a general denial in the
reply, the burden is upon defendant to prove the existence
of such incumbrance. Hartford Fire Ins. Co. vs. Landfare
et al, 88 N.W. Rep. (Neb.) 779.

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—The summary report of the Geological Survey Depart-
metn has been presented to Parliament. The director, in
accordance with the wishes of Parliament, is required to
state his opinion as to what are coal-bearing lands within
the areas granted by the Government of British Columbia
to the British Columbia Southern Railway, the lands now
held principally by the Crow’s Nest Pass Coal Company,
and partly by the Government and the C.P.R. In 1900 a
topographical survey of the region was made, and a geolo-
gical survey of it was also made the same year. The lat-
ter survey was continued in 1901, and by the month of Oc-
tober last it was possible to define the coal-bearing lands
with sufficient aceuracy. These lands consist of two sep-
arate areas, the more southern and larger one containing
about 230 square miles, or 137,200 acres, and the smaller
one, which lies in the Green Hills, at a distance of nearly
30 miles north of the other, containing about 6.75 square
miles, or 4,320 acres. There had been rumors of the occur-
rence of coal elsewhere within the lands belonging to the
Canadian Pacific Railway Company, but on investigation
these were not confirmed. It was reported that in a total
section of 4,736 feet, at right angles to the strata, there are
no fewer than twenty-two seams of coal, with the enor-
mous aggregate thickness of 216 feet, of which, at least, 100
feet may be considered as workable coal. This section was
measured at Morrissey Siding, and it is all above the level
of Elk River. The Canadian Pacific Railway Company has
had two boring made near their track, south-east of Michel
Station. The legs of these borings have been furnished
to the department. Both show the existence of numerous
seams of coal,and these have been corrected by Mr. Leach,
with those of the section measured by Mr. McEvoy, at Mor-
rissey Siding. In the portion of the Green Hills coal field,
within the railway company’s grant, Messrs. Leach and

sixth by the Street Railway Company. The street in ques-
tion is 132 feet wide, and the subway will be 100 feet wide.
—Winnipeg, April 4—Mr. White, assistant to the C.P.R.
president, interviewed regarding the decision of the Rail-
way Committee on the subway question, said: “Of course
as I always said, a 66-foot subway is all that will ever be
necessary for the traffic, and I do not see the necessity for
cne 100 feet wide.

The work of the pro-
vince will be distributed among the different plants, ac-
cording to ability to handle it. The firms in the amalga-
mation are the Vancouver Engineering Company, and the
Albion Tron Works, Vancouver; the Victoria Machinery and
Depot Company; the Andrew Gray Iron Works, the Schaake
Iron Works, the Dobson Iron Works, Nanaimo, and the
Wilson Iron Works. Chicago capitalists will erect a $750,-
000 P“]l; plant on Prince of Wales Island, near Queen Char-
lotte Sound, for the manufacturing of pulp for the Oriental
market. The island is a square mile in area and thickly
wooded with spruce. The Chicago capitalists purchased
the island from Vancouver citizens, who secured it without
cost_from the Provincial Government. The Government
decided a year ago to allow anyone to take up spruce lim-
its, on application, who would operate them in two years’

—The Grand Trunk Railway Company’s report for the
half year ended December 31 states that the gross re-
ceipts were £2,569,804, and the working expenses, being at
the rate of 68.38 per cent., as compared with 67.56 per cent.

—Germany, according to a recent Berlin cable, is keenly
interested in J. P. Morgan’s. present trip to Europe. The
American financier’s name is well known in the Fatherland,
where he is regarded as the incarnation of the “American
danger.” Shipping, iron, and financial magnates are won-
dering what new schemes the American will devise this
year. His intentions toward the German ocean lines ex-
cite the liveliest anxiety. The new by-laws prohibiting
foreign ownership have not yet been passed, and it is fear-
ed that Morgan may descend on the stock market before
defensive measures can be devised. Other gossip asso-
ciates Morgan’s trip with an arrangement with the German

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steel and iron syndicates for the regulation of trade and
prices in the export markets at the expense of Great Bri-
tain. Many German industrial establishments weakened

by the experience of 1901 would welcome an acquaintance

with Morgan’s cheque-book and numerous concerns, rang-
ing from cigarette factories to engine works, are more than
willing to be Americanized.

—Railway construction in Cuba is exceptionally expen-
sive, but the road under construction by the company of
which Sir William Van Horne is president, is the most ex-
pensive ever constructed in the country. Its cost already
is understood to have averaged over $20,000 a mile. This
high cost is due to the large number of bridges which have
to be constructed, together with the fact that the eastern
end of Cuba is the most mountainous part of the island.
From recently compiled statistics it appears that the 124
railroads in Cuba represent a cost of $68,474,407 in gold.

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The 17 public railroads represent a cost of $57,164,715. The
public railroads do virtually all of the business of the is-
land, the private railroads being used almost entirely for
the movement of materials and crops from one part of an
extensive plantation to another. 'The cost, capitalization
and earnings of the different railroads of Cuba vary con-
siderably, The public railroads, excluding the two elec-
tric railways, are capitalized on an average of $43,600, a
mile.

hopetful that the large ones will be closed when the ship-
ments to the St. Lawrence markets cease.

—We learn from St. John’s, Nfld., that in the Legislature
on the 15th instant, Premier Bond announced that he had
secured a concession from Portugal under the terms of
which Newfoundland codfish will be admitted to the Portu-
guese market on the same terms as Norwegian codfish. The
latter is now admitted into Portugal at a rate 20 cents
lower than the Newfoundland fish. This is an advantage-
ous concession for the colony and it is expected that it will
increase Newfoundland’s shipments of codfish to Portugal
by 150,000 hundredweight annnually. The Premier was
commended by the Legislature on the successful outcome.
The only concession Portugal requires in return is the re-
duction by one-half of the present duty on port wine. This
reduction involves a loss of only $2,000 a year to New-
foundland.

. —From Washington we learn that Assistant Secretary of
the Treasury Spaulding addressed a reply to a communica-
tion from the commissioner of customs of Canada, in which
" 'he says that under the act temporarily to provide revenue
for the Philippine Islands, Manila fibre, the product of the
Philippine Island, cannot come into the United States and
be exported to Canada without being subject to the Phil-
ippine export taxes.

—The Malleable Iron Company, of Montreal, is ‘asking
the town of St. Johns for a bonus of $50,000 for the removal
of their works to that place. The bonus is to be payable
over a term of five years. In return the company agrees
to erect buildings costing $30,000, to install therein machin-
ery to the value of $30,000 more, to employ at least one
hundred men and pay a minimum of $60,000 in wages an-
nually for five years, after which, if not sooner, the num-
ber of employees will be increased to 200 and the pay list
to $120,000 annually. The proposal does not meet with
genral acceptance, the return for the bonus being consid-
ered inadequate.

—Representatives of a New York ice trust, are reported
in Halifax negotiating for the purchase of.the stock and
plant of all the ice dealers in Halifax and Dartmouth. They
have acquired all the property of the small ice merchants
throughout the province and wish to obtain a monopoly of
the business of buying out the ice dealers in Halifax and
Dartmouth. The local merchants have been approached
and asked to name a figure at which they will sell and en-
ter into an agreement not to engage in the ice business
for a certain period. The ice dealers there are willing to
sell if they secure high enough figures, and they have come
to an agreement not to sell unless all decide to do so.

—~Cleveland advices state that the Northern Ohio Trac-
tion Company will pass from the hands of the Everett-
Moore syndicate into the control of a new syndicate of
Cleveland capitalists next week. The entire deal will in-
volve something like $1,500,000. It has been agreed to ask
Mr. Horace E. Andrews, president of the Cleveland Electric
Railway, to become syndicate manager, and there seems to
be little doubt that he will accept the proposition. A con-
ference to start the formation of the New Detroit United
Syndicate will be held next week. J. C. Hutchins, of De-
troit, will be the leading figure in the syndicate.

—The extension of the Canadian Pacific Railway line,
now terminating at Labelle, to Nominique, will be com-
pleted in November. The extension, twenty-five miles in
length, will pass along the River Rouge, stopping at L’An-
noneciation, and then follow the shores of the great lake
Nominingue, and run into St. Ignace, pasging, in doing so,
over the isthmus connecting the Great and Little T.ake Nom-
imingue. The Government has granted an additional sub-
sidy for the construction of the line, and has also opened
the Gouin road, between Nominingue and Ferme Neuve.

~Promoters of a big electric railway from Toronto to
Cornwall, for which a charter has been granted by the On-
tario Government, say the success of the scheme iy assured.

It is said there is $8,000,000 behind the scheme. It will be
some time before the preliminaries are likely to be com-
pleted, as there are about 50 municipalities to be consider-
ed. The intention is to have 200 electric sixty-foot cars
on the line, carrying freight and passengers. The length
of the line will be about 275 miles.

—The Algoma Navigation Company, Limited, with a share
capital of $250,000, has been incorporated by the Ontario
Government, with power to acquire the Owen Sound, Geor-
gian Bay and Soo line of steamers, including the boats
City of Windsor and City of Owen Sound. The incorpora-
tors are principally Toronto men, but include €. R. MeCool,
of Ottawa, and John W. Munro, of Pembroke.

—The contract for the construction of a mammoth eleva-
tor of three millions capacity, to be built for the Canadian
Pacific Railway at Fort William, Ont., has, we are informed,
been awarded to C. H. Haglin, of Minneapolis. The elevator
will be built of concrete, and is to be ready for this year’s
crop. - Wy

—The Exchange Gazette, St. Petersburg, says it thinks
the recent loan to Persia ought to lead to the formation of
a Russian company for railway construction in Persia. Rus-
sia ought in this way to obtain access to the Indian Ocean
in the same manner as by the Manchurian Railway she has
obtained access to the Pacific.

—The Manitoba Club, Winnipeg, was the scene of the lar-
gest banquet ever held within the walls of that institution
recently, the occasion being the farewell dinner tendered
by the members to F. W. Thompson, first vice-president and
managing director of the Ogilvie Milling Co., who is about
1o make Montreal his headquarters.

—A San Domingo cable reads: Congress has passed a law
increasing the duties on several articles. Half the duties
must be paid in cash and the balance according to the
existing Jaw. Port charges must now be paid in gold, in-
stead of half in gold and half in Dominican bank notes.

—The work of improving the Kingston & Pembroke Rail-
way will be begun on May 1st. A new time-table will
come into effect on June 15th, and close connections will
be made with the C.P.R. at Sharbot TLake and Renfrew.

—The British steamer Mechanician cleared from New Or-
leans, La., on the 11th instant, for Cape Town, with 1,100
horses for use of the British military service.

