Pastoral Letter on the Jubi'ee

THE JUBILEE ENFORCES THE PRACTICE OF
CHRISTIAN VIRTUES,

The purpose of Our Holy Father in
proclaiming this year’s Jubilee being,
as he states in his Encyclical, “to excite
men, or o Jead them back, to the prac-
tice of Christian virtues,” he imposes on
all who desire to gain the Plenary In-
dulgence, that they shall not only purify
their consciences by Sacramental Con.
fession and nourish their souls with the
divine bread of the Eucharist, but shall
perform certain good works, according
to a measure g0 regulated by him, as to
be easy of accomplishment for the most
tepid Christian as well as for the most
holy and zeslous, These works are
prayer, fasting and alms deeds. They
are declared in Holy Writ to be those
which, at all times, have found accept-
ance with God for the turning aside of
His anger against sinnersand the remis-
sion of sin. “Prayer,” said the Arch-
angel Rapbzl to Tobias, “is good, with
fasting and alms, more than to lay up
treasures of gold.” (Tobias 12 ch.)
Pope Leo XIIL. invites all the faithful o
the constant practice of these specific

ood works in order to counteract the
force of the triple evil prevailing every
where in this generation, and to which

o calls particular attention, namely, the
all-absorbing worldliness that withdraws
men from the contemplation of heavenly
things, the sensuality that shrinks from
every form ot mortification of the body
and its appetites, and the immoderate

ursuit of money, as though it were the
great object of human existence, If the
heart of God is moved to compassion
and the outpouring of His grace upon
individual sinners who turn to Him in
humble prayer, accompanied by self.
chastisement and alme-giving, which
sdelivereth from death,” (Tobias, 12 ch,)
who shall estimate the mighty power of
the united supplications of the faithful
of the whole world, assembled betore the
altars of Jesus Christ with their alms.
offerings in their hands, and their fl-sh
chastened by self denial, toinvoke mercy
and forgiveness upon all and each, the
holy ones praying for the unholy, as well
as for themselves, the innocent child for
the guilty parent, the saintly wife and
mother for the unchristian husband and
undutiful son, priest and people, all
together, crying out in faith and hope,
uSpare, O Lord, spare Thy people, and
delivernot Thy inheritance to reproach.”
(Joel 2 ch) A plenary indulgence,
whensoever obtained, would produce in
the soul of the Christian all the good
eftects we have hitherto enumerated ;
but it is not so much for the souls ot
the just, who strive ever to be more
justified in God’s sight, and to this
end seize with avidity every opportun.
ity of gaining indulgences and
other spiritual aids, that the Jubilee has
Yeen promulgated by Our Holy Futher.
It is calefly ordained for the conversion
of those souls to God that have wandered
away from their Heavenly Father's home,
and in the land of iniquity are living on
the “husks of swine,” thinking nothing
of the peace and happinees of the days
of their innocence in the past, or of the
riches of grace and glory they have for
feited by their filial impiety, and which
are ready to be lavished upon them once
again, if only they will return, and in
the penitential sgim of the prodigal,
cry out, “Father, I have sinned against
Heaven and before Thee.” (Luke 15 ch.)
Apart from the Jubilee and its power ot

awakening the public conscience, and
the holy contagion of enthusiasm with
which it aftects the religious feelings of
all within the family circle, the parish,
the diocese and the whole Church ; and
the activity of the Spirit of Grace mov-
ing, almost sensibly, among the congre-
gations at this holy time; and the illu-
mination of faith enkindled by the ear-
nest preaching of the divine meseage of
promise and menace ; and, finally, the
propitiatory eflicacy of the good works
performed by millions of holy men and
women, friends of God, in behalf of the
world of sinners who can merit no favor
for themselves; there would be little
reason to hope that the multitude of
negligent Catholios and votaries of crim-
inal pleasure who shall now, with God’s
help, be withdrawn from the ways of
evil and reinstated in the favor and
friendship of God and the Church would
of their own accord give up their habits
of sinfulness and devote themselves to
repairing the past and insuring the safety
of their souls in the everlasting
futare, This is the great effect to which
the Jubilee i? directed, and which is not
attainable by the ordinary action of the
sacred ministry. Thaoks be to God, the

history of successive Jubileea is & record

of extraordinary and truly wonderful
conversions of souls that had been deemed
lost, and of manifold fruitfulness of virtue

