At the distance of about 4C0 miles from 

Calcutta, in a West, North Westerly direc­
tion, stands the city of Benares, regarded 
all over India by the natives of every caste 
as par excellence—“ the holy city.” Situ­
ated on a curve of the river Ganges, its bay­
like appearance lias euggested a comparison 
with Naples—a comparison which is sustain­
ed in other particulars besides the mere pic­
turesque character of its position. Built on 
an acclivity, it rises gracefully and gradually 
from the edge of the sacred stream until it 
crowns the summit of tbe hill supposed by 
the Brahmins, and through IItem by the peo­
ple, to form the very centre of the earth, 
and on that account^^e pre-eminently hal­
lowed. Here info^^da/sTnObservatory 
favoured the study of astronomy, and al­
though the science has been so far shorn of 
its mystic and symbolical significance, ac­
cording to the Oriental idea, as to dispense 
with tbe facilities afforded by this institu­
tion, yet the edifice is still maintained in a 
stale of perfect preservation, and constitutes 
not only one of the finest local ornaments 
but one of tbe most magnificent memorials 
of the occult system which flourished among 
the principal branches of knowledge in the 
Kast long before tbe advent of Gallileo or 
Copernicus. At present Benares is the 
seat of Oriental learning and literature ; 
while it also retains its reputation for superior 
sanctity by tbe wealth of its temples, the 
goreeousness of its shrines, the costliness of 
its idol-ministrations, tbe number of its devo­
tees, and the pride and pomp and power of 
its arrogant and legion-like priesthood.— 
Many of the temples are richly endowed ; 
and gifts and propitiatory offerings are daily 
presented, not only by tbe affluent inhabit­
ants, but also by pilgrims wbo flock thither 
from all parts of the country in fulfilment 
of religious vows. Nowhere in India is 
human knowledge so highly cultivated, and 
human art so far advanced ; but nowhere is 
there such an ignorance of God, and such 
an open, unblushing and infatuated practice 
of idolatry. So true it stands even now as 
of old, “ The world by wisdom knew not 
God ” A late gifted lady, Letitia Eliza­
beth London, better known as L. E. L , has 
vividly ar.d eloquently delineated this anom­
aly in a poem entitled “ Benares,” in which 
she says :

“ City of idol-temples and of shrines 
Where tolly kneels to lalsehood—how tbe pride 
Ol our humanity is here rebuked!
Mao that aspires to rule the very wind.
And make th ; ,ea confess Ills majesty;
Whose intellect can fi'l a little act oil
With words that are immortal ; who con build
Cities—the mighty and the beautiful.
Yet man, this glomus creature, can debase 
His -p rit down to worship wood and atone,
And hold the very beasts which bear hia yoke,
And tremble at his eye, for sacred things.
With what uantterab'e humility.
We should bow down, thou b’eased Cross, to thee, 
Seeing our vanity and foolishness.
When to our own devices left, we frame 
A shameful creed of cralt and cruelty."

Hete bulls, and birds, and monkeys, and 
even serpents and creeping things are dei­
fied, to the dishonor of God and the scandal 
of degraded man, wbo, alas ! alas ! though 
made upright bas sought out many inven­
tions,", and who, continuing not in honor, 
gives himself up to work all manner of un- 
cleanness with greediness. I have said that 
Benares is believed to be situated exactly 
at the centre of the earth, and that on this 
account, and because of the other circum­
stances alluded to, it is esteemed peculiarly 
holy. As the Ganges is also considered to 
lie more sacred here than any where else in 
its course, there is a confluence of attrac­
tions about the place that makes it tbe re­
sort of multitudes of impotent folk, of blind, 
halt, withered, who, believing the holy city 
to possess certain healing properties that 
make it a second Bethesda, come hither to 
l>e cured of whatsoever disease they Lave, 
or, failing a cure, to receive the scarcely in­
ferior advantage of dying in so hallowed an 
atmosphere. About thirty years ago a 
wealthy native named Jainarain, resident in 
Lower Bengal, was seized with a painful 
ar,d lingering disorder that threatened to 
end in death. For some time tbe disease 
was thought of little consequence, and re­
medial measures were therefore neglected. 
By degrees tbe insidious malady, uncheck­
ed and unsuspected, obtained such a mastery 
as to baffle the best skill that was at length 
called in to the aid of the sufferer. No 
sooner was the danger realized than every 
thing that could be done by the beat ability 
was attpnpted, but without success. The 
disord*# became alarming. The symptoms 
indicated a rapid course towards a crisis. 
Recovery seemed daily aoce and men

doubtful, and the end appeared to be at ' 
hand. As a final expedient, with but a 
slender hope, it was at last resolved that the 
invalid should be removed to ” the holy 
city,” there, either to beibfaled, or to die.— J 
Thither he was accordingTjpEbrne, and ar­
rived in a state of extreme exhaustion and ! 
feebleness of body and depression of mind. | 
Immediately he summoned to his succor 
the mos: experienced practitioners on the 
spot, and invoked the services also of the 
Brahmins in highest repute for sanctity and 
for influence with their gods. Anxious to 
propitiate these be placed himself and bis 
affluence entirely at the disposal of the mer­
cenary priests, who had recourse to their 
usual charms and incantations to effect a 
cure. Their cupidity was stimulated by the 
promise of a liberal endowment should their 
efforts prove successful ; and under this in, 
ductment they persevered in their mystic 
aits until, having exhausted their ingenuity 
and resources without tbe slightest ameliora­
tion of the sick man's sufferings, they relin­
quished the fruitless task, impressed with 
the idea that the gods decreed that be 
should die. At this juncture, when death 
seemed approaching and inevitable, Jaina­
rain heard of a Christian merchant, a Mr. 
Bryaa, resident at Benares, who had been 
useful in treating several persons wbo had 
come from different parts, but all with the 
same object that he himself had in view in 
visiting the place—either to be restored to 
health or to die there. The love of life be­
ing stronger than his hatred of the Christian 
faith, he overcame his repugnance to the 
obnoxious idea of being prescribed for by a 
European—which is contrary to every no­
tion of orthodox propriety amongst the 
Hindoos—and caused bis servants to carry 
him forthwith into the presence of the Sa­
hib. Mr. Bryan, though not a member of 
the medical profession, had acquired a con­
siderable knowledge of physic, and in the 
absence of accredited and qualified physi­
cians had frequently availed himself of the 
information he possessed in prescribing for 
his own family, and, when opportunity offer­
ed, for any others whom his growing fame 
attracted for advice. He was, besides, a 
a sincere and devoted disciple of the Lord 
Jesus Christ, and rendered all his good 
offices in subserviency to the giory of his 
Divine Master. Whether in his endea- 
vou'S To heal the sick, to instruct the ignor­
ant, or to minister consolation to the afflict­
ed, he sought to imitate the example of him 
who went about doing good, and who still 
in the exercise of his priestly (unctions com­
passionates those who are out of the way 
and ready to perish. Acting from the dig­
nified and disinterested motives and feelings 
springing from the constraining love of 
Christ, it may well be supposed that the 
good man received the visit ol Jainarain 
with much cordiality and an unaffected de­
sire to be of service to him—if by the bless­
ing ol Providence to his body in the cure of 
his distemper—but in any case to his soul 
by instructing him in tbe fear of Him who is 
tbe only living and true God, and of Jesus 
Christ, the friend and the Saviour of sin­
ners. Having learned all the particulars of 
the trouble under which his patient labored, 
and of ail the ineffectual means that had 
been employed for its removal, Mr. Bryan 
began to speak of the wisdom of God—the 
Good Physician—in healing all our diseases 
and redeeming our life from destruction — 
He told of the miracles of mercy wrought 
by the Son of God in olden times—of the 
cleansing of lepers, and his giving sight to 
the blind, hearing to the deaf, strength to 
the lame, speech to the dumb, liberty to tbe 
captive, and life to the dead. He explained 
that though the necessity for miracles did 
not continue, there was still the wonder­
working power with him who was known 
to his people as the hearer of prayer— ‘ Je­
sus Christ, the same yesterday, to-day and 
forever," declaring that

poet in one of

“ Though eighteen hundred years have passed 
Since He did in the flesh appear,

Itis teuder mercies ever last,
And st It Misdating power is here."

He spoke to him of God as the Creator and 
Preserver of all things, “ in whom we live 
and move and have our being as tbe 
Almighty Dispenser of our life, and tbe 
all-gracious Disposer of our affairs, and 
especially as the Father,#! the spirits of all 
flesh, accessible to every sincerefand hum­
ble suppliant for mercy through the atoning 
merits of Christ, for whose sake IIis voice 
was still unto the sons of men, “ Him that 
enmeth unto me I will in no wise cast out ” 
Simple as were these earnest words, they 
were conveyed with seasonable and efficient 
power to the mind of tbe languishing man, 
who began to be conscious ot a moral as 
well as of a physical malady. He felt that 
” the whole head was sick, and the whole 
heart faint ” When he came, bis entire 
concern had been about his poor afflicted 
body—now his chief anxiety was about his 
never-dying soul, and as he lay, a weary, 
wan and wasted form, emaciated and agon­
ized, he listened with delight to the glad 
tidings that “ There is balm in Gilead, and 
a Physician there." How welcome the 
news ! How reviving the message !

“ Stung by the scorpion tin,
H a |>oor expiring seal

The balmy sound drinks in,
And is at ooce made whole.*’

The pious merchant was gratified by the 
readiness with which his instructions had 
been received, and felt encouraged to hope 
that he might be of use to him in the cure 
of his bodily evil. This hope was strength­
ened on a careful examination of the case 
in ail its features and symptoms, the result 
being more favourable than he at first sup­
posed. Having given him some medicines, 
with instructions as to their use, he prayed 
with his patient, asking the Divine blessing 
on the means used lor tbe recovery of his 
health, and desiring that his sin-sick soul 
should be restored to perfect health and 
soundness, and, having obtained a ready 
promise that he would pray for himself, and 
attend to the counsel he had received, be 
dismissed him, expressing a strong convic­
tion in a favourable issue. “ According to 
thy faith, so shall it be done unto thee.” 
From that very day and hour the man be­
gan to amend, and encouraged by the ear­
liest indications of improvement, he perse­
vered in the measures prescribed until by 
tbe favor of God he was made whole of his 
disease. He was not unmindful of the 
benefits he had received, when hi* strength 
was renewed, but be “ took the cup ol sal­
vation and called on the name of tbe Lord.’ 
Silting down to ask himself the question, 
■ Hew much owed thou?" he came tothe

conclusion expressed by the 
our beautiful hymns :

“ Too much to thee I cannot give;

Full of this sentaient he proceeded to the 
house of his friend allff earnestly inqu red in 
what way he could appropriately testify his 
love and gratitude to that good Being who 
had done such great things for him. During 
his first visit, when as yet he knew nothing 
of bis great guilt and danger as a sinner, 
and of tbe preciousness of Christ as a Sa­
viour, he bad spoken of his willingness to 
give a Lakh of Rupees (£10,000 slg ,) fo- 
a cure. Hia pious adviser had spoken of 
something else and something more than 
such a munificent sum being required of the 
Lord, when, unable to think of anything 
more valuable than money he advanced his 
offer to three Lakhs or £30,000. Still he 
wa. assured that the offer was insufficient 
to Him whose are the silver and the gold 
and tbe cattle on a thousand hills, and 
whose first demand is “ Give me thy heart " 
To that reasonable demand he had now re­
sponded and was enabled to say •• 1 love the 
Lord because he hath inclined his ear unto 
my supplications.” He still felt, however, 
that his vow- were upon him and he want­
ed to perform them, and to honour the Lord 
with his substance in the land of the living. 
It was ultimately suggested that an Educa­
tional Institution would be a fitting memo 
rial of his sense of obligation—an institution 
where the youth of his own country ami 
former creed might be taught the knowledge 
and fear of the “ only wise God ” in the 
knowledge of whom standetb our eternal 
life. Acting on the idea, he made no tarry- 
ing'about carrying it out, but forthwith pro­
ceeded to found tbe edifice known as Jain- 
araine College, and having endowed it when 
completed, be handed it over to be adminis­
tered for ever by tbe Church Mission, and 
now this noble memorial building lifts its 
stately spires amidst the gorgeous towers 
of temples reared to perpetuate Hinduoism, 
and amongst the Minaretted Mosques com­
memorative of the false Prophet—a wor­
thy tribute of redeeming love, and an endur­
ing monument of human gratitude, and there 
many are always receiving the rudiments of 
the faith of the gospel. Will my young 
friends ponder with me the personal in­
quiry, “ What shall I render unto the Lord, 
for all bis benefits towards me?” Janarain 
bnilt a College and dedicated it to the Lord. 
We cannot do that- But his most acceptable 
service was to obey tbe first and the great 
commandment “ Thou shall love the Lord 
thy God with all thy heart, and soul and 
strength.” We are not required either to 
give or to do beyond our ability. But in 
this particular we can ” Go and do likewise.’

