At • general meeting of the members of thin 
Association, held for the election of Directors, and 
for such other business sa might be brought be­
fore it, at th•• City Hall, London, on Wednesday, 
16th Febru-y 1870, W. R. Vining, Eeq-, > u*- 
President, (in tb* alwence of the 1‘remdeut, C. 
Willson, Eeq., M. P., at Ottawa, ilending hu 
parliamentary duties!, wa» caHed ta the chair, 
when the following tenth annual report wna pre­
sented

To tkf if'in ber» of the Agricnltnral Mutual A*- 
suranc* Association of Canada,—The Directors iu 
laying before you their tenth annual rejwrt—that 
for 186»—hare ta present a Bill of Losers of con­
siderable magnitude, both as to their number and 
aggregate amount. Quite a large projiortinu of 
them arose from lightning, and that very much 
in excess of any previous year. On Sunday, the 
18th April, from the thunderstorm on that night, 
no leas than nine losses occurred. During the 
sear the number from lightning ran up to twenty- 
eight, forming altogether the cash amount of 
$4,8»S. 85;-while that for the year be lore was only 
£596 61. In addition to this source of extra loan, 
it must he recollected that for the last year we 
hare been paying the full amount of moveables 
loet within the limit of the sum assur.il, without 
the restriction, as formerly was the role, to two- 
thirds the value of the property at risk. This 
new phase was recommended at the last annual 
meeting, and adopted by your Directors, though 
not without considerable misgiving on the part of 
several of them as to the wisdom of the course. 
The Board is not prepared as yet to t.ropoeeauv 
modification as to the practice ; thev deem it well 
to accord it another year's trial. I nder the cir­
cumstances set forth, , they are happy to say they 
entertain no apprehension of having to increase 
the cost of insurance. Twenty-fire cents per an­
num on the S100 will suffice to rover a three 
years' risk on ordinary isolated farm property ; and 
they think they may reasonably look forward to 
the current year being an easier one.

Lottes.—The number notified for last year was 
154 The number paid for during the year waa 
156 their amount $42,317.08. Of these 15 lia.I 
occurred prior to last year, bet were not then 
finally acted on, owing in most inxtan -w to delay 
or other negligence of tne claimants The amount 
of these overlying once waa $1,572.13. Of last 
year's lowers, 11 are unpaid; 7 have lam rejected 
ae ri.im. and 4 of recent occurrence, there has 
not been sufficient opportunity to deti* regard­
ing- while two have lwen adjusted since the beoks 
closed. Doubtless vour Board's successor, will 
dispose of the uueettled ones to the best of their 
skill, without unnecessary loss of time.

Balance Short.— A full financial exposition will 
be found avi-endcL It shows the company bold» 
in cash and Dominion stock $4S,010.9ti, indeprn- 
dent of other araiUUe «*■>» to the amount of 
$1»0 762.»». The liabilities are estimated to be 
within #2,000.

Work tonie in 1869.—There were 11,141 pjrii- 
. ic* issue.i for last yt*r— 7,428 on the Cash Sys­
tem, and 3.718 ou the Premium Note one. One 
hmwlrrd and 6ft v-onedid not come into»;- i « t ion till 
this year; 9,277 lapsed or were eancalled, leaving 
in force on the 1st of January, 32,812, as wfH be 
seen in the appendix—an increese on the prénoms 
year of 1,930.

Csfntirx'd Preference of Cook System.—This 
still .’oetieBe# obeet vault tbs case.

