The Commissioners for Macadamizing the Road from Hamilton to Brantford, in
submitting the accompanying statomont of accòunts of said Road for the information of
the Goveriment and Legislature-beg respectfully to' report.

Thaï the delay in presenting these accounts has arisen from the resignation of the late
Chairman, and the difficulty of appointiig a successor, none of the Conmissioners being
willing to sacrifice the time and labour,-or tuIdertake the responsibility necessary in fulfidinog
the duties of the, office.

Tiat from the first it was obvious that the sun granted was not nearly equal to the
expense of making the Road, but the Coimissioners ditermined to make a good road as
far as the funds would go, trusting to secure the approbation of Governinent, and to obtain
additional grants of inoney to complete the vork. . Iey vould at ail events have kept
their exponditure within their meéans ihad they not trusted to receive the second grant in Ihe
ame way, as the first.

That in consequence of the want of funds, the last Section avas abandoned by the
Contractor when within a very little of being conipleted, , and the mountain Sections must
have been also abandoned, but that the Contractor was able to complete them froni his
own funds.

That what was contracted for ivould have been completed and thereby the receipts
increased by an additional Toil, had the Governmnct .granted to the Trusteos so much of
the Debentureâ as the Contractors would williiigly have takeii in payment for work done,
und fbr which application Was made by ' mcmorial to the Lieutenant Governor,

That the great 'expouse of this rond has arisen fron the extensive excavations and
enbankments, necessary in iaking a proper grade-the number of bridges-.-and the ex-
pense of carnage of Stone, no quantity of hich, sufficient' for the work, can be found
exccpting at Ancaster-and this expense iust go on increasing with the increasing distance
from Ancaster.

That it vll therefore be fer the Government and Legislature to consider whether it
vould not be better to consttuct the remaining part of this road (about nine miles) of blocks

of wood or of plank

That in the mean ine it is absolutely necessary for the Government to relieve the
Commissioners froin their present fliabilities, and enablethem to pay the Contractors and
Workmen, many of whoin are suffering soverely.'

THIRD REPORT.

The First and Second Reports of the Engineer of this Work, although detailing the
progress of the Road, and describing with sufficient accuracy, the various points, the diffi-
culties of which rendered ther proniinent objects of importance, and although the Trustees,
are desirous that they may not bc understood as wishing to invalidate any portion of the
scientific statenents contained in the above mentioned Reports, yet they are anxious that a
more lucid account of, the monetary affairs of the wo-k should be included in this Report,
which they believe have not yet been detailed With that accuraçy and precision, which tbey
consider the nature and importance of this, great public improveiment requires.,

They have here to renark in justice to themselves that the last of the Reports aready
alluded to, was neyer submitted in a perfect state, to a IBoard of Trustees for approvâi,
before being sent to Parliament.

In order to accomplisli the object in view, they must necessarily begin with the,
commencement of the work, confining their statements7as much as possible to points pertain-.
ing to the actual expenditure.

As it has already been stated in the former Reports, the macadamization of the Road
was begun at Kingston, and, after proceeding with it fromn that point to beyond Ward's
Tavern, a distance of better than a mile, the Trustees deemed it expedient ,to divide the
road into three different sections, the Kingston Section, the Middle Section, and the Napanee
Section, and caused the -work to be begun at the two latte, so that the Road %vas being
constructed at the three separate divisions at the sane time. The different Sections were
placed under the Surveillance. of two resident Trustes, viz :-The Kingston Section under
Mr. S. Kirkpatrick and Mr. John Counter, the Middle Scction under Doctor H. Yeomans
and Mr. D. C. Smith, and the Napanee Section under , Mr. A MacPherson and, Mr. L.
Fralick. They considered by this arrangement,, that the progress of the roadI ould be
greatly accelerated, and as it vas ordered that persons resident on the different divisiois
should have the preference of cmployment, it would' also have the effect of rendering the
work more generally popular.

On the Kingston Section of the Road, an extent of 9¾ miles, there are three Stone
Bridges, viz one over Bilwell's Creek near Kingston, of one Arah, over Cataraqui Creek
three miles from Kingston, one Arch, over Marsi Creek, eight miles from Kingston, four
Arches, together with a large double Culvert over a Strean at the bottom of Warner's Hill,
The lowering of the different hills on this Section forins a very material item in the General
Expenditure, the following are the principal, viz: McMichael's Hill, Waterloo Hill, Warner's
Hill, and the Hill ieadingý down to McGuin's Swarnp. There were man-y others of a minor
description, but which it would be unnecessary here to particularize. The construction of
the Road through McGuin's Swamp, incurred likewise an unusual amount of Expenditure.
from the nature of the maish, and the mode, adopted iu its* fôrmation, its extent is half a
mile, and from the peculiarity of this part of the work, a separate account was ordered to
bc kept of it, vhich will be found in the gendral staternent of expenditure, in abstract,
although fron some of the later operations becoming mixed up in the genemrl account of
the road, it is feared that the sum total there stated falls short of the actual cost.

The road from Kingston to aIlittle way beyond Waterloo, a distance of 31i miles has a
metal bed 20 feet wide, and in consequence of a long swampy flat adjoining the village of
Waterloo, Vhich required an unusual depth of' Stone, the average depth of metal on this
portion of the road amounts to 11, inches. This is the only exception on the entire route
where the inetal bed exceeds 16 feet, and therefore in the item of Stones, the expense is,
increased in a .greater ratio on this Section than on any of the othersl

The finished portion of this Section adjoining the Village of Napance, extends to
better than 2 miles. The 1ill in the immediate vicinity of the Village, formed the nost
important difficulty to the construction of this part of the Road, and one which was neces-
sarily atténded with a more than usual degree of -expense, owing principally to the great
proportion of stone met vith in the reduction of the Hill, which consequently rendered the
labour difficult and tedious.

tised the Gate to be let bv contract for the following yeur, and the ainnual rent of £500 was
thon obtained for it. The value of this Gate has bob'n gradil1y increasing from the tinie ofits
first erection, as was this year exeiplificdby the augmiented number of comnpetitors for the
lease for 1840, and by the additional suin olered for it being £602 10s., The same favor-
able alteration is observable with the other Gates, although of couse in a lesscr'proportion.
T[he actual experience ?f the great advantagçs derivable fron good ronds, overcoming the
many prejidicos which lthe fir'st introduction of an improvemnent of this kind is likely to croate,
accouits casily for this circuistance.

rTh second gate was first put in operation in the village of Waterloo, a distance of 3
miles from Kingston, aid the ''olls were collected trer during the 'inter of 1837-8,-
Objections wèro haocver raised against the proximnity of thie tlyo Gates, and the Trustees
accordingly, Nd it rcmoved to a distance of I miles from wvhere it formerly stood. A lapse
of half a voar howãcVr occurrcd fron the tine they ceased to colcet the tolls at Water-
lo, to the tiile whîlîen the gate was again in operation at the place wherc it now stands. It
-was afterwarcs closed fior a short lime in consequence of the wvorkçs in McGuini's Swamp
proventing )assen lgcrs proccding in that direction. It will be observcd that this gate stands,
next in value to the one noar Kingston. It was advertised with the rest for lease, for 1840,,
but none of tle tenders coming near tlie known value of it,. the Trustees determined to.
retain it for another year in their ow4, hands.

The Mill Cree.k Toll Gate las not been so productive as it miglht have been, owing to,
the local facilities alforded to persons wishing to evade paying the toll, by passing round by
bye-patls.

The Trustees, however, intend taking such mensures as will remedy this evil, and an
increased revenue may consequently be relied on. This Gate is leased for 1&10, for eighty
Pounds.

The Toll Gate at Napance, has also been unproductivc, owing in a great measuro, to
the point of road at which it vas first placed. The r.Trustees are now lhaving it moved
nearer the Village, a change hici, it is- expectcd, will. add considerably to its yearly
proceeds.

By the statements of Expenditure for repairing the road, fron its commencement toý
the present time, now nearly 3 years, it wilù be secn,' that hie amount is extremely moderate
vhen compared with that of other works of the same kind. Every, care has been taken to'

keep this very nocessary item of expense within as narrow a compass as possible, in order
to render available, to its utnost extont, the revenue arising from the Toils. Next Spring,
however, hie outlay in this particular will be considerably increased. From the junction of
the Loughborough and Macadamized Roads to Kingston, tlic injuries sustanied by an uni-
sually open and wet fall, are particularly observable, and it is apprehonded, that the entire
distance will have to roccive an addition, of 4 inces of stone on the centre ofthe road, to a
width of 8 feet.

It may be necessary here to remark, that at least two thirds of the Travellerswho pay
toll at the Kingston Gate, come from Loughborough, which influx will account for this por-
lion of the road being more beaten than that of others, and the expense of repairing it conse-
qjuently higlier in the same proportion. The road leading througli McGuin's. Swamp will
also it is foured, require considerable repairs in. the Spring. The road being made on piles,
renders it particularly liable to injury fron wet weather. These two hst mentiored places,
are, however, the only ones as yet, that will require any considerable outlay in, he way of

repairs.

The Conmittee to whom was appointed the subject of inquiry into, and
lo report upon tle proccedings of the Loyal & Patriotic Society, beg leave to present. the
following as tho ·result.

That they cominenced upon th-e subject of their inquiry, by the examination of
Alexander Wood and Tiomnas G. Ridout, Esquires, by which they ascertained that the
fornier Gentleman was the Secretary of that Society. Upon proceeding to examine Mr.
Wood in respect to the formation and object of the Society, that Gentleman handed to the
Cliairniani of your Commilittee, a printed Book, entitled, " The Report of the Loyal and

Patriotic Society of Upper Canada, vith an Appendix, and a list of subscribers and bene-
lhetors," from which it appears that the Society had its origin in York, at a meeting of the
principal inhabitants of that town and its vicinity, pursuant to public notice, on the 15th
December 1812, (see appendix No. 1, for the object of this Society, and for extracts of its
Report.) The Society appears to have continued its operations until the 17th October
1817, nnd upon the winding up of its affairs, there is stated to be a balance of £445 2s. 1d
in the iands of the Troasurer, the Hon'ble Doctor Strachan, and at the disposai of the
Society, Medals of Gold and of Silver for which £1100 Sterling had been appropriated.-
Mr. Wood could not inform your Committee of any subsequent proceedings of the Society,
though he still considered himself its Secretary.

Your Comnmittee desired iMr. Wood to inform' himself whether it was the intention of
the Society to carry out the objeet for which it was formed, and to acquaint your Commit-
tee with the resuit of his inquiry on some subsequent day. Mr. Wood has since informed
your Coinmittee, that the Society does hot consider the House of Assembly has any thing
to do with its operations, boing wholly of a private nature.

Your Conimittee were nformed by Mr. Ridout, that a box was brought to the Bank of
Upper Canada, in the Autumn of 1822, with a key, by a person apparently a servant man.
Mr. Ridout'had been previously informed by Mr. Alan,,who was the President of the Bank,
that sucli a box would be sent for safe keeping, that i was of a similar description to those
used by the North West Company, that he opened the box and found it to contain a quan
tity of medals, he believed some to be of gold, but the greater part to be silver, it has not
been opened since, and it yet remains in the vaults of the Bank.

As respects the opinion given to your Committee by Mr. Wood, that your Honorable
1-ouse lias nothing to do with the operations of the Loyal and Patriotic Society, your
Committee cannot concur in that opinion, inasmuch as the object of the contributors was
of a public nature, for the special benefit of giving relief to thôse distressed inliabitants of
the Province, who were suffering from the operations of war with a relentless enemy, and
to bestow marks of distinction on meritorious individuals who had distinguished themselves

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iii the defince of the Proviaice. Your Committco find tIat the flnds were given by the
donors for lthat special purpose and no otior.

By the Report il appears Iliat the fids were derived fron varions sources, giving the
Society a character heyond tlat of a strictly private one-independently of 'he objecLs in
view ii ticîr distribution, as they vere derived.

1st. Froni annîîuai subscriptions and donations of certain inhiabitants of the Province.

2nd. Donations fo'in citizens of Montreail and Quebc.

3rd. Subscript ion from his Royal liglhness the )uke of Kent, and sundrv Noblemen
and Gcnctîîemcn in London ; and

th. Fromn cortain itihindtant.s of the Isiaund of Jalaica.

Your Conmuittee becoie more fTully confirmned in the viciv taken by your Honorable
H onsc, Ilmit lthe inqui'ry iistitutled is necessary andI strictly within your Provinice, fromi the
result of tle coununiention they made to tlie Honorahe the Speaker, who is a Director of
tle Society by virtue I his ofice, and by the desire of' Peter Shtaver, Esquii'o, a Menber
of your I onorablie louse, who is also a Director by virtue of bis subscriptioni, that the
labours of your Conuîittle should proceed. Tlhe letter addressed by your Coinmnittee to
the llonorable tic peakr, togetler witl his correspondence with the Secretary on the
subject, is appeided to lis Report.

Your Conmnittee iii this phacing before your Hfonorable Ilouso the forin of tlcir pro-
coedi ngs, and in endeavou Ir to obinin correct infornation upon the imatters coinected
with a Society whose operiations aflected the1 interests of a portion of the inîhabitants of this
Province, wlose conditioi called tortlh sucith dimoistratiois of sym pathy-deem it just to
bear witncss to the zeal ;iand activity of the Loyal aid Patriotic Society, in giving prompt
aid impartial relief the wounded, and to the widows cf those wio were killed by the
0iinmy, as weIll as thlose who suffered by loss of' property ii the burnings and devastation of
a reckless foe.

Besides the balaico of £1 15 2s. 1 d. said to bc in the hands of the Treasurer on the
17th October 1817, tlhre are hc Medals of no small amount yet undistributed-why these
Medals have remained in the vaults of the Blank up to this time your Comnittce are unable
to say. The Society wîas in possession of a lumber of tlieM1edals on the 1st May 1815,--
and at a meeting hold on that day, directed that £1000 Sterling, should be appropriated to
cover the expenses of all tliat would be ordered-(Sec Appendix, No. 5.) That the Society
was in possession of' tie return to the circular letter to Mdlitia Commaniding Officers of 19th
May 1813,-(Sec Appendix No. 5.)-Secretai-y's letter 18tli May, to the Adjutant Gencral)
-for the naines of individuais, recomeniedc as en.titled to marks of distinction ; as well as
thef Report of a Committee of the Society on lite subject,, which was unanimously adopted
at the same meeting.

By the minutos of the meîeting held on the said Ist day-of May, record is made of Me-
dals having been received froin Lieutenant Governor Gore, vh;ich vere to be reserved for
Non-Commissioned Qflicers and five hundred of inferior size were ordered f'or Privates.
Fiftv Gold Medals for General aund Field Oflicers of the value of thrc guineas each, and
twelve cf lthe value of fîve guineas. Tiat according to the letter of the Honorable William
Allanm, dated 17th December 1831, and whiclh is recorded on the Journals of your Hohorable
Hiouse, there is another box containing Medals, besides the one in the Bank, in the posses-
sion of Mr. Allan, which was found among the filects of the late Mr. Chief Justice Scott,
who was President of the Society; but whether this box in the possession of Mr. Allan and
the one in the vaults of the Bank of lpper Canada, contain ail the Medals that wvere ordered,
vour Coinnittco have iot ascertahied.

In answer to the address of your Honourable House to lis Excellency the .Governor
General during te preseit Session, it appears that the Government are not in possession
of any knowledge respecting these Medals, further than a letter transnitted by His Excel-
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leicy fron the Ilonourable Win. Allan, in which that gentleman refers to his former letter
abovemntioned as the only intbrnation lie can giîc upon the subject. The evidence of
Mr. Allai, which is appended to this Report, is in amount the same, further stating that the
Medals caine into bis possession as Executor of the late Mr. Chief Justice Scott, and that
they yet reinaî in his possession unopened.

Feromn the evidence both of ir. Allan and Mr. Crookshanks, there can be no certainty
arrived at as to any proceedings subsequent to the date of the Society's Report or the
winding up of its affairs on the 17th October 1817-that if any books or papers are still in
existence, they are mnost likely ini the possession of thie Bishop of Toronto, lie being the
Treasurer of the Society-that in respect to any future application of the proceeds of the
Medals, or of any, balance yet renaining, if any iliere be, thcse gentlemen recommend that
it should bo inade to the generai 1Hospital at Toronto, for the building of which about
£4000 of the fbnds of the Society had been applied by the authority or direction of the
Society in London, vho had transmnitted the ioney to the general purposes of the Society
in this Province.

Your Conimittee procecded to the examination of thé Honorable and Riglit Reverend
the Bishop of T1.oronto, by whose evidence it appears that the papers are in part destroyed,
that there may be one or two papers in his possession, and that he would have no objection
to fùrnisli copies of thcn if ticy can be found, and that it is not likely that the list of per-
sons supposed to be thouglît worthy of Medals, mentioned in the proceedings of the Society
of 1st May 1815, is in his possession at all-though he is aware that the reason why the
Medails were not distributed was fion the extraordinary list sent in by tlio Commanding
Officers, it bcing next to impossible for the Directors to decido upon the number who should
obtaii the Medals, (and which could not be for more than were in the possession of the
Society) vlen the persons so returned as su)posed worthy, far exceeded the means of thus
awarding distinctions to the meritorious.

The saine information is given by His Lordship. as to the box of Medals in the Bank
as has been given by the other gentlemen.

Further information is given by His Lordship respecting the amount appropriated for
the building of the General Hospital-by which it appears that it vas originally intended
by the Society hera to appropriate the sum of £2000 towards its erection in this place, and
£1000 each to any two other places on certain conditions-that this proposition was sent
to the Society in London who referred il to the Cornmittee in Montreal, and by whom it
was recornmendcd tliat the appropriation of the ivhole amount of £490 should be applied
to the building of one General Hospital, which was donc in the period from 1820 to 1822.

His Lordship further recommends that the resolution of a full meeting of the Directors
lad in 1820-be followed-thlat the proceeds of the Medals should be applied towards the
support of the General Hospital.

Since tie examination of Fis Lordship, yotir Committee have received from him copies
of certain p apers relative to ite proceedings of the Society, respecting the application of
the £4000 for the erection of the General Hiospital, and which will be found in the appendiX
to this Report, from 6 to 12 inclusive.

Your Committee have thus far endceavoured cto comply with the authority given them
by your Honourable Hlouse, and in bringing their Report to a close, beg leave to recommeind
to the adoption of yotur Honorable louse, certain resolutions whici are herewith reported,
and a copy of which is appended to this Report, No. 13. Your Comnmittee recommend the
adoption of these resolutions as carrying out the legitimate intention of the Directors of the
Loyal and Patriotic Society, and they think that these Medals would still be highly prized
by the living defenders of our country as well as by the surviving friends of those whose
blood has been shed in lier defence.

'rhey do not, conceive that there can be any obligation resting on the part of the
Directors to apply the proceeds of the Modals to the Hospital, i might be proper, end gi
so to apply the. amount of balance of imoney left ,in their lands after ail calls for pecuniary
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assistance had ced, and more especially the J1000, as tlhcy had the sanction of the
Society froin whomî they had received the aioniit. But. your Coîmimitteco submnit whether
sucli an application of the fnid raised in this Province can bc so properly muade, and wlether
there is niot yct opportunity to redeen the pledge given Io the brave and meritorious, that
they should have a memnento of their decds as their constant conipnion, keeping tien ini
living reiembrance of their loyalty and love of country, and which badge of ionor is more
prized by the brave soldier than any more pecuniary amount that may be given imu.

CONSTITUTION OF THE LOYAL AND PATRIOTIC SOCIETY.

At a meetiig of the principal inhabiiants of the town of York and its vicinity, held
at York ou Tuesday, the fifteentli day of Decomber, One thousand cight liundred and
Lvlve, pursuant to public notice.

Thlie 1(norable Chief Justice Scott, Ciairian.

fI is 1csolvetl, 1sf. That a Select Society ho establislied by animal subscription
Lhroughout the Province, to b called the Loyal and Patriotic Socioty of Upper Canada,
for the fIlow.ing. specific purposes.

Tl'o allbrd aid and relief to sucli families of the Militia; in all parts of the Province, as
shall appear to experience particular distress in consequence of the death or absence of
their friends and relations employed in the Militia scrv.ice in defenîce of the Province. To
afford like aid and relief to such Mililia-mon nls have been, or shall be disabled froni libour
by wounds or otherwise in course of the service aforesaid. Provided it shall appear to lte
comnitte oroafter to ho namcd, Ihat over and above the aid afforded by the Legislature
to somle of' the cases ahovo mcntioned, soin fiurther relief is neccessary.

To reward Merit, excite cmulation, anid commomorate glorious exploits, by bestowingrb
Modals or other honory marks of public approbation and distinction for extraordinary in-
stances of' personal courage or fidtlity, in dcfence of the Province, by individils, either
of is Mnjesty's Regular, or Militia Forces, or Seamnen.

2nd. That the Socicty shall continue during the present war with the United States of
America, and shall bo under th special protection and patronage of Jlis I [onor Major
Goneral Shoalfle, or the person administering His Majesty's Governnent iri this Province
for the timie being.

rd. That every person throughout the Province whoso annual subscription shal
anount to on1e pound, or upwaids, shail bo admitted to the honor of bcing a member of the
Society, and have the privilege of recommending objects to its charitable bounty, and also
of voting a.t ail general meetings and deliberations of the subscribers, and that the memberi
of His Majesty's Execuive and LeVislative Council, Judges of the King's Bonch, the Spen-
ker of the 1 Ouse of Assembly, the Clergymei of tie Established Churchi, together with
every otiher person whose annual subscription shall amount to ton pounds, or upw'ards, shall
bo Iirectors of the Society, for the purposOs liorcin mentioned, and ail General and Field
Officers of is Majesty's Reguhtr Forces serving in the Province, arc invi cld tlo bhonorary
inembers of the Society.

41h. That the afIlirs of the Society be governcd, ind its business conducted by a Gen-
oral Board of Directors, to assemble <uurtcrly, that is, on the first day of the Quarter Ses-
sions in the Town of York, which Board shall consist of a President or Vice Presidcnt,
Secrotary andi Treasurer, and Ûny nuîmbeir not loss than five of the other Directors, and
that tle Chief Justice and mnenbers of H is Majesty's Executive Council for the thme boing,
shiall bo Pr'esident and Vice Presiclenits of tlie Society, without the presence of one or more
of whoin such Cencral ,ioard cannot bo hold or business transacted.

51h. ''he Genoral Board of Directors shall by the Socratary and Treasurer, mnake regu-
lar entries of their proccodings and statements of their roccipts and disbursements, in books
to bo kept fbr tt puipose, in order that the same be occasionailly pubbslied and subrnitted
to the inspection of' the subscribers; and to facilitate the objects of the' Society, the said
Board shaHl appoint Committeos of' leir owni members, residing in the dIfferent, Districts,
who nay apply to the relief of cases of distress arising thoroin; the whole amount of the
subscriiptions obtained in such Districts, except threc por cent. on the said amount, to be
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appropriated by the Directors towards effecting the third objcct of the Society; and thtt
the said Committee shall, froin time to time, transmit to the Secretary of the General Beard
at York, an account of their proceedings and expenditures, that unity may be preserved iii
the Society throughout the Province, and a full statement of its transactions nay be pre-
pared for the satisfaction of tlie subscribers and the public at large.

6th. That the respective suins at first subscribed shall be considered the sum to b e
paid annually by cach subscriber during the continuance of the Society, unless in cases of'
ieaving the Province, or some material alteration in the circumstances of the subscriber,
and shahl, for th present year, bo paid within one month after the subscription, and
the folloving ycars at suci periods as the General Board of Directors shall appoint in order
to enable the board to provide supplies best adapted for relief of distress on the most ad-
vantageous terms, and that the money accruing from such subscriptions shall be considered
as constituting the funds for the purposes of the Society.

7th. That exclusive of the annual subscription, the Society w'ill accept of donations·
of any extent whatsoever froni those who uiay not choose to becorne annual subscribers, or
nemnbers of tie Society, and the iunes of such benefactors, antd the suns they have given,

shall be published Quarterly in the York Gazette.

8h. And wiereas, it is the opinon of this Society, that no personal mert whatevcr in
Military Service, can comipensate for insubordination, and breacli of discipline, it is hereby
prrticularly resolved, that the board of Directors ,shall not be at liberty to bestow Medals
or other lonorary marks of distinction tpon any Militia man or Soldier, who shall b
convicted of Desertion, or absenting himself fron his duty, without leave froni his superior
Officer, or to afford any relief whatever from the funds of this Society, to the fam.ily of
such person.

No. 2.

REPORT.

T1he Association, whose proceedings are the subject of the following Report, grew out
of the peculiar circumstances of Upper Canada, when war was declared by the United
States of America, against the United Kingdon and its dependencies.

Utterly unprepared for war, the Militia of the Province was. suddenly called to the
frontier to.oppose invasion. It had neither Arms nor clothing.

The first attention of thcir gallant leader, after arming then at the expense of their
enemy, which had.invaded our shores, was to provide clothing suitable to.the sedurity of the
then approaching seasoný

For some causes not explained, the actual relief vas so long delaycd;, that individual
sympathy was excited, and the inhabitants of York, by a private subscription, aided by the
personal labour of the young Ladies of the place, afforded a supply of the first necessity, in
flaimel shirts, to the Companies. doing duty onthe lines, between Niagara and Fort Erie.

It was soon discovered, that great distress must unavoidably, in many cases, result to
famnilies deprived of their sole support, the labour of fathers, husbands, sons, and brothers,
employed in arms.

To meet, in some degree, and to alleviate such distress, thé association pow distinguish-.
cd as the Loyal and Patriotic Society of Upper Canada, was projected,. andinstantly adopt-
cd, with a zeal creditable to the Inhabitants of York.

At.sthe first moctig, a subscription to le renewed. annually during the, war, as cîrurn.
stances might admit, amounted in some instances to a tenth part of the income of the sub-.
scribers. This example was followed in several of the Districts, and the wealthy Cities of
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Quchoc ail M ontreal muost liberally seconded lie views oftlie Society. Its object was.no
sooner known ii L don than a subscription w*as openled by Lieutenant Governor Gore,
encouragd b>y telic countenancc and' patronage of 1 lis Royal Highness the Duke of Kent,
who was pIlase( to preside a thi lic ieeting ihld at fle City of' London Tavern0 , aind filled
with that niunificence which cver distinguishes a City whosc merchants arc Princes.

The Sister Colong of Nova Scotia, excited by hIe barbarous conflgration of the Towl
Of Newark, and thc devastation of tiat Frontier, contributed largely, by a L egisative Act,
to the relief of tliat portion of the Province, which it is thought just to notice in this way,
althougli the distribution of that bounty vas not comiitted to this Soiety.

A liberal subscriptiion of individuals in flic Island of Jamaica, made a hrge addition to
the means of the Society, and altogether its funds wvere so augm ented, as to induce the Coin-
nittee of Directors fo fbrboar any further call on flic annual subscribers, until the monevs

actually in hand should be iearv exhausted.

ltracts from 1he R'port of the Commitcec o/ the Directors.

The Committoc of' Directors of tlie Loyal and Patriotic Society of Upper Canada,
appointed to prepare for publication, conforinable to .the original' resolution, an annual ne-
count of fle proccedings of hie Society,

RnEowr, ; That imediately after the first meeting, Circular Letters wore addressed
to thie Directors and principal inhabitants in the several Districts, inviting them to formin
boards for receipt aid nanagencit of subscriptions withiin tleir Districts.

That a subscription vas solicited and made at York, by the Militia of that Garrison,
of one day's pay iuster, towards the uses of the Society, which was announced as an ex-
ample to the M ilitia recevinvg pay, throughout the Province.

That representations of flic objects of the Socicty werc made to leading charactcrs
in the Lower Province, and to the Lieutenant Governor in England.

That the District boards in the Eastern, Midland and Western Districts, have made
report of their progress in raising subscriptions, which , from their mendicity, have been
left to their particular disposal, since foreign subscriptions have so amply furnished means
to accomplish the gencral objects for which one third of the Districts funds were to have
beei appropriated.

Sonie Districts have not found it convenient to notice the invitation, on the other hand,
our brethren in Lower Canada, have with a munificenco proportioned to their larger means,
exceeded the most sanguine hope.

The City of Montreal subscribed the sum of thrce thousand, one hundred and thirtypounds, seven shillings and nine pence, which Nvas immediately placed at interest, and the
City of Quebec raised two distinct funds, the one £1674 3s. 5d. subscriptions with interest,
(Halifax Currency,) applicable exclusively, and the other about £3017 10s. (H'x. C'y.) of
which, two fifths, or £1247 8s. 2d. with interest, were appropriated to the uses of this
Society.

As the prospect of enlarged means opened to the Board of Directors, it extended the
first limits of its benefactions, in the full assurance, that sucli liberality would best meet the
views of the subscribers.

Thus, so'soon as our sister province afforded its aid, the funds of the Society were.
moderately applied to relieve the widows and orphans of soldiers of the Provincial Corps,
;and to enable them to return to their homes.
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The Direction has deemed it part of its dity also, to anticipate the legal aids voted by
the Legislature in cases where official delays or other circumstances appeared to it to re-
<piirc prompt relief.

Th1îe resident Committee at York, having paid liberal attention to every representation
of distress, still fbund at the peace, a large sum unappropriated. Individual Directors to
whon the distribution of the Nova Scotia benevolence was confided, making a necessary
visit to the Niagara Frontier, were delayed to superintend at the same time, the dispensa-
tion of the sutn appropriated to that District.

It remains to notice that part of the original plan, which made provision for Medals to
be bestowed on such as might render distinguished services to the country.

One hundred pounds were first distined to procure as many Medals of Silver as it could
afford, and an approved description of the Medals ýwas sent to England.

Medals avere received, but did not correspond in the execution with the design of the
device, they have not been distributed.

At the close of the last campaigi, the President was directed to procure a report of the
meritorious subjects, as candidates for this honorary reward of services, and his honor was
pleased to transmit lists from Officers Commanding Corps of Militia.

The view of the Directors so little concurred in the varied principles of these reports,
that a Conmittee was appointed to report fit subjects for this mark of public gratitude.

Upon the report of that Committee a further sum of one thousand pounds sterling, was
placed at the disposai of the Treasurer, to procure more Medals of a different quality, but
upon the same device, which is consigned in this report.-Description of the Medal for the
Loyal and Patriotic Society of Upper Canada,-

Extracts from proceedings of a general meeting of the LOYAL AND PATRIOTIC

SOCIETY, holden in the Church at York, on Monday, the 1st day of May, 1815, in confor-
mity to a Public Noticefromthe Directors, in the York Gazette.

The Hon'ble Mr. CiiIEF JUSTICE SCOTT in the Chair.

"The Committee appointed to prepare a report of the proceedings of the Society from
its commencement, for the inspection of tlie subscribers, were called upon for such Report,
ivhich the Chairman declared was not yet ready, whereupon it was ordered that the Com-
mittee be augmented by, one or more Directors, and that it be instructed to include 'in its
report all the receipts and payments up to the date of the Report.

"Resolved, That the Rev. Doctor John Strachan, and Alexander Wood, Esq. be added
to the Committee to prepare the General Report."

" The Report of the Committee on the Treasurer's account being laid before the
meeting,

" Resolved, That it appears that the sum of eight thousand, three hundred and thirty-
two pounds, four shillings and one penny farthing, with growing interest, is at the disposal
of the Society. The Report was received and adopted."

" The ýReport of the Committee on. the return of persons supposed to be entitled to
marks of distinction from the Society wvas.read, and adopted unanimously, and the thanks
of the meeting presented to Lieutenant Colonel Chewette and Mr. Robinson.?

On further deliberation on this Report

"Resolved, That the medals received from Lieut. Governor Gore, be reservcd for
Non-commissioned Officers, and to order five hundred Medals of inferior size, for Privates,
that fifty Gold Medals be ordered for the present, for General and Field Officers, of the
value of three guincas each."

"Before the society was pleased to direct this expense, it was thought expedient to
review the original article, providing for rewards. of merit, irn defence of the country, and
declare the sense of the Society, that the limitation of 3 per cent on the subseriptions in
foreign districts did not limit the general charge for that object, which remains at the dis-
cretion of the Directors."

"Twelve large Medals of the value of five guineas, were also ordered, and to cover the
expense of all the Medals, one thousand pounds sterling was appropriated."

-The Honorable Thomas Scott, President of the Society -The Honorable Chief Justice
Powell-The Honorable and Reverend John Strachan, D. D., and a large assemblage of the
members of the Society, &c.

It was Resolved,-(See No. 3, for the Resolutions.)

Extract of a letter fron the Honorable and Revà. Dr. Strachan to Win. Mcillivray,
transrnitting the said resolutions:

"You will perceive that these resolutions in fact, fund the money and insure the intercst
of it either to be expendcd in rclieving actual distress of syfferers by the war, or finding thor.
an asylum within the Hospitals. And in order to make the benefit general as wellas per-
manent, other two 1-lospitals are contemplated; one, we presume, at Niagara, and one at
Kingston; but we did not designate the places for fear of giving offence to the other Dis-
tricts. At these two places as ivell as here, the Lieutenant Gevernor intendà giving great
assistance, but the buildings could not be erected for many years but for this money. I am,
persuaded that the subseribers, if the matter vas explained to them, would highly approve
of the plan adopted by the Directors, as it.gives a permanency to their benevolence, infi-
nitely more useful than 10 give it out to promiscuous clainiants by whon we miglit bo de-
deceived. During the war, it was easy to ascertain proper objects, but after five years of
peace this is impossible, except those who have been severely wounded; and for such the
Hospitals afford an asylum, or if they have families, a small pension can be given them ouf
of the interest.*

It was tiereupon resolved unaniimously,-That it is the opinion of the Committee, that
the consideofation of the above subject be referred to the survivors of the Committee at Mon-
treal, at whose disposai the money remitted to Canada was placed, and who are rcquested
to concur îwith the Conmittee at York, in Upper Canada, in the appropriation of the residue
of the~funds raiga hero for the relief of those inhabitants of British North American Colo-
nies, who wore involved in distress by the invasion of those Ptovinces by the American
army during the late War.

We have received a letter dated in London, 28th Marci 1826,
froni Nathaniel Atcheson, Esquire, Secretary to the Committee for managing the subsci-ip-
tions collected there, fbr the relief of the Iihabitants of the British North American Colo-
nies, who were involved in distress by the invasion of these Provinces by the American
Army.

In that letter lie transmits a resolution of the said Committee, respecting the appropria-
tion of the residue of the funds raised in London for that object, and vhici resolution refers
the consideration of the sane to us as survivors of the Committec at Montreal, at whose
disposal the money renitted to Canada was placed. We, therefore, having taken the
subject into consideration, are of opinion, that under all the circuinstances of the case, the
four thousand pounds last received from London, and sent to Upper Canada, yet unexpended,
will now be most usefully and benevoleitly applied, as resolved upon, at a general meeting
of the Loyal and Patriotic Society of Upper Cainada, held at York, in that Province, the 6th;
of November 1819.

And accordingly, we do Resolvc, that the said four thousand Pounds be so applied,
under Ihe direction of the said Society, but atthe sanie time, we recommend to them, a
re-consideration of their Resolutions at the said meeting, in so far as to inquire-and deter
mine wvhether the application thereof, to an hospital at York, would not be a better ýmeasure
than dividing the sane into tlire diflerent places, ivhereby, probably neither could be placed
upon an establishment conducive to general utility ; and this re-consideration we are the
more especially induced to recorninend, having understood that if a hospital upon a proper
and permanent plan b crocted at York, the Lieutenant Governor of your Province is dis-
posed to grant something handsonie- towards its endowment, whereas, if subdivided, the
inducenment to sucli grant mnay be donc away, and so desirable an aid be thereby lost.

TO THIE HONORABLE THE COMMONS HIOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.

The Select Committee to whon was referred that part of the Speech of His Excellency
the Govenior General, at the o(yning of the I)resent Session, which states "the condition

f the Public Departments of tlie Province, vill require your best attention," and also the
Reports of' the Conunission appointed by lis Excellency the Lieutenant Governor, in coin-
plieanc with the Address of this -ouse at its last Session, to inquire into, and report upon,
the state of the Public Departmnents-

Bn LEAVE 1o REPORUT

That His Excllency the Governor Gencral in his Speech from the Throne at
the opening of the present Session, having stated that the Commissioners appointed by the
Lieutenant Governor, in conipliance with the Address of the louse of Assenbly of last
Session,. "have already conducted their inquiries to an advanced stage; and the result of
them will bc coimunicated to you, as soon as they shal he completed.", Your Committee
were induced to refrain froni making any investigation to the Public, Departments until
those reports should b submitted, which tley confidently expected, would have been in
time t enable them to enter upon.the discharge of their duties, vith some prospect of sub-
mitting a report satisfctory to your Honorable Hfouse and the country. ln this expecta-
tion your Conimitteo regret tò say thcy have been disappointed ; and they feel it to be their
duty to call the attention of your Honorable House to bhe great delay which took place in
carrying out the desire of your Honorable House as expressed in your Address above alluded
to, dated th Iiay 1839, as it does not appear that the Commission then prayed for, "was
appointed till the 2tst October, and promulgated by Proclamation the 24th of the same
month, a period altogether too late to enable any Commission to make that close scrutiny
into the business, conduct, and organization of all thc Public Departients, as suggested by
the Conmmittc of Finance for sonie years past, so loudly called forby the country, and
required by your Honorable House. In these views, your Committee are borne out by the
Coinmissioners themselves, as they state, "with a reference to the subject of the School
Lands, the Comnittee bave iot yet been able to acquire the information they have sought
for, nor is it probable that they will be enabled to report thercon during the present Session
of the Lcgislature. Throughout the whole course of their procecdings the Coimittee have
been stronîgly impressed with the importince of completing their several reports in time for
themn to bc laid before the Provincial Parliament during the present Session; and this feel-
ing bas naturally induced them to bring their labours to a close with less attenition to some
of the inóior objects of their investigation than they would otherwise have felt disposed to
devote to themu."

Under those circumstances it must be evident to your Honorable flouse, that the reports
which have boon received cannot contain all the information and the recommendation of
those changes in the system of conducting the public duties vhich was sought for.

This lehy in the appointment of the Commission is the more to be regretted, as to,that
cause alone inust be attributed tie lateness of the period ait which that part of their report,
in our possession, vas transmitted; the first of which not iaving been received till the 20th
litimo, and others on the 24th, altogether too late in the Session to enable your Honorable
-ouse or your Committee to make a satisfactory investigation into matter so voluminous as

that contained in those documents, and more particularly when an order was given for the
immediate printing of the report in pamphlet form, which was not ready for delivery until
the 6th instant.

The Inspectors have again to apologizo for the unavoidable delay that bas taken place
in making this their Annual Report.

It was not until aftçr the 12th November that the Warden's Report with the accompa-
nying Documents markcd A, B, C, D, E, F, G, 1- and 1, were received hy the President,
and since tiat tine the unavoidable absence of several of the members, lias hitherto pre-
vcnted a meeting of the Board to examine the several Returns a.nd Statements referred to
in the Warden's Report herewith transmitted, and which exhibit in various details the
transactions connected with the managcement and the financial Departinents of the
Institution.

The Inspectors regret tlat in the reduced number of comnittals this year to the Peni-
tentiary of twcnty five per cent less than the proceding year, as stated by the Warden in
his report, they cannot venture to draw the inference from this fact, that there is really a
diminution of the ordinary offences, and decrease of crime throughout the Piovince.

T'hle Inspectors cordially vish they could have cone to. the same conclusion with
the Wardon, in a niatter of such vital eimportance to the welfare and happiness of the
vonmunity at large: but they fear that this apparent diminution of crime is only to bc
accounted for in the number of committals during the previous year for political ofiences,

id the uînprocodenited crime of Treason, for the first time known in this Province, and
the Iispectors are not without their appreliensions, that when tlcse higher offences, whieh
in all other countries have been usually visited with capital punishment, instead of tempo-
rary inprisonment, should have ceased to exist in our land, that those past occurrences
have been in no respect favourable to the improvement of good morals; nor can .the ln-
spîectors yet venture to hope that the ordinary offences for which criminals arc usuall. sen
tenced to the Penitentiary; will not increase with the incroase of population, and that ere
jong it may not be found necessary to prepare additional colls for their reception.

The Inspectors hpVe not overlooked the additional security that ivili be given to the
prison by the erection of the outer wall, and at one time entertained a hope that this usoful
vork miglit cre this have been commnenced, and if the danger of prisoners riaking their

"scape from the want of this security, had been in any degree equal to the recent tempo..
ri-ry danger of attack by assailants from w ithout, they would have deemed it their duty
to direct the immediate application of all the means placed at their disposal to the ad-
vancernent of this work. But the inspectors arc of the opinion, that until the Walls of
the west wing of the prison are crected according to the original plans and this part of the
building enclosed -'nd prepared for workshops, the labour of the convicts cannot be so ad-
vantageously dirccted in carrying on the different branches of industry.

With, this viow, the Inspectors after duo deliberation thouglit it expedient to cause the
foundation of the West wing to be laid, and propose as early as possible in the ensuing
spring, to proced with the erection of the walls of this wing, so as to have tbem covered
iii, and the place prepared for workshops before the ensuing winter.

Aware that much of the success of the Institution depends upon a judicious and e co
nomical application of the Convict labor, the Inspectors were desirous of avoiding the
vaste of time, labor and materials in erecting detached temporary buildings for Workshops,

which at best are inconvenient and must shortly be removed as an incumbrance, and an ob.
p
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stacle in the way of levelling the prison yard. The erection of the West wing as propos.
ed will afford substantial and commodious workshops on the most economical plan without
the necessity of removal for many years to come-while the East wing, the Walls
of which are already built and under cover, may be fitted up with such additional cells as
the increased number of convicts may fron time to time require. Nor can this fact be
dverlooked, that whilst the labor of the convict is to so great an extent appropriated to-
wards the erection of the necessary buildings, and while so emrployed, being unavoidably
in detached bodies, can the discipline be kept up to that point required by the improved
system : a greater force is uccessarily employed, and notwithstanding the utmost vigilance
of the officers, communications do take place between the convicts, though not to an extent
to induce a fear of combination among them,, still it lias been found that they have acquired
a knowledge ofvarious matters occurring without the walls of the prison.

The Inspectors regret that greater progress has not boon made in the removal of
the earth and rubbish from the yard to the propor place .of deposit, in as much as this
is essentially a preparatory step to the crection of the outer vall, so strongly recoin-
mended by the Warden in his Report ;-and the more so as a Rope work has been com-
menced upon a snall scale, and if it shall bc found that it can be continued .with profit
and advantage to the Institution, it is proposed to carry it on upon a more enlarged
plan which will require the ground for the walk to be levelled the whole extent of the pri-
son yard.

By the removal of the present temporary workshops and other incumbrances which
now deface the yard, access to the rich quary of excellent building stone will be greatly fa-
cilitated.; the number of labouring parties may thon also be lcssened, and the expense of
extra keepers and guards thereby roduced.

The Inspectors fcel that in expressing any opinion respecting the period of tine to
which the great majority of convicts are usually sentenced, that they are £ntering upon a
province that belongs more properly to those whoso very responsiblo and painful duty it is
to award punishiont and pronounce upon the criminal the sentence of the law; but if the
end of ajli punishnent be prevention of future crime, the question is open for the con-
sideratiou of all wlo are concerned in the preservation of good morals, and, in the reforma-
tion of the criminal.

Of late years the subject of Prison discipline has not only occupied the attention
of those more immediately concerned in the administraition of justice, but through the
zeal and activity of Philantliropists aided by the praisoworthy and humane operations of
certain benevolcnt societios boti in Europe and Ainerica, nuch has been donc to amelio-
rate thie condition of the unfortuiate prisoner. And soinething has also been donc by
mneans of moral and religious instruction during confinement, to reforni the criminal

The Inspectors however are of opinion that much greater progress has been made in
that branch of prison discipline which imposes a vhtolesomnerestraint on those vicious habits
thiat led to the conviction of the criminal thtan in the application of any inans, for the
preservation of the convict wlhien discharged from the cvil influence of bad company and
contsequent exposurc to those temptations under which he first fell.

It is certainly muuch casier to restrain than to ref'orm, and however great may have
been the imnprovenents introduced, whether under the separate or the sdent system of pri-
son discipline, the preservation of convicts frorn falling into bad coInp(Lfy, and to guard
aanst a returi to those former evil habits, remains as yet, a desideratum.

Tle cvil is seen and feit ; but with all the salutary restraints now in use, added to
thei moral and religious instructions placed within the convict's reacli during tie period of
his confinent, until a plan àa devised and put in operation to place hii in a state of
prohntioi, under somne sort of surveillance after his discharge, little permanent reformation
wdi be effected and but little progress niade in the prevention of crime.

The Inspectore coincide with the Chaplain in bis opinion of short sentences, that
they gcnerally serve rather to harden and irritate. than soften and subdue the criminal ;
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and with regard to second convictions, whatever may have given rise to that " spirit of
revenge," referred to in the Chaplain's Report, as inducing those unhappy persons of whonm
he speaks, to return to their former evil courses, it affords ,a melancholy proof how little
they had profitted by the salutary restraints'to which they had been subjected, and the
moral lessons inculcated upon them during their imprisonment.

With regard to the suggestion hinted at in the Chaplain's Report of appropriating "a
moiety" of the convict's earnings to be paid to lin " after a stated period of probation,"
something of the kind has often occurred to the Inspectors ; but the difficulties which pre-
sent thomselves to their minds in carrying this plan into effect so as to promote the true and
substantial benefit of the convict, without prejudice to the public interest, appear so great,
that it is with diffidence they venture to bring the matter under Your Excellency's con-
sideration.

On this subject however they would beg leave to observe, that under the existing
Penitentiary regulations and in conformity to the present law, the convict, when discharg-
ed, only receives a few shillings to aid'him in returuing to his friends;-to whom, if they
are honest and respectable, and if he entertains any sense of the disgrace which his mis-
conduct has brought upon thein as well as himself, he feels reluctant to return in that
destitute condition in which he is placed when enlarged and sent out again into the
world ; and in this vavering and undecided state of mind, while yet lingering in the vici-
nity of the prison, he probably mects with some of his former inmates ; it may be some of
those who lad been associated with him in iniquity and fellow prisoners in the same con-
mon jail before conviction. With them lie renews an acquaintance, and involved as they
are in the saine common fate, they are led to look upon each other with a feeling of mutual
sympathy as the outcasts of society ;', to form a sort of community among themselves, and
instead of folloiving up their original intention of returning to their friends to earn a sub-
sistence by honest industry, they are but too apt to engage in some new crininal enter-
prize, by which according to their system of morals, they may remunerate themselves for
their past loss of time and labor.

Under the evil influence of temptation from these associations ail their virtuous resolu-
lions vanish-they again put forth their hands to steal ; are detected, convicted and sen-
tenced a second time, for another series of ycars, to resume their former routine of labor
in silence, and to be placed once more under those restraints they had already found sO
irksomne and so opposite to their licentious and vagrant habits of life.

While the Inspectors feel the necessity and importance of some plan being adopted to
place convicts on their discharge from prison in a state-of probation, they scarcely feel
theuselves authorised to reconmend any definite plan for effecting this object, however de-
sirable. Vith great deference they ivould subinit, that if one-third of the convicts earn-
ings could be paid to hini in annual instalments, on his producing to the treasurer of the
District in whiich he resides, satisfactory certificates of good conduct, signed by any two
mnagistrates of that District, together with a certificate of some resident Minister of Reli-
gion ; that lie, (the convict) had been a regular attendant on his ministry during the year,
and that to the best of his knovledge and belief, his character among his neighbours for
honesty, sobriety and industry had been irreproachable, it miglt hold out such an induco-
ment to the discharged convict to commence a new and honest course of life, and ýto per-
severe in, his efforts of amendnent as to be productive of the best eficts. The Inspec.
tors liowever, in offering this sugges tion with ail the objections that may be raised to its
practical operation, andI they are not without the apprehension that there may be many,
agan rovert to their already expressed opinion o? the inefficacy of short sentences to
produce reformation.

The convict, during his inprisonment, is certainly placed under restraint and is ce-
pelled to labor a certain number of hours every day, but he is comfortably clothed, he re-
ceives a sufficient allowance of wholesome food, and thougli his lodgin is'small, it is well
ventilated and every attention is paid to his health; so that lie is not subjected to any bo-
dily suffering or to any serious privation, so'long as lie does not violate the prison regula-
tions ; and under such circumstances the Inspectors are inclined to think that nsentence
to the Penitentiary should be less than three years,and unLess in ases wheiaentence
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of death may have been commuted for imprisonment, the period should not exceed seven
years; and in that event shoult it be thought advisable to appropriate a portion of the prý.
soners earnings to his own use after his discharge, under sone sucli conditions as have beert
suggested, the years of his imprisonment should regulate the number of the instalments
on which lie should receive this appropriation, and the whole or any part thereof be made
liable to forfeiture, in case of non-compliance with the conditions.

Reference has been made to the establishment of Rope Work in the Penitentiary.
This has been introduced by way of experiment, and sucli is tho probability of its suc-
cess, that the Inspectors are already of the opinion it may ob. extended and en-
larged with great benefit to the institution. The Inspectors had two objects in view in
commencing this work. It in no degrec interferes with any of those mechanic arts against
the introduction of which se much opposition has been made ; and it may also aff'ord en-
couragement te the growth and cultivation of henp within the Province, vhich instead of
its bcing necessary to import the raw miaterial cither from the United States or England1
nay soon be abundantly supplied by our own farmers, and even ultimately becomo an arti-

ele of expert.

While the success of this undertaking is net at all doubtful, to renider it still more pro-
titable, a walk of suflicient length for tlirnanufacture of the large and longest description
of rope and cordage must be laid out and put under cover, anid suitable buildings crectei,
ns well for the storing the raw material as the manufactured article. In the men time the
inspectors view the crection of the west wing as the most economical plan of providing
suitable workshops for the other mechanical branches, and as a preparatory step to the re-
mioval of the presont temporary buildings now used as shops, and which interfere with
t hose necessary arrangements which must eventually bc rade, as well for the érection of
the outer wall, as for the extension of the rope walk.

The return marked D. is an estimate of the earnings of the convicts for the past year:
one item of which exhibits a statement of 19463 dlays labor performed and expendedi in
and about the establisliment, yielding according to the estimated value of the Warden ut
2s. 6d. per diem, and amounting to the sumn of £2432 17s. 6d. Whilc the Inspectors h1ave
nîo doubt that this labor has been performed, thcy have as littie doubt that a great portion
of it las been unproductive of any profit, as contributing to the support of the institution,
and from the want of the necessary arrangements to convey the earth and rubbish to their
filal place of deposit -when stripped from the quarry, much of that labor has been lost;
inasmuch as a second removal of the mass nust bc made in levelling the yard. 'To pre-
vent that waste of labor which perhaps las been hitherto in somo degree unavoidable arid
to direct the afairs of the institution upon such a plan as will nyake the convict labor in
future morc productive, have been objects constantly kept in vicw by tie Inspectors.

The Statement narked i. exhibits the estimate for the support of the Institution
for the ensuing year, cnbracincr the cost of superintendence ; the feeding and clothing of
the convicts, and sundry materials and necessaries required. 'Tho Convicts are fed by
contract, at a very low rate, considering the coarse quality of the ration, which has been flxod
upon a scale prepared vith great care by the advice and assistance of the Sui-geon of the
Establishment ; in which regard lias been had to economy, the healtli of the convict, and
the necessity of keepiug Up his bodily strength te the standard of productive labour ; anI
until the needful buildings shall be completed and the carnings of thc convicts be principal-
ly applied towards the expences of their maintenance, such appropriation carnot bo with-

t will bc seen per Document D. that the availabla carnings alreadty furnish a consi-
derable item; and the Inspectors look with confidence, that in a short period the burden
of its maintenance to the Province ivili be rnaterially reducied.

They arc not indifferent to the success of this Establishment, as yet but an experi-
nient in this Province ; nor are they insensible to ticresponsibility which devolves upon
them in conducting its afi'airs to a successfiul issue,: and they wish they could say that no
untoward occurrences had arisen, to add to their duties, and te increase the difBiculties
with which they have lad to contend.
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They have great pleasure in bearing testimony to the unremitted attention of Dr.
Sampson to his duties as Surgeon. His Report shews how important it is to the interest
of the Institution, and to the benefit of the, convicts, that this office should be filled by a
gentleman of exporienced as well as of professional skill.

'T'le Report of the Chaplain affords satisfactory evidënce with what assiduity he lias
hLboured in his disehiarge of his sacred and most important duties. The Inspectors fear
t hat the Establishment of the Sunday School which lie recommends, cannot be commenced,
until the Chapel bc prepared for divine service.

In conclusion the Inspectors trust that they nay look with confidence to the approval
of Your Excellency and also of the Legislature, in the view they have given of the state
of the Provincial Penitentiary, and in the plans they have suggested 'for rendering the
convict labour more productive and the whole economy of the prison more perfect.

Anong the convicts now in confinement, there are 15 who have been recived on their
second and two on their third conviction.

T he two convicts who are now confined for the third time in the Penitentiary, were inl
each of their convictions, sontenced only to 12 rnonths imprisonment ; a period too short
cither for the punishnent of confined criminals, or to allow suflicient time to sccure their
reformation.
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In s'one of the nei«hbouinT states a law is in existence by wliich convicts after their
conviction arc, upon tle comnission 'of' further crimes sentenced to the Penitentiary for
lifle ; and I beg to cali the attention of' the Board to this subject, in order, if it is judged
proper, that it may be subnitted to the consideration of the Legislature, whether the enact-
moent of' a simîilar law in this Province would not he attended ivith beneficial effects, not
mercly as punishment, but with a view of deterrirg discharged conviets fron following their
formenr vicious courses.

J ani happy to be able to suite that the general conduct of the prisoners lias so faîr
imuproved, that during the present year it lias not been found necessary to punish to that
oxtent which in previous years vas required to enforce the discipline of the establishment.

The average nunber of convicts during the year 1838 w'as 153, while that of the pre-
sent year is 151 ; and notwithstanding the near equality of ntumbers for the two years, the
amount of punishient inflicted durinîg the preceding year vas at the rate of 50 per cent,
above that of the year just ended, a certain indication that the discipline lias improved,
and that thc officers of the institution have becone more vigilant in their duty.

The principal part of the labor of the convicts since niy last report lias been devoted
to the completion of the main sower, the cornice and roofing of the east wing, putting Up
the north wing, and building the foundation of the west ving. A great proportion of the
labor has been also expended in excavating the earth at the north end of the prison, and
tilling up the low ground at the west side of the yard in, order to bring it to its proper level.
Thlie Dining H-all vill b ready for occupation so soon as the necessary alterations arc
imade by which direct access can be had thereto fron the south wing, which will not require
nany days to complete.

The female couvicts have lately been renoved to a more coniodious and secure room
in the north wing, and the place fbrimerly occupied by them lias been converted into the
koepers hall, which will render the south wing more secure from any attenpt on the part
of the convicts to effect their escape.

That portion of the labor which lias been appropriated to the support of the prison
during the present year has materially increased in amount to that of the preceding year,
and there is now every reason to expect that a gradual augmentation will be experienced
in this branch of the business of the institution until eventually the whole expense of the
establishment is defrayed by the industry of the convicts.

In my last annual report I called the attention of the Board to the necessity of pro-
coeding as early as possible with the erection of the boundary wall, which however it was
not found convenient to commence during the present year. In order to enlarge the yard,
whiclh became necessary in carrying up the foundation of the west wing, several of the
pickets have been taken up and found to be in a state of decay which is no doubt the case
with many others which have not been removed ; and as the fence is every day becoming
still more insecure, Iýmust again beg to urge upon the Board the indispensableness of pro-
ceeding with this work with as little delay as possible.

In building the outer wall and completing the north wing there will be sufficient work
during the ensuing year to occupy the labor of those convicts who will not be employed in
imanufacturing articles for sale, the profits of whichi will be appropriated towards defray-
ing the expenses of the institution.

It is graitifying to observe that the quantity of labor of which the Province lias beern
deprived on account of sickness is upvards of one thousand days less than was lost by that,
nicans in the preceding year.

Much of the labor of the convicts in the ensuing year will be advantageously disposed
ini manutcturing cordage, for vhich purpose, under direction of the Board of Inspectors,
a rope walk has been recently crected. In order to render this part of the operation of
the establishment as successful as possible, I beg to suggest the propriety of importing di-
rect from Britain, such quantity of hemp and flax as may be required during the succeed-
ing year, as it can no doubt be had from that quarter at a more reasonable rate than by
purchasing it at New York, Which lias been hitherto donc.
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The last yearly contract for the supply of provisions for the support of the convicts,
has been taken at a lower rate than that of the proceding year. The price now paid is six
slillinîgs and two pence, por ton rations, being about six and a quarter per cent. less than
the amîount for which thcy were previously furnished.

As ià may sometinmes occur that at the end of a convicts term of imprisonment, either
by pardon or expiration of sentence, lis health imay b in that state which would ronder it
dangerous for lini to be discharged, nid lis nlo provision is made by law for such a case, I
beg to refer the Board to the ,Statuto providing for the croction of Penitentiaries in Eng.
land, whercin it is enacted, " that such offender (convict) shall not be dismissed at the end
" of his term, unlcss at his owi request, if he shall then labor under any dangerous disten-
" per, nor until lie can bc safely disclargcd."

Il tIe sanie statuta there is also another clause which I beg to recomrnend to the at-
tontion of the Board, viz :-" If any pirsan, orderad to hard labor ln any of the places of'

confincment instead of being cnpitally piuisecd, shall break prison or escape from the
" place of lis confinemient, or ii his conveying ilthither, or from the person having lawful

custody of such ofbuder, he shalle guilty of Folony without hnenfit of Clergy ; but if
lu hathi boon ordcred 1 hard labor (in the Pconitentiary) le shall b punished by an ad-

dition of thirce years to the teri of his confincient ; and if lie shall afterwards b con-
victed of a second escape or' breacl of' prison, he shall b guilty of Felony without bene-

" fit of Clergy*.

Recent alterations in the criminal law both or the nother country and the colonies, nay
perhaps render it inexpediant thmat the former and latter parts of this section of the statute
should e embodied in the Provincial law regulating the management of the Peitentiary
but, I vould submnit for the consideration of' Ilic Board. how filr it would b advisable that
the other parts of if, togethier withl the first-iocntioiied section should be brought under the
notice of the Legislarii for adoption in this countiry. In one instance I have been called
uîpon to pay a reward for the apprehension of a convict who had effected lis escape from
the Penitentiary, the amount of w,'hose earinings subsequent to his capture wora nuch less
thanî the sui paid lhr retaking him ; and were a law similar to the British Statute, in force
in Upper Canada, iL would not only provide for the expense of bringing back convicts wlio
had made their escape, hut would operate as a prevention to others desirous of following
the sanie steps.

'Tlia exp s f clothing tlie convicts in the Winter dress now worn by them, is pro-
ductive of a large amount in the annual disbursemnts of the institution, and I therefor·
beg ta siggest for the consideration of the Board, the propriety ofi using a cheaper mate-
ril for that purpose. Should it b deternined to make any alteration in this respect, i
would propose the substitution of comnon grey lersey, the expense of which would le
less than onie-third of the cost of the cloth niow in use. By starnping the kersey with the
Penitentiary mark, the dresses imiighit bc made sufliciently conspicuous to insure the appre-
licision of a convict, should lie succeed in uetting beyond the walls of the prison. If the
<ress recoimîrended is not dcoied to be sufiicienluy distinctive, one hal of thie dress iniglht
bc Made of the yellow cloth, as now used, and the other or grey kersey ; both of which
being suñficiently light in color could bc staiped, whioh is not tie case at present. A dress
of tis description can bc made for less than two-thirds of the price of that now in use.

The House of Assenbly at its lasit session having ordered the publication of two hun-
dred copies of thie Report then subnitted to the Legislature, I have been enabled to ex-
change tins document with those of several other Penitentiaries in the United States, and
by a contimuance of this practice niuch uisoful information may be derived fron the experi-
ence of those engaged in the supe:rintendonce of similar institutions of much longer standing
than the Plrovinciai Ponitentiar'y.

SURGEON'S l PL RT
To the 1nspectors of tte Provincial Pcnitentiary.

GENTLEMEN,

Sinco ny last Annual Rleport, the prison has been daily visited by
mnyself, or in the event of unavoidable absence, by another regular medical practitioner in
mîy place, with the exception of one day when un'expectedly detained on other public duty.

My attention has from time to time, been directed to the quality of the convicts food>
the ventilation of the buildings, and other matters coinected 'Nvith the health of the cstab-
lishiment, and niy occasional suggestions have been duly attended to by the officers con-
e rnecd.II

1-hereunto annox two lists, as usual, of the cases reported during the year; the one
of patients admîitted into hospital and the other of tliose treated in their celis. Of the
fbrmer class, it will be observed that three have died during the ycar, and the cases of all
have been recorded in the Hospital Register. For my reasons for restricting admissions
to Hospital to serious cases only, I beg to refor the Board to the two first annual medical
reportsof the establishîmert,

By conparing these lists with those of the preceding year, it will be remarked that
the number of sick has diminislied froiî eiglit hundred and fifty to five hundred and sixteen.
'lhe average number of convicts for aci year is nearly the same, and this reduction is
caused as I suppose, not so niuch by any irnprovement in the healthfulness of the prison,
or in the treatment of those really indisposed, as by a lessened disposition on the part 'of
1fuo convict to feign disorder or to complain of' trifling ailments. My efforts have been con-
tinually directed to obviate any evil by which the Surgeon's ist vould be converted into a
refuge for idleness, and I have endeavoured as far as depended on the discrimination of the
inedical ollicer, to prevent the escaping from labour of those who have attenipted to effect
this object through sucli a medium. I a.n notwithstanding aware, that however rigid I havé
been in ny scrutinies iot n little imposition lias been successfully practised on me.

CHAPLAIN'S REPORT
TO THE INSPECTORS OF THE PROVINCIAL PENITENTIARY.

(.iENTLEMEN,

Duri9g the past year I have directed ny attention to an investigation of the causes
whichI led to the commission of crime, in order that I might suggest to the convict sone
considerations calculated to counteract the evil, and to operate as a safeguard against the
repetition of it. I bave found that Intenperance, is, the prevailing cause to which crime,, in
a rajority of instances nay be referred. . Out of 90 admitted since last report, 71 were
certainly the victins of this ruinous propensity. The, subjoined-schedule will furnish a va-
riety of partictulars relating to the convict, as collected.by personal inquiry.

The review of the past year affords some encouragement, for alt1hough the effectspro-
duced do not equal the labor bestowed, yet it is gratifying to learn that very favorable ac-
counts have been received of discharged convicts, who regard their imprisonment as the
hap1 j eans employcci by an overruling Providence to rescue thein from misery. It is vith
pleasure that I have to record, that several whose sentences expired withlin the last Eighteen
irionths, have exprossed tleir thankfulness to me for the change, whicli they believe ivas ef-
fected by their punishmient. Tiese cases of decided refornation however few they may be,
still afford a reasonable ground not to be discouraged, though re-convictions frequently
occur.

Two reasons may be assigned for the apparent inefficiency of the present systcem of
prison discipline to jrevent the recurrence of crime, especially when the convict has ben
but a short period before discharged. In the first place thore is the shortness ofthe sentence:
It cannot in rcason bo expected that a confinement of lone year, can in the least weaken a
habit whicl bas " grown with the convict's growth and strergthened ith hus strength."
The prospect of a pecdy liberation naturally checks the rise of serious reflection, and on-

endcrs contentednress, indifference or %pathy.

Thl case Of a convict piiisied for the first act of guilt forms an exception. lis iind
is still susceptible of serious impressiols; conscience still exercises her office; on suchi a
subect a short sentence may produce the desired effect, but generally speaking the re-
verse is the case arid expericnce bas proved it so. kn tie second place, a spirit of re-
vengo actuates many of those whlo are reconrnmitted; a desire to reinunerate theonselve!
for the labor perfbrined ivhile in prson, and for 'vhich they have iceived no recompense,
impels mnany to attempt to enrich tliemuselves by plundering others. Some have even sp
lhr acknowledged, that :had they received anything at all reseimbling an eouivalent, (r had
bon assured that a rmoicty of their carni ns would be paid them, after a stated period of
probation ;, they would have had some in 7 coment to continue in the patl of honesty ; but
having once incurred /h suspicions of t/e public, and feeling that sonc great encouragement
was ncessary to support thei under s0 severe a trial n ilot possessing this, they yielded
to the suggestions of an Cvil ,heart ; unwilling to endure the struggles or rebukes of con-
science, they then threw aside ail rostraint, and sought for consolation in the sodiety of
cofipanions, who were likce theimselves indisposed to oppose a suspicious world.

To the question proposed to the convict on the ove of his liberation, "' whether, in his
opinion, the Penîitcntiary discipline is calculated to proinote reforination ?" this reply lias
been often given. " The lear of punishment, unless it be accompanied by thefear God,
vil prove abortive" If this be not the preventing cause, every kind of punshment, whe-
ther solitar or sociLi, must fail of produciig the desired effect.

Tlo encourage tlis principle lias been ny earnest crideavour; public instruction on the
Sabbath, and private admonition during the veektieave been used; and i is a pleasing
part of iny duty te report, that the attention of the prisoners, (with but one exception,) has
been readily granted.
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The establisment of a Sabbath Sehool, on a secure basis, would I an confident be
made productive of great practiaal good; it is to be hoped therefore that the obstacles
vhich rendered its operation impracticable this year just closed, will be speedilly removed,

so that a favourable account of its efficacy may be rendered in the next Report.

Through the liberality of the Tract Society, to whichiwe are much indebted, alending
Library of practical Books, chiefly ilIstraive of the truths .of the Christian religion, has
been provided for the use of the Convicts: on their part, there is evinced already, an in-
tense desire to obtain a perusal of them. :Should nothing te gained but the diversion of
their minds from scenes of wickedness which they would otherwise brood upon for this
result at least, we shall have reason to be thankful. One great thing to be desired, is, to
banish evil thoughts, and this nay be obtained by the circulation of Tracts and other pious
ivoiks as subsidiaries to the Bible. The experiment is worth making.

I cannot conclude this Report without tendering my warmest thanks to the Warden
and his Deputy for their hearty co-operation in all inatters connected with my De-
partment.

The Trustees appointed to superintend the improvements on the NorthYork Road,
being required by the Act 7th William, IV. to lay before Your Excellency an annual Re-
port beg respectfully to submit to Your Excellency, for the consideration of the two Houses
of the Lugislature, the following statement of the affairs of the Yonge Street Trust:

Funds for the continuance of the above named work having been entirely with-
drawn, the progress of the «vork has, during the past season, been suspended and we
have consequently merely to forward to Your Excellency a statement of our receipts'
from the Toil Gates: together with the expenses of repaiTs which the Commissoners
found it absolutely necessary to attend to, and likewise the amount for commuted sta
tute labour.

It appears by the Balance-sheet, hercunto annexed, that the'sum of £65 15s. 5d.
remains at the credit of the Trustees ini the Bank of Upper Canada aftet having paid to
the Receiver General the sum of £1250, being the intcrest due or the £32,800 to
about the first of April 1839, and likewise toîthe Bank of Upper Canada, interest ; on the
£3950 ; and had the trustees been enabled to collect the full amount due on the Bond o
Jacob Snider they could have -paid the whole amount of interest :dueto' the, Receiver Ge-
neral Ist June last. 'We ,are farther desirous of -explaining to Your Excellency that the
Work under our charge, is greafly encumbered with having topay interest on aboutý £2006
laid out by our prodecessors in the purchase of materials north of the oak ridges; likewise
on the sum of £2000 expended in reducing the ,Hill at St. Alban's, together Iwith 'other
amounts in erecting Bridges and Culverts at various places from which the Trust derives
no advantage; the aninual interest on these amounts nay be *calculated at £240 per an-
nium-uinch of this money ras laidlout under the ý impr'ession tha the woIklvould have
been continued, but under present circumstances produces a very serious drawback to aryý
statement that can be laid before Your Excellency.

The mile and a quarter df Road within the limits of the City of Toronto, 'is another
part of the work which renders the Trust no return, and as the statute labour is collected
by the city authorities this line of road is a very heavy burden, and although 'we have made
repeated overtures to the City to talethe ro d under their own charge, it still remains in
the hands of the Commissioners to repair and keep in order, and the annual amrount of in-
terest on the capital expended is at least £250. Ve would earnestly again call the atten-
tion of the Government to this inatter.

We would particularly call Your Excellency's attleption 0-to the receipts at the Gates
during the last six months, by which you will find that in spite of the very great disadvan-
tages under which the Trust is at present labouring as respects interest accounts, still that
the Tolls will at the present rates cover the interest on the whole amount of monies ex-
pended.

We have therefore the fullest confidence that the Honorable House will supply the
Commissioners wiith sufficientî funds for prosecuting the work with vigor during thô ensuig
season.

z
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Shold it however appoar expedient for the public -ve1fnrc to diseontinuü ail public
inaprovements until a furthcr period we, the Trustces, woulld liumbly request Your Excel-
Ioncy's scrious consideration inproviding us vith mieans to liquidate the debt of £3950 due
to the Bank of Uplþer Canada, forhich amount we have becone personally liable, and the
Directors of the said Bank have domanded payment of the debt boiiig unable longer to con-
tinue advances to us.

The said amount was borrowed to completo the road to a distancc to allow of Gate No.
3 boing erected, the roccipts of wliici gato amounting during the past year to £385,
proves clearly the great advantago of the expendituro, and we trust in consequence that
the money will not be longer withheld. Thore is also a debt of about £800 due to sundry
parties for labor and materials provided soietine since, we would ivish this amount also to
be furnislhed in order that we my close our books, until such tinte as the Governmont nay
deom it prudent to continue the public works.

To Huis Eceency SIn GEORGE ARTHUn, K. C. H. Licutenant Govcrnor of Upper Canada
and Majoi Goncral Commanding tiercin.

Thç Trustces appointed by the several Acts of Parliancnt to Macadaînize and In-
prove the Dundas Road froin th City of Toronto to the Western limit of hie IIome
District

BOg leave to report

That in coisquclenc of the want of f înds tlîcy have been unable ho proceed
in constructing the road beyond that point where they discontinued improvements in 1838.
Tley have howveyr been compelled (in order as well to secure to the public the benefit of
the money already expended as to increase thc receipts of Toll by rcmoving two of the
Gates; thereby prevcnting an evasion of the paymnent of toil which was caused by persons
phasing round these Gates.) to lay out a small sum of noncy in repairing the road already
fbrmed and in renoving the two Toll louses and Gates for the reasons above explained,
which sun tley are obliged to drawNfrom their toll funîd until they should be enabled to re-
pay it after obtaining from the Receiver General on account of hie appropriation for their
road, a sufficient sumn for that purpose. Th'e sui expended for these works anounts to
£220 16s. 1d. Currency.

The Trustees arc desirous to Cali thc-attention of Yeur Exccllncy to the fact that
there lhas not been any further sum obtained on account of the last grunt for the Western
Dundas Road, later than thc £3000 procured in the summer of 1838 which obliged them to
discontinue at once the improvements conteniphited by the Act, and sincc which time the
trustees becamo personally respohsible for the sum of £1500 to enable theni to finish the
theyork that it ývasisupposed coàld have been donc witlh the moncy thon obtained on ac-
count of the grant and whiclh was found to be insuflicient for that )Irpose.

rhe ,Trustees beg particularly to call the attention of Your Excellency to thei request
that Your Excellency would take into consideration soine m ans to relieve then f·om their
personal liability by their obtaining a suffieent suin towards that portion of hir grant still
unappropriated to satisfy this demand against them.

Thue Tlls collected upon this road during the past suimner have not quite. equalled the
-interest upon thre ioney expended (which is the fir8t defult they have nade in this respect)
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and in order to remedy this the Trustees were obliged in October last, to increase the rate
of Toll taken at three of the gates, (and whiich now on the Dundas road anounts to very
litti lover one penny on the mile,) since then they bave ordered that Toll shallbe taken
on Suidays, which has caused a considerable increase in the Toll receipts, and made them

ipparently more than sufficient to meet the interest, the receipts for October beiig £155 9 11,
which thero is cvery reason to suppose will stili increase as well in consequence of moving
t he two gates since then, as that the increase of Toll did not take place until the tenth of
that month.

The Trustees however, would remark before closing their report, that they have reluc-
t.aùtly been compelled te levy seemingly a heavy toll upon those travelling the Lako Road
(boing rather more than two pence on the mile) in order te make it meet the interest if pos-
sible, upon the moiiey expended in the construction thereof ; the travel upon this rond bc-
ing so very limited bas obliged then te cause the high rate of toll levied to make up this
deficiency.I

It will be clearly perceived by the folloôwing statement that the work already donc will
easily pay for itself upon the term's allowed by the Act, as the present receipts are sulfici-

1 nt to pay the interest on the money now expended and the future increase of transit, which
will naturally be caused by good roads being made, will, it appears evident, more than moçet,
.hew annual interest on the money borrowed for that purpose.

then of injury, as their customers vould scarcely carry their good will towards thern so far,
as to pass thc gate and pay toli, if thiey could bc equally well acconmodated without;pass-
ing tic gate and paying toll at all.

On the otho r hand it wvas manifest to the trustees that the gate so placed as is above
supposed, would have given an unduo advantagc to those persons carrying on business on
tI west side of it, and unquestionably would have benefittéd then, in the same proportion
that thc others vould have been prejudiced.

Under ail those circumstances the Trustees deened it mnost advisable, as it appeared
to then iost just and equitale, to place the Gate to tIe *West of the whole of the par-
ties in question, which vas accordingly done.

This concien tious, fair and unbiassed arrangmencat on the part of the Trustees, bas not
however failed to procure thom the most bitter hostility of those who expected, and cherish-
ed the hope of large praspective adantages by the Gate being difièrently placd.

On refenee ta the plan annexed to this report, it will bo secn that the Taoll -ouse
is buili near a barn, wivich is occupied, with thie adjacent Tavern, by ane William Mann.~,
Between the tavern and the bar there is a space leading to, the side lne which divides the
townships of West Flanborough and Bevcrly. The Gate was no, sooner erected than the
persans, déternined by cvery means ii their power to oppos and thwar't the Trustees pro-
endcd, ani do still pretend, that hIe space ii question is a public thîoroughfare or highway

not tuat it conerned thpm much individually, having but little occasion toItravel in that
direction, but that' by such a subterfuge, a plausible pretext might bc fbund for annoying tlie
Trustes, wlich would affoid then soen solace for tiheir disappointed hopes.

The Trustees beg to annex to this tlicir Report an account of their receipts and
disbursements, and also an account of their liabilitics, together vith an estimate of the
a-nount requird to conilote the road, which it is hoped will afford every information that
rnay be required.

The vouchers and evidences for this expenditure, the trustecs profess their rehdiness
to submit to the inspection and scrutiny of any one willing to undertake tle task.

Before concluding this their report, the trustees think it not out of place bere Most ex-
plicitly to state, that they have found the duties of their office much more onerous and troù-
blesone than they had any reason to anticipate.

They have had many difficulties to contend with. They sought no popularity and they
have gained none, especially from those who dislike paying tols, as will be sufficently miini-
f4st from this report. They have to the best of their ability served the public for upwards
of two years and a half witihout fec or reward of any sort. They have while engaged in
the inatters of the trust had to travel fro m their respective residences, sacrifce their
time to the detriment of their own private concerns, and bear their own expcnses,
ydt they have not found one solitary individual of the commnwnity to express the smallest
degree of thankfulness for those gratuitous services.

Whatever may be the sentiments of the trustees of other roads those of thl Dundas
and Waterloo Macadamized road, have no hesitation in clearly and candidly avowing that
their foling of patriotisin is lot se powerful as to induce thein te continue to serve the pub-
lic on the sarne principle:that they have donc, a principle so absurd and. unroasonable as to
h unknown and unheard of, and therefore, not acted upon, in any other country.

The Trustees while on this sulject, and in conclusion to this their report,,which una-
voidable circumstances have extended to its present length, take the liberty to observe that
he of their number who shoukl happen to be Chairman of the Board, (the office being slec-
tive from year to year) mnust necessarily from the very nature of his situation dedicate a
large portion of his time te the affairs of the trust. He has the more immediate superin-
tendence of the toll koopes. The conducting of all the correspondence. The examina-
tion of all the accounts. The, kceping of the bools and papers. The custody of the funds.
The payment of aill monies thereout. IIas to call and must preside at all the meetings 'of
the trustees, and to himu reference is in the first instance hadj aIl n aters connected ith
the road, rendering his duties any thing but light and easily fulfiled.

The Trustees appointed under the statute authorisirg the construction of a
Macadam!zed Road from Brockvillo to St. Francis and other places in th District of Johns-
town iii naking their second annual Report bcg Icave to state that since their last Report no
further mony lias boon expendcd on the Road, that thcy have disbursed the sum of two
hundred pounds advanced by the Govcrnmont since that time in paying demands incurred
by the trusteos previous to their Iast report for which purposo this sum vas specially given.
The Road has stood the frost and the changes of the scasons to the entire satisfaction of
the trustees.

The Trustees are convinccd that until a further sum of £4000 or thereabouts is ad-
vanced to enable themi to continue the road to Unionville a distance of ton niles fromn
Brockville the roceipts will not pay the interest on the amount already expended. The
distance coimipletc(d (about five miles) will ,not in the opinion of the trustees justify thein
erectinrg another Gatc without lwhich it will bc impossible to provent the avoidatce of the
road particularly so, as the trustees have not the power of closing a road upon which the
inhabitants travel for hie purpose of avoiding the toil gate.

Tle Trusteçs feel justified in stating, that the completion of the road to Unionville
would, by the crection of anothor gate render the last montioned road nearly useless, and
conscquently Ivould divert to the Macadamized Road a great deal of travolling that now
takes another course nnd by this mncans the toll would be so much incroased as to iay the
interest on the sain wvhichl 'ould be exponded in its completion. At all events the trustees
fecl no hesitation in saying that in the present state of the rond it wilI be impossible to
realize any thing like the suin required to pay the interest on the arnount already ad-
vanced.

They are sorry to state th t the tolls receied at these
gatés are inadequate to meet the interest of the noney expended ùnless soie priompt Le-
gisiativo on:ctinent is passed to punislh more soverely and with greater facility, those pir
sons who countenance tio passing through their groundsfor the express purpose of ovading
the tolls. The ice is generally travelledI in thi winter season vhich causes a loss to the,
toll fuiîd or about I5 per day.

The Trusteos mave opened that part of thc road between lots No, in Scarborough
Jeairng from the imtproved road to the old Danforth, which inteseocts the direct road to Ré-
sorville, or village of Markham, th? planking lias already been commenced and 32 chains
99 links laid down which still romains to be scttled for the advantage of conipleting this
road, to the Markhan village as wcIl as fnishing the IRouge 1-ill and Bridge is indispensa-
ble. Li the opinion of the trustees it vill add nearly double to their present tolls.

The exhibit annexed will show the total expenditure and receipts. Before closing their
report ti trustsec cannot too strongly urge upon tic Legislature the necessity of regula-
tioig the breath of tire to be used for the weight carried, it is notorious that wagons with a
two inch wheel travel with case upon our roads with a cord and a quarter of green bencli
wood, thc'veiglit of which is botween threc and four tons, consequently the stnes with
such a pressure nust be cut up and the ruts become so deep and nuierous that in.the
spring of the year when the frost leaves the ground the road generally lias to be remade.

We have the honor to acknowliedge the receipt of your letter of the 25thi
instant this morning, and in reply, to report for the information of His Excellency the
Right Honorable the Goveriior General. 'hat lis Excellency the Lieutenant Governor,
having in July last, recomncnded the enployment of Military, instead of Civil labour to
repair and impròve the Cayuga Road, and, that recommendation iaving been cordially
accedled to by us, from a lconviction that a much greater quantity of labour would be ob-
tained for a given sum than would be possible under the best management by contracts
wvith the labourers of the country. It gives us great pleasure now to be enabled to state
that our expectations have boen fully realised.

The importance of thiiS road in a muilitary point of view, we are not competont to esti-
mate, but as one of the Great Western communications, the inhabitants of this part of the
Province at all events are deeply indebted to Sir George Arthur for so promptly providing
the means and thon enabling us to apply those means to so much greater advantage than
would otherwise have been possible.

Under the direction of Lieutenant Thomas of ler Majcsty's 43rd Regiment the
road has been repaired froin Canboro'to Cayuga Bridge, a distance of ten and a half or
eleven miles. The enclosed anount furnished to us by Lieutenant Thomas will shew the

118
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amount expended, less ton shillings, which latter sum was paid by us for some necessary
surveying to mark the permanent position of the road through the village plot of Cayuga
te the Bridge head.

lus Excellency the Right Honorable the Governor General wilL see that of this ex-
ponditure a considerable portion, viz. £65 have beon paid for Tools, &c. These tools are
now in charge o f Mr. Battersby and will be available for the remaining portion of the road
whcn the proper season arrives.

We believe tliat the work exCecuted by the military party under the command and
direction of Lieutenant Thomas, has, not cost more than about one lalfi vhat we should
have been obligçd to pay for the saie quantity of iwork by civil labour, andywe should do
injustice te our own feelings, if we did not avail oursolves of this opportunity to bear testi-
mony to the constant personal attention and energy 'by which the work was directed and
prosecuted by Lieutenant Thomas, froin the 14th of August to the 23i'd of November..

Ton or eleven miles of an alnost impassible road, cannot however be made a per-
nmanently good o1ie for £350 or £400, and although we believe that the most vas made of
the very limited suri to which Lieutenint'Thomas was confined, weý ould urgentlIbut
most respectfully desire to press upon His Excellency the Riglit Honor'able the Governor
General, the great importance of a fuirther grant for this road during the' resent session o
Parliament, the whole of the draining particularly requires te be widened and deepened
and the excavated material thrown upon the 'rriage way to secure and iender at ail per
manent the improvement already mado.

On that part of the road upon which the military party have been at worlk, al the
stunips and roots have been grubbcd out and ail obstructions reinoved on a breadth of froin
25 to 30 feet, drains have been cut sometimnes on both sides,: always on one ; the cross
drains have been opened up, cleared, deeponed, and remade, the bridges repaire(d; a large
quantity of br ush and carth thrown upon the cariage way so as to raise it considerably,
and great number of trees eut down, and brush cleared away on both sides te open the road
as much as possible te the action of the weather.

With respect te that part of the road (about 17 miles froi Cayuga bridge tow ards
Siincoc) for the repairs of which next season we have ieservcd over £600 of 'last years
grant. It is sufrtcient to say that it is as nearly as possible impassible during soft weàther
lor wrhieeled carriages of alimost any description.

Trhe shortnss the time, and the diffliculty of communicatior, will plead our apology for
the absence of detail iii this report.

In addition t te sulis placed'at aur disposai by flie ýLgisýlaiure, wec wcroý înducod to
exceed teé erant, flot enywtîa view te acconcmodate the inhabitantq, but aise' to, ieut
tlie Views of Colonels turner. and Pliilpôtts, flic fornet' coniandingî the Eastern and Otta-ý
iva. 1)istricts, :ind the latterý Acting Quarter MNaster ,General, w1io, aiong ivîth Colonel Car-
mâlichtad pnd Captain l3aAdciy, R. E. strongiy recornnded ta [-lisý ExcelleîcyiSirýJolînr Col-]
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borne and to the thre branches of the Legislature df Upper Canada,.the necessity of granf-
ing a sum of money to bc laid out on the improvonont of this road as a measure necessary
to the defence of this part of the country.

This suni necessarily laid out was advanced by Duncan McDonell of Greenfield, one
of tie Conmmissioners, and the undersigned trust that Your Excellcncy wvill be pleased to
recormend. the Loegis1ature to reiimburse said commissioner, and also to grant a further sum
in order to complete said road. We furthor bog leave to state that the Honourable John
McGillivary and the lianourable Colonel Fraser witl Mr. SherifT McMartin, commis-
sioners for laying out the sun of £75 on the road fron the west line of Cla'lottenîburgh
to Saint Itaplael's, allowed us to lay out £50 out of the £75 placed at their disposal in ad-
dition to the £500 placecd in aur hands, as the part of the road entrusted to theni was n'ot
.o much in want of repair as the part under aur suporintendencc, ilhy having the public
good in view, and being sensible of the very indifferent state of the road froib Saint Ra-
phael's to the rear of Lochiel, wlicre the nain impodiment in the cominuniaation lay.

We bcg loave to forward to your Excellency horeovith an account of tlie naines of the
labourers, ie rate of wages, and the ainount paid to each inan, and also a recapitulation
of the different items, with an estiinato of what we consider nccessary to make such road
available ini a military point ofI view.

The Commnissioners for the improvement of the Navigaotion of the River Trent, beg
leave to report:-

That in the discharge of Iheir duties during the last ycar, they I ave met Vith difficul-
tics of a niost scrious and formidable charactcr, and such as they concoiVe thcy never shoûld
have cxperienced. That ili the commencoment of the ývork undor tleir superinteidenlce
thcv wero very careful not to enter into any contract without being fully aware tlhat the
ainount necessary for such contract, had ien raised by debonture, and paid into the hands
of the Rcciver General for the purposc of the work.

Your Commissioners howovr, rcgrot to find that the greater part of the money so
raised for tl at express object las boen aîpprþoriated to other purposes, and cannot now be
obtained to meot the cdaims of contractors on tic works.

Your Coimissioners as they have forrnrly made known ta Your Excellency, entered
into a contract with Messers. Barclay & Co., for that section of the work at Chisholmis
Rapids, and w'ith Messrs. Francis & Hlay for that at the moutit of the Trent. The first
mentioned contractors have a:lways conducted their work much to the satisfaction of thé
Conmissioners, and have advanced very near completion, but Your Comnmissioners have
been coampelled in consequence of the diffliculty of obtainine noney from timà to, time, to
mnet thcir engagements with she contractors, and at lengtTi on being inforned by Your
Excellency that no more money could be obtainedI ta acquaint thc contra9 tors that they
nust make the work they have done secure, and discontinue" further', operations as

soon as possible. This of course was a disappointmfient ta to he coantractors, vho now make
a claim for danmges, and according to the report of the Engincer, nmay produce an ultimate
loss io the Province of upw'ards af £1500. Messrs. Francis & Hay failed in their con-
tract and abandoned their work, but your Commissioners believe that if they had been as-
sured that their monacy would be pnid to them regularly a thie work proceded, Mossrs.
Francis & Hay would not have abancloned the vork and might have completed it. Your
Commissioners consider that they have paid these contractors tle fIill, amount of work
donc, although thoy do not think so, and Messrs. Barclay & Co. have also been nearly paid
for the work done. The amount in the hands of the Comiissioners is about £400, and
wvill scarcely bc suflicient to enable them to puy off hie balance dùe Barclay & Co., for the
work actually donc, and the contincrencies ta the 1st February, at vhich time Your Corn-
missionors havo determined to discharge the Engineer and Secr1etary, unless means can be
obtained to procced with the work. Your Coîmnissioners had a most unpleasant dutyto per-
formin consequence of the circumstänces hereinbefdre detailed, and regret that their ser-
vices, which have been altogether gratuitous, should have failed to accniplish that good
whIich te completion of the works in progresswould have effected, but wvhich the want of
fuinds preventcd. Your Commissioners have directed the Engine or employed to superintend
the works, to inake a particular return and estimate of the work done, and of the sum re-
quisite to complete the contracts, as also a statenient of tho probable loss to the public, in
case the works are abandond. This will probably occupy a fow days, and so soon as it
is obtained it shall be tr ansmitted to Your Excellency.

At Mcych Is/and (Francis & Hay, contrctors) nothing lias bcen donc since 11 th
Jaruaîry last, at which perioc hie acconipaiyir incasureînent was taken, vhich I have con
sidered advisable to make out periodically, ài a view to show the advancCs imade at the
differnt measuremients aind on mày s'eral returrns, as also t show tiat suflcient allowance
iii dvances lias beon made as lite wok progressed, and fully up to what the teris of con
tract andosate of the work 'would ivarrant. And that the stoppage of the work on this
section did not rise from the contr.ictors not reciving suflicient advances as the wor
progcrsscd ; but whetiher under the existing circunîstances of the stoPpage of the works
by order af your board, wheieby ill crections ind expeises incurrCed, must inovîtably le
lost to the contractor, does iot place the matter in a diflrent light, I inust lave in, your
hands to deternuine.

At Chisiohn's Rctpids (Messrs. iBarclay & Co., Contractors,) the case assumes a very
different'chiarafctor. OnI this Section every csortion las been used to complete tbi Cn-
tract, and but lor the apprehension of the shortness of funds, would have been fuilled in
terrris of ngroomont by ihe st Noveiber last. As duriig lte summer season I caused the
Contractors to curtail their hiandà at least one-half. In terms of your Board's istructions,
communicated ah your meeting at hie River Trent, " to complote the lock and daim at
Chisholn's, tund to square up the rock excavation, tc completing of the embankient, &c.
for the lock," I have to repqrt the whole being done, and tlie work left in such a situdtion
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as not to matcrially suffer for some time, until resuming ta complote the remaindor of rock
excavation, (about 1400 cubic yards) embankment antd lock gates, &c., about £2,200

l the stoppage of these works at Chisholm's Rapids, the Contr'actors have unques-
tionably sufri-ed serious inconvenience, and for whicl they look foï remuneration.

In the accompanying final oasurcmont of work done, 1 Lave conclbdotd in a separate
stafement the allowance which I consider ought to be made on wyrk performed, not con-
ing under the range of contract work, and hvich wotld nòt have been allowedhad the work
gone on to.completion, tic sevoral items composing tlis statoient anount to £714 10, in
addition ta which, the contractors consider thermselves entitled to receive renuneration for
the romaider of the vork yet to b donc, .viz :-on 14,000 yards excavation, ,ombatikment,
&c., nl vhich laim I doclined interfering, as considering it beyond the, sphere of my in-
structions and duty, but I conceive it proper ta intimato to your Board that such is their
intlntion.

On Wednesday last, Mr. Malcoln (one of the partners of 3arclay & CO) cald ùon
me with the accomîpanying letter, to Iay bfore your Board, the substance of which is i d-
ing your Board's attention.ta the neccssity of an inimediate advance of, money, to enable
t hen to pay off the remainder of their men, no yviting for their waages, as also to dis-
charge somie other pressing demands, in which I Vould recommend the appicatiòna the
favorable consideration of' your Board, and will go far to'establish the credit of the works
when they may come to be resumed.

It may be somewhat out of our spherc to touch on the ovils consequent on the stop.
page o fthe works ; but I cannot refrain iii this (I presume final report) from renmarking
how much it is ta b regretted that moasures couil not be devised to complote, atail even
such as are under contract and to reinder the long 24 miles reacli from the head of theinine
mile rapidi available for steai navigation ta Percy Landing, as more fully deolt upon and
explainedi in a report 'to your Board, l12th August last to whichl I would particulariy direct
your attention.' That a cor-rect opinion may be at once formied of the los in a directly
pecuniary point of view, ivould shortly ståto, that tli Province is sacrificing in the stop-
page cf theso two sections, above £17,000 df outlay already incurred, whereas by, air'ud
vance to complete these contracts of about £6,600, the woi-k %ould be compleied' nw un-
der contract ; and part of' then renderedti imnediately available. Meyer's Island section
must inevitably sufler'seriously from deterioration in materiails, as Lock Stone and Mbet
for the dam crections, &é.

On the subject of lo s to accrue from the stoppage of tiese works\g I have not rferr.
cd to the probability of hic, her prices bcing deianded for the rock excavation, wh1er resum.
ed, particularly at Chish om's Rapids, which is the lowr portion of the rock, rendering
constant pumpg nccessary--particularly at the lower entrance-can now be done at much
less cost whien al utensils, &c. arc on the ground.

The Commissioners for thc Improyoment of the Navigation of the Inland Waters of
the District of Ncwcastle, beg leavc rcspectfully to Report

That in consequence of the cmbarrassed stato of the Finances of the Province, your
Comminîssioners have ben placcd in a very unplcasant situation, and have to contend with
(iflicultio; off a serious nature, tliey ontored into coutracts -withI various inlividuals for the
coli(onl cf ail the sections olhe work contonplated, by the act under which your Com-
înissioners are appointed, but vcry soon after the omimncne inent they expericnced diflicul-
tics in procutirg fds to fulfil tiheir engacgments, w1lvich proved very injurions to the work
nnd will ho productive of a serious loss to the public. The uncertainty which frequently
nrevailed as to the Comnissioners being ablo to pay hie contractors, naturally placed the
ÎaI.ter in a very disadantageous position, ard iiduced ilhen to be less strenuous in their
exCrtions to proCced with tie work. lest they inîglt lot be supplied witl meanssto pay their
labourers wlhen required. One of the sections of the work including hie dtns, lock and
canal at :obcaygoon bas been fully completed and will afford a communication )etwCen
Pigeon and Sturgcon lakes, and Buckiorn and Chemong lakes, of great value, to that part
of the, countr iii facilitating hie incans of convoyance for emigrants settlingT in the noigl-
brhbood. TFhe contractor at Scugog has failed and left ti couritry, but owing, your
Conîinnrs arc inclined io boliove, in a groat ieasure to I óh uncertainty whicl attcn-
dod lis obtaining bis inory if hc proscCuted the work with vigour.r The contractor at the
lucldîorn Rapids lias procee lto the satisfration of the Comnissioners, who have not
hoen urgént for 'iî to procoed witl his contract, lest tloy sihoukil be unable to pay himn for
the work if corpleted. Neither is it of inunediate consequence to the public to have this'
section comploicd inimediately, as ih completion of etbe work at Bobcaygeon enabled a1,l

m:ail hoats to corme fron urgeon Lake imd Scugog River to Bucikhorn Lake without any
thingT more being donc, althoughli steam boats could not traverse that distance without fur-
iher improvement being effccted, at present no steam boats are running on thes lakes, but

e is building for the purpose, and ýwhen thiat is rcady, it is hoped flic improve ment o0fthe

A,.
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Biuckhorn Rapids rnay be accormplished. The contractor at Whitlas' Rapids failed hi iis
contract, as your cqmmissioners inforned your Excellency in their former report; but if
the funds had boon fortlicoring to proceed with the work, your comniissioners are assured
by the Engineer it hnilit still be complcted within theestiinatc.

The contractors at Crooks's Rapids have aiso failed in their contract, but vour commis-
sioniers are led to bclieve tluit if the necessary anount to counlctc hie work was in the
hands of your coimmissionlers, it couhl still b done flor little byond the estimate. Your
comnissionerslm ve directd their tuginecr to inake a particular i.eport upoh il these sec-
tions, and as soon is it is obtainoed it shall be transmitted to your Èycellericy, as affording
the best means of judging of the loss ikely to accrue to tho public, slid kl no fuither funds
be obtained and these works be abandoned. Your comniissioners believe that th sum of
£6000 vould enable theni to comple the Ihole of the scátions contemip lted by the Le-
gislature, when the original grant of £i0,000 was muade, and if they were dompleted, your
commissioners are convinced the rev ee which miglt be derived fromic tolls, would in a
very short time pay the interest of the suai granted for the purpose.

The reident Engineer submitted his Report, upon a claim of Mr. A. N. Bucll, (one of
the original contractors for the construction of the culverts) wiich was read as follows.

Witl reference to Mr. 3ucills laim for extra work &c., at the different culverts, I have
the honor to report as iiows:

AI Moulincue Culvert. lst. He claims for 59 feet of cut stone at 2s. per foot, on which
I have to rcnark, that the quantity for which he bas bon paid in the estinate is fully equal
to the quantity delivcred, which was fit for tho work; about 50 foot wlich vero altogether
unlit fbr any thing but backing, wore given to Mr. Ross, ani used by him foi that purpose'
as a remuneration for trimiing 199 joints, worth Gd. each, it having been found nocessary
to cuL that number of the cinds of the stono over agaim, ta inako them equal to the size re-
quircd by the specification.

2nd. Of t ie baking stone delivered by Mr. Buell, a largo quantity 'was quito unfit for
the wdrk, and tiiercibre not used in the w-alls ; in conseqcuence of whichl we vere put to
some additional exponse, in order to remove thomim out ot the way. Tlle quantity allowed
in the estinate is all that vas fit for use.

3rd. The drain here alluicd to, w'as nmado altogother for the convenience of thecon-
tractor; it has beeui încluded in the mnasurernunt of the excavation, which is more than li e
is strictly entitled 'ta.

4tli. No charge has been imade for these joints in tie estimate finally paid to Mr
Buell.

5th. For this stone 18s. 2d. and ton por cent. bas been paid; which is equal ta what
ho has denanded or nearly so.

6th. Mr. Bucil ncver applied to have any blasted stone measured, nor does it apPçnr,
froi any domcuent in this office, that there was any.

7th. The cut stone was reduced to the quantity allowed in the estimato, by dressin he
end joints, which was necessary to make thenm fit for the work, according to the specification.
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Sth. There was no extra work on the Arcli stones prepared by Mr. Buel], they were
merely neatly dressed and wrougit to close joints as required by the specification.

9th. The ldaim for extra quarrying of Arch Stones, is quite unreasonable and inad-
inissible.

t Mille Roches Culvert. lst. Not more than 6 yards can have been bulit below this
foundation to which lie is entitled.

2nd. The excavating of tlhi drain was not more expensive than that of the foundation,
and therefore I sec no reason for any extra charge on it, and it ivas necessary for him, to
enable hlin to drain his work, and consequently a great advantagoebeing paid for it.

3rd. For blasted rock is. a yard extra will be a fair allovance.

4th. Five shillings a day as alloWed in the estimate, was the usual price paid to masons
at the time alluded to.

'Tho first charge of ds. A4d. is made on tie prestunption that in allowing 17s. 6d. per
yard for tlic diflrcnce bctween 5000 yordz Iind the quantity contained in the original plan,
the extra allowancc thus paid lias awounted to that sum for eaci yard of masonry in the
body of the lock, which however is erroncous, as it will not in any cas exceced 3s. 9¾d.
Rut whatever nay have bcen tic amount thus paid to the contractors in consequenco [of
tle alteration of the plan of the locks, I 'am of opinion that tho cdntract price which Ihas
been paid to thin for the wing waljs is amply sufluient, and thorefore I do not think that
any portion of 17s. 6d., should be allowcd on this part of the lock, and still loss tie sum ôf
2s. Gd. additional por yard, which they ask iii consoqeencocf tli alleged extra expenso in-
currcd in procuring stone, becauso they would have had to return te thc quarry for more'
stone whîetlher tefl wings hîad beon extendedi or not.

To tliis memorial Messrs. aeid & Shepherd have added a postscript, s ating that ti de
duction of 12s. per yard is too muclh for cut stone, in reply to which I have only, to observe,
that 4 foot per cubic yard is tlie proportion cf eut stone required to, make the extension of
the wing walls equivalent te the rest of flie lock, and that 3s. a fot has long been settled
with tlic contractors as a fair price for cut stone,

ENGINEER S REPORT.

St. Lauirenco Canal Ofice,
Cornwall, 1st Dccembcr, 1839.

It is mucli to.e regretted that during the past scason, littlo or nothing bas
)een) done towards tho comlletioii of this canal, and that the Banks have in sone p1ace
sustai nedi much l jury in cons3quncc.

I am happy however, te have it in my p0wer e report, that althouth the expense of
fmnishing Ihe work will thus be im sonc measure increasod, yet tle damage that has hitherto
been sustained, lias not been s great as I Cxpected, and if thd work be now pushed forward
without any further delay,it will net bo of much importance, but overy ycar that it is allowed
to remain in its present state, will add vcry rnatorially to hie in jury wh han unfinislhed work
of tilis kindi must neccssarily recoive, from its beingi so exiposed totio effects of the trying
climate of tis country.

i have during the past scason brouglt the water of the river St. Lawrence down tlirough
the whole Linof he Canal, from thc ead of the Long Sadult te the Lower Locks, tluis wvas
necessary in order to prevent the bad effects which were apprehended vitli nuch roason,
From having large quantities of stagnant water I soMo parts of the Canal, and which had
been much complained of during thé former season, by the inhabitants living in hie neigh-
bourhood, il lias also afforded the moans of preserving the wooden floors irAie foundation
of the Locks by covering then with water, and it bas enbled me te tr the banks in some
of the sections, the result of ýWhich has boein most satisfactor, lparticularly la sections No.
12, 17 and 18, where you arc awarc that the embankrnt l some parts is vcry higlh and
(uite close to the river. In the' two latter soctions yater has boen nearly 8 feet deep for
somre time past, and it still continues at thlt dopth.

It is mucli to be regretted that the other parts of the canal, cannot bc filled in h anme
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way, in cnsequence of the small openings that were left as drains, yhile the wvork ws in
progress, these openings might all of thon be filled up for a small sum not exceeding £5,000
to 7,000, and the expenditure of this amount alone nîext ycar would b of the groatest ser-
vice to the work, but if it vere increased to £11,000 the three town locks miglit be comple-
tod and opened for use wrhich would bc very advantages tothe work inmany ways.

Som exponse hâus nocessarily been incurred, also in naking small dams below each of
tie locks, in order to retain the water which comes in.from the Sault to a proper level on
the foundations, and in keeping some of the surfarce drains open, the noglecting of vhich
would bo Inot injurious. The road Culverts at Mille Roches and Moulinette, also require
frequent attention during thuvinter, to prevent the ice from accumulaimg and rendering
them inpassable.

From tlio statement of payments niade by thie Secetary, it will appear that £4,969 7s.
3¾d. have b1cn expended during the past ycar, the greatest portion of which sum lias been
for arrears due te the contractors, mho have beon paid off andsettlqd 'vith, soine of these
claims not laving been previously brought forward, the total aunount has excccded îny ex-
pectations.

In order to ineet those demands as well as the other expenses incurred, it becamxe ne-
cessary foi' the Commissioners to issue notes bearing interest te the amount of £5,2 i5 15s.
8,d. whiclh swn nust therefore be provided for in addition to the amount required for comple-
ting the wTorks, which imay now be estimated at £51,500 lalifax currency.

In my letter to you of 1lth May last, to which 1 bere beg ]eave to refer, I afluded to
some remarks which had been niade in the discussions that had taken place respecting this
Canal, froin which I have reasòn to infer that doubts were entertained respecting the prac-
ticability for miaking it' navigable for the amount LIhave stated.

I therefore deem it proper again to assure you, that I have no doubt whatever on the
subjcct unless somne unforeseen accident happen, whiich I sec no reason to anticipate, and I
fool quite certain that the amount of tolls which would be'collected on this Canal if it wero
inediately .oponed, would very far exceed tlie interest of the money now required to finish
the work, ain therefore as the large sum Ivhich has becn expended on it will bE quitse-
less, and indood lost to the province until it is finishei, anc every years delay lviil add to
the expense of doing this, while the province will continuo to lose the tolls which would be
collected on it; I cannot allow mnysclf to doubt that vhen the subject is properly brought
forwardsome mode will be adolted for providing the means now required without further
delay.

In.myrcport to you ofithe 31st December last, I have entered fully into the state of'
overy part of the work, and in the concluding paragraph, 1 have stated the amount rcquired
to make it navigable. l have also stated that to give it a finished appearance, a further out-
lay will be desira:le at a future period, but this nay be delayed until the canal is in full ope-
ration, as it is not essential to is utility, althoughi it cannot be said tlat the work will be
permanently cornpleted without it,

The anount of this latter outlay wil] ho about £10,000 or £12,000 1aifax currency,
which I believe that lite tolls wil soon realize after itis' in full operation.

Besides ticinjury which this work must annually suffer until it is completed, and the
loss vhich the province will sustain by not receiving the tolls which might be levied upon it,
if it woce in opemation, it is most important that it should be finishedas soon as ossible,
in order tliat an opportunity may be affordèd of fully trying every part of It, and ofl ascor-
taining by experiencehether any imrovement can be suggested in the modç ef cons rue
ting the other canalwhioh are requièd t inake therote by the St* Lawrence, between
lake Erie and the sea completely vaailable. -

This is the more desi able as it is roba bl that e long he otïe po rions of canal
here alludod to, will be commenced, for it iotb psed ttse ftile p viceS
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having fron thcir geographical position the powr of drawing nearly the whole of the trade
of the Western States by this channel, will nuch IongCr delay adopting somle efelicint means
to secure iL.

TI the whole route fron Quebec to Chicago, at the icad of lake Miciigan, corprising
a distance of nearly 1600 miles; the different portions of Canal requirod t pmas sFreight
Steamers of a large size, capablo of containing upwards of 300 tons of Goods, vill notal-
torether exceed 60 miles, as the navigation from lithe had of the Welland Cainal on laka
Erie te Chicago, a distance of 1000 miles is naturally good and fit for this purposa, in the
remaining distance the Welland Canal which it is to be hopcd will sobn be enilarged com-
prises 28 miles, the Lachino Canal (which also requires to li clñarged) nino, this part of
the St. Lawrence Canal whici has been tiade to pass the Long Sault 1i1 Miles, thus lcaving
otly 12 miles to be made at thc intervening rapids of the St. Lawrence, froin 1rescott
downwards.

The portions cf this long line of nost important inland navigation, )vhich requir ca

nals bcing altogether so very short in comparison with the lotgig of the whole route, it is
quite evident that large steamers will be muli more advantageous under such circumstances
than sailing vessels, and accordingly ve find that on lake Erie, and the Upper Lakes, the
number of the former is increasing much faster than that of the latter, and as thoro can be
ne toving on these Upper Lakes, large f'reight steamers similar to those now in use on the
Mississippi, and its branches, viil have a most decided advantage over ail the other modes àf
conveyance, this is iI some ineasure proved 'by the fact, that at this inoernt the mecants
of the Upper Lakes, are in the habit of ordering their goods, which are sent froi New
York, by ite Erie Canal to Bulfftlo, to be forwarded upwains .i steamers, in preference to
sailing vessels, and therefore it follows that if we can bring these large freight steainers frein
the Upper Lakas, down to the sea ports of Quebec and Montreal, ail the delay and expense
of traushipinent will be avoided, as ivell as the long and tedious navigation of the Erie Ca-
nal, aud consequently ona Of the great advantages vhich nay b miiost confidently CspCcted
te rcsult fronlie olening of this communication on the large scale already mostjudicious-
lV adopted by the Legislature of this province, in order to pass the rapids of the Long Sault,
vill be the inducing of the greatest part of the Trade' froni those States situated to the

westward oef Bufialo, to pass by tiis route to the Atlantic, and it is believed that tiis will b
cflectuaily secured by dfforthng a Continuous imninterrupted steamt't navigation withîout any
transhipmiett in the whole distane cf nearly 1600 miles, but if the size of the short inter-
mediate Canals on this route, bea reduced te lte sniall scale reqinired for schooner navigation
transhipments will be necessary, and thus one of the greatest advantages which the river St.
Lawrence naturally enjoys, will ba thrown away, and tlis route will, mn a great imensure ceaso
tò have such a decided superiority as it may be nado to possess over the Erie Canal, as
wCII as tlit whicih intorsects it at Syracuse, frot Osveg on lako Ontario.

It. vill b, gnite cvident to any one whoI leoks at tit i pnit of the rnap of North Ameri-
ca, that the surplus produce of aill that portioi of tis continent, which is situated to the
Westward of ite Fall of Niagara, including the States of Ohtie, kentucky, Tenesse, In-
dianta, Micigan, IlIintois, a part of Missouri, Mississippi and Alabama, together with the
Territorios cf Wisconsin, Missouri and Iowa, must find its way to the ports of ite Atiantic,
by one of the followiTg routes, viz

ist. By ta Mississippi to New Orleans.
2nd. By tlie Oiio and Chesapeake Canal to Baltimore.

3rd. By the Ohio and Pennsylvania Canal to Piiadelphia.
4ti. By the Oiio, Ianaiha and James" River to Richmond, Virginia.

5th. By the brie Canal fron Buflhio, and by the Welland Canal ahd Lake Ontar 
via Oswego to New York.

6th. By the Welland Canal and River St. Lawrence to Montreal and Queboc.
1st. With regard to New Orleans, the climate is an insuperable obstacle to any-regular

commercial intercourse, being one which no art of man can overcome, thc u
which is, that the Erie Canal frozn Buffilo already draYs off a great portion of the tran-
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port frn the Mississippi and it is said that a very large portion of the merchandize
intended for Te essole,, and l even for Florence in the State cf Alabama now passes by this
route froi Now Yoik.

2, 3 & 4. With regard to Ba timore, Philadelphia and Riclinond, it is truc that a
quantity of produco and merchandize vill generally be enabledt to pass through the Canals
and Rail Roads to and from thes ports, before the Erie Canal is froe froni ice, and there-
fore during two or three weeks in the former and latter part of the season, these routes
mny possibly be sometimos preferrcd, but as tiy are all of thn inucli longer, and or ac-
count of the numerous tranlhipnints far lcss conmnodious than the Erie Canal, the latter
must at all time bave the preference.

5th. E is probable that Ncw York, will always ofler a more stcady aind crtain market
than either Baltimore, Philadelphin:, or Richrmond, and after the navigation lias once fairly
opened for the season, the Erie Canal wvill be a far more. commodious and cheap communi-
cation than cithor of the Ohio Canis, as il is much shorter and vry much less impeded
by Iockagc.

Gth. Te conininnication between tho upper ]akes and Montreal and Quebec, is how-
over mucli shorter and more coinmodious than cither of these routes, it is also muchi iess
impeded by Lockage, ani i arelss' by Canal navigation, as it enjoys the great advantagc of
having the River St. Lawrcnce through nearly the whole extont.

It bas beon objected te Montreal and Quebea, that they do not afford se good i market
for produce as New York, and that tliy arc easily overstock ed, but there can be no doubt,
that when once the Inlandi navigation of these Provinces lias been sò far improved 'as to
render it possible to bring tho Trade of the Western country by 'this route, mercantile os
tablishnents cf suilicient oxtent will sion spring up to roccive the pi-oduce of that fcrtile
region, and forwvaId it to the West Indies or Great Britain, as may be' requii'd, and thms
ensure te thc Western merchant and farmor, as good a market at Montreal and Quebec, as
hie wvould obtain at Ncw York or elsewhere.

It i as also beon objected to ftis route, that thée Ports of Montreal and Quchoc, are
usually blockcdip by ici during soveral months of tlic year, while New York is open all
the ycar round, but when we tak into consideration tle fact that the Erie canalienise ren-
dered impassable by the samie cause for a longer period, this objection ceases te bo of any
îinipoitancc, and as this route will lvhcn, conpiletet according to the la n iera proposed, be
a much more convenieit anid chieap routet the Atantic than any 0e ier, and by sone alto-
ration in the Tralàd act, such decided advantages may easily be given to the ports of the St.
ljawrence, as 'ill ronder those markets far preforable to Ncw York, or any others on this
Continent, ther coan e no lioubt that averfJarge propoition of the vast Trado aboya rofer-
red to as wcll as the wvhole of that frorm Upper Canada vill pass this way, antd that Monitreal
and! Quobec will become two of the greatest emporiumi-s ii North America.

'An American writoe, J. W. Scott, Esq., of Maunee city, State cf O iI iiI a very able
and iiiterrosting article on the inland trado tlie Uinited States, which is continetil in se-
verai numbers of a vory respectable periodical work publishedi at Columbus, in the State of
Ohio,entitled the "Hospenale," draws the follmving comparison botneen the different routes
above alluded to; in pages 349 and 350, vl. h2, says:

Trhe Directors of the Welland Canal Company, submit herewitli for tho
information of the Logisiature, the usual annual accounts.

The Tolle cf the current year have greatly exceded tie amotnt collected in any
former season; tih excçss over 1838 being £5,016 8s, 11d. This increaso has arisen,
as regards Canadian intorcsts, principally on hlimbor, which trado lias doubld duringthe
past season, te American trade m agneultural produco having increasad inl ic same ratio.
That these great sources Of revenue vill continue to advanco, the Directors confidently
anticipate, and they are of opinion, that should no unforosen accident intarveno to inter-
rupt the comimuijcation by the Canal, thie tolls of next year will contlnUo to increase.

In consequenco of tie Government being unable to supply the funds reguired for keep.
ing the Canal in repair, dung g the two past senans;-the Directors have bean ulder tho
necessity cf appropriatingall the monies which have corn into their hands ,towards that
service, they are consequently left withlout the means of paying the dividendswhich would
becom due to the privato Stockholdôrs under the 7th William 4t, chapter 92, amounting
during the past year to per cent., should the bill authorising the purchase& of private
stock, reserved for Her Majesty's pleasure, fail'to recoive the Royal' Assent.
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Indulging in the pectation that some means would be devised for procuring the funds
requisite for the construction of the Canal, in a pormanent manner, the Directors have
been unwilling to dispense with the services of the Engincer engagcd by them to super-
intend and direct the execution of the required permanent vorks; they cannot, however,
continue to avail themiselves of the services of tliat gentleman after the present Session,
unless some of those works be undertaken.

The Directors beg again respccfilly to call the attention of the Logislature to the
present state of the Welland Cana], which though now maintained at a great cost, inwork.
ing condition, wvill in a feQv years require repirs so extensive, as materially to increase its
ultimate cost, for with the preseit inproved prospects of the Canal the Directors canndt
suppose that the idea of abandoning lit will be entertaiied.

GENTLEMEN,

I have to report for the information of the Board, that the navigation
of the Welland Canal conmenced last Spring as early as theI 30th Marci, on which day
vessels passed tlirougli it, and that they continied doing so with sonie few interruptions
until the 1st instant.

The increase of business on the Canal during the past season'over any former one,
las beon very great, as wili appear by the returns furnislied by the Secretary, and as I
have taken ail nocessary steps to insire the Canal beiug put in repair during the wvinter, I
look with conlfidence for a continued increase of the revenue to bc derived from this work.

The gross rocipts of the past season amnount to £12,835 0 14, and the nuniber of
vessels cleared is.1249 besides 94 of a larger class, tat took in cargoes of staves and
quare timber at Port Dalhousie for the Quebec naarket. in noticing this ve·y satisfactory

rosult of the past yoar's business, I canndt refrain' from urging tho necessity of obtaining
funds to put the Canal in permanent ordor, and thus prevont the expenditure, year after
ycar, of the entiro roceipts of the coipany in sustaining this channel of communication
in, at best, a vory ierfect state, mhich expenditure, as it is principally made in partially
repairing a unumber of the woo do locks, is productive of no lasting bonefit.

Tlio arnount under the head of ropairs expended dui-ing tlic past year is £7560 10 7,
but this includes a large sum for dredging and othor work done last season, and also pays
for quarrying all the stone and delivering materials to be used during the present wrinter.

Thore are no under course of ropair no less than twelvo of the wooden locks, four
of them at an oxponse of about £600 each, and the othors froin £100 to £200,each, when
those are put in such a stite as to insure their usefulness for a few years longer, there
will still romain ighteen that wvill require a very considerable outlay upon them within tihe
next three or four years. Theso and other considorations which iniglit be .urged, should
convince the Govermnent of the necessity of conimncing Itho permanent work, contorn-
plated by the Legislature, with the least possible delay.

The first thing to bo done, in ny opinion, is to decide on the sizo of tho atone locks
intended to bo built len funds are obtainod. If this were ascortained boyond further
question, ton of the eighteen locks, above nientionod, might bo roplaced with durable stone
ones, erected duiing te sumrnmr soason withoút interrupting the navigation, tlie old ones
answering for use whilo the now ones are building on different sites.

To effect this desirable end, I thinks tho receipts of tho company will be sufficient to
pay the interest of the noney required, besides defraying Ite .ordinary expenses of the
company in keeping up the Canal ; this is, of course, supposing the Canal wvil be made for
Schooner and not Steamboat navigation.

am happy te inform the Board, I in 'assured by ny various correspondents, that
preparations are inaking for extending their trade through the Welland Canal anotheryear,
and that consequently we may expect a large addition t0 its receipts.

Froin these documents it will be seen, that thë current expenses of the Hospital still
continues to be defrayed by the gradual diminution of its endowment, and that unless some
arrangement be made so as to equahize the annual incone with the annual expenditure, the
institution cannot continue much longer in operation.

That Ilis Excollency may have a complete view of tlie resources and affairs of the
Hospital, reference is respectfully requested to various documents, numbered from one to
six, transmitted on the 7th March, 1836, and afterwards printed in the Appendix to the
Journals of the Commons' -ouse of Assemby for that year.

The mortality ainongst persons affected with contaLious diseases, bu particularly with,
Typhus Foyer, land Snali Pox has bon foarful in this Hfospital.

Fromn the above report it appears, that during the present year the deaths in thoseca-
scs were ncarly on halif, in 1836 one half, 1837 and 1838 about one in four and a half.

The medical Attendants therefore com' it their duty again to direct the attention of
the trustees to the causes, which iii tlieir opinion produce so great a fatality in this parti-
cular class of patients, and to oint out a remedy, in order that thos' causes may be obvi-
ated as spcedily as possed.

It is a fact already known to the Trustees, that thie construction of the Hospital is
such, as to prcclude the possibility of affording patients with. contagious diseases, separate
and consequently judicious accommodation; they are thïergfore unavoidably treated in
wards, closely crowded with patients affectedwith othercoinplaints, to niany of whromper-
haps the thorough ventilation so necessary in the proper treatment of Tphoid févers nd
small pox, would provc fatàl. This state of things it must be acknowlged, while it is
most detrimental to the well doing of the fever patients, must be very dangerous and unjust
to those poor >orsons, affected with other diseases, whose circumnetanees oblige them to
scok relief within the walls of this Institution,

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To remedy those fatal evils then, the nocossity is obvious cither of erecting a separate
fever hdspital, or of making such alterations in the present one, as nay allow of such a
disposition of the wards, as that contagious diseases may bc treated separatoly and apa't
froi al others.

TI averag mortality amongst patients affected with disoases, riot contagious,weare

happy 1o have it ]n our powcr to say, ias been very small f or inany yoars.

The iHospital is badly provided with surgical instruments and apparatus nocessary for'
he performanoo of important operations, and for the treatmncnt of surgical disoasos. Tho kò

nidical attVndanis are theinselves obligod iuniost instnces in justice to tleir patients to J
providc tlhem. Thly therefore suggest to the trustees te propriety of allowing te Me
dical Ieolemen, to order fron time to time such instruments, apparatas, &c. as ay b
requild for the çlfcetual troalment of discase.

Thoro renmaind after buiking tho ospital a surplus ofI the manies raised by the Loy-
al aid Patriotic Society, which %as invostedin'the purchase af certain shares of hie stock
of the ink ofI Upper Canada.

Onc h1undred and sixty f'our shares of that stock now belong to tho Institution, prod-
cma au n incone of £164 per annum.

IIThe 'Hospital Rescrvo lois were sold at Public Auction, the conditions of sale wereI
the paymcnt of onc tenth down, aid thu residue remaining at interest, payable annually,
redecemablo at thie option of the purchaser.

The Park lots wcrc sold at prices fixed by the trustees, by private sale on condition of
paying one fourti dovn, the remainder in tihre cqua annual instalients vith interest.

Tlhe funds and lproperty the-orforo lbelonging to or appropriated to the use of the Ge-
neral Hospital are as follows :

164 Shares Bank Stock.

Six acres of land on which the Hospital stands.

Five acres of land, being the rcsidue of the block originally set apart for the Hospital
with the exception ofi two 'or threo lots wlich have been paid for in full.

The annual expense of the Hvospital has er since its erection very considerably and
uinavoidably exceeded its whole incone, including the grants from time to time made by
the Legisiature for its aid. 'Tle consequence bas been that the Principal lias been very se-
riously intrenched upon, and if a similar system is pursued, in a few years the whole pro-
perty will b entirely exhaisted.

Taking the average of the last three years, and also some necessary increase of ex-
penditure fron a cause which vill be more particularly adverted to, the Commissioners are
of opinion that the lospital cannot b maintained in a state of efficiency and afford aid to
the numerons and deserving applicants at atless annual expenditure than £1500.

Even-this large amount might be raisedr mnder a vigorous and careful management o[
the property appropriated for the suppoi-t of the Hospital in the course of a very few years,
if the affairs of the Province are restored to a settled and lialthy condition.

In order to obtain this result the Commissioners have the or to submit the following
iuggestions.

1st. Tho adoption of a code of rules and regulations, for the government of the Hos
pitai, and the regulation of its property and affairs.

2nd. The conferring a corporate capacity on the Governors of the Hospital for the
tine being, to enable then to hold, sdil, lease and manage the real estate and other pro-
p erty.

3rd. The conveying to the Governors in such corporate capacity all the lands nowv ap-
propriated by order in Council. or other authôrity to the maintenance of the Hospital, as
also ail other property devoted to the same purpose, wlhether real, personal or nixed, with
power, as to the Park Reserves, to coiplete all agreements already made for sales, or to
make further and other sales. As to the lHospital block, to carry into offect ail contracts
already entered into, and if necessary to make new ones; and as to thc acre on Kina and
York streets, and the six acres on which the Hospital stands with povers oflease and man-
ageme nt, but not of sale.

4th. Half yearly accounts of all receipts and payments properly voucbed and verified
as required by ail public accountants to ho rendered to the Inspector General and audited.

5th. A return to be made to the Lieutenant Governor annually of the transactions of
the Governors, with a report of the Patients admitted and discharged, and of the particu-
lars of internai arrangements and proceedings. -

6dth. Governors to bc appointed every year, as soon as there are electors qualified ac-
cording to tie rules and regulations, they are toelect hl1f the Governors,,and as-soon as
th~re are qualified electors they are to elect two thirds of the Governors. The Lieutenant
Governor to appoint Governors unti there is a sufficient number of qualified electors to
clect half or tvo thirds, and then only to appoint the rermainder.

7th., Arrearages to be coiected as promptly as May be, having a due regard tb the cir-
cumstancés of parties, and to bo invcsted in'publie secpuritîs bcaring six por cent.,interest.

8th. The lot on King street to be lot on building laes-r
on the six acr&block, and to be similarly leased, r to r v ampl troom oihuse Ift Hop isa.useof' the fop,a
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Having thus i-espcctfully submitted hie resuit of those enquiries into the stat of the
endovment of the Hospital, and oflred those opinions with respect to the management of
its affairs. The Commissioners beg ta olfer some observations as to the internal nanage-
ment of tho Hospital itself.

The professional dutie of the Ilospital have bon conducted by four Mcodical Officers
appointc l byth Tr11teYs, fach oF tlem iii rotation fakes under his charge ait the patients
received duîring a pcriod Qi lourtoon days, and continues his attendance on them mtil dis
charged.

Thile receiving Mcical Officer is conidered as flic proper judge of the propriety of
t he a1ppl)a cininu ir lnission onth grounds of disease or destitution.

In th:easo of persons not cntireiy destitute, but wvho have some mneans of support the
al)plicant pays i. por diein for lis suibsistence ; and there are many instances of servants
and persois rm'ig pho aoga to avail thcnsolves of this privilog. Du-
rinîg niso the period( of estensive enigration the sui of Is. per diem was received fromu ho
Goveirnent o aIl sic! ( igrants admit ted as was also the case during the wirter of 1837

and 38, when a consMernble number of state prisoners we received froi ùthe Gal labo-
ring lider Typhusavor.

'lhe purchase nad adninstral ion of food and comforts as well as the superintendenco
of dlonnhiness and tl nintonance o order awong thu sick., ha bec ably directed by the
Steward, who, receives a salary or J70 por annuiuî, togehlier with a ration of provisions,
tuol, candles, aid an liwmice of 5 per cent. an the pu'clmsc of Ta, Sugar, Wire, and
Sg &c., thki latter allowme lias bcci inado to coinponsate hiI for the waste in wcigh-
ing out thoso articles in sml quhutities. The accounts of the Steward ar made out
(irtrly and examinled as toe 0aecuey of hlie calculationis by Mr. Nation hie Trs
The H ospital books are kept in a.very neat and regular unnor. It is however veryi dsi,
rabci that the xamiation ,t llppitalaccounts shiould(i receiro a more exact and scruti-
ni)ng attention, than they have ittherto obtained, ad hich we conceiv :ap only b
cfi'octually nccompiished by tne apppntment of additional Traustes comprising some gen-
lemen aceutomed to investigato accounts who can undertako the duty, for the MecdicU

Oflicors hav enough to perform in the discharge thetheir professional functions, without
bueing bîurthoned w ith the examnination of accoumts.

Thom is a residlent Apotlbccary who receives a salary of £112 10,0 per annun, his
duty is to imhe up thie proscriptions of the Medical Oflicers, and sec them administered, to
dress sores and wourds, to attoid to all casos of slden omorgercy, and to send, if noces-
sary, for thie Oflicer of tlc week ; he kceps the registorof adnission, discharges and deaths
the ninber of nurses vcries vith the number of sick, they are under the superintendence
of the Matron, an'lriy persan who is experienoed and attenti e.

The supply of bedding and utensils is very linited in qiuantity andthe quality not ery
ood, hair or fock mattresses are imuch vanted, and a bettor description of pilloi. y

groat improvement hias been lately elTected by the substitution of iro i for wooden bed-
Steads, which tends mueli tO the preservation ,f cleanliness ; the surgery is nlot wel' I
plîed with 'instruments and apparatus.

Although from the construction cf the lospital edifiée, it a ppears tliat a ple $Pace
ests for 80 beds, (a number never acco'mmodated therein,) yet the internai arrangerents

arrangeme
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docs not presont the best forn for ensuring that freedom or ventilation so necessary il an
Uospital, nor does the division of the spaco inito wards, afford that perfect separation and
isolation ofpatients labouring under the frnns of Fever, conceived to be contagious wh ch
is essential to the security of all the iinates.

An alteration of this original vic ii the arrangement of tie interior or tho building,
might be efected at a small expenso under the direction of the Medical Oficos, or,if tlis
plan is objectionable fron architecturil dificulties, wc suggest Ithe propriety of that entire
separation of ail contagious diseases wlich bas been of hate so generally adopted in the
cities of Europe by the crection of a Fever lIospital. If funds are not available for t1e
latter purpose, wl reconlien(d the alteration proposed in the internal arr'angements to be
accomplislhed wit1hout delay.

With a 'iew to ascertain as nearly as possible the state of thé accounts of sales, the
Commissioners employed an accountant to m1ake up tlic l)alanlces appearing duo fron the
different purchasers of the lots, and caused astatement of their payments, and balances to
be rendered to the differnct purchasers, calling on them ri they claimed credit forI any pay-
monts not. specificd in the account to signify the samin to tho Clairianof"the Commis-
sioners. A great number of the purchasers came forward in consequence, but in no in-
stance did they disputo the corrcctness oif the credits given to .then., It is therefore
assumed in. the absence of conplaint from any quarter, that hIe Treasurer's books show
the correct slate of each purchîasor's account.

The only deficit tley have discovered is in the account, of the late Stephen Iteward,
Esquire, the former Treasurcr, from w1ose estate a balance of £536 14 10 is due, and to
secure which no eficient steps appear to have been taken.

Sone expenses were unavoidable in making up and lelivering the accounts. The ab-
solute necessity of the procceding induced the Comniissioners to incur it, and they trust
vour Excellency vill be pleased to direct its payment.

In conclusion the Commissioners bog to assure your Excellency of their conviction of
the great valuo and usefulness of the Institution, and earnestly to recommend that no time
nay be lost in adopting the necessary measures to give it full efficiency.

IIAY IT PLEASE YOUR EXcELLENCY,

The Conmissioners appointed under the statute, 1st Victoria, chap.
5, entitled -An Act to regulate the flture crection of Gaols in this Province," Respect
fully report to your Excellency, that ihey have froin tinc to timo met in pursuance of the
said aci, to examine such plans and specifications of the several intended new gaols within
the Province, as werc submitted l'or their consideration by the Magistrates of the sOvoral
Districts for whîcli they wcre designed. l the exercise of tiir dut they have carefully
examined thé plans of the lfolloWing proposed gaols

For Woodstock in thc District of Brock.
For Peterboro' in the proposed District of Colborne.
For Guelpht in the proposed District of Wellington.
For Barrie in tho proposcd District of Simcoe, and
For London in the' District of London.

All of hich plans and designs being in the opinion of Ile Commissioners judiciously
conceived, and il accordance witlh the intentions of the said acte have been approved by
then ; and authority has in conséquence been given to the Magistrates of the several Dis-
tricts to proceed in the crection of gaols agrecably theroto.

The Commissioners respectfully suggest to your Excellency that in order to enablo
tlhem the more efliciently to performu the dities assigned to then, it is expedient that a small
sum siould be annually appropriated for the expenses necessanrly incident to the execution
of tl conunission ;rsuch as stationary, posages, und the payment of a Clerk for occasional
services in entering the minutes ot' their proccedings, and transcribing the correspondence,
and also for procurring copies of ail such plans and designs as shall be approved and
adopted, to be kept among the records of the commission, and for obtaining professional
opinions of architects, in aid of their judgmcnt should such a measure be at any tim
necessary.

PROPOSED GAOL REGULATIONS.

1st. The Keeper of evcry Gaot shal reside thercin; he shal not be an under Sherif
or Bailiff.

2nd. Thé male and feamale prisoners shall be confncd in seperate cells, or parts of the
prison, 8o as to prevent them as far as practicable, from secing, conversing or holding.any
intercousa with aci other, and the persons of cach sax divided as far as the dimensons,
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plan and accommodations of the building may aliow, into distinct classes, so that prison-
ers of the following classes shall iot intermix-viz. lst. Prisonors convicted of iFolony.
2nd. Persons convicted of misdemocanors, and vagrants. 3rd. Persons connmitted on
charge or suspicion of Folony. 4th. Persons cormmittcd onrcharge or suspicion of misde-
meanors, or for want of sureties, and in, cases where necessity rnay require it, and circum-
stances admit, the Sheriff may confine female prisoners in the rooms set apart for debtors,
5th. Debtors and persons conined for contempt of Court on civil process.

3rd. The Keeper sball visit every ward and sec cvery prisoner, and inspct every ceil,
hall, or room in which prisoners may be confined, twice at least in every twenty four hours
once in the morning, and once in the evening.

4th. The Gaoler shaIl keep a book to be provided by the District, containing a rogis-
ter of the Irsons.confined according to the form contained in scheflule A. hereunto an-
nexed, vhichî book shall be regularly submitted to the magistrates when in Quarter Sessions
assembled lor their inspection and exanination at the connencement of each Quarter Ses-
fions.

5th. Due provision shall, as far as practicable, be made in every gaol for the nforce
nient of hard labour in the cases of such prisoners as miay be sentenoed thereto, and for
the einployment of other prisoners, the menus of hard labour being provided and the ma I
terials requisite for the emnployment .of prisoners being pirchased under such regulations
as may be mnade for that purpose by the Justices in Gonoral Quarter Sessions assembled.

6th. Every prisoner sentonced to hard labour shall, unless prevented by sickness, be
employed not less than cight, or more than ton hours, every day exclusive of the tinte allow-
ed fój& meals being not less than tivo hours, betvoen six in the norning and six in the even-
ing, except on Sund.ays, Christmuas day and Good Friday.

7th. The prisoners who are mechanics sha llbe illowed the eorcise of their respec-,
tive trados in gaol,' when the sane can be permitted without inconvenience, or, endanger
ing ithe safe keeping and security of the prisoners confined therein.

8th. A Bible or Testament shall be provided 'at the expense of the District for each
cel, in vhîichî one or mdre prisoners shall bo confiied.

9th. Divino Service may be performed in the gaoi on Sundays by such Clergyman as
may be appointed by the Sessions for that duty, or by any other clergyman %vho nay ofror
his services and be authorised by the Sherifl* to be admitted, and it is especially ordeired,
that ail prisoners s11hIt have thel liberty of holding.comnunication with my clergyman of
the particnlar persuasions which they may profess, and such clergyman shall at ail conve-
nient times have froc access to those prisoners who nmay be of thoir erced.

10tl. Persons under charge or conviction of any criin shal attend divine service on
Sundays, and on other days wlen such service is peirformîed, iilss .provented by illness or
by othei resoiable cause, to be alloved by the keper, or unless theiri attendance shall be
dispensed with by one of the visiting justices to be hereafter mnentioned.

11th. Provisions shal be made as far practicablo ini all gaols for the religious instruc-
tion of Prisoners of both sexes, and also for their instruction lu readingand writing, under
such rules and regulations' as shal be muade for that purpose by the Justices in Geieral
Quarter Sessions assembled, or by the visiting justices hereafter mentioned. I

12th. No prisoner, shall be put in irons byI the keeper of any prison, except in case of
urgent and absolute necessity, and the particulars of every such case shal be forthwith en-

Joseph, Private Secretary to lis Exccllcncy Sir Francis Bond I[end, enclosing ajetter
from Lieutenant Colonel W'right, Conmanding Royal Engincers in, Canada, rcquirilng your
petitiîoners nlot to procced with said bridge, and to send for lis Excellency's infornation
tho ymurmnt of other sites, and the additional expense that would accrue of placing
the bridge on lcither, which information was duly forwarded, the expense being estimated

That in the nonth of August in the same year, your petitioners reccived a copy of an
order iii Council, recommending that the bridge should be built on its present site, thereby
sanctiouning the additional expensO as estinated for the information, and by the order of His
Excellency Sir Francis Hlead.

That the contractor Mr. Henry Larner. in consequence of the alteration of the bridge
fr'om thle former to the presenît site, pursuant to order in Council, with the fact of iricrcased
expense before thei has incirr'ed through contingencies consequent ilircon, and Ihe ne-
cessary additional materials, an additional expense over and above the contract price, for
foiner' site of not less than three hundred and fifty-nino pouids, beinig about the cstimated,
différence as previously alluded to.

Tilat your petitioners have the sttisFiction to inform your Exccllency, that the said
bridge is build in a workmaulikc and substantial mainuer.

lI answer to the address from the House of Assembly of the 1lth inst.,
the Governor Goneral has to stato, that by his message to both Ilouses of the Provincial
Logislature, he has already explained the pr nciples, upon which Her Majesty's Government
desire to offect the re-union of this Province with Lowcr Canada, and tho terms upon
which it can in hs opinion be established.

In accordlanco with the wish of the House of Assembly, the Governor Gcneral tran
mits a copy of the bill introduced in Parliament last session by ler Majesty' Govcrn-
mont, and which vas' afterwards withdrawn, but ho must at the saine time state to tho
llouse of Assemby, that as one of the principal objects of his'inission wvas to procuro in-
formation upon which to enable Her Majesty's Government to submit a now measure to
Parliament, botter calculated to eflect the object of good governmont in these Provinces.
This bill cannot be considered as emboding the provisions, which may hiercafter b adopted.

It will bc the duty of the Governor General, acting upon the information which he shall
have acquired, to make many important suggestions for that purpose, ii conformity to the
principles and terms laid down in his message, and he is already prepared to state, that it
is his intention to recommend te Ier Majesty's Government in the new mcasure, ivhich
inust be introduced, to adhere as nuch as possible to existing territorial divisions for lec-
toral purposes, and to maintain the principle of the Constitutional Act of 1791, svith re-
gard to the tenure of seats in the Legislative Couneil.

If, as the Governor General confidently hopes, thd House of Assembly shall think pro.
per to assent to the terns proposed by him in his message, and should hcreaftor offer any
recommondations upon matters connectc with the mensure, it will e his duty to trainsýmit
thon for tho consuleration of the Government, and of the Imperial Parliament, and ho bega
to assure the Iouso of Assembly, that they will receive tire most respectfil attention.

y Lords havo únder consideration an ordinanco passcd by the Governor
and Speciail Council gf Lowr Canada, on the third of' Aprillast, entitled " An Ordiîiance
te regulate the Currency of the Province," and an act passed by the Logislative Council
and osly of Upper Canada, in the month of May last, entitled " An Act to regulate
the value at w'hiclh gold and si'er coins shal pass current vithin .the Province," which
enacimnts iaving bcon rcserved or the signification of ier Majesty's picasure, as they
rlafte to the Cutroncy uind circulating medium lin those Colonies have boen referred for the
opinion of my Lords' Board, as to the direcctions it may bc advisable for 1-er Majesty in
Council to giv tihorcon.

My Lords obscrvc that these enactncnts provide for fixing the comparativo rates of
valuc betwîon 3ritish sterling ioney, and the local curroncy and noney of account of the

rcns, for g currny as legal tenders of payment to certain foreign
Vcs[)CCIi%'c 1rovilucs [or ~;il sjuIuI uuuirir

cois ls w a weH as te the coinîs of thle United Kingdon, and for the prevention and punishiment
of attemipts te circulato couînterfeit or spurious coins, and that in the caso of Lower Can-
adn. a relbrnce is mmdle to arrangenents for calling in and recoining sh imperfect or oher
C)inis now ini Circulatioi, as mvill lot bc legLlly current utider tlic provisions of the ordinancc,

MIy Lords have mnuch satisfcion in rennking that the attention of the Legislatin
authorities in tle Canadian Provinîces lias been thius turned to 'ihc state of thei local cur-
rency, mul that the tendency of both HIle measiires now hefore them, is tle introduction
of a sound and intrinsically valuable circulating medium and standard of value, and he
assimilation of the cirrency to that of tits country, without depriving he inliabitants of
the Province of the accornlodstion and convmence that may attend the use of foreign
ceins of ascertained value.

My Lord, howevr, observe tlat the rates assigned by these enactments to the differ-
ont coins to which it is proposed to give currency iI the respective Provinces, ar not
accurately fixed vith reeirence fo tthe comparntiv vanlus of the coins, and are conse-
qatlIy such as would in both cases deont fhe objects of tlic enactments. On this ground
therefo r Lords arc of opinion, ithat it would -b inexpediert that cither the ordimance
of the Lowr Province or tle act of tlhe Upper Provinco sliould b0 permitted te come into
operation. In addition aise o titis conclusive rcason for withholding Ifer Majesty's con-
firration oii both tiose enactmen ts,,tlie act of the Upper Province would bo fiable tohób-
joction as regards hie great variety of coins comprised in the scliedule A. and thereby con-
stituited a legal tender, aiid as legards the limiation ofthe duration cf the act, for my Lords
consider it ta bc desirable thaut the legalized tender shouild only extend to such coins as
arc constantly in circulation and 'el known, and consequently of ascertained fineness,
and liable to 'rquent cxamination, but that coins which are obsoleto or little known in the
Province bc left to ass ns bullion only, and as it is always desirable to abstain as far as
possible froni procecomgs which may tend to uînsettle tie currency it appears te my
Lords the prospective limitation of flie duration of an enactient o tlis description iould
bc inexpedient.

The chuse aiso in the Ordinance of the Governor and Council of Lower Canada
Swhich piirports to eipower Her Majesty to direct that coins current under previous

Provincial oinactnents, but to which ne current value is assigncd by the ordinance, may be
called in and re-coined into British gold and silver coins, with a proviso that the actüal
expense only of such re-coinage shall be borne by the Province would be objectionable, as
tle mode of ciffecting aiy suchu ro-coinage must be regulated by the existing laws of this
country relating te thei subject.

Advcrling to these several considerations my Lords conceive it wiil be proper to
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cause a copy ofthis 'Minute to be forwarded to Lord John Russell, in order that bis Lord-
ship, ifie does not seo reason to dissent from the opinions of this Board, may conyey
instructions to the olilcers admiinistering the Governments of thé respective Provinces to
apprizo the Local Legislature of the objections which have prevented the confirmation ef
theso enactments, and my Lords having before them a statement ciplanatory of te
discropencies in the valuations of the coins provided for by the ordinance and by the act
which must interfere prejudicially With their circulation and shewing the comparative rates
it wvuld bo necessary to adopt to obviate these discrepencies, they will further cause the
Socretary of Stato to be furnishcd with a copy of this statement in order that it may like-
wisc be commîunicated to the Canadian Government.

what extent.

Hlaving aiready acknowyledged tiat nothing can justify such an act ofr nisappropriation
I have only t plead in ' ctenuation that feelings of compassion for the situation of the ap
plicants for assistance was the sole cause of theso reprelansible advangcs, in order to save
thcit propecares fron a Sheriff's sale, and their persons from confinement, and but for thd
distressing state of' the times for the last two or thre years nost of these advances would
have since boca repaid.

H aving thus without reserve deciired faLcts as they actually occurred, i have now to
implore fromn the liberality of the Council their assent to ti folloving propositions, viz

That I shall assign over all right anti title to the property described in the statement
to the committee te whoever may be named by tlio Council, in trust for the payment of
the balance I arm inclehted to the UIniversity, and that from the first of this month, I be hold
responsible for the due payment of. the interest italfiearly, upen the aid balance, rn fur-
tlor, that se mnuch of mny salary be stopped as %Vith other moiies to be collected froin the -

debts dwing te r-ne, (as per statement laid befora the committee) may ensui-e the regular
paymient of the half yearly interest, and also, th lt all sumns t ho be recovered from the dif-
font individuals, anti properties (as described la the said stateient) be applied t te gra-
duai extinction of my present debt as aforcsait).

In anticipation of being called upon te stato what amiounts of interest I may have re-
coived froin any of the parties te whoni I have advance monies fron time to time fromi
the Collego funds, I can u poln my cath dcînra that I have kept no memoriidums of the
transactions ; in alnost nI I the instances tha intcrest vas never dhargeci until the final set
tlemenut, when the securily was given, and it vas then not paid, but added to the siums that
had been advanced anid tlius inclidd in the settlement, but even if Iiad once kept such
memorandums, they would not now ho forthcomning, for wlen the rebelt Vackenzie with his
party Iad possession of th: aIjoining lot to Davenport, dùring the outbreak in Decenber,'
1837, audi tlreateicd te take possession of that also and make me prisoner; I hastily
destroyed a mass of papers, many of whichi I now decely i-gret the loss of. I must beg
te remriark thmat I shall ha s(Verely punishied for my indiscreet loans, as the securitics given
in thrce instances will never realize the sunis aidvancedtipon theni, and I have every reason
te fear I shal sustain an ul i mate loss cf sevral llundred pounds.

I3efore closing this axplanation of the state of niy affairs to the college council (which
I now offer nost rcspcctfully), I heg leavo ou represent for their fivorable consideration
that l have' never boci allowed any salary wliatever for the additional onerous duties
împosed upon me, as trcasurer of Upper Canada College ; and even as Bursar of King's
College, with its many irksome duties and great rosponsibilities, my alary was only £150
a year for the first five years, durng the latter part of w'hich period the then clerk receîèd
the same salary.' I noi throw myself upon youir indulgence te put the niost liber al con-
struction upon what las passed, and have tue honor to subscribe myself

T l ndowmnent consisted alnost whJolly of lands, producing 1 ttle incoin until sold
and the realizing of sunis so large as £56,000 froi the proceds of 'salcs, and £11,500
froni rents fronm ndouîrous tenants, paying small annual anounts, occasion a bulk of busi-
noss in the Bursar's offico, while itrcquirod knowledge, experience and lahour, o metho-
dist, arrango and conu4ct; of diligence and application, and a desire to preservc regularly,
there is ample proof in tle correspondnco ; the iinutes of hie verbal conmunications g

with the purchasers and, tenantry, and in th entriy by the BIursar hinself of every pyment
received, but in the absence of a botter systeni there has been much superfluous labour,
without the attainrnent of the object dosired

An esperiocend book-kee vas wanted t put affai s l a proper ýcours, at the
commenceoment.

Botween the purchasers and the college accounts have been opened in ledgers called
ihe "sales lodgers which have been kept with tolerable coi-rctness; but betwoon the
Bursar and College, nd of the items of reccipts and expenditure, abstracts made ip from
mere menmoranda, at first nonthly and afterwards quarterly, constitute th eonly record.

The transactions of an institution of the nagnitude and importance of King's College'
should be shown and lroscrved in a clear dtailed forin, adinitting of reference to at all
times, and the accuracy of those details should bc poriodically'ascrtained by that only test
of acquracy a balance shoet.

Another important deficiency is a rent roll, or rgistcr of the tenants of leasehold
lands ;Éshwing thc namo of the occupier, the land oceupied, the annual rn and the
arrears due. ,The rntal îs a mateial item of' the annual income, anld under a botter

ianagdmnent iL would be inade more certain and more productive. All rents slould ýbe
made payable at certain fixed periods, and the amounts being smalI, often as low as £2 lOs.
and seldon cxceeding £, thé comnittee will probably coincide with me in opinion, that
an aninal payncnt on the 24thiof June and the 24th of December in each year ould be
sufficient.

The difference of locality I f d makes the intercourse by steai in somei stances
and by slcighinîg in otiers, more conivenient; the payeonts iiglht tierefore lho fixed in tho
sunmer or, the wvil ter at tIh choice of the parties. It would e wel[I. tlink if tho instal.
ients of purchase mouies wvrc also made payable at tie quarter days ; and I yill take

occasion bore to rcmark on a pîractice l·observe mn some purclasers hich shòuld.not hoe
permitted. -t is that ofappropriating the wIlol payment to the reductionof thé principal,
whilo interest is duc and is, and is stili suffercd to accumulate. By this practice interest
is sa.ved by th purchaser to th prejudico of tle college.

Undor so imperfoot a systmon of acounis it is not surprising that ny rors ad
some omissions have arisen. The memorandum in th appendix, and the exemplificaîioné

For a long timo past I have suffered extreme angtish of mid in consequence
of my having, since been employcd as aclerk la the office of King's College, appropriated
various suns of moucy that have been paid me to my own pirposes, indeed so great is
imy anxiety thercat tlat it has rendered ne unable to perform my duties, as I ought te do.
I fel therefore that it behoves me to retire fromn the situation. H-aving kept an accurate
account of my deficiency I hcrewith transmit it, and having failed ln all my efforts to raise
the ainount thercof. 1 can only offer my own promises for the College net eventually
sustaini-g loss by my deficiency, pledging myself most sacredly to use my utmost power
to retrieve them as tliey become due.

Feeling imyself totally unable te endure longer the uneasiness of mind that a solitary
knowledge of my deficiency occasioned me. I yesterday maide my situation known to my
elder brothers, who being utterly unable to affoi.d me pecuniary assistance (they having
already paid upwards of nine hundred pounds on accoyint of my late father's unliquidated
debts), by their advico, in concurrence with my own views, it is that I thus make a full
disclosure of the flets, vith a hope that theywYill not be macle public, but that your honor.
able body vill give directions that the amount of niy deficiency be charged to my account
and the notes placed to my' credit, and by such means ia soie measure diminish the pangs
my family îvill be subjected to by this unfortunate occurrence, and thercby perhaps be
induced not to entirely abandon me.

The Çouncil of King's Colle have, according ta your Excellency's com-
inand, considered ilie application of George Rykort, Esq., on beialf of the Grantham
Academy. Thé Ac of the Provincial Parliamont, cntitled "An Act to provide for the
advanceient of Education in this Prnvince," provides that certain monies arising from the
sale of school lands shall be iivested inProvincal Debentures,and the proceeds are placed
at tho disposal of the Couicil of King's College, for the puirpose of aiding the District
schools, which are declared Graimar school, for the purpose of the Act.

Tho statute also permits the aid of other schools out of the saine fund, but tiis aid
sems ta be postponcd to that of ti regulated Granmar sciools.

Thc cotincil are not in possession of suficient information to enable thom to adviso
your Ex]cllcny with regaLrd to the distribution oi ite proceeds of the school investment,
and they pray your Excelloney will cause ta be laid before thlom a statement o'f the wholo
school funds availablo for thcse purposes.

Ln the nean time the council findina that the grammar schools are first to be pro-
vided for, sec no prbability of any assistance being presently afforded to the Grantham
Academny

They believe it tp be a very meritorious institution, and they will be most happy to
consider its claims as soon as sufficient finds for that purpose shall be forthconing."

Canada College, as well those sold by agents as those sold by the Bursar.

2. To open the accounts vith the renters of land, and prepare a rent roll.

3. To prepare a Registry of the University and College, lands according to the Ibrn
lerowith submitted, or such other as the council iiay deei more convenient.

4. To iake out statenents of ail open accounts, and transmit the saie to the parties
conscrned.

Whereupon the council resolved that the recommendation of the conmittee be carried
into affect forthwith, and that such assistance be temporary, and that the Bursar be autho-,
rised to procure such assistance at a rate not exceeding 15s. per dim.

9. Read so much of the second report of the committee appointed to investigate the
accounts of King's College as relates to a survey and valuation ol the college lands, viz.

It is ins the opinion of your committee nec¢ssary that one or more competent ersons
shotld forthwith be employed to report on ail the unsold lands belonging to the University,
such report to be accessible to the Bursai and the members of the King's College Council,
and also iliat a survey should,bc Made to determine the quantities of the University Iands
taken for the Rideau Canal, in order that the necessary steps may be taken to procure ai
equivalent for such Iands.

Whereupoi it was rcsolVed that the Bursar be authorised tovrite to Mr. Frederick
Rubridge, of Cobourg, and inquire whether lie will undortake the task, and upon vhat
ternis.

10. The council defcrred the consideratian of tliat part of tlie Bursar's letter relating
to Mr. Havkirs and to the appointinent of an additional clerk.

11. Upon that paît of the letter which refers to the appointment of an office nes-
songe , the council resolved that the *Iursar be authorised to emnploy a person for the
present as messenger at the rate of £50par annum so long as lie may be enmployed.

9d. which had been pre-
sented to hin for payment, being tle7proportion of expense due from King's College in
conpleting the fence between the collage grounds ad those of the -on. J. S. Macaulay.

16. The Bursar submitted the following particulars respecting the occupancy eof blck
D. in the city of Toronto.

This block was a school reservation, and was deeded over to the college on the 28th
November, 1834, -for the uses 'of Upper Canada College. t was divided into building lots,
which lots were seld by auction, the purchasers to pay down one instalment, and not to be
called upon for the remainder as long as they paid the interest thereon annually. Six of
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the purcluisers have never even paid their first instalment ; six of themîn have paid up their

Ilis lease is dated the 19ith May, 1835, rent to
commence from 2-t December, 1832, Ile has nover paid any rent whîatever. The
arrears tliat vill be) duc next December will bo £17 10s. A complaint was made to tho
college against this man in August, 1838, for cutting down the timber on the lot and solling
i ofi'the ground for tlc supply of fiel to thi steamuboats in Toronto, and proccedings wre
taken agnnist him at law, but verc susponded about a yoar ago, at which timo ho gava his
note of hand at 90 days for the lav oxpensos, amounting to £8 11s. 6d. le lias niot paid
any rent,01[o has not applied to take up his note of hand, and the Bursar is informcd that
he continues to cut down ,hO timber and sell it for his own private advantage.

'lio council résolved that the, Bursar bc directed to place this matter forthwith ii the
bands of tho Attorney Gencral.

18. The commission of crown lands having advertised for sale 200 acres of lot 11 in
the broken front of the township of Clark, the Bursar wvrote to that oflicer rcprcsenting
thtat the lot belongod .to Kinîg's College, although the grant to the colloge expressed 200
acres more or lcss than the lot actually contains-the grant expressing 100 acres and the
lot containing 300. Rcad the coimissioners answer, dated 15th uilt., stating " That the
reinainder of the lot will be included iii the next roturn of lands made over to the
college."

19. By the ninth minute of tie last meeting of the Collego Council, the Bursar was
dirocted to acquaint William Bates, lessee of lot number 30, n the 2nd concession of
Trafalgar, soutt of Dundas Street, with certain charges brought against him of mis-
managoment of the lot by William Souls, and to inform him that proceedings would be
taken against hin unless he couki shew that he has fulfidled the covenant of lis lease.

The Bursar prcsented a certificate, given in by Bates, disproving the charges brought
against him. The Council directed tho Bursar to inform Mr. Bates that thoy are satisfied
with the certificate lie lias produced.

20. The Vice-Chancellor moved the following resolution, seconded by the Hon. John

12. The President sugested the propriety of the council taking into considerationI
whethor some liinitation should net he placed tohe aleniation by sale of theIUniversity
lands,

The subject was deferred.

13. Read a letter froum Mr. Harrison, Secretary to Ris Ex¢ellency the Lieutenant
Governor, dated 15th ultimo, calling for a report on the affairs of the, University, to be
submitted to the Legislature. In compliance with the object of this letter, the Bursar
stated that lie had, vith the sanction of the Président, prepared the following returns,which
he had transmitted te the Governor General for the purpose mentioned.

1. A staternent of the receipts and disbursoments of King's College, from the 1st of
January to 30th December, 1839.
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A stateient of the recipts and disbursements of U. C. College, from thc same
period.

3. An estimate of the annual income and expenditure of tho University.

4. A statement of tho assets of the University on the 30th Novenber, 1839.

5. The present stató of the endovment of the University.

6. A report supplied by the Principal of Uppcr Canada College, showing the state of
that institution for the last cight years,

14. Read a letter from W. 1. Robinson, Esq., proposing to the council that he should
bo allowed to take up his note of hand with stock of the Gore Blank.

The council deferred the consideration of this proposal until a larger meeting should
take place.

15. Read a letter from Mr. Harrison, dated 23rd instant, transmitting by comrmand of
His Excellency the Governor General, applications for assistance from the following
schools, viz.

The Ancaster Literary Institution,
The Alexandria School,
The Grantham Academy,

and expressing His Excellency's desire that they may receive the consideration of the
Council of King's College, accordingly as they may be enabled to entertain them in con-
fornity with the Provincial statute, 2nd Victoria chap. 10.

The council having deliberated on this subject, directed the Registrar to transmit to
is Excellency the following minute.

The act of last session, 2nd Victoria, chap. 10, does not appear to have been acted
upon by the governnent, so far as the Council of King's College is concerned, and there
are no funds at the disposal of the council te enable it to accede te the prayer of the
petitioners.

The council can add nothing to the report to His Excellency Sir George Arthur, of
the 28th day of August last, a copy of which is herewith transmitted.

16. The Honorable J. Simcoe Macaulay submitted to the council the necessity of
applying to the Treasurers of Districts for an account of the arrears due for taxes on the
colloge lands.

The council dirccted that the Registrar should write inmediately to the Treasurers of
Districts upon this subject.

17. The council then adjourned.

At the opening of the past season, hie steam drcdge with lier scowslNvas at Port
Dalihousie, wlerc sie rcmained inactive undergoing niecessaiy repairs, until she was tàken
to the Harbor at Poit lopp, connoncing operations there on the 1ih July last, and was
laid up on the 23rd Novelber, the night after sho was laid up, some evil disposed person
or persons scuttied the machine, cauîsing ler to sini with all lier machinery. The com-
inissioner lias caused such procautions to be taken as ho could suggst for the preservation
of the boat until the opening of the season, whcn nieans vill be taken to raise her up.
Accompanying this report are affidavits marked D. notting forth the circuimstance abovo
alluddd to.

The balance of £66 17s. 6d. claimed by the Conmmissioier fron the Welland Canal
Co pany, andt mentioned iu the lastanînual report, lias since been paid agreeably to the
award of the House c Assenbly, duriing its last session.

T1'he goneral account of repairs, &c., necessary to put the machine in proper working
order, previously te lier leavinig Port Dalhousic for Port Hitope, with ite vouchers therefor,
together vith incidental expenses to the end of the scason, is in papers miarked A.

Paper narked E. contains the detailed account of éxpenses inîcurred on the boat in
repairingg and working her at Port Hope.

The estimates for repairs necessary te be made on the boat and lier machinery, re
viously to ier conunencing operations in the spring, is marked C.

The
accompanying letter marked E. from the Secretary, is ail that the Commilsioner has to
submit on the subject.

Best FCir, of Port Hope. in said county, came this day before ie, one of Her Majesty's
Justices of the Peace for said county, and maketh oath, on the holy Evangelist, and saith,
that he was enployed by Jlohn -Brown, Esquire, as agent and superintendent, during the
operations of the lrovincial Stearn Drcdge in Port Hope Hiarbour, froma the lOth of July
last, and that on the 16ti of November, it having ceascd to operate, he doponent had doter-
imnedI in the énsuiing week to have the ,lredgc, and all its nachinery, particularly over.
huauiled and cxamined, as to its siate of repair, anîd tIhat Ih', (leponlent, had procured the
assistance of John luggins, an Engineer at présent employed at Port Hope, for to assist
him in the above puipose. This being doi], ie deponent further states, that he proceedcd
to have renoved all mIaterials, buckets, chains, &c. &c. to the adjoining store, and to have
the engine, and all matters that required protection, on board, properly shected over.-
This was comnpletcd on Friday the 22nd, whenu two of tic bands, Robert and Richard Wa-
ters, who had slept on board irom the beginnî>g of October,. were renoved also, with the
arms bitat had beor given themn for protection, if required,-that they slcpt at n ad joining
house on tbis night, andi depoient f'urther states, thIat on Saturday the 23rd, the Dredge
being well secured, by a chiain ani cable, and properly purnped ont, the end windov s were
securcd well by nailing propcr covers over thonm and hacli ailed down-it avas so left on
Saturday tite 23rd November-the two Waters, Richard and Robert, leaving the place.-
i)eponent furthcr states, that he (lid not sco the Dredge on next day, Sunday, but was told
early on Monday morning that Dredge was iii a bad state.

U)cponent further states, that lie then said it was a bad act to send
any ono belowafter ]atch, antial lhad beei well secured, and if he (Shlcenon) lad attended
to his duty, h e must have known ail was so, and that no one could sloep therc, after hatch
vas nailod down. )oponent furtier states, that on his going to the othor side 'vhere dredge

liy, and going on board to examine the deck, he deponent found a small iron bar, about Sbs
weight, lying alonlg side the hatch. Deponent furlier doclares that le believes this to be
the instrument broîught there by the per'son vho comimitted the outrage, and that George
Boyd and, Richard Watcrs, both dcclared when it was privately presented to thom by depo-
lient, that they had never seein said iron bar before, cither on board or elsewhero, and depo-
ncnît furthier states, that froui private reasons known to hiiself, he as reason to believe that
Auniseth Shleenon knows somctlui g of the cornitting the outrage, and further deponent
saith not.

George Boyd, now of Port Hope, in 5aid county, eame this day before nie, one of
i er Majesty's Justices of the Poacc for said county, and maketh oath, on the holy evan-
gelist, and saith that ho lias been cnployed as fireman on board the Provincial Stearm
Dredge during its operations 'at Port Hope Harbour, since the 1Oth of July last, that on
the 16th of November they ceased to operate. Deponent further states thair on the begin.
ning of the ensuing weok ir. Feir gave orders that all should be put in a state of readinesu
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for examination, as lie Mr. Feir had engaged an engineer to examine ail matters connected
with the machinery of tho dredge. r This being done, Mr. Feir directed that deponent
should attend him in taking an inventory of all on board, which was done, and he then
directod that all should be removcd on shore to an adjoining store. Deponent further
states that ho was assisted principally in preparing matters for removal by Richard and
Robert Waters, that Auniseth Shiconon, engineer, would give none. Deponent knows'not
from vhat reason, and that all was placed in an adjoining store. Deponent further states
that the engine and all other matters that required protection wcre well sheeted in an&
secured, and that. Richard and Robert Waters then removed on shore, who had for a
length of time 1 previous slept on board. Deponent fui'rthor states that being assisted by
Robert Waters, he secured the end windows by nailing propor covors upon them, the
dredge being cloared of all water and properly sccured by a cable and chain, the hatch
was wIl nailed down, thus flnished on Saturcay tho 23rd of November. Deponent further
states that he, frorn bcing four seasons on board, has had an opportunity of seeing the
dredlge ltid up after work, and that he deponent nover saw all laid up with apparent more
safety or more attention. Deponent furthor states that lie did not soc the dredge on
Sunday, but on Monday norning that he was alarned by Mr. Feir calling upon him and
stating that all was wrong with dredge, he immcdiately attonded with others who were
sont for, but on their arrivai found sie was sunk. Deponont further states that on Mr.
Foir making particular inquiry if any one had boen seen on board, that Auniseth Shleenon
confessed that he had sont a man oftho nane of Soper down, to se if. Richard Waters
was on board. At this Mr. Feir soomed much dissatisfied. Deponont further saith that
Mr. Feir produced to hlim privately a small iron bar, to know if he had over seen it on
board the dredge, on which, ho denying, Mr. Foir told deponent that he found that bar
alôngside the hatch. Deponent further states that the bar so produced to himi he had
never seen bofore to his knovledge. Ueponent further states that for a length of time
previous the dredge, whon workig with all the weight on board, would not leak in three,
four, and somotimes five .days one barrei of water ; and it boing so lightoned and well laid
up it socmed impossible that it could receivo injury from vater for a Iength of time with-
out malicious hands, which deponont states must have been the case fron the manner the
hatch was sprung, 'which had been so firmly secured by Robert Waters and himself. And
further this deponent saith not.

Report of the Select Committee on thlle foregoing Documents.

To 'rHE HONOURABLE 'IE CoMMoNs ~IUSE F S MnLY

The Select Committee, to whom were refèrred the Message of -is Excellency the
Governor'General, and accompanying report of Commissioner, with documents, onl the
subject of the Provincial Steam Dredge, beg leave to report

That your Committee flid that by the adopted report of the Select Committee of the
last session, on the subject of the Steam Dredge, many applications had been made for the
use of the dredge, the ensuing scason-in consequence of which, as stated to your Coni-
mnittec by the Commissioner, the di'edge and scows w'ere put into efficient repair on the
Dry Dock at Port Dalhousie, in order to be ready for imnnediate operation when the season
opened-that a superiñitendent engineer and flireman were engaged for the proper working
ot the dredge-yet, though it was understood that it would be wanted at Port Dalhousie to
finish the dredging of that harboùr, and though Port Oakville, Desjardins Canal, Port Hòpe,
Picton, Grinsby, and Louth Harbours, had eaCh expressed'a. wish to enploy the dredge,
and with wlhichi the commissioner had been in constant correspondance, it iwas nlot until
the season was wol advancing that he was enabled to direct thit it should proceed to Port
1-1ope, where it arrived and conmenced vork on the 10th of July. The Welland Canal
Company declining its further services for the present, and the other applicants either het
able to bring the machine to thcir respective works, or that it was too expensive to warrant
thein in using it, though the comissioner .was urged by the parties to detain the dredge;
thereby koeping him in constant suspense, until the time it left Port Dalhousie for Port Hope.

fie efficiency of the machine lias been, in a ieasure, affccted by the change the
comrnissioner has felt himself obliged to make in tLe superintendonce of the, dredge-the
former superintendent, wvho as, in every respect, competont to manage efficiently the work-
ing of it, was very reluctantly discharged arising from the prejudice nmanifeted toivards
his being employed.

In the prosecution of the labours of the dre ge at Port Hope an expenso has been
incurred for labour, repairs, &cg amounting to £310 2s. 3½d., besides an account for a
chain, &c. ot yet received-the dredging is not conmpleted a. this harbour, andthe furîhter
services of the machine will be required the coming season, for a. period of àix or eight

5A
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veceks. In the mean timo, it is necessary to inform your Hionourable House, that after the
dredge had completed the work for the season, at Port Hope, and had been disnantled,
ioored and safely secured for the winter, on Monday morning, 25th November last, the

dredge had, to all appearance, according to the aflidavits of the superintendent of Port
HTope Harbour, and the fireman, been vantonly sunk-that in raising the dredge, and put-
ting her in cfficient repair for the ensuing year, a further expense ivill be incurred of nearly
£250. . To meet this demand, the commissioner has no funds. Your committee, under the
circunstances, recoimend that, as the amount is yet unsettled between the coinniissioner
and the Port Hope Harbour Company, that the latter do meet the denands necessary to
raise the machino, put it in good working order, and charge the same, to be allowed in the
final settlement when the work shall have been completed, and that the commissioner should,
on a final scttlemont ivith the PortIHope larbour Company, inake such a charge for the
services of the dredge as shall at least cover ail expenses incurred at that larbour, and
although the time is rendered to 111 days in the account rendered by the agent of that
Harbour Company, the commissioner oughi not to regulate the charge by the number of
days rcduced to ,whole days, as stated in the gencral returns.

Tlhat the award of Your Fonourable Iouse of last session, in the matter of the settle-
ment betveen the WVelland Canal Company and the commissioner, lias been met on the
part of the company.

The account with the Port Oakville Harbour still remains open, and the dredging is
not completed in that 1-larbour. The dredge was' offered, at the opening of the season,
after the Welland Canal Company declined the use of it, and the commissioner was informed,
by letter, that a steam boat would be sent to take it away from Dalhousie; but, on the 23d
May, he received notice that a boat could not bc obtained, and that further use of it would
be Jostpened until it was donc at Port Hope.

The Desjardin Canal account is likewisc unsettlcd, and by a letter from the Secretary
of the Company, dated 11 th December, 1839, it appears that they are unable to settie froni
want of funds.

Your Committec are sensible that the cornmissioner lias used every exertion te keep
the steam dredgce in constant enploy, and in thorough repair and efficiency, and that no
deflciency in either can be attributable to him, he ha'ving spared neither tim ner trouble,
besides advancing sums of moncy, froni time to time, from his own private means, for this
end; and your Committee, therefore, recommend that the small amount of £25 be allowed
hini, not as a remuneration for his services, but as an acknowledgment on the part of your
Honourable louse, of his caro and attention to the public interest, in the charge of the
Provincial Steam Dredge.

REPORT OF THE EASTERN DISTRICT SCHOOL, FOR THE YEAR 1839.

To the Trustees of the Eastern Distrct School. The following report" of the rumber
of Sch6lars, with the branches taught, in the District School, from the examination held
on the 13th July, 1838, to the examination held on the 9th July, 1839, is respectfully
submitted.

First.-Number of Scholars.

The average number of scholars in attendance for the awhole year, as recorded every
nionti, 31 ; number in attendance at theexamination, 27.

Second.-The branches taught and which came under examination were the following, viz.

1lst, GtEEK. In one class.

This class was the second c]ass in last report and finished Moore's Grammar, and"
read besides the whole Gospel of St. John and sixteen chapters of the Acts of the Apostles
in the Greck New Testament. The whole of the fables, Lucian's Dialogues, the Excerpts
from Xenophon and Anocreon's Odes, in Dalzel's Analecta' Greca Minora, and the Exer-
cises under the first 13 rules of Neilson's Exercises.

2nd. LATI. Infour classes.

1st CLASs, being the 2nd in the last report, read in Cicero, the four speeches against
Cataline and his speech for Milo. Virgi , the Eclogues entire, first and fourth books of
the Georgics, and the twelfth book of the ÆEneid, in all 3068 lines. "Horace, the first book
of Odes. The class was exercised besides in Prosody and Roman Antiquities (Adain's).

2nd CLAss, the 3rd in last report, read in Cosar, the second, third, and fourth books
de Bello Gallico. Ovid, Select', fables from the secoid and third books of the Metamor-
phoses, in all. 733 lines. Mair's Introduction, the exercises under the first six chapters of
Ancient History. This class was exercised also in Adam's Roman Antiquities and in
converting English into Latin.

3rd CLsS, the 4th ii last report, read in the Edinburgh Delectus a copious number of
sentences, prose and verse. Cornelius Nepos, the Lives of Miltiades, Thenistocles, Aris-
tides, and Epaminondas. Mair's Introduction, thé Exercises under the first 41 rules, with
frequent recapitulations of Ruddiman's Latin Rudiments.

4th CLAsS.' Formed in November last, had finished Ruddiman's Latin Rudiments,
and just commenced the Edinburgh Delectus.

3rd. GEoMB'rRY. In one class.,

This class which was the 2nd in last report, fmished the third and accurately demnôi
strated the fourth and fifth artially and sixth books of' Euclid, twith a cours of ladne
Trigondometry, practically applhed to' thé measurement of heighàts and 'distances, anA t
practical use and application of'Logarithms.

4th. ARITIIMETIC.

The whole school is exercised in some branch of this study as heretofore.

ere also the whole School is exercised in different stages of advancement, the clas
sical scholars cobining Anicient with Moder Geography.

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6th. HISTORY,, ANCIENT AND MODERN. In two cls68, senior andjunior.

7th. ENGLISIT READING AND GRAffrAR.

Ail the junior scholars are exercised in these branches twice a week, and some every day.

geography, latin rudiments, and Etglish grammar. The trustees of the several schools
report favorably of the progress of the pupils and the attention of the teachers in the
varijùs branches ta'ht. TIe reports for the hlf yea- ending 3et Decetnber, 1839, have
not yet been received, but the board has no reason to believe that there will be ,much
different from the half year now reported.

District, most respoectfully report

That, pursuant to public notice, the annual examination of the said school was held
ihis day, at the school house, irnmcdiately previous to the summer'vacation.

The number of pupils, ncarly all of whom vre present, wis ninieen, and in addition
to 'this nine more appear to have atteilld the school during the winter months.

None of the pupils are at present studying the classics, thongh the teacher, Mr. Colin
Gregor, is fully conpotent to give lessons in the Latin and Greek anguages

The pupils wro duly examined in English reading, spelling and grammar. The classe
in those branches, and in arithnetic and gcography, appear to have made good progress
in their studios, and the pupils gencrally give evidence of their own diligence, and the atten-
tion of thir teaclier.

The school is composed ôf day scholars only: and thero appears to exist among the
people of this part of the District, a h mentable indifference to the advantages of a libeial
cducation, which tis institution cortainl placesv ithin their reach, at an expense so mode-
rate as to suit the means ofeven any industrious labourer.

None of the common séhools in ti6 District )ay ever availed temiseles of the priv
lege, secured to tliem by law, of sending pupils to tle District-Schoolfor gratuitous instruca
tion.

A4ftcr a careful inspection, however, of ail these reports, the Board clcmed it expedient
to suspend its sincltion, in the mean time, as regarded eight schools, and ni' that nun-iber
exceptions wcrc umde accordingly, until inquiry be nide further as to their regularity and
usefulncss. With these exceptiois, thé réoard is satisfied with the tenor of ihn othor reports
of conon schools prcsonted; these reports fully vouch as to the good conduct of the seve-
ral teachers, and thoir capabilities, as relative to their respectilvo duties.

While the undersigned are villing to admit that rooni iay exist for the improvement
of the present laws, regulating the coinion schools generally throughout this Province, yet
they have much sa0sfacition in stating that the establishment hath proved of great public
benefit in this District. as aflbrding the facilities to parents,-at Ieast of advancing to a
considerabie extent, the education of their children, an advantage to those which cannot
be appreciated too highly.

The Board, therefore, appropriates the sum of three hundred and fifty pounds, (£350)
for the support of the common schools in the Ottawa District, for the year which coin-
menced on the ist day of June last.

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REPORT OF THE NEWCASTLE DISTRICT SCH-IOOL FOR THE YEAR 1839.

Report of the Newcastle District School for the year ending the 30th November
1839, as agreed upon at a niceting of the Trustees of that institution, held at Cobourg on
that day.

The Newcastle District School is at present under the charge of Mr. Walker C.
Crofton, a native of Ireland, and fbrmerly a scholar of Trinity College, Dublin.

The nuîmber of scholars in attendance is tlirty-two, whose ago vary fron seventeen to
seven years. Ten of thie above nentioned pupils are cducated gr:.i tuitously, and four out of
the ton have received the warniest commendations of the master Ibr thelir ability, diligence,
and good coriduct.

Five of ti pupils are engagedl in the study of the Latin language, and three are learn-
ing Greek in addition to the usual branches of au English education.

The pupils of the institution generally are instructed in Reading, Writina, Arithmetic
English Grammar and Geography. One class are engaged also in the stuTy of En ish
Histoy and Elocution, and'another in tic study of French and iBook-keeping.

'Thei Books in use are Mavor's and Carpenter's Spelling Books, Murray's English
Reading, Murray, Smith and Kirkman's English Granimar, Olney and Goldsmith's Geo.
graphy, Pinnock's Catcchisns of IHistory, and Goldsmiti's -Iistory of England, Porter's
lotorical Reader, Eton, Westminster and Adam's Latin Grammnar, Cosar Cornelius Ne-

pos, Greek Testament and the Classical Authors usually adopted according te the profici-
ency of the scliolars.

SIR.,

We the undersigned Trustees of the Prince Edward District School beg
leavo to acquaint you for the information of His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor, that
on the fifteenti Iday of February Jast Mr. John Deacon iwas appointed by us Master of the
Public School of this District, ta fill the vacancy caused by the appointient of the former
Teacher, Mr. Marcas C. Crombie, to the mastership of the Hoine District School, and
while we solicit the ratification of our appointient byIHis Excellency, we humbly entreat
that lie will be pleased to overlook the delay that has occurred in reporting the samo to
hin. This delay lias been occasioned partly in consequence of several members of the
Board of Trustees at different tines being absent, whiereby it was difflicult to obtain a ma-
jority of them at any one meeting, and partly in, consequenc'of a wish on their part to
furnislh a satisfactory report of the state of the School whilc under Mr. Crombie, at the
same time tliey reported the appointment of his successor, in order ta do this with ac-
curacy it would have been nccessary to refer to Mr. Crombie's books for information, and
as helad taken thecm to Toronto, the Trustees ýthought it would be bestto 'delay their
report until lie should return ta the Dstrict, which he was expected shortly :to ;do.. nithis
expectation, however, they have been disappointed, and they .regret:tlat they cannot.in
consequence make such a report as is satisfactory ta themselves, or will convey to His
Excellency thé information in detailit ouglht. They can onl say-that at the last exan
nation of ie Sclool, while under Mr. Crombie's care, in July last, abouttweiitfifebos
were present, six or cight of whom were being taught the Latin and Greek Classics, and
the remainder the usual branches of Englisi and Mercaitilo edicatioïn, that the pupils ge-
nerally acquitted themselves in their several classes in such' a manner, as to reflect a
good deal of credit upon the master, and give general satisfaction ta their parents and
guardians.

An epitome of the system of instruction pursued.

The memory and judgmont of the pupils are well and thoroughly exercised both by
theory and practice, and consequently their improvement insured.

The interrogatory form is principaly used, as by it, when questions are promiscuously
put, the master is certified whether his p'uil'understands what he lias learned or flot. A
rule and example, when learned, rmust be given for every branch of kndwledge 'that is
acquired.. The strictest order and discipline are enjoined due respect and obeiene to
the teachers, good morals, the fear and love of God and of His Son Jesus Christ, as with-
out ail these no lasting benefits, no solid improverent, can result.

An assistant has been employed since the middle of May last, to whom board wash-
ing, lodgingj and £30 per annum are given.

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REPORT OF THE DISTRICT SCHOOL OF THE GORE DISTRICT FOR
THE YEAR 1839.

H-1AXIILTON,ý 2 let October, 1839.
SIR.

The return herewith sent ought to have been forwarded thrce rmonths since,
having been theii put into my hands by the Trustees. 'The delay has been owing to an
oversight of mine, having forwarded the other papers connected vith the, school at the
time, but altogether forgotten this, till I was reninded of it by a communication from one
of the Trustees on Saturday.

I siall bc very sorry if the circumstance lias put your office to any inconvenience, but
the fact is as I state, and I am alone to blame.

Since this circumstancc, awkward as it is, gives occasion to my writing you, I am
induced to trespass for a moment farther on your attention, fromn what the Rev. Mr. Gale
of this place told me not long since.

He mentioned that a few weeks since ho had lad some conversation with you con-
cerning education and contemplated measures for the improvement of the existing system,
that lie had mentioned my name as that of one able to give some information on, the sub-
ject, and that you had stated you would be glad to hear from me.

I feel obliged by your politeness in thus expressing yourself, I have been now teacher
in Canada, in one situation or other, about 16 years. My thoughts have naturally turned
themselves very often to the great existing defects in the present system, and the modes or
remedying these, and latterly 1 have had some idea of giving them to the public, in hopes
that any good any suggestion of mine might be fitted to brig about, might in this way be
presented to individual Legislators. But it ivould certainly be much more agrecable to me
to communicate my ideas imnediately to you, that so wlatever in them ivas judged ser-
viceable might directly come to bear on Legislative measures. I only fear that m so doing
I might be in a manner obtruding matters on you, on which probably by this time your
information from other quarters may bc conceived sufficient.

In case then you really wish to hear from me on the subject, may I request that you
will intimate this to me when I will do myself the honor of freely and briefly stating what
I know and think on the subject.

Tlie Scholars chiefly undr Mr. Tassi's cara are 35 in number. Those altogether
or chiefly under the care of Mr. Rae, 16. Total îiumber attending the school, 51.

The Trustees of the Gorc District School inet at H1amilton on Thursday the cigli-
tcenth day of July, one thousand, cight iundred and thirty-ni ne, and in puirsuance of the
statute, report oir thc information ot' is Excellency the Lieutenant Governori, that they
have examined the District Scñool conducted by Mr. Jolin Rae the Principal and Mr.
Tassie his Assistant, and find the institution in a most flourishing and advancing condition.
Theoprogre*ss o thé nuinerous pupils i know'ledge is great, and cycry credit is due to the
diligence and attention of the teachers. The statement to which this is appended exhibits
the numuber of pupils in the institution at this date, tie branches of education which are
taught, and the books which are in use tierein.

REPORT OF THE DISTRICT SCHOOL, DISTRICT OF TALBOT,
FOR THE YEAI 1839.

Tie Trustees of the Public School for the District of Talbot, have the honor to re-
port for the information of lis Excellency the Governor 'General, that immediately after
their appointment in September, 1838, they nominated, as Teacher, the Rev. Gcorge Sali
mon, and their nomination being approved of by lis Excellency the Lieutenant Governor,
the school was opencd at Simcoe i the beginnig of January, 1839.

Thatin the course of the month of January the board met, (at th cquest of Mr.
Salmon) and examined the young persons who were in attendance, about eightoen in nuni-
ber, in order that at a subsequent period thay might be able to judga of the progress made
by them.

That at the termination of tie half year, theY again examined the school, and found'
the number in attendance to amount to thirty-three, having averaged about twenty-four foi
the whole period.

That the pupils had been regularly instructed in Roading, Writing, Arithmetic, Eng.
lish Grammar, ,Geogràphy and Latin, and the progress made by them was satisfactory.
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Thiat there iere two or three of the pupils receiving gratuitous instruction, but ùot by
regular appointieent of the Trustees, according to the provision-of the act " for the gra-
tuitous tuition of ten poor liildren," whicih provision (both here and in the London Dis-
trict before the County of Norfolk Vas constituted a separate District,) has hithcrto proved
nugatory, pItl y owing to the fact, that those who might be desirous to avail thniselves of
it, cunnot aflord to pay for the board of their childr'en in the neighborhood of the school,
and partly owing to the inefficient state of the Common Schools, which do not furnish can-
didates for suci gratuitous instruction.

T ho Board cannot conclude this report, without deploring the backward state of edu
cation tiroughout the Province, (and particularly in this part of it, with which they are af
course best acquaintcd,) a stato vhich calls loudly for the adoption of energetic mneasti'es
for the improveinent of the Comtmon Schools, and for such other steps as may rernedy
the evil.

They also take the liberty to record it as their opinion, that the most likely measure to
raise the standard of oducation in the Province, would be the endowment of a seat of learn
ing, as similar as circumstances may admit of, to those in the parent state, whence ex-
amples might bo furnished to the country at large, of the degree to which the cultivation
of the human mind miay be carried 'and a stimulus afforded to the industry of the rising
generation.

In reply to your letter of the 25ch of last month I have to inforin you that its bein
dirocted to the Port Burwell Post Office, has'been the cause of some delay in the answering.
About the time it was mnailed at Port Burwell for this Office, I left for that place where I
had occasion to remain about two weeks.

In obedience to His Excellency's comnands, that I should "report particularly what
objections" I " may concoive to be opposed to a comipliande with" a Petition His Excellency
has received, to have the office of Registrar removed from hence to the town of London,
I have the honour to state :-

That under tho Provincial statute, 35th Geo. 3d, chapter 5, I was appointed Register
for the County of Middlesex, by commission, under the hand and seal of Lieutenant- Governor
Gore, bcai'ing date the 20th day of December, 1809, a copy of which Commission, ,(made
in the terms fixed by the statute,) I beg leave to annex, by which lis Excellency will be
pleased to observe, that the thon lieutenant-Governor thercby named and appointed, "tie
Township of Dunwich 1 ii the District of London, as the place wlere the said Register Ofice

for the said County shall be kCpt."

That on receipt of the said commission, I proceeded to erect, at my own exiense, a
ouitable frame Register Office, separate fromn mny dwelling"house, in the said " Townshi of
Dunwich," which office was destroyedi by the enemy, during the war betwoon Great Dri.
tain and the United States, but I prcserved ail the books and papers connected with the
office, by secreting them in the forest, in a secure box, made for the purpose, and changing
its position, as circumstances rCquired, on any threatened irruption of the cnemy, to the
residence of some person in the interior, on whose integrity I could rely with conidence:
and fortunately the box happened toe o in the care of such a person when I was nade a
prisoner and taken out of the Province,

That as soon as I convenicntly could, after the restoration of pace, I built, at my
own private cxpense a good and substantial Register Office, of brick, in the said "township
of Dunwich," conveinent to but separate and distinct from my dwelling house, which office
is situated on tho Talbot Road, on lot letterod C, in the tenth concesson of the said "town-
ship of Dumvich," aid which lotis adjoining the hmit between the townships of Dunwich and
Southwold.

That from the position in which the Register Office is thus established, it. is up ward
of twenty miles in a south-west direction to the western limit of the County, passing through
Dunwich and Aldborough, each of which, at right angles, is rising of ton miles in vidth
From the officé to the eastern limit of tho township of Bayhan, following the Talbot road,is thirty-five miles, and the distance from the office to the Town of London, by the nearest
road, is twenty-six mles.

That by the copy of the petition you have sent me, it is therein stated, "that Port,
Talbot is situated on the border of the County, and Londou being tho rost centra place
the undersigned, &c." On this subject, I. beg leave respectfully to show that this statement
is egregiously at variince with the truth. The Town of London, instead of 'IbGingthe
most central place" in the County, is within six mles of tho'linits of the Coùnty of Oxford.
It is precisely six rmiles, measuring on Dundai-street, from the south.west corner of the i
Township of Nissouri, in the County of Oxford, te the forks of the River Thamesi withid
which distance the Town of London is ituated. The ReGister Officeis muci nearer
goographical centre of the Couxity than London is, and the populationaking them
whole, are muclibetter accomniodated now than they cùld be if the officewereperri
to l lept at London, notttheoffie talarge curry to the1
northward, in the shore of Lake Erie ; and the truth, f this statemertis thus demonsrat
on a map of the County, set one foot of a compass in the Town of Lodor and h
other; touch the position of the Register Office, or the nearest point ofhecurvatureöf

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shore of lake Eie, and describe acircle, and you will include a great part of the ounties
of Oxford and Huron, while you will leave out the whole ofthe Townshiis 'of Aldo Ih
Mosa and Bayhan, and the greater parts of the Townships of Dunwich, Ekfrid, Adelàide,
and Malahide. It is exactly twelve miles' on the proof line road, 'froi the Town of Londo
to thesouthern limit of the' County of Huron, which, as well as Oxford, has its own Regis-
trar. If, on the ground that the public ofices irmediately.coinected with the administra-
tion'of the lav, are kept at London, this office huldhobe removed to that place öto, i,
would be cqually necessary for the promotion ofhe pub ic interesi, that te Register
Offices for the County of Oxfdrd anl Huion should-be removed there likeWise, becaùse the
law is administered at London for the inhabitants of the thrde Counties. Bt there is no-
substantial reason for keeping a Register Office, where the Courtse of Justice are usually
holden, unless by doing so the greater number of persons buying and selling la , would
bh better accomnodated, àich je not the case in thisinstance. No persons but those
residing in the neighbourhood of where Courts are holden, are in the habit of making con-
veyances there, but. such as are compelled by suits at law, and that portion of ou, popula
tion is happily but srmall.

Ihave generally attended the Courts of Justice, and have always made it a practice te'
receive proof of the execution of Deeds and Memorials either at London or any 'oher pa t
of the county where it lias been offered ; and this I hiave done whe I could conveniently
doso, for the purpose of saving parties the expense of sending witnesses to the office.

Ever since the last April Quarter Session of -the Peace for this District, I hav fré-
quently been told that great exertions were making under various pretences by a few per
sons at London, and others for then in remote parts of the county to procure signatures
ta a petition to His Excellency for removingthe Régister Officet the Town of Lon don
but I liad not seen the petition or a copy of it until you were sa obliging as to send me one.
From the tirme that has been ocupied in its circulation, I expected that itwould be numer-
dusly signed. It is easyfor any one who has witnessed the process of getting uppötitions
to conceive with vhat faciliÏy sinatures can be obtained to almost any sort ofýpetitîon, by
the' exercise of industry and perseverance; and that occsionally personsi aPparently re-
spectable ny be induced to join in them without inuch consideration; -but I think it hardly
probable that the name, of the person at whose investigation the petition in question was
got up lias appeared at all in this matter

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Government for damages, instructing the Messrs. Davenport tO let that claim beless rather
than more than the .estimated costs of repairs. That the Messrs. Davenport, a she is
informed did nake an estimate and claim of £50, but have nlot yet received en that
amount. That ber brother-in-law Mr. Cowan, went to Toronto on the subject, but could
obtain no satisfaction from the commissioners on claims.

The actual cost of repairs amount to upwards of £150-and the bonus and rent for
the premises, which, under the circumstances, she was compelled to hire, together with the
expenses of removing to £75 5s-to say nothing of the loss of valuable fruit trees and
uhrubbery, for which she could scarcely name an equivalent.

Having suffered great inconvonience, pecuniary and otherwise, from the foregoing
facts, and seeing no prospect of relief, she lias taken the liberty to appeal to your Excei.-
lency ; and she nost earnestly prays .your Excellency, that, setting aside the claim made
by the Messrs. Davenport, your Excellency would be pleased ta take the case into
favourable consideration, and order that she be paid such sum as, under the circumstances,
may appear to your Excellency to be just and equitablo.

I cannot take upon me to give you the information his Excelloncy desires as to tlie
description of inedals lodgcd iii the Iiank ; as respects a chest or box which I fid, on
reforûluce to the cashier, was sent there by the Ilonourable Arcideacon Strachan, in the
wiiter of 1823 or 1824, oi his departure from lience to England, which I believe he had
somne time previous to thattaken the chareo froIn the late Mr. Chief Justice Scott, ,h
was the President of tie Loyal and Patriotic Society, and who lad;also in his possession, at
the time of his death, in 1824, another smalf box, asid to contain, rnedals, and addressed
o him as President-this box being found to he in his possession by ine in October 1825,

on mny return fron England, 1, as one of the Executors to his estate, took charge of it.-I
have no knolevdge of its contents, it never hiaving been opened by me ; nor do I know
arnything of tie contents of tihe box sent by Dr. Strchami: ith respect to the " Loyal and
Patriotic Society" being still responsible for tlieir distribution, I cannot say ; I perfectly
recolLect tie cause assigned formàcrly for these medals not being distributed soon after
thney came to band, whicli nust have bean in 1818,I think it was found to be to b lateas
io previo's nicanis had been taken to acertain who \vre tihe peronîs moIs entitldd to
receivc thorm; and the difliculty that appeared to occur in iaking a distribution at that
late pcriod, without causing mach jealousy and discontent, wcre, as làr as I know the
reasons, it vas not done, and I presumne accounts for thai bein noyw on 1iànd.

The folloviig letter, from Henry Smith, Esquire, was read.

KiNsWroN, 30th April, 1885.

GENTLEMEN

Referrinig to my personal application this morning, to the Inspectors, for the payment f
the salary due to me, as Warden of the Provincial Penitentiary, and to their wish iin answet
thereto, that reference should be made to the Lieutenant Governor, for His Excellency's
decision thereon. I beg leave to state, that as soon as possible af'ter my appointment, inI
obedience to the Statute, 4th Wm. IV. Chap. 37, Section 7, which directs that the " Warden,
or principal Superintendent, shall reside at or near the Penitentiary,"' i ngaged the onIy
suitable dwelling so situated, and have resided there up to the present ti me, rendy at ail times
for the performance of ny diity. The 26th Section of the before-mentioned Statute, states,
that "none of the salaries mentioned in this Act, shall commence, until the said Penitentiary
shall be so far completed, as to be ready for the reception and confinement of Prisoners."
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Here, I wpuld beg leave to remark; that ri1hing vity r ard to the maiiteneie or
clothing of tíe Prisoners is stated, anid that it mav theretfore be f'irîy inferred; that the dutie
of the Warden would o4mmence, when the buildiing 1vas " s far completed," in 'pMoiding
necessaries snitable for the G onvicts ; and, it did appear to me, that snch Wvas the under-
standing of the Board of linspctore; as on the 2nd Anigust last, by their direction, I addressed
a letter to Lieutenant-Colonel Rovan, requesting His Excellency wonld be pleased to direct
the advance of £500, for the clothing and maintenance of the Couivicts that vere expected to
be sentencced to the Penitentiary at the next Assizes. As it vas not deemed expedient that
the advance sliould be made, I was directed by tie Inspectors, on ie 15th August, to'ieqesit
instructions for my guidance, in the event of applications being inade to me, for the reception
of Convicts ; and I humnbly conceive, that froin this date, if not from the 2nd of the. sanie
month, my duty as Wardeni commenced, the Prison being then "so far completed, as to be in
readiness for the receptioii and confinement of Prisoners.'

Although the Board of' Inspectors were without fuînds for the naintenanéc of C$nvt ,
i cannot imagine that my salary should not commence, owing to a matter not within imy
control.

At a meeting of the Board, on the 23rd instant, the C[erk was directed to write a letteirh
reply to one received from Lieutenant-Colonel Rovan, stating that " the Penitentiary ha.been
ready for the reception and confinement of Convicts, sirice 15th Angnst lat, bCt, ihat the
Inspectors have no funds at their disposal at present, for the maintenance and clothihgWof
Convicts ; that the Warden and Clerk have been in attendance since the 15th AugîitIlàVU;"
and the Inspectors are only waiting for funds, to carry the intention of the Legislaturei t&
effect."

From this, it is clearly shewn, that I have been in constant attendance, for-the perfornance
of the duties of my office, for the time from which I claim the payment of my salary, oi9d I
wil[ add fiurthermore, thtat the letter was written by the direction of the Ispectors, jnthe
expectation that my salary was to be paid from the 15th day of August last, as I then cap idily
told the Board, th4t I expected to be paid from that date, to which they made not the east

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REPORT
0F SELECT COMMITTEE ON TIIE PETITION OF H. SMITH.

To the Honorable the House of Assembly.

The Select Committee to whom was referred the petition of Henry Smith, Warden of
the Penitentiary, have attentively examined into the subject matter thereof, and fully concur
in the Report made on the subject on the 22nd March last, and therefore they feel that they
cannot do better than to adopt that report upon the present occasion and to urge upon the
House this additional reason in favour of Mr. Smith's claim, viz: that his responsibility has
increased to an almost incalculable degree, notonly from the steady increase of convicts but
the political state of the Province for the last two years. The Committee therefore res-
pectfully refer Your Honorable fHouse to the document above alluded to, in which after
setting forth the subject matter of the petition of Mr. Smith, they report:

IThat they have fully and minutely inquired into the circumstances and found the facts
as stated by the Petitioner that by the 21st clause of the statute fourth William Fourth,
the act which provides for the maintenance and government of the Provincial Penitentiary,
all perquisites and emoluments were denied to theni for their services other than the con-
pensation provided by that act, except that the Warden and his Deputy shall be provided
with dwellirigs at or near the Penitentiary, shall be furnished with fuel and candles fron the
stock provided for the use of the Province, and with servantsfromamong the convicts, if
they think proper,

" That the Inspectors of the Penitentiary in their report of Ist November, 1837, trans-
mitted for the information of this House by Bis Excellency Sir Francis Head, recommended
the repeal of this clause, viewing it as in some degree at variance with the sentence pro-
noùnced upon the convict by the court, consigning him to hard labour for the period of his
confinement, arid deeming it a departure from the essential part of the discipline, that of pro-
hibiting convicts from obtaining information of the circumstances or events passing within
or without the walls of the prison, and under that view of the matter the Board suggested
an amendment of that part of the statute, bygranting to the Warden and Deputy Warden a
competent allowance for servants, the expense of which the labour of the convicts otherwise em-
ployed than as household servants, would gofar to defray.

IThat acting upon this recommendation, the said clause was repealed by the fourth
clause of 1st Victoria chapter 53, without making any provision for the said Warden or bis
Deputy te defray the expenses incurred by them in the hire and maintenance of servants,
which they had to defray from the very moderate salaries which they receive for their ser-
vices.

dUnder these circumstances Your Commnittee most respectfully recommend that the
sum of fifty pounds currency be annually granted to the said Henry Smith, as an allowance
for the hire and maintenance of servants in lieu Of the convict servants, which the law ori-
ginally authorised, and that a further sum cf fifty pounds be paid to the said Henry Smith
for the expens.e incurred by him in this behalf since.the repeal of the authority under which
he employed convicts as household servants."

OF SELECT COMMITTEE ON PETITION OF Mrs. BLACKWOOD.

T the Honorable the Gommons House of â1ssembly in Provincial Parliament assembled:

Your Committee to whom was referred the Petition of Mrs. Blackwood of the Town of
Cornwall praying for aid to female Schools, most respectfully beg leave to report:

That they have taken the subject into-their most serious consideration and earnestly
commend to your Honourable House to appropriate a sum of money annúally for the en-
couragement of female schoos.

In making this recommendation, Your Committee cannot better advocate the measure
than by making use of the language of the Petitioner, wherein she urges the "advantages,
nay the necessity, of providing the means of giving a liberal education ta those who are des-
tined by providence ta became the wives and mothers of our future rulers, magistrates and
legislators, and who may therefore be supposed to be able to exercise a certain degree of
influence over them; the tending of which must depend upon the principles they imbibed
and the babits they acquire in early life."

Upon these remarks of the petitioner comment is unnecessary ; they contain truths
wliich are worthy of the attention of Your Honorable House. Your Committee cannot re-
frain from adverting to the fact, that while a liberal grant bas been made for the support of
male schools, no provision has ever been afforded to those intended to instruct the other
sex, whose precepts and example must ever have great weight in exalting the character of
any people.

town.

Your Comnittee have further to report to Your Honorable House, that on the day fol-
lowiog the said paynent, viz: on the 30th May 1838, the said R. D. Fraser was proceeding
to Toronto on board the Steam Boat "Sir Robert .Peel," and having the said ruoney of peti-
tioner in his trunk when the said Steam Boat was taken possession of by a party of pirates
at Wells's Island in the River St. Lawrence, and by theni burned, the property of inany of
Her Majesty's subjects being wholly destroyed, and amongst whichwas the aforesaid sum,
the property. of the petitioner.

Petitioner prays that a deed may issue from the Crown for the land which he claims,
and to which Your Committee conceives he is justly entitled, and with a view to the attain-
ment of that object, Your Committee respectfully recommend that an address be presented
to His Excellency the Governor General, setting forth facts of the petitioner's case, and re-
comnmending that the patent for the land in question may issue in favor of the petitioner.

OF' SELECT COMMITTEE ON PETITION OF A. MANAHAN, S

To the gIonourable the Commons House of Jlssembly:

The Committee, to whom was referred the Petition of Anthony Manahan, of the Town
of Kingston, Esquire, beg leave to report-

That, upon enquiry into the circumstances set forth by Mr. Manahan in"his 'Petition,
they find that, on the lOth August, 1821, ore hundred and thirty-six kegs cf ranufatúred
Tobacco, his property, weighing about -27,744 lbs., were seized on Carleton Island, siithin
the territory and jurisdiction of the State of New York, one of the United States of America,
by Christopher Alexander flagerman, Esq., the then Collector df Custons of the Port of
Kingston-the said Collector erroneously assuming the said land to be within the limits and
jurisdiction of this Province; and that the said Tobacco, which was stored there with a Mr.
Charles Smyth, a Commission Merchante, had been illegally imported. That the said
Tobacco was duly labelled, and after a tedious, expensive, and vexatious course of law, the
illegality of the proceedings of the said Collector was established by the 0ourt of King's
Bench, under the authority of which Court, the said Tobacco was restored te Mr. Manahan.

That, although the said Tobacco was restored, still the lapse of time, and the injury it
received from improvident keeping, which subjected it to the alternate heats and cold of two
seasons, it was unfit for use and unsaleable.

That, by this act of illegality, Mr. Manahan bas sustained, as he sé tes, àn actualloss in
the cost of the said Tobacco, of £964; and in the law expenses, he necessarily incurred, to
protect his rights, exceeding £250-the total amounting to £1214, to which it is but reasona-
ble to add the Interest, about £1314, naking a total, at this time, of £2530.

That Mr. Manahan has repeatedly applied to the Executive Government for reinunera-
tion for this heavy loss, (having, by the Statutes of the Province, no right of recourse againt
the said Collecto,) but without success.

While uYôr Committee admit the serious disadvantage to Mr. Manahan, and acknow-
ledge the justice of making provision for bis relief, they cannot with reference te the pre-
sent embarrassment òf the fiscal affairs of the Province, recomrhend that this relief shoild
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be afforded in money and they therefore respectfully recommend that an humble address be
presented to His Excellency the Governor General praying His Excellency to take such
measures as would ensure to Mr. Manahan compensation for the loss he bas sustained, by
a grant from tbe waste lands of the Crown.

LETTER FROM MR. HAGERMAN ON THE SUBJECT.'

Toronto, 22d J<inuary, 18401.

The seizura to which Mr. Manahian refers was made upvards of Eighteen years'ago, and took 'place1
under the folîowing circumstances.:

Carleton Island is situate in the main channel of the St. Lawrence, opposite Kingston, in the Midland Dlistrict,
and lies nearest ta the ÀAmenican coast.

It remained in the possession of tle British GovA(rnment, and was garrisaned by a small detachment of troaps
fram the conquest of Canada until the commencement of the late Amorican War, 'when itw~as, captured by, and re.
mained in the military occupation of the United States, until peace was established between ýthe two cauntries
in ý1815. 1

By the treaty of Ghient, it was stipulated, that laIl places an& territories captured by either power during the
contest should ha surrendercd up to the party froin whom 1they had been taken, and remain under the jurisdiction and
control of the original occupants until the truc boiundary ]inc, dividing the United States and the British territarieR,
should be ascertained and determined. l1

In pursuance of this trcaty, thie Milîtary force of the United Statcs was withdrawn fram 'the Island, and the
jùrisdiction as well as the right of occupancy, was rest orcd ta Great Britain-several persons continued to reside
on the Island, and being a place advantageously situated for a depôt for Lumbor intended for the Quebec market, a
number of those engaged in, t 1hat trade too k up, thcir residence there as 1did also a few individuels çarrying a n the
business of shop keepers.

,For sarne time previous ta the 'seizure of the Tobacco referred ýta by Mr. Manahan, it was ascertained tha
persans, engaged in sniuggling tram bath cauntries, made Carleton Island a depôt for dutiable andI caitraband arti-
cles, especielly'Tobaccao, amiý Tea, for the marcecanvonient illicit transmissianof them into Upper Canada, which it was'
natariaus wvas donc ta a verygreat extent-I was at the time Collecter' of the Customa, for Kingston, and reparted
the circumstance to the Go enment, who canveyed ta me the opinion, that articles landed on Carleton Island,, fram
the UJnited States without an entry havingý bean'prcviausly madIe et samne British Port af ontry, were hiable ta seizure.
-Fully aancurring in this opinion, andI having received information thbat the Tobacca in question wvas tIdeposited
an Carleton IslandI, 1 directe 'd its seizure, Whichi wes'accordingly effected. It ivas put in a place of security, ai
whero it, was not' hikely ta reccivo' mare damae than in any other place of deposit.

SThe lcgality ýof the seizure, hein g questioned It wes dccided bythe court'here, tiiet asý Carleton Island althaugh
a possession af the Çrown, was flot'situate within the, line that separates Upper, Canada frum the UnitedStates, ~e
Courts of Lawý here could flot exercise jurisdiction ovor, it : There was no decision that the Tobacco had beeri
Zawofully landeêd an Carleton IslandI.'

District, praying for compensation for extraordinary services since December 1837, in taking
charge of State Prisoners,

Beg leave respecsfully to report: That having duly considered the sane and called
upon Mr. Kidd to state the services for which he claimed compensation, they recommend
the following statement for the consideration of your Honourable House. That the number
of state prisoners confined in the Goal of the Home District during five, months was one
hundred and seventy five.

That at one period, and that for some months, Mr. Kidd had charge of three hundred
prisoners of all classes, under the roof of the Gaol. That one of the state prisoners having
succeeded in breaking out, afforded the means of escape to a debtor, by which he sustained
a loss of thirty pounds.

Your Committee therefore respectfully recommend that a sum of money not exceed-
ing .£150, be granted for the purpose of compensating Mr. Kidd in accordance with thé
prayer of his petition.

The Committee to whom vas referred the petition of the Reverend George Archbold
and upwards of one hundred others, have agreed to the following report

They fully appreciate the benevolent feelings which have iniluenced the petitioners in
their application to Your Honorable House in behalf of the Deaf and Dumb.

No lot can be more unhappy than that of the individuals in 'whose behalf their sympa-
thies have been excited and their appeal made.

Separated from their fellows by the dispensation of Providence; cut off from the ordi-
nary means of intercourse from almost every pleasure or enjoyment, whether of infancy,
youth or manhood; they pass a cheerless existence, and in the midst of human society and
surrounded by the activity and intelligence of manhood, they are as solitary as the recluse of
the cloister or the desert.

Worst of ail, is the consideration that not only does this natural deficiency deprive them
of the means of expressing by words, their wants and wishes, their wrongs or oppressions
their feelings of affection, of sorrow or pain, to those allied to them by kindred and botnd to
protect them ; but it further shuts tliem out from the consolations of religion, leaving their
minds a wilderness, in which neitherhope nor faitl can find a place to take root.

A casual consideration of this destitute condition, must excite an anxious wish in the
breast of every philanthropist to rescue from such a state of misery and degradation, this un-
fortunate class of our fellov beings ; and it is gratifying to reflect, that means have been
discovëred and have been applied, to the practical utility of which succcssful results bear
abunelant testimonv.

Institutiotis for the instruction ofthe deaf and dumb have been formned in various parts
of Europe and America, and by a well organized system the minds of the pupils have been
enabled to receive knowledge and have developed powers of imagination, thought and re-
flection, of as high an order as belong to the mass of their fellow creatures.

It appears by returns before this House, there are not less than one hundred and nine-
ty-nine sufferers within this Province, for whose education there is not the slightest provis-
ion.

Your Committee therefore, respectfully recommend, that steps should be taken to esta-
blish one or more schools for the instruction of the deaf and dumb in this Province, and that
for this purpose a sum of money should be granted to Her Majesty in the same manner as
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for the Common Schools, to enable Her Majesty to pay an annual salary to one or more
teachers properly qualified for this duty, and to establish one or more institutions where
these unfortunate sufferers nay be educated..

ing any renuneration for either bis services or the Medicine so supplied.

By the circunstance of his removal at a distance so remote from his usual practice and
in times of peculiar peril and dismay, the said Doctor Dormer believes the great disadvan-
tage of being absent from his family and living at great expense, suffered severely in bis
Practice, several of his most wealthy and worthy Patients having been obliged to employ
other Medical men to attend them.

Tiey therefore recommend that the sum of One Hundred Pounds Currency be given
as a small renuneration for the services he performed and the losses he has sustained.

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Legisiature firn the mputation of a violation of privaie rights and a breach'of public faith,
which the asstrnuption of' the controlof their property, %vithout the assent aIthe private
Shareholders, will subject them ta.

hey immnediately deernmind to send for AtheAssessor of the said Township of Thurlotv,
whose name they ascertaincd to be David Read. On being suimmoned Mr. Read immedi-
ately attended before the Cornmittee, and from hisI volu tary statenent, Your Committee
have abundant reason to declare that their suspicions have been fully confirmed.

Though Mr; Read stated that the objectionable narnes above set forth"were placed in
the column named for those who piofessed no religion, and not in the colum iset apart for
the religious professions, still lie aultitted that he had of his own accord entered two of the
most objectionablenaines as dcsignating Christian bodies, and acknowledged himsel so far
to lbe in fault. lle furthert stated, that many of the persons whohad given in some of the
names alluded to, thôught that no one had a right to enquire towIhat religious persuasion
they belonged, arid so expressed thrmselvés at the tirne; that other names were proposed to
be, entered upon the list eqùally objectionable vith those rentioned, but that he dissuaded
the parties from persisting i such a course, and-that i consequunce their names do not
apear.

Mr, Read declared that in his opinion the objectionable aemes vhich appear in the
Return vere given out of derision, but that ho hîinself did not intend any contenipt of
Religion.

From what lias been illicitcd from Mr. Read, Your Cormmittee are of opinion that the
Religious Census for the different )istricts have been very imperfectly taken, and especially
in the present case, whereIthe Assessor admits that he never-cead the Act assigningto him
this particular duty; and that he in fact (though forrnerly belonging to the Methodist persua-
sion)I did not return hi nself as belongin to any Religious Denomination or as being one of
that class of people who profess no Religion at alL

That about One Hündred Acres of laîd bein par of lot Number twenty in the first
concession in the, Tlowvnship of Kingston originally purchased by the" inspectors of the Pro-
vincial Peiitertiary and not rdquired by thém is at the disþosal of the Provincial Legislature.
Fromn information whieb hias beeni received by your CommitItee, it appears that the situation
is in every respect adcmirably adapted for th1e site of ai i Lunatit Asylum, both for beauty of si-
tuaon and beglth, bu however desirable advantages of' sccery may be considered, ut has
ben must satisfacorily established that the necessa buildings may he erected in that viçiity
by nieans of cnvit t labour, at an immense saving ta i he province; the very bestrmaterials for
builing being ta be obtained on the spot without any arrage whatever.

1t appears also that the Petitioner "commenced an action ainst the Trustees of thé
said Road in order'to ecover the damages aforesait-but that he did not suceed ln recover-
ing, in consequence of die court deciding that owners or occupiers of land, were entitled
by the act authorisithe he construction of the said road, to recover damaes only in cases
where the land owned or occupietd by the Plaintiffs had been encroached or tresspassed
upon.

If the liaw has been properly construed, there appears to be no rmethod of obtaining re-
dress for the petitioner, except by aitering the act Vhich authoi ises the construction of the
said road, so as to enable al"persons sustaining danage by the construction of the sai road
to recover from the Trustees by action in the District Court-or by passing an act to author-
ise an assessment upon the different Districts of the province, to remunerat'e proprietorsof
this kind-or by a grant of a sum of money to ay for the damage sustained in this particuLr
case.

That in the Sumnier öof 1836, Ycur-Petitior ers became Security for Mr. Edward Beeston then appoiated dol.
lector of'tho Port at lallowell, with the understanding that Mr. Beeston should at the expiration, of 'twenty days
furnish other Security.

That Your Petitionîcrs"finding that Mr. Bceston did not (as pronised) offer other Socurity, and that he iad left
tho charge of the Colluction of the Duties to a Dcputy, waitcd in the Spring of 1837 on the Inspector Gencral and
officially inforned him that from that period Your Memórialists discharged themselves from any further responsi-
bility on Mr. Beeston's account.

Thc Inspeccor General ommunicated the same officidlly ta Mr. Beeston, and Your Memorialists thorofore con.
sidëred that the further caro.of Mr. Beeston's officiai Security to the Government rcsted with the Head of the proper
Departmcnt.

Your Memorialists have reason to believe that Mr. Beeston wasreported by the Inspector General as a Defaulter
in Sep tomber, ,1837, also in September, 1838, but' le was not supcrseded until February, 1889.

F or the suni for which Mr. Beeston is deficien, Your Petitioners. are about to be prosecuted, they therefore
respectfully bog that tlicir case might bc taken ito consideration, and that they might be relieved from the payment
of a debt for which they conceive they àre fnot equitably responsible.

From the preceding review of the Finances "of the
country and'its resources, your Committee trust they have
demonstrated, that so far from the Province laboring under
an amount of debt sufficicntly to cause a feeling of despond-
ency in those wvho take un interest in its' welfaro, they have
shewn by the proposed arrangement, that good fiaith may
be kept with the public Creditors, and provision made" for
the ordinary expenses of the Government for ,the current
year.

In I this accotnit your Committee can assure your
Honourable House they have assumed nothing for fact, but
after careiful and anxious examination; and if large sums
have been abstracted from the fuinds 'of the Province to
meet demands vhich should have been paid by local assess-
monts and other sources-provided by Statute, your Com-
mittee submit that it was net the fault ofthe Legilature,-
but fel it due to the present House of Assembly, as vell
as those which preceded it, te make this statement; because

bwhile we admit that the Public debt ofUpper4Canada is" a
large on'e, ve haveshew n'that a sum greater than the total
amount of the present debt ef the Province has, within a
few years been appropriated towards developing the resour-
ces ' the country, and ixn constructing works calculatd te
Idd te the comfort and prosperity of its inhabitants.

MACÂDAMIZED ROADS'.

To ilie Hlonorable, ihie Colnlonons floutse of Jsscnibly.

T Ill Gnmittoc to whnom vas reforred the Reports of
the Commissioners of the severai Turnpike Trusts in this
P'rovince-

3io To Riuor

That they have had the aine unier consideration, vith
the exception of the Brattfl rd nnd laimliton. and Ki ngstoi
and Napance Roads, fron the Trustees of hvlich no returns
havo yetibeen received.

They have also had before thon a Staternent from the
Recciver Gencas Office of the suns ndvanced to cach
Trust, togethier with "tli ipterest duo to SIt December
1839, and the anounît that vill be required ta moQt thea
sana tal st Deceiîber, 18140; trom which, togethter with
the Reports, a tabla has ben onpiled by heir direction,
slewig -the linancial state ofeacit Trust, so far as could
be ascertaïncil, and which is ieroimto appended.

With respect to those Roads geierally, the Coamiittee
have to report,tiat in no one instance has the fuhl aniount of
intorest been paid tp to 3lst Deceniber last. Many of the,
returns are defective in the iast important information.-
Soine do not state Le amount of Tolls collectcd during the
past year, and others furnisih no sufficient data fromi which
a correct opinion can be fornied as to tha probability of the,
interest being realized duringthe present one.

As regards such of these Ronds as have been made
continuously, your Coimittee inave not ben able to disco-
ver any sufficient reason why the Tolls siouid nlot have been
increaed at a" period sufficiently early in the, past year to
have produced an amount eqnai to the intcrest of the rnoney
expended in their "constructiori,-the amount requisite for
that purpose dould have' been as well asccrtainld et the

commencement of the past year as at present Sorne ex-
cusc doubtless is to be othe-rd in thoso instances where
sèctions of Road have iheen cqmplote<J, leaving intorvals àn
a, imfinishad state, as in the case of that between Dundas
anîd Vatcrloo, anm also between Qucenston and Grimsby,
-on the latter fnot on shilling oftToillhas bee lovied, and
the Commnissioners reprasent that soue parts of the said
Road arc almost impassable for carlages.

Your Conmittoo ara nt of opinion, that nv resu lilif-
feront fron tha prcsaioi can roasonably beafnticiliate untila
more efficiont systeni ofmnagementlas adopted, and those
Trusts placed undor tho direction fi' persous vho shall bc
hela responîsible for the manner mn which they are, conduct-
cd. Tue Statites under which they are constituted are
delictive in the monst nocessary provismsinn, as the reports
of ithe Comrisioînrs, as vell asstatemnts niade by then
individually, abundantly show. Among those mostreqpired,
ara anactmen ts providing a surnnary remedy against per-
sons vading the Tolls by passing througlh private grounds;
for reuiating the Tolls accorning to t ha weights carriod;
for providing for the necessary repaire; for cllecting the
conmtntion ofstatuto labour: for the ragulation of Tl
Gates, and duties of 'l'ail Collectors; and flr affording
redress to persoins sustaining damage ii consequence of ai-
terations in th'roads.

Ilefore proceeding tostaté the nedi mcaeures
which appear to your Coumittec best andapted to niet the

pescnt exiny, they beg to cal the attention of our
hoabie ose to thafoact, thnt the Eastern Rioad of the

Homo districta ls been constructed for a distanto of 14
miles withn deal plank, aond'that tho" whole extent of road, 18
miles, lias cst £2,422. averaging about, £1245 per mile.
That the plank will last for a longer'period than 10 years,

cannot reasnably be supposod. If it Is intended that the
cost ofthis road is tobe repaid from the ToIls, it shoutd be
inade inperative upon the persons to'whose care the trust
is confided, to raise 10 per cent annnally on the amount ex-'
pende'd, in addition ta the sum required for the payment of
interest. Another subject ta which the attention of your
Coininittee has been particularly called bylthe reports frein
sonie of the Home District Comnmissioners, and which they
are desirous of brnging inder the notice of youri Honorablo
Hlouse, is tho foot, tiat whilo that portion ithe roads with-
in the linits of the liberties' and City of Toronto, las bqer
made" and kept in 'ropairut the rxpense of the difrerent
Truss, in accordance with the express onactments of the
Statute, the City now contriblutes nothing towards their
funms eithier in tho shape of Toits or statute labour. The
law indeed authorised the crection of Toit Gates so soon as
onc mile of" road vas corpleted, but the Trusteos have,
beau compelied ta remove them ta the bounds of the City,
to prevent tho Tolls being almost entirely evaded i conse-
quence a the different strcets afrding apassage rouni
the g ates.

Under tliese circumstances, it does appear butr easons-
ble that sonie relief should be afforded ta the Trustees in'
this matter, and that the Corporation e required ta pay

the interest of the sui expended in constructing the roade
within the limits of their city and liberties, and to keep the
saime in repair.

Another circumistnce , which your Commiýttee feet
bound to notice, is a charge which, appeurs in the accoant
ofdisbursements on the Grimnsby and Queenston road. The
suin of £t7B 15s. is stated to have been paid for the expen-
ses of the Trustees. In, wlat manner these expenses vere
incurred, or whether an allowance vas made ta each Tr-
tee does not appear from the report.

In order ta relieve these Trusts from thedificulties
in which they arc tiqvolved, and to piace them upon an effi-
cient footing, yousr Committee recommend that an Act be'
passed vith provisions simila to those contained in the bill
sutbmitted ta youHr lonorable House during the last Session,
for the regulation of the Home District Roads.

They recommend that the sd clause of ith Wm. 4,
chap. 65, b' so far repealed as to permit tIse following sins
to be'advanced by tie Reçeiver General witlout deduction
for interest, ta pay off the debts that have been incurred ,
the interest that is due ta S1st December lest, and ta finish
the distances contemplated in ihose cases only there the
tolls cannot otherivise bo rendered available

Your Committee further recomnend, that the Trustees
should be givon distinctly ta understand, tiat, if they failed
in raising I by thé Toits, an amount equal ta the interest
falling due on 31st December next, that a rate would be
leviedtupon thse inhabitants of the different Districts ma
which those roads are situtated,toImake good the deficiency,
pursuant ta the several Statutes now in force for that pur-
pose.

They are not, however of opinion, that a necessity
will cxist for having rçcourse ta this last resort, if the renie-
dies they have proposed be adopted and prothptly acted
upon. , The large suais that have already been realized
from the Tolls, especially in thé Home District, lead ta a
different conclusion. If thle debts and interest now due are'
at'once pàid up, and an economical systein of managementl
pursued for the future, the Tolt fands:would be found suf-
ficicnt to pay the interest, tihe wages ofi te Collectors, and

other Officers, the necessary repairs, aind eventuallyTform ta
sinking fond for the graduai liquidation of the debts incurred
by these improvementsvhich wvill thus pay, for them.seves.
On the other hand, if a different policy is folowed, if the
Turapiie, Acts are not amended, if the present systern is
permitted ta continue, and'no relief afforded, the accumula-
tion of debt and interest must necessarily proceed-and wilt
soon, amount 't oa great sum,; and become permnanently
chargeable on the Provincial Revenue, inasnuch'as the
repaytnent,by direct taxation under suchl circuinstances
would, in the opinion of your Committee,,prove not only
burdensome in the extreme, but be found impracticable.

The Select Committee to vhom was referred tha Re-
port of the Comnnissioners of the St. Lawrenco Navigation,
have taken the sane into consideration, and beg to subinit
the following Report for the information of your Honorable
louse.

On reference ta the Acts of the Provincial Legislature,
(d \Vi,. 4, chap il], and 4th Vmn. 4, chap. 40, authorising,
the construction of the St. Lawrence Canal) your Commit-
tee have ascertained1, that the entire am9ount appropriated
by Parliaiment for the construction of this great public un-
dertakina, was £420,000, f vhich sum £ l350,57 ias bean
expendaß,1eaving abalance of.£6S,421,'not yet appropriated.

It is stated in the IReport of' the Engineer, that' the
sum of £51,500 will yet be required to,omplet' the vorks
at the Longue Sault, and a further sum of £5215 15s. ,8d.
ta pay outstamling dcbts (for which notes on intarest have
bc issued by the Board,) iiiaidng together the sum of
£50,7'15 158. 8èd.,

By the'Bill passed by the Legisiature, during its last
Session, ontitled An Act to alord further facility to ne-
gotiate Debentures for the completion of certain works,"
and which Bill has sinco bean assented to by Her Majesty's
Govern ment, the sum of£o,o is authorised to be issued
for thoexpress purpose ofcompleting that part o the wark
already commenced-and your Comnittee recornmend that

means b provided to effect this desirable object; particu-
larly ns the Engineer, 'as wel as , the President of the
iloard, entertain no doubt that the Toits will pay the inter,
est on this aLdditionatL outlay, as soon as this part of the
woik shall ba opençd for public tye.

The Committee have reaiwith attention the Report
of the resident Engineer, which, together vith the minutes
of the procodings of the Board of Conuiissioners and the
account of ExIendituie, is annexed ta the repart referred
ta, your Conmnittee,

Entertainîng a high opinion of the magnitude, utility
andimportance ofthis great public undertakng, yout Com-
mittee not only recomnend that tha necessary funds be
supplied for the coinpletiai of the vorks already' connen-
ced, but they entertain a sanguine hope, that the continu-
ance of this navigation, without interruption, to the City
of Montréal, will be one of the first olects to attract the
attention, and secure the support of the ensuing Legisla-
ture.

'The Committee ta whom was roferred t-he Petitions
of Robert Barclay W Co. Messrs. Francis & Iay, and
Adam Ilenry Meyers and others, on the subject of the
Works on the River Trent, together with the ReportI of the
Comunissioners on the saie subject, beg Ieave taòreport-

That by the Act 7th Gea. 4th, hap. 66, the sum of
£77,507 1ls. 4d. vas authorised ta be, rised by the Re-
ceiver G encral for tho improvement of the navigation of the
River Trent.

During the same Session ai the Legislature an At
was passed,(chap. 68,) by the 7th lection of avhieh the
Commissioners were restrained in the çxpenditure of the
sui so authortsed ta be raised, ta such parts of the tvark
and at such periods as the Governor and Council should
from time ta time direct.

ia the year 1887the Recoiver General did raise upon
1gbentures, the sui of £t8,oo sterling,-equal ta £31,-

til ts. id. currency, out ai which it'appearsthe Com-
rissioners havo received £16,889 6s. £d. currenc,,onl3y.

The Commissioners, under the authority of the Gover-
nor and Coucil, entered into contets for the two lower
sections ofthe Trent, viz:-Chisholm Rapids, and Meyer's
Island; the forner dated the 18th Oetober,1887, and the
latter dated the 16th i thesame mnonth.

The contr.ct at Chisholm's Rapi was enitered into
with Robert Barclay & "Co.-to be done by the yard and
foot of rock ekcavation,-Iock and da.n That at Meyer's
Ilsand, with Francis & Hay,-to be done bythe job, for the
sum of £95 4s. 0à.

Both works are now stopped:-the anc at Chisholm'a
Rapids admitted ta be, by orderaf t-he Commissioners, for
want of funds; and the work at Meyer's Island, it is aueged
by the' Contractor, for the same reuon; but this is degtue&
by the Coamissiotwre.
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The Connittoe feel that they cannot properly in-
terfere in any dispute as to the fu'lfilment or non-fulfilnent
of subsisting agreements reguilarly' entered into; and thore-
fore, however they nay regret the operation of such a
decision upon the Contractors at AMeyer's Jsland, w'ho allege
that they have alarge suin invested in riatorials and imple-
ments necessary for the work, they cannot advise the Le-
gislature to place upon record so inconvenient a precedent
as one, which, if' mado, would·render all contratsor agree-
monts ofn4 simoilar nature, a more nullity.

The Committee are unwilling to beievethat the Com-
missioners who are acting gratuitously, and vho stand
charged with so important a Trust, can have any interest
in the niatter, other than that which arises fron a desire te
diecharge their duty imîpartiully and with a proper regard
for that justice which ie equally due to the Contractors and
the public.

The Committee thereforo feel it ta be their duty te
refrain froin interfering vith any of the matters in dispute
between the Commissioners and the Contractors, and con-
floe themselves to the protection o the public, so lar as in
them lies, ngainst the loss likcly to bc sustained in case
these works are or are not conpleted; but they recommuencl
Ihat the diffierences above ulhidedto b subnitted te tho
decision of the Engineers, Mr. Bilird and Mr. Killaly, and
such third person as they shall appoint as Uipire.

The Comrnitteo, therefore, conforining theinselves
strictly to such mtatters as are admitted by the Conuis-
sioners and their Engineer, and throwing aside for the pre-
sent, at least, such as are in dispute, submitto yurl-onor-
able louse the following stateinent, which is flounded upon
the papers subnitted ta theom by thîeComnissioners,and the
evidence of'the Engineer, Mr. Baird:-

Of this suin, hoevver, vpwards of £600 wilI be availa-
ble te the work should it go on ta completion. The Com-
nittee recominend that an address be prcsented te the
Governor General, praying that he may ordor an immediate
advance of this sum, in order that the Contractors at Chis-
hoIlm's Rapids inay be rolieved fron debts pressing heavily
upon then.

With respect. te the application of Mr. Francis, the
Contractor at Meyor's Island, for imniediato relief from the
importunity of his creditors, tntil such tùle as his matters
can be arbitrated upon, the Comimittee are into'rmed by the
papers before them, and by the stateinent of the Engineer,
that although in strict terms of contract, doducting, or in
other words, leaving behind and unpaid, as a collateral se-
curity, 20 per cent of the work actually done,the Contracter
wvould appear ta be oiverpaid £550 15. 5d.; yet the whole
amdunt of' work, actually performed without that deduction,
amounts ta £003 14s. Bd., lcaving a balance due the Con-
tractor of'£296 19s.,1d.

The Committee are satisflied that the Contractor, Mr.
Francis, has been put te considerable inconvenience in con-
sequence of irregularity in paynent made te him, and this
is net denied by the Comtissioners; and without entering
ut all into the question of damage botween the parties, the
Committee recommnind, that for the present, tlie Contract-
ors bc alloved lthe 20 per cent withheld froin them and that
the said sum of £296 1De. ld. be inclttdedin the addrcss te
the Governor Genoial, mnaling in ail the sui oi'£1802 10s
7d. te be paid to the Contractors at both places.

The Committee urge upon your Honorable House, the
propriety of taldng immediato steps te complote these

orks.

1st. 'Because the works must nocessarily receive
damago in their prosent state, in proportion te the length
of tne in which they remain unfnished.

2d. Because the amont of dama ge clained by the
Contractors at Meyer's Island, is, over and above the
£296 ls. id. above allowed, the sum ,of £2051 18s. and
the amount clained for damago by the Contractors at Chis-
holni Rapids, over and above what is alloved theni, the
suin of £607 5s. 5d.-a great phrt of whih sms would be
available te the work, if they wore immnediately finished.

The Commitce therefore bcg leave to report another
address te the Governor Goneral, praying that he vill be
pleased te order the advance of the suma of £8,010 £s. 5d.
in order te complete the work.

These sums, together with any probable amount which
may bo awarded for dainage hereafter, will still be consid.
erably within the siun already actually raised by theReceiver
General upon Debontures issued for these vorks.

PETITION 0F DUNCAN MACDONELL, ESQ.

To the Honorable the Comnimons House of Assemibly.

The Select Committee on the Petition of Duncan
McDoneli, Esquire,-
REsPEcTEuLLY REPoRT:-

That the Petitioner was one of the Commissioners ap-
pointed by an Act of the last Session of Parliament,'for the
expenditure of £500, part of the sumi of £1000 granted for
the improvemont of the Post Road between Cornwall and
L'Orignal, and that the disbursement of the said money
appears to have beén duily accounted for according to the
Statute.

That owing to the vory defective state of the said
road, the Commissioners found that notvithstanding the
most economical and careful management of the said appro-
priation, there yet remained two serious obstructions on the
said road, the removal of which was absolutely necessary te
render fully available the ropairs already made; and as the
whole of the funds appropriated had been actually exhaust-
ed, the Potitioner paud out and advanced at the disposai of
the Commissioners, the sui of £44 Os., 7àd. being the sum
required for the removal of the said obstructions, and vhich
were removed accordingly; and it appears that the expen-
diture of the last mentioned sum, with vouchers, is included

in the accounts of the expenditure of the Legislative
grant.

Your Committee having satisfied themselves on the
above particular, and having referred to the preamble of the
Act 'of Appropriation, find that the Road in question is
therein characterized as being 'Chighly important and neces-
sary for the defence of that section of the Province, in case
of insurrection or invasion.

Your Committee have also had an opportunity ofjudg-
ing from personal observation, of the great and, solid m-
provements effected on the said road by the Commissioners,
aided by the advance made by the Petîtionor, as above sta-
ted; and thoyltherefore unanimously recommend that the
sum of £44 Os. 7àd. be, granted to Her Majesty for the
purpose of repaying that aimount to the said Petitioner.

The Committee to whom wa referred the Petition of
William Chisholm, Esquire, have agreed to the following
Report:-

They find, that in the construction of the Harbor at
Oakville, a sum of nearly £4000 has been expended; of
which £2500 was loaned from the Public Monies of the'
Province to the Petitioner, under the authority of an Act
passed ini 1881.

The'annual average of Tolle taken from the receipts cf
the last three years, appears to exceed £250,-wile the
interest on the whole amount expended, is £240, per an-
iiuin-and on the Loan, is only £150 par îanonm.

' Under these circumstances it is obvions that the'inter-
est of the Loan might have been paid; but the Petitioner
has explained, that had, ho taken this course, he could not
have completed the Harbor, s far as he has now been able
to do,-as his own means, without the expenditure of a
portion of the Tolls, would have been insuficient for the
purpose.

A balance of interest amounting to about £900, re-
mains due, andin little more than one year, the principal of
£2500 will aiso be due.

It appears further, that the expnse of collecting these
Toils is about £75 a year, leaving an available surplus of
£175, which will, in the opinion cf your Committee be con-
tinually increasing.

Various causes rnight be assigned for the existence of irregularities in
an office, tIe details and operations of which are so extensive and over whicli
a vigilant and incrcasing superintendence is required to prevent derangement
and confusion.

Hlore the appointment is eagerly sought
after, and wcn gained, is considered as a permanent provision for the incum-
bont.

The Com-
rnittee is not at prescrit aware of any judicial services required to be rendered

As an officer of the Crown, the Sheriff attends to the collection of fines
and amerciaments, eiforces process,-is intrusted )yith the charge of prison-
orS~-the appointment of Gaoler-the superintendence of the Gaol-the due
execution of the Law, and oves other general duties incidental to his char-
acter as a high peace officer and guardian of the interests of the Crown.

The duty, however, which principally engages his attention is the ser- Prinipal duty duo

vice and due exceution of civil process, ncludig the care and custody of
Dcbtors, and the seizure and sale of their estates real and personal.

Il this branch of his duties the conduct of tie Sheriff is miost open to
exception, and any vant of punctuality or vigilance being soonest discovered
and most imnediately felt, is liable to form the subject of prompt and, to
often, of wel-grounded complaint.

Eacli Sheriff generally employs a Deputy to 'whose management the F.ti , bus iessofthe

entire business of the Department is very genCrally confided, and in all cases
where the principal, from any cause, may not personally superintend the ty.
working of lhis office, it is obvious that.the regularity or derangement of his
duties vill be found to depend on the ability and attention of the Deputy.

dutiesin relation to the collection of' moneys, the most frequent and well-
grounded complaints of abuses procecd, and remedial measures arc most
loudly called for.

In enforcing the collection and payments of moreys uuder judicial pro contro or sears
ccss, the present system of controlling and coercing the Sheriff is thought susceptible or im.

susceptible of improvement, and if placed on a more effective footing, it is provont.
conîccived would greatly conduce to the interest of suitors, and eventually of
Sherjiffs themselves.

As in England, a strong ,and summary power of interference exists
in the superior Courts herehenevei in the execution" of process the
conduct of the Sheriff is made the subject of formal complaint.

The peculiar circumstances of' the country, the state of society, the in-
attention of those te whon process.is directed wvhen a necessity exists for
coercing thé Sheriff, together with other causes combine to render the
remedies at present established for the prevention and correction of abuses,
as inefficacious in'practice as they are appparently formidable.

When judicial process is placed in the hands of a Sheriff against the
estate of a Debtor, the object of a Plaintiff must be presumed to bo, to ob-
tain, with all the expedition which legal forns permit, the amount which lias
been awarded to him by the judgment of the Court; and it is doubtless the
duty of the Sheriff to whom such process is directed, te proceCd with due
diligence to collect the saie, and to hand over t the party,interested the A
anount to which he is entitled. it is much feareci, however-nay, it is
beyond a doubt, that instances occuivhere grievous and injurio(s delays spagge, J. a. cL

take place in consequence of' an indulgence beyólnd the legal period granted &.
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by the Sieriff to the Debtor, sometimes as it is alledged on the understand-
ing iliat all extra costs and damages which that oflicpr may sustain shal
be defrayed by the individual accomnodated by the delay.

Under the presont system the Court cari enforce a return by a porem-
tory order, but on that roturn being made its truth or falsehood can only
b determined hy the verdict of a Jury, afterî the costs and formalities of a
regular trial.

qualification is derived, in the sums for whicli they respectively become
bound.

Civil Eccuritv. As a guarantea for the due jorformance of the duties of the office, so
far as the interests of private suitors are imvolved, ti Committee recom-
monds the required security to be as follows:-

and sureties not exceeding six, and not less than two in imnber for the like
sun of one thousand pounds, ta justify by aflidavit in the nanner prescribed
for the suroties required to Government:

At the end of oaci year during his continuance in office, the Committee
recommends that the Sheriff be required to file an affidavit, similar in pur-
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por and tendency to that sworn by him on his first entering upô office, and
when produced to the Inspector Gencral, if the property on which he justi-
fiés be not the samc as in the prior affidavit, the value shall be provcd and
the title be examined and approved of b' the Attorney General, as on his
first appointaent to office.

The Committee is disposed also to recoinmend that the office of SheriffTeure of Offico four

shall be vacated at the end of every four years from the appointment of any yas
individual thereto, and that such person shall not be rcappointed unless, in
addition tO his perfecting the various-secur'ities and affidavits already recom-
imended, Her Majesty's Court of Queen's Bench shall certify to the Executive
Government, that it appears to that Court, so far as it may have come to its
knowledge, that the Sheriff duriig his term of office hath faithfully and truly
discharged the various duties devolving on his Department, and that so far
as had been ascertained all claims against him as Sheriff were satisficd,
imoneys paid over, writs executed, and the general business conducted to the
satisfaction of the Court.

And the Court should be enpowered to require the Judge of the Dis-
trict Court to make a report of the state of the business transacted through
the Sheriff's office for his Court, the better to enable the Court of Queen's
Bench to grant the nccessary certificate to be laid before the Executive
Govbrnment.

If this course should not meet approval, the Committee would recom-
inend the adoption of some other salutary method for ensuring the attainment
of tho 'objects contemplated.

execution.

It is almost universally admitted that the mneans, now at the disposal of
the court, for compelling spcedy and correct returns of the processes it may,
awitrd, have, in many instances, failed to answer the ends for which they
were designed, to the great delay, expense and, disappointnent of'parties
secking the legal enforcernent of their just demands.

The Conmittee therefore, under these circumstances, and with these.
impressions, feels called upon to suggest the following remedial measures:

It proposes that on the return of any writ of execution into Court, the
s rparty considcring himself aggrieved or delayed by such returný shall be at
quushing fulou Re- Iberty to app1ly, on affidavit, to the- Court, stating his objection to such
tomfs. return, and to move to set it aside as falso, wherenpon a rulo nisi may be

issued, callinrg on the Sieriff to show cause,; and if, after the usual time
allowed, no adequate cause bc shown, tien the Court from whence the pro-
cess issued should have the power to set aside such return as false, and
mako sucli order on the Sheriff, respecting the costs and payment of the
original sum or otherwise, as may in its discretion scen just.

In the event of contradictory statements being advanced on oath, or in
doubtful or intricate cases, the Connittee would advise.that the Court
should have the power to direct an issue to ascertain the truth or falsehood
of the points in dispute, or to cause a special case to be entered of record.

The Committee is of opinion that by thus arming the legal tribunals
with additional powers, many of the evils noiv complained of by suitors may
be obviated.

It would only be in cases where the falsehood of a return was mde to
appear palpable by unrebutted testimony, that this discretionary interfgence
would take place. No bona fide return ought or, would ever be subjocted to
this sumnary proceeding, nor any Sheriff be condemned as gilty of a vio-
lation of his duty without bcing fully and openly heard in his defenc

The Committee would further recommend, that for the purpose of àvoid-
Suminary proceoding ng the fbrnalities and expense of an action at law, and to render mgre effi-

cacious the security put in for the Sheriff, that the Court should be enablëd
on hearing an application to that effect clearly substantiated by affidavit, to
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order a rule to issue calling on the Sheriif and lis securities, to shew cause
wh' a judgment should not be entered and an execution issue thereon against
them for the amount of any money proved to be due and unaccounted for by
the principal, and on hearing the parties by afidavit to order execution to is-
sue on the judgment accompanied by: a direction that; the personal estate of
the Sheriff shall be exhausted before recourse be had.to tlie-real or personal
property of the sureties.

And further,. that on a return of nulla bona to any writ against the She.Ro
rifPs offects, duly certified-by the proper ministerial officertowl omits execu- toguina
fiou was entrusted, and notified by the Court into whichtsuc.ch.return was
nade to the Executive Govcrnmnent, such Shériff should be immnediately
removed from office unless he could show that such retun was false or made
bly consent of parties.

And further, that in any action or proceeding instituted against the se-
curities of any Sheriff, such Sheriff being alive and in the Province, should be Sherifr â st a,
a party to the same and be primarily answerable. party to suit.

The Committee would further, recommend that on the decease of any
Sheriff during his tenure of office, the Deputy be required and ertpowered Deceese of Sheiff.,,
by law to complete the execution of all writs which shall have come to -the
hands of his principal, and to execute, seal and dèliiver, ini his own name as
Deputy, all deeds and assignmonts requiring to be executed, and which the
deceased Sheriff, if' living, would have been called upon to execute, and to
act to all intents and-purposes as Sheriff until a new appointment be made,
and a writ of discharge be regularly served'upon such Deputy, according to,
the form prescribed in England on a charge of Sheriffs.

From the information- received by the Comiittee in the course of its
investigation, it is induced to recommend the propriety of introducing into
any new cnactment on the subject of the office of Sheriff, a clause requiring
ail Deputies, Bailiffs, or other Sheriffs' officers, previous to taking upon
theinselves any ministerial duties, to take certainsoaths, to b.e prescribed by
Statute, to the general effect, that they èhall not under any pretence,directly, OatPe to bl flnUify

or indirectly, purchase . any thing exposedat Sheriff's salé, or take in any
shape or form any extra fees, costs, lor chargesfrom any:Deferidànt or De- e SooAppendi G

fondants beyond ti legal chargesat present allowed, or postpone sals. with " n ragge, Mr. .
out good and sufficient roason and due notice being given. -And further, that Dougai, Mr. '.

The Committeehaving thus sugaested sôveral alteratiöns inthe existing
laws relating to the- office of Sheri, which it considers desirable to guard Recommendatiola ini
the interests of suitors, and which it is disposed to think mäy also prove favour or sherifs.
beneficial to Sheriffs, (inasmuch as those officers will be thereby in a
great measure deprived of the power of exercising a discretion, the too fre-
quent iudulgence of which, in the exécution of process, lias been principally
instrumental in producing difficulties, embarrassments, and expense to these
oflicers,) now deems , it necessary to offer some suggestions of neasures
which shall protect; them in. the fair and proper discharge, of their ditties.
The laws which enable persons arrested to give bail on mesne process, or
for the limits, seem to the Committee to require some amendment and relax-,
ation in favor of Sheriffs.

That officer in accepting bail is at present obliged to rely very much
upon the representations of parties of their own responsibility, and it often
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Taking Bail. occurs that fron a doubt of the sufficienôy of such bail, the Plaintiff refuses
to take an assignment of the bond, preferring to look to the Sheriff in case
of an escape fromr the limits or failure to enter special bail.

It nay sometimes happen too that Bail, wlio are in good circunistances
'whcn accepted by the Sheriff, may become insolvent, and there are no means
by which a Sheriff can compel a person on the limiits te renew his securities,
or by which lie can be relievel frorn hiresponsibility in case of an escape.

The Commnittee, without interfering with the discretion of the Sheriff in
the accepltance of bail, would suggest,, that if any reasonable doubt should
be entertained by him as to the circumstances of any person offering to be-
cone bail, he should -not bc conpelled to accept of such person until, if
required, le has justified in the usual manner and given the Sheriff due notice
of such justification.

It should also bc in the power of the Sheriff, in the event of the death or
insufficiency of any bail for the limits, to apply té tbe Court or a Judge in
vacation, on an affidavit of facts, for an order to take the Defendant into
custody, and if necessary to keep him in close confinement tili the bail shall
have justiicd and been allowed by the Court or Judge, or until such new
bail may be given as shall be satisfactory to the Sheriff.

The Coninittec having recently had under consideration judicially
Mcape on final pro. sevcral cases of extreme hardship arising froin escapes froni an insufficient

" Gaol, where the parties were in exceution, feels cald on to sugest the
justice and fairness of confining suits against the Sherif for escapes through
constructive n ' egligence, as for prison breach or escape under circumstances
in which no culpability attached to the Sheriff, Jailor, or other Keepers, to
actions on the case according to existing laws, when th eescape is on nesne
process, buit leaving the present remedy of debt, wlen tie escape shall be
voluntary or positivçly negligent.

The Connittc wouId further recommend that, in all actions against
Actic»i for moneyiad the Sheriff for noney lad and received, especial request should be laid and
and recoived, pro%,od as part. of the Plaintiff's case.

Dopositingrof nonysb With respect to the third head of its instructions, the Conmittee can
in Chartered Banks. but express its opinion, that the moneys of suitors, coning into the hands of

Sheriffs, should,be promptly paid over to the parties entitled, and that but
fcwv instances are likely to occur to. warrant such moncys being deposited, as
suggested, in one of tic Clartered Banks.

Moneys collected for In pursuing the investigation required by hoe fourth lead of its instruc-
crown. tions, to ascertain if the moneys collected by the liheriffs, on belialf of the

Crown, arc reguilarly and promptly transmi ted by thein to the Receiver
Gencrail; and, if not, to suggest such arrangements as will best ensure punc-
tuality and exactitude, the Committece lias not been able to arrive at the
actual state of this iead cf Public Accounts.

With respect to fittes and estreats, the Committec lias availed itself of
Sc Ainaoridix: the only means in its power of obtaining the necessary information, and has

oralttrof R a ttenpted, by prosecuting inquiries in the offices of the vaiious Sheriffs cf
trCrown, Rturns thie Province, in the Receiver GeneralPs Department, and in the office of the
ofrions sIerî Clerk of the Crown and Pleas, to ascertain the manner in which these con-

tcmnplated aids to the Public Revenue arc levied and accounted for.

By an Act, entitled "An Act for the more convenient recovery of
Estreats," 7 Win. 4th, clap. 10, certain regulations arc enacted which, if
rigidly observed, the Comnmittee lias overy reagon to believe would have
easured clearness and punctuality in tliis branch of tle Public Resources.
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h is mucli to be feared, however, that the salutary provisions of this
Act have b-ed but cry partially observed, and that great laxity and i-regu-
larity have copt in, to the injury of a system wise and beneficial in its original
coleption.

Thé plan laid dowln under this Act is às'follows: Within a certain period Roil in duplicate of

,iler any Court of Oyer and Terinhîler, or General Gaol Deivery, or Court n to be maae

oi Assize and Nisi Prius, the Clerk of Assize shall make out a Roll in dupli-
cate of all fines, issues, anierciàmcnts, and forfeited recognizances, set,
imposed, lost, or fbrfeited at such Court, one copy of which Roll is directed
lo be transmitted to the office of the Clerk of the Crown and Pleas, before
ilie first day of othe following Term, and the other sent with the wvrits directed
by te Act to issue, to the Sheriff of the District. The ßnes so imposed at
i hie Quarter Sessions are likewise directed to be entered by the Clerk of the
Feace on a Rol in duplicate, one copy of which ,with the same writs, is sent
to lie Sheriff to enforce colletion, and the other copy romains in the office
ur the Cleri of the Peace. The Sheriff is réquired by the Statute, withoutoriff 1YoeYs
<ellay, to pay over all moneys by him collected to the Receiver Gênera]. oralc

Now it,vould appear that verc these provisions carefully observed, but
little difficulty or deiangement vould be experienced'in the collection and
paYIIeIIt Of estreats, fines, amrciaments, and other similar impositions. But
tIe terms of the Act do not appear to have been complied with. Returns
tieroin directed to be made by the Sheriff t tohe Clerk of tlie Crown and
Pleas, and payments to the Receiver General of he Province by the same
ouficers, scm but rarely to have beeri considered necessary.

The Committee recommends that the various clauses of the Act above committec recom.
nc1îotcd, vhicli directs certain acts to be donc by the Clerks of Assize, Clerks na pen inon

of e hecace, Sheriffs,land other Ministerial Oflicers, should be accompaniedance of provisions o

with an adequate penalty for the rion-observance öf any of its provisions, andt
that in addition ie Clerk of'the Crown and Pleas be directed to furnish semi-.
a.nnually, copies;.of all rolls of, fines,.estreats or amerciainents transmitted to
bis office, as by ]aw now directed, 'o the Insliector General lof Public Ac-
counts, and that the Clerk of the Peacein each District shal also, under a
penialty, 1e directed to return in like manner, Ïo the'Inspector Gêneral éopies
of ail rolls of fines, estreats, &c., froni the Quarter Sessions of his District;
and that each Sheriff sohuld likewise semii-anriually transmit o the Inspector
Gencral i copy of aill rolls sent to him for collection, noting on cach whathEd
becn dono, whether levied according,to the exigency of tlie writ placed in"his
lands, or remitted or stayed by the intervention of somo competent auihoi-ity.

In tiis manner, it is con eived that any abuses in the system of collect-
inîg fines, estreats, and anerciaments may be more easily detected, by giving
to lie Inspector General an op'ortunity of checking the returns from the
various Sieriffs and those received'tli-ougi tlie Clerk of the Crown and Pleas,
atd by a reference to th office of the Receiver General at once discover lhe
existence of any want of puncttality, neglect or orror.

The fifth head of instructions to this Committee, requies it "I t inquire Transport cf Prison.

into the mode and expense of carrying prisoners from one place to another, ers
andi to suggest any measures of improvement that may seem to them expe-
dient."

Froin the various Sh'eriffs in the Province, the Committee hias obtainedsee Appendi
1 .: Return of severalconsiderable mnformation on the subject of the conveyance of prisoners. shorr.s

Those sont by sentence of a legal tribunal from the Public Gaols to-the
Provincial Penitentiary, constitute the chief subject of lie Committee,s in
quiries.
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From the returns laid before the Coinitteo, it appears that great and
hardly icasonable expense attends the periodical transport of the Mvery few
felons sont from each District.

The Sleriff or his Deputy, with one or iore assistants, attends the
prisoners on1 tlicr passage, and the chargos of eacl individtal by the ordi-
nary mecans of conveyance by land and water, fbrninng in ahnost every case
a Iost serious aggregate of expense, arc presented by the Sheriff fbr audit
to the Magistrates of the District, and defrayed by an order from then on
the District Treasury.

Ieavy as those charges cortainly appear, the Conmnittee finds a great
difficulty in suggesting any means of controlling excess.

îrînet M:agstrate The District Magistrates, as guardians of the local funds, arc doubtless
the proper persons to exaiine, detect, and refuse any extravagance, and
must be presuiid, in the absence of testimnony to the contrary, to execute.
their duty impartially and wit1h sullicient exactness.

The Comimittee would, however, venture to recommend, that the Ma
ristrates of aci District should be directed to prepare a tarif of fees to be
allowed to te Sherifl' for the convoyance of prisoners generally, and on all
occasions, when accounts are submitted for audit, to allow such reasonable
charges as strict economy and justice vould seen to warrant.

2rid Division, blic .By the sixth head of its instructions, the Coinmnittee is directed " to
report generally on the state of Public Gaols, aind the system of discipline
pursued iii tiein."

In pursuing its investigations on this important subjeet, the Conmitte
has bean necessitated to ground its report on the information collected, by
administering interrog-atoris to, anid requiring returns fron, the various
public functionaries entrusted with the controul and ogulation of the Gaols,
and froi tha personal knuowledge of its constituent nembers, acquired on,
their periodical circuits, on which occasions the condition of those institu-
tions is generally macle the subject of a Report from the Grand Inquest of"
ihe District.

jelac. lhe Commîuittec is deeply sensible of the imperative necessity that exists
ed undir well.regulat.

"d discipliî. ofplacing tiose receptacles for crime and muisfortune under a well-regulated
and wholcsomne discipline, and subject to the constant superintendce of'
some active and eflicient inquisitorial power.

A full and satisfactory exposition of the presant state of' the Public
(Thaols, and an abstract of our Prison Discipline can only be obtained by the
operation of an active and zealous system of local inquiry, conducted with
ability and i-ogularity, and armed with sufficierit power to prosecute its inves-
tîgation with impartiality and affect.

After a briaf conimontary on the present state of tli Gaols, so far as
may bc warranted by ti information. before the Conmitted; it is proposed
to giva the outline of a plain calculated to offect the desired object of calling
into existence an efficient systen of superintendence over those most impor-
tant Public Institutions.

As the members of the Committee have frequently, though not uniformly,
visited the soveral Gaols of the Province when on circuit, the folloving may.
be taken as an epitomne of tieir general knowledge of their accommodations
and conditions:

i T he (aol at Sandwich, in the Western District, is reported by theSer Apporidi Si
Le~tcr vil $critI: Sheriti as too sniall anîd insecure, But it lias always been considered tôe 
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wcll inanaged by its old and respectable keeper, and has been found clean
aid in apparcntly good order on personal inspection.

''he Gaol at London is small, incommodious, and, as. the Comnittee Gaol at London
believes, unsafe, and so inadequate that the complaints of persons therein
conifiiel, of the loathsome cells in which they are incarcerated, need create
no surprise in those acquainted with its actual condition. A new Gaol is,
however, about being erected.

Tie Gaol at Simcoe is new, and suflicient for the wants of that Dis- mco.
triet.

'Tihe Gaol at Hlamilton, in the Gore District, is much too small for the Hamitoi,
accommodation of. the numbers, therein confined, so much as to proclude
MIy attempt at classification. Its management has .been generally repre-
sented as tolerable.

The Gaol at Niagara is offensive and insufficient; the site may be con- Niagara
sidered as ineligible, making drainage diflicuit if not impossible. It is remote
froin the Town. lThe Comîiittee is of opinion that a new Gaol, on a well-
designed plan and favourable situation, is highly desirable.

A new Gaol is being erected in the Home District; the present one is Toronto.
quite insuflicient for the proper accommodation of its numerous prisoners.
There is reason to believe, however, that under the present keeper it is well
managed, and the coinfort of the prisoners as carefully attended to as cir-
cinstances will perrhit..

The Gael of the Newcb.stle District is new, sufficiently commodiousNewcstle.
and well managed.

T he Gaol at Pioton is reported as suflicient for the vants of the District Pi on
of Prince Edward. Luer ofperl

The Guol at Kingston is reported as sufficiently large to accommodate Kingston.
tlhe average number of prisoners confined; clean, well vontilated, and healthy; ce A°"
but of such defective construction as to preclude proper classification.

The Gaol at Brockville lias been- always well managed, but its a:ccom- Brockville.
modations are much too limited, and the erection of a new one is much to
be desired.

The Gaol at L'Orignal is small; suflicient for the present accommoda- LOrignal
tion of prisoners, though represented, by the Sheriff as being insecure. SI" Appendixz

The Gaol at. Cornallis reported by the Sheriff as sufficient for the cern tol.d,

accommodation of prisoners. S

The Gaol at Perth is reported to be suflicient for the proper accommo-Parth.
dation of prisoners.

The erectionsof Gaols is at present regulated by the Provincial Act, Ist
Vict. chap. 5. By that enactîient it is provided that the plan of every future
Gaol erectedin the Province shall be approved of by a Board of Commis-
sioners created by that Act; the Commissioners are empowered to frame
rules and, regulations for the management of such Gaols, to be transmitted
by them to the Lieutenant Governor, and by him laid before each branci of
the Legislature; they are also required to report annually to both Hlouses of
Parliarnent.

The provisions oUthis Act, so far, do not seei to have been regularly
complied with. The absence of any provision in the Act for the appoint-
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ment or paynent of a Secretary or Clork to the Commissioners mnay issist
to account for the apparent omission.

Appoinimnt or sec if it bo desirable to render Ilie Board or Coînnnissioners appointed by
cruhar o B'dcra this Act efficient, the Committco would take this opportunity of represent-
of commissioners. ing the tiecessity of such an appointment as an indispensable prelimilary to

the usefulness of' the enactmlent.

It is proper, hwowver, to explain that the Commnissioners under ihis Act
have f'rCuuCntly mot to consider and approve o' plans submitted for proposed
Gaols in the noew Districts, and that several are now being erected unler the
approb)tion of this Boar(d, as at Woodstock, in flic intended District of
Brock ; at Godorich, in the District of Huron, and at Barrie, in the District
of Simcoe ; and a plan is at present before its consideration for a Gaol at
-ytown, in the contemplatcd District ofDalhousie.

Uinder the provisions of the 1st Vict. chap. 5, no building could ho used
as a Ga.ol vithout the approbation of' the Board of Commissioners ta whom
allusion has just been made. The Conmittece is not aware of any Gaol now
used as'such that hals been built under the provisions of that Act.

Manyofthe dGalols Many of the old Gaols in the Province are insuflicient in accommoda-

The Conmittec, therefore, iii addition to the amendment it lias aircady
proposed to the Ist Vict. chap.

To ronder his means of investigation complete, the act should inflict a
penalty on any one obstructing the Conîmissioner in bis labors, or refusingto attend him ta give evidence, and give summary jurisdiction ta ane orPeace tanmr lîcarctol flicn
more Justices oftl Peace to hear the complairit and procced to conviction
of the pa'rty ofFending.

The act should also prescribe the manner in which the expenses and
remuneration of' such Cominissioner should be provided for.

The Report of the Corrmissioner on eaci Gaol should then be trans-
mitted by the Executive Govornnent to the Commissioners appointed under
Ist Vict. chap. 5, who should forthwith return their written opinion on the
propriety and practicability o the alterations suggested.
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Teli Executive Government should then have the power to direct the
Magistrates of the District in general Quarter Sessions assembled, wherein
the proposed alterations are requirecd, to proceed to the carrying into eflèct
hIe same, and they should be empowejcd and i-equired, if necessai-y, to im-

pose. a rate not exceeding a certain fixed ainouit on the District, to defray
the ex)ense of the ineditated improvements.

Such an anendment to the existing law, if resolved on, might be sub-
niltted without delay to the consideration of the present session of the Je-
gislature, and no time be lost in attempting its enactment.

CLERK OF THE CROWN AND PLEAS.

With respect to the last head of its instructions, relating to the office of
ic Clerk of the Crown and Pleas, a majority of the Committee is fnot pre
pared to recommend any change in, that Department which *ould subàtitute
lised salaries for fees.

By the following rules ordered by the Court of Queen's Beiich in last
Michaelmas Tcrm, it is conceived that analtutary change can be effected in
that Depa'rtment, and that an adherence to the nethod of lobtaining annual
returns froi the Clerk of the Crown, will enable the Court periodically to
imake any advisable alteration in the amount-or nature of that officer's eniolu-
mients:

1. " It is ordered by the Court that'ihe Clerk of the Crown do, on the 'rs't ay of Rule$ of MichiaUlù
Easter Teiam, annually lay before the Court a return of all fees received by him in his Torm, 1839.
oflico, with an account of the respective services for vhich they are received!; and also
an account of the Receipts of fees by his respective 'Deputies ; and also an accountof the
Disbursements of his oflice for Clerks, Stationary, Printing, &c., and a returnöf 'salaries
or allowance to Deputies and Clerks.

2. " It is ordered by the Court, that ihc Clerks of Àssize ànd MarihalIs do, on the
first day of Easter Term, annually return an accoint of all fees received by them res-
poetively, -with an accouat of the services fôr vhich they are received.

3. "I is ordnrcd by the Court, that frôm and after this p'resent Term, so much of
the rule of Court as regulates the fëes of the Clerk of the Crown, and Clerks of Assize
and Marshal, be rcscinded, and that from thonceforth the following fees, and no other,
shall and may be taker by those officers for the services respectively rendered by them."

These rules were accompanied by a new taiiff of fees by. which a se Appendi
considerable reduction was made in the fecs of the Clerk of the Crown.' Tariff offes.

Sufficient time, howeve , has not yet, elapsed to enable the Committee
to forn a decided opinion as to th efedt priduced by the operation of th
new tariff.
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It appears to the Comnmittce that suflicient accommodation is not afford-
cd to this Department, and that the important Public Records deposited there
cannot be considered as sufficiently protected froin accidents by fire.

comnittee deelines WVhile the Conmittee must decline for the present recommending such

excess or diminution in the armount of the enoluments of that Depart
Ment.

CONCLUSION.

la drawing to a conclusion the result of the investigntions of the Coin..
mittee, it may perhaps bc well to remark that, lad the time devoted to. those
nquiries been of a longer extent, some additional modifications and amend-

ments night have been suggested from a more minute and protracted exami-
nation into the constitution and working of the Departmaents brougJt underý
the scrutiny of the Committee.

It rests, however, with the wisdom of the Legislature to estimate the
practicabilily and anticipated usefulness of these suggestions, and through
its intervention alone can the test of experience be applied to the many
alterations recomnmended in the course of this Report.

Fuh infuatio ob. 'lie Committec have obtained such coimplete and futi information touclh-
ained. the business of tiiis office, from the answers appended hereto, that they'

prefer referring to the evidence of those gentlemen rather than, by giving a
sunmiary of their answers to the questions prepared by the Committee, pre-
vent their cUeful perusal.

Tho Committee, however, dcm it proper to call the particular atten-.
tion of the Governient to the third, fourth, seventeenth, nincteenth, twenty..
fifth, twenty-sixth, and tiirtieth answers of Mr. Spragge, from which they
submit the following extracts

Extracts or niiswers " Locations wcrc until within the last few months exclusively the duty of Mr.
tu queries ofCoimiit. Spragge-many of them are now made by Mr. Radenhurst, whose interference with that

of Mr. G'prmigg, branch of duty has had for its object thè bestowing, on favoured individuals, lands direct-
cd. by Order in Council to be disposed of at public sale by the Comnissioner of Crowa
Lands.

I cannot regard the organization of the Department as by any ineans satisfactory.
Witih a thorough knowlcdgc of the books and documents as they are at present, time is
unnecessarily consumed in obtaining information on points connected with the claims of
individual inquirers, and which, when procured, is far from affording on all occasions the
inforrpation desired, and uncertain it the rcsults they might be expected to exhibit.

e rrcc wifiu diffirent resuit; copious indexes of a permanent nature are requisite, and a compilation
of other books of record froin the books and plans now in use, should, it appears to me, be
formed witlhout further delay.-I also find it necessary to remark on the iiocessity ývhich
exists for the introduction of svstem in the fbanagemcnt of the office. Mr. Acfing Sur.
vevor General Chewett, and alfterwards Mr. Macaulay, used their endeavours to appor-
tion the duties and establish an improved systen; but on both occasions, impelinents
wcrc thrown in the way of the intentions of these gentlemen being carried into effect

"Furthelmorc, nothing is more imperatively cailed for, tian a continual and rigid
Riid supervision re. supervision upon the transactionsof the )epartmen to prevent a continuance f prac-
quired. tices discreditable to the Department and prejudicial to t4c interests of all but a few.

Probity and impartiality are among the necessary qualifications of a publie servant."

Query 17. Arc the same conçitions exacted from the claimants under.the
H-eir and Doviseo Commission, in respect to the terms of theGrant, ias the
original Nonince or Grantee vould have been required to comply with?

Landa dçAsribod with. " Answer. Without any authority permitting such a procoeding, lands allowed under,
out 1 athority. the commissisan have oflate, withscarcely an exception to the contrary, been allowed to

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" Many years since, names were ente ed on the plans witbout the location being en-
tered in the warrant book, or endorsed on the authority., This mode of procceding, of
course, hnd the effect of excluding many persons wishing tolocate from lands which they
ought to have had, if,they desired thom; as there was no method of ascertaining whether
a person was or wvas not entcred for the lands he waseniitled to, the sname tiame fre-
qucntly rcmained on the plans when the party had takenup his complement of land else- Double entries.
where.-I have been told that officiai persons had memoranda of these double entries and
tooek off the names as they were prepared to put others on.

" These double locations are continually going out under the commission. Some
months since Icompleted a return of all lands located prior to 1833', which had not been
lescribed for patent, and found many names entered on the plans Nvithout any authority Names entered with-

to cover then. Parties protcnding to claim them under the original nominees of the lots outauthority to cover

before the Conimissioners or the Council, have, ievertheless, succeeded ii obtaining patents
by means of the incorrect reports of the office.

"The brief period which bas clapsed since the passage of the boundary line act, is
scarcly sufficient to justify an opinion upon its practical effects, especially as the Sur- ounr ino cm.
vevor Generais Office has not bcce furnished with copies of the awards of the Commis-
sioners appointed under the act; dissatisihetion has in some instances becui expressed by
individuals affected by their decision, but this is unavoidable. When the bill was under
discussion in Parlianent, it appeared to me that a clause should have been introduced
requiring the Commissioners te obtain froni the office of the Surveyor Ceneral such infor-
mation relative to original surveys, as ivould have enabled then te adjudge in all matters
in dispute confornably thereto. The number of applications for such information up to
the preseni time has not exceeded five or six.

"It appers to me that an uniforn mode of procceding on thc part of the Commis-
aioners is particularly desirable, but few of the gentlemen appointed cau be conversant
with practical surveying, or acquainted with the manner in which the original surveys
were conducted, an'd they would doubtless have derived material aid from the circum- Instructen. *hous
etancc, had thc act authoniscd Ohe Survoyor General to issue general instructions te eae issue to comuîusion.

"The business of the two Departnents of Surveyor Qcneral and Commissioner of
Crown Lands, has remained as perfctly distinct as they were previously to their being
placed under one .head in charge of both-it amounts to but a nominal union and conse-
quIntly bas in no material wav affected the business of the Surveyor General's Office.-
laving had the best opportunities, almost from its first establishment, of daily observing Crown Lands' Office
the nianner in which the business of thc Crown Lands Office was conducted, it is irnpossi- n.ot muoh improved
ble to speak in terms of commendation of its management under Mr. Robinson ; since "ilice rnangedby Mr.
which time, many circumstances have intervened to prevent any very considerable
improvements being effected, and I could never perceive the possibility, that beneficial
results could arise from the project of incorpdrating the Surveyor General's Office with
a Department so constituted; and .with reference to the Department te which I am,
attached, I cansay, that the constant supervision of the Surveyor General is at ail times
ncedful, and that the duties of the office have been adequately performed, and affairs of
individuals faithfully attended to, under those gentlemen only,.who have been qenabled to
devote their whole attention te the office. The manner i which the business is at
present managed, is the most irresponsible that can be conceived;' and I canot believe
that the Crown Lands' Office Can less require the immediate control of its chief, than the
Surveyor General's Oilice, and I arm perfectly convinced that the public senvice 1vill
derive niatorial benofit, if the Dàpartients be again soparated.

Were the further consolidation of the offices to he determined on, the only way in Furthar consolida.
which it could be accomplished that 1 am awarc of, would becto plaee thoesales under the h

THE Committee appointed to investigato and report upon the COURTS
OF REQUEST, and the Conunîissioners of those Courts, have the honor to
submit the following REPORT:

'The Courts of Request are now constituted under the authority of the
3rd Wm. IV,, ch. 1, amended by 7thWin. IV, ch. 12.

Divisiono oi Districis Under the authority of these enactmonts, cach District is separated into
divisions, varying in number according to circumstances, in tle discretion of
the Justices in Quarter Sessions, within each of ivhich divisions a Court of
Requests is to be holden by two or more Comnissioners to ho appointed by
the Governor. The place of holding these courts rests with the commis-
sioners,

Xitent aithoir ja. Their jurisdiction extends over ail matters of debt and contract not
iction andl thir de- excceding the suin of Ten Pounds, with power to award execution againstgoods and chattels, and their decisions are final between the parties.

Mode of proceodiq'. Tho process is a sumniohs, to which is attached a statement of the
PlaintiPs account or demand. If the demand is under Forty Shillings, ser-
vice may be made by leaving a copy of the summons at the Defendant's resi-
dence ; if over Forty Shillings, personal service is requisite, unless the De-
fendant absents himself to avoid service ; when, in cases not exceeding Five
Pounds, service at the dwelling bouse is sufficient. Defendants may bie
summoned from any part of the District in which they reside to appear in
the division in whîich the debt was contracted.

'Fhe Commissioners have authority to take evidence on oath ; and ifpawercdl tatalie cvi.
dence on oath. they desire it, nlike nanner to examine the Plaintiff or Defendant.

Defendants are allowed the privilege of setting off their denands against
fthe Plaintifs'.

ciork and BailiflPs The officers to every such Court are a Clerk and a Bailiff, who give
eecurity. security for the due performance of their duties.

Witnesses may be summoned who reside out of the division, and the
allowance to such witnesses is in the discretion of the Commissioners.

ÈxccutiotlL Executions may-be enforced against the property of a debtor within any
part of the District in which judgment was rendered against hini. When
the judgnent is for a suin exceodîng Forty Shillings, execution (with certain
exceptions) is to be stayed forty days.

Tnunora. The Comnissioniers, Clerks and Bailiffs are paid by focs, a table of whlich
is contained in the Statutes.

stances-a-proceeding, however, which is found aliké inconveniènt and unsa-
tisfaiory-but in the great majdrity of cases th&pities who have feIt them-
selvOs aggrieved, have gone no further thad to express their dissatisfaction in
general conversation, or sometims in the public prints.

Your Committee see no reason to doubt that a large proportion of these
complaints arise from the disappointment naturally experienced, by the lbsing
Parties in contested claims. Wheni both. Plaintff and Defendant think them-
solves right, let the decision be ever so just and equitable, one or other of
the parties will be discontented.

This feeling will, however, be doubtless reatlyincreased whenever
there is a want of confidence either in the abihty or integrity of the Com
inissioners, and your committee believe that this cause occasionallyý operates
in producing complaints against these Courts.

And yourComnittee cannot avoid the conclusion, that there: may be
Ibund some instaices In wich dissaiiactîon hasbeen justly excited, by an
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abuse and improper exorcise of the very large discretionary powers which
the Statutes vest in thc Commiissioners. There is reason to apprehend that
therb have boei cases in which Commissioners have acted as Agents for
creditors, an oflice which is more usually discharged by the Clcrks of the
Courts.

As the natural means of îlucidating the nature and organization of that
important J)cpartmîe'nt, the comnmittee lias Caused a series of interrogaries,
grounded principally on the Instructions froni the Execuitive, to be adminis-
tered to the head of the Departmvnit, and also to his Senior Assistant.

l'l deciding on the line of inquiry to be adopted in franing those inter-
rogatories, duc consideration vas lad to the nature of the office, of the inter-
nal condition of which infortuation was required.

It was recollected that the Inspector General of Pblic Acounts, with
1n coe one snall and somewhat anornalous exception to be hereafter noticed, couicl
onside red i a Pu not himnself be considered a, Public Accountant.-FIis office vas nîot the me-

diI < dnun throgh hich imoneysfl werec received or disbursed on account of the
public service. It was his duly to check and control the accoinmts and returns
ofothers to whon such moncys were entrusted, and to sec that punctuality
and correctness were duly observed by them, but personally that officer was
unconnected with the responsibility or custody of public moneys.

It was on the systeni under which lie had to control the accounts of
others, and the sufficiency ofthat system to answer the ends for which it was M
Idesigned, in ensuring method and punctuality in the management of the Public
Accounts, and detecting error or defalcation whcre. suîch occurred, -that the
-conmittec was desirous to be fully inforrned, and, to obtain such infornation,
decided on the course of inquiry to which allusion has been made.

To these interrogatories a series of answers, drawn up with great appa-
rent candour and attention, has been rceived fron t'ie Inspector Gencral.
Frou the senior Clerk in that Department, answers have also been received.

As the best ineans of developing the various duties of that important
office, the committce would refer to the following lucid epitorrie of the sane,
extracted from he answers of that officer.

DUTIES OF INSPECTOR GENERAL.

t is his duty,-

ODes of lngpector " ist. To sec that all accounts or claims against the Government are fully supported
*" by vouchers and authoritias, and that alil public moncys issued are duly applied to the

purpose for. which they were intcnded, and regularly and truly accounted for.

"2nd. To sec that the Revenues of every kind are regularly and in due form'brought
to account, and to call upon the officers respcetively concerned for all necessary docu-
ments and explanations.

"3rd. To be careful that no deductions or diminutions in the receipt of the Revenue,
and no expenses, take place which are not established by law, or.by the authority of the
Lords Commissioners of the Treasury, or by order of the Lieutenant Governor.

4th. To examine, enter, and countersign all warrants for the issue or expenditure
of public money, previously to their receiving the Lieutenant Governor's signature.

5th. To report upon the Petitions of persons applving for privilege in respect of
grants of lands as U. E. Loyalisîts, or their children,or as Mil itary claimants, orsa settlers
under certain restrictions, from the Secretary ofState.

Il Gth. To prepare and repoi't statements of the Receipts and' Expenditure of the
Public Ilevenue, and submit estimates relative to the public service wvhcn required, fo
the use or information of the Executive Government or the Legislature.

"Ith. To provido for the maintenance of the Light'Houses, and to pay their ),
keepers.
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8hl1. To report, as occasion may require, upon all matters relating to the Revenue,
which mnay lie bruglit under the notice of the Lieutenant Governor, %y appeal against
Illerocedings of ievenue Ollicers, or in any other manner.

" The superintendence of the collection of duties ofcustons, and the duties on licenses
of :nrious descriptions, devdIves on this office, and is embreced in ùie foregoing state-
menI)t.'

From the above abstract a correct ilea may be formcd of " the nature
and extent of' the businsâ, which is, and fbr some tine past has been, trans-
acted in this Departinent."

It will be seen of what vital importance to the proper working of the epartinent of vit

whole nachinery y vhich the public business is transacted, rnust aways be
tie rcgularity or dcrangement of this Superintending Departnent.

Any laxity or cnrelessness permitted to interfere with its checking and
controlling functions, must sooner or later most seriously aflect the interest
of the public, whilc, on the other hand, a vigilant and rigid superintendence
iust insure nethod and -regularity 'in the various branches subject to the
Scrutiny of this office, and error, negligence, oi defalcation, be rapidly dis-
covcrcd and corrected.

It would appear from, the information bëfore the commnittee, that, with the
exceptions above being noticed, the business now, transacted in that Depart-
ment is ofthe nature that should cause it properly to devolve thereoi, and
that no portion of it could with advantage to the public service be tieansferred
to a ny other.

Vith respect to the assigning new outies to this office, the following
parts of this Report rnay be fbund to suggest alterations on the existing sys-
toi, which, if adopted, may cause certain additional duties to devolve on the
>ispector General.

1i'dprtd il blic n. the connittee, wlile recognizing the propriety of continuing that Officer in-
hris preselt duty of inspecting those places, is inclined to recommend such
a change in the existing systein as would trainsfer to another department the
paymnent of moneys necessary for the due naintenance ofdthIoseindispensa-.
ble protections to navigation.

Tlie Inspector General could give the ordinary certificates of the suma
reqpired, nnd the Receiver General be propcrly deputed to disburse the ne
cessary anoumit fron the Public Funds. It is thus proposed 4o relieve the
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Inispector General fron the only duty, by the performance of which he can
be regarded as a Public Accountant.

mittee.

dlaring an1d often successful violators of the Law.

No successive failure can deter those attempts; one successful run is
ield to compensate for three abortive schemos, so great is the gain by clu-

ding eiLher total prohibitions or exorbitant duties.

The higher the duty imposed by law, of course the greater the tempta-
tion to elude its payment ; when the articleis contraband, thç inducement is
commonly heightened by the general anticipation of the high price to be ob-
tained by its successful introduction.-,

Now, to apply those general remarks to this Province. It is a fact,
equaily notorious and lamentable, that infractions of the Revenue Laws are l.vne nu. Istws cvad>d
of daily and hourly occurrence, and the loss to the Public Treasury propor-
t ionately great.

One alleged reason is believed to
be the desire to draw through lithe great highway of the St. Lawrence tlie pro
duce of the northern part of this continent, instead of compelling producers
to seek an outlet througli the channels provided by the enterprize of' our
A nerican neighbours. It has often been doubted however, if experience has
justified the wisdom of' this measure, or if something of' a nearer approacli

lciprocity or duties to reciprOcity of duties between this country and the neighbouring nation
would not bc ptoductive of more positive good than the present arrangement

Those important national questions are 'riot however within the sphere
of the inquiries of this conmittoc-the conibined wisdoim of the Imperial and
Provincial Legislatures cai alone find a renedy for evils proved to exist.

It may be liere noticed, that a system has been introduced in England,
which is said to stand the test of experience for the collection of certain duties,

exertion ýto detect and prevent violations of the law lie acts as the Informer,
and the Govorninent enforces the law against offenders. Some taxes difficult
'F collection are said to bc advantageously farmed in this manner.

The farners are often large contributors tlemselves, and experienced
in preventing fraud or evasions.

Such a system thougli ait present unknown in this Province, miglit rifo
The farming ofdties be wholly unworthy of consideration. and could be easily tried in one of th
inight bo tried. Ports near the Frontier, and its results fully ascertained. It is noticed here'

merely as a method found to answer in the Parent state for the collection of
certain duties difficult to be rigdily enforced and comparatively easy ýte be
ev'ded.

in Genera[Quarter Sessions assemblèd by whoin the anount, to be paid for
tie License, ranging according tocircumstances from £3 to £10, is se'ttled.

Owners of Shops, Still, Billiarid Tables;and Steam Boats i'eceive fheir
Licenses from the Inspector on presenting a requisition desdribing the object
for which License is réqüired.

The Inspeer islimited by Statute 4 Geo. 4ti, chap.13, te the annual
compensation by pe, cèntage on monies collected to £100.-There isIIopen ated.
provision for the lnployment or remuneration of a Deputy, noi is any allow-
atnce apparently made for any extraordinary expense incurred in attempting
the upholding or vindication of the law. Thus the whole business of the
District, no niatter how populous or etensive, is thrown on one man alone,
and unassisted in his labours. It ,might.,reasonably be supposed that evèry
lawful means would be placed at the disposal of a funîctionary so situated and
cuery faicility be afforded him of detecting any attempted evasion of the law
and of bringig the delinquent to summay punishmnent.

STATE OF LAWS.

T he Committec is obliged to confess that the Iesent Atate ofl the Provin-
cial Acts relating to the duties of these officers, seeis to preclude the possi.. Prosnt state of we
bility of an fficient dischargeI of their important functions, and that 'most °° .
serious injury is inflicted on the resourcesôof the countryrby theîmany in-
fractions of the law which there is every reason to apprehend are of daily
occurrence in ahnost every district of the Province.

By the earlier ènactments the. Inspecter was allowed a per contage of 
flive per cent on moneys collectèd; afterwards, as we have seen, his yearly
stipend was limitedto £100,:and.he had te depend almost completel on the
iniducenents held out te informers te prosecute infringersof the law, aud re-
co ivo a moiety of the penalty recovered.

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MOIETY TO INFORMERS.

Mo ity to informera But as if to complote tho series of disabilities under whichi the officers
taken awuy. laboured, it was directed by the siatute 6 Wm. 4, chap. 4, that "no partof

the fines levied under this or any former act should be paid to any informer>
thus virtually taking away the only means which existed of enabling a solitary
individual iii an extensive district to attempt the enforcenient of the lawa
which he vas aware.were constantly violated.

With vhatever dislike or disfavour the Legislature or the public may
regard that class of persons called infbrmers, a sound policy vould never
prohibit thcir use as instruments in the iands of the Revenue officers, or de-
prive them of the only inducenont they had in assuming a disagreeable and
unpoptiar character.

Let the 1-ome District be takon as an illustration of the working of theO
>resent syste.-The. oifice of Inspector is fdled by the Hon. Alexander
r cDonell, ie has no deputy, clerk, or assistant of any description, no pro-

vision is made for the payment of any such, and his own per centage of
£100 per annum preeludes his being able to renunerate any such assistant.

This extensive district with a population of upwards of 60,000 extend-
ing from Toronto to Penetanguishine, and froni Whitby to the townslip of

i)j nriet e*e Toronto, is utterly free fromî an> local inspection, and the issuing of Licenses
cromonsrecfon a is left almost exclusivoly to the parties interested. If they cone fbrward

and require the nelessary license it is given, if not they carry on their busi-
ness without it, and from the constant irpunity thus enjoyed by violâtors or
the law, ils provisions have become almost nugatory, and the Revenue is
defrauded to an alarming extent whiclh the present state of the Provincial
finances would but ill seen to warrant.

Fron the information obtained by the comnittec in the progress of its
Systait of iauin Lii-nvcstigation it woul appear that the present system of issuing Licenses is

i capable of great and iîmnediate improvemnnt. It is proposed, therefore, to
review the various kinds of licenses, the manner of issuing them, and the
checks, if any that exist to ensure regularity or correctness.

INNKCEEPERS' LICENSES.

The Licenses to Inikeepers which in every District constitute the bulk
of the aggregate annually issued, are subject to the following regulations.

'The applicant goes before the .nagistrates of the District in Quarter
Sessions assemb]ed, and obtains a certificate te the effect that he is allowed
to keep an Inn on obtaining a license, and paying a certain anount therefor,
and giving certain security, after whici the party is expected to proceed te
the )istrict Inspector to whorn le pays the fixed arnount and obtain the
iecessary license.

To this systein two important objections are instantly apparent, 1 st. Do
ail persons in the District vlo keep 'favernâ apply te obtairn certificates ?
2d. Do all persons obtaining sucli certificates proceed to the District Inspec
tor .tnd obtain the legal license ? To the first of these objections the Commi
tee finds somte difficulty in yielding a suitable answer, no means being at it
disposal by which the actual fact'can be ascertained.

Reasouning, however, from the analogy csimilaf cases where par1ie,
uider the like circumstances certainly do infringe the law, it may ffrly b
presumed that omissions occasionally occur.

46
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The second objection is easily answered, and the Comrnmittee froim the
information laid before it, can unhesitatingly declare that many persons ob-
taiing certificates from the Quarter Sessions, do not take out hrense from
the Inspector. Many also arter obtaining certificates delayfòr nymonths
applying to that officer.f

Midland District.-Thus in the Midland Districtthe number of certifi-
cates granted for the year 1838 was 159, the number of licenses actually
issued was 139, shewing a loss to the Revenue of the duties on 20 licenses,-
out of the number issued 38 were duriig the last month of the year.

Newcastle Disirict.-In the N cwcstle District for 1838, 91 certificates
were granted; 56 licenses vere issued-l--]oss 35.

Home District.-In the Home District including the city of Toronto, 222
certificates wcre rranted-number of licenses issued 180-Ioss 42.

Gore Distric.-In the.Gore District 173 certificates were granted 124
liceises were issued-loss 49.

Ii the, Eastern, Talbot, Johnstown, iBathursi and Loridon Districts, it is
reported to the committee that similar evasions of the law take place, con-
victions are but rarely obtained, and tie penalty stil more rare]y is en-
forced.

Inspectors of Districts make stroug complaints of the difficulty of con-
victing violators of the law, one of the Principal of which is that no power
s 1es to bc in the Magistrates of aw-i'a sufficient punisment on wit- co aig flr

niesses, declining to obey the summons to appear. A difliculty also exists of
procuring the attendance of Magistrates to hear the ,complaint of the Inspec-
tor.

(By Statute 2, Vict. chap 4, sec. 2, power of imuposing fine and imprs-
onment is given to Justices,-not as to amount of fine.)

It is aso complained that the proof necessary for a conviction for s p p
breach of the laws regulating. Tavern's is unnecessarily strict. It is at ll
tines difficult to procure credible witnessesto'swear to the fact of spirituous
liquors being aètually sold.on the premises, and offenders frequently escape
through the aant of evidence legally unobjectionable though their guilt ma
be apparent to all.

COSTS.

No provision exists whereby thë Inspector can be re-imbarsed for lis No provin to
costs incurred in unsuccessful prosocutions, and the dread of beina cor pcil- imbur..' In*peotoru
ed to disburse thern from bis private funds may freqetly détei tlat ofcer for o. i.nearred
froni proceeding against offenders.

The absence of sufficient inquisitorial power in Inspectors is alse som

plained ogand it is suggested tb the committee that additional powers of en- e r r

tering and searching suspected places would'be attended with advantage.

After recapitulating the alove objections tothelprésentsyste n ofissu
ing Tavern Licenses, theeommittee would noW vetu o ecdmniendsome
practical alteratiois which appear calculated to remove or afleas alleviate
the present difficulties. The commnittèe would, how -vrpromise any pati
cular recommendations by èxpresing its decide öoinienthat itis absolite-
ly necessary to digest ail the enactments on tue subjéctef theinteralle-
venue, and recast the varieùs isjointed and cont49dictory i i in

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PROPOSÉD ALTERÂTIONS.

TAVER lN L4ICENS ES.

As a renedy for the first·objection-whethi ail persois kCepîlig Ta.
verns apply for cortificates Io the Quarter Sessions, hIe only course that o-
curs to the cominittee would be Io have it provided by-lav that a'small tax
(a nominal one would siflico,) bc placed on allTaverus in the Distric. Lî

crhe Assessors would then be compelled to returti the iiumnber of such places
in their lisis and a check would thus b obtairied by comparing the nunber
of applicants for certificates with the ninber thus returned.

To remedy the 2nd bbjection, the validity of which appears fron the
statistical information collected by the committee, viz: That all porsoins wNhib
obtain approvals do not regularly.take out their licenses froin the Inspector,
the followig regulàtion is recommended for adoption:

That on a person obtaining his cortificate or approval, froin the Clerk
Persons obt:tiiiig of the PCacte, he shail be bound to take ouit his license within onc week (orcertificates frorn
Glcrks of the Poaco twòVÔ ftom the Inspector, or in default thereof that the certificate be declared

Nothing unreasonable or over rigorous could ·csuilt from the adopti9n.

With regard to the systei of issuing Licenises according to statutary
regulitions to Shops in which spirituous liquors are sold, the comnittee has
oîud no mneans of ascertaining whether the law in respect thereof ls enfor-

cod or evaded.

1,,icenccs arc issued by the Inspector on the party applying giving certain Systoui "f iaauiug

iifor'matioi as to the situation of his shop, and paying the prescribed amount.

By a return made to the House of Assembly ofthe number of merchants
.lhops in the Province, and a oomparison thereof with the returns of, the
various Inspectors, it appears that in the year 1836, there were in al 1163
Slblis, out of that number 455 wore licensed to sell spirituous liquorl and
wines, but whether any of the remaining 708 shops, by law, should have lad
licences, the Committee lias no means of discovering. In the Home District
the nunber of shops licensed in 1838 was 43, no decided opinion isadvanced
a.s to the probability of the law being rigidly enforeed.

It is recommended however, that these places should be returned by the rmpoe a o.
assessors (which ean be effectod by putting a small aax on them) and thusltain.hop., &@
afford the district Inspeétor, some check on the number of icenses that ought
to issue.

The Committeo would of course apply its former rocomnmendations as
to proccedings against offenders, evidence, costs, witnesses, &c. &c. to the
present case, suggesting in addition that a more explicit description of tho
liquors to be sold should be given, as evasions have taen place in conse-
quence of ambiguity in preceding Aets, respecting liquors distilled, and not
distilled-spirituous and not spirituous.

After commenting on the romainingr duties of the District Iispectors in
issuing Still, Billiard Table, and Steam boat Licenses, the Committee propo-
ses to offer some suggestions on the propriety of increasing the efficiency of
that officer's Department so far as may be consistent with the pecuniary cir-
cumstances of the country and the value of the object to be gained by the
proposed alterations.

STILL LICENSES.

By the Statute 34 Geo. III, Chap. 11, a duty was first imposed on stills,
and a license directed to be issued on requisition by the Secretary of the [oeint efaill ..
Province. By a subsequent Statute, the granting of suchl licenses devolved on
the District Inspector, and succeeding enactments, have prescribed various
regulations concerning the amount of duty, the. nethod of estimatilig the duty
and the penalties for an infringement of any of the legal provisions.

From the information laid before the Committee, and an éxamination
into the Statutes affecting thisbranch of thé Revenuie,it may with confidence rruirud,

be asserted that in no part of the Public Accounts or of the Statuto Law of
the Province is reform more peremptoriiy required.

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Under the existing regulations no means are available except persòna
exertion and local searches, to detect a violation of the Iaws on the part o
the proprietors of Stills.

The Inspector issues the license tthe party applying on perusing hit
requisition, and recoivig the anount of duty.

Applicants requireds In the requisition the applicant states the rnmber of gallons whichhis
to tato theuuor stillcontains, and the Inspector must cither take for granted the truth of.
°r euone n tho such statement or travel on his own expense to whatever part of the district

the still is kept to test its acpuracy.

lnsliectora returne By examining the returns of tho various Inspectors for the year 1838, tfer 1 838,appeurs that in ail the districts in the Province (except that of London fôr'
which no returns had beca received) the number of licensed stills was 75.

In the Home District the numbers of stills paying duty wvas 11.

countion or utio* The Cominîttee does not hesitate to express its opinion which coincides.nin cr.wthi that of persons well acqainted with the country, that in the saine Dis-
trict above 75 stills or as many as pay duty in the whole Province are a
work.

The immense loss to the Revenue under this head must be apparent to.
evei casual observation.

CONTENTS OF STILLS.

But it is not in the number of the stills alone that the Revenue is de-
fraudod. As before remarked the duty is calculated on ithe number ofgallons

.f applicants. trust to the honesty of the apphcant in stating the contents truly and fairly.

It is certainly an invidious task to charge a large body of traders with
direct and systenatic falsehood in the Requisitions they furnish unless such
charge bc substantiated by positive testimony.

It is howcver the duty of the committee to point ont discrepancies, or
distortions apparent on the face of the information laid 'b fore it.

Thus in the books of the Inspector of the Home District the respective
contents ofninc stills are set down according to the requisition of the ownerd"
as follows: 80 Gallons-97-80-15-i10-30-80-100-86.

It is considered that a still containing 150 gallons is under the average
size,-soie running up to 400 gallons-the avertge perhaps might be mo
derately calculated at 200 gal]ons.

Inspecter hnîno per. In this District the Inspector does not pretend te a personal knowledge
ti°,nis Of the several distilleries in his jurisdiction, so that as has been before stated

Sone doubt has been expressed as t the precise construction of the 4, Dubte as te the pro.
Geo. 4th, chap. 13. Some of its clauses apparently involvinig a contradic- t Act4 a.o.4, h
tion, but it cannot 'be reasonably believed that the intention of the Legislature le
could ever have, been to permit the usOeof additional vessels by which double
or treble the quantity of spirit may be produced than is accounted for to the
Revenue.

The Statute also directs the Inspector te allow for the operation of the
steam in wooden stills half the contents of the vessel in calculating the duty,.
but as 1s. 3d. extra per gallon is inposed, tho actual amount remains as be-
fore. It is feared that by using a cap or receiver of steam placed over or
attached to the nin vessel the Revenue is aiso iijured.

To these several objections it nay be answered, that the District I-
spector is directed and empowerad to test the accuracy of the Distillers te- afMîdland Dtri4t.
quisition, by persornally examining, gaugmg, or measurmg the still. It has
been alreudy- noticed that great difhiculties 'lie in. the vay of this actul in-
spection, froin the small aloivance giantetd to the Inspector, tho want of ade
quate assistance, and the insufficiency of thei means of obtaining conviction.

It is aiso complained that the Inspectos are only empowered to enterD
into licensed' Stills for the necessary searches, andathat an unlicensed Still
may be in full operatien, without that officer' being able by entry to obtain
the required proof.

By Statute 4, Geo. 4th, chap. 13, it is further directed, that if tie Still Mouaing d giI
bc stated in ti requisition to contaii se' much by gauging, the Inspector must ging- ,

gauge it-ii by admeasùr6ment, he niust -dmeasur it--hee is a difficulty. If
it be necessary for the Inispector to gaugë the Still, he will have to procure
the attendance of a scientifi gauger to:ear tesitmony te the rdsilt, and bear
the expense of bringing such a1person to aniy part of the District rwhere the
Still may be situated.

Deeply sensible of the necessity of effectina an immediate change in this
much derangedbranch of the public revenue, tue cmniitte has decided on
suggesting t e follewing aleràtion in the existingsystm.'

Thus -would a stimulant be given to the exertions of that officer, and he
would both bc induced, and enabled to take active personal steps to detect
and purish fraud and not content himslf with remaining ln his office to await
lie requisition of those sufficiently honest to desire to obtain tbe lega
licenusu.

As an increased arnount of business may be roasonably anticipated,.
simultancous with the restored cfliciency of the Revenue Laws, the commit-
teo is of opinion that provision should bc made for the remuneration of a
Deputy or Assistant Inspector when required by the exigencies of the
District.

ing a Deputy. well the advantages to be gained by the employment of an additional officer
beforc deciding on recommending such a stop, ivhich, however, it fully con-
ceives to bc justificd on the strictest oconomical principles.

An active deputy could certainly, at loast once a year, make an inspec
ing tour througl the district, make accurate lists of the nunber of places
which ought to he licensed, enter, search and examine ail suspected places,
and by observation and actual adreasurement test the accuracy of the regni-
mitions, sont in to the Inspector's Offco.

It is in vain to propose altorations however salutary, if pcrsùns be'not
tppointe(. capable 1t0 sec themn duly carried out, and no more advisable or -
oconomical plan lias occurred to the cotnmittee than the appointment aboy
recoinmnded.

A.nswer to Question No. 6.

Uw su ciont. I think the Law as it now stands, affords abundant means of compelling
collectors and Inspectors to make due returns.

I an not awarc that any new law is required for the purpose of
enforcing executive control over other accountants ; but to this point pro-
fossional persons arc best qualified to speak.

My impressions however, are, that regulations for the due responsibility
of certain classcs of Receivers of Public imoney might be framed to the
following purport.

Relt on u . An instruction mi ht issue to Sheriff's directing then to report to thi§
ad for reBpOR8ibdlity office within 20 days aLfter the 30th June and 31stDec. in cach year, whether
of recior they have collected or not, any fines, issues or amerciaments, stating, if they

have, the amount thereof, which they should bo required withih 30 days to
pay over to the ReGeiver Gencral.

The Clerks of the Peace should be instructed to make corresponding
returns of ail lines and estreats within the saine period.

The Clerks of Assize should be required to observe a. similar regulation
with respect to fines and estreats, within the several Districts in which theyinay be present at the Courts of Assize.

Those returns from the Clerks of the Peace, and of Assize, accompanièd
by cortificates from the proper quarters, of cases in which fines &c. are not
for îmany reasons actually levied, would effectually check the returns of the
SheritPs and be the means of bringing regularly into the Treasury ail sumnS
collected by these officers.

Those who are more conversant than I an with judicial proceedinmay be able to suggest a simpler mode of controlling the acceunts of the
Sherifrs than the foregoing,

It is moredifficult to de vse a check upon Justices of he Peace inpog
and levying fines.
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Possibly it might offect the end propo ed, were Justices to send quar-
terly returns of the fines levied by thmOn,ý nith the names of parties, and the Quartei7 retis
nature of each case, to the Clork of the Peace, ivho might then prepare two' 
ahtracts, orie of which, after haviug. been read in open sessions, should be
transinitted to this office, and tho other posted up conspicuously in the
Sherif f's Office, or inI SOmel other pub]ic p)lace4

ThQ Licensing of Alo-houses now assigned to the Magistrates, mighlt toepectrs miga
witl advantagc be transferred to the Inspectors; but an arrangement of this conée Alà.houseo
nature could only be made by an ainendient of the existing law.

Witiî regard to fees on commiissions, fines, and exemption money, under
the MIili Act, it might perhaps be sufficient witiout altering the law, to "
issue a direction that the, Adjutant General *should seni-.annually make an al or xempston oer
abstract return to this Oflice, compiled from the rcturns transmitted to him "'
by Ollicers commànding Militia Reginents, with a certificate that it corres-
ponds wilthuhis books, so far as the cominissions are concerned.

Oficors in comumnd of Regiments milt be rcquired to send quarterly b
reports' of fines and exemption money .collected, to the Clerk of the Peace,
who aller reading them openly at an appropriato poriod, during the quarter
sessions, should forward themt to this departinent. They might also, if
thought advisablo,,bo posted up in the Sheriff's office, and thus prove a
doubIle check upon the accountant.

If this alitoration should not b considered practicable under the present
Act, it miglt for the subjeet of a short enactment at the ensuing session
of the Legislature.

With respec te forries, I am not aware that any other check is required
than to provido that this office shouid be duly furnished ivith information Ferie
respecting the tcrrns of ail licenses, and that al] lesseesvho fall in) arrear,
to the extent of more than one periodical payment, should be proceedèd
agains t, and be lialle to a forfeiture of their leases or licônses.

With rcard to the fcos on patents, collected by the Recoiver General,
in which particular hé may be regftded as performing the functions of a sub- F pen tt .
accountant, a check upen his accounts niîght be provided, by requiring the
Survey'r General of lands te make a seini-annuâl report to this Office öf
ibes paid to the Recéiver General, founded on thereceipts brought te him
fron that oficer, by persons obtaining patents for lands subject te hie pay-
nient of fecs.

The Roceiver General might also be rquired to preduce veuchers
shewing the piomium paid by the purchasers of his Bilis of Exchange, as
efecks upon his accounts, relating te that branch of his receipts.

The attention of collectors is usually confined to the limits of tlcir re
pective Ports, whilc the cyo of the Inspector ranges over a whole District
but as the lav relating to the collection of these branches of Revenue hão
been long iiin force.

The next class of Accountants is the Inspectors, vho have ben
appointed since the year 1803, to perforin the duty formerly assigned to tho
Secretary of the Province in issuing licenses for the distillation and sale
spirituous liquors within their respective Districts, and for keeping Billiard
Tables.

These officers reccivo in compensation for their services, a commissio-4
of ton per cent. upon the sum they actually collect, until the ainount of th r
remuneration reaches the fixed limit of ofie hundrcd pounds.

other words crediting the Commissioner of Crown Lands therefor.

Confident that so irpcrrect a system of kecping accounts was calculated
to lead to disorganization, and very probably a hcavy pecuninry loss to

That Mr. Sullivan lad lent his chief clerk (paid partly by order on the
Cashier, partly by bank checks,) a sum of £800 0 0.

That the Funds in the Bank, including £3,000 lodged by the Commis-
sioner of Crown Lands, and the above sums, left a balance to close the lia-
bility to public accounit, of an amount something over one thousand pounds.

I beg to remark that I do not assume that these sums are accurate to
an exact anount, as I have not the written results before me-they are froni
memory, and, I believe, correct in that degreo embraced by your query.

the books vere examined but no error of this nature could be discovered,
up to this lime hovever small accounts have been found in the course of
business to romain uncharged against the Government, and money received
by Mr. Robinson lias been found charged against Mr. Sullivan, without
being carried to the debit of the estate, of the former as before stated. I
had nothing to do with the receipt or payment of money; I heard of the
deficiency with great surprise and attributed it to error in omissions,

While on this subject it night be well to mention a matter of a private Mr. Thornhill.. ac.
nature though not exactly relevant to the question, viz: that at the time ofcount or thu loaa
NIr. Sullivan taking office I was involved in great pecuniary difficulties and 'ron, the Commis.

stated to him that I hald acted for several years as lead clerk of the Depart-°
ment without receiving a correspondent salary, stating to hin that I claimed
as a matter of right and justice to be placed upon the same footing as re-
garded salary with the other clerks of ny standing. I also informed him
that it was my intention to apply to the Executive Government for the
arrears which I thought myself justly entitled to, and-the witholding of
which had mainly caused my present embarrassment.

Mr. Sullivan consented to represent my case favorably so far as the fu-
turc was concerned ; but said that at that time he did not think I would
succeed in an application: lie also delayed representing my case until he
could judge by experience of my ability, &c. and I was in this case as here-
tofore obliged to submit ta the opinion of my official superior. I had how.
ever the gratification after the lapse of several months to have my application
Iorwarded to the then Lieut. Governor, by the Commissioner, with the most
llattering testimony ta my zeal, knowledge of business, and thorougli know-
ledge of its details; to which document reference can be had if neces-
sary.

As I saw no immediato prospect of having my claini considered for
past services not sufficiently remunerated, I applied ta Mr. Sullivan to ob-
tain for me a loan from the Indian fund for which I would give security, and
pay interest ; but he told me he thouglt it useless to apply, as the Indian
funds would nost probably b only invested in Government securities. I
imade this application from my knowledge of large sums having been loaned
proviously to individuals. 1 then asked him for a temporary loan to relieve
ine from ny difficulties until I could with effect epresent my case and
claim for arrears of pay, stating that I would sel] my property as soon as
practicable should it be necessary.

Mr. Sullivan said that tlie only noney whicli he could assist ie with
was the balance renaininîg in lis hands,·not belonging to the Governmuent
but ta private individuals depositing as explained in the 4th page of this
Report; and that this ha might be called upon at any moment ta pay, upon
his leaving the office, he however consented to Joan me the suni necessary
for my relief, and whicli formed a part of his responsibility to the Goverra-
,ment until liquidated.
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Mr. Thorniaii' ac This smiiiu caused Mr. Sullivan mucli ctbarassnent afterwards, as the
caelen in ie depreciation in tlie value of property put it out of my powecr to return the

11unds 2 to ermoney, and albhougi Mr. Sullivan vas willing to lose tli sumn out of
miiont. his private means, lie stated that the suin unaccounted for in the office

was so large that he could not in honor ask ta borrow nocy while so great
a liability renained against hini. I hoped that error vould b discovered
and that Mr. Sullivan would have been able to assist me by giving time for
the payment of the money borrowed ; but no discovery of error, of conse-
quence sufficient to enable Iii to do so having taken place, Mr. Sullivan de-
clared his intention of sacrificing cycrytling he possessed to pay the amount
wanting. I then made over to himi the only unincumbered property I had,
value about £300.

I represented to Mr. Sullivan that lie could not justly be called upon to
pay a deficiency which was caused by errors, omissions or otherwise, when
so little opportunity was allowe(d limîn of looking after the details of the money
business of his office ; and J repeatedly pressed upon him the necessity of
denianding an investigation : but he said whatever nay be the consequence I
will not appear as a public defhulter, I will by soine ineans procure the
noney and thon I will report the case.

After the deficiency was discovered, Mr. Sullivan established a regular
checked systein of cash balances and accounts ; but I have no reason to
suppose that he did so because lie suspected any person of making away
with money.

When money received was deposited in the Bank under the system of

Present Tthe of the Te case at present stands thus, Mr. Sullivan is charged in the Publie
Accounts with the receipt of a certain sum; part of this had been received
by Mr. Robinson.

Mr. Sullivan's public credit covers the above suin.

A certain sum ivas, however, received in deposit, (for explanation sec
page 4) also returned by Mr. Sullivan to his debit.

An amount nearly equal to the above, say £1700 0 0, is as yet unac-
counted for, and forns the office deficiency.

The whole of ail the above has been either paid into the hands of the
official receiver authorised to grant final acquittance for the same to the
Accountant Mr. Sullivan, or is now in the Bank to the public credit. I have
no means of accounting for the present deficiency, or office balance, for the
reason before stated, and have still hopes that the greater part, if not the
whole of the same, rnay be accounted for upon further investigation.

For a time the cash received was
daily paid over to the Commissioner and he signed his initiais to the ac-
count, and the deposits in the chest were under his care, and I endeavoured
to keep an account of the application of the receipts on the several Gov-
crnment accounts, based upon the account of daily receipts above alluded to,
by making journal entries and posting into a Ledger. This was continued
until the close of 1836, when my account vas necessarily discontinued hav,
ing no data upon which to found my entries.

In the year 1838, Mr. Sullivan himself I think discovered that his liabi-
tics to Government exceeded the amount of his funds in Bank, and I was
desired by him to endeavour to ascertain the error.

. In pursuing this investigation I found that there was a great difficulty in
ascertaining the amount of disbursements, fron the departure from the
systeni laid down of making ail disbursenents through the Bank, and no re-
gular account of disbursements having been kept, an uncertainty therefore
existed, and still exists, whether ail disbursements have been brought to
account.

I willl now endeavor to explain why it is equally uncertain whether.
during the period prior to the 22nd September, 1837, ahl amounts assumed
by Mr. Sullivan by entry on the Official Cash Books, were actually received
hy him.

While Mr. Robinson was Commissioner the person having charge of Mode ormakia

the cash, was required for each payment to fill up a printed receipt, with the "Rot j"Kr-
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nme of the payer, service on which the paynent was madle, date &c.
which being signed and handed over to the gentleman in charge of the Ofli-
cial Books, was his authority for rzaking the entry,who cancelled and filed the
receipt when the odlicial entry was made.

Whcn Mr. Robinson loft the oflice, unentered receipts remained iii
the hands of Mr. Tod to the anount of £1213 18s. 9d., of these a list
was rendercd to Mr. Robinson, who, on presentation of the Tickets (cer-
tided as applied I think) paid the aniount.

In addition to these unentered receipts (or tickets) other evidences
of paynents to Mir. Robinson under his own signature, were frequently prc-
sented, and the entries made on the Official Books whereby Mir. Sullivan
assumed the amounts-these were also on presentation as applied paid by
Mr. Robinson.

This having been donc in so many instances, tie Cashier may have re-
ceived and entered on the Official Books, these tickets or cvidences of
paymnent, as cash, which may never have been presented to Mr. Ro-
binson for payrnent, and consequently Mlîr. Sullivan may have assuned a
larger amnount than he lias actually reccived.

This stbject is undergoing a rigid investigation, and I hope the result
may be such as to shew the actual amount of reccipts.

I needl nlot state to the Comnittee that unless the amount of both the
hie reccipts and disbursements, can be accurately ascertained it is nedless
to endeavoir to discover where thc error lies, tlough its existence mnay bC
shown.

ati)IS.1co ly statements of cash receipts and its application, whiclh has been regularly

(onle, the accounts checked with the oflicial books, and balanced, shewing a
balance shoot of the monthly reccipts and application. The ainount for
which cash was made Dr. in these statements, Mr. Tod lias accounted for,
at the foot of each stateniont. These statements so far as cash receipts and
applications are concerned, are tangible and I trust satisfactory; and since
first January 1839 Mr. Tod has kept a regular set of books embracing ali
receipts and disbursements of the office. The Dr. side of cash account
based upon the account of daily receipts kept by nmysolf and these accounts
mnust prove equally satisfactory.

'T'le duty of keeping cash accounts daily balanced, disbursoeniets, bank
accouints, &c. embracing all the cash transactions of the oflice and naking
out monthly balance shets has silice devolvcd upon me, which accounts
have beon inspected by Mir. Patrick, Socretary of your committee, and i
trust vill be found to exhibit a satisfactory record of the current business of
the office.

I have thus endcavoured as desired to explain the system of keeping the
accounts of cash transactions of the Crown Lands Office, and if in doing
so, I left any point not sufficiently explicit I shall bc happy to render any
fiurther explanation to the committee thlat nay be required.

sent now going forward (as in 1836) roduced the balance one or two huin-
drod pounds more, and it is my candid conviction that the greater part if
not the whole would be found out, but fron the extreme difficulty of tracing
the transaction when no regular books have been kept, [until of late] of
disbursements or otherwise.
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The Deposit account (which is large,) the amount of payments made to
the late P. Robinson net accounted for, but assunmed by Mr.- Sulli van, and
a general overlauling of accounts, public and private, may, when accom-
plished, terininate in a much more favorable result. As for myself, I can
only say, that with a pure and upriglit conscience,, declare my own inno-
cence, as well as any knowledge of any improper application of the funds of
the office, in or out of it.

On the Ist January 1839, a set of Books wcre commenced according
to flic old established fori of double entry in gereral use amongst Merchants,,
& froin its superiority over ail others, adopted by the Canada Company & in;
the offices of the Home Government. Aftert the first lialf year's balance,.
theso books under a new arrangement of the duties of the Cashier and the
Book-keepcr vere discontinued, and a nethod of Book-keeping substituted'
which is very conplicated, and exclusively adapted to one unvarying-

ptert mode il].. routine of payments on certain specified accounts: whereas the double entry
trated. systen, having infallible tests and machinery much more simple, is applicable

to any business transaction whatever, and capable of comnprehending ac-
counts however complex and multifàrious, and of bringing the summary of
those accounts to a focus by means of a Balance Sheet..

I.
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If the amount of each purchase were paid in one sum, the accounts of
this office would be much simplified, but whilst the system of taking pay-
ment by yearly instalments prevails,it imposes on the Commissioner of Crown
Lands the necessity of keeping accounts with each purchaser, aswell as
with the Fund for which the sale is made. At present this is done by ce-
lumns for the different instalments in the books in which the sales are
recorded; a course open to much objection principally from its requiring
that the payment to be introduced to. the creditý of a purchaser should on
every occasion be the exact amount of an Instalment with interest upon it te
the day of payment. Now the great majority of payments being made by
remittances per Post, it continually happens that the sum remitted is to an
amount greater or less than the Instalment and interest which it is intended
to pay; and this gives occasion to a multiplicity of entries in nominal and
perplexed accounts entitled " Plus" and " Minus" to which the excess is car-
ried, or by which the deficiency is supplied, until at the next or some subse-
quent payment the precise sum necessary to make an Instalment andinterest
is produced. Again a purchaser having two instalments and interest due,,
finds himself a few pounds short of the aggregate amount. He is told that
one Instalment only will be reccived, and that no benefit will be derived. in
respect of interest, by leaving a part of the other, as it will not be placed' to systom purnued by
his credit against his purchase until the exact amount of the sum due is King'$ college and

Miade up. If however the part of the Instalment be left after this intimation ny recmendo n
it is placed to the credit of "Plus" or perhaps to that of deposits, another
nominal acount, but mterest will nevertheless be charged on the whole in-
stalment although 75 per cent of it may have been paid. Such a case
occurred in my presence, and it appears to me that the practice is most
objectionable. It would be far botter to open an account with the purchaser N of Crks

of each lot as is the case with King's College and the Canada Company.- "
Whatever sums a purchaser remits should be placed to his credit, and all
payments offered should be received on account of Instalments over due or negulation regard-
becoming due ; always bearing in mind, that where instalments have been " "n""l°"°"ap.
allowed to get into arrear, payments are to b applied to extinguish interest
before credit be given for any money in reduction of principal.

pear to me to admit of improvement. The Books in the office are very.
iumerous and many of them exceedingly well adapted to the purposes for-
which they are intended-of the latter description are a general register
of Lands under the management of the Department in the different
Townships, setting forth the particulars, quality and circumstances of each
lot,-an index of the Lands sold, and a Register of Certificates to pur-
chasers who have become entitled to Patents. In this Register are co-
lumuns shewing when Patents granted' upon the Certificates were -issued and
to whomn they were delivered., These parts of the organization:evinced good
regulation, but in the Cashier's and. Book-keeper's.departmnents, considerable.
improvemnent miglit be introduced. A Cash. Book of more general charac-
ter is wanted, into which should be, entered' the particulars of all receipts
and disbursements, also a Day Book,. Journal and Ledger upon the Double
Entry principle, to embrace a. sumnifary of the contents. of the various aux-
iliary books. of account.. A balance sheet drawn froin the. Ledger would
thon exhibit in one view the balance ofeach head of account; and the half-
yearly accourts current of the different Funds would be made up from the,
books alone as they ought to be, and not partly from: the book and partly
from vouchers, neyer entered in books, as at present.. With such books
skilfully kept and with a judicious arrangement of the duties of the Cashier
and the book-keeper, salutary checks and. restraints might be imposed-the.
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integrity of the accounts of the Depa-tment be established, and a knowledge
of the application of the public monies be secured.

Tlle appointinent of Agents to the Commissioner of Crown Lands in
the different Districts, and the enactment authorising the taking of U. E.
rights from purchasers, at the rate of 4s. per acre, gives occasion for entries
in the accounts distinct from cash transactions, thus rendering book-keeping
by double entry in this Departrnnnt, still more imperative ; and I cannot too
s rongIy urge upon the Committee the importance ofits inmediate introduc-
tion.

In concluding ny Report on this Department, I must beg permission
to refer, as on a former occasion, to the very limited time which the esi-
re3ny of circurnstances prescribed for the investigation of an extensive and

important branch of the public service. In the present instance, I have
carefully, though rapidly, made myself acquainted with the most inaterial
points connected with the accounts, and have endoavoured to furnish the
Conanitte with my observations on such of then as I conceived they were
most desirous of information upon : if' owever minor ones should appear to
thenm to have been overlooked, 1 must trust to the reasous before given for
11 excu1ses.

surveys appear to have been made on a principle resembling the present
system, as regards the double front, but differing from it in so far as the
check lines, which are of so much importance, were not run.

It but rarely occurred that the whole of a township was surveyed at
the same time, or by the saine surveyor, and this will account for the want
of agreement between the surveys of various parts of the same township.
The work was at that time performed by the deputy district surveyors, whose
ordinary duty it vas to assign lands within their respective trusts, on the
production of orders in Council or Land Board certificates, and who made
their surveys as the lands were needed for settlement. It is true that a sur-
veyor when operating on a survey performed in part by another, should ad-
just bis instruments by the guiding lines which lie found to be surveyed, and
conduct bis operations agreeably to the method whicili had been already
employed, but the representations which are continually being made at the
office, show iow little attention has been paid to these particulars; for ii-
stance a single blazed line was intended to denote an allowance for road.
By some surveyors this was intended as the centre of the allowance by Rad allewane,

some the road allowance was left on the one side of the line, and by others
entirely in the contrary position. The very meagre information ivhich the
early field notes afford on thOse points bas seldom enabled the office to give
decisive instructions to those who have enquired on the subject, and the
commissioners under the land act must necesrily experience great diffl-
culty in settling disputes relating thereto.

The lines of separation at every concession were by the succeeding

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on the one boundary of the township and post off the lots, beginning at No.
I., and in surveying the following concessions begin on the opposite side of
the township, and commence posting with No. 34. The irregularity of the
ground would, in the chaining render it impossible to plant the Boundary
Posts in a position to correspond with those ia the concession in front. The
posts planted along the front of one concession were intended to answer for
the rear angles of the lots in the concession in front thereof ; but the courses
given in the descriptions lor Patent would rarely strike the position denoted
hy the posts as a rear angle of the Lot.

In 18[7 another method was adopted by the I)epartment. The new
method was on the principle of the double frontage on each line of
concession; cach range consisting of half lots containing each 100
acres.

These half lots had a frontage of 30 chains by 33 chains 33 and a half
links in depth. The principle objection to this -was, that every settler had a
greater extent of road frontage than he was well able to clear up or main-
tain in repair; a consideration of importance, when it is recollected that
the settlers are altogether depndoent upon their own exertions in opening
roads and kceping themn in repair.

Under the present system each 200 acre Lot bas a frontage of 30
chains by 66 chains 67 links in depth. An individual who lias a riglit for
100 acres lias a froutaga of 15 chains. The farms are thus of the most con-
venient proportions, and the arrangement of the lots admits of a very large
nuîmber of settlers establishing themselves upon the several roads of coi-
munication.

;agement under Mr. Robinson ; since which time many circumstances
have intervened to prevent any very considerable improvements being

ffected, and I could never perceive the possibility, that beneficial resuits
could arise froin the project of incorporating the Surveyor GeneralPs office
with a Departnent se constituted; and with reference te the Department
to which I am attached, I can say that the constant supervision of the Sur-
veyor General is at all times needful, and that the duties of the office have
been adequately performed and the affairs of individuals faithfiîlly attended
to under those Gentlemen only who have been enabled to devote their
whole attention to the office. The manner in which the business is at pre-
sent nmanaged is the most irresponsible that can b conceived; and I can-
not helieve that the Crown Lands office can less require the immediate
control of its chief than the Surveyor Generals office, and I am perfect-
ly convinced thiat the public service will derive inaterial benefit if the depart
ments be again separated.

Were the further consolidation of the offices to be determined on, the
only way in which it could be accomplished, that I am aware of, would be
to place the sales under the Surveyor General's office, which the plans and
the doomsday schiedules & other books with trifling additions, would enable
it to undertake, and purcliase moneys might be paid into the hands of a
special recciver, or into- f he hands of the Receiver Gen.>al direct. I be-
lieve the attempt, however, to continue the two offices under one head of
department, will eventually prove to be the worst species of c.onomy which
could be attempted.

Since
the land act of 1837 has gone into operation, locations to U. E. and militia
claimants have sensibly diminished in number. This will however probably be
of short duration, as the whole of the detached saleable lands in Cold- sur-
veyed townships have this seasor been offered for pale.

Under the act of 1837, upwards of 800 unlocated grants in favor of U.
E. Loyalists, militia claimants, discharged soldiers, artificers. of the dock
yards, &c., have been certified by the office in order tosbe paid.in,on pur-
chases*of crown and clergy lands.

A person desirous of registering a land right, .with the viewf effecting
a purchase of land, applies at the Surveyor Generapes'yoffice and, obtains a
paper, usually signed by the first clerk, certifying that the grant in question
as been filed in the offle-and that the same i unfrpcated ;. this certificateis
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endorsed on the authority and entered in the warrant or cortificate book;
this cortiîcate is thon attached to the assignment of the grant, and register-.
cd in the oflice of the Commissioner of Crown Lands.

The same process·is observed with respect to locateJ grants, of which
assignments have been inade, intended for registry, in order to enable the
Assignee to obtain the crown patent in his own nane. The number of lo-
eated grants certified for registry amounts Io 139, upon which descriptions
have issued.

voy are chicíly proserved under the charge of Mr. Chewett for further re-
ference. Those in general use in the office are mostly copies, a large
inumber of these are becoming in a very dilapidated state ; such as are not
too lar gono for repair, are by Mr. Lizars bcing stretched on canvass in a
very efectui inanner, after tlicy are cleaned and prepared for the purpose.
I have for some wceks past, whenever niy ordinary duties wiIll admit of it,
with permission of the Surveyor General, been engaged in filling up ncw
plans to replace such as are no longer fit for use. There were also nany
instances of two or three copies of the saine plan being in use at the saine
tine, and neither complete by itself; in such a case I fbrm a correct plan for
general use. Thero are blank plans of all the townships surveyed by gov-

'ýernment, either in triplicato or duplicate.

Plans before they are taken into use should be first laid upon thick
'-Irawing paper to render themn as substantial as possible, and afterwards
stretched on cnvas; wcre a new sett f miaps to be so prepared and en-
tries made thercon only as lands were described for Patent, a very desirable
permanent work would be effected.

General remarks on opoly and speculation, aided by indifflerence to their duty, on the part of pub
lic oflicers, have retarded the prosperity of the Province, and the regulationsï
now in force for the disposal of the public lands crin do nothing to extricate ,
it from the difficulties with which it is encompassed. It is to Emigration
that Canada nust look for a cure te the evils which affect the body politic
and to render Emigration eflectual for that purpose, the land systen must ½,
be so modified as to render emigrating to the Provinces satisfhctory te those
who may come among us, and induce others to follow their example.

It is, I am aware, a favorite theine with extensive Land holders and
speculators, and their agents in as well as out of office, that the day is

past for establishing any other system for settling the Crown Lands, and-!
they assert that the lands still disposable, are so trifling in amount and ine
different in quality as to render it improbable that any new settlements of
consequence could be formed with advantage.

The abovo considerations naturally led your Committee to the subjects
of Courts MIiartial--tle imeans which the law gives to commanding officers
of enforcing these duties. The ieans seem to be suflicient, but they have
been neglected; sometimes, probahly, because Colonels of regiments have
thought tiat to enforce the law would make them unpopular ;-sometimes
from a sprint of fiavouritisn-sometimes acting upon shortsighted cconorny,
which so òften proves to be ruinous extravagance, they have ovrilooked the
offlence, because the fines to b( levied would not pay the expenses of the
Court; but no error can be more dangerous than that of weighing a snall
outlay of money, felt only because it is inmediate, against the fiatal, though
remoto, consequernces of a breach of law and dicipline.

Between throc and four thousand were absent from muster this year, a
yeur, it must le remenbered, -f excitement ; little notice being taken of it,
it is reasonable to conclude that double the number wil bbe absent next,
as the cvil increases the desire a.nd power of rcsisting it decreases, it
soon becorns an established cistom, and the safety of the colony is risked
for a few d0las.

From the appointment of Adjutant, your committee gave their attention
to that o', oficers in general; a subject of the highest importance, as in
every arned force it is the main spring upon which ail depends-but-in a
now country like this, where the limits assigned to regiments are narrow, and
tlre residents all knovnî to eaci other, by no means of easy attainment.

Militatry experionce is highly desirable, yet a person possessing it may
he so deficient in other points as to be altogether ineligible. In a militia
force, where the mains of enforcing subordination, neither are, nor ought
to be, as officient as in the regular army, much must be left to moral effect,
and the inGuence of character. It would be thought that a principle so ob. Persona aitngothlr
vious could never have been departed from; it has, however, cone to theaecomrnaea aa or
knowledge of your committee, that persons altogether objectionable, in a 5cers'of.i-iti
moral point of view, and others whose education had been noglected to a
remarkablc degree, have been recorninended for, and held appointments ina for aab

the militia. A very natural cause may be assigned for this it is the difli-wro"g recommenaa

culty, univerbally fblt, in withstanding the demands of long acquaintance, tin.,
hereditary friendships, electioneering gratitude, consanguinity, and various
others.

The Adjutant General is the person who lays the Est of candidates be-
fore lis Excelioncy the Lieutenant Govcrnor; but it is evident he cannot
be acquainted with the characters of ail who are brought befr e his notice,'
he nay have private sources of information, but that must .b matter of
chance, his cbief dependence must be upon the recommendations of the Co
lonels, who nay then be said to have the virtual nomination of all Ensigns
of militia, and ultimately the vhole. It is passing no censure on those gen-
tlOemn to supposa them, like other people, liable to be acted upon by the
coinmon weaknesses of humanity, nor can it be wondered at if the claims
of merit should occasionally prove less powerful than those friendship. Your
committee are of opinion that the system of appointment would be improv-

'ed, if the burthen was not thrown altogether upon Colonels of Reglinents,
but divided.

Your committee feel bound to notice a customn which gradually crept
into the service, during the two last winters, and which they look upon as
itriking at the root of ail discipline, viz :-that of appointing regimental
field officers to the command of companies on permanent pay. H4owever Fdioi offiers should

Field Officer ; besides which, it is unfairly depriving Captains of opportu-
nities to which they, are justly entitled. f it should unfortunately happen
that no officer of that rank could be found in a regiment capable of under-
taking the duty, a subaltern should :be appointed. If .neither Captain or
.Subaltern is fit, the regiment should be disbanded.

He is to exercise a surveillance over ail the Militia of the Province.

To conduct the correspondence and keep the necessary boôks.

To examine the returns.

To ascertain the character and :fitness of those whom he recommends
for Militia Commissions.

r
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For. these purposes.he isallowed the assistance.of an assistant -Adjutant
General -and one clerk.

Except as far as-it could be done byletter from Toronto, no surveillance
seems to have been exercised. It has never been the custom for the Adju-
tant Gencrai to visit the Militia, and since the appointment of the officer who
now holds the situation, it is, stated, that the-duties of the office consequent
upon the invasion of brigands from the American frontier, and the formation
of new regiients have occupied ail his time. As by law the Militia were
only colled out once a year for muster, and as there does not appear a soli-
tary instance of their having.been since assembled for dril, though the power
to do so exists, it is probable that the very small benefit to be ioped froin
an inspection under stich circumstances,caused it to be dispensed with alto-
geticr. Still your committec arc of opinion, that the occasional prcsence
of an offlcer of rank would have so much effect, that they strongly recom-
mond it should bc insisted upon as an essential part of the duty of the Ad-
jutant General. It miglit induce the yeomen of the Province to think that

Suggestions ut comu. the militia was not a thing of mere forn, as it seems to have been generally
considered. It would also give that officer the means of becoming acquaint-
cd with the country from which regiments are formed. The persons and
characters of commanding officers, and probably of many of the future
candidates for commissions. If the suggestions of your conmmittee are
adopted, his inspectional tour would be of the highest benefit.

The correspondence of the office from the un-officiai habits of .hose
witi whom it is kept up, occupies a great deal of time unnesessarily. The
arrangements suggested will materially diminish it.

Your committee examined the books kept in the office, viz i-A general'
order book, militia list, book of·land claims, and commission-book. They
appeared to bc kept.with regularity and care. Thé Militia List might be
made more correct, if Colonelsof regiments sent in twice a year, nominal
returns of their officers, accounting-for vacancies, and giving recomienda-
tions. It wiould also be a great improvement if, they sent once a year, viz,:
on the 4th June a nominal return of the men, distinguishing those who are
present, and those who are absent ; but to be of use those lists should also
corne in within a few days of each other Arriving as they do now, one,
two, three, five, or six months ,after the time, some not at ail, the Adjutant
General's work:is never finished, his militia.list remnains open before the'last
arrive, the first have become wrong:from subsequent changes, and lie never
can present to the Lieutenant. Gvernor a return, for theý accuracy of which
he canvouch. Jn examining the letter book .your 'committee searched for·
any that: might have been sent to those- officers whose returns have not
been-sent in, but withoutýsuccess. The Adjutant General statdd that certi-.
ficates upon the subject had been sent to some of them but they did net
appear.

'lie Examination of Returns, for reasons given above is a difficult, aI-
most a hopeless, task, and until means are adopted for compelling Command-
ing officers to performn their-duty,wiil continue tO be so. Your Committe are
convinced that the only method is to have, intermediate officers< betWeen,
the Adjutant Gêneral and thé Militia--thcy will bring into order by parts,then
le may casily.regulate the; wliole.;

With respect to-his duties -as regardsi the -recorhiëndation óf offilers,.
your Committee have already stated that his information must of necessity
be very limited. The last two years, however, hivd giveiv hihý'a opþor-
tunity of becoming acquainted with the, character of Commanding. officers,
and; in, manysinstancesw of C.4tais, andinihes'rankt heis, doubt1ess pre-
pared to recommend officers from his knowledge of thbëimeritâ. Thfe per-
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the Adjntpnt General., Atheame ytimegour comnaittee c t buefiark
that supposing all the absentèes had been fined (and noresonis hen why
they were not) evenin the lowest sumn, five shillings; the amount would have
beenr £877 5s. -It would appéai, therefbre, eithef that Colonels 9fr regi-
ments have neglected:their duty, or that there is a sum of upwards,of £800
yet uraccounted for intheir hands.

themselves unable to comply with their instructions;ý-But according to re-

"uncu fr on.19th Decéînber 1837, 2253 Commissions iable to fees, the amount of
vhich is £1637 15s. The Receiver General according to an account

furnished by him to the Committee, has received, upto the 19th November
1839, the sum of £939 5sc leaying a -balance due to the public of ýsix hun-
dred and nincty eight pounds and ten shillings.

Your Coirmmittee see no reason why the paynent of'this surnshould not
be strictly enforced. In the junior ranks, such as Lieutenant and Ensign,
the fee is only fifteen shillings and ten shillings; and it is difficuà tto believe
that persons qualified by education and standing in society to 'hold Com-
missions in the Militia, can find äny difficulty in raising theso sums.

stead of being accom panied by a nuniber of gentlemen bearing rnilitary de-
signations, they were called the posse conitatus and were headed by the
Sheriff.

Until lately the lefects of the systeni did not force themse)ves upon
public notice, the country was at peace and the services of the Militia were
not needed, but this state of things exists no longer. . It is natter of notori-
ty tliat the Province lias been invaded by bands of assassins, and plunderers,
collected, armed, and organized in the neiglbouringRepublic, whose autho-
rities have stated that the lawv, gave no power to restrain them. Your Com-
mittee have no roason to suppose that the thirst for plunder which actuated
theso Brigands is diminished, or 'the power of the law increased on the
other side of the Border, we must therefore look for seGurity in .nothing
but our own poiwer to chastise aggression.

That these inroads were invariably repulsed is nost creditable to the
gall antry of the nilitia, but fortunately for these brave men, they went against
others as undiscipled as themselves, under their valour, we owe our safety
to the lucky circumstance that bad as our system was, that of our neighbors
vas not better.

It has been stated that the clause now proposed will be unpopular:
supposing for a moment this ta be the case, your committee cannot con-
sider it as a reason for rejecting what is in itself prudent and just. Almost'rhe object shoula
every Legislative measure has been unpopular with some, and in framing beto protect aIll and
a law of this nature, more particularly situated as we are, the object "t °fek the ravor
nust be to protect all, not ta gain favour ivith a few.

Your Committee, however, are happy to say, that they do not enter-
tain this fear, having consulted many officers of Militia, by far the greater Militia might be
part have stated as their opinion, that giving them pay, rations, and billets trained 14 days in a

fourteen successive days in a year, choosen with reference to their agricul- ° °"""°"
tural occupations, would not be really inconvenient to the militia.

PROPOSAL.

it will be observed that excepting the above addition, your committee
have not recommended any very important change in the law. The system
of annual training once adopted and the 43d clause made compulsory, they
feel convinced it is sufficient to enable that noble body, the Militia of Upper
Canada, to contend successfully, not merely against the Banditti they have
lately encountered, but a regularly organized enemy, should such ever be
drawn up agaimst them. .The suggestions of your committee have, there-
fore, principally for their object, the enforcement of that law, which the
present ineans have not been sufficient to ensure.

They propose that the Adjutant General should spend part of every Propaai by the
sumnier, and the Assistant Adjutant General the like period (two months commmee.
for example) in inspecting the different Regiments of Militia. He would
naturally take the opportunity of vigiting as many as possible, during the
annual training, and as probably all would not be ont at exactly the same
time, lie ifliglt 'have three, perhaps four weeks 'for that purpose. Your
Conimittee would particularly recommend tAo his attention, the 13th section,
which theyconsider lhighlyimportant, also a personal acquantnce., if pós.

* S3
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sible, with those gentlemen likely to be recommended for commissions. In
a rising cointry like this, a knowledge of those who are to be officers, is of
more consequence, than of those who actually hold the rank. Should he
arive at the Hiend Quarters of a Regiment when the period of permanent
duty had expired, it might be considered a hardship, again to bring out men
who had lately been dismissed ; in that case, lie shotd assemble those who
had not attended it, and «d the officers ; after his return he should miake a
report to, His Exceellency the Lieutenant Governor of the state of the force
-the capabilitieso' of ocers, and such other observations as he might con-
sider necessary.

Your Coniuittee furthcr propose that the Province of Upper Canada
be divided into eight districts, each to be commanded, as far as the Militia

Firuime proplosais rif is concecrned, by a fiehl officer of the line ; that all returns, reports and offi-
cial correspondence between the militia and the Adjutant General, should
pass through him. That he should bc responsible for these returns being
made out according to a prescribed Ibrn, and transmitted at the regulated
pcriods. Al nioney s,however, such as fines, fes, &c., to be collected by the
Colonel of each regiment< and forwarded direct by iùn to the Receiver Go-

° neral. Thiat all recommendations for promotion or appointient should bear
to ie in ach Dis*rict his signature, as well as that of the Colonel of the regiment, and that le

should acconipany it with sueh remarks as he might consider necessary; that
the period of annual traiing in his district should be fixed by hin, after
consulting with tie otcers commanding regimaents, and with reference also
to the agriculturat occupations of the men ; that he should personally su-
perintend these drills, and also those of the offlcers, and non-conmissioned
officors; in short that ho should mako himeself so thorough)y acquainted
with the force under his command, its nature and foolings, as to be able at
ail times to give to the Lieutenant Governor whatever information respect-
ing it he might require.

Your Commhtee arc of opinion tlat great benefit will result friom the
clploylent of such an officer, residing ithe district, and acquaiited with
aIll the Colonels of reginients, probably with most of the officers; he would
see that the law regarding the transmission of returns was strictly complied
with, and until this easy, though much neglocted object is attained, it is vain
to hope for any thing like systen or regularity.

As the corresponcence of the militia vill pass through his hands, lie
wouId take care it was put in an official shape, and that no irrelevant imatter,
w'hich now takes up uselessly much of the time of the officer, was intro-
duce d.

It would Ic part of his duty to becone acquainied with thé candidates
for commissions, froc, as he would necessarily be from local partialities and
friendships, wvhich somutimes mar the clearest judgmwents, lie would materi»
ally assist the recommendation of the officer commxianding the regiment, and
if, as has been asserted, the subject of appointment gives rise to much ili
feeling amongst those passed over, it is to be hoped that it will be greatly les-
sened, when the odium iniust fali upon a stranger-at alil events it will be of

css conseqVence.

Your Commuuittec further propose that an Adjutant, on permanent pay,
XiK Adnutitiit rn pe. be attached to each regiuent, -who should be able to devote his whole time
" "" iu and attention to his military duties. The utility of such an office is obvious,
d w Uach regiim, l he could take charge of the drill of the reginient, and the instruction of the

oflicers and non-commmissioned oflicers ; lie should know the residenc of
every one of these last, the returns would be made out by him,,and ie should
sign them, together with the Colonel; he should -be to him, and the Come-
Mander of the District, what this offhcer is to thie Lieutenant Governor.. A
cnse of a su.dden emergency, he would be ready a all times, by night or by
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day. He should ,not absent himself from his district forrmore than a. week,
without leave from the Jnspecting Field Officer, or for a longer period, with-
out that of the General commanding. It must neyer be forgotten, that all
the benefits to be derived from this measure (and they are great) will be lost,
unless the strictest attention be paid to the selection of a proper person. It
will probably be much sought after, when a salary is attached, and the utmost
vigi1ance will be necessary to guard against abuse. Your Committee there-
fore propose, that no officer shall be appointed, or if hie holds the situation
now, shall receive pay for it without producing a certificate of competency,
issued by a field officer in full pay, of the line, and doing duty in this coun-
try; which certificate shall not be granted until the officer isuing it, has
seen the candidate manouvre a regiient and make out a statement. There
are gentlemen settled in the country equal to the task, and they should have
the proference ; where there are nono such, they must be broulght from
wherever they are to be found.

Your Cornmittee are further of opinion, that great benefit would resutS aoro
fiom the appointiment of a Sergeant Major on permanent pay, whxo should remannt pny

With respect to the annual training so strongly recommended by your
cotmittee, they propose that it shiouid be for fourteen days, the place to 'b
fixed by the Offlicer Commanding the District-that the officors, non-commis- " t"
sioned ofdicers and privates should receive the saine pay, rations and billets, rourteen aau.
as troops of the line ; that independently of the above-mentioned fourteen

receiving pay as such, Wliere the regiments are not strong, it might often
happen that the quota of two, three or four might be formed into one batta-
lion, when the selection of the oficer to command the whole, should test
with the field omlcer commanding the district.

In cases where the Colonel avails hiiself of the power vested in him
by the Sth section of the militia laiv, those non-commissioned officers and
privates who had been on permanent duty, to be exempt from its operation,
except by their own choice.

Your Committee further propose, that whenlever a non-commissioned Nconûi8 and
oficer is on mnilitary duty, such as -warning evidences for a court mnrtial, or omerog wiie on
the men to turn out, he should, whilst so eniployed receive the pay of his C"i" dutice (0
rank, in addition to the allowance granted, and that immediately. For thisider pay
purpose the Colonel might be allowed to retain in his hands a certain por-
tion of the fines, (one-half for example) accounting for it half yearly; or if
ihiat is thought objectionable, it might net perhaps, be expecting teo much
to hope, that an ofi cer of his rank would advance it for the moment out of
his own private funds.

This regulation is necessary and just; the duties of a non-commissi-
oned officer are arduous, and for want of something of the sort, it has been
found difficult to induce men to hold a situation which ought tO have beeun
an object of ambition.

In naking these suggestions your committee have not been unmindini
that a heavy expense will be necessary to carry them into effect; but they
are also convinced that they are absolutely indispensible, and that any less
measure will be a mere deception. An extensive frontier cannot be defend-
ed without cost. They earnestty hope this commission may be the ineans
of calling the attention of Her Majesty's Government to this noble Province,
the present condition of which, renders a liberal expenditure necessary,
whilst its fertility, commercial resources and political importance leave nO
doubt, that such an outlay will prove profitable and wise.

1ii Imaving the office, that if more active mcans wocre us.ed, that the annual reccipts would
crowvn L<unad oiine beh inuch incrcascd, I laid thc niatter before the Lieutenant Governor, who,
Iobs0 per anuin after examining ny statements, was pleased to order in March, 1831, that

I should leave the Commissioners oflice and attend to the Corporation office
only, and I beg to call the attention of the committe to thie fact that by this
arrangemnent I cventually lost £150 per annuin.

No. 2. Is ttere still a Corporation in existence ?-Answer. I respect-
fully beg to refer to the Lord Bishop of' Toronto, as I am not in possession
of such infornation as will enablo me to reply to this question.

Insmen. ~No. 3. *What are your instructions and what do you consider the du-
ties of your oflice ?-Ans. My instructions are to collect the rents in the
best inanner I could devise ; no particular plan or nethod of collection was
ever given me; the amount I collected in 18 iionths after I commenced, ex-
ceded the amnount received by my predecessors in eleven years ; witli this
circumstance, Sir John Colborno and the present Bishop of Toronto were
acquainted. I have, therefore, been left to act entirely on my own judgmîent
and responsibility in collecting the rents.

by four individuals.

In consequence of my statement to the
Lieutenant Governor in 1833, an inspection in 1834 of all leased reserves
took place, and the Lessees were thon informed that the back rents must be
paid up without any further delay, with this order nany complied ; but as
the greater nunber neglected doing so, I adopted the plan of writing from
tine to time expostulatory or warnimg letters, either stating that I should re-
turn them to the Government as defaulters, or reconnended them if they
could not pay al], ta pay what they could, and thus save themselves froin
being inxcluded in the deflaulters list. of f0 r"ror r°nt,

In writing these Jetters, I was guided by the situation of the lot, if in a
Township in the interior, far from roads or navigable waters, or if the Les-
see was poor and had a large family, I took any thing he could pay ; but if'
the lot was in a township weil situated I pressed for paynent.

To a nuinbcr of influential persons including merchants, post masters,
&c. in every district, I send froin time to time lists of lots on which
the rents are due, for the purpose of being distributed, and thus alarming the
Lessees. In some instances when the Lessees have made largeimprove-
ments, 1 take their notes, and allow them to pay them by inetalnents.

Soctines [ advertise the lots in the papers, calling on the persons
residing on then to produce their titles.

In a few instances, I have authorised responsible persons to collect rents
for mr; in fact being aware that it was almost impossible to collect them by
legal proceedings, I have tried every plan I could devise, and assumed every
responsibility for the purpose of getting in the rents.

inqisiry, it will geners'aily be fbund that the parties who first took possession
maixde tipplication eitier to the Governmlrent, to tie agents of the corporation
or to the late Coimmiissioner of Crown Lands ; the greater portion of thse
lots are not now in the bands of those who first took possession, but have
been sold to emuigrants and others, who purschased, supposing from the in-
provements niado, that the titles of those in possession were correct.

I have the hsonor to acknowledge your letter of the i8th inst.,
requesiing on the part of the Commnittec No. 2, of the colmflission appoint-
ed b y lis Excollency the Lieutenant Governor, for examining the state of
different public departnents, a reply to the following question.

Is tie Clergy Corporation still in existence, if so, of whom does it con-
sist ? What business is conducted by it and in what manner ? or if not,
when and Iow did it coaso to txist ?-Aswer. Application was made to
tise Inperial Govrument by the first Jiishlop of Queblce, solicting.that the
clergy m a corporate capacity uiglt bo entrusted with the power of leasing
tise Clergy Reserves. Accordingly the Corporation for inanaging the Clergy
Reservos ir Lower Canada, was establisied by an instrument under the.
great seal of that Province in 1816-; whsichs instrument had been originally
dIraughted in that colony by the Law Oflicers of the Crown. This draughit
was sent to the Secreta'y of Stato for the Colonies, Lord Bathurst, for the
approval of the King's Government, and it was roturned with its sanction,
and an order to Sir John Sherbrooke to cause letters patent
of incorporation to bo issued in terms of the draught; a similar
instrument at the instance of the Bishop ivas reconmended by tie
Executive Council of this Province on tie 20th October, 1818, and
was mado patent under the great scal of Upper Canada on the 30th
April, 1819; since tihat time greater facilities have been afforded to the is-
£ue of leases, and their number has in consequence rapidly incrcased. The
Corporation still exists, though its operations have been for sometime sus-
ponded at the desire of Governmsent, expressed through His Excellency Sir
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John Colborne; it being deenied in expedient to multiply leases,pending the
expected final settlement of the Clergy Reserve question.

For the special powers conferred upon the Corporation, consisting of
the 3ishop and the Clergy, I most respectfully refer to the charter.

1" have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of your commu-

nication of the 12tlh inst., and I beg to make the following observations.

In 1833 in consequence of its being ascertained that the greater'por-
tion of the Clergy Reserves in the Johnstown District were occupied with-
out any known authority, an inspection was ordered, and it was found that
a number of iniprovenents to a considerable extent had been made.

Many of the parties in possession had appflied to be allowed to lease or
purchase, either to the resident Clergyman, Hon. P. Robinson, or to some
of his agents, but had received no authority to make improvements, and
many had taken possession without having applied to any one.

Upon laying. the returns before his Excellency Sir John Colborne, in
Council, it was ordered that the occupants should be allowed to retain pos-
session, and receive leases on payment of the back rents; with this order a
large number complied, and a great increase in the receipts consequiently
took place, this arrangement gave much satisfaction as many of the parties
(Emigrants) then in, possession, had purchased from the first occupants un-
ler the impression that their titles were good.

I an aware that a considerable number of Clergy Reserves in different
parts of the Province are occupied in a similar manner, I therefore respect-
fqlly beg to recommend that I should be authorised, to employ a competent
person to examine and report on the situation of such lots; the expense
vould probably not amount to more than £75 or £100 per annun, whilst
(he increase to the rents would be considerable, and the settlement of the
claims of the'parties now iii possession would be arranged which is very de-
sirable, and the longer they are delayed the more difficult they will become.

As a proof of the benefits resulting from sending-inspectors to the dif-
ferent lots, I beg to remark that in 1834 and 1835 I received £,7,300, whilst
the receipts for the 12J years previous to my appointment were only £5188.

tl beg further to state that I think if leases were granted in.some in.
stances that-it would beýa beneficial measure,,for instance,:

y a.
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lst.-Many of the old settlers who have large families, are naturally
anxious to seule their children around them, but are not able to purchase
land in the neighbourhood, in such a case the granting a lease with the un-
derstanding that the lot at any time should be sold, would bc rendering the
family a most important benefit.

2nd.-In some instances only part of a family emigrate, and often are
followed by the remainder, in such case, how gratifying, low advantageous
to the cmigrant it would be if by leasing a reserve tley would be enabled to
settle near each other.

In 1823 and 1824 I was cmployed as the acting aigent in settling, victu-
alling, &c., 560 Irish Emigrants in the Bathurst District, fbr whicli service 1
reccived the thanks of His Excellency Sir Peregrine Maitland on his visiting
the settlement in 1825.

My pay for performing that duty was 5s. currency, per day, with
rations.

In 1826 and 1827, whilst with the emigrants in the Newcastle District,
rny salary was arranged by Col. Burke, who paid nie at the rate of' £269
per annum.

Fromn 1828 to 1833, I was senior clerk in the Conimissioner of Crown
Lands Office, with a salary of £150 currency per annumn, although wien I
entered the office it was witlh the understanding that the salary would be in-
crcased in proportion to the business of the oflice and according to the scale
upon which other Government Clerks were paid.

Nsv UCTlo0-4.NNfrom the Righit lonorabic the Lords Commissioncs of Ms Majest is Treasurj
to Peter Robinson, Esq. the Surveyor General of His M11ajestys Woods and Forests in the
Province of Upper Canada.

Wlereas His Majcsty, by a Commission bearing date the seventeonth day of July
1827, did noininato and appoint you, the said Peter Itobinson. to the office and trust of
Survoyor Gencral of I-lis Majesty's Woods and Forcsts in the Province of Upper Canadu,
arnd did strictly enjoin you to foliow such orders and directions as you might from time to
timc receive fron the Conmissioners of His Mnjcsty's Treasury, or fromn one of lHis Ma-
jesty Principal Secretarios of State, or fron the Governor or Officer Administering the
(Govcrnment of the Province of Upper Canada for the time 1)ing.

Now VWC, the Commissioiers of Iis Majesty's Treasury, do lcrcby enjoiin und re-
quire you to goverp yourself in the execution of the duties of your said office byth follow-
ing Instructions

Tlhat you do forthwith repair to Canada, and report your arrival to the Governor in
Chie, or Oflicer Adiiinistering the Government, and lay before him lis Majesty's Com-
mission appointing you to the said office, and those o<ur Instructions, for the guidance of
your conduct inli the execution of the duties thereof.

That you do inmediately upon your arrival enter into security .to the satistaction
of the Governor, or Officer Administering the Governînent, youirself in Five Thouisand
Pounds, and two suretics in Two Thousand Fivo H1undred pounds aci, that you ivill di-
ligently and faiithfully perform the duties of your said office, and duly account for, and pay
over, ail monies which may cone to your hands, in the due execution of the .said
office.

That as soon as possible after your arriva), you do procced to make a survey of the
Woods and Forests within the said Province, and ascertain in what Districts there may be
any considerable growth of Masting or other timber fit for the use of His Majesty's Navy;
and also in what District there may be any considerable quantity of other description of
Timiber, and tliat you do make an annual report of such survey to us, or the Commission-
ors of the Treasury, and to the Goverrior or Oflicer Administering the Government of
the Province of Upper Canada.

That you do from time to time, whenever required by the Governor, or Ollicer Admi-
nistering the Governnent, or by the Commissioner or Commissioners appointed for the
sale of Crown Lands in the Province of Upper Canada, grant a certificate stating whcther
any lot or lots of Land proposed to be sold by him the said Commissioner contains any con-
siderable quantity or growth of Masting or other Timber fit for the use of lis Majesty's
Navy or any considerable quantity of valuable Timber fit for any other purpose.

And whereas, much of the timber standing and growing on the waste and ungranted
lands within the said Province may not be fit and proper for the use of His Maiesty's navy,
and it nay be expedient that permission should be granted to His -Majesty's subjects to fill
the saine. We do therefore require and enjoin you, that you do in the month of May in
aci year, make a report to the Governor or officer administering the government, stating

the Districts in which it may appear to you advisable that licenses shîould be granted to
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such of His Majesty's subjects as may bc desirous of cutting timber not fit for His Majes-
ty's 1avy, specifying the quantities Vhicli in, your juîdgmont maybe fit to be eut in each di%-
triet, and the quantities for which you would recomiend that licenses should be granted in
the ten ensuing season.

T-hat upon the Governor, or officer administering the goverinment in Upper Canada,
signifying to you that he approves officenses being granted for cutting tiniber in ail or any of
these Districts, you wil preceed to grant and dispose of licences for cutting such timber,
not exceeding the quanitity to be specified by him for caeh District in the follow'ing nimanner.

That in the montlh of June in each year, you will cause public noties to be given in
the York Gazette, and in some other Newspaper circulated in the Province, as also, in such
other manner as nay appear best adapted for general information, that you propose in the
month of August following, to offer for sale by public auction at York, or such other place
as may be nanod in the advertisement, licenses to cut timber on the waste or ungranted
hnds of the Crown in certain Districts of' the Province of Upper Canada.

Ti'hat each licence be for a quantity not exceeding '2000 feet, and the upset prices
will be as follows

Oak, per 1000 feet,............. £ 4 3 4
Ash, Euni and Beech, per 1000 feet............ 2 10 0
Red Pine................ " ............. 3 0 0
White Pille.............. ............... 1 10 0
Staves per standard 1000..................... 4 0 0
HandJspikels ,o. ................... 1 0 0
West Indtia Staves and other timber, per 1000 ft 1 0 0

That no lience whatcver be sold under these prices, and that no timber be permitted
to be cut upon waste or ungranted lanis without such licence.

That the conditions of the licence bc, that timber be cut within nine ininths froi the
date, and if not cut within tlat timwe, the licence to be void.

Thfat the purehasers of the licence be required to enter into a bond with one sufficicnt
newuity, that they wil[ pay into the hands of' the Receiver General df Upper Canada, for
1he timber which they may eut unler such licence within Iifteen months fron its date, at the
r to at which the saine nmy haveobeen purchased.

That yon do, with the approbation of the Governor, or officer administering the Goy-
crument, appoint by a writing under your hand and seal, one or more measurers of timber in
each Disrict, to make and certify to you the quantity of timber cut under each licence.

Thîat you do immediately after each sale, furnish to the Anditor of Provincial Accounts
a r'eturni of ail licences sold ; and iumediutely after the termination of tie cutting season,
t.hat you do trnish the 1Receiver General aud to the Auditor of Provincial A.ccounts, a.
toturu of' the quantity cut unider each licence, as certified to you by the measurers, toge-
tier with a statement of' the sun due and to be paid to the fReceiver General in respect of
èbach licence.

That you be authorized to incur contingent expnnses in the eYecutiou of your oflice,
tot exceeding' tne folowing limits, viz

Wages to Measurers, net.............. £ 0 12 U per day.
Rent of an Office.................... 25 0 0 per annuml.

warrant requiring the Receiver Gencral, out of the net produce of such Licences to
pay you the amount.

Tlat immediately after the first January in each year, you do transmit to us or
to the Comrnissioners of lis Majesty's Treasury for the time being, an account specify-
ing'Y the iumber of Licences which iay have been granted by you in the preceding
year, and the qulantity of Timber cut in the sain time, together with a copy of your
contingent account, to be rendered to the Governor, or Offlicer Administering the Go-
vornmient, in pursuance of the preccding articles of your Instructions, and a statement of
the sums roccived by you, for salary and commission of the said office.

A nd furthcr, that in the execution of the said office you do obey all such orders and
directions as you may froi time to tine receive from the Commissioners of the rreasury
one of lis Majesty's Principal Secretaries of State, or from the Governor, or Officer Ad-
ministering tne Goverunment for the tin beiig.

I have the honor to transmit to you for the information of His Excellency

the Lieutenant Govornor the following Statement.

On assuming the duties of Surveyor General of Woods and Forests I took the earli-
est opportunity of inquiring into the state of the accounts hetween the oflice and the per-
son collecting the dues upon Crown timber at the Ottawa.

On inquiry as to the authority of Mr. Charles Shiref' who appeared to be of late tic
accountant vith this Oflice, I could not find that lie had ever received a regular appoint.
ment, in fact I could net flnd any satisfactory account of his nomination, or anything to
inforni m.e on the subject, but the accounts rendered in Iis name since 1830 which scem-
cd to have boon regularly receivCd and audited fron the time My predecessor came into
oflice.

Knowing that the collection of timber dues upon the Ottawa had been made a sub-
ject of inquiry by the Provincial Parhamnent, I referred te a Report of a -Committee.of the
louse of Assemibly which sat in the sessions of 1835 anid 1836, a copy of which I sent
herewith.

The fullest statement respecting Mr. ShirefÈs appointment is made by himself in a
letter to Tiomas McKay, Esq. Chairman of the Comnuttee dated tho Sth March 1836,

*Z.3.
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By this it appears that Mr. Robert Shireff was appointed collecter in the year 1825
and that Mr. Charles Shireff acted conjointly with him.

That, when Mr. Robinson was appointed Surveyor General of Woods and Forests he
found the collection of the dues in the situation stated above.

"le found my son and myself acting under an arrangement made directly by the Gov-
crnment and lie did not fool himself called upon to interfere with it further than to give
each of us as his agents authority to seize any tfmber that night be found cut without
license, and giving us also from time to time such instructions as appeared to be ne-
cessary."

Further tbat, in the autumn of 1830, Mr. Robert Shireff on account of ill health
went into the United States, and afterwards to England, wlen Mr. Charles Shireff accom-
panied imîn as far as New York, and that " Messrs. Joncs, Murray, & Company of Quebec,
a Branch of the House of loratio, Ga.tes and Company of Montreal took charge of the
collection of ducs in ny absonso, and, finding their assistance so beneficial, I was induced
to take the advantage of it, until my son should return from Europe, having gone home in
the spring of 1831 for the more perfect recovery of his health."

That this arrangement was made without authority from the Government, but with the
knowledge of the department, that it did not create any additional expense to Governmont,
nor vas it any pecuniary advantage to Mr. Shireff; that, during the four years that Messrs.
Jones, Murray & Company engaged in the collection, very little of the noney passed through
Mr. Shire/f's hîands, the dates fixed for paying up the monies were most punctually attend-
cd to and generally paid into Mr. Robinson's account with the Montreal Banks by Mr.
Gates himself.

That the Attorney General of Lower Canada was consulted respecting the amount of
dues remaining in the hands of Messrs. Joncs, Murray & Company,and that lis opinion was
that; as there appeared no doubt of the estate paying in full it might not be necessary to
-go to the expense of attemptingto establisi by a law suit a preference on the part of Go-
vernment.

I found on enquiry in the oflice,that the Messrs, Shireff, or the Mr. Shireff who held the
ofice,for it was diflicult to say vhetlher both or which of them,accounted with this department
only once in the year and that the office in Toronto was not made aware of any of the
transactions at the Ottawa, or in Quebec otherwise than by the general account rendered
after the end of each yearly period.

Tihis was so different from the mianner in wlich the Crown Lands' Department was
rnanaged, in which the details of transactions are reported to the office, and the acconnts
kept in it, that it seened to me necessary to make some amendment in the nanner of col-
lecting the ducs on tinber, so as to produce some uniformity of systein, and so tlat I might
be in possession of constant information for the satisfaction of the Government or of those
interested, making enquiries at the office.

The system pursued by the Collectors inay be thus shortly stated.

li the summer or autumnf of one year, the persons wishing to engage in lumbering
applied for a license to cut timber, statmng the quantity proposed to be cut, upon which a
licenîse issued in the form lereto annexed, marked B, the Lumberers paid to the Collector
25 per cent. as an advance upon the Crown dues, and entered into a bond, a printed copy
of vhich vill be found in the appendix C.

In the ensuing summer the timber (having been eut and got out in the winter) arrived
at the Chaudiere Falls at Bytown, where it was mncasured, and an account takei of the con-
lents of the sevcrâl rafts, which then proceeded to Quebec.

The parties cutting the Timber were not required strictly to confine themselves to tho
quantity specified in the License, and therefore as it was plainly their interest to advanco
as little moncy as possible on the taking the license out, the quantity cut greatly exceeded
tlat for which the licenses were given.

This was productive of no actual loss to tlae Gvornmiernt au the whole of the timber
was paid for at Quebec.

When the timber began to arrive at Quebec, Mr. Charles Shireff ivas in the the
habit of proceeding thither to collect the Crown dues, and upon bis own authority, intro-
duced a systen of taking Mercantile Bills in lieu of the Bonds originally given.

The purchasers of the timber being generafly wealthy Merchants, the personal securi-
ry for the payment of the duties was increased rather than diminished by substitution of
the security of the Lower Canada Merchants for that of the Lumherers, and although
.strictly speaking money ought to have been insisted on, I amnot aware of any very material
loss which has occurred fron the system.-of taking Bills, at the same time that it must
have been a great convenience to the merchants not to be called ipon for money until they
iad an opportunity of shipping the timber and drawing on London against the procceds.

On Mr. R. Seireff's absenting himself from the Province, his father Mr. Charles
Shireff acted as his locum tenens at,Bytown without any authority that I have been
able to discover, it appears to have been a temporary arrangement bctween the father
and son, the accounts were still rendered in the naine of Mr. Robert Shireff, until the year
1831 when Mr. Robert Shireff continuing absent, Mr. Charles Shireff rendered accounts
in his own iame.

Mr. Charles Shireif not being able to proceed to Quebec to collect the timber dues,
rappointed Messrs. Joncs, Murray, and Company of Quebec (a branch of the Montreal
House of Messrs. 1-oratio .Gates, & Co, then reputed the most wealthy merchants of
Canada) to collect the timber dues.

That Hlouse accordingly opened an account with Mr. Robert Sliireff who was not-
%withstanding bis absence, still considered the collector.

I send a copy of this account which I procured in Montreal.

Mr. Shireff having been thought entitled to favourable consideration in the part of
'Governnent for his activity in the original opening of the timber trade of the Ottawa, as
a Braiich of Crown Revenue. I had no thought of making any change in the office of
collectors, and I had not the most distant suspicion of anything bVing wrong with Mr.
Shireff's affairs, I found that nothing was known in the office of the details of the busi-
;ness at Bytown, unless through the ineans of the ycarly accounts, I turned to the Reports
of the House of Assembly in the Appendix to the Journals of 1836, No. 54, where I found
Mr. Shireff's statement of the nture of his tenure of the oflice, and I found a statement
.of bis cash transactions with the Government up to the 31st January 1836 which shewed
,a balance due to the Goveriirnent of £7283 9,. Id. Currency.

This Balance was accounted for as follows on the 23rd February, 1836

It struck mg as strange that there was no correspondence with ths office or remit-
ances of money at the periods at which it was received and also that so large a balance

was allowed to remain in a mercantile House, but that Hlouse nevertheless had been one
of undoubted credit, and I did not imagine but that Mr. Shireff lad left the money in the
hands of Messrs. Jones, Murray, & Co. thinking it perfectly safe, and morely waiting the
-period for rendering accounts when the same was expected to be remitted as in former
years.

My appointment took place in the month of May 1837 and I was very anxious to un-.
derstand t4e details of Mr. Shireff's business.

On seeing him ahortly afterwards at Toronto, 1 stated to him that it was my desire to
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bc informned of his transactions as they took place and that money should be remitted au
received, and applied to particular transactions.

I applied to Ilis Excelle'ncy Sir Francis Hlend for leave to procecd to BytoNva to look
into iMr. shireff's ail'airs and the transactions of the office, but owing to the press of pub-
lic businless, 1 was not pcrmitted to lcave town until the 23rd August 1837 ; when I arrived
in fytown Mr. Shireiï was not there, but at his residenice at the Chatts u) the River, I
wished to sen the oflicial accounts, but could find no Books shawing the arnoutit of money
in Mr. Shircf's hauds.

Th;is gave in sone uneasiness, but on socing Mr. Shireff, he promised to make up his
accoua iortihwiIhh, and to pny me over any balance whiich imight appear against hii ; his
ainswer, Iowever, to other queries was not satisfactory, and ,I found it nccssary to pro-
cced to Quebec to sec the person employed by Mr. Shireff to collect the duties thera.

On arriving at Quebec, and cnquiring of Mr. David McLaren, agent at that city, I
fournd that M r. hircll had discounted soine bills recived by iiimî as collector and that he
had usud the money.

This iiadc ie distrust Mr. Shireff and I returned to Montreal where I met him.

le thtere acdowledgd that beside the sui iin the lands or the Ilouse of Joncs, Mur-
ray & Compnny, thera was a conîsiderable sui due by him, collected in the timîte of my
piedecessor, wihiichi he vas unable to pay over, but lie saidl he would have no difliculty in
raising the mîoney as soon as the balance should be ascertained.

I diirectCd Mi. SiiIrelf to pay over alil noncy coning into lis hands iirnodiately upon
its recUipt, anîd as I could not roeina iiin Lower Canada, I raquested Mir. James Stevenson
of' Iytowin to inv'estigatc Mr. Shireff's nccouts and afairs, ani procure frorn hii a correct
accouIt of hi.s transactions up toe e timle of iny appointnient, and subscqueitly.

I af'terwards sent Mr. Thornhill, mny chier clerk, to ßytownî, and he in conjunction
witli Mi. Stevenson and Mr. Mackay, afier a laborious investigation proculred two accouînts,
Vhîich I .sel hci'ewith, one showing a balance unpaid of £1932 12 8, indepenidently of
the sun duc by Jonos, Murray & Coipany, in Mr. Robinson's tine, and a suin re-
ccived by Mr. Shirel' after ny appointient, of £1080 7 8& currency.

Thiese accounts were investigated with the greatest care, and by very comîpetent per-
sons, and I have no doubt but that they arc correct in all material points.

When I was in Montreal, I took the opportunity of inquiring into the state of a suit
wlich I vas inflornd by Mr, Shireif had beao instituted in the iianae of Robert Shireff
agaiist tlie Trustees of I [oratio Gates'e state, Mr. Gates having ben the principal partner
in the liri of' lon-es Murray & Co. of Quebec, and aiso in the Ilouse of Il. Gates &
Comiipany, Montrecal.

Mr. Day of Montreal, who was emîployed on the part of Mr. Shireff furnislhed me a
copy of the accounts rendred by the Trustees which I send herewith.

On looking at the account of Joncs, Murray & Co., I found that theay had credited
Mr. Robert Shireff vith the inoncys at one side of the account as duties on Crown Timber.
and lad debited himu with sums paid over to the lon. Petçt Robinson, Surveyor Genernl
of Woods and Forests, thus making themselves what Mr. Shireff asserted them to be, re-
ceivers on the part of' the Crown.

I found also that Mr. Robert Sheriff had been debited by the Quebec firm for upwardu
of Two Thousand pounds advanced to Charles Shireff by the Montreal flouse on his private
account. Tle aflitirs of Gates' estate bcing said to be solvent, it struck me as a legal point
that Jones, Murray & Co. had no i'ight as Rleceivers of the Crown, to charge Mr. Charles
Shirell's private balances against the sum which thev owed to Government, and having
reason to doubt the solvency of Mr. Shircff, I submitted a case to the Solicitor General of
Lowcr Canada, upon whicli that gentleman gave me the written opinion which I send here-
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with, and which confirmed my opinion that the Crown had a right to make itself the cre-
ditor of Horatio Gates' representatives, and also that the amount charged against the ac-
count consisting of Charles Shireff's private balance with the Montreal House could not
legally be deducted. 1 thought and am still of opinion, that by a prerogative proceeding,
the Crown might take precedence of other creditors, and might receive the whole balance
from Mr. Gates' estate.

The Solicitor General of Lower Canada, however, seems to be of opinion that the
forms of proceeding in the courts of that Province did not admit of a Crown suit by ex-
tent, although lie was of opinion that the Crown might substitute itself for Mr. Shireff, as
plaintiff to the suit, by what is called an intervention in Lower Canada.

I should state that, on the failure of the Montreal and Quebec Houses of Mr. Gates
an assignment iad been e-ecuted in favor of the consenting crtditors, and that Mr. Shireif
had been excluded from the benefit of the assignment, because he would not consent, and
thift the Trustees had paid dividends on the debts of the estate, but nothing was paid on
account of the debt due to the Crown.

On returning to Toronto, and on referring to Mr. Shireff's statement before the com-
mittee of the flouse of Assembly, and the official accounts as rendered by Mr. Shireff, I
found that in these accounts and statement, he had accounted to the committee, as Ihave
above detailed, for all the suns due to the end of the year 1835, including the sums charged
illegally against the account with Joncs, Murray & company.

Tiese accounts, though apparently, were not virtually correct, inasmuch as Mr. Shi-
reif in his account current debited the Surveyor General of Woods and Forests not only
with the contingent disbursements, and sums actually paid over to him, but also with the
balances between these sums, and the amounts of Crown Timber Dues during the periods,
accounting for the balances charged to Mr. Robinson as bonds and notes remaining unpaid
at the end of cach period, when in fact, they were in part if not wholly, received by him or
his bankers, and for his or their use, by this system a large balance actually received by Mr.
Shireff or his bankers, w'as to be accounted for in 1835.

I was told in Montreal that the estate of Gates was solvent, and that the balance ap-
pearing on the account would be paid over, when realized. I did not press an intervention
in favor of the Crown. The suit in Mr. Shireff's name was to be decided in November
last, upon whicli execution would issue, and there seemed no doubt but that the money
would be paid.

I find, however, upon inquiry that Mr, Shireff had taken upon himself to stay proceed.
ings, and that there is an actual necessity for a suit on the part of the Crown, which I wouId
strongly recommend should take place both in Lower and Upper Canada, as in both Pro-
vinces, Mr. Gates left considerable debts due to him and property; the precedence which
the Crown has a right to claim being asserted, I hope the amount of the debt and interest
can be recovered without much difficulty.

As to the debt due by Messrs. 'Charles and Robert Shireff, or one of them, I beg to
state that upon inquiry iiito their affairs at Bytown, I found that Mr. Charles Shireff is pos-
eased of very littIq unincumbered property.

Mr. Robert Shireff is said to own extensive mills and landed property on the Ottawa
River.

I have no doubt but that the deficiency arrises principally from the erection of the
mills, &c. and ihe..carrying on business on Mr. Robert Shireff s property, and from the
use of the Government rnoney in Commercial affairs in which both parties were
interested.

It is a nice legal question, which I do not pretend to answer, whether both the Shireffl
are not liable.

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Mr. Robert Shireff from having been the person originally eonployed, and froi having
employed his father during his absencc, the accounts vore also rendered by him in his own
naine up to the year 1830. On the other hand, Mr. Charles Shireff seems to be accournta-
ble, lie having assumed the duties as Roceivor for the Crown during his son's absence,
and having rendered the accounts in his own naine from the period above mentioned.

The amount vhich now appears to be due is on account of collection made by Mr.
Charles Shireff and it appoars to bo on accounts rendered in his own naine, but he filled the
office by appointment of his son, and was acting undor him without any recognition on the
part of the Governicnt.

Mr. Robert Shireff, as will be scen by his letter transnitted ierewith, disclaiis any
responsibility or connection with the collection of bis father. But the account with Joncs,
Murray & Co. lias beon kopt in his own naine during his absence, and his fathor has com-
nenced a suit upon it.

I cannot see, therefore, how he can limit his responsibility, unless by a forimal resigna-
tion of his office.

Mr. Charles Shireff claims only to be accountable to the Survcyor General of Woods
and Forests and, not to the Crown.

But there can bc no doubt, that any receivcr for the Crown, whether subordinate or
not, is accountable for his own receipts directly as such receivor

It may be difficult to separate the particular accountability of those parties, but it
scems to me that the Crown can make Mr. Shireff responsible as the head receiver as far
as it chooses, or as far as he may be solvent, and his subordinate as far as he has received,
and not paid over to his principal.

Both parties perhaps, may be sued separately for the whole amount and held liable as
several debtors for that amount.

Mr. Robert Shireff vas originally appointed. collector of Crown dues upon Tim-
bor by Lord Dalhousie n Lower Canada, and by h's Lordship's recommendation in Upper
Canada, in consideration of his services in proposing the opening of' the Tinber Trade as
a source of Revenue. Mr. Charles Shireff scoms to have understood the business perfect-
ly and to have borne a high character ; he appears to have fallen into embarrassnent, prin-
cipally by reason of his hbaving engaged in the Timber trade, and in the building of exten-
sive establishments on the Ottowa which he was enabled to do by means of advances fromn
the House of Gates & Company which they probably nade in consequence of their House
in Quebec having the collection of the crown timber dues, as well as from other profits
arising in a nrcantile point of view in the private transactions between the parties.

The failure of the fHouse put an end to these advances, and left Mr. Shireff in difficul-
ty and this being followed by the prostration of mercantile credit last year placed it out
of his power to retrieve bis affairs.

The refusal of Mr. Robert Shircff, howevcr to give up property whicrh has been im-
proved by an outlay which u!timately caie out of public money, places his conduct in a
point of view extremcly unfavourably, as he desires to retain the result of the expenditure
under cover of the property being held in his naine, and his disavowal of his fathers trans-
actions althougli his father was acting for him during his absence and although the business
in which the money was expended was carried on in bis naine and upon his property.

The amount for which procoedings should now be taken appears to be as follows

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It will also be perceived that, in account current B. harewith, Mr. Shireff is debited
wit.h the total ainount of ascertained duos upon the Crown timber during the year 1837, as
also with tie sun of £1186 Os. Sd. being the amount of License money received thereon
and paid over by hin to his credit in his account current with my predecessor for the year
1836 without a corresponding debit entry having been made, also that sundry aiountä have
heen placed to his credit in said account current B. substantiated by such vouchers au
could bo obtainod at the time of closing that account vhich will more fully appear upon re-
fIorence beinîg lad thereto.

The account current A. closes Mr. Shireff's account with my predecessor to the
10th May 1837 (being the date upon which I assumed the duties of the office of Surveyor
General of Woods and Forests) in connection with Mr. Shireff's account rendered to my
predecessor on the 2d September 1837.

Acounit current B. closes the account with me up to the 27th Novemiber 1837 being
the date upon which the collection of the duties upon Crown timber at Bytown was finally
handed over to Mr. Stevenson the present collector.

'Tie account of the disbursements for Woods and Forests sent herewith, shews the
signature of Mr. Robert Shireff as collector on the 15th May 1830, and in an applica-
tion for office, also herewith, Mr., Charles Shireff mentions his son as collector and the
fact of his acting with him and offers to become his security for the appointment at that
time prayed for.

Of Scoud Report of General Board

OFFICE OF THE AGENT FOR THE SALE OF CLERGY RESERVES.

[No. 5.]

DowcrxN STREET, November 26, 1827.
SIR,

The statute 7 and 8, George IV, chap. 62, sec. 1, having empowered the
Governor, Lieutenant Governor, or person- administering the Government of Upper Cana-
da, with the consent of the Executive Council in pursuance of any instructions which may
be issued by His Majesty, through one of his principal Secretaries, to sell certain portions
of the Clergy Reserves in that Province, upon and subject to such conditions, provisos and
regulations as His Majesty by any such instructions, shall be pleased to appoint. I have
received His Majesty's commands to convey to you the following instructions for your
guidance in the sale of lands mentioned in the statute in question.

It is His Majesty's pleasure that, with the advice of the Executive Council of the Pro-
vince, you do proceed with the sale of the lands, the alienation of which has been authoriz-
ed by this Act of Parliament.

His Majesty not being sufficiently informed of the various circumstances to which it
nay be necessary to advert in effecting the sale of these lands is pleased to direct-that
you do select particular lands to be offered for sale, with the advice of the Executive
Council, and that with their advice, you do further determine the proper time and manner
of carrying into execution the powers of sale committed to you by the said Act of Par-
liament.

It is, however, lis Majesty's pleasure that, in the selection of the lands to be offered
for sale, sucli lands shall be preferred as froni their local situation present the most serious
obstacle to the general settiement of the Province.

The great object of the measure is to relieve the inhabitants from the difficulties which
they have experienced in consequence of the wild lands reserved for the clergy remaining
in an unimproved state in the vicinity of improved tracts; every attention must there fore
be paid to the accomplishment of this object, the obtaining an advantageous price, or the
reservation to the Clergy of tracts favouirable for future settlements, are objects which,
however important in themselves, must still be considered as subordinate to this first and
principal design, and must, if necessary, be sacrificed to it. You will, however, understand
that no Township should be entirely deprived of the whole of its Clergy Reserves, but that
in each a tract of three or four hundred acres, should be reserved as a glebe for the Pro-
testant Clergyman, who may in future tirnes be seated in the Township.

Considering the extent of the property thus to be alienated, and the importance of
preserving the utmost order and punctuality in the accomplishnent of so great an under-
taking. It is His Majesty's pleasure that some proper person be appointed by you for the,
purpose of superintending the intended sales, so that there may be an officer individually
a.nd personally responsible for the due execution of this imporlant trust.

His Majesty has been pleased to nominate for this employment, Mr. Peter Robinson a
gentleman whose assiduity and zeal have been manifested in the discharge of various publie
services in which lie has been already engaged by the direction of His Majesty's Gqv-
ernment.

It is, however, His Majesty's pleasure that the appointment of Mr. Robinson should be
suspended if the Executive Council should state any objections, which should in your judg-
ment, appear well founded, either to the employient of an agent for this particular somse
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or to the qualification of this gentleman for the discharge of the duty in question. In that
event you will forthwith communicate the nature of such objections to me for His Majesty's
decision.

You will fix, with the advice of the Executive Council, the proper rate of remunera-
tion to be allowed to the agent, and with their advice, you will issue such general instruc-
tions as may be necessary for his guidance.

preparo and transmit to me, for His Majesty's consideration, the draft of sucli general in-
structions to be issued by His Majesty, to the Lieutenant Governor of the province, as
nay be best ada pted for the prevention of abuses, and for promoting method and punctu-

ality in the sale of these lands. The draft vhen so prepared may form the basis
of such genral instructions as lis Majesty wiill issue in pursuance of the powers vested in
hin by Parliament. But in the interval, and until such general instructions can be issued,
it is His Majestys pleasure that you do procced, with the advice of the Executive Council,
in efecting Sales of the Clergy Reserves under the instructions conveyed to you in my
present Dispatch.

as are under lease with the names of the lessees, and the period at which such leases will
respectively expire. * B 4
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3rd.-That the proper officers be directed to furnish Mr. Robinson (with the least pos-
sible delay) with a return of the arrears of rent due upon the Clergy Reserves under ease
up to the last quarter day.

4th.--That Mr. Robinson bc directed to proceed with the necessary inquiries to ena-
ble him to report to your Excellency such lots as he nay propose to soll during the current
year, having regard, in the selection, to the primary object pointed out in the despatch, spe-
cifying also the peculiar circumstances inducing his recommendation; and that he likewise
b lnstructed to state the prices at which lie conceives the respective lots should be sold.

5th. That Lots under lease be disposed of at Private Sale, regard being had to the
interests of Lessees thercof, at prices to b previously sanctioned by your Excellency.

Gti. That the Lots not under ease bc disposed of in the same way, unless upon fu-
turc consideration, some other mode should bc found proferable.

7th. That the Lots be payable by instalments as follows :-Ten per cent upon enter-
ing into the agreement, and the residue iin nine equal annual instalments, with interest ycar-
ly, or at any carlier period, in the option of the purchaser.

8th. That actual settlinnt be a condition in overy case.

Oth. That the payment of the arrears of rent upon Leased Lots be a condition, proce-
dent, on all occasions of sale.

0th. That all Rents received by Mr. Robinson ba paid over half yearly.

11 th. That Mr. Robinson b authorised to incur such necessary contingent exponses
as the nature and duties of this office render indispensable.

12tlh. That Mr. Robinson bc directed, in rcporting upon the proposed sales for this
ycar, to suggest such measures, with a view to the establishment of general regulations in
the promises, as he may conceive calculated to promote the objects mentioned in Mr. Se-
cretary Huskisson's Despatcli.

13th. Recommended that the Act of the Imperial Parliament, and the ineasures adop-
ted for carrying the saine into offect, with the appointment of Mr. Robinson for that pur-
posa, be promulgated by proclamation.

EMIGRANT OFFICE,

Toronto, November 12th, 1839.

ANSWER to Queries pro osed by Committee No. 2, respecting the Oicc of the
Cihiof Agent for Emigration.

No. 1. Whon were you appointed Emigrant Agent ?-Answer. I was
sent to Montreal, as Emigrant Agent, in June 1832, and was appointed
Chief Emigrant Agent, the year following, and stationed at Toronto.

No. 2. What is the amount of your salary and the contingencies of
Salary £3O0 sterling your office?-Ans. My salary is £300 sterling a year.-The contingent ex-

penses of my office depend upon the number of Emigrants requiring free
C.nti passages, or Medical assistance and comfors-I submit a copy of the esti-

pn cireum. mate for the current year, which has received the sanction of the Lieute-
nant Governor in Council.-I am of opinion, however, that the actual expen-
diture will be mucli less than the estimate, but I cannot ascertain the exact
difference until the close of the season.

1 ii (d Agent.

Ne. 3. What are the duties of your office ?-Ans. My duties are, at
present, confined to corresponding with the Agents, examining and paying
their accounts, affording information to Emigrants, relative to the periods
fixed for the sale of Government Land, and the conditions on which it may
be obtained ;-To direct Emigrants in want of work, to places where they
may find it, as well as give information to settlers, generally, as to routes,
distances, and rates of conveyance to those parts of the Province to which
they may be desirous of proceeding, and to grant free passages and medical
attendance and comforts to such indigent enigrants (of the current season)
as may require such aid. I have other duties to perforn which occupy a
much larger share of my time than those enumerated.

By a despatch from the Lords' Commissioners of Her Majesty's Trea-
sury to Mr. Secretary Stephens, I am required to afford relief to the com-
muted pensioners throughout the Province, who need assistance. In order
to afford the Commissioners all the information in my power, I have annex-
ed printed copies of the notices and instructions, &c. issued from this office,
shewing the details of this service.

No. 4. Can you suggest any change which may be necessary in your
department, in the event of a more extensive emigration taking place to this

aIt int oa colony ?-Answer. In the event of a more extensive emigration, I would
1 t beg to observe that, much would depend upon the character and condition
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of the emigrants. Of late years we have had, comparatively, few capitalists,
three-fourths have been people who have nothing to depend upon but their
daily labour; not one-fourth of these were fit for farm servants, being mere
labourers. It is evident that such persons must be provided with suitablq
employment, otherwise they will emigrate to the neighbouring States to ob-
tain emp loyment on the public works ;I would beg to add that the town-
ships of Douro, Emily, and Enismore were settled by persons of the last
mentioned class, and that they are now excellent farmers ; but such colo-
nization is too expensive to be thought of at present, even if the quantity of Empi ynt nubt
public laids at the disposal of the government would admit of such a sys.- begiven "o Eini.
tem being extensively pursued, which is not the case. I am' therefore of grants or they wiII

opinion that, unless eniployment can be given on public works, but few emi- m
grants will settle in the colony, for the circumstances which induce the la-
bourer to emigrate, equally affect the mechanic and agriculturist.

The duties of my office must, of course, change with the character of
t&e emigrants, to a certain extent, but no material departure can take place
from the system stated in reply to question No. 3.

No. 5. Iow many emigrants have arrived in this Province during the
present year.-Answer. The number of emigrants landed at Quebec, to
the 12th ult. is 7261.

No. 6. How many have you located during the present year?-Answer.
By a recent Act of Parliament regulating the disposal of public lands, the
old system of location is done away with. The only persons entitled to lo-
cate lands are U. E. Loyalists and Militia olaimants.

As to other persons who nay, claini relief before it is afforded, the ap-
plicant should be called upon to produce his printed papers, and iii ic ovent
of his being unable to do so, ho should be required to go beforo a miagis-
trate and state under oath-thle number of the regiment in which he last
served-the date of his dischargo-length of service and date of pension;
and the date and amount of his coinmuted allowance, as well as the number
of persons his family consists of, (with the age of' cach child) and on his
producing an affidavit containingthaeso particulars, you will have tie good-
ness to relieve him to the extent authorised, provided you are satisfied, that
his circumstances render such relief necessary.

and also frni thos who had becomo'eligible by making a donation of a fix-
ed aniount or value to the advancement of education in the Township. To
this Board of Township Directors the School master should act as Secre-
tary, conducting the correspondonce with the Secretary of the District
rustees and the itincrant 'Iachers liconsed for that Township.

(n) It appear to Your Conmittee thatno plan for education can be-
efficiently carried out without the establishmentof schools for the training of
the Teachers. Thoy would therefore recormmend that the Central School
at Toronto (to which others may hereafter beadded) should. be a Normal Normnsho.la.
School. The Master of it should give a written certificate to those who
have completed a prescribed time,.expressing his, opinion of their conduct
and qualifications. This certificate should b presentedto theSecretary of
the Gonra Board ; on recciving which tlhe candidate should be examined,
and a report made thereon by. the Inspector General. The latter officer
shouldl keep a list of ail persans thus qualified t'o become masters'; stating
their literary qualifications, their roligion and othor particulars, according ta
which a seection rnight be made as vacancies occur.

On the subject of the funds forthe purposesofEducation Your Coin-
uittee beg to express theiropinioi, that the present provision is inadequate " h°.

to the wants of the Province. They therefore respectfullyrecoinmend that

As to In leads of cnquiry contained in Ite letter, vlichby dIsro of
the ConnisNsioners you have addressed to me, I hiavo to observe that any
improv<îînent s wlich mny he neccassary iii Ihe Distr1-ict or Conjanoni Sciools
rgardin their number-position-the select ion of the mstcrl-their re-
coinuenîdation-the charges to the pupds-the courso cf study ad books
used--the stpervision roady to ensure emciency ; I consideri as matters
which vould inllediately undergo investigatiCo and s aiy bccome Uhe
subjectofhiange and improvemnont, ifiaians could be prociredi ior the f*urthîer
endowinert of both classes of sclools. Witlîouît this I gratly 1atr an endea-
vour to raiso tic claractor of li sahools will prove unavailing, any attempt
to reorgarnize thc schools, to impiove thcir goveunrnont and discipline, to cm-
ploy lmor (flicient masters, I am fully persIiaded willend in disppointment,
unless. at' the sarna tiine; pectuniary induccmecnts are offired to teachers of
ability and :q)Coriencc.

Th piovision wliici was mado in the year 1798 for tio establishmnent
and support of a respectablo Gramar Sclool in cach district of the Pro-
vince would, had no interferonce takenî place with that munitificert endow-
ment ; conferred blessinîgs upon the people of Upper Canada beyond con.

The hundreds of the youth of the country who have, for' vant of suIch
convenient institutions, been sent to and educated ii the neighîbouring re-
public, iere, if they have not imibibed a prediloction foi, that fom ef gov-
crnnient, have belon greatly exposod te to he danger of Fosimg itlat attachment
to nonarchical governmont, and the principles of the ritish Conistit'tion,
which is the essential duty of those who administor the afftirs of this colony
to chcrish in the minds of tho risinggeneration.

My opinion, therefore is, that until the intention of His Most Gracious

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Majesty, King George the Third, is carried into full effect by the just ap-
plication or lands which lie bestowed upon the people of Upper Canada, in
compliance vith a joint address of the Legislature for the establishment of
Froc Gram mar Schools, it is vain to attempt any improvement of the present
imperiect system, cmbarrassed as is the Provincial Revenue, 'nd hopoless
as must be any endeavor to procuro cndowinents from other sources. The
Common Schools might be made more efficient, by a modification of the
laws'under.,vhich tlhey arc established, and by further endowment ; the ina-
dequacy or %vhich, is the clief cause of their defective operation, and it
would bo quitc reasonable and proper toraise a local revenue by sssmnent
for tuit object.

Bit uiloss the finances of the Province would guarantoce correspond-
ing aid, such a tax iniposed in thc preseont disturbed condition oF the coun-
try, and with a knowledge on hie part of its inhabiants of the great rnisap-
plication of thoir sciool lands, I humnbly conceive would prove most pnsa-
lislacetory.

There, the subjcct of Edu-
cation as regards this Province is ably stated in various, respects, and se-
veral bills prepared for its improyemuent. One for the regulation.
of Gratnmar Schools lias beon in seme matisure supersodod by the lamv pass-
cd last Session of lrovincial Parliainnt. Another, the Comon Schoo
Bill, vlich was drawn up by Mr. Burwoll, appears to be an able performance
it has been sevoiral timas eutertained by te House of Asembly, and once
passed that body, but yasunlortunately lost in the Legislative Couricil. It
is based on truc principles, and cont'ins vithin it, the power of expanzion,.
as new townships, counties and districts arc organized. It may, perhaps,.
admitof a few modifications, but it is, on the Nholo, by far the best measure
for theo stablishment of commonschools which I have yet seen.

I have only to add that in'he sane appendix will found answers
fronime and other gentlemen to further queries on education, proposed by,
a coinmittce on education appointed by thI s of ssombiy.

lst. It appears t moe that tho prevalence of Education iii a neighbour-
hood depiends muci more upon the opening of roads (and thus the settle-
nint of population) han upol any gratuity mude directly to its sclools.

2nd. Upon the sanie principle I think that the Public Grant is of but
little value in a nieighlbourhlood vhere the inhabitants are numicrous and
prosperous; while in pour and Iartially settled spots, more than the prsoent
anount. should ie givoen.

The withdrawment and increase of grants according to tho circumn-
stances of individual Schools ivould require superintendence by some party
possessing discretionary power and giving close attention to the business.

3rd. I have frequenhly boen sorry to pcrccive that the Books and othlr
aparatuis of schools aro coirmonly procured in a casual and uncertain
mianner, whilc such articles havo beenprepared or selected by societies ini
Great lritain after extensive correspondence and long experience. Now
assortiments of the best School Books, &C. miglit be lado, then imported
or reprinted a a large scalé, and sold at a reduced (say ialf) price. By
this neans unsatisfactory books and bad editions might be excluded from
the Province. TI¶o provent such cheaponed works to he obtained for pri-
vate traffic, a stamp, sinidar to the one used with the Suriday Shool Testa-
mon ts of the British and 'oreign Bible Socioty, mnight bo used. This pro-
cceding would be best conrducted by such a superintending body as is mon-
tionedin the close of paragraph 2nd.

4th. Sucli a Board appears to re to bo essential to vitality in the
cause of Educition ii this Country ; which cause requires a zoalous, intel-
ligent and impartial supervision as well as general regulations and perfunc-
tionarv services. Were suci a Bloard t bo froc fron politicl and ecclesi-
astical bias (nnd universally known to bo froc) it would obta:in the co-opora-
tion of Masters ancd Proprictors of Schools as well as of he Logislature.
It rnight ho constitu-tel by the Governor, urder his sanction lirect the pub-
lic Oxpenditure for Educption, anîd. through him anntially report to the
Logislatur could supply. Connected With tlis Body there would of course
he paid Socretarios, wlo, hovover,,slould neither avoxvedly nor virtually be
the controllers of p)rocCedings. A Commission tis àpponted and in reali-
ty subse'vient neitier to personal]bor to party advantage, composed of dis-
interested, carnest and onligltcncd fricnids of oducation, appears to, myself
to bc as easy of attainment as the Committeoof, aAenevolent and- religioùs
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society, and tobhe the most adapted of ailconcoivable bodies for devising
iro' erneats, sec"urin yinfluence,' 'and efficiently directing the public ener-
gies.

I had the honor to receive your communication of the 2nd
instant, (bearing Toronto post mark'i th December) containing quories on
the subject of Education, and proceed with as little delay as possible to offer
the suggestions that occur to me for the consideration of thie commissioners,
in answer to the queries proposed.

It being allowedon ail hands that the present provisions for Education
are extremely defective and inadequate to the wants of the Province, it seems
unnecessary to occupy your time in pointing out its imperfections.

In suggesting improvements I would premise as a very important one,
that there ouglit to be one Central Normal School, for the education of
Teachers.

Schools for general education might be divided into three classes

1st. Common Schools, teaching reading, grammar, writing and arith-
metic.

2nd. Village Schools, teaching the above, and Latin, and Mathematics.

3rd. District SchooJs, vhich might in some cases admit of subdivision
into classical and mathematical teaching the classics, languages and Ma-
themnatics.

Querics lst and 2nd. As to the number and practice of Schools, one
District or Grammar School oulght to be in every District, or other large
town with one or more Common Schools, a Village School ln ail the larger
villages, and a Comn on School in the smaller villages, and over the settled

parts of the country, in or near the centre of every ar'ea, of four or five
imiles square.

3rd. The Teacliers ouiht to be slectcd as soon as can be done, froin
those educated at Normal 9chools, and in the mean tinte, and in al cases,
ought to be examined and approved by the Board of Education.

4th. iThe remuneration of Teachers ought to be sucfÈas te ensure a
súfficient supply. The Teachers ef a common schoo vould require a gross
income of à£75 ayear, with a house and arden f a vilae schoel from
£120 to £150, and ofa distnict schol om £150 te £200; in ail cases
with a house,garden, school roins, and play ground, and in the two latter
cases an assistant teacher might be required With an inciome of £50 a year,
when the pupils exceed a given numbe.

5th. The charges to the pupis eught to be as low as possible, not ex-
ceedin in thcommon schols Five Shillings per quarter; for reading, writ-
ing an arithmetic

A maximum and minimum of school fees, and salaries mniglt be deter
mined, leaving it discretionary to vary from the one to the other according
te circumstances.

* . *1
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In the parochial schools in Scotland, [at least in threc of its counties
where 1 was acquainted] the salary of Teacliers varied from £25 to £40,
with a house and gardon [Ti Scotch acre enclosed] and the fees varied from
2s. to 10s. 6d. per quarter, the former charge for reading simply, and the
latter for ail branches, including Latin and Mathematics.

6th. The course of study minght be'something in the following order-
reading, spelling, meaning of words [Dictionary;] English Grammar, Writ-
ing, Arithme tic, Geography, listory, English Composition, Latin, Algebra,
and Mathematics, Modorn Languages, Ancient Languages ; perhaps the
principles ofimusic ought to be taught in all schools, and gymnastic exercises.

The books used ough t at flrst to be entirely British. I am not insensible
of the nmerits of somne American books of Education, but have nover seen
any, eithcr States or Provincial, the paper and binding of which were equal
to the tear and ivear of a school, and the printing and spelling free from er-
rors. Why not get Provincial class books? iThe denand should employ
a press ; 'correctness of printilg nmight be cnsured, and the paper and bind-
ing equal to British.

The Bible ought to bo rcad if' not daily, at least twice or thrice a woek
[or moral instruction. No one here, Protestant or Catholie, objects to this;
it is of particular consequence that the books, particularly the dictionaries,
should be of the same inipression.

7th. the supervision ouglit to bo in-1st. a General Board of Educa-
lion. As an individual I have no objection to the Council of King's Col-
lege, but think a distinct and independent Board would be better : consist-
ing of individuals of varions religious persuasions, having for their Secreta-
ry a mati practically acquainted with Education, and who should have a coin-
potent salary. This Board should have the superintendence of the Normal
School-the exumniation of Teachers- ithout its certificato io Teacher
should bc appointed, and its certificato should imply not nerely literary, but
moral and political qualification. It ouglit also to have the power of deter-
ining the books to be used and of ensuring a sufficient supply. It miglit

perlaps, also deternine the nmaxinun and minimum of salaries and school
f'es, and school hours and vacations.-2nd. The District Boards of Educa-
tion having also one of Ieir number a salaried Secretary practically ac-
quiinted with Education.

Thiis Board should have the power of locating Schools within its Dis-
ýict-subject to geheral rules of determining the salaries' and school fees
for each s'chool within the prescribed linits of salaries and feés, of appoint-
ing, promoting or removing teachers, of investigating and determining any
complaints by or against then: and, by their Secretary, of examining 'ach
school in the district ut least once a year and reporting on its state and ef-
ficiency,-and 3rd. Il local frustees for aci schooliïor for ail the scihools
in a Town] having chargo of the School louses ; the power of eamininîng
tie school fromi time totime, and cporting to the District Board &c. &c.
One or more Clergymen ought to be associatcd witl the Tirustees in examin-
ing the schooi. Clergymen are generally very efficient and competent
examinators, and so fhr as mny exporeice bre goes they are zealous in the
Cause of Education, willing, nay anxious to be present and take an active
part ii the examination'of schools and giving countenance and encourage-

ni et to Masters and'Pupils. I allude to the, Rev. Messrs. Geddes & Mc
Murray of the Episcopal, .and Messrs. Gale and Stark of the 'Presbyterian
Church ; of others, I cannot speak from personal knowledge.

I have said promotion of teachers-a' distinct class nmust be fbrned of
teachers,-you must make:it an object for, young men to enga in the
business of teaching, their character must be unimpeachable and respecta-
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ble, and looking to teaching as a profession, they must be ensured not only
of a conpetency, but [by proper encononiy of providing for the incapaci-
ty of old age. A young inan qualified as a Teacher of a common school,
might, by private study, and attènding a normal or other school during his
vacations qualify himseif for teaching a village'school and ought to have a
preferable claim for promotion to it, or a person qualified to teach a village
or district school might, until a suitable opening occurred, teach a common
school till lie should be pr6moted to aibe>tter.

It would be a good provision that a certain part of the salary of every
toacher should be set a part to fbrm a fund for assisting and supporting su-
perannuated teachers, or tlie widows and families of teachers.

Schools for the education of Girls, ought to exist iii towns and larger
villages in all the plain, useful, practical parts of female education.

It must bc steadily kept in view that logislation is not only for the pre-
sent but for the future. The system ought therefore to admit of modifica-
tions and improvements without deranging, the general working of the
mîachinery.

I shall b happy to answer any further queries-make any explanation,
and contribute, in any vay in my poiver, to the establishment of a good, efli-
cient and practical system of Education, and I sincerely trust that, on ob-
taining an Act of Parliament, Schools will be establislied and endowed with-
out aniy unnecessary delay.

I beg leave td submit to the Commissioners, &c. the follow-

ing brief ansivers to the queries contained in your circular of the
Lnd instant.

T1'he public provision for Schoois in this Province is, in my udgement
,wholly inadequatei lst. As to the District Schools.-The Master of this
school in Niagara receives from the Public funds £100 per annum, out ofthis
he pays £30 for a louse ands school rent and 'in some years past, ho has
enployed an assistant at not less than £40 which reduces his ifllôwance fromn
Government tO an inconsiderable atnount, a very serious evil grows out of
this, for to secure out of this for the Teachern an adequate income thdeý fees
must be high in our District, they may be stated at £4 per annum for aci
pupil ;-considering the circunstances :f most oftliose who.avail themselvcs
of these shools, I am of opinion that the charge is at least, one hallf too
much. 'Were the Teachier provided with a suitable school room and dwell-
ing house in addition to his salary of £,100 the fees might be reduced to
£2 per annurm, and the benofit, of these séhools be, more casily diffused. I do
not think that any salary should be allowed for an assistant to district
schools, unlessit were clearly proved, in the partidular case that one, was
needed.

2nd. As to Commonin Schools the allowance which the Board of Educa,
tion ias granted to ach eacher in the Niagar Distridt for the hast few
years lias nt fall h n ort of £12 10. per annum. I lno tie qualifications
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of nearly all the common school teachers in this district and do not
hesitate to say, that there is ,not more than one in ten fully qualified to
instruct the young in this the humblest department. I should doubt,
therefore, whether the money granted to them being, an equivalent good
or whether the state of education in this Province would be worse were
these funds entirely withdrawn.

But on the supposition of an entire remodelling of our common
school system I would recommend an additional aid from the public funds
to an amount that will be indicated below, my views upon this subject will
be further brouglit out in answer to the remaining queries.

Ist. As to District Schools-that is, schools corresponding to Gram-
mar Schools and country Acadamies in Scotland. I thiiik sehools of this
class should not be unduly multiplied in the present condition of the coun-
try. Tfe muber of boys desirous of classical and mathematical learningr
is not mnoerous. I have no roason to believe that there are 40 young
mon in the 40,000 of our population in this District for whom an acade-
imical Education is desired. I do not think, therefore, that more than one
school of this class should be established in each district.

It should be located in the county town. The selection of the master
may bc left where it is now, in Trustees appointed by the Lieutenant Gov-
vernor. The remuneration to Teacher, and charge to the pupil, I have in-
dicated above. Tc course of study and books used in such a school may
safoly be comninitted to the master; it would not be easy to deise any su-
pervision beyond that of the Trustees.

Wero it enacted that no person shall be eligible to the office of master
cxcept such as have attained a dogree in arts, in some University in the
United Kingdon, or had reccived an education that would entitle to such
a degro, this fact to be determined by a Board of examinators duly appoint-
cd, and furtlcr that thicy shall be practically qualified for the duties of teach-
ing, in the judgmuent of the sam-e Board ; a beneficial check should be plac-
cd on local trustees.

Farther, f would esteem it a most desirable thing, wore ail those acade-
mical teachers competent to give popular lectures on science and the arts :
such as arc dolivered in Mochanic's Institutions ; and that it should be im-
perative on thom to deliver a short course, say of six lectures every year in
such place in the district as the trustees may deternine, with poiver to ex-
act a snall feu. The academical teacher in each district should be provid-
cd with suitable apparatus for their lectures at the public charge.

2nd. As to Common Schools. Their number. It would not b neces-
sary to limit their uînubcr were thie public funds not li mited. But to prevent
the indefinite subdivision of the griant, the numbei who shall receive it must
be fixed.

In a country like this whero,tlie population is so scattered it may be cx-
pedient to have two classes of common schools.

ist. The permanent.

2nd. The occasional.

In every township where the population is dense enough ithere ought to
be a pennanent school; this fact might be determined by the foliowmiO con-
litions :-that tlhe, people shall have erected a commodious building with
two acres of land enclosed. That the trustees shall bind themselves to pay
the teacher £50 per annum. Then a grant of £25 from-the piblic fünds
might be allowed, 'Not more than one such school should be a lowed ithil

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the square of four miles, nor should the teacher be removable, but by a sen-
tence of the general Boaid

The, occasional schools are adaptedto thinly peopled townships. Iti-
nerant teachers, qualified according to law, should be appointed to thren,
:ach within his own circuit, say of four schools to (livide his time equally
among then as nay be agreed upon. 1 These teachers should bc paid at the
sane rate. as the permanent teachers, and should be under the direct super-
-vision of the ,Board in each District. 2nd. The position of every perma-
ient school must be-determined by ihe circuinstances in a preceding sec-

tion. 3rd. The selection of the permanent inasters nay be conmitted to
local Trustees, provided it-shall not be alloved to choose any Teacher not
qualified according to law.-4th. Their remuneration should not be less than
£25 fron the public funds, and £50 froni the School District.-5th. The
charge for each pupil in any comnon school should not exceed 10s. per
quarter or £2. per annum.-6th. The ;course of study in a comnnon school
must be a very plain iatter, and will need no other direction than what the
Teaclher may in one , of the Normalf Schools. AI books used in public
schools should be compiled and piinted under the direction of a general
Board, and should be printed and bound in the best style, and at the lowest
possible charg.-7th. I can hardly conjecture what sort of supervision
thse schools should bc placed under, beyond that of the local trustees; and
yet soniething more is surely needed in a general systen. I nover saw any
use in nire honoraryitrustees of iwhom there arc too many in tis District,
it is a mere deception on the public and a great injury to the school, evcry
trustee should be bound on oath to do his duty likes other public officers.

It is difficult I ami aware, in this country to got any duty donc that is
not paid for. I slould déem the payncnt of school trustees a public scan-
da]. The clergy might be èxpected to take Sorne part in tIe gratuitous
duty, and all vho lihold any valuable office under government ; if inattention
on their part te this duty iere to involve, censure, and deprivation of office,
*we might expect the duty to be donc: mu chwouldldepend on th character
of the man who iight happen to hold office-every school in the country
should be exanined at least once a year by competent examinators. Ver
each district- divided into several counties and a Board, of Ex minators ap
pointed in each, these annual examintions could be made without mucl
trouble.

In any plan that the commissioners rniay propose, success will mainly
depend on the character and qualifications of the To'hors-to secure qua-.
lified toachers, intelligent and religious nen, at least four Norial Schools
should be established in Upper Canada, and 'no teacher sltould be cligible
to a public school ivho has not received a Diploma froi one of those Normal
Schools in addition to a certificate from the Board of Educatiou.

I should be happy to sece in this Prbvince a ininister of public instruc-
tion as in Prussia. Without such an oflicer, I fear the Education of the
'Country cannot be wvell nanaged.

I do not consider the present provision for Education, at ail ,adequate .to
the wants of the Province.

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The present provision made by Law is:-

1st. District Schools now mnerged into Gramnmar Schools, by the Act
of last session and there can under no circumstances be more than four, the
provision for their endownent seens also to be inoperative, so that one only
in aci District can be said to be estab)isled, and this from provincial
funds, under provincial statutes.

2nd. Common Schools also paid froin the funds of the province un-
der a permanent statute and annual grants extending that provision.

The system of cormmon schools although in some instances abused by
die employient of improper persons, indeed, sonetimes alions, as toachers
yet on the whole 1 think highly beneficial: perhiaps were the system of pa-
rochial schools as established in Scotland with sucli modifications as would
be necessary under the different circumstances, of this Province engrafted
upon the common school systen, it miglit be found to work well. Permit
me after theso general renarks to refer to the given qieries contained in the
letter you have honored me with.

ist. Thoir number is considerable in the several Districts but there is
this incongruity in their establisliment-niamely, as they increase in nun-
bor, the assistance from the public ftinds dimiisies in this way, the grant to
each district is iii a lump, and divided amongst them (according to number)
by the several Boards of Education, consequcntly the greater the nuniber,
the less is roceived by cach, the working of which, it imust at once be seeni,
ten1 to rotard rather than promote such establishment in the rural parts of
the province.

2nd. If the systein is contiued, 1 ia of opinion the position of the
schools miay safely b leit as nmw, ii the discretion of the inhabitants.

3rd. The Masters ought to be subject to examiniration bofore a compo-
tent. Board, both as to Literature anid itness to irstruct the youth of Ihe
Couritry, as alsC imoral habits and political principles. Tihe Board of Educa.
tion ini ie District of Gor-e, I1 have reason to believe, exeriscs this power,
aithougli an not awaro that it is givon them by law notwithstanding it
sems so nOessary. Whether tli Board of Eiducation is iii all cases

unifiod to exorcise this power may be questioned, ipid it nmay bc an im-
portnlt mtter foi the Board, of which you ire Secretary, to decide this
point.

4th. ''he reoiuneration of teachers at prosent does not hold out that
encouragem t to persons proporly qualified to undertako the Education
of youth, certaiily iot to make it the business of their lives, and hence
has aris n in z groot menasuro the mlhiii)oymenit of itinerant persons of
whoîm the country knows nothing, ratiier thaithoir cihilrcen should re-
nmain ignorant of even the lidinients of educatior,

5th. The charges Io the pupils is generally 10s, per quarter of a year
and he rust be a popular teacher indeed if bis income oxcecds £'50 por
ailmin, out of which ho must board himsclf and, if he las a family support
thîemî also.

6th, The couirso of study and Dooks used is tnder the superintendence
of tlie I3ord of Education. as returns arc pmeiodicaliy iadoe to themn dotnil-
og those matters.

7th. This is imswered in à former part of thesa obsevations.

Even the Gramnar Schools so endodwed as to enable thein to prepare
pupils for a hiigher seninry offearnig, it would be nost advantageous to
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the county; their number in, cac District ought also to be increased, so as
to give all the inhabiants an opporturiity of educating their children, at
least to the extent of an English 'Education even if they do not intend thora
for any of the learned professions.

I have the honor to return to you enclosed the three sketches

on the subject of Educatiop which you did me the favour to transmit, re-
questing that I would rhake such remarks as night occur to me
thereon.

Upon a subject involviiig, as it appears to me, the foundation of the
property of this Province ; I would ,not venture to, offier a hasty opinion
but 1 am satified that no dependence can be placed on any systen of edu-
cation which shall not, in all its details and modifications, be essentially
based oil religTion. I observe in the general plan herwoivth returned, that
provision is intended to be made for Sehools of Divinity in the lhighest
branches of Univo-sity Education ; but the proposal for four District Pro-
fessorships of Divinity, each so widely differing in doctrine, and supposed
capablo or w'orking together, in and under one University, seemns to ie
wholly and cntirely unipracticable under any modificaton.

In the6 proposed Grarnuinr and Common Schools i observe there is,no
provision, whatever fbr religious instruction, nor does the study of the
Bible, moreL than theC vital doctrines of Chritianity, appear to form any
part of the intendedl system. My opinion is, that any course or National
Education which omits those essential anc priary ingredients, nust become
a curse rather than a blessing to te community.

Theri arc at the samo time some very valuablo suggestions on these
plans, that of a Norérial School f'or the teachers is one of ligh importance,
but roligious qualification is not alluded to as essential to his branch E the
subject,

J an aware that great, anid apparently insuperable difBeulties suround
this part o, the subject, not perhaps altogether arising from' the impossibi-
lity of harmonizing conflicting vievs, but frormi theangry and hostile spirit
with ïhich tlicy have hitherto been mnost unfortunately, conducted, I would
fain hope that truc christian ig ay yet be brought to bear.on this not

ss than others equally to be dtep[Lorcd ;but be thiis as it nay, a deep and
awful responsibility must attach somewlere, if a remcdy 'b not speedily ap-
plied to the present destitute condition of these countries, as respects the
spiritual and inteilectua[iivants of the rismg generation.

Permit me with all due deference to call the attention of the Commîs-
sioners to a charge delivrted by hie Lord Bishop of Exeter tO his Clergy
as connected with this subject, and which Will be found reported in the
"Times" newspapcr of 13th; November last, they will thee find embodied:
what I ivill not weaken by feeble illustration, andtl cornmend it to their m'ost
serious consideration.
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Another point in tie enclosed sketches which seems objectionablo is
the expelse attendant upon the plan.

1 coincide cntirely with the views òf the writcr, of the necessity, the
absoluto necessity lor a decent provision, at all events for those who are
expected to occupy the station of teachers. Their present condition is
truly wretched, and reflects grcat disgrace upon the nation, and what but the
actual result can or could be expoeted ? T think a difficulty wilI arise as to
finding Inspectors properly qualified, or who, in the present state of the
country, can he trusted ; but ihis muy bc nodified by having recourse to
the Clergy of the Churcli of England, and I doubt not but that assistance
coiild be had fron thc Clergy of otier Denominiations of Christians.

Before recourse bo had to incroased taxation it should bo shown that
the actil available sources for he purposes of National Education have
been filly brought lorward. nnd if this were done I take it for 'graited the
public would not object to supply aniy deficiency if suchi existed.

I wrotc to a friend in the country, silice the recoipt of your letter, re-
qucsting his views upon the subject of National Education-~I beg leave to
enclose theim for the consideration of the Commissioners of' .1nquiry :-the
talents and qualifications of the Reverend Gonteman who drow them up,
and bis fitness to affer an opinion on what he has so long turned his atton-
tion to, are undoubted. and he lias not soen any of the papers you enclosed
to me ; ho apologizes for the hasty ianner in which his ideas are put toge-
thor, of which perhaps J am the cause, but I supposed the Comminssioners
wishcd for ijnunediate answers.

Tleo inadequacy of the present provision for Education iuîst be appa-
rent to any person whose opportunîities of observation have enabled thent to
arrive at a just conclusion. The fiieility owever of' discovering defects is
confesscdly a muchb easier task than to suggest ane.flicient remedy. The
present system althougli it contains much that is comnmendable and which
slould niot relinquished, tppears more espccially deficient from the wart
ofa a proper supervision, by persons, who, from their education and station,
would be enabled to carry out the designs of the Legislature. I speak now
of Commoin Schools; they arc defective on account oi'

Ist. Of the Trustees-
T'he incorpctency of the present Trustees generally to superintend

Education is too notoriaus to require comment. We find Aliens very frc-
quently in this ollice. Tlicir popular election is ossentially bad.

2nd. Of the Masters-

Among these there are few properly qualifiîed, and there are also
many aliens.

3rd. Of the Books-

N-r!y every school has its own Books, and aliens whosc children
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attend require American Books to be used. These books inatiab1y con-
tain direct attacks on Monarchiéal Institutions and the rnost luditory Coin-
inondations of Domocracy.

The District Schools are in general not sufficiently respectable in
thoir composition to ensur-e the ond designed by their Institution,

To remedy the defects of, the present system we must first 1001 for
the establishment of' an ecicnt General Board of'Education in the metro-
polis, and of a District Board inii the chief town of each district, The Gene-
rai Board should be composed i st of pcrsons, wlio fromn their influence and
station should bc ex-officio members, as the "Governor and Lieutenant
Governor, The Chief Justice, The Vice Chaincellor, The Judgcs, rThe
President and Council of King's College, The Principal and Vice Principal
of Upper Canada College, The Attorney and Solicitor Gencrals, The
Speakers of both HoIuses, and secondly of suci Clergy of the Church of
England and Ministers of the Kirk of Scotland, not exceeding six, and
Civilians, not exceeding six, as the Govornor or Lieutenant Governor may
appoint. This Board should decide absolutely the Books to be used in all
District and Comion Schools. To this Board the District Boards should
transmit a Report twice in each year of the state of the schools District or
Cornmon, iii the several districts. All appointments of Masters to the dis-
trict schools to be muade by the Gencral Board. The District Boards should
also have their ex-officio members, as all Members of tho Legisiative Coutn-
cil and House of Assembly resident in the district-aill Justices of the Peace
in the district-the Clergy of tie Church of England and Ministers of the
Kirk of Scotland.

If these were not thought sufficient, the Governor or Lieutenant Gov-
vernor night nominate six others. These District Boards should meet
quarterly to reccive Reports from the district and common schools under
their o wn supervision, and to prepare their own Report for the General
Board.

To examine applicants fbr tic Masterships of Common Schools and
to attend thepublic examinations at the District School or Schools, a small
salary to be given to the person ofliciating as Clerk of this Board.

4th. A Quorum-

District Schools to be under the immediate supervision of the District
Board-Masters appoiited and Books to be ordered by the General Board.
The salary, of the Master ought to be at least £150, an under omaster for
Writing, Aritlmetic and Junior classes about £70. If you want superior
men you must pay accordingly. Sehool I-ouse and 'residence foriaster,
or an allowance lf one is built to be provided by the District, a Book of
Entry to be kept of attendance of scholars, their studies and conduct.-
System to be deternined by the General Board and the rules printed to be
hung up in, very chool.

Public Examinations hal yearly, if not quarterly before the menbors
of the District 3oards, yearly Prizes of smali value.

An exhibition to King's College, Toronto, would tend greatly to keep
up a right spirit of emulation, to bo every second year, and should arnount
to £40-ayear during the usual peiiod of College Residence. Examinationa
befoie the District Boardunder the' Master of the school who will recoin-
nend to the Board the Boy most fit-Moral conduct essential to obtain the

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Common School.-The Masters to be appointed by the District Board
after due examination into his qualifications. No alien to be admitted as a
master. The system and Books to be determined by the general board.-
Ruls to bc lung up in the school. Schools to b under the supervision of
the District Board generally, but Trustees also necessarily living ii the im-
mediate ncighbourhood of the school. Ex-oflicio all the mnembers of the
District 1oard and thrce others, to bel chosen by the Inhabitants who
send children to the school.

Reports from the trustees (or- fron three at least) drawn up by the
Master to ho sont quarterly to the district board, containing the number and
nanis of scholars, the attendance at the public examination under the
master btfre the trustees quarterly, the result af it to be stated in quafterly
report. An exhibition, once in three years, to district schools of the value
of £10 wotld be desirable. Moral conduct essential ta the exhibitori, the ex-
amination (public) befibre the trustees, and a cortificate countersigned by the
nastcr of thie successful candidate. The parents and friends of the chil-

drn shiould bo invited ta attend the public examinations. The salaries of
the masters ouglit not to b less than £25 a year, which, with the two dollars
a quarter tlhey reccive fron cach sciolar, would ensure (eventually) tolera-
bly quaif~ed omen. I think in eaci common school thora should be ad-
mission for six children gratuitously or at the expense of the township,
this admission, to ho detorniined by the Trustees, should bc confined to
orphaus, or the fatherless, or children of any indigent parents.

Your letter of the 29th ultimo enclosing queries from the
Conmittee on Education is befbre me, and to which I beg leavo to return
the followinîg observations :

Answr to list Query.-I do not consider the presont provision for
Education in this Province at all adequate to its wants.
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Answer to 2nd Query.-I consider it to be deficient in toto; but more
particularly-lst. The manner of electing Teachers to Common Schools
appears to be an insult to common sense. Three individuals as trustees or
muperintendents, are appointed by the people in the neighbourhood of the
school house, without any regard to their education ; these three men thus
appointed have the sole power to judge of ihe qualifications of candidates
for the school, and to appoint and eject the Teacher, while they themselves
may not have received even the first rudiments of a ilain English education.
Such mon are consequently altogether unfit to judge either of the qualifica-
cations of a school master or of the progress of the pupils.

2nd. The power of ejecting school masters vested in three trustees, or
superintendents, subjects the toacher to the whim and caprice of every
child attending the school ; the teacher is thus left at the mercy of the pub-
lie, Who proverbially have no conscience, and his situation is rondered more
precarious and more degraded than that of a shoeblack,

3rd. The enioluments of Common School,Teachers are in most cases
utterly inadoquate to their support.

Answer to 3rd Qucry.-lst. The number of schools should be adequate
to the accommodation of the entire youth of the Province from 6 to 15
years of ago.

2nd. The position of the schools should be in the most populous nîeigh-
bourhoods and if possible within six miles of each other.

3rd. The situation of masters might bc left at prosent to the leads'of
families in the district wyhero the school house is situated ; and should take
place upon a day to bo made public in that district, at least ten days previ-
ous to: the eloction. But no candidate should be eligiblo to a school rcceiv-
ing Government Salary until he las undergone the exanination which the
governmont directs, and produced a certificato of ,his qualifications. No
alien should bo admitted upon trial or receive a certificate of qualification.

4th. In order to secure eflciont teachers the salary should be made as
ample as circumstances will admit; fron £50 to £70'currency of yearly
salary should bo given, in the prcsent statelof the Province, together with
the school focs, a bouse, school house, and a few acros of land.

5th. Tho school focs or chargos to the pupils should be made as rca-
sonable as possible. Tho Government might determine a minimum and
maximum scalo of focs, and loave the clectors in flie district whero the
school is sit.uated to fix the particuiar rate for that school. A copy of these
ratesto be furnishod to the teacher'on the day of his electionas schoolmaster.
Tl'he eloctors having ith power to increase the sae of fees thus given, pro-
vided thati was not thei maximum, but no power whatever to diminisli the
scale first given, during the incumbency of the teacher which should always
be ad vitam aut culpam.

Some such scale as the following might bo adopted by the Govern-
ment.

The fees should bo made payable quarterly, in advance, and no deduc-
tions allowod or time given on account of absence of pupil.

A majority of electors in cach district miglit have the power of send-
ing a fcw poor children to school to be tauglit free. Suppose one for every
ten pounds of annual salary which the teacher receives froin Government.

6th. It is almost impossible to determine any course of study in a Comn-
mon School beyond English Reading, English Grammar, Writing, Arithmetic,
and Geography; and these every teacher should be perfectly quiaified to teach
as the lowest standard admitted by the Government and entitling to a cer-
tificate of qualification ; every thing beyond thesc elernentary branches
should be loft Io parents thoeiselves to deternino according to the line of
business in after life in which thcy nay wisli their children to engage. But
it would bo desirable as soon as circuistances will admit tliat every teacher
receiving Government salary should bo qualified to preparc young inen for

ntlîering upon a course of College cdtication, and in order to inîduco teachers
to acquire this standard, the miiaxiniuiml salary should never be given to any
teacher who lias not attained to it. The eloctors in Cach district might
have the privilego of determiining wliat qualifications tleir teachers shai]
possess; those alWays being within the scale sanctioned by the Government.

Tl'he books should be chosca by a Board of Education appointed by
the Goverînmnct, and school masters should be obliged, on peril of forfeiting
their salary, to teach these books and noue other. This Board should also
have the sole power of granting certificates of qualification to teachers.-
This Board should also h invested withl full powers to determine, finally, ail
conplaints against teachers, aund upon a charge of negligence or immoral
conduct bcing substahtiated, to eject thcin fron the school, and aUl its eno-
luients.

As mortlity aid religion are the foundation and stability of ait good
Governmîents, and as those are taught iii their purity in tho word of God, a
portion of the scriptures should bc roaud in thoee schools, at least one chap-
ter every day, the rcading to Le consecutive tlrougli th, whole inspired vo-
lumeO.

7th., The great difficulty attending any charge in the present wretched
systern of oducatiori in the Province is to ousure the efliciency of that
schieme vlich nay be acopted in its roomn. To loavo;the supervisionin the
hands of the electors in cach district, or to a few individual)sappointed by
tlie, probably themselvos without education, would cortainly tend to per-
petuate the systen of gross expression to ,which teachers have boen subject-
ed, and to disappoint the roasouable xpectations of the government. Nei-
ter cari the supervision o lofit at present in the hands of the clergy, i' the
severai districts, where the schools are located, as there are rniny extensive
tructs of country whelre there are no cducated clergy settlcd.

It does therefore appear alaost absoltely necessary to ensure the efli-
ciency c sucli a system as bas been suggestôd above, that mon of educa-
tion, wlîo themnselves have had hirgo experienco in tbe education of youth,
should bc appointed: to superintend the ovlale system of operation, and 1o
report regulirly the state of very school withii their respective circuits to
he Board of Education. :By this frmeans the teachdrs would be protected

frome the interference of the publie, anid encouraged in te discharge of their
arduous du!ias, and thd governent would bo put in early possession of the
whoe, even in its most minute movements. The superintendeut might also
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he entrusted, while on his ci rcuit, 'ith the examination of candidates, sub-
1oct to the approvàl of the Board of Education. This plan would save can-
didates both the expense and tine attending long journeys in order to ap-
pour before the General Board, whicli inany of them be ill able to bear.

In all cases of complaints against schoolmasters the superintendent
inight bc authorised to investigate the grounds of complaint and to re-
port upon thei to the General Board, for their decision, but in all charge.5
involving an officer which might terminato in the ejection of the school-
miasterg, the superintendent shall have the power to cal to his assistance
in such nvesti'gation two magistrates, in the vicinity, and if the charge is
made out against the Teacher, the magistrates should be instructed to
sign the report of the superintendent, and no ejection of ; teacher should
be perrnitted, even by the general board, upon the. report of a superinten-
dent, unless the report is signed by two magistrates.

By this system of supervision the Board would soon obtain a know-
ledgo of the most officient teachers, and might have the power of recom-
imonding then to more lucrative situations as these become vacant, thus
holding out a stimulous to diligence and improvement on the part of
teachers threnselves.

The Superintendent might also be enjoined to give instruction du-
ring the harvest recess, to those teachers within their respective circuits
w-ho might desirc to improve thernselves in the branches of Education re-
pdired of teachers.

With regard to District Schools I consider them altogether unnecessary
providcd such a systen as the above were carried into effect.

1. A large appropriation of the wastc lands of the Crown, frorn
whichî to create a permanent revnue for the support of Common Schools
in all time to cone.

2. A fund to be provided for permanently frorn the Provincial
Revenue.

3. Ari equal sum to that aflorded from the Provincial Revenue, to be
perrnanently providcd for, and raiscd by annual assessnents fromthe people
of the several Districts, by ordor of the Justices of the PacC in General
Quarter Sessions. Each District furniiing its proper quota of that sum in
proportion to its population.

A law framed upon such a scheine as I have mentioned would, in my
humble opinion be productive of nuch good to the rising youth of the Pro-
vince .

1. The number of Common Schools niust bc governed by the conve-
nience and 'wants of tlic population.

2. Their position should he fixed by the sanie rule.

3. The sclection of the mastors is a dilflcult matter in the present
destituto state of the country, in rospect to propor material. liey should,
in ail cases, pass au examinuation bfoîre tho District Board of Education,
aid bc approved of bofore they are pcrmnitted to teach.

4. & 5. The remunoration of masters should be by salary, apportioncd
by District Boards of Education, fron the " Comnimon School Lund"' before
nctioned, and by charges af tuitioi focs to theI pupils, which, in mny opi-

nion, arc absolutely nocessary, to arrest and koop enduring the attention of
Parents to tIi truc interests and weil working of Coimiion Schools, and
should never be dispensed with ; but in such cases of' indigent parents as
the trustees of Conmon Schools luight on account of in.ligence alone, di-
ret ttat thero chihIdrn should bc tauglt gratuitously.

6. The course of study and the books used should b regulated by the
District Boards to whom the trustees Of township or common schiools
sliould nako half yearlyrcports,giving ii dotail ail the infoïmatioù tlat might
bo required of them by the Distriet Boards, whose duty it should bo to re-
turi a halî yearly synopsis f teli stito of the' comron schools t tic gene-
ral iBoard at Toronto, by wlich means Valuablo information would be gain-
ed as to the prac tical working of all tlie conmnon sclools.

7. Tl, supervision requisite to ensure the eicient working of the
Conimon Schools Nvould be bcst attained by mi iregular visitation of all the
schoos, by a'well qualificd inomber of the Uistrict Board. nthis a a
constant anxiety would boekept ip in the mids of the pupils to improve as
inucl asin their power.

erail Board of Education ; the proccodings of each meeting, with the narnes
of tle Commissionirs preset, to bo authonticated by tho signature of the
chairman, and which book is to ho delivored over by the said Commissioners
to their successors, and wieno full, to be transmitted to the District Bioard
of Edication.

house, with ne0cessary fuel and appendages ; and it shall be the duty of the
trusices as aforcsaid to agree with and appoint ail teachers to be enployed
in such school districts Providcd that no teacher be etnployed by theni
w1o is not qualitied according tthe provisions of this act.

[s. And bo il (e.-'lJhat the trusteos as aforesaid shall have power and
authority to romove such teacher, appointed as aforesaid, fer any misdo-
moanor or irnpropriety of conduct,

19. And be it, 4c.-That it shall be duty ' the trustees to pay the
wages to such toacher or teachers, out of the money which shall come into
their hands frdn the Commissioners of township schools as aforesaid, so
far as such money shall be sufficient for that purposo, an'd the residue of
such wages, froin monies collect.ed by the trustees of such school district,
froin ait such persons as shall be lable therefor by. reason of sending
children to the school of the said school district, in proportion te the
numbher 'of days that such children have attended : Provided 'always, that
the trustees be authorised and empowered to exonerte frei payient or
tle wages ofsuch tochers all such poor persons within their district as they
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may think fit, and to collect the whole of such wages from such other persons
residing within the said school district as shall not bc exonerated therofrom.

20. And be il, &c.-That it shall be the duty of the trustees of each
and overy school district as aforesaid to mako out. and deliver to the
Commissioners of township schools, for the township. in Ivhich such dis-
trict shall be situated,: a report specifying the numbor of months during the
proceding haf ycar that a school has becii kept in such school district
the amount or noneys received by then ; the mianner in which the samle
has. born cxpcndcd, the number of children taught above five and under six-
teen years of ago ; and the number of days that each clild has attended :
Prolcdd, thiat no allowance or apportiomnent of the school fiuid shall b
granted by the conunissioniers of the township schools to the trustees of such
schoo~ districts as have not reported as aforesaid: And proviteid also, that
tlic rumi paid by the inhabitants of such, school district 1or instructing thcir
chiidren be equa! Io the anyount of the apportionment to ho made by the
comminssioners of townuship schools as aforesaid.

2l. And Ibc i, &c.-That if any comnissioner of township schools, or
trustro of any schîool district, shall make a falsoc certificato, or report by

ens wlercof any mioncys shall bo fraudulcntly obtained, such coimnissio-
ner of township schools or trustccs of any schoiol district, shall not only re-
storo thei money so fraudulently obtained, but bc fined five pounds for the
bonlit of the school fuid, to bo recovered on the oath of one or mnorc
crodiblo witness or vitnessess, bcfore any two of ler Majesty's Justices
of the Peace, and to be levied or recovered by distress and sale of the offon-
dcr's goods and chattels, together vwith all reasonable costs on the saine.

22. Aid be il, 5c.-Thîat any person chosen or appointed to an of-
fice under this act who shall, witliout sufBlcieit cause, refuse to serve
thriocin shah forfeit the sum of two pounds ; and every person se chosen
and appointed, and not having reused to accept, , who shall noglict to per-
fèrmn the duties of lis office shall forfeit the sun of threc pounds : all which
ines and forfeitures are te b paid to the Treasurcr of the district in which
tley arc so foîfIited for the benefit of the comnoi school find, and to be
recoVorcd in the saine nanner as'is provided for in, the case oU fraudulent
reports and cortificates as aforesaid.

23. And le it, &c.-That vhen portions of any two adjoining townships
are founi most convenient fbr a School District, it shal and may be lawfu[
for the Cornissioners of Toivnship Schools of the said two townships to
nake such arrangements as that apportionment of the school fund from eaci
may bo in the ratio of childrei above five and under sixtcon ye-ars of age
as reside iin the respective portions of the said two townships.

24. Ani b- it, 4ýc. That the soveral sums hereby granted and appor-
tioned in virtuo of the provisions of this act to the sevoral Districts of this
Province, shallbo paid by the Receiver General, for tic time being, to the
Treasurer of cach District respcctively, in discharge of such, warrant or
warrants as sall or may from tine to time be issued by the Governor,
Lieutenant Governor, or porson administering the Government of this Pro.
vince for the time being, and shall be accounted for to ler Majesty, He
Ilirs and Successors, through the Lords Comissioners of I.er Majesty's
troasury for the time being, in sucl inanner and form as 1-er Majesty, Her
Hioirs and Successors shall b o graciously pelased te direct.
