For years the farmers of Ontario have
heard of the phenomenal production of
the Western wheat fields, and have re-
signédly accepted the much advertised
superiority of Western flour as a con-
clusive fact.

The practical results of the discovery
are certainly noteworth. Ontario millers
who have made a specialty of the new
flour have driven out Western flour from
the Maritime Provinces, They have
been compelled in some instances to
double their already extensive plants,
and have created such a demand in To.
ronto that the most popular loaf sold to-
day in that city is made of Ontario blend-
ed flour.

What is true of Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick, where an unprejudiced pub-
lic have decided in favor of the blended
flour of OId Ontario, ought to appeal to
Ontario farmers generally. Buying
Manitoba flour is financial folly, when
the purchase of the Ontario product
give better bread and helps to create a
demand for Ontario wheat. When peo-
ple all over Ontario realize this fact, the
farmers of Ontario will not only be the
gainers of several millions of dollars, but
will find that the cost of bran and shorts
will drop to thenormal figures of ten to
fifteen dollars a ton. And, surely, the
Ontario farmers should be the first to
set the good example, by buying only the
flour made largely from Ontario wheat.

BY INDIANS|

Sick-Squaw Was Slain by Indian
Medicine Man,

Oltawa, Aug. 1.—Joseph and Jack
Fidler, the chief and the medicine man
<f the Sandy Lake Crees, are under
errest at Norway House on the charge
of murdering a squaw. .

The woman, who is of the same name
and blood as the two prisoners, fell
sick in the Spring and became deliri-
cus. The Indians of ‘this district be-
lieve that when a sick person becomes
delirious a spirit or “Wendigo” has en-
tered them, and that if the person dies
relurally the Wendigo escapes to the
waods, pursues and frightens away the
game, and famine follows. Therefore,
ths band assembled, and, according lo
ths custom, appointed their chief and
medicine man to the high honor cf
choking the sick squaw, that the spirit
mighl not escape with the passing of
breath, but might remain imprisoned
in the dead body. In the presence of
the band, the chief and medicine man
carried out the instructions. A piece

of canvas was placed about the squaw’s
neck and then the noose of a rope. This
Leing tightened by the two leaders of
the band, the ravings of the- woman
vrere stopped, the evil spirit was impris-
cned and the game preserved. ‘L'his
piece of barbarism was execuled within
two hundred miles of Kenora. Word
¢! it reached the authorities, and the
arrests followed,

The Fidlers asked the officials not
tc be too severe with them, as they
bad no idea that they were doing
wrong. They were merely doing their
auly by the band, and fellowing the
custom of their fathers. The execu-
tion of this duly was a high honor,
&nd, according to custom, the execu-
licners were handsomely fed by the
parents of the vietim.

COSTLY FIRE IN NORTH BAY.

Business Section of Town Badly Dam-
aged.

A despaich from North Bay says:
While a fierce gale of wind was raging

second store of the Gilmour block, and,
spreading with starlling rapidity, was
not checked until one o'clock, when the
Giimour and Richardson hlocks were
smoldering heaps of debris. The fire

ing garmenis and Mr, Campbell was
seriously burned, his clothing being ig-
nited.. The firemen worked heroically
ia the blinding smoke and blistering
heat and succeeded in preventing the
flemes from spreading o the Purvis
block adjoining. In this they were as-
sisted by a fire wall, which helped lo
ckeck the attack of the flames. J. W.
Richardson’s large brick block, occupied
by him entirely as a hardware store,
was the first building to fall. Of the
Giimour block adjoining only a few
bricks remain of the-front. - The rapid
spread of the flames prevented much
sulvage and the stocks in the burned
slores are almost total losses.

Onc man was arrested for stealing
while the fire was in progress and an-
other, an intoxicated man, was placed
i1 the lockup for safekeeping, having
beenl rescued by the firemen from ei-
tempting to climb along a narrow ledge
¢n the second storey.

SELECTING DAIRY COWS.

It is generally recognized that a good
udder is one of the inost important
external points of a dairy cow. A ca-
pacious bag of good quality is rightly
regarded as being an indicalion of a
well-developed milk-yielding capacities,
and in selecling a wmilch cow for the
dairy herd one of the first things to do
s to look at her bag.

A well shaped udder of a dairy cow
sbould be square in shape, possessing
plenly of depth, width and length. The
so'c of the udder should be broad and
level. The bag should extend well up
beiween the hind legs, and must also
reach as far forward under the belly
as possible,

Although size is a
point in a good udder, it is by no
means the only point, as is often er-
roncously - supposed. - - Good guality is
evenn more essenlial than iere size.
The fast of a bag being of good qualily
i8 indicated by the skin being thin and
pliable, and of a nice-soft and fine tex-
ture. A thick, coarse, fleshy 3kin,
which feels hard and unyielding to the
touch, is a bad fault. We often find
that large bags are se and fleshy,
in which case the udde™is very inferi-
«r. despite its size. Coarseness and
fleshiness of the udder are generally an

very important

indication ©of poor milk-producing qua--

lies, and it is wrong to look‘upon a
tag of this kind as denoling a deep
milker, simply because it is large and
looks capacious. In reality a fleshy ud-
der is not capacious, even when of large
size, since its size is brought about by
the thick skin and the thickness of the
underlying tissues. says W. R. Gilbert.

