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Walter Clarke, BA.,,

Treatment for Teachel's—— Inter-

esting Paper on Rational Basis of i

the Teachers’ Salaries . . i

%
The following paper en ‘‘A.Ra-
tional Basis of Teachers’ Salaries”
was read recently before the Ham-
ilton High School Teachérs’ associa-
tion by Walter Clarke; B.A.:

Much has been written and spoken
about the social and financial status
of teachers in our state institutions.
The discussions, however, as-carried
on through the press and on conven-
tion platforms have been far from.
exhaustive. We-have heard discus-
sions of only phases of the whole
problem. No one has yet given us a
complete analysis of the teachers’
discontent. Nor have many writers,
outside of a general cry . for & unj.on
éxven us suggestions for a construc-
tive policy. We hope that the tol
lowing facts will reveal to the pub-
lic in general, and to the school
boards in particular,-the justice of
any claims that teachers have made
up to the present itime,. These facts
ought also to convince some, who
think that ‘‘one jncrease of salary
ought to keep them quiet’ for all
time,” that teachers have an invest-
ment far beyond that which is gen-
erally supposed. The publie, local
school boards and the government
may well expect to hear more from
teachers until a fair return is given
for s0 great an investment.

Parting of the Ways

The year of entrance to high
school is the parting of the ways for
the sum total of human intelligence
in Canada. During thls ccurrent
year, only a small percentage of en-
trance pupils are applying their in-
telligence to the further pursuit of
scholastic knowledge, A far great-
er percentage are-applying their in-
telligence to some..form:of manual
or mechanical werk. The smaller
percentage receive no  income; but
on the. econtrary feed, 'clothe and
equip, themselvgs af. theirwowa, .or
their parents’ expense. The¥'are ‘at
work that - daily demands more in-
tense and concentrated mental ef-
fort. The larger percentage receive
apprentice wages and are at work
where actions become mechanical by
répetition. The day should,come in
the student’s life when he is reward-
ed for the energy expended in mental
effort and particularly for the finan-
cial loss consequent upon his with-
drawing from {the economic world
«for a Iong perxod of study. By “ec-
onomic” is mean® the world of “wag-
es-for-production.” The student is a
producer. He is-®produding ideals.
He is producing a. highly balanced,
highly trained intellect for his own
and his country’s good. When he;
has completed the product, through
11 years of concentrated effort, he
looks for a job.

Teachers’ Financial Standing

In our papers we :find columns
where school boards auction off their
jobs to the lowest bidder. The fin-
ancial condition' of the teacher, at
the end of his long. course, places
him pecularimlimithieg Wands of such
boards. ' No = elaboration of this
phase is needed to show it§ evil ef-
fects on the profession.

Teachers should at omee take steps
to see that all qualified teachers bid
high enough to insure a living wage.
Only by a union of all gualified
teachers can this be done. Boards
ask teachers tc set the price upon
their jobs. The teachers themselves
could soon end this auction sale me-
thod by letting all.boards know the
minimum wage to teachers of wvar-
ious qualifications.

$1400: This is just $264 less than
his printer brother receives on un-
fon scale. This means. that boards
of edumtiou pay teachers less than
recefves; who drew
wages throughout his apprenticeship.
The printer ‘works  five years for
wages and ten draws $1664. The
teacher works 11 years for nothing,
even pays ,for the privilege of work-
ing, then draws at the most $1,400.
Boards do not pay teachers even the
cost of production, not to mention
interest on the investment.

Not of Brick or Mortar

- What is it that constitutes a col-
legiate - institute? Is it “the ‘fine
building?: . The answer is obvious.
Seliools' do not consist of brick' and
mortar.- They are the living, high-

ihgs, dedicated to the directing and
molding of the plastic minds of Can-
ada’s rising generation.

For too long hoards have regard-
ed teachers as paid servants instead
of as fartners in a great concern.
Every teacher on every staff Has
more money invested in that school
than ‘members of the board which
employs him. The cash investment

A collegiate of 26 teach-
ers enjoys the benefit of $461,000,
invested in_ the intelligence 'of its
staff, for which it pays nothing.

al. China declared war against Germany, and

In the meantime, with the rise of the Re-
public has come a new national spirit, a reali-
zation of the inferior place that China formerly
occupied in the eyes of the world.

be said that there was no patriotism in China.’
