“Of German peace overtures, if such 
they can be called, I will say little. 
It was only last December .their Chan­
cellor declared, ‘We believe it to be in 
our interests to attribute as falsely 
those peace proposals,’ yet the Ger­
man Government now says twice 
within the last few months that Ger­
many has announced before the world 
her readiness to make peace, which 
is the truth. It may be that the Ger­
mans want peace, if so, it is because 
fhey fear defeat. It may be only that 
they want to appear peaceful. For us 
it matters not. Our attitude at any 
rate is unchanged, 
sword unwillingly^, we shall sheathe it 
gladly but we should be untrue to 
our trust, we should be betraying 
civilization, if we abandoned our task 
until we have x-e^-established in Europe 
the supremacy of law, the sanctity of 
treaties and the right of all nations, 
great and small to live their lives and 
fulfil their destinies, free from the in­
tolerable menace of Prussian mili- 
tarisim/

DUBLIN, May 8.—No official fig­
ures have yet been issued of deaths of 
civilians in the recent revolt, but 160 
have already been accounted for, 112 
males, 20 females and 28 unidentified. 
The list is still incomplete, because 
it is known many dead have not been 
registered in any place open to public 
inspection. Reports of missing are 
coming in from every dfstrict."

For 
some months past he has succeedec 
in masquerading as a mere pacifist, 
his pretence having been assisted by 
the folly of several writers who 
professed to see in Henry Ford no­
thing but a lover of mankind, one 
whose heart was so gentle that he 
could .not bear the thought of .na­
tions being at war. His famous ex­
cursion to Europe was interpreted not 
as a pro-German move, which it was 
in reality, but the expression of his 
humane and tender nature. After 
an interview which he gave to' the 
New York Herald on Sunday it wil 
be impossible for Mr. Ford to contin­
ue the fake of pacifism. In that in­
terview he reveals himself as a pro- 
German.

To begin with, he asserted that 
President Wilson’s last note to Ger­
many was “political bunk5.” In his 
opinion there exists not the slightest 
reason why the United States should 
break with Germany. ‘VThere was 
“no reason foi* breaking when the 
“Lusitania was sunk, and there cer­
tainly is no reason which is appar­
ent in the sinking of the Susse'x.” 
He recalled what he said at the time 
of the sinking of the Lusitania. He 
had taken counsel with five little boys, 
he said, whose ages were from seven 
to sixteen, and after the^ had con­
sidered the matter they said with 
one voice respecting the American^ 
who had been killed:

“What the h—
“go onsher for?”

Mr. Ford, according to the Herald, 
defends the German method of using 
submarines. He refuses to consider 
vessels like thex Lusitania as unarm­
ed, for, he says, “What » about the 
“stores of munitions in the vessels 
“leaving here every day?” He pro­
ceeded to say that submarines had 
made every dreadnought obsolete. For 
adequate defence, therefore, the Un­
ited States needs only submarines. 
Mr. Ford said that commanders of 
British curisers told him that when 
they sight a ^submarine they turn and 
run as fast as they can move their 
vessels. After fhese ^ expressions of 
opinion, nobody ought to be deceiv­
ed as to which side in this war has 
Mr. Ford’s sympathies, and which 
side fie is now actively working for 
under the pretence of pacifism.

m » LIFTING THE VEIL THE “SUSU” HEREsBIN STOCK: 1s The S.S. Susu arrived hereSIGNIFICANT letter has just 
appeared in a German news­

paper which lifts the veil from the 
long-concealed economic Mifficul- 
ties which are confronting Ger­
many. The letter was written to 
one Finhold, a retired County 
Court of Bcnsberg, to Field Mar­
shal von Hindenburg. Briefly, 
the letter states that there is great 
destitution and anxiety for the 
future among the families of men 
at the front. It says also that the 
small shopkeepers, artisans and 
tradesmen are *now in danger of 
losing all their property and of 
being reduced- after the war to the 
condition of indignant day labor­
ers. Numerous requests for help 
and support received by the sol­
diers in the field from those de­
pending on them prove that Herr 
Finhold has laid bare a real 
wound.

Reviewing ‘this letter, von Hin­
denburg says: "It is one of the 
results of the German economic 
development that the small busi­
ness man in particular is com­
pelled to have recourse to loans. 
In view of the conditions of pay­
ment and of the markets pro­
duced by the war, the wife and 
family have the utmost difficulty 
in keeping the trade or business 
of the husband or father going. 
This difficulty and constant anx­
iety exert a paralysing effect on 
the man in the trenches, and all 
the more as he sees no prospect 
of help or improvement either 
now or after the conclusion of 
peace.

“The empire must by all means 
avert the danger of a large por­
tion of its able and economical 
son$ returning home from th.e 
war impoverished or falling at 
once into the hands of their cred­
itors, which would mean ruin for 
themselves, their wives and child­
ren .' . . . I consider it my duty 
therefore to draw attention tc 
these dangers and to the necessity 
of providing relief by means of 
legislation.

