Italy is a very large customer, and >

In all of these countries, it will be 
noted, except Greece, the Roman 
Catholic faith is that of the mass of 
the people. In Greece the Eastern 
or Russian form of Catholisism pre- ' 
vails, with much the same regulations 
as to Lent and the observance of ab- i 
tinence from flesh.

There is, by the way, no country in | 
the world in which so much, fish is 
eaten as in European Russia.

Question of Rights

Secondly, there remains another 
grave question as to whether, any 
government under the British Crown 
has the right to exclude British sub­
jects from British territory and pre- 
vent them from re-entering it, unless 
it has armed itself with staftutbry 
power for that express purpose.
