Ontario Vegetable Growers’ Associ-
ation in the following classes of veg-
etables: Onions, tomatoes, celery,
and early potatoes. The onions may
be of ‘any color. and must be grown
from seed but not transplanted. The
potatoes: are to  be judged before
July 10th. In any district where
crop matures before this date judges
will be sent earlier on notice being
given to the secretary of the Cen-
tral Association by the ' secretaries
of the branches.

The Province is to be divided into
five districts as follows:—

District No. 1—Cyrville,
Picton, Kingston.

District No. 2—Bellville, Brantford
Simcooe, Toronto.

District No. 3—Aylmer,
St. Thomas, Stratford.

District No. g4—Blackwell, Ojib-
way, Canard River, Sarnia, Tecumsrh

District No. 5—Dunnville, St Cath-
arines, Welland.
