The Bulgarian port of Varna, is oa’
the Black Sea, a few miles south of
the Roumanian border. It is a railroad
terminus, This city apd Bureas, 50
miles farther soutH, are the principal
Bulgarian Black Sea ports.

On several occasions, since the be-
ginning of the Teutonic drive through
Serbia, it has been reported that the
Russians would attempt an invasinn
of pulgaria from the sea, and it has
been said forces were being concen-
trated for this purpose at Odessa.

Previous despatches reporting Rus-
sian naval demonstrations Dbeforz
Varna or Burgas, presumably prepar-
atory to an effort to land troops, were
not borne out subsequently.

PROTEST NO GOOD

London, Dec. 21.—Telegraphing
from ISaloniki, the Daily Mail’s corre-
sponaent says:

“Everything points to the belief
that despite .Greece’s protests, the
Austro-Germans, #Turks and Bulgar-
ians will cross the Greek frontier di-
rectly they are ready. It is reliably
reported that the Turks have concen-
trated two divisions with cavalry and
artillery close to the Greek frontier
at Nevrokop and Kustendil.”

LEARNING FROM THEIR
MASTER.

London, Dec. 21—In extenuation of
their conduct in seizing a large quan-
tity of flour in American Red Cross
hospital at Monastir, which was being
used to feed the civilian population of
Monastir, the .Bulgarian officers re-
sponsible for the alleged outrage say
that the step was taken because on
their arrival in Monastir the Bulgar-
ians were so short of bread tnat the
men’s daily rations had been reduceid
to half a loaf, says the Times’ Salon-
iki correspondent,

The correspandent adds that Dr.
Forbes of the Red Cross and Mrs.
Walter Farwell, wife of an American
newspaperman, were refused permis-
sion to leave Monastir for Greece af-
ter the attack on the hospital, and
that the matter has been referred ‘o
the American government.

Dr. Edward Stuart of Boston, a
member of the American sanitary
commission, which has been working
recently in Serbia, according to the
correspondent, notified the American
consul in Saloniki of the attack, which
occurred on December g. The Bulgar-
ian military authorities demanded
that 23 carloads of flour, which the
American Red Cross was distributing
to civilians, should be sold to them,
and when the Americans declined to
acquiesce, they threatened to forcibly
seize the flour which they afterwards
did, first tearing down the American
flag over the building. One of the
Bulgarian officers struck Dr. Forbes
with the flat of his sword, and the
soldiers destroyed a camera w'th
which Mrs. Farwell was taking photos
of the scene. When Dr, Forbes had
been overcome by the soldiers, seals
were placed on the building and sen-
tries were set to guard it.

DISCONTENTED WITH HUNS

Paris, Dec. 21—A Rome despatch
to the Havas Agency, dated Decem-
ber 20, says the newspaper Seccolo,
has received from its Seres (Mace-
donia) correspondent, the following:

“Russophile Bulgarian deserters re-
port that the discontent with the Ger-
man officers arrogance is increasing
in the Bulgarian army. Near Strum-
itza a Bulgarian soldier fired three
revolver shots at Theodoroff (Bulgar-
ian) . He missed his aim, but killed
the general’s aide de camp. The sol-
dier was hanged.”

Shown Cars of New Road at
Preston by L. E. & N.
Manager.

Three Cars in Brantford
Next Week, Announced
Mr. Todd.

By invitation of the three Railway
Commissioners, Messrs Hartman,
Bunnell and Turnbull, a number of
citizens yesterday afternoon took a
trip over the municipal railway line.
The participants left on a special car
at 1 p.m., and those in attendance in-
cluded aldermen, members of the
Trades 2nd Labor Council and repre-
sentatives of various other interests.

The run to Paris was made in very

' good time, as the roadbed has been

very much improved since the enter-
prise passed into the hands of the
municipality. From Paris to Galt it

was a different story. The line has

heavy grades. and "',
only a slow pace could & nail
The car also swayed consi
Beyond Paris a stop was madé’
“gravel pit,” which very largely com-
sists of stones. In the quite continu-
ous view of the line, after Paris is
passed, the track of the Lake Erie
and Northern can be seen. The Grand
Valley rails are situated on the top
of the Grand river embankment.
Those of the L. E. and N. run below
alongside the river, and it could read-
ily be seen that a very level track
had been laid, and that the roadbed
and overhead equipment are of the
very best.

