In the face of blazing oil, 

liquid fire, poisonous gas and 
every other horror known ito 
modern warfare, the British 
are slowly and stubbornly 
fighting their way to thé Dro- 
court-Queant line, the gate to 
Douai and Cambrai. and the 
principal link in the fetters 
welded on northern France by 
the Germans. General Haig is 
hammering all along the line, 
but it is around Queant, at the 
southern extremity that his suc­
cess has been most marked and 
the correspomfing menace to 
the Germans greatest.

Queant is virtually pocketed. 
To the east, west and south the 
road is clear to the British, as 
far as natural barriers are con­
cerned, except for part of the 
village of Bullecourt. After 
soF-6 of the grimn^t fighting 
seen on the western front, the 
British have driven their foes 
from one half of BuHecourt 
and unless the tide is promptly 
turned the village is lost to the 
Germans and the crushing in of 
the southern mid of the Dro- 
court-Queant line is inevitable.

A ray of sunshine has also 
fallen on British arms at sea. 
The great German submarine 
base at Zeebrugge and the na­
val stronghold at Wilhelmsha- 
ven have been assaulted from 
sea and air apparently with no­
table success. Zeebrugge is an 
absolutely artificial harbor, 
called into existence on the 
flats and Belgian coast by the 
exigencies of submarine war­
fare and practically depending 
off its being on a great mole. 
This mole is said to have been 
breached by the British guns 
and the Germans must speedily 
repair^ the gap or the silting 
sands will complete the work of 
destruction commenced by the 
British gunners.

The only incident of moment 
in the other war theatres is a 
fresh Austrian report of a 
great artillery bombardment 
by the Italians on the Isonzo 
front. This may mean that ,the 
long inactivity of General Ca- 
dorna is about to be broken. 
The Italian situation has been 
wrapped in considerable ob­
scurity and there have been un­
comfortable rumors that the 
chaos in Russia was inspiring 
the Central Powers to mass 
forces for a great drive against 
Italy. These rumors have been 
somewhat offset by the accum­
ulating evidence that Austria is 
seeking in every direction a 
path to peace and is willing to 
make great concessions toward 
that end.

There is nothing yet to indi­
cate what the answer is to the 
Russian riddle. ' The reàignà- 
tion of General Komiloff, mili­
tary commander. at Petrograd, 
because of his refusal to accept 
orders from the Council of 
Workmen’s and Soldiers’ dele­
gates, heightens the impression 
of the growing power of the ra­
dicals and the demoralization 
of the army.

With the British Armies in France 
—(Correspondence of the Associated 
Press)—Three British soldiers who 
have just succeeded in escaping from 
a German prison camp a few milea 
back of the. fighting lines, tell a 
pitiable story of their treatment by 
the eqemy. They declared there was 
a great deal of sickness in the 
camp due to fatigue and starvation.

‘‘If we showed the slightest dis­
position to get sick," said one of the 
men to the correspondent of the As­
sociated Press to-day. “we- were 
either thrashed with whips or struck 
with the butt-end of a rifle." '

Although this soldier has been in 
enemy hands only three months, ho 
had dropped in weight from 182 to 
108. He was a living skeleton. His 
feet had been frozen and were gan­
grenous for lack of treatment. The 
men had neither overcoats nor 
blankets during the coldest weather 
of the winter. When captured dur­
ing a raid they wore leather Jackets. 
These the Germans took away from 
them immediately. They also strip­
ped the rubber, lining from their 
shrapnel helmets and. 
their regimental badges for the brass 
that was in them.

One of the men during the peril­
ous trip across No Man’s Land at the 
end of the escape, was badly wound­
ed. For food, the prisoners received 
daily a quarter loaf of bread, one 
plate of thin soup and about every 
second day a cup of weak coffee sub­
stitute. On a few occasions they had 
a bit of meat about the size of a 
lump of sugar, 
vere. compelled to work so near thje 
front they came under Shell fire from 
the British guns. This was an ex­
ceptional instance, however, they 
said.

The French prisoners, on the other 
hand, are constantly employed just 
back of the firing line, and suffer 
many casualties. In the camp, how­
ever, the French prisoners were 
better treated than the English. It 
was strange to hear this story in 
view of the sleek appearance of the 
German prispners in English hands, 
all well fed,'well nourished, paid for 
their bits of labor and permitted to 
buy-comforts at the canteens under 
the same conditions as the Tommies.