—A branch of the Bank of Nova Scotia has been opened
at Port Elgin, N.B,
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THE BRITISH BUDGET.

The Budget speech of the British Chancellor of the
Exchequer on the 14th inst., bids fair to be one of the
memorable ever delivered. In the opening section a
statement was made which confirms the position taken by
this Journal in reply to certain American crities who
have persistently declared that the trade of Great Britain
was declining.  The Chancellor of the Exchequer said,
“there had been no diminution in the home trade, while
there was a satisfactory increase of foreign trade.” IHe
declared also that “the consuming power of the people
showed no sign of falling off.”  The receipts from the
sugar-tax were $7,000,000 more than estimated, the ex-
ort duty on coal had realized $6,520,000 in excess of an-

])
$5,000,000, had brought

ticipations, the income tax,

“m 000,000 above the estimate, and the revenue for the
past year, on the whole, had gone $2,715,000 over official
calculations.

The national debt now stands at $3.739,030,000, an in-
crease of $290,000,000, and the cost of the war for three
years was $825,170, 000. These are enormous figures,
hut great as is England’s debt to- day, it is 95 millions
of dollars less than it was in 1841, when the pnpuhtmn
of the United Kingdom was lesg b 16 fhilkions than: at
present. In 1841, the total value of property and in-
comes assessed for income-tax was less than one-third
what it now is, so that, as compared with 60 years ago,
the national dob’t 18 quite a moderate SeReE - Tn 1%
the national debt averaged 142 per head; at present the

average per head is only 887, The Chancellor of the
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Exchequer foreshadowed a considerable reduction of the
debt from the wealth of the Transvaal and from the
Chinese indemnity, so the debt situation and outlook are

Tar from gloomy.

The surprise feature of the Budget was the proposal to
impose an import duty of three pence—say, 6 cents—per
112 pounds on all grain, with a co-relative duty of five
pence (or 10 cents) per 112 pounds on flour and meal.
These duties, he expeets: will yield $13,250,000 which,
on the present population of the United Kingdom,
amounts to 304 cents per head annually, or, taking the
number of families at present, the taxes on grain, flour
and meal would be $1.54 per family per annum, which is
under three halfpence per week for a family of five per-
sons, a trifle more than an extra farthing per head week-
ly.  As the Chancellor said, the wheat and flour duties
would mean only a small fraction of a farthing in the
price of the loaf, but he thought no such addition would
be made, as competition amongst bakers would prevent
their using the new duties as an excuse for advancing the
price of bread. It seems, then, somewhat absurd to re-
gard the new duties on wheat and flour as a “bread-tax,”
which we have said—and still believe—would be so re-
sented by the British people as to give rise to such an agi-
tation as would wreck any ministry that proposed so
obnoxious a tax.

Jut, though the burden of the wheat and flour duties
will, if imposed, be so infinitesimal

s0 inappreciable as
1ot to be realized in the cost of food—they break the free
trade in breadstuffs tradition which has been held so
sacred in England for nigh sixty years, or two genera-
tions. Tt is this break which renders the Budget so
memorable a fiscal event,

The Corn Laws of England date from 1360, when, as
in later times, exportation of wheat was forbidden. In
the reign of Henry VIIIL. every parish was compelled to
grow wheat or be fined. From 1689 to 1815 various
measures were taken to hinder imports of wheat, or, by
duties thereon, to proteet farmers and landlords. In
1815, 1822, 1828, and 1842, efforts were made to main-
tain this protection by various corn laws, which at last
aroused such opposition that in 1846 Sir Robt. Peel’s
nieasure was passed which gave those laws their “coup-
But it was not until 1849 that their death
ensued through the then Chancellor of the Exchequer,
Mr. Robt. Lowe’s removing the last remnant of a corn

de-grace.”

duty by taking off the duty of one shilling per quarter—
somewhat over three cents per bushel.  One shilling per
uarter was so trifling an impost. being only three half-
pence per bushel, that many fiscal writers have regarded
its removal as a doubtful pelicy. They argue that such
a duty would not have increased the price of bread, while
it would have raised a revenue more evenly than by some
other taxes which have been imposed and are still in
force, such as those on tea, coffee, cocoa, and fruits.

Whether the new duties on wheat and flour will be paid
by the foreign exporter or by the British consumer is a
very knotty question, upon which some dogmatize who
pay more regard to theories than facts. Some duties are
undoubtedly paid, in whole or part, by the foreign expor-
ter, such as those imposed by a country for protection
purposes, as the foreign exporter in order to retain his
hold on the market of such a country, will sell in that
market at such prices as practically make him the payer
of the import duties on his goods. ~ Thus, we have cer-
tain articles sold in Canada, at the same, or a less price
than they are charged in their home market, although
Canadian duties have been paid upon them, the amount
of which the American exporter has sacrificed, that is, has
practically paid, in order to make sales in Canada. It
seems somewhat fantastical to suppose that the farmers
and millers of Great Britain will be enabled to advance
the price of wheat and flour, save temporarily, because
foreign wheat and flour have to bear such an insignificant
import duty as, respectively, 6 cents and 10 cents per
i12 pounds.  Supply and demand therefore determine
who pays the duty. ~When the demand is brisk—busi-
ness good,—the buyer pays it; when trade is slack—or
the supply is greater than the demand, the seller, as a
rule, pays it. '

The division on the new duties resulted in their adop-
tion by a vote of 254 to 135, giving the Government a
majority of 119, which seems indicative of there having
been no split in the ranks of either party. The remark-
able- feature in the debate was its collapse so suddenly: a
test-vote having been taken on the same night as the
Budget was introduced. We note that those Canadian
writers who, having never lived in England, nor been in
any way in direct association with the political life of the
Old Country, naturally are great authorities on English
life, regard the vote in favour of duties on wheat and
flour as proof of the contention that a “bread-tax” would
not excite general opposition in England.  Writers of
this class should “keep their breath to cool their por-
ridge,” for such expressions only waste it. Let a real
“bread-tax” be proposed, a tax which would send up the
price of the quartern loaf to an appreciable degree, :%nd
there would be a recrudescence of the old-time passion
which was fanned into a flame by Ebenezer Elliott’s fiery
Corn Law Rhymes; and which inspired the harangues of
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Fox, Thompson, Vincent, Cobden and Bright. Just now,
the British people are so united in support of the mili-
tary operations against the Boers that they are prepared
for any sacrifices they deem necessary to achieve a deci-
sive victory over the enemies of the Empire. = When that
i3 accomplished they will make a quick ending to even
the trifling duties about to be imposed on foreign bread-
stuffs, unless those duties are so adjusted as to develop
closer ties between the Mother Country and the Colonies
by which the people in the old land would be compen-
sated for any sacrifices imposed upon them by import du-
ties on foreign wheat.  Already there is a cry being
heard in favour of Colonial products being exempt from
the new duties, and it would not surprise us to find a
movement started on this line that would prove to be ere
long a powerful factor in the politics of Great Britain.

HARBOUR MATTERS.

It must be a matter of regret, if not humiliation, for
all right-thinking citizens to consider the position into
which our harbour matters have been drifting for so long
and the want of harmony among those in a position of
such responsibility for its management.  The actual
position is not creditable to any of the parties concerned
—whether they are Harbour Commissioners or Aldermen.
The question of the elevator seems to be at last settled.
and it is to be hoped that it will meet all the require-
ments.  On the face of it, however, it looks as if an in-
justice had been done to the Canadian contractor who
tendered for the work in the face of what seems to savour
of official prejudice. ~ Of that we have nothing more to
say> at present, but trust that the work may be pressed to
a conclusion and that, in the end, it may be satisfactory
——even if that end is to be seen only at the end of the
season of 1903.

The elevator is but a small portion of what is required
to equip the harbour as it should be equipped, if Mont-
real is to do the business that it has been foretold and
promised that it would have in the future. ~We yet see
no sign of a move to prepare for any arrangement for the
railway tracks on the wharves, such as may be in accord-
ance with modern ideas and tend to conserve the safety
of life and the preservation of property. That can only
be accomplished by elevated tracks for our peculiarly situ-
ated harbour. This is a question of vital importance,
and yet we see it given no attention by those responsible
—-although they are given to much squabbling over mat-
ters of petty or minor importance.

The city of Montreal, as a whole, has a deep interest in
its port. It is, therefore, painful to read in the daily
press of the pitiful conduct of the City Council in deal-
ing with the harbour authorities in various matters. The
latest development is in connection with the ownership
of the strip of land necessary for the widening of Com-
missioners street.  That strip undoubtedly belonged to
the Harbour Commissioners, as trustees of the Govern-
ment.  How far the arrangement about the harbour
enlargement and flood protection works may affect that
question is now—or will come—before the Courts. ~ We
ofter no opinion on the legal merits. It is only along
tl:at strip that the large sewer that now empties into the
hasin opposite the Custom House can be extended into the
current below the Vietoria pier.  That extension is ah-

solutely necessary for {he health of the city at large.

Ever since the harbour improvements were commenced
this Journal has not ceased to direct attention to this im-
portant question. After some time the Provincial Board
of Health dealt with it, and ordered the city to divert
that sewer under a certain penalty if it were not done
within a period that expired last year. ~The city ignored
that action, and the Harbour Board seem to have given it
attention only in the most perfunctory manner, although
it was of vital importance to the shipping that may fre-
cuent the harbour.

Thus things drifted: the new revetment wall was fin-
ished and the space between it and the old line of Com-
missioners street has gradually been filled up by parties to
whom it was a most convenient place to dump earth ex-
cavations and other matter until it is now up to the level
of the other portion of the street. The consequence is
that when that sewer is extended—as it will have to be
whoever does it-—the cost of it will be very largely in-
creased by the unnecessary excavation through all that
made ground. It requires no expert to know what that
means.

And now comes in the most humiliating part of this
result of the want of harmony among the authorities
from which the city has suffered and is likely to suffer
still more.” The Street Railway Company have long been
desirous of having their tracks on Commissioners street,
but hitherto it was too narrow for that purpose. ~ This
spring that pushing Company, having realized that the
strip of land between the new revetment wall and Com-
missioners street had been filled up to the street level,
asked the Road Committee for permission to locate their
tracks thereon. That Committee had doubts about their
right to a title to the land and hesitated to give the per-
mission. The Harbour Board very properly refused to
cede property held in trust without authority and a dead-
lock occurred in consequence.

Tt seems that the Street Railway Company, fearing
that, in some way- the opposition Terminal Company had
some rights which might interfere with them, on Satur-
day night last, heroically took the bit in the teeth and
put some three or four hundred men and horses to work
to lay their tracks without any permission, and kept
them at work all that night, and until Monday! We do
not now discuss the legal, or other, right that the Com-
pany may have to lay the tracks in question, but the
method they adopted to attain their object may call for
comment in a Christian community.