Fatberr, we confidently hope to be the
result of the Jubilee iu Our. diocese
throughoutthis year, We rely upon you
to employ all your zeal and energy
towards the attainment of this great end,
in conformity with the hopes ex ressed
by the Suvereign Ponuffand your Bishop,
under whom you hold the charge of sav-
ing the souls of the people committed to
your care, Itisthe whole end and ohject
of your vocation, the fuifitmeut of your
winisiry, Let each of you call to his aid
a number of the neighboring c'ergy to
preach earnest aud howely instructivns to
your several congregations from day to
day, for one or more weeks, selected
accordivg to the convenience af the
people, ard to hear their confessions.
Multiply the facilities for all classes of
persone, old and young, to avail them-
selves of the freedom of conscience 8o gen-
eroutly provided aud encouraged by the
Pope, aud of the various other privileges
guaranteed by the Jubilee, as induce-
ments to return with their whole hearts
and souls to Almighty Gud aud insure
their eternal salvation,
The Pope advises that special services,
commonly called Missions, be given to
the people as generally as possible through
out this year, to dispuse them for obtain-
ing the tull benefit of the Jubilee. Four
Redemptorist Fathers are actually engaged
in thie excellent work in Our Cathedial
Church from 5 o’clock a. m. to 10 o’clock
p- m. daily, and will continue their
valuable labors here for three weeks. The
eagerness with which the Catholic people
of Kingston assemble in the Church at
every exercise, and the fervent piety they
exhibit, are to us a choice consolation
and a pledge of an abundant barvest of
grace and blessing, and of renewal of
virtuoue resolutions, as the certain result
of this Mission, We bave insured a simi.
lar grace for other populous districts in
our diucese, of which the local Pastors shall
be apprised next week, when We learn
defiuite)ly how many Missions these
good and zealous Fathers will cor.duct in
Our diocese this year.
EXPLANATION OF™THE CONDITIONS OF THE
JUBILEE,

1st. A good Confession, This is in-
dispensible, even for children, although
absolution may not be given., We de-
sire that all chiliren who have attained
the uee of remson be prepared for the
Jubilee by their Pastors, as this will be
a most euitable occasion for making their
firt confessior, Their innocence ard
‘entire freedom from sin will enbance
the value of their prayers and suffrages in
the sight of the God of all holiness for
moving Him to more bountiful effusion
of Hisgrace upon their parents and friends
and the faithful generally. The annual
Confeseion prescribed by the Common
Law of the Church will not saffice for
the Jubilee. :
2ud. Eucharistic Communion, distinc
from the Paschal Communion, Such
children as have not yet made their first
Communion mey be dispensed from this
condition by the Confessor; but it will
be well to prepare as many as possible
of them for their first approach to the
Sacred Table, to “taste and see how
sweet the Lord is,” and thus make this
year of general Jubilee the most memor.
able and the happiest of their lives.
8rd. Six visits to the Church or any of
the Churches of each one’s Missionary
District, allowing some interval of time
to elapse between every two visits ; and
at each visit offering some vocal prayers
for the intentions expressed by the Holy
Father, The prayers should be at least
five Paters and Aves, to which may pro-
fitably be added the Litany of Loreto, or
five decades of the Rosary, or the Acts
of Contrition, Faith, Hope and Charity.
The intentions for which the prayers at
each visit must be oftered are thus
defined by the Holy Father :—“to pray
to God according to our intentions, for
the well-being and exaltation of the
Church—for the extirpation of all heresy
—and tor the conversion of all who are
in error—and that concord may reign
among Christian princes—and that peace
and unity may be the lot of all the faith-
ful,” It is enough that these intentions
of the Pope be made known once to the
people for conformity of their intention
with them. It is not necessary torecall
them explicitly to mind at each succes-
sive visit. Members of religious com-
munities and their boarders, or other
inmates of their convents or homes, may
make their visits to the chapels of their
convents.

4th, A strict fast on two days that are
nov fasting days by precept of the
Church, A strict fast, commonly called
black fast, not only limits the quantity of
food to a single meal, with an evening
collation (or partial refection), but ex-.
cludes altogether the use of meat, eggs,
milk, butter and cheese, and all kinds
of food ot which any of them forms an
ingredient, This condition of strict fast
may be fulfilled on Fridays, unless Fri-
day be a fasting day of obligation, as in
Quarter-Tense,

5th, Alms, which the Pope prescribes
to be given “according to each one’s
means, and after taking counsel with his
confessor,” to be applied *“to the further.
ing of some work conducive to the pro.

agation and increase of the Catholic
?nil.h.” The Holy Father has thought
fit to recommend specially two objects
for application of the Jubilee alms, ‘“‘as
most advantageous and in many places
most needful of help and encouragement,
and also beneficial not less to the State
than to the Church, namely, private
schools for children and Seminaries for
ecclesiastics.” There are mo private
schools in Our diocese having need of
public alms; but the diocese of Kingston
has exceptionally great and immediate
need of a Fund for Seminary purposes,
to provide for the continuation
of the priesthood and the effi-
cient discharge of the sacred ministry in
behalf of the 65,000 Catholics spread
over its thirty-six Missionary Districts.
All the diooeses of the Dominion and the

| ot Oatario, have long since provided

issued from the womb of Kingston, that
is, all the other dioceses of the Province

themselves with ecclesiastical Semin-
aries, or with Bourses in Colleges at
home or abroad, or with diocesan Funds
for the training of youthful Levites in
mental and moral discipline, and in lit-
erary, scientific, historical and theologi-
cal aputude for the fulfilment of the
various duties of the Pastoral office
among their peoples. To maintain and
develop these institutions, each Bishop
annually orders a collection to be taken
up in every district of his territory, and
pastors and people cordiallv co operate
in swelling the Seminary Fund to the
full extent ot diocesan requirement in
the present, and frequently to a further
degree sufficient for insuring a fair pro-
vision for time tocome, Kingston alone
bas neither Seminary nor Bourses (ex-
cept one), nor any Fund whatever to
keep up and strengthen, as new exigen.
cies may require, the staft of priestly
workers in this section of the Lord’s
vineyard,. Why the Mother.diocese of
Ountario should have go long remained in
this exceptionally necessitous condition,
is difficult of explanation.