Letter from the British Wesley­
an Conference.

From tbe English Correspondence of 
Zion’s Herald we lake a couple of extracts :

The British Wesleyan Conference is pro­
ceeding most auspiciously. The new Pres­
ident is surpassing the most sanguine antic­
ipations of his best admirers.

Mr. Waddy’s election to the chair is by 
far the largest majority ever known, being 
about 100 votes above the highest of his 
predecessors, excepting the Iiev. Thos. Jack- 
son, the last Manchester President, who had 
205 votes. Mr. Waddy had 311 votes. 
Only five Presidents polled over 200 votes 
—in 1841, Dr, Dixon, 2lS ; in 1849, Rev. 
Thos. Jackson, 265 ; in 1853, Rev. John 
Lomas, 219 ; in 1855, Rev. Isaac Keeling, 
209 ; in 1857, Rev. F. A. West, 211 ; and 
now, in 1859, Rev. S D. Waddy, 311.

President Waddy is the second son of the 
Rev. R- Waddy, who was one of the faithful 
second race of Methodist preachers. Sam­
uel was born whilst his father was travelling 
the Burton Circuit, August 5th, 1804. lie 
was educated at Wood house Grove School, 
where he is remembered as one of the most 
courageous amongst many bold ones. He is 
still remembered by many old "Grove'' 
scholars, as ‘ a clever chap,' ' quick, but care­
less.’ On advancing in his teens his mind 
took a more serious turn ; he gave himself 
to God as a young man, and soon became a 
useful local preacher.

He commenced his honorable career ns a 
travelling preacher in 1825, when he was ap­
pointed to Cambridge as his first circuit. 
After travelling in the Lynn and Birming­
ham Circuits, he was stationed at Gates­
head. Here the force of his vigorous mind 
was brought out against Catholic Emanci­
pation, and from that hour he has never neg­
lected aa opportunity of combating the er­
rors and progress of Popery.

Northampton, Sheffield, Hall and Bath 
have subsequently been the scenes of Mr. 
Waddy’s labours. In all these circuits his 
ministry was in a high degree successful ; 
bis sermons were as full of thought and rea­
son as they were of words ; the great lead­
ing truths of the gospel were constantly set 
forth with vigor, earnestness and accept­
ance. Some ot his introductions were mas­
ter-pieces of history, and many a worldly- 
minded man has been drawn to hear Mr. 
Waddy for the treat to be found in his logic, 
eloquence and earnestness.

In bis early career Mr. Waddy's ministry 
was not so well understood as when he ripen­
ed to thirty years and more. His natural 
courage, his fine bold voice, bis independence 
of spirit, bis unconquerable will, his unflinch­
ing attacks on every kind of error, his ac­
tive political tendencies, have all helped to 
make him popular. There was no turning 
Samuel Waddy when he had made up his 
mind to a course of action ; whether in Con­
ference or out of it, in tbe pulpit or on the 
platform, on the hustings or in private so­
ciety, be was firm to his purpose, even against 
great odds. He is, perhaps, tbe least yield­
ing and most liberal man in the Methodist 
Conference. His uprightnees of heart and 
conduct has destroyed the fear of man, and 
he stands up before the Conference the most 
naturally free man in that imposing ecclesi­
astical convention.

In the evening of the Conference Sunday 
it was my privilege to hear the great rising 
orator not only of Methodism, but of Old 
England, the Rev. William Morley Pun- 
shon. He was appointed to preach in Ir- 
well St Chapel, one of the largest in Man­
chester.

It was well known that those wbo intend­
ed to get inside most go early. Service was 

i at six, bat at a quarter past five

the vast edifice was crammed. I accom­
panied my immortal friend to the vestry 
which we reached after a glorious crush. 
Ordinarily, the vestry is the preacher’s sanc­
tum sanctorum for a few moments before the 
service begins, where, alone with God, he 
may get strength for his work ; but in this 
instance privacy was out of the question. 
How ever to get to the pulpit was a difficul­
ty. Bat Mr. Punsbon is no dwarf either 
physically or mentally. 1 judged that 
wherever hie physique could go, mine, though 
not the smallest, could go likewise. I fol­
lowed, therefore, and by dint of strength 
reached the pulpit.

Now a sight was presented which can 
never be forgotten. Seats, benches, aisles, 
lobbies, communion, vestries, were choked, 
with human beings, and all gazing upon the 
preacher as he rose and gave out one of 
Wesley’s matchless hymns. 1 soon perceiv­
ed that the people were in good trim for 
hearing. In emphasis Mr. Punsbon is on- 
surpassed. A power was put into the verses 
of the hymn which was felt by the crowd. 
It was worth tbe crush to hear Charles Wes­
ley speak. Many a loud “ amen ” was beard 
while prayer was being offered. Attention 
was rivetted as the Scriptures were read. 
Another hymn was song most heartily, and 
then the mass of life settled down to hear 
the sermon. Every eye wee fixed upon the 
pulpit. 1

The text was announced; 1 John ii. 2 :—
And if any man sin, we have an Advocate 

with tbe Father.” An approving smile lit 
up the congregation, and a suppressed mur­
mur ol gladness was heard at the selection 
of so grand a theme. The thought of the 
introduction was, that man was the subject 
of both hope and fear, and that the Bible 
constantly appealed to both. In the preced­
ing verse the Apostle says : *' These things 
write I unto you that ye sin not,” and then 
as though some might be discouraged by 
such a requirement, he excites their hope by 
saying, “ But if any man sin,” dtc.

The Saviour’s Advocacy, and his qualifi­
cations for the office, were the topics. Under 
the first head tbe preacher dwelt on two 
thoughts, the absolute need of an Advocate, 
and the Advocacy founded on propitiation. 
In the second part he exhibited Christ as a 
sympathizing Advocate—a prevalent Advo­
cate—and the only Advocate.

But who shall attempt to describe either 
the preacher, his sermon, or the effect pro­
duced on the congregation ? Who could 
portray tbe simple inartificial manner, the 
lightning glance of the eye, the glorious cli­
max, or tbe loud burst of feeling in the con­
gregation like the roaring of the sea ? I 
will not undertake the task, but will rather 
express a wish that one of these days Mr. 
I’unshon may be appointed to visit America, 
and that all your readers may have tbe 
opportunity of bearing this successor of St. 
Stephen “ a good man, foil of faith, and 
ol the Holy Ghost.”

Religious Aspect of the Holy 
Land.

English Missionaries. — Ammonites—A 
New Sect of Fanatics.—An American Lady.

A correspondent of the German Reformed 
Messenger, in a letter dated at Jerusalem on 
the 9th of June last, says :—

The Holy City “ seems to eland apart 
from the rest of the world, exempt from its 
ambitions, and even its prosperity,—moved 
only at intervals into life by religions pas­
sion, and isolated from all secular influences, 
and precious only to those who come to wor­
ship at its mysteries.

All the other cities of the earth arc the 
resorts of the votaries of gain, luxury or 
glory. Jerusalem offers only privation to 
the pilgrim’s body, and solemn reflection for 
his thoughts. Her palaces are ruins ; her 
castles are heaps of rubbish ; and her only 
boast and triumph is a Sepulchre.

There are a number of English mission­
aries of the “ London Jews’ Society,” who 
have been established here for years, also a 
bishop, and a beautiful church at Mount 
Zion- Tbe state of society amongst the 
English residents of Jerusalem is most de­
plorable, no intercourse whatever being bad 
between the principal members of this so­
ciety. There is also an American missionary, 
Dr. Barclay, of whose usefulness and position 
I need not speak here. His house on Mount 
Zion is used as a chapel, and religious wor­
ship held every Sunday.

Jerusalem seems to be the resort of reli­
gious enthusiasts of every nation. Within 
a few months past, quite a large number of 
Germans have arrived and taken np their 
residence in this city and its environs. They 
are called Aymmonites or Ammonites, and 
propose soon to found a colony in Ammon, 
supposing themselves to be the special in­
struments in the hands of the Lord to protect 
(he Jews, and that Elijah will be resurrected 
and be tbe leader of the children of Israel, 
who are to come from the East, and pass 
through Ammon. The leader of this sin­
gular people,—a Mr. Pike,—mysteriously 
disappeared a few months since in making an 
excursion in the neighborhood of Jerusalem, 
and has not been heard from since. They 
refused to take any steps to ascertain who 
his murderers were, alleging that he was 
Elijah, and would soon return as their leader 
in the person of Elijah. They are a very 
respectable and quiet people, and exemplary 
in their conduct, keep the Jewish Sabbath, 
and have requested to be received into the 
Jewish community, after submitting to the 
peculiar rites of the Synagogue. The Jews, 
however, refuse them admission, on account 
of their belief in the advent of the Messiah 
They number at present seventy persons, 
but expect when their colony is formed to 
have some eight thousand. They established 
a paper, hot were surprised by some Arabs, 
who destroyed their press, compelling them 
to abandon their enterprise. The Scripture 
upon which they rely for their strange belief 
is the ICth chapter of Isaiah. For a score 
of years, Mr. Johnston, an Englishman, has 
resided in this city laboring under the most 
peculiar hallucinations. Daily at a certain 
hour, be occupies a standing position for two 
hours, waiting for the Lord. He will take 
you into his yard, and indicate the spot 
where the devil encounters him, and the evil 
spirits of the Turks,—both of which he 
always vanquishes. He is well off, and 
occupies a comfortable house near the Eng­
lish church, to their great annoyacce, fre­
quently interrupting the worship by sounding 
his trumpet as an alarm for the Jews to pre­
pare â* their deliverance.

An American lady is living here, under should seek to make acquaintance with 
the impression that she is one of the two smiling, thought-suggesting country, leaving

other days. There is evidence that the 
Spirit of God is abroad, and many arc 
brought under its power.

At the Cooper Institute morning prayer 
meetings, there has been, for some lime past, 
a deep, tender stale of feeling, attended with 
some hopeful conversions. Four or five 
persons each week have manifested anxiety 
about tbe salvation of their souls. It is not 
too much to say, that from tbe very begin­
ning there has been evidence that tbe bless­
ing of God rested open the movement at 
the Cooper Institute. The prayer meetings 
are held every day in the week, at 8 o’clock 
in the morning, and also in the evening.