—the —»n u-Xi - rrtniuir note ones—are presented 
for the choice ef Biemberx, but the former, ee bee 
been stat.ll, fa most to thei- mind. A cry, how­
ever, baa been attempted to be got up, principally 
by lierions jealous of the great success of this com- 
pan/, ngain.it our insuring on the Cash System, 
on the alleged ground that it is inconsistent with 
the mutual principle; and legislative interference 
has even be/n threatened to be invoked to prevent 
it. The Directors hare no sort of fear thoee par­
tira Will succeed. But is the practice inconsis­
tent with the mutual principle! Let ns see. 
Insurance eompeules are of three kinds—the Mu­
tual, the Stock or Projirietery, and the Mixed, 
that ia, partly proprietary and pertly mntaal, 
like the fanad* Life Assurance Coupuay. There 
is no other kind known. Well, our Company is 
owned by the whole body of its members; it has 
no distinct boil# of proprietors—net eueu creditors 
—therefore, as M rannot be either of the last two, 
it must be the .fimt, that is, a Mutual, even al­
though it dors Rot transact its buaihem wholly 
on the |ircuiium hate system. The first mutual 
of any account of which there is record—“ The 
Equitable Life hmuraru-e Company of London 
England"—did not take premium notes st all; 
it did whd does Its business wholly on the cash 
system. It is conceded no company bae ever 
been more smecyeeM or has carried out the mutual 
principle more fully. Your Directors can see 
however, the im|wiqwiety of e mwteel, ae usually 
constructed in this country, carrying on bu.ineea 
on the (ash system, if it ha» not, not only an 
ample gen. rul capital to save its members from 
fine unduly amrseeiL Ie either dangerto be apiwe- 
hended by our members! Let eur Balance Sheet 
answer—as well ns our licence from the Dominion, 
Government, we liring, by the way, the only 
Mutual Which, hating of course made the required 
deposit, has been so licensed. Until, then, it can 
be shown by Juris, that your Directors have gone 
wrong in the course they have been pursuing, it 
is not likrlv that they will be driven, by idle 
clamour, to" disaapmnt the desire of so many ef 
their fellow subjects as prefer the cash system to 
the premium note one. ,

Comparaître Standings/ the Company.—Touch
ing the selative standing of our company, the 
Directors may refer to the Year Book of Canada 
for the tinrent v«*r, jmgc »5. We are there 
sjwken «T se "the ouly Mutual which lies felt 
ilarlf able V) make a deposit srith the Government 
_and on joge 8C reference is made to “other mu­
tual companies, either strictly premium note

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i strongly recommended 
1, ami hv an influential

supposed, as we are in better standing than other 
mutuals, at least those professing to follow farm 
insuring, that you hare been railed on for heavier 
contributions than the members of other com 
{«nies. Such is not the case. The Directors 
speak advisedly—oar members generally hare had 
/<** lo pay than At members of any oAer mutual 
of ani, standing. Whether this result has been 
owing to superior management on their part, or to 
a fortunate run of luck, the Directors, gentleman, 
will allow you to pronounce.

Tire Inquisitor.—Your Board are still of the 
opinion, as stated in their last report, that the 
creation of the office of Fire Inquisitor, endowed 
with very full powers, would be highly Wneficial 
not only to insurance coiripenies, but to the com 
munity at large. It seems difficult, however, to 
persuade the government to move in the matter. 
The appointment has been i 
by underwriters in England, 
committee of the House of Commons there. No 
innocent man need dread the existence of sucL an 
officer; ou the other band it is not difficult of 
belief that he would prove a “ terror to evil-doers. ” 
There can be little question that many fires take 
piece of dishonest origin, of which, however, the 
ordinary means available don't enable the authors 
to be bruuget to justice. Doubtless the inquisitor 
would astonish some of them ' and so check the 
evil.

Thing* to he guarded against.—The Directors-!- , 
would again earnestly impress u]*>n members, if 
they value their own safety, the necessity of at­
tending more carefully to the sufficiency of their 
chimneys and stove-pijies, and keeping the roofs 
of thy buildings free from moss, which in a (In­
state, becomes vost inflammable. Also to avoid 
smoking themselves, or carrying unprotected lights 
in or near their out-buildings or permittting others 
to do so. As to smoking or using ops-n lights, 
they should rememl>er it vitiates the policy, and 
the directors recommend the penalty .be in all 
cases strictly enforced. It is, beside*, exceedingly 
wrong and dangerous to allow children to play 
with matches—not a few fires occur from it

Retiring Director*.—Three directors now retire 
by rotation—they are, C. G. Cody, W. R. Vining 
and Donald Beaton. " They are eligible for re- 
election. L .