A bag of geod quality and possessing
a fine, pliable skin. will shrink consid-
erably after the cow ha§ been milked.
The =kin will then lie in soft folds «r
pleals, the bag gradually increasing in
size again, as the time for the next
milking draws near. In the case of a
fleshy coarse udder. deficient in qua-
lity, the bag does not decrease nnich ‘n
s'ze after milking, but conlinues lo ap-

pear full and distended. the skin remains
siretched, and does not draw ilself into
folds as it ought W do. The great dif-
ference between an udder of good qua-
lity. and one which is conrse and fleshy,
is best seen afler the cows have heen
wi'ked. Anyone who judges the udder
cnly by its size wnuld be entirely on
he wrang track, if he were to look at
the bags after the ehrws have been milk-
¢, berause he would in thal cace select

a marse. inferior udder, as being betle#
than a really guod one which possesses
Quality"

which are Naitened at the end are less
satisfactopy to milk than those which
arg more- or less pointed... The teals’
ol young-cows are - always ocompara-
tively small, .they increase .in size s’
the cow gcis older. Though fairly long
the teats should nof be very large,%ar
must they be coarse. Coarse and
fleshy udders generally have teals to
carrespond; such feel hard and unyield-
irg, whilst teats of good qualily even,
if very large are soft and pliable. Well
developed milk veins, which show up
plainly when the bag is full of milk are!
essential poinis in good udders.

VACCINATION FOR BLACKLEG AND:
ANTHRAX IN CATTLE.

Tho disease known as Blackleg im
catile, although enlirely unknown in
many extensive agricultural sections o
Canada and not at all wide spread im
any district or province, annually
causes quite extensive losses lo cattle-|
raisers. Anthrax, which is quile a dif-
ferent discase, although frequently con-'
fused . with Blackleg in the minds of
many cattle-raisers ,is also the cause of
serious loss of stock. The former dis-
ease is almost entirely confined to cattle
under three years and is generaily Tatal.
The latler attacks other classes of farm
animals and 1he -human subject is. not
exempt’ from its infection, which gen-
erally nesulis seriously. ‘

By the aid of science cattle-raisers a
now enabled to - prolect —-their stock

Jagainst their maladies. As the human

family is vaccinated against smallpox,
in the same maaner caltle are rendered
immune from Blackleg and Anthrax.
The Department of Agriculture at Oita-
wa through the Health of Animals
Branch is now in a position to supply,
preventive vaccine for each of these dis-
eases at the nominal cost of flve cents
per dose. Until recently, by special ar-|
rangement with extensive manufac-
turers in the United States, these pro-
ducts were secured at a reduced cost,
and were placed in the hands of Cana-|
dian cattle-raisers at len cents per dosel
fcr Blackleg vaccine and fourteen cents'
per dose for Anthrax vaccine, It is due
l¢ the fact that these preparations are
now being made at the 'Biological
Laboratory in connection with the
Health of Animals Branch that they cam
be supplied at five cents per dose.

The vaccine for Blackleg may be ad-l
ministered by any intelligent person by,
means of an instrument supplied by the
Depariment at fifty cents.

Anthrax vaccine,. which is also sup-
plied at five cenls per dose, is more dﬂll-|
cult to administer, requiring a qualiﬁed'\
velerinarian to treat an animal,

Cattle-raisers who have. fear of an at~ .,
tack of either Blackleg or Anthrax!
would do well to apply to the Veterin-
ary Director General at Oltawa for the
proper preventive treatment.

DROUGHT INSURANCE.

As the oat crop in this vicinity is likely
to be below the avearge; the following
may be of fnterest. Dr. E. V. Wilson
of the U. S. Department of Agriculture
writing . in the American Agriculturalist,
says:—"“When oats become too expen-
siveéfthey may be replaced in the ration
with corn, barley, kafir corn, dried brew-
ers’ grain, beans, peas, bran, cottenséed
meal, or ‘even with highly nitrogenous
coarse fodders. In Maine it was found
that when mixed grains were compaired
with oats the mixed grain proved more
effective for colts and cost less. In
another test oats produced less growth
in colts than the equal weight of a mix-
ture peas and middlings, the ratio being
100 to 111. When colts were fed a2 mix-
ture of middlings, gluten meal, and lin-
seed meal, in the ratio of 60-35-15, and
hay, the daily ration cost 12¢c, and 14c
when oats were substituted for the mix-
ed grains. In nearly all experiments
greater gains have been secured from
mixed grains than with the use of an ex-
clusive oat ration.” '