“The nerve-strength of the 
soldier, not only for holding out, 
hut also for the decisive victory 
cannot be maintained unless he 
feels certain that those he has left 
at home have an assured exist­
ence.”

If wc add to this first-hand testi­
mony o§ conditions among the 
middle-class, the fact that the 
daily bread allowance of people in 
German cities is being reduced 
weekly, we can arrive at only one 
conclusion,—that Germany is 
economically on its last legs. Dis­
content is in the air; and the Ger­
man people are realizing that they 
must have something more sub­
stantial than lying bulletins to 
keep them alive !

The dreadful toll of the Ger­
mans at Verdun has been system­
atically concealed from the peo­
ple; but they are now waking up 
to the holocaust which has been 
offered in blood to satuate the in­
ordinate vanity of the Crown 
Prince. We would not be sur­
prised to see an announcement 
any daÿ^that a revolution is seeth­
ing within the near horizon of 
Wilhelmstrasse.

Dear Sir,—My attention has been 

called to an editorial in your paper 
of Saturday’s issue, commenting on a 
letter from Mr. A. J. House* published 
in the same issue, dealing with the 
bounty paid on account of schooner 
“Lornina.” ,

I wish-4o say for your information, 
that in taking over this. vessel, my 
firm was acting agents for H. R. 
Silver, Ltd., Halifax, who engaged us 
to wind up business for them here 
and at Greenspond. We had no fin­
ancial interests in the matter outside 
of acting as agents. I remember re­
ceiving a letter from Mr. House in 
reference to the conditkfns of Lornina 
but it conveyed strongly the impres­
sion that Mr. House was more desir­
ous of seeing his brother holding the 
vessel than he was in pointing to* us 
lack of requirements for bounty, as 
he . expressly stated that he was anx­
ious his brother should have charge 
of Lornina coasting in the Colony, 
Mr. Taylor surveyed the vessel on 
arrival. It was acting on the sug­
gestion in House’s letter, and on the 
ideas put forward by Mr. Bell, that I 
employed Mr. Taylor, a first-çlass 
shipwright of the city, to put in iron 
knees and fully fasten the schooner 
as required under Shipbuilding Act. 
This work was performed under the 
supervision of the Deputy Surveyor of 
Shipping. I also supplied the neces­
sary chains of the Lloyd test, and 
when the Surveyors pronounced the 
vessel qualified for bounty, I can 
safely say with a life time experience 
of fishing vessels of this type, that no 
stronger or better vessel ever sailed 
through the narrows of St. John's.

Mr. House in a desire to have a hit 
at the Government through me. has 
gone wide of the mark, and protests 
too strongly to be convincing. Even 
if we admit that he did not fasten 
the vessel as thoroughly as ire should, 
we rectified this by iron kneeing and 
full treenailing her under official sup­
ervision. He admits in his letter that 
she was strong enoqgh for coasting 
throughout this Colony in the condi­
tion in which she left Gtèenspond.and 
would probably be considered strong 
enough for the Halifax trade if his 
brother had been considered qualified 
to take charge of her on that coast.

People who came here by the Fo­

gota say that the fire which destroy­
ed th^ shop and contents of Stanley 

Gill at Newtown, B.B., recently came 
near being a serious affair. It oc­
curred at 10.30 in the morning when 
the whole place was wrapt in slum­
ber. When the fire was discovered the 
people, as quickly as possible, rushed 
to the scene, but the flanfes had too 
much headway to admit of anything 
being saved. A stiff breeze blew and 
two houses quite near and to leeward 
of the burning shop had a narrow 
escape. They were on fire several 
times from the heat but the "people 
formed bucket brigades and kept 
them drenched with water until all 
danger was past. Mr. Gill had $3,000 
insurance on the shop and stock. How 
.the fire occurred is not known.

Not often do we record the occur­
rence of earthquake shocks in this 
country, but' we learn by the Fogota 
that seismic disturbances occurrec 
at Gull Island on two separate 
casions recently. ~ ,Our , informants 
state* that the first occurred on the 
night of the 4,6th of April, 
tremors were very distinct and con­
tinued on this occasion, with intervals 
between the shocks, of over a min­
ute. The whole Island was rocket 
and the light-keeper and his wife re­
ceived a great fright, 
shock occurred in the forenoon of 
the 18th and was far more severe 
than the first, as, we learn, that in 
the lightkeeper’s house dishes 
plates fell and were broken, while the 
light-tower oscillated perceptably and 
a kind of tidal wave occurred as the 
sea rose to more than average hight 
and great waves were hurled on the 
shore. This lasted for several min­
utes and the shocks were felt at in­
tervals. The upheaval seemed to be 
particularly violent -seaward and it is 
believed that owing to the throwing 
up of the earth under the water that 
new shoals have formed in this sec­
tion.