CARS OF THE NEW ROAD

SEEN.

On arrival at Galt, Mr. Todd, Gen«
eral Manager of the L. E. and N. met
the party, and they were transferred
to a special Galt car and taken to
the establishment of the Preston Car
and €oach Company, where they saw
the cars which are to be used on the
new road. They are eight in number,
inclusive of baggage cars, and cost
something over $15000 apiece or
about $125,000 in all. They are of
beautiful finish and workmanship,
and contain all the latest modern de-
vices with vestibuled ends. They are
very solidly built, consisting of stzel
up to the base of the windows, and
each has lavatory accommodation. No
better equipment could be found
anywhere. The visitors were also
shown one of the Baldwin Westing-
house electric engines, which will
be used in the haulage of freight.
They are of 60 tons weight, cost $27,-
8oo apiece, and can haul 800 tons at
24 miles an hour. One of them will
be of high speed for special runs.

All the arrangements in connection
with the road and its outfitting were
seen to be of the very best, and Mr.
Todd announced that it was
expected to make the run from Galt
to Brantford in 45 minutes, The
time consumed by the municipal road
between these two points, it may be

.remarked is one hour and twenty

minutes.

The most casual observer could not
have failed to be thoroughly impress-
ed with the fact that the competition
of the L. E. and N. cars alongsids
those of the Grand Valley would be
like putting a jolting buggy along-

GENERAL DE WET
IS RELEASED

Along With Other Conspira-
tors Allowed Out on
Conditions.

By Special Wire to the Courier.

London, Dec. 21.—General Christ-
ian De Wet, one of the leaders of the
South African rebellion against the
British government in 1914, who was
convicted of treason at Bloomfontein,
Union of South Africa, last June, has
been released from prison, as have
118 other high treason prisoners, ac-
cording to a despatch to Reuter’s
Telegram Company from Johannes-
burg. The prisoners were allowed to |
go on payment of their fines and on
condition that they abstain from par-
ticipation in politics, that they neither
attend nor take part in public mest-
ings, and that they do not leave theic
districts without permission.

General De Wet was commander :n
chief of the Free State forces during
the Boer war. In 1914 he headed a
rebellion in the Orange Free State
and western Transvaal against Great
Britain. He was captured, tried and
convicted. He was sentenced to serve
six years in prison and to pay a fine
of $10,000. Last August it was report- |
ed that a large number of pcople from
various provinces had petitioned Vis-
count Buxton, governor-general of
the Union of South Africa, for ths
j release of General De Wet. There
was agitation also for the release >f
other rebel prisoners.

those exported from Great Britain.

“In some cases, which are explain-
ed in detail in the memorandum,
there has been an increase of the ex-
ports from England but the amount
involved has been infinitesimal as
compared with the volume of Ameri-
can trade in the same articles, and
the increase of the exportation from
England is explained by accidental
causes which involved no loss to the
American exporter. I need only men-
tion the case of cotton. The export
from England of American cotton in-
creased first during the first seven
months of the year by 114,000 bales,
largely owing to cotton which was
purchased by the British government
in consequence of misapprehension as
to the ownership and released to the
Swedish consignees. In the same
mgnth; the total exports from Am-
erica increased by 2,300,000 bales.

THE MEMORANDU M.

is one that has already been submitted
by the United States Consul-General
in London in a previous report, and
Sir Edward Grey in a note to Mr Page |
dated Aug. 13th last, endeavored to
show that the idea was founded on a
misapprehension of the facts, The
sentence quoted above, however, and
the publicity given to it in the Ameri-
can press and to the figures adduced
to support it, render a further expla-
nation desirable.