London, May 13.—Concentrated 

on a front of seven or eight miles the 
British troops during Friday night 
and Saturday morning made a bril­
liant attack on the Hindenburg line 
from Bullecourt north across the Ar- 
ras-Cambrai road to the north of the 
Scarpe east of Fampoux. The troops 
established themselves in Bullecourt, 
where hundreds of prisoners were 
taken; and continuing the offensive 
on Sunday after desperate fighting 
possessed themselves of most of the 
village. A German position on the 
Arras-Cambrai road, about two- 
thirds of a mile wide, as well as a 
mile and a half of trench system 
near Roeux have been taken, and the 
British occupy the western section of 
Roeux.

It is evident there is not much left 
of the famous Hindenburg line which 
was broken at Vimy, broken at Vend- 
huiie, on the Cambrai-St Quentin 
Canal, broken by the French between 
La Fere and St. Quentin, and lastly, 
broken at Bullecourt. What there is 
left, however, is of wonderfully 
strong construction and could not be 
taken at once in a general assault, 
except at such a terrible cost of liv­
es that victory would be almost as 
disastrous as defeat.

Hence General Haig’s taking It 
piecemeal, patiently and deliberately, 
only after every “push” has been 
preceded by - artillery preparation 
which has flattened out the Prussian 
defences and abolished the communi­
cating trenches se that the men in 
the forward dugouts have often been 
without food or supplies for two and 
three days at a time.

Prussian Losses Increase.
Estimates last week regarding the 

Prussian losses were entirely too low 
and there have been substantial ad­
ditions during the last seven days. 
They are now stated to be nearer 
310,000 of which about 50,000 pri­
soners have been counted on both 
fronts, about 200,000 are believed 
to have been seriously wounded and 
60,000 to have been killed in action

—an unusually large proportion ow­
ing to the desperate nature of the 
Prussian counter-attacks * in dense 
formation, attempting by sheer 
weight of men to regain lost posi­
tions.

Bullecourt has been the centre of 
these repeated assaults ever since the 
Australians pushed their way into it 
last Monday. The Hindenburg line 
ran through the village, which was 
honey-combed with parallel trenches 
and dugouts, the whole being most 
strongly fortified. In the vicinity is 
a small wood which was a nest of 
machine-gun posltipns. The wood 
was first thoroughly Shelled till only 
broken boles of trees remained.

Then the Australians carried It 
with a rush and pushed into the vill­
age which they have held with bull­
dog tenacity against assaults of liq­
uid fire, boiling oil and other un­
pleasant accompaniments of Prus­
sian attacks. Today’s advance here 
was made possible chiefly through 
their valor and determination. Rien- 
court, about a mile and a half away, 
ta' the immediate objective of the 
move, and the Wotsn-ur Drocourt- 
Queant line half a mile further on is 
gravely menaced at its southern end.

I Lens Again Threatened.
Little has appeared about the situ­

ation at Lens during the week, hut 
the British line around it is being 
gradually extended until it is more 
than half encircled. The British are 
In the suburbs of the Cite St. Pierre 
and the- Cite Jeanne d’Arc on the 
west and on the south last Wednes­
day captured a hamlet called La Cou- 

just west of Avion.
Lens still has one means of receiv­

ing supplies by the railway which 
runs from a loop below the town 
north-east of Lille. This junction Is 
just north of Avion, which is only a 
mile and a half from La Coulotte, so 
that there is every prospect that with 
their methodical advance this source 
of supply will soon be cut off and the 
important coal centre of Lens be In 
British hands.

«Espionage bill—The House In 
passing the bill retained the news­
paper censorship section demanded 
by the Administration, but did not 
enact an embargo section, which the 
administration wants to keep sup-:

The Senate still has Its 
bill under debate retaining such an 
embargo section,but entirely without 
a censorship provision. The real en­
actment of this bill probably will be 
in conference where the adminis­
tration will bring pressure to have 
both censorship and embargo sec­
tions inserted in acceptable terms.

Prohibition—As an amendment to 
the espionage bill, Ihe Senate has 
attached a section prohibiting the 
manufacture of intoxicating liquors 
from food grains.