We have had much talk of late on the part of many
good people posing as champions of morality and Sabbhath
observance, who are endeavoring to close up the small
candy-shops and the like, and they may be right—we do
not say they are not—but we have failed to see a single
word uttered by those men against the case referred to
ahove.  Many people will wonder why there should be
a different measure of treatment for the two classes.

PERSONAL SUPERVISION.

The old saying that “The master’s eye makes the horse
thrive” is as true to-day as when it was first uttered, with
the difference that its applicability is growing wider with
tLe progress of the suns.  Our attention is recalled to it
now by the experiences of certain lesser contractors in
Montreal, men who but a few years ago counld hoast of
covering a much more extensive field of operation, al-
though with proportionately less profit to themselves,
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"T'hey saw the unwisdom of their ways; they had been gra-
dually growing prosperous in a limited sphere formerly;
their work, closely superintended by and assisted in by
their own eyes and arms, had given so much satisfaction
te those who employed them that they were given more
work than they could handle. Reluctant to refuse, they
branched out, employed more hands and increased their
operations until they could no longer do more than drive
about from job to job or contract to contract, and look on
al each place for a few moments with hands in pockets
—with, perhaps, a cigar as a sedative,— long enough to
excite the envy of men who had formerly pushed the
plane or the saw at the opposite side of the bench at
which they worked in common. The tendency among
many workmen to accomplish as little as they possibly
could make a reasonable exhibit of, began to tell upon
the proportion of results to wages paid, and this being
impossible to check to any effective degree, certain em-
ployers—those who could tell a hawk from a handsaw—
and who had the courage of their convictions, determined
Lo try the effect of some steps backward. 'They gradual-
iy reduced the number of their hands, accepted fewer
contracts, or only as many as they could personally assist
at as formerly. A few of the number adopted this retro-
grade movement only in time to save themselves from dis-
aster, but they were necessarily those who had early
learnt their trade or business and could set an example to
their men. Some of these skilled contracting mechanics
who had the courage to face the inevitable are to-day
prosperous in their calling, and although cultivating a
much more limited area, are giving satisfaction by their
work and amassing certain and far greater profit than
they had any prospect of in their more ambitious days.
There are not by any means too many of this class of
smaller contractors in our large cities. There is yet a
steady demand for independent, skilled mechanics or con-
tractors. There are quite a few such in Montreal and
Toronto, and most of them are prospering. It is not un-
common for such men to receive a considerable gratuity
from men who have newly engaged them, so pleased are
they with the improvement in their work as compared
with the results from workmen who lack the superinten-
dence of the skilled eye of the master.

THE WESTERN BANK OF CANADA.

The Western Bank of Canada stands almost in a unique
Position in having its head office in a town of no great
magnitude, the great bulk of Canadian banks having
their headquarters at Montreal, Toronto, or Quebec. The
Western was, however, established as a local institution,
to do a local business, and meet the special requirements
of one locality, which, it was judged, could be better at-
tended to by a locally organized bank than by the branch
of a large institution. For 20 years the Western has
been steadily providing banking facilities to Oshawa and
?he surrounding district, which is one of the richest farm-
Ing countries in Canada. The confidence felt in it is
manifest by the deposits amounting to $2,397,949, which
18 nearly six times the capital, and is a higher propor-
tion than the other banks of Ontario and Quebec. It
holds readily convertible assets to the extent of $1,603,-
870, which is equal to 66.88 per cent. of the deposits
Wwhich are open to recall at short notice.  This also is
higher than the average proportion and indicates the
Western occupying a strong position in resources, as it
does in public confidence.

Last year the met profits were $50,325, which equals
124 per cent. of the average paid-up capital of the year.
To this sum was added $11,175 from previous year, mak-
ing $61,501 for disposal. Out of this $28,565 was paid
in two 3% per cent. dividends, $16,000 was carried to Re-
serve Fund, $12,857 was passed to credit of overdue hills’
account, after which appropriations there was $4,078 left
te be carried forward to next year. The Reserve Fund
now stands at $150,000, or about 36 per cent. of the paid-
up capital. Oshawa owes much to the enterprise of Mr.
Cowan, the President of the Western Bank, and for his
attention to this local institution, which is making satis-
factory progress in extent of business and strength under
the management of Mr. T. H. McMillan.

TO RAISE LAKE ERIE’S LEVEL.

“Every schoolboy knows” that Lake Erie has been gra-
dually decreasing in depth since the early settlement of
the surrounding territory, and the fact is periodically
brought to the notice of those chiefly interested in the
navigation of the lake by the casualties that occur there-
on towards the close of almost every season. This im-
portant link in the great chain of lakes, nearly all com-
mon to Canada and the United States, is about 265 miles
in length, about 63 miles in width at its centre, from 240
to 270 feet deep in its deepest part and has an area of
about 9,600 square miles. Lake Erie has always been
the most dangerous of all the lakes to navigate in stormy
weather, in consequence of the heavy ground swell, pro-
ceeding from its shallowness in many places. The peo-
ple of Buffalo have long been contemplating this lessen-
ing of the lake’s depth with more or less anxiety. They
have often given their thoughts a tongue, but with no
practicable remedy stated. They now, after casting some
hlame upon the Welland Canal and a little less on the
Chicago drainage canal, propose the erection of an im-
mense dam at the upper end of the Niagara River. The
Buffalo Courier deals with the subject at some length,
and Thos. W. Symons, known as the constructor of the
five-mile breakwater before the Buffalo harbour, has
come forward with a recommendation to the Government
of a plan. His project is to dam the Niagara river at
the outlet of Lake Erie and build a ship canal for the
vessels which have been using the river. The scheme is
the most gigantic and far-reaching which has ever been
undertaken in connection with inland waters and will
affect the entire commerce and shore property interests
of the great lakes. = The primary engineering work is not
so great a feat from an engineer’s point of view, but the
matters incident.to the work give it importance.

The undertaking divides itself into three parts. The
first is the building of the dam, which must be over a
mile wide on a variable base, part being shale, part lime-
stone, part gravel; second, the construction of the ship
channel, a length of four miles; and third, the avoiding
of damages to property along the lake shore and in har-
bors and rivers.

For many years, each time that a lake captain tried to
run a twelve-foot hoat through an eleven foot channel
and failed he has attributed the difficulty to the lower-
ing of the lake level, so that the falling of the water in
the lakes has been a generally accepted fallacy for nearly
ferty years. It is only in the past fifteen years that the
diminution has become real instead of fancied.

“The chart,” says the Courier, “tells the story in a way
that cannot be mistaken. It leaves no doubt that the
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falling off in the water is due entirely to the natural
deepening of the channel of Niagara river, the opening
of the Welland Canal and the Chicago Drainage Canal.
The damming of the Niagara channel will go a long way,
however, toward overcoming the effect of the other two.”

Lake Superior, which is beyond the effect of any of the
factors named, has in it to-day water enough to bring
the mean level above the sea to 603 feet, while forty
ydars ago it was 602 feet, and in 1879 it was 601 feet.
From 1880 to 1890 the seasonable fluctuations of the
level were almost identical, though that period saw very
dry seasons and very wet seasons, also there was a great
quantity of work done in clearing off -forests and opening
up swamps in the territory drained into it. ~ This is al-
most proof conclusive that natural and artificial causes
affecting the watershed have had little effect on the mean
water level.

Lakes Michigan and Huron having a full and uninter-
rupted connection in the Straits of Mackinac, have the
same level, and during the same period, have undergone
the same influences as Lake Superior, with the added ef-
fects of the factors named.

“In 1860 the mean level above the sea was a few inches
over 582 feet, and in 1870 was a few inches
less, while the annual fluctuations were almost identical.
In 1880 there had been a slight increase, and this increase
was maintained at nearly 583 feet until 1887-88, when
the Welland Canal was approaching completion, and then
the water began to fall. ~The chart shows that in 189 1
the mean level had dropped four feet, but the next three
years saw a Tecovery of almost two feet, showing that the
entire diminution was not due to the opening of the
canal, but to seasonable fluctuations. It was in 1895 that
the work was completed which cleared the head of the
Niagara river, and gave it an eighteen foot channel.
There was taken from the crest of Horseshoe Reef 31,000
cubic yards of rock and gravel. ~The current here is ex-
ceedingly swift, and the work was executed with great
difficulty. ~ The top of the reef was blasted off for a
width of 400 feet in some places, lowering it five feet, in
some two. The embedded gravel was dredged out, as
were what fragments of rock as were not swept down by
the current. During the time that the opening up of
the channel was goin on, the level of the lake began slow-
ly dropping, according to the chart, really not more than
the seasonable falling off, but it failed to recover in the
rise the next year. In 1887-88, at the time of the open-
ing-of the Welland Canal, it had lost a foot, but now it
continued to sink, so that in 1896 its mean level was 571
feet above sea level compared with 574.5 in 1887. Lake
Superior had continued to rise meanwhile, and Lake On-
tario was holding its own nicely at 246, which was only
six inches below what it was forty years before, six inches
higher than thirty years before, and a full foot higher
than twenty years before. Since that time dredging the
St. Lawrence seems to have lowered the level a few
inches.

“The major portion of the falling off in the waters of
Lakes Michigan, Huron and Erie has come in the past
fifteen years. The Chicago drainage canal has been open
two years, and there has been a fluctuation of from nine
to twelve inches in the three lakes, but it is yet too early
to say that it will be permanent, as it remains to be seen
whether by June or July of this year the level shall have
taken the seasonable rise sufficient to recover from the
fall. It is the fixed belief of Major Symons at Buffalo
and Major Fisk at Chicago that it will not and that the

-

fcllowing months will see a still greater sinking of the
level. 1t takes months for any such factor as a new
outlet to produce its effect on so large a body as one of
the Great Lakes.

“Since it is palpable that the falling of the levels has
been caused by the canals and the dredging out of the
channel of the Niagara, Major Symons has concluded that
the remedy is the undoing of the evil. ~ Since that harm
to shipping has been almost entirely confined to Lake
Erie, and since the Welland Canal affected Lakes Huron
and Michigan as it did, he believes that the changing of
conditions in Lake Erie will attain the greater portion of
the desired ends and incidentally restore a part
of the lost water to Lakes Huron .and
Michigan, for it is reasonmable to  suppose
that if the lowering of the level of Lake Erie by the
Welland canal should so greatly affect the other two lakes
the restoration by damming Niagara would be found in
all three. The raised level would have an effect at the
upper entrance of the Welland Canal, which the Can-
dian Government would in all probability meet and still
further aid the project as Canadian harbours and ship-
ping would be equally benefited with American.