You are aware, dear Rev. Fathers, and
several of your congregations have from
time to time observed and paintully felt
how straitened We are in Our eftorts to
provide for the spiritual wants of Oar
flock, 1t has been Our duty—an im

perative, yet most pleasing duty—to
station priests in certain places that
previvusly had no resident pastor and
were almost entirely destitute of pastoral
supervision, Thanks be to our good
God for baving enabled Us to do so.
There are still, however, some sections
that require a like provision to be made
for them : and there are Missions that
demand assistant priests, whom We are
unable to give them: and occasionally,
a8 one or more pastors have happened
to be sick, one or two, and on a recent
Sunday, as many as four, congregations
were left without holy Mass, or Divine
Survice of any kind, on the Lord’s Day.

We know not how soon the hour may
come when,through visitation of sickness

compelled 1o withdraw every one of the
assistant priests from their places, and
let each Mission, how large soever, do
for itself with the pastor alone; and it
may be, that even the clerical statt of St.
Mary’s Cathedral should, in such con.
tingency, be reduced by half. We pray
God in His mercy to avert this calamity
from Our people,
The Church commands her Bishops to
take timely precautions and employ
canonical methods for averting so great
an evil by exacting from each parish, or
missionary - district, under pain of cen-
sure, if necessary, a just proportion of its
income every year for Seminary pur-
poses. (See the third General Council of
Lateran, Canon 5, and the Council of
Trent, Session xxiii,, de Reform, Chap.
xviii) We happily have never felt, and
Ne ure confident We never shall feel,
the slightest necessity for urging the
commands or threats of the Church
against Our people in support of any
just claim of religion, We declare pub-
licly, and with grateful acknowledgment
of their deserts, that they invariably
accept, and cheerfully comply with, all
reasonable demands made upon them :
and We are fully sure they will recognize
the establishment of a Seminary Fund
as one of the most needful, most urgent,
and, in respect of themselves and their
children, most beneficial institutions of
the diocese. This Fund, which is
destined to be hereafter a fountain of
perennial blessing to the people of King-
ston, will date its origin from the Jubilee
of the year 1886 The Pope has proposed
it as & most fitting application of the
Jubilee alms, and We, as Ordinary ot the
diocese, proclaim it most exigent,
Accordingly we bespeak, dear Rev,
Fathers, your most actiye aid in giving
effect to the concurrent wishes of the
Sovereign Pontift and your Bishop. Ex-
plain the subject in all its bearings to
your congregations respectively, and ex-
hort them to contribute generously to
this sacred cause, so dear to the heart
of the great High Priest, Jesus Christ,
who exercises His eternal Priesthood
visibly through us at every altar; so im-
portant to the Church of Kingston for
the spiritual, moral and social well being
of her children and the propagation and
fruitfulness of her soul.saving faith ; so
necessary in the present, so preservative
for the future, and so directly beneficial
to the laity themselves, to every congre-
gation and every family, the old and the
yonng, the sick and the strong. We
desire that a box be placed, and well-
secured, in a conspicuous position near
the porch in the interior of every church,
with the epigraph “Jubilee Alms for a
Seminary Fund,” in large letters on its
front, Allow no other alms box to be
placed in the Church, nor any collection
to be made, without Uur permission,
from the present date to next Christmas.
In giving instruction to the faithful con-
cerning this, with the other conditions
of the Jubilee, emphasize the signifi-
cance of the form in which Pope Leo
XIIL requires it to be fulfilled. In
former Jubilees the alms was a matter
left entirely to each one’s private dis-
poeition of piety and generosity. For
instance, the Jubilee Encyclical of 1851
merely commanded an oﬂering “by way
of alms to some pious work.” In the
present Jubilee, His Holiness orders, 1st,
that it be given for “the furthering of
some work conducive to the propaga-
tion and increase of the Catholic faith,”
2nd, Among works of this kind he dis-
tinguishes poor schools and seminaries,
and recommends them as ‘‘most advanta
geous, most needful, and beneficial not
less to the State than to the Caurch,”
3rd. He does not leave to every one the
option to give as little as he likes : for