Tbe prayer Meetings of the Young 
Men’s Christian Association, held daily at 
the comer of 12th street and Broadway, at 
7;, A. M., and 5}, P. M., are advancing in 
social and spiritual power. There is an 
awakened feeling here ; and some awaken­
ed and converted, as we hope, will praise 
God forever lor the establishment of these 
meetings ; for to them they are indebted for 
their first religious impressions. We beard 
the case related of one young man wbo 
came from the country into the city to pro­
cure employment. He did not succeed ; but 
in the meantime, he attended two praicr 
meetings, held at the Rooms of the Yonng 
Men’s Christian Association. He returned 
home to bis country place of residence, 
smitten with conviction of sin ; and, a few 
days ago, was heard from, as having become 
a “ new creature ” in Christ Jesus.

Tent and open-air preaching has had 
many advocates in the Fulton street meet­
ing of late. It is a felt and awful neces­
sity, that the masses must be reached by 
the gospel out of dôors, or they never will 
be reached at all. It is idle to say we have 
places of worship. Not one fourth of our 
population attend oar regular places of wor­
ship. The gospel must be preached to all ; 
and if preached to all, we must resort to 
extraordinary ways of meeting them, and 
preaching to them. We must do as preach­
ers did in Wesley’s and Whitefield's day, in 
holding union religious services for tbe 
masses. There seems to be every token 
that the Lord stamps the effort with the 
seal of his approbation, in sending down 
His Holy Spirit in answer to prayer.— 
Christian Observer

A Few Days Out of Town.

▲t this season of tbe year town and coun­
try are like Englishman and Frenchman, 
clothed in their national peculiarities—tbe 
one all smiles and all graces to attract—the 
other all grimness to repel. No wonder then 
that there are numbers who refusing to cred­
it, to its fall extent, Ben. Johnson’s report, 
“ when you have seen one green field sir 
you bave seen all green fields ” choose 
rather to range themselves under the guid­
ance of Shakespeare taking his words to 
express their thought :

“run shadowy <
1 belter brook than I

__ id ted wood
ng peopled tOVM.”

We confess to belong to this class of per­
ns, our firm belief being that every body

kinds would profit greatly by it, and it has' 
come thought we, as the perspiration stood 
in beads upon our forehead and each street 
appeared to our heated lancÿ an elongated 
oven, of which the sun was the great source 
of heat and we—tbe baked. We had start­
ed for a three weeks ramble and were about 
to prove the truth of the words of the poet 

“ All things that arc
Are with more spirit chased than enjoyed.” 

Striving to balance our unsteady nerves— 
unsteady from the recuire nee of this pas­
sage to our minds,—by remembering and 
trying to act upon Pope’s Beatitude, “ Bles­
sed is he wbo expects nothing for he shall 
not be disappointed," we reach and enter 
the steamer, which amid the partings of 
friends, takes leave to have her partings alto, 
and accordingly casts off her moorings and 
steams out into the harbour. Handker­
chiefs are waved. Adieus of all kinds come 
and go, the cheery good bye of some contrast­
ing greatly with the sorrowful tones in which 
others give their last words—their legacy of 
love—to attendant friends—tbe legacy the 
mother, as she sits and plies her needle, will 
recall from among her heart's treasures as 
one of the most precious of them all. Some 
are going like ourselves but for a season and 
do not feel the full force of separation. But 
others wearing a sorrowful countenance and 
carrying a heavy heart lean over the bul­
warks and take one “ last long lingering 
look for memory to keep,” the emotions 
which struggle in their unchanged breasts 
betraying themselves in moistened eyes and 
silent manners. These go to distant lands 
and (oh sorrow-causing thought) may never 
return again.

Din and dirt are left behind ns—no more 
clouds of dust—feeble imitations of those 
that travel along the great Sahara—to ob­
scure the sun, to redden the eyes and to pen­
etrate the delicate tissues of the lungs. The 
clatter of cart, tbe dignified roll of carriage, 
the noisy street organ, the sober tread of 
marching troops, and the bustling throngs of 
busy laborers—head and hand—all are to 
us as though they existed not. The steamer 
glides along—an evidence of the practical 
nature of the age. No white sails finely fil­
led by tbe favouring gale to awaken senti­
ment and enliven fancy—nothing but red 
pipes and smoke-blackened masts meets 
the eye to repel it. Surely man has not 
been true to himself. Does it not seem as 
we look upon the proceeds of man’s skill 
now-a-days that ho has thought his heart 
like a mod*?*n dinner party, where only 
those can meet who are good friends,—and 
thinking beauty and utility not suitable com­
pany for each other, has invited the presence 
of tbe one, excluding the other ? A course 
of conduct stigmatized by many as a regular 
divorce, cause being incompatibility of tem­
per. “ What God has joined together let 
no man put asunder and has not He given 
evidence enough of bis mind upon the sub- 
ect,?—seen as this union is in His work­
ings in tbe vegetable world, in the long 

mbed ash of the mountains, the gnarled and 
vigorous oak, tbe graceful beech, the ever 
green bacmalac. all of which supplying wood 
tor fuel, for house and for ship, are as well, 
crowded with delicately veined leaves and 
beautiful blossoms ; seen in their humbler 
brothers and sisters—the plants we look 
down upon, whose many colored flowers, and 
bending stems, surmount bulbs giving food 
for the service of mao and beast ; seen in 
the mountain ranges and in the valleys be­
low them, in the hills and hollows scattered 
all over tbe world and which raise the emo­
tion of beauty while they cater for the neces­
sities of man and contribute to him a thous­
and blessings ; seen too in the mighty rocks 
which stretch along the coasts of a sea bound 
country, which arouse tbe mind to a feeling 
of sublimity, while they preserve from tbe 
ravages of the ocean. Where is this union 
not seen ? The rivulets run not in straight 
lines but in curves mote pleasing to tbe eye 
and more useful to the fields through which 
they flow. The animals that play in their 
waters or that sit in tbe branches of the trees 
that fringe their brinks or that “ wing their 
way through the terial as others through the 
watery sky"—all tbe animal tribes, with man 
at their head, are so many witnesses that the 
Great Creator in his workings as exhibited 
to oar sight has made the union of the beau­
tiful and useful, a law of His action. Tbe 
mind of man too is an illustration of this 
law and tbe gorgeous imaginings of the wise 
man as embodied in the various works with 
which he embellished bis capital while be 
ministered to the wants of his pébple ’, the 
beautiful style—full of allusion to the beau­
tiful things around him, which “ He who 
spake as never man spake ” chose as the ve­
hicle by which to convey useful instructions 
to bis creatures—rise up as tokens ol God’s 
designs

But whither have I got. Here I set out 
for a trip to the country, and I have made a 
journey into a very different region. What 
a wonderful attribute tbe mind has, almost 
omnipresent is it not ? Tbe body may be 
confined to a small steamer or may sit shiv­
ering in tbe cold damp dungeon, or sink 
down overcome with the weight of clanking 
chains—bound under a tyrant’s hand, but 
the mind owns no master. The mind of the 
wanderer, the prisoner, the slave, can revert 
beyond the swellings ot tbe flood, beyond 
oceans and lands interposed to tbe homes of 
their childhood—can pass, on the wings of 
prayer, from earth’s scenes to heavens happt- 
ness, taking in the suns and satellites of il­
luminated space on the way to tbe throne of 
the Eternal—but there now I’ve got off the 
track again—oar rail cars are not—to bor­
row a word from our friends the Yankees—
a circumstance to me.

Tbe steamer glides on and per-foroe we 
move along with it, now counting the steeples
of churches which appear in every p*n of

men—while another of those institutions the 
feeling heart of humaiù:y, Bible urged, has 
raised up to enable it to lultil I lie duty of 
feeding the poor afui clothing the naked and 
giving health to the : ck, i-i penonified in 
our midst by tbe presence ot Mr. Hutton the 
able and active superintendent of the Deaf 
and Dumb School. On, on we go—past the 
islands which stud our hatbor and add so 
greatly to its beauty—past one favorite spot 
after another till all arc left behind, the city 
far back in the distance with its attendant 
cloud of smoke lying in glorious uncertainty 
“ like future joys to fancy’s eye.” The even, 
pleasant waters of the harbor are exchanged 
for the rougher ones outside. The sun too 
leaves us here and the fog, intrusive body as 
it is, has wound itself n round everything. 
Gone from our sight are the vast majestic 
ocean, and the equally v.ist majestic sky.— 
Vanished is the hope of photographing upon 
our memories, pictures of earth’s beautiful 
scenes to be reproduced for our own or others 
pleasure—only present with us is the cold 
chilling fog. We don’t know whether this 
part of the world was the scene of the old 
story about two English frigates, who meet­
ing each other, and thinking they were 
enemies, poured broadside after broadside, 
the one into the other and the other back 
again for a length of time till the fog lifted 
up and uncovered the flag of England flying 
at the mast-head of both—but il any body 
had told na so, on our passage, we would not 
have been inclined to question his veracity. 
With the fog, too. there comes the restlesa 
and resistless swell of the Atlantic, which 
produces alarming results, for persons be­
lieved when on shore to he good Christians 
suddenly see in to change their theological 
opinions substituting in their place the an­
cient ami exploded mythdtogy of the Greeka 
and Romans—pouring out with criea and 
tears, libations to Neptune, God ot the seas 
—and with apparently great devotion too 
—if long faces be any criterion. Shocked 
at it we ourselves become *• unsettled” and 
—but We wont expose file fact ot our being 
sea sick—but instead drop the curtain for 
the day. Morning downs upon us not sleep­
ing but waked, for thinking nature required 
a larger supply of oxygen for the lungs than 
the narrow berths provided, we had incau­
tiously left the air-hole unclosed—splash 
went the sea—in came the wo 1er, saturating 
the top-most bed and dripping down, in un­
measured quantities upon ourself adding 
nothing to the comfort of our person or the 
dryness of our habiliments. We go upon 
deck thinking of the beamy and comprehen­
siveness of tbe traveller’s prayer in the 
Church of England prayer book. “ O Lord 
our heavenly Father, almighty and ever 
lasting God, who hast safely brought us to 
the beginning of another day, defend us 
during the same with thy mighty power, and 
grant that this day we fall into no sin, neither 
run into any kind of danger ; bat that all 
our doings may be ordered by thy goverance, 
to do always that which is righteous in thy 
sight.”

What shall we do" Is a question we can 
only answer by inspec mg the machinery, 
and speculating upon the causes of fog and 
the possibility of inventing a log glass whose 
properties should be th*- result-mg tbe dense 
vapor all around us into thin air, and thus 
enable tbo*e who do business on the mighty 
deep—and who from this cause are often at 
their wits end —to do n with more safety to 
themselves and to the cargo, living and not 
iving, entrusted to their care. Alter this 

nothing breaks in upon the monotony of tbe 
time but the heaving of the lead, the trum­
peting of fog-horns, the screeching of the 
steam whistle and the yarns of sailors. Old 
Horace considered it a powerful evidence 
that man was forsaken by the gods because 
he ventured on tbe unstable deep with but 
an inch between him and death ; it is a 
question in my mind—which however 1 hand 
over to metaphysicians for solution—whe­
ther if the poet had lived in the present 
time and bad seen men not only brave dan­
ger from water and from wind, but Iront fire 
and steam, and with !he .e agents of destruc­
tion within, push his way, undaunted thro’ 
thick fogs—whether the poet would have 
thought it a proof that when man was de­
serted by the gods, the prince of evil, with 
his uncounted legions, took possession of the 
forsaken temple.