Mr. Emery enquired whether the President 
received any greater fee than an ordinary Direc­
tor.—A good deal of his time must lee necessarily 
given to the work in a company of such magni­
tude as this, and he should he remunerated ac­
cordingly.

Willson had repeatrtllv been offered, and as 
frequently refused, ty accept more than the ordi­
nary 1Hre-tors' fee for his attendance at the office.

services.

The Annual Meeting of this company was held 
■esterday, at their handsome new office^ in the 
'oronto Bank Building*, corner of Wellington 

and Church streets. Owing, probably, to the 
heavy snow-storm of the last two days, and the 
detention of trains in consequence,the attendance 
of members was very limited.

The chair was taken by Chas. E. Chadwick, Fee., 
of I uger* ill. President of the Company, at whose 
request the report of the Board of Directors was 
read by one of the secretaries, W. T. O'Reilly, 
Eeq., as follows:— ■

nr.ruBT.
In submitting to the mem lier* of the united 

companies now constituting the Beaver and To­
ronto Mutual Fire;lnsurance Coflpany, the results 
of the year'* business, your Board are well pleased 
to be able to record tne completeness and satis­
factory character of the arrangements which hsvs 
been accomplished. It may not be amiss, in the 
first place, to notice the great improvement ia 
the officer themselves, which are now as hand­
some and convenient, at a moderate rent, aa the 
company can desire.

It would be tedious to describe in detail all the 
difficulties which have been met and overcome. 
Your Board content themselves, therefore, with 
pointing to the statements of accounts subjoined, 
as the most decisive evidence of the work done, 
and the continue^ prosperity of all branches of 
the business.

The receipts for the year were $38,424.69 ; the 
expenditure, $36,491.20 ; policies issued, 5,628, 
covering property to the amount 'of $3,975,182 ; 
cancelled and expired policies, 4,453 ; total poli­
cies io force on tne 1st January, 15,872, covering 
property to the amount of $11,523,989. Of these, 
<,032 policies were on the cash system. The 
average amount covered by each policy was, in 
the Farmer's Branch, $856 ; Mercantile Branch, 
$706.50 ; Household Branch, $523.20. The 
amount of premium notes liable to assessment 
was $183,77-3.50. The fire claims amounted, on 
Farm risks (for 13 months), to $21,103.45 ; Mer­
cantile Branch. $5,355.22 ; Household Branch, 
81,884.28 ; Live Stock, $1,055. Total claims, 
$20,397.96.

Your Board are well aware that a strong objec­
tion formerly existed in -the minds of farmers to 
insuring in a mutual company transacting town 
or village business, and it was this fact which 
originally occasioned the formation of the two

Xrate companies now united. But the wide 
_«tiou of the cash system by farm companies, 
by relieving the insured, at their option, of all 

assessment* whatsoever, and latterly the estab­
lishment of comiNinies under the Statute, which 
gives to them the power of dividing themselves 
into two or more branches, has removed all real 
ground of objection on the part of those insuring 
under the omnium note system.

branche*, has been very popular, and y Our Board 
see no reason to doubt that our own company will 
prosper on the same plan. Should either of the 
branches require the une of more funds than it 
possesses, they must he reimbursed by an assess­
ment on the members of that branch ; and any 
indebtedness of one branch to another must to 
liquidated in the name kray. v

A dishonorable Bognl of Directors might mis­
use their jmwer to the detriment of a particular 
brandi, just as they might do in the case of an 
undivided Com|w»ny ; but the widely extended 
influence of this Institution proves that the pub­
lic confidence is enjoyed by its Directors ; and its 
extensive resonrues furnish a sufficient security to 
every man of business that it will meet all its en­
gagements easily and promptly.