PHENOMENAL INCREASE.
“While British export trade has un-
dergone a uniform decrease in pract:-
cally all articles, the published fig-
ures in the United States Department
of Commerce show that the export
trade of the United States, in spite of
lack of shipping, the complete dislo-
.cation of normal conditions of com-
merce and the measures taken by the
Allied Powers to restrict the trade of
their enemies, and quite apart from
the export of actual munitions of war,
has increased to a phenomenal extent,
and this, not only in supplying “the
requirements of certain of the belli
gerent nations, but in general trade
with the very countries from whose
markets it has been claimed that Great
Britain was endeavoring to exclude
American products. Omn the other
hand British trade has probably suf-
fered more than the embargoes on
exports imposed owing to the neces-
sities of war by the British Govern-
ment than has United States trade
from the ‘measures in restriction of
neutral trade with .the enemies of
Great Britain.

“Apart from this unprecedented vol-
ume of exports, American industry,
which before the outbreak of the war
had been suffering for over a year
from general and widespread depres-
sion, has during the period of hostil-
ities realized another benefit; the re-
duction in exports from the bellig-
erent countries has supplied the op-
portunity for American industry to
replace European products in the
markets of South and Central Amer-
ica, the Far East and even In neu-
tral European countries, so that .the
practical cessation of direct. trade
with Germany. Austria-Hungary, Bel-
gium and Turkey is more than com-
pensated by the opening up of new
markets.

WAR BENEFICIAL to U. S.

“The Secretary of the Treasury in
his report for the year ending June
30, ‘115, which has just been publish-
ed says: ‘What extraordinary results
have been achieved in the brief per-
jod since December, 1914! During the
year there has been a steady, healthy,
forward movement in every line of
activity, until now prosperity has
been firmly established throughout
the country.’ From all points of
view, therefore, it appears that the
European war has proved rather ben-
eficial than otherwise, to American

George admitted that ther: was a bad
shortage in the British munitions sup-
ply in the first year of the war, but

was quite a different matter.
May the British were turning out on-
ly 2,500 high explosive shells daily
against the Germans’ quarter of a
million,

“Here is the situation now,” he
said: “The quantity of shells fired in
the recent September operations was
enormous, The battle lasted days,
even weeks, yet there was no shortage
of shells. This was the result of four
months’ careful husbanding. Yet we
replaced the whole amount in a
month and hope soonto be in a posi-
tion to replace a like quantity in a
week.”

Without giving definite figures, the
Minister forecasted the output of
many guns of the largest size, and
latgr declared that the output of ma-
chine guns had increased fivefold
since June, and the output of hand
grenades forty-fold, while more
trench mortars were produced every
fortnight than in the entire first year
of the war. Continuing, he said:
‘There have been other develop-
ments of our work which I dare not
mention. There has been valuable
experimental work of a kind better
not discussed. As to explosives, we
shall be able to continue to supply
ourselves and our allies.

SHELLS ARE COSTING LESS.

“As to economy, I may cite as an
example new contracts for gun am-
munition, which is the principle item
of expenditure—the cost of 18-poun-
der shells has been reduced.4o per
cent, and of 4.5 inch howitzer shells,
30 per cent.

“It is too early to talk of che dan-
ger of over-production. In the last
great battle, although there was a tre-
mendous accumulation of ammuni-
tion, the generals stated that with
thrice the quantity of ammunition
they could have achieved twenty times
the results. Two hundred million
pounds or the cost of only 40 days of
war, would produce an enor-
mous quantity of munitions. If you
had that quantity at the right moment
whereas, without it, the war might be
prolonged perhaps 4oo0 days.

“With regard to munitions, what is
spared in monely is spilled in blood.
If there are risks to be taken, let'them
be risks to the pockets of the tax-
payers and not to the lives of men.”
“The successes of the Germans have
been due almost entirely to the me-
chanical preponderance they achieved
at the beginning of the war, Their
advances east, west and south alike
were due to this mechanical superior-
ity, and our failure to drive them ba.k
in the west or check their ad-
vance in the east was due to the tard-
iness with which the allies developed
their mechanical resources.