The normal strength of the 
prohibition forces In Congress coup­
led with the rising prices of food,

THE SITUATION.
By brilliant and stubborn fighting 

tile British did some notable work on 
the western front druing Saturday 
and Sunday. For many days the 
Australians had heroically clung to 
advanced positions in the neighbor­
hood of the village of Bullecourt. 
Early on Sunday morning the enemy 
launched two fresh counter attacks 
against them, these failed and then 
English, Scottish and Australian re­
giments moved up and the offensive 
was turned on the foe. The result 
was that the village of Bullecourt 
was entered after much bayonet 
fighting. All the troops are reported 
to have done magnificently, the Aus­
tralians especially so. The success of 
Haig’s men did not. end with Bulle­
court. In the Douai region they 
took the chemical works north of 
Roeux village and also the Roeux 
Chateau and cemetery, both points 
which have given a great deal of 
trouble for a long time. In the ceme­
tery the Huns had turned the graves 
and vaults into underground points 
of vantage. The Canadians have not 
been in the fighting during the past 
two days.

On the French front in the Cham­
pagne region, the German Crown 
Prince launched violent assaults up­
on various points but they were all 
successfully resisted.

A naval and aerial bombardment 
was made by the Allies on the Ger­
man submarine base at Zebbrugge. 
Much destruction was wrought in­
cluding the demolition of two sub 
sheds and the loss of sixty-three

COUNCIL BUSY ORGANIZING 
Already messages have been des­

patched to the British, French and 
Italian Governments requesting their 
co-operation in facilitating, the pas­
sage of delegates to a Socialist con­
ference which they propose holding 
m Petrograd. This encroachment on 
the Government’s authority is viewed 
with alarm, and it is quite conceivable 
that the Council will soon insist on a 
censorship of newspaper cables in or­
der to eliminate criticism of their 
policy and procedure. Meanwhile the 
Council is organizing provinces every 
day. Its tentacles are longer, and the 
time apparently is not far distant 
when the Council will be in a posi­
tion to overthrow the Government 
and establish a regime of its own. 
They have their own difficulties, how­
ever. The red guard of armed work­
men has now taken fright at the pros­
pect of further hostilities. The mur­
der of soldiers might afford military 
leaders an opportunity, of inflaming 
the minds of the troops against work­
men, and thus creating a fatal cleav­
age in the Council. Leaders .of the 
red guard propose to. establish an 
organized militia ready to assist, but 
independent of the Council. Its func­
tion would be to fight counter-revo­
lutionary forces, but it more likely 
would be used as it has been used, 
to supplement arguments by bullets 
in a fight with capitalists.

New York, May 15—The sudden 
death late last night of Joseph Hod­
ges Choate, former ambassador to 
Great Britain, and lawyer of inter­
national fame, was due to heart dis­
ease. He complained yesterday morn­
ing of feeling depressed, and his 
physician ordered him to remain in 
bed. About 10.30 o’clock last night, 
he called his wife and daughter. 
Miss Mabel Choate, to his bedside. 
According to Miss Choate, he said;

"I am feeling very ill. I think 
this in the. end.’.’ He. died a few moi 
ments later.

Notwithstanding his advanced 
years\Mr. Choate took an active part 
in the' entertainment last week of 
the French and British war commis­
sions in New York. He was chair­
man of the reception committee that 
met both thC missions. At the recep-; 
tion on Friday for Mr. Balfour and 
the British' commission, Mayor Mit­
chell referred to Mr. Choate as “the 
foremost citizen of New York,” at 
the banquet on Friday night for the 
British and French commissions. Mr. 
Choate was one of the speakers, and 
on Saturday evening he entertained 
with a small dinner at his home for 
Mr. Balfour. Mr. Choate was a per­
sonal friend of the British foreign 
secretary, and they saw much of 
eajçh other during the stay of the 
British commission in New York.

A Mr, Choate was born in Salem. 
Mass., January 24. 1832. 
graduated from Harvard 
and two years later from the law 
school of that institution. In his 
long and distinguished career he re­
ceived honorary degrees from many 
seats of learning, notably his alma 
ffimter, Amherst, Oxford. Cambridge, 
and Edingurgh, Yale and St. An­
drews and McGIU Universities.