“The dam would be of rubble stone work, with a long,
upper angle and steel anchors on account of the ice and
current, and would be about 2,000 yards in length. The
heginning at the American shore would be just below the
¢ntrance to the Erie basin, and the line of direction
would be directly across stream, 400 yards below the
Horseshoe Reef Light to a point on the Canadian shore
in line with the historic ruins of Fort Erie. ~The height
iz as yet undetermined, but Major Symons thinks it
would be sufficient to cause a considerable fall.  This
would make a beautiful spectacle in the winter season.
The ship canal would, of course, be an essential to allow
vessels to proceed down the river, which they could do
by means of the canal to the quiet waters of Strawberry
Island and at the head of Grand Island. = At the present
time along the shore of Fort Porter there runs the Erie
canal, with the Black Rock canal beside it, giving access
to the sheltered waters behind Squaw Island. The levels
are the same, so the ship canal project includes the com-
bination of the two to the end of the Black Rock canal
and the widening of the Erie canal from that point on.
Since the canal would be a considerable link and a good
beginning, should the Government at some future time
determine‘i.so build a ship canal around Niagara on the
American side, it would be foolish to limit it to anything
less than a size which would accommodate the largest ves-
sels of the high seas. The waterway at the Soo barely
accommodates some of the largest lake boats.  This
canal should be at least 125 feet in width and 25 feet in
depth.  The Erie canal could he locked into it at the
!ower end, which would be a considerable improvement
in that waterway’s western terminal.”

‘Marine insurance experts admit that the losses in ship-
ping on Lake Erie, which have been on the increase of
late years, are largely due to the lowering of the water
levgls. Underwriting companies’ profits for 18é7-88,
Wthh were figured before the lakes felt the influence of
the Welland canal, were enormous. In the years imme-
diately following there were heavy losses, culminating in
1892, when there came a very disastrous year, and many
of the minor companies were swept under.  In 1895-96,
after the further lowering of the lakes by the opening
up of the Niagara channel, there was a repetition of the
disasters and since that time profits have heen precarious
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and few companies have made any money at all. For
the past fifteen years the average profits made by four
big companies have been a shade under 3 per cent. At
present, it is pointed out, boats are frequently grounding
in the Detroit river, Toledo harbor, at Cleveland, and
Buffalo and there are more boats needing hull repairs this
year than in the memory of the oldest lake captain. There
is not a dry dock on the lakes which has not been busy all
season to its full capacity. =~ While many of the lossses
are caused by conditions that could have nothing to do
with the water level, still the percentage of those attri-
butable to this cause is so great and increasing that a
remedy is imperative.  Either all the harbors and old
channels must be re-dredged or the water level must be
raised. The matter of damages would probably be little
more than the reflooding of the shores where the reced-
ing waters had left the land dry and it has been im-
proved.

It is not alone in Lake Erie that the water has lowered.
I all except Lake Superior the levels have greatly fallen.
liake Ontario shows vast changes within the memory of
men scarcely past middle age. Cattle are grazing and
crops growing in places along the shores where bhoats were
rewed in the latter seasons of the 50’s.

THE ADVANCE IN BEEF.

To the great body of consumers the recent advance in
the price of beef has come with anything but a relish. To
thie middle classes and to the great army of mechanics
and day-labourers the announcement, of higher wool or
cotton gives but passing interest. ~They may read that
calico and ginghams have advanced 10 to 15 per cent.,
or that wool serges, henriettas, tweeds, etc., will cost 20
to 25 per cent. more, but that need not bother them be-
yond the extension of a remark, for they know that the
arts of modern textile manufacture will admit of certain
weaves being placed upon the market at prices to suit
the shallow purse as well as to coax a wider opening for
that which is better filled.

The price of hardware and metals may go soaring up;
the cost of stove coal may raise 25 cents per ton each suc-
ceeding month throughout the fall season; the price of
milk may be advanced 2 cents per quart owing to a com-
bine among the dealers; even rents may go up and the
water tax be made payable six months in advance, but all
these are tackled singly, bravely and successfully by the
man who brings home his little bunch of bills each week
or month. He has learned, with the able assistance of
his good wife, to get around each of these in turn, or to
wade through them with the confident feeling that per-
haps things may turn the other way before long, admit-
ting of a chance to “even up.”  But when the price of
beef' is advanced, as it was during the past’ month, so
that he is compelled to pay one to three cents per pound
extra—some 18 to 20 per cent.—he has no recourse.

There may be a degree of consolation in the knowledge
that conditions are the same all over the continent at
present, and we hear that throughout Europe a like ad-
vance has taken place, but that does not stop the extra
drain on a limited treasury, nor show a way whereby an
extra dime may be earned to offset the added expense of
living. A New York report of recent date says:
“Absolutely controlling trade aggregating $600,000,-
000 annually, the unofficial combination of interests
known as the beef trust has succeeded, after many years
¢f organization and expansion, in so completely dominat-

-keep his stock.

ing the provision markets, that independent competition
is killed. The strategic policy of the trust has become
steadily more despotic and aggressive, until wholesale and
retail butchers in New York and other cities who will
not sign the ironclad agreement of the Chicago combina-
tion are driven out of business by scores, both by being
cut off from supplies and being openly undersold by agen-
cies especially established for the purpose of crushing
competition.

The latest ‘squeeze’ engineered by orders from the
pooled interests of the houses forming the trust is the
boldest on record, and the middlemen and consuming
population of New York have been forced to pay, within
the last week, advances on prices already abnormally high
of from 3 to 4 cents for beef, mutton and pork. There
has been a similar rise in other cities, until the increased
prefits of the beef trust over the scale of 1901, are conser-
vatively estimated at $100,000,000. The recent move-
ment makes fresh meat an almost prohibitive luxury to
thousands of families. It is within the power of the beef
trust to order another advance and pocket another $100,-
000,000, with the mere labour of telegraphing the new
schedule to their agents in every city near and far. Of
the $600,000,000 of yearly business, $560,000,000
is handled by only four firms, who co-operate to the
smallest details of regulating supply and demand from
the stockyards to the retail markets. Their recent action
in ‘skying” prices has aroused murmurs of open rebellion
frem New York meat dealers, but the beef trust employs
a staff of experts, whose business it is to whip the recalci-
trant dealers back into line—to make them submit or be
driven out of business.

The combination to restrict trade in any kind of
meats begins in the extensive stockyards of Chicago, St.
Louis, St. Joseph, Kansas City, Omaha and St. Paul. In
these live stock centres the cattle buyers for these firms
never ‘cross bid’ each other. If oneof ...... men sees
an agent from ...... bidding on one lot he does not in-
terfere, but leaves the seller to take the price offered or
Having disposed of all competition on
the hoof in the great cattle eentres of the west, the trust
next obtains from the railroads rebates which ‘squeeze’
any possible rivals out of competition in the cost of
freight transportation.  Products are, therefore, placed
at any point in the country, to be sold, if necesssary, at
prices which cannot be met and fought in the local mar-
kets by dealers who kill their beef in their own country
side.

A further advance was made on Saturday in the price
of beef, good quality being held at 10§ cents a pound,
against 9% cents, the price for the previous day. The
statement was made that a further advance was probable
early this week. It was said that there was no scarcity
of beef and that the advance in price is wholly the work
cof the trust. It was said that there is always an increase
in the price of beef at this time of the year, but the price
is fully two cents a pound higher now than it was a week
ago. A factor in the price of beef, it was pointed out,
was the cost of feed, grass-fed cattle being of little ac-
count as beef compared with grain-fed stock. The butch-
ers said that with their high-prieed customers the present
conditions made no difference. ~ Those who wanted the
hest beef and were willing to pay whatever price was ne-
cessary got what satisfied them and ordered without re-
gard to price. But customers of less means were mect-
ing with more diffieulty, and the poor h‘ad 1 mangie
stances ceased buying altogether. Retail butchers who
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are neither very large nor very small dealers, finding their
business falling off, have ceased buying largely, and in
consequence have found that what they are receiving is
ot the very best of beef, for the wholesaler takes greater
pains to please those who continue to be heavy customers
than those whose custom is of less importance.”

As an offset to the temperance movement, so strong of
late throughout Ontario and the West, letters have been
published in the daily press advocating the use of less
meat—or none at all,—on hygienic grounds. ~ This is all
very well on paper, but it would take a man of a very
strong will to so govern himself that, while he thorough-
ly believed that the use of flesh meat was injurious, he
could continue to do as much manual labour on other
substitutes.

BRITISH BUDGET FIGURES.

The usual statement as to the year’s revenue has been
issued in anticipation of the budget. The total revenue of
the 'year, besides local taxation accounts, says a London
cable was £142,997,999 actually paid into the exchequer.
In the previous financial year, April 1, 1900, to March, 31,
1901, the total revenue was £130,384,684 paid into the ex-
chequer. The total revenue paid into the exchequer in
the year just closed therefore shows a net increase of £12,-
613,315.

The estimates of the year’s revenue made by the Chan-
cellor of the Exchequer when he introduced the budget last
year was as follows:

In consequence, however, of modifications subsequently
made in the coal tax, the estimate of receipts from this
source was reduced by £800,000, making the estimated rev-
enue for the year, payable into the exchequer, £142,455,-
000. As stated above, the actual revenue is £142,997,999, sO
that there is a surplus of revenue over estimate amounting
to £542,000. .

Comparing the items of this estimate with the actual re-
ceipts, as shown in the previous, table, it will be seen that
the revenue from excise has failed to reach the estimate by
exactly a million and a half, while the receipts from cus-
toms have exceeded the estimates by nearly a million, due
to the rush to import sugar before any increase in' the
duty, and those from property and income tax by just a
million.

The total issues of the exchequer during the last quar-
ter of the year, including a balance now in the exchequer
of £3,228,029, amounted to £68,141,757. ;

The estimated expenditure of the year just closed, in-
cluding supplementary estimates, was £196,843,000, leaving
a deficit of £53,845,111, to be met by loan and suspension of
the sinking fund.

ANOTHER HUGE STEEL TRUST.

That steel is King in the United States has certainly
been proven of late, but that there is to be more than one
king on the throne appears evident, at least until such
time as another absorption may take place. We learn
from New York that arrangements have been completed
for the formation of a big competitor of the United States
Steel.Corporation. The new company will be incorporat-
ed in Trenton this week, and will have a capital of $200,-
000,000, comsisting of $100,000,000 preferred and a like
amount of common stock. The new company will take in
a large number of independent blast furnaces and steel
mills in +he Bast and Middle West which were not taken into
the Steel Trust. The promoters of the combination are
said to be E. H. Jennings, of the Pittsburg Bessemer
Coke Company; H. C. Frick, of the Youngstown Iron
Sheet and Tube Co., and E. Y. Humphrey, of Pittsburg.
E. N. Ohl, of New Castle, Pa.; Edward J. Bird, of Iron-
ton, O., and E. Gifford Ladd, the promoter of the Ameri-
can Bridge Company, are also reported to be prominent
factors in the movement.