Other
sins robbed man of grace and made him
unlike (GGod in & certain sense—but
drunkenness destroyed the intellect,
the will, and the heart ,and removed en-.
tirely the image ot God. The lecturer re-
lated a number of incideuts bearing upon
the subject, some amusing and others very
affecting, He acserted that but for drink
Ireland would be in & much better posi*
tion to-day, although of the three nations
composing the British Isles the people of
Ireland drank the lesst alcobol ot any,
according to official statistics. In Canada,
he said, 84 per cent. of all crime was due
to the evil of drink, and if it could be
stopped nine-tenths of the prisons and
asylums might be done away with, He
bad not much faith in legal euactments,
but believed the true remedy wasin a
Ligher scnse of Christian duty in men.
If « man could not touch liquor without
danger of excess he was bound to abs'ain
entirely. If by abstaining he could help
others to do so, the obligation of charity
was upon him. The lecturer closed with
an expression of the pleasure it gave him
to be again in Brantford. Toe lecture
wae for the benefis of the school, The
choir rendered several pieces of musie
very bicely.

A sweet legend tells us of a guileless
boy who gri-ved much because he could
not compete with bis fellow students in
the composition of verses; not that he
deemed the art of any intrinsic value,
but that, notwithstandicg his proficiercy
in other studies, his deficiency in this
particular branch deprived him of the
literary honors for which he was
ambitious solely for the sake of his dear
mother, whose hopes all centered in him
as her only child. Into the heart of that
gentle mother he poured the sorrowtul
tale of his repeated trials and attendant
failures; of his masters displeasure and
his companions’ taunts; of his humiliation
and disappointments, and from her loving
lips he learned where lay his remedy.
“Remember, my son,” she said, “that no
one ever applied in vain for help to the
Blessed Virgin, I know you have a
rosary, though I cannot say I have often
seen you use 1it. Take it henceforth
every morning before going to school, to
the altar of Mary, and there recite it
devoutly, and depend that, before long,
the source of your tears will be dried,
and. the cause of your dejection re- ]
moved.”

And the prophecy was verified. In
simplicity and loving truth, the boy knelt
daily at the teet of his Blessed Patroness,
and while his innocent heart poured out

Hisdeath
soon followed thy birth, leaving you an
orphan and me a helpless widow, Since
then I bave suffered all the pangs of
widowhood, the bitterness of which are
known only to those who bave exper-

fresh from her paternal roof and conese-
qnuently ignorant of business affairs,
plunged suddenly into afiliction and
obliged to assume cares unsuitable for her
ag" Or sex.

**When a father dies leaving a child, if
it is a daughter, tha mother undoubtedly
bae much anxiety about raising her well,
but if it be a son he is a source of contin-
ual apprehension t> say nothing of the
expense of educating him properly.
“These thoughts have prevented me
from marrying agaio, I have lived firm
amidst the storms, confiling, above all, in
the gooduess of Gid, suff=ring willingly all
the troubles which my widowhood has
carried with it.

JAMES CLARENCE MANGAN,

Thirty-seven years of eventful history
have been recorded siuce the geutle, pure
and high souled Irish patriot and poet,
James Clarence Mangan, passed away
from the scenes of his love aud toil.

That is a long enough spell of time in
which to bave settled the worth or the
worthlessness of any poet : yet, posterity
has not even attempted to pass a verdict
upon him, Iudeed itis pot quite sure
whether the man or his works ace worth
while sittirg in judgment on at all. Pos
terity, in the biosd sense, bas not read
Mangan any more than his coutemporar
ies, in the broad eense, d.d. He is not vue
of the known and accredited poets of the
Victorian ages, His position 1s this ; that
with the man nearly two score years iu bis
grave, his fawe is ouly beginuing life to
day. [vis only to-day the time bas
arrived when Mangan will be studied,
and when his countrymen, with loviog
pride, will begin to jusiify his memory
and his works,

He who:e
“Fancy bore him to the pulest siar,

Pinnacied in the loity sliuer dim"

Is certainlv worithy of a place in
Ireland’s  Valballa, In fact it s
Mangan who raises the poetic literature
of Ireland up to the European level
Judged by the cosmopolitan staudard he is
the Irish ‘poet of to-day. The saying of
this is not meant to take one bay leaf
from the brow of Mcore, or to lower the
poeition of “the poet uf all circles and the
1dol of his owa” by a sivgle whit. The
sweet singer of the meludies is still our
national bard. But, between Moore
looked at as the Irish minstrel,and Moore
compared with his brethren of what
Fichie calls the universal priesthood of
the Divine Idea, there is a difference.
Moore, leaving his Irish works out of the
question, wrote as much for his age ae
he did for his Divine Idea, and
his age was not by any meaus one favor-
able to deep searching afucr the s, iritual
aud the mystic. It was the age that made
Southey laureate, snd took 1ts fashions
from him. What was then demauded, as
has well been eaid, was sentiment laid vut
in neatly-trimmed Veraailles gardens, A
lucky epigram went as far in that day as
it did in the court of Oid Rowley. Moore,
who knew the flavor of the honey of every
flower that blossomed, could give them
gardens that might have been transplanted
bodily from the little Trianon, aud could