Late in the day Yarmouth receives us, 
leaving the fog-enveloped steamer to pursue 
her way to Boston. As wo near the wharf 
we watch the crowds of persons upon it. 
We look high up at them, and they look far 
down at us. What they see we know not, 
we see men with round faces and men with 
long ones, men in broad cloth and shining 
bearers, and men in homespun and in rags, 
boys in caps and shoes, and boys hatless and 
eboeie?», ladies with parasols and ladies 
without, in black dresses and in colored, fine 
faces, vicious ones, open countenances and 
forbidding ones, red aod white. Ooc group 
catches our eye. We are conscious of a 
leaping up kind of feeling about the heart. 
We long to speak with those composing the 
group, for she to see whom we came thus far 
is among them. How different tbe objecta 
of travelling ! Some like Layard travel to 
exhnme vast cities and to pour throughout 
the world a flood of light from long buried 
suns and centres of light and knowledge. 
Some like Livingstone pioneer the way to 
countries unseen before, unexplored before 
to give them the knowledge of civilization 
aod the blessing of a purer form of religion 
ttivs their own. Some like W esley and hia 
sons in the Gospel “itinerate” to evan­
gelize the world as their parish. The 
Arts and Sciences, Literature, Commerce, 
Christianity—all have their travellers going 
oat to tbe ends of the earth to unbar the 
•ate* of knowledge, to wrest from nature a
lew more ot the secret* she hides so closely,

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,„d to benefit oar race- Sew go for health 
tnd tome for pleasure. W# jo to lOf our 
mother—her whose cere over os when we 
were helpless, young end inexperienced, 
preserved us from many a danger, heighten­
ed our enjoyments, answered our baby en- 
qoiriee, delighted the while to watch the 
enfolding of the mind, and anxious to teach 
us the knowledge and the love of the beau­
tiful, the true and the holy ; whose care ex­
tended to our school boy days, and whose 
letters, in still later times, when our bible lay 
all unheeded and dust covered and prayer 
neglected awoke in us a longing for the 
peace that true religion gives,—and which 
when vice skilfully painted, and looking 
alluring and attractive, bad almost caught 
us in its well spread net—lifted up a warn­
ing voice, “ My son do not so.” We are 
with out best friend on earth. We need not 
describe the meeting nor how as we walked 
through the town, our hearts were too full 
to notice the looks of the place or people. -

Letter from Canada.
Canada, September 2nd, 1859.

Wesleyan Ministers of Canada are compelled 
by brotherly-love to be immortal. Halt-length 
Portraits of the Rev. Joseph Stinson, D.D., 
President of the Canada Wealeyan Conference, 
and of the Rev. Enoch Wood, General Superin 
tendent of Mission»—who two or three years 
ago declined the acceptance of a Doctorate from 
a very respectable University—have just arrived 
in Toronto from Hamilton, where, at the Con­
ference in June, Wesleyan Ministers preeented 
them to their chief officers, m expressions of high 
respect and cordial affection ; and not only as 
superior paintings and nnmistaken likenesses, but 
as Connexional mementoes, will they, doubtless, 
be valued and preserved. Some time ago the 
artist of the Wesleyan Conference office in Eng­
land was directed to visit Toronto and take Mr. 
Wood, and though the engraver has not given 
•fleet to all the life-like lineaments, in the Wes­
leyan Magazine, the finished original painting is 
one of striking and natural beauty.

Besides these, Mr. Milne of Hamilton ta just 
purposed and pubBsbed two Photographs of the 
Canada Wesleyan Conference, one containing 
two hundred and twenty Ministers, which, while 
they are eerily recognised, doea not present them 
in the best order end most naturally ; the other, 
containing a teas number, is quite an improve­
ment as to their respective poeitior.s and counte­
nances, leaving nothing to be regretted except a 
slight haziness almost inseparable from sun-paint­
ing. Ol course the designation of each of these 
pictures—“ Wesleyan Conference," means only 
the men of the Conference present ; and persons 
little acquainted with the Body may as well be 
told, that tiro hundred and twenty is not half 
the number of ministers and preachers on trial 
published in the Minutes in connexion with the 
Conference ; and even they are not intended to 
state the entire agency, of chairmen, circuit 
ministers, missionaries, preachers under chair­
men, and salaried teachers and interpreters, 
amounting to nearly five hundred.

I observe what others are saying of this Cana­
dian specimen of art, and, you may be certain, 
mark well the public impression of Ministerial 
intelligence, intellectuality, and dignity made on 
connoisseurs : and they are right, and the Pho­
tographist merits much commendation. But my 
mind is towards the Father of Lights, and his 
sublime works—especially the Solar orb, and 
for once you will allow me to copy a stanza in a 
Tribute to the Sun, written impromptu on the 
receipt of several dangerreotypee of relatives from 
England :

“ All rivale Keubena did outran,
And long hath ruled with magic wand 

Thy pure, unerring beam, O Bun ! 
li pencil in an angel e hand.”

Don’t say I am not pleased because dissatisfied ; 
for I cannot help my Wesleyan voracity: 
wanted them all in a semi circular gallery, sweep­
ing as it does in the Conference plate of old 
England. And when I got that, it is very likely 
I should want another plate crowded with worth) 
Canadian local preachers, exhorter», and leaders. 
Assuredly a companion picture is now a decide 
ratum : when will you inform us of a photograph 
of the Eastern British American Wesleyan Con 
ference ? Truly should I rejoice to see in Mr. 
Milne’s noble Canadian plate, the former Pre­
sidents and Representatives from the British 
Conference, and the remembered Bishops and 
Representatives of the General Conference of 
the Methodist Episcopal Church, and our Mis­
sionaries of Hudson’s Bay, and British Columbia, 
and of the French department. Blame me not, 
then, if I say that this Hamilton galaxy of ad­
mired portraitures is to me incomplete, though 
winning and welcome.

I wish I had skill to transfer from a certain 
tablet to the Provincial Wesleyan the whole as 
my heart has it. The paramount, visible, and 
essential characteristics of this brotherhood are 
piety, orthodoxy, method, energy, enterprise, 
and effectiveness as preachers and pastors, so 
well known, I need not fully specify them. Very 
probable, in the constant hurry of a hard-working 
Itinerancy, one is abrupt, another reserved, 
another brusque : and I am almost glad it is so 
for I should be afraid of their going to heaven 
too soon, were they completely angelical !

There sits a distinguished Minister in his nanny 
gravity and large-hearted ness, a favorite of the 
late Dr. Bunting ; enough to be said now ol one 
chief Methodist. There sits a beloved Minister, 
of Dr. Coke’s spirit, whose sagacity and Miavity 
have largely and long given Canada Methodism 
a unity, an extension, and a power it never bad 
before. There sits a tiusty Minister—some think 
too frank—conversant with Wesleyan laws and 
ledgers, a thorough going and most serviceable 
officer. Not far off sits a man whose placidity 
covers a mind addicted to sanctified studies and 
philology. Another, of cosmopolitan thinkings, 
has a laudable penchant for terse composition 
and publicity. A third—/i lover of influential 
Methodism—has a taste fj>r elegant and cflict.il 
transcription : and this thfe Conference knows is 
an indispensable trio, tyear by, dignity, degree, 
and devotedness make you wish that this htand- 
ard Wesleyan among tjiandard octavos may he 
spared for years to survey a Connexional position 
hts cautious talents have contributed to promote. 
Hard by him is an anient advocate of the inge­
nious and progressive, who understands good 
thoughts, good type, and good patronage. Fore­
most, are some ol the revered Superanuatt <1 
Ministers. Simplicity and contentment are in 
'.be face of one who, in the hey-day of vigour, 
could pay twenty pastoral visits to shanties in 
eight hours, and not get tired. Another bas un- 
splashed and dry saddle-bags at last, after many 
a plunge through swamps. The acute and scrip­
tural preaching of ano'her will never be forgotten

though in every place be would have been 
unmoved had the people said, “ Thy speech 
l*‘tcrayelh thee.” Another, with an honoured 
Dixonian white head, is blunt and fatherly. 
Another looks the love he used to recommend to 
others by pulpit and pen ; ami we supplicate for 
him and all his worn out compeers eternal 
strength and joy, as the venerable chief spirithi! 
living creditors of this Colony, awaiting the 
celestial day of ample remuneration, and of ex­
ultant ascriptions to the universal Saviour.

Glasses are not required for descrying another 
—kind, able, forensic, imperative. Prominent, is 
another who has shaken dunces and pretender* 
into fits, and whose reasoning and rhetoric have 
made commotion in minds and communities, and 
left professional writer-», as well as dabblers in 
ideas, in wonder at bis might and popularity, and 
their own literary imbecility. Another acquits 
himself wi;h great honour in a post where only 
wisdom and affection can achieve the supremacy, 
and makes his learned and unseetarian influence 
felt at every point of the Canadian compssa. 
Taller than this gentleman is another, occasion­
ally philosophical, whose arithmetic arraigns the 
figures ot some others, and the edge of whose 
uniKvding Methodism cuts its way unceremon 
ously to the core of delinquency. There is 
another—4* a good man and true"—with mildness 
proverbial, and words a perennial stream—some- 
times a cataract of syllogisms and synonyms. 
There is another, who depends upon nods, sense, 
and similes—not Blair—for impression in his 
humorous and useful deliverances. Passing per­
force by many of this somewhat miscellaneous 
class, whom my pen itches sincerely to make 
memorable, this paragraph closes with a notice 
of one whom various perplexing offices have not 
deprived of a good, wary, and well-stored mind, 
and respectable pulpit qualifications ; and of 
another, who carries an encyclopelia in his brain, 
and but for a persistent preference for the con­
cise, would attract by hit cogitations.

Turning respectfully to another select class of 
Ministers, everywhere known and highly esteem- 
for their legitimate authority ; the first is too 
old a man, and too old a successful Methodist 
labourer, for me to say anything different from 
this—he is a \\ esleyan of the old school, always 
suspicious of innovation : panegyric abundant — 
The next is as keen as be is kind, and if you 
want the smile to play on bis not brawny face, 
keep to your doctrines, your sanctification, your 
total abstinence, and your clasa-meetings—tor 
he is a pamphleteer. Then you have a genial, 
off-hand, rather obese brother, who was, I believe, 
(and this is true praise) an Indian School 
Teacher at first, and has by steady and consis­
tent shrewdness and effort reached a respecta­
ble trust—though not the Presidency. A judi­
cious liberal in Church and State, looking pleas­
ed at you, comes next, whose logic and love for 
Canadian Methodism many believe in. A gen­
tleman of Joseph Benson’s penurious physical 
proportion, succeeds, though enjoying an appen­

dage that Bishop Pearson of Methodism did not, 
and ü honest Protestantism, aetborship, and a14 crown of glory " bo valid credential*, be en­
joys what be bas earned. Imperial height of 
person cannot be claimed by another, but good 
ness can,—if acquaintance with the minutix and 
personalities of Methodism, activity, fidelity and 
orotberline?» be goodness. You discern the next 
brother by bis Christian and connexional regu 
larity, and modest) -never ignorant enough to 
mend our rules, and wide enough to keep them. 
The next—promoted last June—is like unto 
him. May the back wood's shoots of the newly 
converted cheer their diffidence Î The next, 
plain, practical, and weilthought of for many 
years, exalting in, not creating, great occasions. 
The next, always amiable, and therefore always 
acceptable: very different is a lamb from a lion 
After this glance, my eye gladly catches another, 
who is a very lambkin in green and still pas­
tures, and lion like in the forest, when error and 
sin and supineness have to ily before a Metho­
dist pioneer After him comes a manly brother 
of lofty frontal, generous as the morning light, 
who has intellect and self-possession sufficient for 
a Waterloo contest. I am happy to state that the 
next—a small man of parsonic habits—is an ad 
mirer of Dr. Harris; and never goes to a ros­
trum or a Circuit but the people want him to 
stay—not, however, when he goes a begging! 
The next in my succession is a man ol warm and 
Wesleyan soul, who, with tact and tears knows 
the way to the heads and hearts of bis audience. 
Then there is a pious, conscientious, working 
man, just elected, who is too sturdy a Methodist 
to startle the world by speculations. Then starts 
up a spare man, loved everywhere for bis affec­
tion, courtesy, uoartificialled Methodism, and 
pithy pen productions and plodding labours.— 
Then a solid and methodical man, whose John 
Bull bonourableness, and nnplagiarized matter 
give him effect in any pulpit, whether of 
mahogany or pine boards. Then, a minister of 
tender, “ Sammy Bardslev’s ” spirit, and inde­
fatigable zeal, who is the friend of everybody, 
and not the enemy of any,—believing, with his 
brethren, that Methodism is a development of 
love for mankind.