As we have stated above, the premium notes in 
our possession on the 31st December, 1869, 
amounted to no lees a sum than on* hundred and 
tightythree thousand dollars, although taken et
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the very lowest rates in us» by Mutual Companies, 
no larger note bring asked ot any man tlmo a ill 
safely cover the risk incurred ; contrary to tie oltl 
practice, which required premium not-s four or fire 
times as heavy, which could only lie necessary 
when the Company's operations were limited tq a 
single bounty, or p.Tnaps two counties. The 
larger the Company's operations, the less will it 
need to demand sacrifices fioin its mendiera

In relation to the mercantile and household 
branches, it is a source of much gratification to 
your Board that the small |troportion of lueses by 
fire has enabled them to deduct the amount of the 
first cash payment from the first or seevud year's 
assessment, instead of fropi the. third, as original­
ly pro|iose<L While the losars of other Cornue- 
liiet doing townand village business Lave exi'wdni 
an average of <4 per i«licr, our own average 
has fallen considerably under that sum ; which 
is no doubt owing to the fact, that every risk 
taken in these two branches is personally iii*|»-ct- 
ed, sooner or later, by a Director, or officer of the 
Company—a precaution which has saved us many 
claime. A much larger business might easily liar* 
been done had your Board been Irai careful in the 
•election of risks : they hare, however, nut only 
rejected all specially hazunlous buildings, but in 
the case of taverns and tenanted country stores, 
have declined to insure property* to more than 
half its value, which most‘Insurance Companies 

j would readily insure for a much larger sum.
Some futile attempts hsrvfbeen made by agents 

of other Companies to create a prejudice against 
this Association, because, instead of demalaiing 
cash in advance from all out. rormbent, we have 
taken advantage of the statute which enijuuvrcd 
us to form a guarantee fund, fur which, of course, 
we tsiy a reasonable interest, and are thus enabled 
to defer our faj-tn assessments until a sea .on to oat 
convenient to the hard working (unset.

Ten cents per annum is the ofitwfe expense 
that any member ia put to on this'. Aocouut, and 
even this trifling charge will become uc necessary 
after a while. Very few farmers will think this 
•uni ill-spent, in securing themselves agkinst lose 
by fire for the many months during which we 
wait patiently upon their convenience.

It should lie mentioned, that in consequence of 
,the termination of the fiscal year haring been 
fixed for the 31st of December, the receipt» and 
expenditure of the Farmers’ Branch herein de­
tailed, cover a period of thirteen months ; while 
these of the Mercantile end Household Branches 
extend to twelve months only.

The union of the Companies had been in force 
for six months only prior to the let January of 
this year ; it would be impossible, therefore, to 
present the accounts of the several branches in a 
form which could be easily understood. New 
books of acçotfnt have been opened, with $ view 
to supplying all such information next yea! with 
entire accuracy and clearne-s.

At the cloaeof the year 1869, a special assess­
ment on all premium notes then in force ia the 
Beaver Mutual Fire Insurance Association, was 
ordered to be levied, with • proviso that it should 
not be collected until the end of the oecond year 
of each policy. Farm policy-Udder* receiving 
notices of this aasesemeut durnig tie current 
year will liear this in mind, and understand that 
the special assessment was made to osver. extra 
losses incurred during the year T 868.

The retiring directors ior the present year* are : 
Messrs. It. L. Denison, J. H. Cameron, O. Blake, 
H. ltowsell, and I). Thurston. Under the reso­
lution of last year, reducing the Board to twelve 
members, four directors, or one-third of the buerd, 
should on this occasgon be chosen for Hirer years, 
and one for two years. The same thing wrfl 
happen next year, after which four directors will 
be elected annually.

The appointment of Honorary Directors will be a 
part of your privilege to-day.

, WHISKEY, TOBACCO, AND PETRO­
LEUM.