1t is said that when the movement was inaugurated about
a year ago the intention was to take in a number of bridge
companies, but this proposition has been somewhat upset
by the unexpected death of Frank Conger. The concerns
that have agreed to consolidate are alleged to have earned
fully $12,500,000 net during the last year. It is announced

A much firmer feeling was manifest when the result of
the auction became known, and holders of Java quinine ad-
vanced their prices. The prices quoted by the New York
manufacturer were also advanced to the basis of thirty
cents an ounce for bulk. It was expected that the two
Philadelphia makers and the German manufacturers would
advance their quotations to the same basis, but up to this
time these people still quote twenty-eight cents, neither
the foreign nor domestic makers appearing to be anxious
to take the initiative. Tt is regarded, however, as only a
question of time before all will quote the higher figure,
and some people look for a general advance on Monday at
the very latest, although it is possible that no further price
changes may be made until after the cinchona bark auc-
tion at London on Tuesday of next week.

In consequence of the unsettled condition of affairs noted
above, there is no activity whatever in the quinine market
at present. It is understood that although the Germans
are quoting twenty-eight cents, only regular customers are
being supplied with goods at this figure, and that only
comparatively -limited amounts will be released. The
sale of a round lot of Java is reported to have taken place
half a cent below manufacturers’ prices,and a smaller quan-
tity half a cent above. Some holders of Java have with-
drawn quotations until the market becomes more settled.
—The London monthly cocoa butter auction, which had
been postponed on account of the Easter holidays, took
place on the 8th instant, and went off at an advance, the
average price being twelve and five-sixteenths pence per
pound, against an average of twelve and one-quarter pence
paid at the March sale.

DAIRY PRODUCE.

A private London circular, date 4th instant, treating of
the dairy produce situation, says: Butter.—The climatic
conditions prevailing all over the butter exporting coun-
tries of Europe and also over the United Kingdom have
been more spring-like than they were last week, but there
are yet no signs of new season’s grass butter appearing in
our markets. There has been more briskness in the New
Zealand market this week, especially at its close, and con-
sequently prices are if anything firmer than they were be-
fore Baster. There is every indication that retailers have
almost exhausted their stocks and are obliged to come on
the open market to replenish their supplies. There is no
quotable change in prices, but the tone of the market is
decidedly better and it looks very probable that next week
a rise in values may occur. In the North of England,
where Danish and New Zealand butters are largely retail-
ed at the same price, it is difficult to understand why buy-
ers should not purchase New Zealand in preference to Dan-
ish, as it can be had from 6s to 10s per ewt. less money.
The Gothic has left New Zealand with nearly 7,000 boxes of
butter on bhoard, and it is believed this is the last ship-
ment this season. She is due in London on 7th May. The
import of colonial butter for March, 1902, was 36,162 cwts.,
against 77,617 ewts. last year. The Australian deficiency
being 41,668, the New Zealand 2,171, while Canadian shows
a surplus of 2,384 cwts., leaving a net colonial deficiency of
41,455 cwts.

The Danish Committee has left the Cophenhagen Official
Quotation again unchanged at 96 kroner ,being the came as
last year. Tt would appear from the Report that the Si-

—

berian butter season has really begun, and that the report
of accumulated supplies was inaccurate. The report also
suggests that the customs returns of the imports of Dutch
butter last week must be wrong. To increase from 3,300
cwts. one week to 10,800 the next is impossible and requires
explanation. The Danish import fell off nearly 4,000 ewts.,
and though it was holiday week, this fall may have some-
thing to do with the Dutch increase. The Argentine im-
port was only 1,530 cwts.

Cheese.—The demand for Canadian and New Zealand
cheese continues good. Canadian choicest is selling at 56s,
and New Zealand First Government, grade at 54s, with a
few lots at 55s. Stocks in the United Kingdom are very
small, while it is reported that in Canada they are unpre-
cedentedly light. The Gothic is bringing about 4,000 crates
of cheese. Corresponding week, 1901, choicest Canadian
cheese was quoted at 46s to 48s, and finest at 44s to 45s.

THE RAW SILK MARKET.

Late news from the manufacturing centres say that the
general run of reports of business passing in raw silk show
that there has been a fair general demand during the past
week, better in most quarters than was noted the previ-
ous week. There is fair evidence that a number of manu-
facturers have run low on stock and will be compelled to
purchase for immediate requirements. Inquiries have
been numerous and in some instances have resulted in fair
orders. Buyers are keeping in close touch with the mar-
ket and hoping that prices may show a slight turn in their
favor. The European markets have shown a greater firm-

ness than of late and buyers are beginning to realize that

there is little to warrant any expectation that lower prices
than the present will rule at the time of the crop. This is
shown by the fact that there is not only a more generous
demand for June, July and August delivery, but that offers
have already been made for as late as September, October
and November delivery even. Manufacturers in Europe.

Prices
have, if anything, stiffened somewhat and offers have been
turned down which would have been accepted last week.
Advices from Canton report the market fairly active, with-
out notable change in prices.

RUBBER ADULTERATION.

India rubber in its raw state probably provides one of
the most flagrant cases of adulteration on record, says the
Electrical Review. Pebbles placed in the centre of the “nig-
ger head” variety to make weight, and the same on subse-
quent detection, by cutting the ball in two, being relegat-
ed to the two halves, such that the inspector’s knife fails
to reveal their presence, are familiar cases of fraud now
almost played out. The latest system adopted by the na-
tive collectors applies more especially to fine Para rubber,
and consists in a judicious mixture of farina flour with the
caoutchoue while in a milky state. This flour is employed
as food by the natives, and is frequently added in such
quantities that its presence is immediately apparent on
cutting into the mass. Smaller adulterations are readily
rendered apparent by applying a solution of iodine, applied
with a brush to the surface of the suspected rubber causes
the latter to turn a deep blue. So common has this spe=~
cies of adulteration become that a 10 per cent. admixture of
farina flour is regarded by the importers as fair, -usual
quality. In view of this wholesale reduction in the quality
of imported rubber it behooves electrical buyers, such as
cable makers, to be very careful in their examination of

consignments before accepting them as bona fide. - The

fault does not lie with the importers altogether, and pos-
cibly. if buyers combined to exclude such rubbers from
t,he.market- the evil might be remedied, or at least re-

duced.

These figure show an increase of 21 per cent. in the im-
ports and 10 per cent. in the exports.

ed November 30, 1901, was $3,190,976, an increase of 31’ ¢!
597, over the corresponding period of 1900; ;21111:37 ‘:1 (’ex_
ports for the period of 1901 amounted to $4,181,407, an in
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crease of $1,768,748. In the comparison by classes for these
periods the import figures show an increase of about $740,-
000 in articles of food and animals, this class of merchan-
dise amounting to $7,100,570 for the eleven months of 1901;
manufactured articles to the value of $15,932,065, a gain of
nearly $3,000,000; raw materials show an approximate in-
crease of $560,000, or 105 per cent.; an increase is shown
in the importation of articles of voluntary use, luxuries,
ete. Agricultural exports for the periods mentioned show
an increase of $1,567,721 over 1900, the exportation during
the eleven months of 1901 amounting to $20,154,247, of which
$15,218,173 is credited to hemp, the leading article of export.
Manufactures increased from $1,267,224 in 1900 to $2,182,200,
while the products of mines and forests show a decided in-
crease in favor of the eleven months of 1901.

—Press dispatches from Liverpoool asserv that the rise
in the price of meat there is attributed more to the pro-
hibition of Canadian and Argentine cattle than to the op-
erations of the American beef combination. So far as the
alleged exclusion of Canadian cattle are concerned, says a
New York letter, the dispatch is declared by authorities
here to be in error. Mr. Moore, of Lunham & Moore,
freight brokers, of this city, who make large contracts for
shipping cattle, said when questioned: “There are no re-
strictions on Canada cattle, which are now being shipped
to London and Liverpool, as well as to other ports. An
entire cargo of Canada cattle, 300 head, is to-day being
shipped by Canadian shippers, on the Lamport & Holt
steamer Thespis from New York to Manchester. United
States cattle shippers for the first time in many years are
buying and shipping heavily of Canadian cattle, owing to
the temporary scarcity of fat cattle in the corn belt, occa-
sioned by the shortage of the corn crop and consequent cur-
tailment of feeding operations since last fall. There is
absolutely no foundation for the report of the meat trust
or combination restricting foreign shipments. .ln proof
of this, such shippers as have (Eo‘ntra.cts are ﬁl}mg them
as usual, but are not taking' addltl.ona.l room owing 'to the
high prices current on this side. Prices on this side, in con-
junction with prices current a‘broad,. govern the n‘m‘b‘?"
of cattle shipped. Agents of the White Star and Atlantic

Transport lines pointed out that as cattle shippers are un-
der rigid contract to ship every week a certain number of
cattle, ships do not sail without their full complement of
cattle. The idea of creating a scarcity of beef in Eng-
land by stopping shipments from America is regarded as
preposterous by cattlemen.

—Our correspondent at Teeswater, Ont., writes:—Several
changes in business circles have taken place here. Hanson
& Co. have sold out their grocery, boot and shoe business
to Arthur Simpson of KinIOSs, a young man off a farm, I
believe.—Little & Elliott have sold out their grocery and
crockery business to a young man named John McDonald,
who also has hitherto been following farming as his occu-
pation.—William Heffron sold out his butcher business to
Messrs. Gates Bros.—Everyone thought we were going to
have an extraordinary early Spring, March was so fine and
our snow disappeared so early, but the weather so far in
April has been very inclement and spring work is no fur-
ther on than in other years. The winter wheat is looking
fairly well.

—Mr. J. F. Whitson of the surveys branch of the Ontario
Crown Lands Department, has reported to the commission-
er that there is on the Mississaga River in Algoma a white
pine territory covering at least one thousand square miles,
and which he estimates at at least three billion feet of
white pine timber.. Mr. Whitson is reputed to be the best

authority on timber in the employ of the Ontario Govern-
ment. g

—The ratepayers of Sarnia, Ont., voted on two money
by-laws this week—one to raise $3,000 for the purchase of a
public library site on which to erect the $15,000 Carnegie
library building; the other to raise $10,000 by debentures
for permanent road improvements, The library by-law was

carried by a majority of 28, while the road improvement
by-law met defeat by 303.

MARKETS.