elt them with scented epigrams to their

eart's content, This is not to say that
Moore bad  not his  spiritual
side. He had; bat the tastes
he of his time, and Muoore's
adaptability to them, brought the other
side of him more preminently forward.
Mangan never dellicd an hour among the
flowers ; or, if he did, it was to fiud the
rose leaves wither at his touch, aud the
gardens transform into wildernesses. His
rovince was awid the deptlia of the
athomless ocean of the sou!, seeking out
its hidden springs, eighing forth its yearn-
ings, reading its m)ateries, picturing in
splendor of glowing words ita iuspired
imaginings of the realms of its “home,”
But Mangan was ever oppresscd with a
gloom of spirit amounting almost to des-
pair. In this respect he is the direct
antithesis of that other Irish poet, Denis
Florence Mnchh‘y’, who, without the
same profound insight, saw hcpe and love
and praise for a beneficent maker in
everything in nature,

Mavogan was steeped in gloom. The
secret is probably to be fouud in his hfe
story. A being of the most exquisite
sensibility, e was brought up amid scenes
of squalor and misery irom which his soul
revolted. His own poems give some
bints, and, of course, Mitchel, who knew
him and was his friend, tells ussomething,
though that very vague and umncertain.
Bat, thavks to Father Meeban, a scrap of
autobiography lets in a light, however
meagre, which enables us to define some
of the objects in the darkness, We can
make out that through the improvidence
of his father, Mangan, who was the weak
est and youngest, was called upon to
support the family. Mi:fortune dogging
their steps, they remove to a dreadfui den
of a tenement, the horrora of which are
described harrowingly. Maugan mean-
while is toiling as copying clerk in an
attorney’s « flice, and compelied to herd all
day in company whose blasphemy aud
vileness makes the sensitive poet feel that
he is in Pandemonium. As if tiibulation
did mot lie heavy enough on him, he
deecribes his being afflicted with a loath
some disease, and cruelly neglected while
suffering in it. No mere narrative can
convey that horrible reality witk half v:he

THE SPIRIT OF PARTY.

One of the greatest, if mot the very
greatest, evil of the representative system
of goveinment is that intensity of party
spirit which it never fails to engender.
In Britain, the Uuited States and Canada
party spirit has very seriou:ly retarded
the growth of a sound, iudependent pub:
lic opinion, ready and capable of grasping
and dealing with, on its merits, any one of
the great public and social problems that
from time to time present themselves for
intelligent action to freely governed
peoples,  No soomer does a party
leader pronounce on any of these
questions  than men, forgetting the
merits of the arguments he advances,
take sides against him. We have a
striking instance at hand—that of Mr
Gladstone’s Home Rule measure, The
British Premier has had the courage to
bring down a measure which Lord Salis
bury himself would, it is now clear, have
brought down, had he last November
secured & majority over, or even an
equality with, the Euglish Whigs and
Radiculs, His purpose was tosecure the
political allegiance of the Irish vote to
the Tory party by the passage of a mea
sure of Irish self government. When,
however, the polls were closed and
heads counted it was found that, even
with the Irish Parliamentary party, he
could mnol control a working msjority
in the new Parliament, he resolved
to throw pledges and purposes
and policy to the winds in order to win
over Eagiish support enough to tide him
through a session or two, How egre-
giously he failed our readers well know,
Mr, Gladstone then came intn power,
persuaded as fully as Lord Salisbury was
persuaded that the great absorbing
question before Parliament was the Irish
difficulty—a difficulty that could mno
longer be met by half-way measures ot
heartless and unenduring reform—but
by a grand, radical, sweeping proposition
of justice. After long and careful con-.
gideration, he did, on the 8th day of
April last, submit such a proposition to
the Commons of England, The
words had hardly died away
on his lips than the dogs of party war
were let loose by the very men who had
it themselves in purpose to bring down
some very similar measure, No term
of vituperation, no language of feroci-
ous invective strong enough, no vocabul-
ary of barbarous and inhuman abuse ex
tensive enough to supply, since that
time, the wants of his assailants, De-
nounced bimself as an enemy of bhis
country, reprobated as an associate and
abettor of dynamiters and assassing, held

up to rillicule as demented, and
blackened as a coward or a despot or
both, the grand old man’s measure itself

has by his enemies been very largely
kept in the background, and thous
ands now casting their ballots against
it know little or nothing
of s merits and heed not if the evils
which ‘it projosed to eradicate for cver
efilict the Irish, to them a foreign and
barbarous people, not the equals, but the
slaves of Englishmen. Party epirit is at
this moment Fogland’s curse. Parties
are, of course, essential to the due work-
ing of the British system of government,
but parties should, for the s ke of the