It would be a pleasant thing to go to the re 
ceding juvenile ranks ot this picture ; for the 
David Stoners, Alexander Byrcue, and embryo 
William Bramwells of the Wesleyan Ministry of 
Canada are there : but somewhere in the writ­
ings of Richard Watson I have seen it stated 
that the wisdom of writers is to know where to 
stop. To stop my rather adventurous Wesleyan 
sketching pencil, is not, my British heart knows, 
to seal up the fountain of feeling and love for 
yon, my affectionate Fathers tnd Brethren, which 
has been gushing now for a quarter of a century, 
amidst the toils and tossings and triumphs ot the 
Wesleyan Itinerancy in Canada. God bless 
you !

This Conference photograph has a past. The 
British engraving of “ Wesley’s Death-Bed ” has 
clustering about it facts and thoughts for the cin- 
lid Christian historian, which find their counter­
part in the Acts of the Apostles.

Anglo-Saxon.

Bishop Field’s Idea of Wes­
leyan Methodism.

11 is lordship the Anglican bishop of New­
foundland, delivered, on John Baptist’s 
Day, 18ÙS, a charge to hia clergy. We 
find a notice of it in the St. John Church 
Witness, from which we are tempted to 
extract a paragraph or two Our readers 
will not be slow to mark Ihe contrast be­
tween the stupid aud incorrigible bigotry of 
the bishop, and the more catholic spirit of 
the editor. Uur contemporary says :

“His lordship begins hy noticing certain 
deaths among the clergy of the diocese 
-since the last visitation, speaking of those 
who had been so removed from their ranks 
with great kindness and high commenda­
tion. He next proceeds to give the statis­
tics of the diocese, together with a tale cen­
sus of the colony, and then refers to the 
difficulties of the Church, being placed, as 
he conceives it to be, between two extremes 
—the Roman Catholics and the Wesleyans ; 
unto both of whom he conceives the warn­
ing of St. Paul to his brethren at Ephesus 
to be applicable : “I know this, that after 
my departure shall grievous wolves enter in 
among you, not sparing the flock ; also of 
your own selves shall men arise, speaking 
perverse things, to draw away disciples after 
them.”

Now, though we are no advocates for the 
Wesleyan system, as it has developed itself 
since the death of its venerable founder, and 
still less so for that spirit of proselytism at­
tributed to it, yet, like the continental re­
formers, we conceive its rulers have con­
sidered themselves placed in difficulties not 
easily overcome, and from one step to ano­
ther in an untrodden path, they have come to 
assume—perhaps by the special guidance 
of Providence—what the Bishop calls “ the

name and functions of a church " This 
body, however, cannot be linked together 
with the apostate Church of Rome, as being 
with it, equally antagonistic to the Church 
of Ho gland. It is equally Protestant in its 
principles with the Epi.-copal Church, and 
its ministers preach the truth as it if in 
Jesus. Whether, therefore, they be a 
brant!,- of the Church of Christ, or not ; 
» bet her they be friends or enemies to us; 
what th‘H ? “ Notwithstanding every way,
whether in pretence or truth, Christ is 
preached. And I therein do rejoice ; yea, 
and will rejoice." If the propagation of 
the Gospel “ be accomplished Uyuthe minis­
trations of our own church catholic, we will 
thank God for it, and strive for a larger 
field, a more devoted service, and an ampler 
blessing. But angels in heaven rejoice over 
one sinner that repenleth ; and so must wc ; 
and they that turn many to righteousness, 
ho they who they may, shall shine as the 
firmament tor ever and ever Christ is 
preached—that is enough for us. No sence 
of shame, at our own lack of love or energy ; 
no substitution of the church's glory for 
Christ’s, and the fond wish to enfold within 
our own communion all the trne children of 
God, and the operations of the Spirit, will 
degrade the magnanimity of a Christian into 
a party bigotry, or set our own pride in 
competition with what is immeasurably 
holier."

The Last Conference Week.
From the London Watchman AugnM 17.

Each week of Conference has it own spe­
cial topic of interest. The first embraces 
the assembling of the brethren and the elec­
tion of the President ; the second is remark­
able for the public, religious and devotional 
services ; and the third ? Well, that is the 
week for Stations. How much correspon­
dence has been going on since the first rough 
D,aft appeared is more easily imagined than 
described ;—how many interviews and eager 
uiscussions between Representatives, Stew­
ards and Ministers have been held in the 
Chapel-yard, vestries, and elsewhere. We 
have seen many an anxious face during the 
last few days. Worthy deacons from neigh 
bouring Circuits, and even from remoter 
places, such as Lincolnshire and the southern 
counties, arc here to look after their own 
interests, aud keep the Representatives up 
to the mark. Excellent Ministers, dreading 
a lor g removal, or a house too small for their 
numerous olive branches, are nervous on th 
subject of “allowances,” (shame that this1 
source of anxiety is not yet removed) flit 
hither and thither, anxious to secure the 
friendly offices of influential brethren ; news 
of sundry changes going on leak out now 
and then ; and all is duller uneasiness and 
excitement. But when the Secretary rises 
to read the Stations, dead silence prevails, 
and he proceeds without interruption to the 
close. It is not within our province to de­
scribe the scene within the closed doors of 
the Conference while this is going on ; but 
we can iancy the sigh of relief, and the 
gleam of glad surprise, or Ihe shade of dis­
appointment, upon many of those ingenuous 
faces when the suspense is over, and each 
man knows what the Stationing Committee 
thinks best for himself. The question, how­
ever, is not settled. The second reading 
lias yet to come on ; and they tell us that 
then is the time for discussion, protest and 
amendment. Our cousins beyond^he Atlantic 
seule matters differently. There the Bishop 
is the master ol the situation. He has a Com­
mittee, it is true ; but it is only for consulta­
tion and advice. He is, moreover, open to 
representation, argument, and entreaty, on 
the part of the men whose destinies, for the 
next year, are under God in his hands. But 
we believe lie is not troubled with remon­
strance ; lor he keeps every man in his poc­
ket till the irreparable moment when he 
thaws forth the portentous sheet, and reads 
therefrom the destination from which there 
is uo appeal. How trying must suspense 
be in such a case ! and how provoking, when 
a brother,—lee!lug that his merits are over­
looked, ami that while qualified to shine in 
some city pulpit, he is improperly and in- 
gloriuuJy doomed to a year’s wanderings 
among tho backwoods,—has no alternative 
but to be a y it. We have often wondered 
how it camt: to pass that republican brother 
Jonathan should submit to this stringent 
rule. But we doubt not the authority of a 
Methodist Bishop in America is usually 
both mild and just. And then each man 
knows that his Bishop will probably per- 
lorm hatdrr labour, and endure greater suf­
fering than himself ; and so somehow the 
thing works well,—as witness that wondcr- 
ous Church which numbers its adherents by 
m.liions. Wc suspect however, that the 
Wesleyan ministers of Great Britain value 
the privileged an appeal to Conference, 
and would rather stubbornly resist any at­
tempt to tamper with it. At all events, we 
are informed they not unfrequently use it, 
and that many an inadvertence is adjusted, 
and many a tea! though unintended hard­
ship portended by the Stationing Committee, 
ts redressed in the Conference itself

As soon us the Conference revision of the 
Stations is completed, the Chairmen of Dis­
tricts are chosen by ballot from the .Minis 
:crs in eat It District. Every Minister in 
lull Connexion has a vote, and no one Deed 
knew how be exercises it, though these men 
are so frank, and their intercourse is so un­
restrained and joyous, that practically sc- 
ertt.-y ii scarcely ever thought ol. Only two 
it. iv Chairmen are this year appointed. The 
lut- President of the French Conference is 
o have the chair in his “ native isle,” as he 

happily suggests in his brief speech of ac­
knowledgment, and Dr. Jobson, long and 
deservedly popular among his brethren, 
takes rank at the head of the Halifax and 
Bradford Distric:. All the others have at 
.-ome time or other held office. Each new­
ly-elected Chairman nominates the Finan­
cial Secretary of his District, and then the 
Stations are ready to be printed, “ under 
correction.” We nndersUytd that the scene 
in Conference during the above process is 
one uf great animation and interest, and 
loud are the cries of “ Speech ! speech !’’ 
when the choice has fallen on a new Chair- 
mac. The office itself is one of grave re- 
sponsibility, requiring not only good busi­
ness rapacity, and a knowledge cf Metho­
dist rule and usage ; but, considering that it 
entails the duty of examining candidates for 
the ministry, an accurate acquaintance with 
syst, matic theology. The list this year 
comprises some ol the most honored names 
in Methodism, though the nece-sary absorp­
tion of our ablest Ministers by London aud 
other large towns deprives the Connexion, 
to a disadvantageous extent, of the services 
in this respect of some of our ablest theo­
logians and administrators.

Much miscellaneous business, such as the 
Report of Committees, decisions on Memo­
rials, and on the Suggestions of District 
Meetings, Replies to Addresses, official ap­
pointment», and so forth, occupy the closing 
sittings of the Conference ; and every now 
and then an hour is devoted to further 
changes in the Stations ; bat at last Friday 
morning arrives ; the Districts ate called 
over in order ; one or two alterations are 
made ; but generally the answer is “ None,” 
showing that all arrangements are satisfac­
torily completed ; and then the Secretary 
moves that the Stations be now confirmed. 
Some one says, “ 1 second it a moment's 
pause, and the question is put and carried. 
No tpore changes now j every man must

take up hi# lot, and make the best of it. 
God go with these men ! Some of them 
seemed very anxious for a change awhile 
a nee ; but it is over now. How souo and 
submissively each accepts bis appointment 
as from the Lord ! How speedily many of 
them retire, to get borne and pack up ! And 
the rematniru business will be disposed of 
by a comparatively small remnant of the 
Ü60 who have been pn -int at the Confer­
ence this year.