A Bine Book, just ont, supplies valuable 
information respecting our bonded manufac­
tories. Two important industries- commer­
cially speaking — the distillation of .spirits 
and the production of malt liquor, are flour­
ishing hereabouts, if the revenue returns tell 
a true tale. Toronto produced 40 per cent, of 
all the spirits manufactured in the Dominion 
in 1868-09, earning for it the title, which has 
been facetiously applied, “ the spiritual centre 

- of Canada.” A total duty of over nine hun­
dred thousand dollars accrued to the revenue 
on spirits manufactured in this city, or gt the 
rate of three thousand dollars per day for each 
working day in the year. The Provinces, 
other than Ontario, do not distil spirits; they 
derive their supplies, since Confederation, 
chiefly from Toronto and the west. The Lower 
Provinces do not consume more than a small 
fraction of the quantity of distilled spirits, 
per head, that is, required for Ontario and 
Quebec; rum, imported from the West Indies, 
at low cost, is largely used, and malt liquor 
is produced to a moderate extent. »

*

Toronto produced ‘one and a quarter mil­
lion gallons of malt liquor in 1869, and the 
whole of Ontario over four millions, or a lit" 
tie more than half the entire product of the 
Dominion. . The number of breweries in this 
Province has fallen from 122 to 107 within a 
year ; this is a result of the legislation of last 
session, making a change in the mode of levy­
ing the duty—a result not to be deprecated. 
A decrease in the number of breweries has 
not been accompanied by a decrease in the 
production of malt liquor, an increase, on the 
contrary, having taken place. This latter 
circumstance, taken in connection with a 
slight decrease in spirits, may be regarded as 
indicating a gratifying change in the public 
taste. Nearly 80 per cent of the grain need 
in distillation is Indian com, iuqmrted from 
the Western States free of duty—a fact which 
should not he loetsight of in any future re­
adjustment of our tariff. For this purpose, 
it enters directly into competition with the 
rye, barley, oata, and wheat produced by our 
farmers, all of these grains being used to a 
limited extent in" the manufacture of sprrita.

Nearly a million of bushels of barley were 
consumed by the brewers of Ontario, and a 
half a million by the other Provinces. .

In the manufacture of tobacco, Montreal 
takes the lead, the manufactories of that 
city having turned out 2,723,925 pounds, 
or more than half of the whole Canadien 
product. Toronto produced nearly a third 
of that quantity, or 860,605 pounds. In 
the matter of cigars, Toronto is ahead ; the 
makers in this city show a total product of 
nearly three and a quarter million ci gara, 
against less than two millions in Montreal. 
There were 5,379,369 jxmnds of tobacco and 
11,628,035 cigars produced in Canada in 
1868-9. There were 694,452 pounda of manu­
factured tobacco (and snuff) imported into 
Canada, and 10,279,000 cigars, making the 
total tobacco supply of the Canadian market 
(less a small quantity exported) 6,073,8(1 
pounds and 21,907,035 cigars. The tobacco 
manufacture is on the wane ; there are only 
64 manufactories in Ontario, against 86 last 
year, and the product shows a corvesjxmding 
decline. In Quebec, though there are fotar 
manufactories lees—25 against 29—the p*>- 
duct is somewhat greater. It has also in­
creased in Nora Scotia and New Brunswick, 
though comparatively unimportant,.

The official returns indicate a muet gratify­
ing improvement in the petroleum trade. 
From almost nothing the business of refining 
petroleum has risen to the rank of one of the 
most important branches of oar manufactur­
ing industry. This, as has been frequently 
explained, arise* chiefly from improved 
methpda of refining and deodorising, by 
which Canadian oil baa been, not only ad­