Thursday, April 17, 1902.
The present week marks the open-
ing of navigation for the season, the
Fremona having arrived on Wednes-
day from the Mediterranean with
some 65,000 boxes lemons and oranges

whieh will be sold at auction here on
the 25th instant. While several other
vessels are now on the way to this
port with like cargoes, the sale of the
first large cargo, now unloading, will
be the largest of the season, and will,
doubtless, bring buyers here from the
principal distributing centres of the
Eastern -and Middle Western States, as
well as from all parts of Canada. We
cannot speak too highly of the en-
terprise which was resonsible for mak-
ing Montreal the chief ., distributing
point for the early Mediterranean
fruit for the continent. As facili-
ties grow, this trade will grow in bro-
portion, and make Montreal recogniz-
ed throughout the United States as the
natural hub for foreign products for
the continent. The people who come
here as buyers are the people who are
in not only the best position to speak
of the commercial metropolis of the
Dominion as they find it, but are the
most impressive speakers because they

have a pecuniary object in visiting
here, and thig is more in line with
commercial progress and the natural
advantages of trade distribution, as
they exist, than were they noticed by
seekers after invigorating, pure air
and inspiring scenery. Montreal has
always seemed a long distance away
from the centre of trade by those in-
habitants of Southern and Western U.
S. centres, whose chief path on pur-
chasing expeditions lay south of the
lakes and the St. Lawrence. Perhaps
this was as well for one reason; that
the more undesirable foreign element
has kept pretty well aloof from our
shores, and our inhabitants to-day are
exclusive as being composed only of
those whose aims are for progressive
peace and whose abilities are gradu-
ally advancing and cementing the ties
which best constitute it.

In market values but few changes
have transpired during the week.
Tlour is steady. Leather is quiet local-
ly, but shipments to Europe continue
heavy. Hardware is brisk as usual
at this season. English hemp and
sisal rope have advanced. In dairy
products cheese is higher, while but-
ter is in good request and receipts
move quickly at last week’s figures.
Hides have again advanced. Dry goods
are moving well, assisted by the pos-
sibilities of higher prices for wool-
lens, linens, and cottons. The wool
market is practically bare of supplies
and prices are advancing in keeping
with the tendency abroad.

BUTTER.

Arrivals of mnew milk goods are
showing quite an increase and give
the market an easier tendency. Al-
though there is mo actual change in
prices, still buyers have the advan-
tage and the market shows weakness.
Choicest Eastern is quoted at 22c to
991,c and Western at 21c to 213jc.
Dairy’s are not p]cntiful; Townships
meet with ready sale at 20c to
and Western at 17¢ to 18¢c. Old

Belgian was also sold this
week for Montreal Harbour use at the
same figure.

CHEESE.

The market continues to show firm-
ness. Finest fall is quoted at 1lc to
1114e; nmew milk fodder cheese, 10%c
to 1034c.

EGGS.

The market is very steady and stock
is not accumulating as usual at this
season. Receipts appear to go out
as received; in a wholesale way at
1214c and single cases at 13c. Re-
tailers are patiently awaiting the ad-
vancing season when eggs can be
~ought and sold in various grades,
and a chance given for a good mar-
gin of profit, at least on the higher
priced. At present the consumer only
is ahead.

FISH.

There is a fair demand for fresh
fish, which arrives in lots equal for
the trade. Halibut, haddock and mack-
erel are arriving from New York, Bos-
ton and Portland. Tresh trout and
whitsfish are arriving in limited lots
and are being purchased freely. Quo-

mona. This will, no doubt, be the
most important sale this season, as
she is the largest cargo, and the fruit
is said to be of the choicest quality;
therefore, ‘the attendance of buyers
from the United States and all over
Canada is expected will be one of the
largest that ever attended a sale of
this kind held in Montreal. The cargo
consists of 62,000 boxes of lemons,
830 boxes, and 559 half-boxes of
oranges, which will be sold by public
auction on the 25th instant. A large
portion of the cargo is consigned to
Messrs. Hart & Tuckwell. Other fruit
vessels are shortly expected, the Ja-
cona and Forest Holme both being
due about April 26th. The Forest
Holme will discharge part of her
cargo at Quebec. The quota-
tions are: Apples, brls., $3.50 to $6.00;
California navel oranges, $4 to $4.25;
per box; Jamaica oranges, $4.75 per

GREEN HIDES.

Another advance took place within
the last week, both beef and calf hides
having been marked up lc lb. Nos. 1
2 and 3 are now quoted at 9e¢, 8¢ and
7c¢, respectively, while calfskins are
worth 12¢ and 10c for Nos. 1 and 2. Re-
ceipts are more - liberal. The New
York market was reported very strong
for dry hides, tanners dealing freely
at full quotations. A firmer market
was reported for packer 'hides. The
quality of the take-off is now steadily
improving, and packers have accord-
ingly advanced their prices for April
hides, holding for 11i,c to 113;c for
native steers, 11%c for butt brands
and 1lc for side brands. Tanners,
however, were not ready to meet these
prices, but they were bidding 111;c for
native steers, 103,c¢ for butt brands,
and 10%c for side brands. Country
hides were in small supply and firm.
—Increasing interest was reported
shown by buyenrs in the Chicago mar-
ket for packer hides. The quality of
the April take-off of hides has shown,
it is stated, a greater imprbvement
than was generally expected, and with
the indications of a revival of the de-
mand from tanners the tone of the
market was firmer, with prices quoted
at 11%c to 12%c¢ for mnative steers,
1214¢ to 123c for heavy Texas, 11%c
to 11i4c for butt brands, 1lc to 1134c
for Colorados, 10c to 10%c for heavy
native cows and 9%c to 10%c for light
ditto. Country hides were firmly held
at 8Yc for No. 1 buffs.

GROCERIES.

The local sugar market remains
steady on the basis of $3.90 f. o. b.
[Montreal for standard granulated, and
$3.15 for lowest yellow. It does not
look as though values will ascend, but
the indications are rather the other
way. Raw beet declined again in the
London market this week. Cable ad-
vinces reported an easier market,
prices showing a decline of 3,d to 6s
4%d for both April and May delivery;

later in the day there was a rumor
to the effect that cables were receiv-
ed from London reporting a further
decline in prices; cane was unchang-
ed. In New York the tone of the
market held firm on the basis of 33c
for centrifugals 96 deg. test, for des-
pite the decline in the European beet
sugar prices they were still above the
parity of that local market for cane
sugar. Contrary to the recent ex-
pectations of many, the English bud-
get, which was announced Monday,
made no changes in the import duties
on raw and refined sugar, and also
did not allow a preferential duty on
cane sugars imported from her col-
onies.  Montreal wholesale grocers,
when spoken to on the Barbadoes mo-
lasses outlook refer to all wholesalers
as selling at about cost and, conse-
quently, further business in that arti-
cle at 24c or 233c is not eagerly
sought. Other groceries are, local-
ly, devoid of special mention. The
Greek currant market is again slight-
ly easier, though holders show a great
reluctance to sell, and it is highly
probable that with the first signs of
any demand from consuming coun-
tries would hold for better prices.
Advices from England indicate a dull
market, but note an evident willing-
ness of buyers to operate could they
do so with confidence. The London
stock of Valencia raisins on April 1
was 745 tons, against 1,545 tons last
year and 50 tons in 1900. Stocks of
sultana raisins were 1,650 tons com-
pared with 2,640 tons on the same
date last year. The stock of Jordan
almonds was 725 boxes, against 2,300
boxes on April 1 last year; Valencias,
6,495 packages, against 5,605 packages
in 1900; 1,970 packages of Siecily and
Bari almonds, against 3,805 packages
on same date last year. The stock
of dried apricots there on April 1 was
2,620 packages, compared with 13,735
packages on April 1 last year and 1,-
050 packages on April 1 in 1900. Stocks

121,340 packages, against 209,165 pack-
ages last year, and 87,470 packages in
1900. Opening prices on the 1902 pack
of Columbia River salmon have been
fixed by - several packing interests.
Coast telegrams state that two pack-
ers have named a basis of $1.50 for
talls,, $1.65 for flats and 95¢ for half
pounds on Chinook fish f.0.b. coast.
Discussing the situation a leading
Eastern jobber said: “Columbia river
salmon at $1.50 for talls f.o.b. the
coast will not take readily this sea-
son. There is considerable old stock
floating about which the purchasers
are willing to sell at less than the
opening price named to-day from the
coast. -~ The fish have had a great
deal of competition from sockeye sal-
mon on the lower basis for that de-
seription and its sale has not been

pushed. It is estimated that there is

a carry-over mow of 65,000 to 70,000
cases independent of jobbers’ hold-
ings.  Stocks in jobbers’ hands,while
not large, are a factor to be reckon-
ed with, and so long as they exist
there is, in my opinion, little pros-
pect of active buying on the new ba-
sis. The prospects for the pack are
admittedly uncertain, and while late
years have shown a serious falling off
in the pack, there is no assurance that
this seasom’s pack will be light.”
Among several packers’ representa-
tives the conviction is strong that the
$150 basis on talls will not attract
interest.

In canned tomatoes the situation
has not changed. Stocks are light an:
prices are firm at 87%c to 90c in pack-
ers’ hands. It is quite probable that
our neighbors to the South will be
requiring more of our goods before
the mew crop appears. A recent let-

~

ter from Baltimore reads: “A feature
of the spot market has been the main-
tenance of quotations on spot toma-
toes. This is hardly noteworthy when
the remarkably light condition of the
spot stocks is considered. Argumen’s
advanced around the first of the year
by some operators that the demand
for spot tomatoes around $1.25 per
dozen would be practically shut off
will have to be revised. The way that
spot tomatoes, from poor seconds to
choice standards, have been going out
since the first of the year, rende:s a
higher market between now and pack-
ing season not a possibility, but in
our judgment an actual fact. New
business for the week has fallen short
of anticipations entertained at the
close of last week. Purchases of the
week would seem to indicate more of
a disposition to confine such to imme-
diate wants only.

oil cake and of the oil cake meal, on
the other hand, is exported, the ex-
ports of this product in the fiscal year
ended June 30, 1901, having been 455,
154,866 pounds, which may be accepted
as approximately representing the ex-
ports of the oil cake and meal made
out of the 1900 crop. The principal cus-
tomers for linseed oil cake and meal
are Germany and the United Kingdom,
Germany in the fiscal year ended June
30, 1900, taking about 33 per cent. and
the United Kingdom 28 per cent. of our
total exports.

The growing importance of Denmark
as a purchaser of this valuable cattle
food is attracting great attention.
From being a customer for less than 8
per cent. of our total exports in 1895,
her takings have steadily increased un-
til “in the fiscal year ended Jume 30,

1900, almost 23 per cent. of the total
United States exports were consigned
to her. The increase in the use of oil
cake by the Danish people is attribu-
table to the remarkable development
of the dairy industry of that country.