But God forbid that any contro-
versy relating to our essential morals
should admit of nodecision. It appears
to me that this question, like most of the
others which regard our duties in life, is
to be determined by our own station in
it. Private men may be wholly neutral,
and entirely innocent ; but they who are
legally invested with public trust, or
stand on the high ground of rank and
dignity, which is trust imphed, can
bardly in sny case remam indiffer-
ent, without the certainty of sinking
into insignificance; and thereby in effect
deserting that post ip which, with the
fullest authority, and for the wisest pur-
poses, the laws of their country have
fixed them, However, if it be
the office of fhose who are
thus circumstanced, to take a decided
part, it is no less their duty that it
should be a sober one. He ought to be cir
cumscribed by the same laws of decorum, and
balanced by the same temper, which bound
and reguiate all the virtues. In a word,
we ought to act in party with all the
moderation, which does not absolutely
enervate that vigor, and quench that
fervency of spirit, without which the
best wishes for the public good must
evaporate in empty speculation.” Mr.
Gladstone has not had the fame or the
fortune to meet with moderation or
sobriety from his opponents, Their con
demnation of his measure and of himself
has been shamefully lacking in both
qualities, Mr, Gladstone’s bill, if de-
teated, will not be defeated om its
merits, and Ireland, if condemned
to twenty years more of coercion, will
suffer not because of any wrong on her
part, but because of passion aroused and
prejudice successfully appealed to. We
bave had in Canada much to suffer from
party spirit in its most ferocious and
unreasoning form. Some of our best
men have been driven from the legisla-
ture, some of the most healthy and well-
considered propositions rejected, and
many great crimes committed, because
of the blind fury of partisanship. We
are now on the eve of a general election
as well for the Dominion as for the
great Provinces of Quebec, Ontario, and
Manitoba. If ever there was need of
moderation snd sobriety, that need is
now present, The destinies of Canada
are not to be wrought out by hatred,
anger and ill-will, but by mutual regard,
kindly forbearance and Christian char-
ity.

THE BKITISH ELECTIONS.

The result so far of the British elec-
tions is not, we regret to be forced to
declare, altogether encouragitg to the
cause of Home Rule,
far ae heard from, donme its duty mnobly
by the “grand ald man,” but many of the
populous centres of England, in some even
where the lrish vote was upon former
occasions numerous enough to decide the
issue of elections, the results have been
far from satisfactory. It is, of course, at
this stage of the contest impossible to
predict anything with certainty of the
final result. But it does not nowseem to
us improbable that Lord Salisbury may
secure a mojority over aii parties, and in
early autumn form a Tory coercionist
cabinet. This is a result that we look
not to with any feeling of pleasure, for
its must again place the two countries
in a position of antagonmem and of
struggle. If Salisbury, again in power,
attempt the suppression of the National
League, we shudder at the mere con.
templation of the consequences such an
attempt must involve, A policy of
coercion can have but one result, out.
rage, murder, iawlessness ‘and rebellion,
We do hope, however, that whatever
may be the immediate outcome of the
elections, that the Cromwellian policy
threatened by Salisbury, Churchill and
others will not be even attempted. The
attempt must end in failure and lead to
the total separation of the countries.

But while we could mnot look
with satisfaction on the return
to power of the Tories, we

have still hopes, in spite of such a con.
tingency, that Ireland's day of freedom
is at hand—freedom without 1ebellion—
freedom without separation. Mr, Glad-
stone has, we would fain believe, not-
withstanding that the tide seems for the
moment turned against him, sown the
secds of peace and forbearance and
equality in soil that will yield rich
fruit. England does not certainly desire
to lose Ireland, but lose her she must if
she unfortunately persists in refusing
Home Rule, The interests of both coun.
tries demand an early and final reconcili-
ation, The inauguration of a coercive
policy cannot but retard this much.

The chief of the house of Hohen-
zollern, the aged Emperor William, yes-
terday sent to the Vatican, to be offered
by his ambassador to Pope Leo, X (L., as
a pledge of reconcilistion, a cross of gold
resplendent with diamonds, At the same
moment Prince Bismarck, the first of
contemporary European statesmen,
declared before the Parliament of the
kingdom that the concord of the two
powers, Church and State, was one of
the constituent elements of all society,
as liberty of faith and of conscience was
the neceseary condition of all moral life
with individuals, He, haughty leader
that he is, reorganized that to continue
a combat without end or result against
these two great truths were to misap-
prehend the laws of history and misun-
derstand the very foundations of all poli-
tical organism. And the Prussian Parlia-
ment, so long hopelessly divided, did
upon this occasion vote the obeequies of
the Kulturkampf by & majority that has
not for years been known in its midst.
Conservatives, Protestant and Catholic,
Liberal Conservatives, National Liberals
and Progressists, all combined to vote the
entire revision of the May laws. While
Leo XIIL thus accomplishes in Protes
tant Prussia a first and important por-
tion of his programme, which is to group
around the Holy See all the Conserva
tive strength of the world against the
rising tide of social revolution and of
anarchy, France, hitherto Catholic, de-
clares war against the Pontiff. The
Kulturkampf, extinct at Berlin, is re
enkindled at Paris in the name of
democracy and of liberty, French radi-
calism aspires to succees just where the
philosophic liberalism of Germany met
with dismal failure, It seeks to breathe
into France a new soul composed of
reason and of science, and to free it for-
ever from the yoke ot clericalism., It
first assails the school, and makes it a
purely lay institution, and 1t will follow
up the church until it proclaims its
separation from the state. The serious
minds ot France do not, however, view
this struggle without alarm and appre-
hension, The war seemingly proclaimed
against the hierarchy and its abuses (?)
they see directed against religion itself,
and discord sown where peace was prom-
ised.