Is there any tbinc more of importance :
Yes, there is the Reply to tho Address of 
the Irish Conference—unusually interesting 
this year, because of that action of the Irish 
Conference on the Dish Education system, 
to which we referred in a former number. 
Are we then to have a second great Confer­
ence debate ? So it has been thought, and 
we suspect some of the Ministers have been 
reading up in anticipation of it. But no ; 
there ;s rot time to go fully into the ques­
tion ; one or two constitutional points ate 
involved in it, matters of detail ns well as 
of principle require examination ; any de­
cision now taken would be necessarily pre­
mature, perhaps erroneous. It will be bet­
ter to reserve the point, and let it liret ol all 
he considered by a United Committee, com­
posed of both the Irish and English Educa­
tion Committees ; so it is wisely remitted 
for a year, and we shall be able to discuss 
it twelve months hence with all the light 
necessary to a fair understanding. In the 
meantime let us hope that the educational 
position and influence of Irish Methodism 
wil) not suffer by caution and delay.

But we must not dismiss Father Waugh 
and bis honored companions with this cur­
sory reference to the Methodism of their 
country. In Ireland, as well as elsewhere, 
Methodism is the most intense and living 
form of Protestantism, disproving most com­
pletely that absutb and false aphorism of 
Burke, (which we remember to have been 
once approvingly quoted by the present 
Chance!lor of the Exchequer,) that “ Pro­
testantism is a negative thing.” In the torm 
of Irish Methodism it has long been posi­
tive enough,—a living seed of truth and 
grace amid Popery ami merely nominal Pro 
testantism, especially in the south and west. 
But for the testimony, labours aud sufferings 
of the Ministers uod little Churches of Me­
thodism in these Districts, Protestantism 
would have long since have died out. For 
many painful at.d depressing years, our con­
gregations and Societies, suffered a contin­
uous and alarming d< crease, principally, 
through-that emigration which threatened to 
drain Ireland of it< life-blood. But. thank 
God, the tide f as turned. Numerical in­
crease and evangelical aggression are once 
more the order of the day. Connemara is 
to be ble.-srd with the labours of an Irish 
speaking itinerant Missionary ; the mea­
sures for the increase of Wesleyan agency 
arid influence in Ireland are to come into 
immediate opera lion ; the Contingent and 
Home Mission fund is to be relieved ol 
claims for rent, Ac., by the erection of Min­
isters’ houses, and so to be appropriated to 
spiritual and ( vaugeliziDg purposes ; better 
provision is to be made for the education ol 
the sons of tlie ill-paid Ministers of the Irish 
Connexion ; a> d many other signs give pro 
mise ol a bright future to our brethren in 
the green isle across St. George’s Channel. 
Methodism has gaihi d ah unparalleled ac­
cess in the north of Ireland, principally 
through that wonderful revival which still 
‘ spreads atid grows, ever mighty to pre­

vail.”
Already large accessions l ave taken place 

since Hie Conference in lit ilast ; and all 
hearts are swelling with hope that the com­
ing year will lie glorious beyond example in 
the history ol Irish Methodism. A oniver 
ml determination to work for God pervades 
all classes Old and young, lay and cleric 
have received a new impulse. The reaping 
time has come nt hist lor Ireland, tnd they 
that went forth weeping bearing precious 
seed, will speedily come again with rejoic­
ing, bringing their shenvts with them. Wc 
have spoktn ol Father Waugh. We can­
not forget that this eminent Minister is this 
year formally withdrawing from active ser­
vice into the honourable retirement of a Me­
thodist Supernumerary. We know how he 
is esteemed in Ireland ; and we know how 
well be deserves all the love ar.d re-pect 
that will follow him to that pleasant retreat 
in Bdodon. Peace be on bis declining 
y tars ; nor lesson those of his scarcely less 
honoured companion in retirement,—John 
Nelson, an itinerant of fifty years standing, 
a precious Saint and Minister of Christ, wor­
thy of the immortal name he bears ; Robert 
Massroon, known and iovttl for his gentle­
ness and courtesy, on this as well as on the 
other tide of the Channel ; John Feely, con­
verted long ago from l’opery, and one of 
the most successful of modern Irish Mis­
sionaries, and others who have long borne 
the burden and heat of I he day. May all 
their highest hopes be surpassed, and this 
year behold their beautiful but tnuch-abusrd 
and insulted country filled, from the Giant's 
Causeway to Cape Clear, with the gloiy of 
God.

But the hours are passing. A brief time 
to the business of the Annuitant Society, 
with which neither we nor our readers have 
any concern except to wish it well—and 
then Ihe Sub-Secretary bears that litige 
volume, which he has been filling day after 
day with the uctn of the Conference, to the 
Secretary's desk. The latter functionary 
reads the journal. When the decisions re* 
lating to questions ol character arid to Sta­
tions have been read, two or three of 
us are permitted to steal into the Confer­
ence The reading is soon completed, the 
big book is presented to the President, the 
Conference rises, and, amid profound and 
imptessive silence, the two chief officers im­
part the stamp ol legality to all that is writ­
ten in it, by solemnly appending their sig­
natures. A tew brief but pregnant words 
from the chair, a parting hymn, a prayer of 
uncommon pathos and power Irom Mr. 
West, the benediction ; and then “ Good 
bye !" The third Conference week closes, 
and with it the Conference ; and llte next day 
file rails carry some hundreds of good men 
to glorious toils and blessed triumphs; but 
by another year, “ he that sowetb and he 
that reapeth " will, in many cases, be rejoic­
ing together before, the Lord of the harvest.

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Destructive Fire.
On Friday ni^ht last, shortly after nine 

o'clock, the bells of the city sounded the alarm 
of fire, and before the dawn of the following day 
two blocks of bukliogs, among which were some 
of the most recently erected and finest edifices 
in the city, were but a heap of ruins. The fire 
•s supposed to have originated in the store oc­
cupied by J. Wills, Esq., as a paper warehouse. 
With incredible force and rapidity the flames ex­
tended in every direction, rendering abortive 
all attempts to subdue them, until from Ack. 
hurst’s corner to the printing office of the Aca­
dian Recorder and to the Ordnance Square had 
been entirely demolished. The noble stone 
and brick structures which adorned Granville 
street off ered but a slight impediment to the pro­
gress of the devouring element, which gaining 
entrance within and consuming every intlam- 
mable material, brought the walls to the ground 
with a era»h. The night was calm and clear. 
There was hardly a breath oi wind to stir the 
dames, save the current which they created, yet 
one cannot imagine their speedier spread or 
intenser blaze had a tempest lent them its force. 
Had there been wind, indeed, none can guess 
where the fire would have stopped. The whole 
city might have been laid waste. In the midst 
therefore of the ruin that has been wrought we 
must be thankful to God that the night was 
such as it was. We are required to express 
our gratitude too that with so disastrous a fire so 
little misery has been created. The community 
is called to mourn over the death of two indi­
viduals, one a man name Jackson who was kil­
led by a failing building, the other a brave tar 
who fell from a root on which he was working ; 
hut no one who witnessed the risk which hun­
dreds ran on that terrible night amidst flames 
and falling ruins can hesitate to ascribe to the 
mercy of God that many were not deprived of 
life. The bouses destroyed where chiefly 
places of business ; few persons were rendered 
homeless. Our merchants have been prudent 
and the greatest less will fall not upon them but 
upon the insurance offices established among us, 
whose importance and utility has thus received an 
unwelcome proof. They are reported to suf­
fer in the following proportions :—Royal Insur­
ance £35,000 ; Alliance, £35,000 ; Phoenix, 
£30 000 ; Liverpool and j London, £ 30,000 ; 
Halifax, £9,000 ; American Offices, £0,000. 
Of the marvels of the night, the preservation 
ot one building in the upper block, the 
store ot Messrs. Esson & Co., was not the lea it. 
It still stands apparently uninjured. We re­
joice in the rescue of Chalmers Church which 
w.33 at one tim»? threatened by the devouring 
flames. Those who are familiar with the city 
will learn from the following statement the 
amount of injury inflicted.

Late from Europe.
Il Y R. M. H. EUROPE.

From tho Morning Journal, we quote tho 
following paragraph :—Parliament having been 
prorogued, them is nothing ot political interest 
in the Mother Country. Ihe Lord.*, cl the Ad­
miralty arc; making their periodical tour of in­
spection of flic Royal dockyards Mr. CoUlen 
has explained his reasons tor refusing a n at in 
the Cabinet. There has b<»en a slashing sj eech 
or two from Bernal Osborne, wî o has hern re­
turned to Parliament lor Liskeard. Mr. Lindsay 
has been making his peace with the electors of 
Sunderland. Sidney Herbert is said to b« 
busily engaged in maturing some measure ! r tho 
Military defence ol the Co«onius, by more ch sely 
incorporating th«< Queen’s troops with the !c< al 
militia. Sir Arthur Fuller, a brother of the 
lamented Charles, has defeat* «1 Mr. B Ft rraml 
in the borough of Devonport. The Queen has 
been cruising among the Channel Isian’a, land­
ing at Guernsey and Jersey where the was most, 
enthusiastically received. The application lor 
tickets to participate iu the tnal tup ot the (Irtut 
Eastern far exceeded the number o which tlm 
Directors were limited, ami there were few 
berths not taken up for the voyage to Portland.

Considerable interest attaches to a «fe< fer»iron 
on the part ol the Roman Catholic bishops of 
Ireland against the mixed system ot Education. 
They have decided on agitafing for a separate 
grant to Catholic schools at in , England. So 
determinedly have the Roman Catholic hierarchy 
set their faces against the prt vailing system that 
they are compelling the Catholic members ot the 
National Board of education to withdraw from it, 
and the whole influence oi the clergy will he 
exerted to prevent the children ot their per­
suasion horn attending these u god lets " schools 
any more. The Catholic organs declare that the 
intervention ot the authorities will he U no u-c. 
*• No Government, however strong, could attenq t 
to set its face against this solemn and «le'ibvnve 
pronouncement, made by the bishops of Catholic 
Ireland.” They-will have the education of their 
children in their own hands, ar.d nobody shall 
prevent them , better no education at all then 
one given in the society ot Lei eyes.

On Ilus subject the London Bvaêtm remains: 
—The resolutions of the conclave ot Irish Roman 
Catholic B.shops have no? yet been formally 
published ; hut there ih r-c doubt as to the ir con­
tents. These modest priests condemn the whole 
system of education, as it i# now ariangefl in In­
land, from the parish school to the Quern's 
College. In place of I hi** tytTom they d» ma ml 
the adoption of another, which they v;y is already 
at work in England, hnt with wl,.< ti wc suspect, 
were i» offered th m, they would hardly be 
satisfied. They propose that the denominational 
system should he adopted in Ireland as in this 
country, forgetting, or not choosing to remember, 
that in England the Government gran's are on y 
supplemental to those, local and vo'un’ai v sub­
scriptions which are the main mpport of the 
schools. In Ireland, on the « <»nirary. the 
Government does all, and ihe per .pie nothing. 
The proposition of the Koruixh .Synod, thcielore, 
is, that the Government .-houlcl hand over to 
them undisturbed control over the Ends for the 
education of the Roman Catholic youth cf In­
land, and they generou-ly intimate tb*t their 
Protestant fellow-countrymen are entitled to 
demand the same loon. The question, there­
fore, which has so often and in so many shapes 
convulsed the Governments of France, Belgium, 
and Austria, is, at laet, brought hume tu our­
selves. Are we prepared io hand ever the 
education of the youth ot th«- country to the 
priesthood ? For more than a quarter of a 
century the English Government has resisted 
that demand when it was made by a portion of 
the clergymen of the Church of England ; will 
they yield the point now that it is urged by a 
more powerful and more turbulent body t Will 
the people who have aiways insisted that the 
Sovereign, as the representative of the buy, id 
the head of the Church, agree row to abandon, 
in favour of the priest.*, their right to instruct 
the young Y Above all, will the Protestants of 
England, consent to this great stride towards 
the endowment ot the Roman Catholic Church ? 
if not, the sooner these demands are put down 
by the calm attitude of resistance the better. 
Of one thing they may he certain, that any 
concession now, so far from securing peace, will 
only encourage further demand*.