mitted iutnjforeij-n markets, hut well received 
there. Th$ establishment of an export trade 
has induce^ the Expenditure of more capital 
and attracted a solid class of men into the 
basinets, fa 1868, 251,888 gallons of crude 
petroleum -were used, from which 237,766 
gallons of ijefinod oil were produced, giving a 
duty to th^govemment of $11,888. In 1869, 
the quantity <>( crude used was 4,722,872 
gallons, gittng 2,772,224 gallons of refined 
oil, and theft' w« collected in duties $104,018. 
all that is |xported, uf course, pays no duty. 
The number of refineries, in Ontario, on the 
30th June last, was 47 against 26 at the same 
date in th«[previous year. Quebec has bet 2 
refineries—(located In Montreal. The quan­
tity of refilled oil produced in the different 
revenue divisions was, Guelph, 97,064 gale. ; 
Hamilton, T 64,707; London, 1,136,932; Paris 
93,118; Hfirnia, 1,206,620; St Catherines, 
18,000; Toronto, 50,702: Montreal, 3,088.

The present internal revenue duty of 6 
cents per gallon, of refined oil is much com­
plained of by the refiners, and strong repre­
sentations have Iwen made to the government 
at Ottawa, to have it removed. The imposi­
tion of the duty was an error, for which, how­
ever, the trade is responsible; but this is not 
a sound argument against having the error 
rectified. It is represented on behalf of the 
refiners that the tax is invidious, no other 
native industry of like utility being subject­
ed to such an impost. The tax on a barrel 
of refined »il amounts to $2.20 while the 
crude material costs but $1.50. In the 
United States where a duty had been levied, 
it was removed at the annual sacrifice of 
$10,000,000 to the revenue. It is shown that 
the business of refining for exportation in­
volves a large amount of capital which has 
to be attracted from across the lines, as our 
people d<> n<>t care' to embark in the business, 
and that the delay, expense and cumbrous 
regulations incident to the collection of the 
duty tends to deter capitalists from estab­
lishing refineries. There are in the United 
States 1,700 wells at work, the annual 
produdt of which is estimated at $900,- 
001,006, and it is affirmed the Canadian 
territory is qf such productiveness and value 
that the oil Interest here may become^eoood 
in importance to agriculture only. It is ar­
gued that the apparent lose of $150,000 or 
$200, d00 annual revenue would be largely 
com]«nsated by the increased dnty arising 
out of collateral trades incident to the refin­
ing and export of petroleum. It it com­
plained that the oil business in Canada has 
been * kwÉg one ; that some $8,000,000 of 
capital have been invested, for which no ade­
quate return has been received.

A very strong case has been made out for 
the removal of the duty, There is no reason
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why petroleum should be taxed any more 
than tallow, beef, pork, flour or any of the 
ordinary necessaries of life. Besides the tax 
is a discrimination against a growing and 
most important 'home industry. If some 
loss- of revenue should be suffered, it can 
easily be compensated by putting a little 
heavier impost on some of the foreign luxu­
ries and fooleries which are imported annual­
ly in such large quantities.

BEAVER AND TORONTO MUTUAL 
FIRE INSURANCE COMPANY.

The two companies united by Act of Par­
liament under the above title, held their first 
joint meeting last Wednesday. We give the 
proceedings and annual report in full. The 
business of the company appears to be well 
managed, although not in accordance with 
the ideas of some of our correspondents. It 
takes small premium notes, and also issues 
cash policies in about equal proportions. 
Last year the Directors expressed their de­
sire to confine the cash system in mutual in­
surance within prescribed Am its,. and we 
think probably they weçq right enough.

The company has 15,872 policies in force, 
covering risks to the extent of 811,500,000, 
a large sum to be insured with such economy 
both to the insured and the office—the whole 
expenses of management, covering losses, 
Ac., being but 836,500 per annum. The re­
port notices a prejudice which farmers enter­
tain again mixed mutual companies, and argue 
that their division info branches removes all 
grounds for cavil—an opinion which experi­
ence aeems to confirm.

Our proprietory insurance companies must 
look to their laurels, when a new company 
like this issues several hundred policies in a 
month, within what they consider their own 
exclusive domain, and docs so with confi­
dence apparently pretty-wèll grounded.