WESTERN WHEAT FIELDS.

Watching the hurrying crowds on
Main street and the big throng of shop-
pers, most of them from rural dis-
tricts, says a Winnipeg writer in *he
Globe, the question suggested ivself,
how much did the west make on its
great grain crop last fall, and what
have the people been doing with their
money? The question was put before
half a dozen of the most conspicuous
men of affairs in Winnipeg, and an en-
deavor will be made to present their
views upon it. The first part of the
question is comparatively simple. The
final official figures from the most re-
liable sources show that Manitoba and
the Territories, in 1901, produced 109,-
000.000 bushels of cereals, 65,000,000
bushels being wheat.

Of the total wheat crop of 65,000,000
bushels, 10,000,000 are required for the
feeding of the people of Manitoba and

for seed, leaving an exportable surplus
of 55,000,000 bushels. On the 21st of
March there had been inspected and
shipped out 36,211 cars of wheat, con-
taining 30,055,000 bushels, and about
3,000,000 bushels more had been export-
ed in the form of hour. There were
in elevators 12,000,000 bushels or a lit-
tle more, a portion of this, not a large
proportion, however, being still owned
by the farmer. This leaves to date
practically 10,000,000 bushels of wheat
in the hands of the producer, besides
the other grain not used in feeding
during the winter. Taking the average
price of wheat at ficty cents, and of
other grains at twenty cents, the pro-
ducer has been paid for at least 40,000,-
000 bushels of wheat, say, $20,000,000.
He holds in elevators and in private
storage, say, 15,000,000 bushels, or $7,-
500,000 worth of wheat. He has proba-
bly a contra-account with the folk in
Winnipeg and the towns for a couple
of million bushels used in feeding the
townspeople, and thss, of course, will
lessen his liabilities.

Manitoba itself had only a fair yield
last year, and a good deal of the wheat,
owing to exposure .o the rain about
harvest time, failed to grade number
one hard. Mr. Hastings, of the Lake
of the Woods Milling Company, says
there is very little number one hard
left in Manitoba, with the exeeption
of the grain in the Mennonite section,

The custom of the Mennonites is to
haul in a considerable proportion of the
preceding year’s crop after they have
planted this year’s. Mr. Black, of the
Ogilvie Company, says his firm are not
so much interested as usual in hunting
out hidden sources of supply, because
the volume was so large that millers
were assured of wheat enough remain-
ing in the country to meet their re-
quirements. He thinks, however, the
statements as to hold-over grain are
ratl.ler optimistic. The milling men and
gf'am-handlers generally believe the
big proportion of the wheat still in
first hands is in the Territories.

As against this view I find a very
general opinion in mercantile circles;
t_hat, the breakdown of the railway
h.nes last fall left a very large quan-
tity of wheat along the C.P.R. in Mani-
toba in the farmers’ hands. In con-
firmation of this they refer to the let-
tel."s; of the storekeepers at Manitoba
P(‘lll'tS, who, in asking extensions of
credit and in explanation of failure
to 'make remittances, say the farmers
owing them have not been able to mar-
?{e their wheat. Navigation will open
1_11 a couple of weeks, the big Fort Wil-
liam elevators will be rapidly relieved,
a_nd then we shall be better able to
discover whether the volume of wheat
Tf‘mains in producers’ hands that is es-
timated. To the merchants here a
satisfactory answer is of the first im-

portance, for in all staples, and even
in such luxuries as pianos and organs,
I am told that collections are slow just
now, and the  amount carried on the
books of the wholesalers are perhaps
larger than at the corresponding pe-
riod of last year. If, however, —and
this is the important point for every
man in Ontario making goods for the
western market—the wheat in the far-
mers’ hands is of the supposed volume,
the money got for it will greatly reduce
these store debts and leave the farm-
ers in a far better relative position at
the approach of harvest than they were
a year ago.

And now let us turn to what the

man on the prairie did with his money
since the last crop began to move. By
way of introduction, let me give a lit-
tle snatch of conversation with a man
who knows the Manitoba farmer, as
the result of years of observation:
“You would be rather surprised to
learn how general is the disposition of
our farmers here to discount the fu-
ture: They are a warm-blooded, gener-
ous-natured people of an exceedingly
speculative nature. They put the fu-
ture in pawn as a man down east puts
his watch. Here is a story that came
to me from a Brandon man to illus-
trate the point: It was rather dry in
his section, and one day a young farm-

er rode a considerable distance from
the homestead to some other land he
owned, where men were doing work.
The wheat was at a critical stage, and
a shower was all that was needed to
assure the crop. While the farmer,
with his horse hitched near by, helped
the men, it began to rain. He straight-
ened up, looked at the sky, and said to
the nearest man: ‘This is worth hun-
dreds to me. I need a buggy pretty
badly, and I'll just go into Brandon
now and buy it!’

“To Brandon he went through the
rain, and bought the buggy and har-
ness, for his credit was good. When he
drove home in triumph he cried out to

charge on the crop of 1901.

The third big department into which
the money of last year’s crop went
was the improvement of buildings, and
the acquisition of additional land. So
far as the new buildings are concerned,
the expenditure was judicious and wise.
The Manitoba farmer is careful of his
live stock and houses it well. He is a
perfect prodigal, according to every
trustworthy source of information, in
his treatment of his farm implements,
which are left out, in many cases, at
the mercy of the elements all winter. I
have heard more hard swearing out
liere over the way the farmers waste
money on implements by their neglect
than upon any other matter. A league
for the promotion of the housing of
implements and for grain storage on
the farm would be the best investment
the country could make.

In the purchase of additional lands

there are so many issues involved that
e

[ shall leave it for another letter, mere-
ly stating that in the opinion of busi-
ness men here it was the most reassur-
ing feature of the eventful season of
1901.

You will find no mention of the Mani-
toba microbe in the text-books of the
pathologists, but it is a great deal
more real than most of the microbe
family. The chief effects of exposure
to the Manitoba microbe are a remark-
able stimulation of the imaginative fac-
ulty, and some change in the chemical
composition of the retina of the eye, so
that things are pictured there as they
will be later on rather than as they are
now. Most people back east fancy that
Winnipeg has at present a little less
than fifty thousand people. Quite pro-
bably, but the man who has in him
the views of the Manitoba microbe sees
moving through the streets countless
multitudes of those who will yet make
their homes here. These phantom folk

are scarcely less real to him than the
men with whom he brushes shoulders
every day. He creates them and fills
them with the breath of life,as Dickens
created that world of characters who
live in his stories.

One goes in to a business man, and
for a time he talks in a plain, matter-
of-fact way of trade conditions, the
price of goods, the outlook for summer
business. All at once his eyes begin to
glow at something that suggests the
future, and before one is aware of it
he has started a strange Ossian-like
chant of the vastness and majesty of
the plains and of the glory of subduing
them to the use of man. Nothing can
stay these rhapsodies. I broke into one
the other day, intending to bring the
day-dream to an end with a remark
about the difficulty of getting around
the country, owing to floods. Utterly
useless. “The floods,” he said. “Every
friend of Manitoba is glad to see them.

I never knew the sign to fail yet. When
in spring the water covers the ground
as it is doing now, we have big crops—
bumper crops.” I saw nothing but a
momentary disturbance of traffic; he
saw miles of golden grain flashing in
the sun as the result of the extra mois-
ture.

This wonderful optimism is the west-
erners’ most valuable asset. Without
it the long, weary, up-hill fight to es-
tablish a foothold would have been
lost. Now it is won, and the fruits of
victory are assured. “The man who
has made the west,” said a gentleman
to-day, “is the type of settler I have
often seen, who, on the day after his
growing crop had been destroyed by
hail, started to plongh up for next
spring’s planting.”

One of the most notable evidences of
this optimism is the enormous buying
of land at present, of which I
spoke in a former letter. A consider-
able part of the money from the crop
of 1901 went into the first payments
on fresh land. Many of the purchases
were speculative, but many more were
for land that will go at once under
crop.

Farmers are selling -their present
holdings and moving out to the more
westerly portions of the Province and
the Territories, where they can get
larger areas. The reason for this is

i

frequently that room may be made for
the children, who, when the first loca-
tion was taken—a quarter-section, per-
haps—were not big enough to warrant
the hope that a half-section could be
profitably handled. Now older Mani-
toba has her native-born, stalwart
young men and women, who are be-
ginning to be home-seekers on their
own account.

Winnipeg townspeople are dabbling a
bit in land, but not as yet very seri-
ously. The most important element
in the purchasing going on is unques-
tionably the American settler. The man
from England, Seotland, or continental
Europe who takes up land immediately
on arrival is a homesteader. That is,
he goes on a quarterdsection of free-
grant Government land. The American
is rather shy as yet of homesteading,
and prefers to purchase, because home-
steading means two things—immediate
change of allegiance and a lengthy pe-
riod of residence. A large proportion
of the settlers from the other side last
year paid for railway lands, leaving
the homesteads alongside vacant. This
is a new development, and one the out-
come of which will be awaited with
interest.

The outlook for land sales this year
is remarkably good. The C.P.R., of
course, is the largest holder, having
some 16,000,000 acres of land, Last year

the sales were just about a milion
acres; this year land was being freely
bought as early as January, and the
expectation of Mr. Griffin, the Land
Commissioner of the company, is that
the sales will-total 3,000,000 acres. Up
to date the ratio of increase is over
threefold. Following are the figures
for the first quarter of the year, the
sales in Assiniboia, where the Ameri-
can immigration is the largest, being
shown separately, although included in
the totals in the first table:

FRENCH METHODS OF PEANUT

The following is a copy of a report
made by Consul-General Skinner, of
Marseilles, in answer to inquiries by
a correspondent:

except in the case of a new crop, when
the skin clings so tenaciously as to
render complete removal difficult; but
even then, effort is made to get rid of
it, and it may be set down as an axiom
that a good comestible o0il cannot be
obtained from an untreated kernel.
The process of the removal of this ker-
nel is mechanical as followed in this
city, where the cost of labor is rela-
tively high, but Mozambique nuts are
received here in large quantities,which
are decorticated by hand at the port of
shipment, and from which the red skin
is compleely removed by the native la-
borer. These yield an edible oil, which
is worth to-day from 74 to 75 francs
per 100 kilograms ($14.28 to $14.47 per
200 pounds), naked, first pressure.
The nuts, having been prepared, are
twice crushed—that is to say, the pres-
sure is applied twice, and often three
times, although at times the second
pressure takes place without removal
of the meal from the press. Different
manufacturers follow different meth-
ods, some of them removing the meal
after the first pressure, breaking it up
and then returning it. In most facto-
ries, the meal is placed in horsehair
bagging, and in some few it is placed
in steel boxes, without any wrapper,
following the American practice. The
first pressing, from ‘which results the
high-grade oil, is cold, but for the sec-
cnd pressing the meal is brought to a
temperature of from 30 deg. to 50 deg.
C., according to the condition and qual-
ity of the nuts; the degree of moisture
and temperature is left to the discre-
tion of the foreman in actual control.
The same amount of pressure is ap-
plied on both oceasions. Two stand-

ard sizes of presses are used in Mar-

seilles, in one of which the hydraulic
pressure is 500 kilograms per square
centimeter of piston—that is to say,
about 500,000 kilograms (1,102,300 1bs.)
force. ~With the smaller presses, the
pressure is exactly half the foregoing.
In the case -of the large machines, the
pressure continues for thirty minutes,
and in the case of the smaller double
that time.