The Court has given permission for the
removal of the books for sale, pending the
settlement of the present litigation, At
Mount Shannon there is & fiue painting
of Lord Clare, and some celebrities of the
family,

The unselfishness cf character of the
new Bishop of Limerick, the most Rev.
Dr. O'Dwyer bas been strikingly shown,
The clergy of the diocese met ou June 7th,
for the purpose of taking the necessary
steps to present bim with an address and
testimonial, but a letter from the Prelate
intimated that no testimonial would be
accepted, while he would gladly receive
their proffered addresa. This shows that
the Jamented Dr. Butler bas found a
worthy successor, A committee has been
appointed to prepare the address. The
citizens of Limerick are to include in
their testimonial to their new Bishop a
crozier of Celtic character. The commit-
tee invite tenders for a design, aud offer
ten guineas for the successful one, The
competition is not limited to goldsmiths,
but isjopen to all artists skilled in Celtic
work,

Clare.

Tyrone.

In South Tyrone, where it has been
resolved to procure a candidate rabid
enough to catch the fancy of the Orange
revolvermen, and yet with the flavor of
“Liberalism” to suit the palate of the
Presbyterian farmers, the close Nation-
alist majority of 53 at the last election is
in most serious peril, Nevertheless, the
facts that every Presbyterian suspected
of Nationalist leanings, is subjected to
the most pitiless social and religious
boycotting, and to the most atrocious
system of bodily terrorism by the armed
Orange bands that infest this division,
and the fact that it has been found

Father Grealy, parish priest at New-
port, county Mayo, writes to the Cable

Vews :—“The work of relieving the
starving fishermen on the west coast is
at a standstill, and myeelf and my
curates are in a state of seigo, with ery-
ing app’icants craving food to save the
lives of their little children, The Poor-
law Guardians and the heavy rate-
payers, are equally loud in crying down
the practice of out door relief, justly
fearing that the Union will be rumned
next year by excessive rates, I have
telegraphed to the Lord. Lieutenant, and
written twice to the Local Government
Board for help, and the authorities are
now answerable for the sufferings of the
people, Will they allow people to die
by scores, or perbaps, hundreds! Many
men here will seek work in England and
Scotland, as in past years, if they are
able to obtain sutlicient money to defray
the expense of the journey.” This is &
sample of the large number of appeals
of which the Cable News is in daily re-
ceipt. The Cable News Fund has already
dene an enormous amount of good, but
the area of the distress seems to extend
rather than contract, and demands a
considerable increase of aid.

Sligo.

The Sligo Champion of June 12th, says
of the exodus from the West :—“Day by
day the flower of our manhood and
maidenhood leave our shores to seek
that refuge and employment which has
been denied them at home, owing to the
action of our heartless rulers and far
more heartless landiords. On Thurs-
day, vest numbers of ewigrants, coms

posed, for the most part, olul~
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tursl claes, left the several stations along
the Sligo, .ﬂomlm, and Northern Counties
way line, en route for the land of the
‘Sturs and Btripes,’ Confusion and up-
roar, wus the acene at every station,
while the porters, with desperate haste,
trundled into the luggage vans, numer-
ous painted deal boxes. The emigrants
wept bitterly, and kissed, over aud over,
every neighbor and friend,—man,woman,
and child,—who had come 10 see them,
rl‘hlpl, for the last time. But the
eere.t of all pangs were where some
member of the family is departing, leav
ing the rest to be sent for by him or her
out of the first earnings in exile,”

IRISH PARLIAMENTARY FUND,

Rochester, N. Y., June 19,
To Mr, Patrick Cox, Treasurer of the Iruh

Parliamentary Fund :

Dear Bie: [ enclose my check for
8100 for the fund of which you are treas
urer. The most promising hour Ireland
has known since her Parliament was
fraudulently taken from her is at hand,
The long years of patient suffering, but
persistent reiusal 10 accept degradation,
are about toend. 'The people of Ireland,
omitting a emall mivority, demand the
right to enact for themselves such legis
lation as the interests of the country re-

uire,

The thoughtful and serious people of
Ireland make this demand, The Fog
lish people confess that a great wrong
has been ttrpetuted, and that repara
tion, quick and ample, should be made,
The American people, with a unanimity
that is cheering, claim for the wronged
of Ireland a measure of self-government
which they know is of the e:sence of
honest self-respect and the sole guaran
t -e of happiness bzsed on material pros
perity.