“ The intelligence from Zurich, another paper 
observes, informs us that the plenipotentiaries 
have agreed about the conditions on which Lom­
bardy is to be handed over to Piedmont, hat 
they have also declared that they have no power 
to come to any arrangement about the Duchies.” 
*» The affairs of the Duchies," the telegraphic 
despatch states, “ will he treated in a direct 
manner by the Courts of Paris and Vienna ” in 
the meantime, while the Emperors are consider- 
ing the question, the people of Central Italy are
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settling it. The elections which have recently 
taken place in 'Tuscany, Parma, and Modena, 
have been conducted in the most quiet and order 
ly manner possible, surprisingly so, considering 
the transition from despotic to popular power 
There has been excitement, bnf it bss b»*en 
tempered wilh a wise discretion; a calm, pos­
sessed, and dignified confidence has marked the 
demeanour of the people during the recent elec­
tions, as far removed from overweening conceit 
and violence on the one band an undue despon­
dency on the o'hcr. Indeed, the critical position 
in which these Slates s'and at the present moment 
while their fate is tremUmg in the balance, and 
the future is fall of doubt and gloom, seems to 
have brought out the be«t traits of the Italian 
rharactcr. if they had been accustomed to self 
government for centuries, they could not have 
asuamed a more becoming and graceful attitude, 
and their conduct shows that men who can thus 
appreciate liberty without abusing it are well 
able to govern themselves It would biand Louis 
Napoleon with indelible disgrace, it would con­
sign Kim to eternal infamy, if he were to force 
back their old taskmasters on this spirited people, 
nr f>ermit the Emperor of Austria to do so. We
I n 1er from the intelligence which comes to us 
from the Conference that both powers will pause 
* "tore they lay violent hinds on these patriotic 
little states, to restore the expelled Princes,
!• ranee, we are certain, will not do so, and if 
Austria were to make tiie attempt, there is power 
enough in Central Italy, properly directed, to 
repel and punish the aggression.

Grf.at Eastern Stkamafiiv —At the meet­
ing of the shareholders of the Great Eastern 
steamship which was held on Saturday, the 20'b 
instant, a rt solution was agreed to, authorising 
the Directors to iwue 30,000 new shares cf £l 
each, they being offered in the first instance to 
the present proprietors, in the proportion of one 
to ten of their present holding. A proposal to 
accept 1 he ofler of Mr. Lever of £20,<>00 for 
chartering the ship for her first voyage was not 
acceded to. Opinions were very generally ex­
pressed in favour of the prospects of the great 
whip, and such confidence was felt in the safety 
of *fce ship that a formal resolution was passed ! 
authorising the Directors not to take any steps 
for effect 1 og an insurance on the vessel. The 
Great Eastern is advertised to leave Holyhead 
i r Portland, United States, on or about the 15th 
of September.

.Judge Halibcp.ton on Strikes.—Judge 
Maliburton said at Tynemouth, in referring u.

} the strike in the building trade—there is one con 
«elation to be drawn from those strikes that I have 
never yet heard any body allude to, and it 
this—there is no country in the world that could 
alluid to have strikes but England. Tbvy are 
wry expensive things, and they’only belong to 
a rich country : and T defy any man to point 
out any country in the world where mechanics 
can go upon strikes for three months together 
as they do here. If the mechanics in the States 
were to strike they would be starved out Ly 
Saturday night.

Italy.—A Council of Ministers, at which 
King Victor Emmanuel presided, has decided 
that before accepting, even provisionally, the 
provinces which desire to be annexed to Pied 
mont, 1: was proper to consult the allied powers, 
and parliculaily France.

The journals of Turin contain articles on the 
question of annexation. The Independence ob­
serves that Russia and England have professed 
their respect for the free and legal manifestations 
cf the national sentiment. Prussia and'Germany 
cannot suffer in any way from the union of Tus­
cany to Piedmont ; that act will he an additional 
guarantee for the equilibrium and peace of 
Europe. The Opinions says, opposition to the 
annexation of Tuscan y to Piedmont can only 
come from abroad, and from those who, in Italy, 
represent a foreign party.

A number ot dis'inguished Venetians h?ve 
l»*en sent as representatives.to the European 
Powers ; and have it sued a long address. _mr 
winch they say the conduct of Austria bas not 
changed since the conclusion of peace.

The Paris correspondent of the Time* says 
there is a small but energetic parly in Tuscany 
working most actively- in favor of Prince Napo­
li on, as a candidate for a kingdom or principality 
m (Vntral Italy.

Turkey—There t« a general imprersion a< 
Crms<an*inop!e tint as soon'as the Emperor Na­
poléon In.s disposed of the Italian question, ’here 
will be some striking manifestations of French 
policy in Turkey.

Mashacre of Christians in Bornfo. 
Batavia; May 21 —A general massacre of Chris­
tians in two towns ot a district in Borneo is 
reported to have taken place. Pilgrims from 
Mecca, it is supposed, gave the signal for the 
outbreak.

China—Canton, July 5.—The fleet, com­
posed ol 19 vessels, proceeds in advance of the 
three ambassadors of England, France, and 
America, in order, should it he neces.-ary, to 
force the passage of the Pciho. Négociations for 
peace are expected at Touinane.

Maz/ini’s New Manifesto.—Mazzini, in 
his ; 1st article upon the present position of atlair* 
in Europe, makes the following statement in 
regard to the designs of the Allied Emperors :

“ The peace of Villafranca is the inauguration 
of a new Holy Alliance betwvji the three powers 
tha represent despotism in Europe—Imperial 
France, Russia and Austria. The object of the 
all. a nee is, according to the phrases spoken at 
Plombiers and Stutfgard, to iinpenalize Europe 
by overpowering, by means of deception, the 
national ideas, and substituting the question of 
territory for the question of liberty. The means 
— following the. war in Lombardy—are the divid 
l“g between the three members of tbe alliance 
',( the Mohammedan possessions in Europe sud 
Africa, and the war against England.

II Austria had not accepted the proposals of 
Villafranca, tha plans would have been carried 
cn, though m a modified manner, by the Em 
pe$ ^r an<l Czar. Hungary, emancipated from 
Austria, would have shared the fate of Constan­
tinople ; the Mediterranean become a Frcn< h 
Ink *, would have been given to the Emperor ; 
Russia would bate been, directly or indirectly, 
the mistress ol the north and east of Europe ; 
while Imperial France would rule the w.*st and 
soivh. At present the designs of tbe three 
powers are limited, as I said, to the dismember­
ment ot Oriental Europe and a war airainst 
England and Prussia.

. ie this—' Knew ye not that as many as were 
dipped into Jesus Christ were dipped into 
hit death !’ and this also— ' They were all 
dipped into Moses,in the cloud and in the sea ’
And again : ' As many as have been dipped 
into Christ have put on Christ and yet once 
again : For by one Spirit are we all dipped 
into one body.’ There is also your favorite 
text, ‘.One Lord, one faith, and one dipping '
But how will you harmonize this last passage 
with Paul’s admonition to the Hebrews, that 
they should lease the principles of the doc­
trine of Christ, and go on onto perfection ; 
not laying again the foundation of repen­
tance from dead works, and ol faub toward 
God, of the doctrine of dippinys, and of lay­
ing on of bauds, etc. Here you see Paul 
refers to more than one baptism, or dipping, 
as you will bare it I But whst nonsense is 
all this—he who robs the word of God of its 
consistency and spirit must be guilty in the 
eight of God ; and in ilia bands 1 am willing 
to leave him ”

" I was thinking," said Anna, " how much 
of the Bible would have been strange read­
ing if the wold baptize bad been Iran listed 
dip or imme se. The dipping of John,whence 
was it, from heaven or of men T I have a 
dipping to be dipped with and how am I 
straitened until it be accomplished. Are 
ye able to be dipped with the dipping that 
i am dipped with ? "

George laughed outright, and apologized 
by saying it reminded him of "Peter Piper's 
peck of pickled peppers.”

•• I think no one can fail to see,” said 
Halley, " the absurdity of limning this word 
to the strictly specific meaning it is said to 
have in classic Greek. That it was under­
stood by the early ; Christian fathers as a 
generic term implying only lb* rite of bap­
tism, is evident from the fact • hat when On- 
geo and Augustine desired to apeak deji 
nitcly of immersion baptismso is not 
generally used, but instead kntadusis, and 
anadusis. Why is this if baptisms is spe­
cific, and means nothing but dipping or 
immersing—can any one tell us ?

“ But this word is not the only one for 
which we claim this license. In the lime 
of the Cbtisiian fathers this principle was 
felt as an imperative necessity, and it war- 
acted upon. It seems that in those days 
there were some who were over-nice about 
the ' mini and ihe cummin who had a 
superstitious reverence for the previous 
signification of words, as there are now m 
these limes, and in searching through ihe 
Latin language, they could find no word 
that corresponded to their idea of the full 
meaning of (sotcr) a Savior. This caused 
considerable perplexity for some time, bui 
at last the good sense of the strong-minded 
Augustine disposed of the difficulty by mak­
ing no scruple of employing the Latin word 
Salvator, obaerting well, nod with true 
insight ioio the law of the groânh of words 
that * It was not good Latin before the Sa­
vior came, but when he came he made it to 
be such—/or as shadows follow substances, 
so words result from things.’ Also." con­

tinued Halley, " the Greek word pistissig- 
‘■“nified merely belief, in tissue Greek , yei 

l apply to it in the New Testament, ‘faith 
’'iod ’ So also logos meant only speech, 

i discourse, in the classic Greek, yet we 
apply to it, end of necessity it most read 
for, ‘ Christ, the eternal Son of God.’

“ Dikiosune. signified in classic Greek 
doing right, being just end proper ; but in 
the Hellenistic Greek, righteousness. God­
liness ; alto the righteousness of God im­
parled to believers on eccouni ol their faith 
in Christ. See Rom. ix. 80, and x 5, ti ; 
and 2 Cor. Hi. 9, and V. 21, etc.

“ Christos, in Clamée—rubbed over with 
anything, anointed; but in the New Testa­
ment, Christ, the Messiah f

“ Epiousios, rendered in Men. vi. ll, 
daily, is not found in classic Greek at all.
Neither ere the following words. Agape, 
love, love to God, God’s love to Christ and 
to men, end Christ’s love to men ; see John 
xvii. 26. and Got. i. 13.

"Are there net aim
sh growth of words, _ , __

coining of now ones, in oer language T 
asked Anna.

" Certainly, almost beyond compntstioo,” 
responded Halley. •< Our language is con- 
stasily changing ; many words here grown
out of their original meaning entirely; 
others become obsolete, whilst new ones 
•re continually being coined to meet the 
demand made on our language by the pro­
gress of science, end the changes in the 
manners and customs of the people. We 
have recently coined dough faced, Jillibus■ 
ter, telegram, etc. There are tboueendi of 
scientific terms, which have been introduced 
within a few years. Whereas, some words 
become obsolete, sod then are again pot in 
circulation, as for instance, ignore. But 
those which bare changed their primitive 
signification, ere (till more numerous.