THE POSITION OF THE BANKING 
BILL IN OTTAWA.

The banking resolutions brought in by the 
Finance Minister, have been so changed and 
modified in passing through Parliament, that 
it is hard to say what they are, and what 
they are not, at the present. What with the 
bankers on the one aide, and the House of 
Commons on the other, Sir Francis Hincks 
is having a rough time of it, and it is really 
impossible to aay what may be the ultimate 
shape in which the affair may pass through 
Parliament. To the bankers he ha* to con­
cede the holding of a smaller amount of 
Dominion Note* than was first intended, 
as well as a modification in the form of the 
returns, together with som| technical im­
provement» of a minor character.* None of

It nil! go 
ir the vèiy teeth of the idea which wsi the 
Vi ry foundation of Sir Francis II nek’s 
hi nking policy, viz : tv place all the Bat \ks on 
th ! tame footing. It will create clasi dis- 
ti ictions, so hateful in ‘ a Community like 
tl at of Canada, and give rise to constant 
sectional jealousies. If srtch exempli ins 
ai b allowed, there will be, in realit; 
b nking law and'no banking system, ai 
result will finally be, and we do not 
w lether this would not be tKe best sol 
o: the difficulties that beset the qn 
tl at banking legislation will be remit 
the local legislatures. It is Certainly a

members who fancy that a government cur­
rency needs no gold to redeem it ; or that 
Banks have no business with issuing notes at 
all, and the jealousy of circulating Banks en­
tertained by bankers who know next to 
nothing of the laws of circulation, it will be 
very hard to get justice done to this, the- 
most productive region of ttie Province, and 
therefore the one which requires the most 
Bank notes to carry on its business. This 
however, is a question that may rest at pre­
sent, but wo do trust that members from 
Ontario, of all parties, as well as from the 
other Provinces, will stand up for the Banks 
being all placed on the same footing, and 
not for exemptions which will make fieh of 
one and flesh of another.

The aspect of the Dominion note resolu­
tions is calculated to give rise to the 
most serious apprehensions.

There are at present issued of these notes 
about $5,000,000, and there is gold to re­
deem them amounting to about $1.200,000. 
We have good reason to believe that when 
certain bankers consented to an arrangement 
with the government to continue the issue of 
small notes, and to hold a portion of their 
cash resources in government paper, it was 
simply to provide for those which are at pre­
sent in circulation. But now the shape of the 
matter is entirely changed. After putting 
it before the house once the Finance Minister 
has amended it so as to make it in the high­
est degree unsafe and objectionable. He 
proposes to issue $9,C00,(XW of notes, and to
hold for their redemption only very little
more than he h >lds now for the redemption 
of 85,000,000. He will issue $9,000,000 of 
notes, and hold in the first place $7,0^0,000 
debentures as security for them, which is 
nothing more than a mere holding his own 
bond as .security for his own promissory note. 
In addition he w]ill hold an amount of gold 
which may only be $1,050,000 or may rise 
$1,750,000, but the former is the minimum, 
and the amount most likely to be retained.