The yield of oil from decorticated
peanuts from the Madras coast, which
constitute the largest import for the
Marseilles soap trade, is from 39 to 40
per cent. of their weight. The re-
sultant cake contains from 7 to 9 per
cent. of oil.

The price of the oil depends largely
upon the purpose for which it is in-
tended. As the market stands to-day
in this city, oil from Madras decorti-
cated nuts, utilized by soap manufac-
turers, brings 58 franes per 100 kilo-
grams ($11.10 per 220 pounds), naked
first pressure, delivered to buyers’
stores. The finest edible oils are ob-
tained from nuts imported in the shell,
these coming from the west coast of
Africa, chiefly from Ruffisque and
Gambia. Oils from these nuts are
worth to-day from 75 to 80 francs per
100 kilograms ($14.47 to $15.44 per 220
pounds), naked, first pressure. As I
said before, hand-decorticated Mozam-
bique nuts give an oil now worth from
74 to 75 franes ($14.28 to $14.47). The

lower edge of the leaden spiral; the
principal acted on here being to expose
as much surface as possible to the
action of the acid vapor; each pot
ought to hold about 21, pounds avoir-
dupois weight, and, having also a cover
of the same metal placed tight upon its
mouth, by which means nearly the
whole of the steam will have an object
for its action. A stratum of these pots
thus prepared being formed by packing
them close to each other in rows, plac-
ing them in a layer of horse dung about
two feet thick, which is previously pre-
pared, they are covered with boards,
and then they are surrounded on every
part with that material; thus is this
part of the work continued layer upon
layer until it arrives at the height of
the building prepared for it, which
ought to be perfectly water-tight.
These strata (forming what the work-
men call a “blue bed,” from the lead
being placed there in its blue state),
continue undisturbed until the acid is
exhausted or evaporated, which is gen-
erally in about two or three months.
It is supposed that the operation is
effected in this state by the vapors of
the vinegar (assisted by the tendency
of the lead to combine with the pure
part of the air which is present), cor-
roding it, and converting the external
portion into a white calx. At the
above time, the boards, on being re-
moved, exhibit the appearance of being
strongly scorched, most probably from
the acid steam that may (after all the
above care to preserve it) have escaped
during the immersion in the dung: or,
perhaps, the mere heat by opening and
preparing the boards will make them
more liable to the action of the acid,
even though very little should escape;
or, indeed, the continued heat may be
alone  sufficient to account for this
change in them. At the expiration of
the above time the beds are ‘drawn;’
that is, the pots are removed and

thrown together into a large receiver
full of cold water, having a partition
running across it slanting from the
highest part, where it may be only
twelve inches from the top towards the
lower, and the depth from the top of
the receiver to the frame or partition
may be three feet this is pierced from
its highest to its lowest part with holes
of about half an inch diameter.

In many manufactories a workman is
employed here, who, with a long pole
and a strong head annexed to it, stirs,
beats and breaks the pieces by which
means the corroded lead breaks off in
flakes or as dust, and falls through the
holes to the bottom of the receiver; in
other white-lead works this part of
the process is accomplished by a ma-
chine receiving its motion and strength
from the power that turns the mill
which is to grind the white lead into
powder. The introduction of water
into this part of the process has been a
great means of preserving the health
of the people employed in the works,
thus removing a strong objection
against apprenticing children to this
business. Formerly the lead was un-
covered, and the corroded parts broken
off without the intervention of water,
and the lead dust got upon the lungs
of the workmen, from which, owing to
the peculiar this

mill, and ground, the immediate act
of grinding being conducted in the wet,
almost as snuff is ground in the dry
state, by a large horizontal wheel,
whose power is derived either from
horses, steam, wind or water, with
cogs turning from eight to sixteen or
more pestle-shaped pieces of metal,
which revolve in mortars in which the
ceruse is put. After being finely levi-
gated, it is formed into cakes or pieces
and dried, in some manufactories, in
the same manner that glue, paper, dry
colors, ete. are— on laths, in shades
placed in the open air, or in a long
room, generally the attics of the ware-
rooms; but in others, in a circular
stove with a stove pan, or cockle,
placed in the midst, as hats, ete., are
dried. By this last way the operation
is effected in a few days, whilst, in the
former, some weeks, or even months,
as in winter, must elapse before it is
completed. Many manufacturers have
a pair of horizontal stones like those
of the flour mill for the purpose of
grinding it in oil.

“A patent was obtained in this busi-
ness by Mr. Ri¢hard Fishwick, of New-
castle-upon-Tyne, to preserve to him-
self the advantage of substituting ex-
hausted tanners’ bark in the place of
horse-litter, or mixing a proportion of
the one with the other.

“Cerusse makes a beautiful white
color, and is much used by the paint-
ers, both in oil and water colors. Tt
makes the principal ingredient in the
fucus used by the ladies for the com-
plexion. Taken inwardly it is a dan-
gerous poison; it soon shows its malig-
nity, spoiling the breath and teeth,and
hastening wrinkles and all symptoms
of old age. TEven the external use of
it, as a paint or enamel, for it is said
that it has been so used, is attended
with very disagreeable, and, in the end,
with fatal consequences. Tts effects
in nervous disorders are terrible; wit-

In Stockholm ladies hold quite long
conversations with their friends by
telephone, and the man in the street
can drop into practically any shop and
telephone to any part of the city for
174d. Even people in the country use
telephones to an extent almost incred-
ible to us, and practically every vil-
lage has its own telephone station.

The Rev. Edward Shepherd, chaplain
to our legation in Stockholm,writes as
follows:

“My cook’s parents live in a small
village about fifteen miles from here
(Stockholm) and if she wants to speak
to them she simply gose to my tele-
phone and rings up the village grocer’s
shop. Then the people there send for
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Contractors to His Majesty’s Government—War Department and Admiralty.

“I suppose,” Mr. Shepherd goes on to
say, “‘that our English Church here
in Stockholm is one of the few in the
world which has on its notice board
the chaplain’s telephone number. It
works quite well, for if people are ab-
sent from church on Sunday the tele-
phone can be operated on-Monday to
enquire if they are ill.”

Almost everybody in Sweden, and
particularly in the city of Stockholm,
turns naturally to the telephone, and
if one is away from home and is sud-
denly recalled one naturally telephones
home to see whether the servants are
in or out. The apparatus used is very
simple, and the ear and mouth pieces
are so connected, and the cord is so
long, that you can sit comfortably in
your chair and talk. In the house in
which the British chaplain at Stock-
holm now resides (a block of ten flats)
there are no fewer than ten Allmanna
and four Riks telephones installed. 1t
is rumored in Stockholm that an amal-
gamation of the Allmanna and Riks
telephone is contemplated in the near
future.

It may be asked, “Do telephones at
these extremely low prices pay?” The
best reply to thisis that on the Stock-
holm Bourse the Allmanna shares of
100 kromner are now quoted at 525
kroner. The number of Allmaana tele-
phones in use in Stockholm is at pres-
ent over 23,000, and outside the city
about 4,500; and that the instrument is
found of increasing value will be seen

from a crop of seed like that of 1900
(20,000,000 bushels) is about 50,000,000
gallons; the quantity of oil cake or
¢il cake meal from such a crop would
be about 760,000,000 pounds. As is well
known, the linseed o0il manufactured
in the United States practically all en-
ters into home consumption, the aver-
age annual exports not exceeding 100,-
000 gallons. The greater part of the
oil cake and of the oil ecake meal, on
the other hand, is exported, the ex-
ports of this produet in the fiscal year
ended June 30, 1901, having been 455,-
154,866 pounds, which may be accepted
as approximately representing the ex-
ports of the oil cake and meal made
out of the 1900 crop. The principal cus-
tomers for linseed oil cake arzd meal
are Germany and the United Kingdom,

chasers, Holland, Belgium and France,

oil barons can learn quickly the num-
ber of millions of gallons of oil that can
be promptly placed on the market to
bring about either a decline or rise n
prices.

The pumpman must know the cxact
quantity of oil that is passing between
two stations. From mnorth to soath
he telegraphs the amount of oil his re-
oister shows. If the registers do not
tally it is proof that the oil is not find-
ing its way through the pipes as it
should. The shortage is caused either
by a leak or by an obstruction in the
interior of the pipe. Here the mechani-
cal genius of the lineman asserts it-
self. A mnovel device, known as the
“go-devil,” is inserted into the pipe. Tt
moves through the pipe at the same
speed as the oil, both being propelled.
by the pressure transmitted from the
pumps. As the “go-devil” can only be
located by its clicking moise while in

motion, it must be followed up and
down hills by relays of men. If its
clicking ceases, it is proof that some
obstacle has been encountered. In this
way the linemen can determine the ex-
act spot at which repairs must be made
to enable the oil to resume its normal
flow.

inet. Indeed, the president’s hobby is
the substitution of French alcohol coal
oil. In Paris the city tax on alecohol
has been removed so that alcohol
which formerly sold at 12 cents a quart
now retails at 8 cents. Such encour-
agement has been given to inventors
of alcohol lamps, stoves and motors

~ that some really remarable results have

been attained.

An ordinary oil lamp may be chang-
ed at a trifling expense so that it will
burn alecohol, and the inexpensiveness
of the change has had a great deal to
do with the popular favor accorded al-
cohol as an illuminant. The reduc-
tion in the price of alcohol has
led to a big drop in the price of
petroleum. At the beginning of last
year petroleum sold for 12 cents a
quart. Six months ago it fell to 11
cents, and it is now down to 10 cents.
It is still, however, 2 cents dearer than
alcohol, and a lamp that burns a quart
of petroleum in three hours if read-
justed for alecohol burns only a quart
of the latter in the same time.

The alcohol motor automobile is also
coming into high favor, and doubtless
soon will supplant the petroleum mo-
tor. The merchants are appealing to
the patriotism of the French people to