The Irish people have no right to be
contented or 10 cease from legitimate
aiscussion, agitation, and obstructior,
until their just demands are conceded.
While, in making these demands, they
keep within the bounds of justice and
law, they will have with them, in sym-
pathy aud substantial aid, the liberty.lov-
ing and right- minded of every free coun-
try in the world,

The election now at hand in Great Bri-
tain may not settle this momentous ques
tion of Home Rule for Ireland, but its
successor will end, and for good, centur-
ies of cruel wrong inflicted on an
oppressed people. My conviction is
founded on the justice of the Irish cause,
primarily, and, secondarily, on the fact
that, by the extension ot the ballot,
power is passing from the few to the
many. My trust in the people is and
always has been firmer and more confi-
dent than in kings or the select few.

My present contribution is for the im-
vending battle on the electioneering
field, I shall be happy agan end again
to help if the Irish people use the favor-
able epportunity now given them to
demonstrate to the world that they poa-
sess the chief characteristic of liberty-
loving people—ability to sufter momen-
tary defeat without losing courage or
yielding to despair. A steady agitation
of a whole people has never yet failed of

cuse.”—words from to-day’s Guspel.

The duty of receiving Holy Commun-
ion during the Pazchal season is one of the
most sacred and important obligations of
Catholics. The Feast ot Corpus Christi
which we are celebrating to day comes
very appropriately as a reminder to those
who have neglected to fulfil this duty.
1t comes to remind them that while the
seacon appointed by the Church is over,
yet the obligation to receive the Blessed
Sacrament still remaine, and that they are
still bound to do ro as soon as possible

The wonderful go-dness and condescen-
sion of our Lord in vouchsafing to hide
Himeelf under the appearance of bread
and wine, in order to become ourspiritual
focd and nourishment, should havedrawn
us all to approach the holy altar, The
solemn earnestness of our Lords's words,
when speaking of this Blessed Sacrament,
ought to have made it clear that no one
could stay away with safety. “Amen,
amen, [ say to you, unless you eat the
flesh of the Son of Man and drink His
blood, you shall mnot have life in
you.” ~So strong are our Lord’s
words that it would seem as if the recep
tion of the Holy Communion were abso-
lutely necessary for salvation, so that no
one at all could be saved who had not
actually received the Budivl and Blood of
the Lord. Aud although we know that
thisis not the case (for all baptized chil-
dren and many others will enter heaven
without receiving Holy Communior) yet
to many theolugians our Lord’s words
seem 80 strong that they prove that the
detire, either explicit or implicit, of such
reception is absolutely necessary.

Many theologians, however, do not go
o0 far as this, All, however, are agreed
in saying that the reception of Holy Com-
munion is what is called & moral necessity
for all adults, That is to say, the more
abundant graces which will enable
us to continue the warfare ajainst our
spiritual enemies, and to do this with
ease and success are only given to those
who have been united to our Lord in the
Sacrament. If we do not make use of
this means itis only with the greatest
difficulty that we shou!d be able to hold
our own in the conflict, Now, few men
are able and willing to do that which in-
volves continual and very great difficulty,
and, therefore, those who do not receive
the Blessed Sacrament will suffer defeat
and be obliged to suirender to their ene
mies, This is what is meant by saying
that the Holy Communion is morally
necessary for salvation, and this iz : se fiist
reason for not neglecting it.

A second reason is that our Lord Him-
gelf has commanded us to receive the Holy
Communion. Bat the ques'ion arises
how often are we bound to go to do eo,
once a weck, once a month, once a
year. This question is left undetermined
by our Lord. Hers, then, the Church
steps in and says that no one shall stay
away more than one year, She does not

say that some may not be obliged to com=
more frequently, but she obliges every
one under pain of mortal sin to at leasta
yearly reception,

Hence the duty of receiving Holy Com
munion rests on three gronnds—its moral
nesessity, the command of our Loxd, the
precept of the Church, “A threefold

cord,” Scripture tells us, “is not easily |

broken, ”’Y «t I am afraid there are some
who have, notwithstanding all this, failed
to comply wih this obligaticn, By so
failing they bhave commitied a grievous
¢in, aud they are still under the obligation
of obeying the commavd, We have just
read in to-day’s Goepel that to the vita
tion given to the great supper (hy which
is meant the invitation to Holy Commnn
ion) many excuses were made; the first
#aid he had boughta farm, another that he
had bought five yoke of cxen, a third that
he had married a wife, The punishment
ixflicted on all was that the ¢xcuses were

accepted. “I say unto you that none of
those men who were invited shall taste of
my supper.” Have ot those who still
peglect, for one reason or another, the
eacred duty of approaching the altar rea-
son to fear that our Lord will take them
st their word and give them no further
invitation? And if 1t is trus that Hol
Commugion is morally necessary for sal-
vation, are not those who act in this way
running a fearful risk ?