" Pagan formerly only meant a dweller 
in a hamlet or village, in distinction from 
those dwelling in towns and cities

" Heathen, no more than a heath-dweller.
“ Knave, a lad- Villain, a peasant, 

Virtue, only warlike courage. Martyr, 
simply a witness. Sacrament, at first 
deposit or pledge, then a military oath, 
thereafter any solemn oath whatever. Thus 
we could go on almost ad infinitum ; but 
let ue rather consult Prof. R. C. Trench, 
B. D., one of the most learned men in Eng­
land. In his work on the • Study of 
Words,' which is purely a scientific work, 
and esonoi, therefore, be suspected of 
aeetarifrrbtn, bhssya.p. 116 : 'The cause 
which more than any other creates the 
necessity for these additions to the vocab­
ulary of a language, and calls forth the 
words which shall supply this necessity 
•hen it is fell, is, beyond a question, Ibis— 
namely ; that in the appointment of highest 
wisdom there are certain cardinal epochs 
in the world's history, in which, far more 
than at other times, new moral and spiritual 
forces begin to work, and to stir society to 
its central depths. When it is thus with a 
people, they make claims upon their Ian 
guege, which were never made upon it 
hitherto. It ia required to utter truths, to 
express ideas, which were strange to it in 
the lime of its first moulding and shaping, 
and for which therefore the terms sufficient 
will naturally not be found in it at once ; 
iheee new thoughts and feelings being 
larger end deeper then any with which 
hitherto the speakers of that tongue had 
been fimiliar. But when the bed of a river 
is suddenly required to deliver e fir greater 
rolume of waters than till now has been its 
wool, it is nothing strange if it ihonld sur­
mount its banks, break forth on the right 
band and on the left, or even force new 
channels with something of violence lor 
itself. The most illustrious example of this 
•hereof I have been speaking, would be, of 
course, the coming in of Christianity, or, to 
include the anterior dispensation, we may 
say, of revealed religion into the indent 
heathen world, with the cooeequent necessity 
under which the great novel truths which 
were then proclaimed to mankind, lay, ol 
clothing themselves in the language of men, 
in the languages of Greece and Rome—lan­
guages which in their previous form might 
have sufficed, and did suffice, for heathenism, 
sensuous and finite as it was, but not for 
the spiritual anil infinite of the new dis­
pensation. How often had these n-w 
thoughts to weave a new garment for them­
selves, inasmuch as that which they found 
ready-made, wsa too narrow to wrap them­
selves withal ; the new wine to find new 
vessels for itself,, that both might be pre­
served, ihe old vessels being neither suf­
ficiently strong nor expansive to hold it.

“ Thus, not to speak of mere technical 
matters, which would claim their utterance, 
bow could the G'eek language have had a 
word for ' idolatry,' so long as the sense of 
the awful contrast between the worship ol 
the living God and of dead things, had not 
risen up in their minds that spoke it ? But 
when ih -se began to use Greek, and that as 
the sole utterance of what was in them, 
men to whom this distinc'ion and contrast 

as the most earnest and ihe deepea- con­
viction of their lives, the words ' idolatry, 
idolator,’ of necessity appeared. The 
heathen claimed not for their deities to he 
• searchers of hearts,’ disclaimed not for 
them ihe being •• accepters of persons 
such stlnbniee of power and righteousness 
entered not into their minds ss pertaining 
to :ho objects of their worship. The Greek 
language, therefore, so long as they only 
employed it, had not the words correspond­
ing.

“ These are, as I said, the most illustrious 
examples of ihe coming in of a new world 
of thoughts and feelings into the bosom ol 
hnmsniiy, whereby has been necessitated a 
corresponding creation in the world oj 
words • * * Where the movement is a 
great popular one, stirring the heart and 
mind of a people to it- very depths, such as 
the first recepiion of ihe Chrisuan world, 
there these new words will be for the mosi 
part born out of their bosoms, a free spoo- 
laneous binh, seldom or never capable ol 
being referred to one man more than an­
other, because they belong to all."

“I think," said Anna, "that there need 
not be another word said on ih:s point. 
Evidences the most conclusive and satis­
factory have been given to show that iht 
Apostles not only extended and enlarged 
the signification u- words, hut even in many 
Ctst-s were obliged to create new ones to 
meet the demands ol the new thoughts they 
labored to express. To know whether they 
extended the meaning of the word in ques­
tion, we have only to open our Bibles and 
rant. I for one will not persist in making 
1'e er and the other Apostles, and even our 
9avio|_hiniself, inter absurdities like this ; 
‘ lyrien the Holy Ghost fell on all them that 
beard ihe word, as on us at the beginning. 
And then remembered I the word of the 
Lord, how he said, John indeed dipped 
with water, but ye shall be dipped with the 
Holy Ghost.’ Think for a moment ol the 
bum. ' 1 dip you with the Holy Ghost !’

The baptism of the Holy Ghost in 
regard to its agent, subjects, means and 
effects, demand- the idea of purification, 
and excludes that of the form—that ol 
dipping ; for the agejujs the Divine Spirit, 
the subject the human spirit, the means 
spiritual, and the effect purity ; in such re 
■«tines the term dip is absurd! For any 
one to persist that dip must be the meaning, 
because it bed been used in that sense by 
heathen writers for eeotyries before that 
day, looks to me just about aa consistent, 
as it would for a Frenchman 19 insist on 
giving heathen the mesntng of ‘heath- 
dweller,’ simply Irom the (set that it was 
the original import of the word."

“ Stop here a moment," said Halley ; 
“you are about stumbling over in impor­
tant idea. You have traced the baptism of 
the Spirit through to its effect—purity. 
Now look at the original signification of the 
word baptize, and then remember that water 
ie the agent moet generally used ae the 
means ol the purification of material things ; 
the cleansing being accomplished by ap­
plying the water in some way to the object, 
or the object to the water, and can you not 
dnewer the reason of their employing this 
word, which wes probably the one that ex­
pressed most nearly their meaning ? But 
if you supposed that their choice arose from 
the manner or mode implied in the word, 

eorreetnd. The bee-

rone examples, of thee Greek need it to eoevey the idea of the 
and also ol the object being applied to the agent, whieb is 

water, that ie, the tkieg we* dipped in 
water, or whatever fluid wee used ; hot the 
Christian Greek most have understood tbit 

■the agent was to be applied to the object, 
that is, the Spirit applied to the hearts and 
consciences of men. For example : when 
Homer speaks of a smith baptising so axe 
in water, we know he meant that the aie wax 
plunged into the water for the purpose of 
hardening it, although the end to be obtain­
ed ie not indicated by the word. The word 
simply expresses the idea of patting the 
object into the water. And when Plunreb 
■aye that the Roman general: baptized hie 
band to blood ; or Heinoieus, that be 
dipped, hit pitcher in the water, we gather 
that these objects were dipped into the 
fluids, but for what purpose it does not ap­
pear from the word employed to indicate 
the action. Hence, ss they used it, the 
word bed 1 specific meaning, which merely 
expressed the idea of dipping the object to
10 the egent without indicating the purpose 
for which it wes thus d-pped.

“In Ihe New Testament this word is 
never used in this sense in regard to the 
ordinance of baptism. Although water se 
the agent is generally preceded by the pre 
politico! en or tfjiyet even in classic Greek, 
as you may learn from Donoegan’a Lexicon 
ex means with and by, aa well as in. So it 
might read, I baptised you with water or by 
water, just ns properly ae in water; there­
fore yon lure only negative testimony 
whereon to build your faith. Bat now turn 
to Luke iii. 16, and Acta i 5, and ix. 16, 
and we have no preposition whatever be 
fore the noun water (hudati). George, 
look up those passages in your Greek Tes­
tament, and see if I bare stated it correctly 
Do yon find any prepositions before ihe 
noun water fhudor) Î”

“No, there is no preposition used : the 
noun stands in the dative ease, (hudati)," 
answered George.

“ When nouns are used in this way, what 
is indicated ? asked Hslley.

•' They are thus used in the dative with 
out 1 proposition," replied George, “ only 
as a means or instrument, end never as a 
place in which anything ia said to be or to 
be done."

“ Jost so," eaid Halley ; “and here 
then is positive evidence to the point in 
question. According to Luke'a testimony, 
John did not baptize in water, but with 
water, merely used water aa an instrument. 
In Acts 1.5, as recorded, our Savior said,that 
John did not baptize in water, but only em­
ployed water ss a means in administer­
ing the ordinance. In Acts xi. 16, Peter 
in repeating the words of oar Lord, repell­
ed them faithfully, and said John did not 
baptize in water, hut simply used water in 
the ordinance of baptism. Therefore, if 
yon insist that iv shall be rendered in, in 
spite ol every Greek lexicographer assuring 
you thtt 11 may mean with just 11 propeily, 
you therebv put Matthew, Mark and John, 
•gainst Jesus Christ, Luxe and Peter. On# 
or ihe other party tells not what is true! 
ion make the first parly say thaï John bap­
tized in water, when Ihe.second party dis­
tinctly and definitely Miens that he did not 
baptize in water, but only used water in 
the ordinance as an instrument — he baptiz­
ed with water. To which party do you 
choose 10 give the lie ? li was in view 
of this that our translators uniformly 
gave ihe form with the Holy Ghost,’ 
etc., that the passages might more read­
ily be harmonised ; for it must be ren­
dered with in Ihe passages above cited, and 
might properly be, wherever the word with 
the preposition occurs, They chose 10 be­
lieve that John did not baptize in water, 
rather than to twist the word of God into 
a direct contradiction of terms And now 
upon this we have hut 10 heap the evidences 
regarding the form of Spirit baptism, which 
are uniform and direct whenever spoken ol 
in the word of God. For example, see 
John i. 32, “ And John bare record, saying 
I saw the Spun descending from heaven 
like a dove, and it aboilr upon him." Acla
11 3, * Arid there appeared cloven tongues 
like as fire, and it sal upon each of them ’ 
Acis 11. 33, * And having received the pro­
mise of the Holy Ghost, he hath shed forth 
this which ye nowr see and hear.’ Acts 
vin. 16 17, ‘ For as yet he (ihe Holy Ghoai) 
had {alien upon none of them ; then laid 
1 heir hands on I he in, and they received the 
Holy Ghost.' Avo Acts x 44, ' While Peler 
yet «pake these words, ihe Holy Ghost fell on 
all them which heard ihe word-’’ Acts xi. 15 
-16, ' And as I began 10 speak, the Holy 
Ghost fell on them, as on us at ihe begin­
ning ; then remembered I the word of the 
Lord, how that be said, John truly bspiized 
wnh water, but ye shall be baptized with 
the Holy Ghost.' Acts xix. 6, ‘ And when 
Paul had laid hia hands on them, the Holy 
G hot came o u hem.’

'• In not one instonce is the object ap­
plied to the agent, that is, the person to the 
Spoil, as you would have it, and as the 
heathen Greek writers employed the word ; 
but instead, the agent invsnably to the ob­
ject. This is ihe only difference between 
us on this point, and our. Baptist friends. 
We apply ihe water to ihe person, thus 
making it a means or inurnment in adminis­
tering the ordinonce of baptism, as our 
Savior, and Luke and Peter declare John 
did ; and by so doing, we find il only an 
appropriate and beautiful figure ol ihe Holy 
Spirit being applied 10 the human spin1, 
lading upon, convug down upon, poured out 
upon, and abed forth upon, etc.