Besides provision for such an immense 
issue as $9,(Xjk),000 on such a slender basis as 
$1,050,000 of gold, it must be remembered 
that the Government has liabilities to deposi­
tors in savings banks, which may be drawn 
in time of need, and against which there is 
no provision for reserves at all. And to 
crown all, the Finance Minister asks the 
power to issue a further unlimited amount 
of notes, provided gold to an equal amount 
is held for their redemption. This looks 
plausible ; but let us consider what this hold­
ing gold really means. The Government, 
we conclude, does not propose to erect build­
ings in the cities of Montreal, Tpronto, St. 
John, and Halifax, fitted up with vaults and 
safes for storing gold and bills, and placed
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under charge of highly-paid officials. If it 
does, all we can say is, the plan will be a 
pretty expensive one to work, and it would 
be far more economical to fund the Dominion 
notes at once. If not, then the Government 
must make use of a bank, or hanks, and de­
posit money there, requiring it to be held in 
the shape of gold. But the money, once 
placed in deposit, will be the property of the 
bank, and all that the Government will really 
hold will be a claim against that bank. That 
is the essence of the whole business ; so it 
really comes to this, that a considerable part 
of the cash reserves of the banks of the Do­
minion, held to meet their deposits and cir­
culation, will be held m Dominion notes, 
which Dominion notes will rest on bank de­
posits again. The world, according to Eastern 
geographers, rests on an elephant’s back, and 
the elephant on a tortoise, but what the tor­
toise rests on they were unable to say. This 
is uncommonly like the Dominion note sys­
tem as it rests before Parliament at present, 
and we earnestly hope there may be sufficient 
practical wisdom to see its essential unsound- 
nets, and sufficient firmness on the part of 
members on both sides of the House of Com­
mons to reject it entirely. It êan be done 
without materially affecting the Banking Bill, 
which would only require to he altered in 
one clause in the event of that contingency.

One other remark and we have done:— 
Under the present system of provinqal note 
issues, the public have a guarantee for gold 
being held, in the fact that a monthly exami­
nation by inde]>endent commissioners. Sir 
F. Hincks proposes to abolish this, and to 
substitute simply a monthly return in the 
Gasette. We need not remark ou the dif­
ference between the two, nor which is the 
more secure for the public," considering that
a certain Mr. Keiffenstein once occupied a , » . * 
rather prominent position ui the finance
Department.

AGRICULTURAL MUTUAL INSUR­
ANCE ASSOCIATION.

So far as we have olwerved the yeAr lHlitt 
lias not been a fortunate one for the Mutual 
Companies. Several of them report losses 
proportionately large. This Association dis- 
buiied the sum of 842,317 during tlic year, 
to claimants. It is very remarkable, as 
noted m the report, that no less than nine 
lightning losses occurred in one night. The 
fanners of Ontario are a fortunate dans, 
since they may be insured against the thun­
derbolts of Jupiter—the torch of tfye incen­
diary—the smokers—ami the never-ending 
category of mishaps for the small annual 
pittance demanded by the Company. Not­
withstanding low rates and heavy losses, the 
Agricultural has more than maintained its

financial strength. They have now the sum 
of" 826,000 invested in Dominion securities* 
hnd we believe it is their intention shortly 
to add another 86,000. The Directors call 
attention to the necessity for a j* Fire Innqui- 
sitor”; this is a matter to which we shall have 
to make future reference. A number of 
suggestions are thrown out relating to other 
subjects, which, being based on an experience 
of ten years, and extending over the whole 
Province, render them of much interest and 
value and make the report well worthy of 
jieruaal.

the spirit of the past ; to guide the tide where 
it» waters will irrigate the soil, not form an ob­
struction for them to chafe and waste their forces 
against. Now, it is a matter of onlv too general 
notoriety, that the course of trade in every liraurh 
is towards the alisbrption of stnsll institutions hy 
the larger ones, of the individual by the associa- 
liim. Whether that is desirable is another ques­
tion ; we have not to consider what we think 
ought to he, but what is amt mil k. The facili­
ties of locomotion and rapid intercourse are so 
largely developed, that the localisation of any 
trade is becoming more ami amfe difficult to main­
tain ; and however much spécial, national, or 
provincial legislation may seek to'set up liarrier* 
to keep up their pet monojiolies, the spirit of 
enterprise will press on, and bring with it that 
spirit of keen competition which is being felt 
wherever commerce extend*. These conditions 
give the large capitalist striking advantages over 
those of lees means. He buys heavily so cheaply, 
he can watch his market, and stock or sell to 
seize every advantage, aad can conduct an error 
nions business with expenses red need to s mini­
mum, ss every warehouse, store, machine, dead 
or living, he employs is worked te its utmost 
capacity.
